Germans Prepared for Act of Dlshon.

London, Dec. 4.—In view of the 
German Government’s reply for re­
sponsibility for the sinking of the 
German warships In Scapa Flow, the 
British Admiralty last night publish­
ed a number of documents, Including 
all the secret Instructions of the Ger­
man Admiral Von Reuter to his offi­
cers on the preparation for and the 
method of scuttling of vessels when­
ever the signal to do so was given 
from his ship, the Emden, his inten­
tion being to send the vessels to the 
bottom should the British attempt to 
seize them without the consent of the 
German Government.

Referring to the possibility of Ger­
many agreeing to surrender the ships, 
Admiral von Reuter said in one of the 
documents :

"Then the ships will he handed 
over, to the lasting disgrace of those 
who placed us in this position.”

The weightiest document the Ad­
miral dfficloses, is a letter from Rear 
•Admiral Adolf von Trotha, chief of 
the German Admiralty, written to von 
Reuter, dated Berlin, May 9, and 
marked “most secret.” It was found 
In the safe of the Emden at the time 
of the salvaging of that cruiser.

This letter discusses at consider­
able length the negotiations then 
proceeding at Paris regarding the 
fate of the German ships.

It gives no actual instructions for 
the scuttling of the vessels, though 
one sentence runs, "their surrender 
to the enemy remains out of the 
question.”

The Admiralty does not claim this 
as proof that the German govern­
ment ordered the scuttling of the 
warships, but it claims that the letter 
proves the German government was 
able to communicate with Von Reu­
ter.

The Ukranian bureau at Berne eays 
the Afghan delegation which had been 
conferring with Lentne, the Bolshevik 
Premier, left Moscow on Wednesday 
for home. Lenlne and other officials 
saw the party off at the station. The 
Afghans, the announcement says 
were satisfied with their visit and ex­
pressed the hope that the Bolshevism 
would spread shortly to Afghanistan 
In order, they said, to get rid of the 
British influence. They expressed 
also that the Emir Government would 
be transformed into a Republic under 
Russian protection.

GERMANY’S REPLY NOT ACCEPT 
ANCE.

PARIS, Dec. 13.
Germany’s reply to the Entente 

notes relative to the signing of the 
Peace Protocol does not constitute 
an acceptance, although couched in 
conciliatory terms, according to the 
Echo de Paris. It Is said that the A1 
lies will have to send a new note to 
Germany but belief is expressed that 
the Berlin Government will yield and 
that the Protocol will be signed about 
Christmas.

HUGHES WINS AGAIN.
LONDON, Dec. 14.

Returns as yet incomplete for the 
Australian general elections show 
that a Government majority is assur­
ed. Premier Hughes and Ministers 
Ryan and Tudor are elected.

GENERAL DARATOFF.

LONDON, Dec. 13.
A Bolshevik communication from 

Moscow reports an attempt to as­
sassinate General Daratoff. The Gen­
eral, says the despatch, was wounded

HALIFAX, Dec. 13.
That a marine catastrophe was nar 

rowly averted when the Carmanla of 
the Cunard Line, and the American 
freighter Maryland, collided off Cape 
Race, Wednesday evening. Is evident 
from stories told by passengers of the 
liner on her arrival here this morn­
ing. The Cunarder was proceeding 
at half speed through a relatively 
calm sea, sounding her whistle regu­
larly. At eight o'clock Wednesday 
evening the Maryland loomed up in 
the fog and darkness on a cojirse 
that would have struck the Carmanla 
head on aft of amidships. Orders 
were immediately given aboard the 
liner for full speed ahead, as the 
helm was put over hard to starboard 
On board the Maryland the helm was 
put over hard to port but the momen­
tum of the freighter was too great to 
avoid a collision and her bow scraped 
the starboard side of the Carmanla 
approximately fifty feet from the stem 
post, smashing four port lights, rip­
ping off the rtvetts and bending In 
the plates of the liner above and be­
low the line of the main deck over an 
area of approximately twenty-five feet 
square. No one was injured.

