I hope.this
force will be able to circumscribe the
bounds of the enemy to collect what
supplies the country affords, (which
I fear has been well draihed al-
ready), and at all events to pravide
for ‘themselves and the Indians with
them, for a short time.

I am sorry to say, that some of
the inhabitants, in the neighborhood
of the head of the Lake, have left
their farms rather than - reside
amongst such' troublesome neighbors.
And how_ necessary it is, that this
number should be diminished, I have
only 'to state to Your Excellency that
their consumption of provisions
amounts to no less upon an average,
than 16 head of cattle and 25 barrels
of flour daily.

I beg leave to call Your Excel-
lency’s attention to the inadequate
supply of money usually sent to this
province. It is mot so much felt at
this port, as at York and Burlington,
in particular, in consequente of the
Deputy Commissary General here be-
ing able to'procure a loan occasion-
ally from the merchants; but at the
i latter places, the want of money to
defray the common expenses has bgen
highly prejudicial to the service, and
!injurious to.the public credit. The
sum commonly sent up, is sufficient
only to pay off old debts, and nothing
scarcely is left to commence afresh
with.