WILL CONTINUE SALE OF THRIFT 
STAMPS.

OTTAWA Dec. 13.
The Government has decided to con­

tinue sale of thrift stamps and sav­
ings certificates at Banks, Post Offi­
ces and other Agencies, it is announ­
ced by the Minister of Finance, Sir 
Henry Brayton. However as a means 
of eliminating unnecessary expendi­
ture the National War Saving’s Com­
mittee and different paid provincial 
representatives and head office officials 
are relieved of their duties from Jan­
uary 1, 1920 and the cost of propagan­
da will be saved.

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How London
Flower Girls Work.

Three times s week a regular 
flower-market to held in Convent Gar­
den, and as early as four o’clock in 
the morning the whole place Is alive 
with buyers and sellers. The violets, 
done up in bunches, thirteen to the 
dozen, are the popular blossoms. 
Boxes fall of white, red, and yellow 
roses, recall the southern hanging 
gardens, where they climbed and 
clustered two days previous. From 
all this heap the careful flower-girl 
makes her choice accordingly as she 
sells In the East or West End, the

Pastes, all Toilet Articles and hnn- Strand, or Oxford Street. The blos­
soms are all unmounted, innocent 
yet of the hard wire with which they 
are afterwards to be allied. Till eight 
o'clock the girls are usually employ­

ed in making up the button-holes; 
maidem-hair, ivy-leaves, ferns and 
sometimes, but rarely, the leaf be­
longing to the flower itself is used as 
an accompaniment Some of the

girls show more taste than others, and 
this makes all the difference in the • 
world to the recepts. Often flower 
sellers will pay a few coppers to have 
their baskets “got ready" by a com­
rade whose taste they believe is super- 
ior to their own. Five to ten shillings 
a day can be earned by the average 
flower-girl" in a busy quarter of the 
town. Men buy more readily than 
ladies and will often give more than 
the price asked for a pretty flower; ■* 
but a woman rarely does that.

; method, will be below that of last 
I season; In fact It now seems certain 
! that the total pack for the season 
will not be more than one-fourth 
what it was last year, and likely even 
less. The question naturally arises 
as to what will be the future condi­
tion of the market? At present we un­
derstand eleven dollars per barrel is 
the price offered for “Scotch” pack 
here. We are told that In New York 
and other United States centres, large 
quantities of herring of last year’s 
pack are held in cold storage, and 
that this is why there are not more 
buyers in the market for this sea­
son’s voyage. As it now stands the 
market is sure to he short of 1919 
fall herring, and as supply and de­
mand are claimed to regulate the 
price, we see no reason why fair 
prices should not be obtainable for 
good new herring between now and 
the close of the season.

Last week up to Saturday there was 
good herring fishing in Humber Arm. 
From Tuesday to Friday boats loaded 
daily, the best fishing being on the 
Bar. On Saturday there was a slack­
ening off, and this week the catches 
have been small. It would appear as 
if the fish are shifting from Arm to ; 
Arm, for during the past two or three 
days there has been an abundance of 
herring in Middle Arm, where boats 
load daily. The price dropped to "92, 
but afterwards came up again to $2.50 
per barrel.

Of late there has been a marked 
improvement in the fishery at Hall’s ■ 
Bay, and it looks as it the packers 
there may yet secure sufficient her­
ring to get themselves out of the hole.

Up to last Thursday there had not 
been more than 500 barrels taken in 
the whole bay, but since then the fish 
struck in more plentiful, and packing 
stations have been kept busy. The 
price paid is 94 per barrel from the 
nets. Owing to the scarcity of herring 
in Hall’s Bay and vicinity, the pack 
promises to be superior to that of last 
year, though the class of packages 
used by some packers is a regrettable 
feature of the industry. However, it 
is pleasing to note that an effort for , 
the betterment of conditions is being 
made, and that all packers are desir­
ous of putting a good article on the 1 
market I

Musgrave Harbor has suffered a ser­

ious loss in the death of Esau Gilling­
ham, I. S. M, ex-Light Keeper, Pen­
guin Island. Mr. Gillingham was 
born at Ochre, Pit Cove, Aug. 6th, 1844. 
He spent his early life at the cod 
fishery, and in 1890 was appointed 
Light Keeper at Penguin Island ; 
where, for more than a quarter of a 
century he kept the light shining at 
its best, and many have been the 
prayers of gratitude offered to hea­
ven because of the faithfulness of 
this servant of humanity. He was so 
loyal to duty that in 1916 he was hon­
oured by His Majesty the King with 
the Imperial Service Order. He then 
retired from active service and set­
tled at Musgrave Harbor to spend his 
last days in quietude and rest, but the 
past year was over-shadowed by ill 
health, which caused him a great deal 
of suffering.

Mr. Gillingham's life was one of 
deep piety and spoke eloquently of the 
power of Divine grace. He has left 
to mourn a widow and a daughter at 
Musgrave, and two sons, Newman of 
St. John’s, and Herbert, a student at 
McGill University, Montreal, too all of 
whom we extend profound sympathy.

More wages to meet the cost of 
living and high rentals and all 
the other levies made on the j 
laborer, the tradesman and the 
artisan and the acquiescence to 
the common demand moves the 
cost up another peg. Econo­
mists are baffled. Experts are 
all at sea and Governments are 
helpless. Supply and demand 
maintain prices both of em­
ployment and production, but 
while supply is short and de­
mand is incessant high prices 
will inevitably maintain. In­
creased production then is the 
only remedy, and to use the 
words of Lord Leverhulme, 
“machinery must be sweated 
and not men.” By such a pro­
cess, output would be doubled 
and trebled, and the beginning 
of a visible and welcome decline 
in the present high cost of liv­
ing would follow.

“It is a fact that on December 17, and for some days 
before and after that date, six of the planets, Neptune, 
Saturn, Jupiter, Mars, Mercury and Venus, will be rough­
ly in the same direction from the sun, Uranus in the op­
posite direction, and the earth somewhere near at right 
angles. This is doubtless a very unusual grouping, though 
nothing but a calculation which it would take too long to 
make, would tell how often it occurs. I should think, how­
ever, that this grouping or others equally remarkable 
must have happened several times in the course of record­
ed history.

“However, no bad results are to be feared from it. 
There is no evidence of any influence of the planets either 
upon the sun or the earth; no evidence that they produce 
sun spots, for example; and it is highly improbable that 
they do. And sun spots have no influence on the weather 
of the earth of which any one knows. Great spots have 
often happened without any bad effects.

“Sun spots occur most frequently at times averaging 
about eleven years apart; at these times there is a general 
increased activity in the sttn, of which the spots are only 
a symptom ; there is a slightly greater emission of heat; 
northern lights on the earth are frequent; ‘magnetic 
storms’—by which is meant not thunderstorms but un­
usual variations in the magnetism of the earth—are com­
mon; and occasionally the electric currents set up in the 
earth are such as to put the-wire telegraph out of commis­
sion for hours at a time.

TO BE DEPRECATED.
“I remember one case, for example, where the east 

and west wires in Eastern Canada could not be worked at 
all for several hours, while the north and south lines were 
not affected. Then as the solar maximum passes, all these 
activities slowly die down and in due time build them­
selves up again for the next maximum. But nothing dan­
gerous or destructive happens.

“I think it is too bad that such stories as that you 
read gain wide circulation, People believe them—they 
have no reason to do anything else, and if no other harm 
result» when these terrifying ' predictions fail to materi­
alize, science as a whole is discredited. There are as many 
disreputable men in proportion in the scientific world, or 
at least posing as scientists, as there are any place else— 
and no more.

Susu Had Hard Time,
in consequence domestic anairs 
have to be remodelled to fit the 
changed conditions. Everything 
is on the up grade, and the man 
of limited earning power is hard 
put to it to arrange his revenue 
to balance with expenses, on 
each pay day. And no one ap­
pears to be able* to even sug­
gest a remedy. Experts have 
wrestled with the problem in 
other countries, but have been 
obliged to acknowledge their 
powerlessness to change the
situation one jot or tittle.

* • * * * *
Does the only remedy and its 

application rest with Govern­
ments? And will the question 
be taken up and disposed of 
satisfactorily by the Adminis­
trations of the countries con­
fronted with this problem. The 
"purchasing power of the dollar 
has consistently declined year 
after year, until to-day it is 
worth probably about thirty 
cents, compared to its- pre-war 
value. That simply means that 
in order to live equally the same 
under the changed conditions, a 
man receiving two dollars per 
day years ago should now be in 
receipt of a daily wage of six 
or more dollars to even up 
things. Can Governments re­
gulate this? Is it within their 
power to determine the amount 
to be paid labor of all kinds, 
skilled or unskilled, and to fix 
the prices of foodstuffs, wear­
ables, house rent, fuel and light 
in corresponding value. En­
quiries into the factors that 
make for the increased and 
ever-increasing high cost of 
living have been held, but no 
specific solution appears to have 
been the outcome. Every 
country is suffering: all peoples 
are groaning and sweating un­
der the burden imposed upon 
them by the great war. Who 
will lighten it, and how must 
the process begin?

A Canadian contemporary 

discussing the question from a 
Canadian standpoint, says that 
the high cost of living is di­
rectly traceable to a world 
shortage of all those things 
that are considered necessaïy 
for comfortable existence, but 
yet this world condition is not 
accepted as a sufficient expla­
nation. In Canada, the city 
people denounce the farmers 
and charge them with profiteer­
ing. The farmer naturally, re­
sents these attacks and is an­
gry with the labor people who, 
he claims, have forced up wa­
ges and shortened hours, thus 
attracting to the cities the rural 
laborer and creating a shortage 
bf farm help.

Editor Evening Advocate.
"Dear Sir,—In reference to your 

statement made In an editorial some 
days ago “that Mr. Grimes had on 
more than one occasion firmly point­
ed out to the Rev. Dr. Whelan that 
the road monies would bp spent only 
through the proper channels” the Rev. 
Gentleman Bays In reply, “Mr. Grimes 
did not, • consistently he ceuld not 
point this out to me." I would have 
him recall conversations that took 
place between us on more than one 
occasion after thp Local Affairs Act 
cam^ into operation and in reference 
to public monies which he wanted 
for expenditure at North River, that 
I always told him that when such 
monies were available they would be 
sent to the chairman of the Bead 
Board.” The ReV. Gentleman fur­
ther states, "I know that while Mr. 
Grimes was member for Port de 
Grave that monies were taken from 
a legally elected Road Board and giv­
en to people to expend who had no 
legal standing whatever under the 
Local Affairs Act.” It this is so Mr. 
Editor, lt was done without my know­
ledge, and I should like to have him 
cite all such cases.

, pyramids coated with polished stone 
l that shone in the sunlight. There 
i was also, the great causeway leading 
. up from the Nile, and it was up this 
, causeway that the huge stones for the 
[ pyramids were brought after being 
. floated down from the quarries up 
. stream. The causeway was ornamenfr- 
i ed With figures cut into it, but the 
. Sphinx and the pyramids were devoid 
, of carvings, Greek writers who saw 

them declare. The Greeks could not 
read the Inscription and the priests of 

; Egypt, who could, did not care to tell 
, the Greeks.

The Sphinx's presence in this group 
. have led some writers to conclude that 

the rock from which it was chisled ob- 
! structed the view of the pyramids,
: standing alone on the shelf as it did, 

and hence was carved this strange 
figure. One theory is that the body 
of the lion signifies strength and that 
the head was that of the great King 
Cheops whose pyramid stands near by. 
Since Egyptian kings were worship­
ped as gods, this would account for 
the Sphinx.

Denied His Besting Place.
j The Greeks declared that Cheops 
j was the most unhappy of mortal kings.
| His kingdom was small and Egypt 
had not the vast slave army that later 
built its temples and toipbs. But 
Cheops was ambitious and determined 
to build a great toma on the rock 
shedf near the city. For ten years his 
subjects labored and all were taxed to 
build the huge causeway that brought 
up the stones to the Nile ledge and to 
level off the ledge for the pyramid. 
Then the real work of building the ' 
Great Pyramid began and each day 
the king went to Inspect it.

Finally Cheops was called to Osiris. 
The Egyptian custom was that he be 
judged of the deeds he had done in life 
before he could sleep in the great tomb 
provided. The body was placed in its 
mummy wrappings in the great hall 
of the palace for this last ceremony.
A great clamor arose outside, and 
the common people, oppressed by tho 
taxes which built the huge pyramid, 
burst in with a demand that the dead 
ruler be denied the right to sleep in It 

In vain the courtiers tried to quiet 
them and the soldiers to eject them; 
the clamor would not down. By night

OR MRSBesides tortillas, Mexican children 
eat melons, beans with very hot sauce, 
and sugar-cane, which is plentiful. 
The tortillas, or corn cakes, consti­
tue the stapple and almost unvaried 
diet of the Mexican poor. They are 
dry, flat, almost tasteless cakès, made 
of water and corn flour, and baked on 
hot bricks. Preparing these tortillas 
becomes the tiresome job of women 
and girle, and they must be millers 
as well as bakers.

Mexican boys are not fond of play. 
Much of their time, when they are not 
compelled to work, is spent lounging 
against the adobe walls of their bare, 
cheerless homes, or walking aimless­
ly round in the hot dusty streets.

Parading the game-cocks becomes 
the boys’ special job in Mexico. 
Sometimes the lads carry their 
charges to school and during recess 
plan battles between champion fight­
ers.

Cock fighting as well as bull fight­
ing is a popular Mexican amusement. 
The places where cock fights take 
place are known as cock pits. The j 
roosters being palced in the centre of 
of a ring, the owners and spectators 
gather about and watch the battle 
with the greatest interest There is 
much gambling among the peons on 
the outcome.

Besides' the cock, Mexican boys 
have two other pets—the burro and 
the snake. Although the burro car-’ 
ries the family’s burdens, he is often 
mistreated by his owner. Snakes 
serve as special pets which the boys 
delight in smuggling to school In or­
der to lighten the hours of forced 
study.

If You Were Mexican DYSPEPTIC
If you were a native of Mexico you 

might be Indian, Spanish or real 
Mexican, which is really a mixture 
of the other two races. Your type of 
civilization would depend largely up­
on the amount of Spanish blood in 
your veins.

The peasants or poor Mexicans are 
called peons. It has been said that 
the only flower that will not bloom 
In the warm moist climate of our 
southern neighbor is the peony; for 
<he lot of his peon Is indeed pitiable.

Although living in a land brilliant 
■with flowers and rich with fruits, the 
children are bowed down from birth 
in dust and poverty:

That the Mexican appears dirty 
must be due to the scarcity of water. 
One must either buy water from the 
carrier or depend upon the ditches 
and public fountain. Since many Mexi­
cans are more or less averse to work, 
they prefer to remain unwashed rather 
than carry water so far.

Laundry work is done on the banks 
of streams and ditches. The clothes, 
having been soaked for a day or two 
in jars, are taken to the waters edge 
and pounded with stones or rubbed 
over the rough rocks. Fine linen would 
not stand this treatment very long, 
but the few clothes of the natives are 
woven of coarse material.
