Fish Tagging
Reveals Habits

The, fish tagging campaign being
carried on along the New England |
and Atlantic coast continues to fur- |
nish new and enlightening data on |
the habits of the cod, pollock and!
haddock, 32,968 of which have beeni

tagged since April, 1923. Of these 1 -
26 Dbeing

279 have been recaptured, K
having |

recaptured twice -and one
been retaken three times. This is the I
word from the U.S. Bureau of Fisher- |
ies Department of Commerce. |
“'The Halcyon’s three tagging cruises |
in August resulted in the tagging of

2,224 cod, -220 pollock, and 750 had-f
dock, and. the recapture ‘of 33, show-

ing’ little or no migration. The cruises

in August were to Mount Desert, Me,

Boothbay 'Harbor, to Boone Island,

Me., and one to Nantucket Shoals,

Mass. In September ‘when two eruises

were made—one to Mount Desert and

one to Jeffrey’'s Ledge and Platts

Bank—1,231,510 fish were tagged. The 5
total number tagged thi;l year is 12,- |
379.

Facts learned on these cruises re-
veal that in the region of Nantucket
Shoals - it appears ‘that the presence |
of an abundance of all three species |
is subject to decided variation from !
year to year. In 1923 cod were found |
to be very scarce in the early Spring, |
but abundant from August to October. |
In 1924, when the first fishing was |
done in July, fish were plentiful
mid-Summer, but there was a decided |
decrease in the Fall as compared with
1923. This year cod were found to be
much more abundant in the early
Spring than during that period ‘in
1923, but were less plentiful this Sum-
mer as compared with 1923.

Haddock were very scarce on Nan-
tucket Shoals during all of 1923, more
plentiful in 1924, and at least ten times
more abundant ‘during the ' present
year, based on the number tagged.

‘of conversation for weeks before hand, the canvassing by the

candidates is energetically condiicted, and the voters ‘allow noth-
ing' to_keep them away from the booths on polling day.

For, a city with a population of over 36,000, it is not to our |

credit that such lack of interest is taken in the selection of its |
governing body, a matter which closely concerns one and all,|}

Even if the powers of the Council under the Charter are restrict- |

ed, and the revenue rightly due the city is withheld, these are

not reasons, but merely weak excuses, for the apathy shown, for
it stands to reason that so long as citizens are disinterested in
the matter of civic elections just so long will the city be denied

its full rights. e

What St. John’s requires is a body of men in office who can

bring power to bear on the Legislature t6 compel recogmtxon of”
these rights, men who are thoroughly aware of what is required

_to make this a modern city, and who possess the ability to deal
" with the problems and have timeé to devote to them. At present
practically anyone who feels so inclined may offer himself as a|
candidate. He places his views in a general way before the public,
and because he is unopposed by others who could, if they would,
formulate a policy and make an effort if \elected to have it car-
ried out, he issreturned. Then for four years he meets his.col-
leagues once a week, takes part in discussions of a stereotyped
nature, which for the most part are of a negative character.
He has little to do with the work of the municipal employees,
* and draws his cheque which, if not large, is at any rate not al-
together disproportjonate to' the amount of work performed!

Scarcely a day during a session of the Legislature_but the
House is crowded. Has anyone ever heard of an audléme dur-
nig the weekly meeting of the Council? And yet the discussions
are, or certainly ought to be, on matters which immediately
concern us—the expenditure of our taxes, housing, sanitation,
health, the condition of the streets, and-a hundred and one other
every day affairs. All that the public know of these discussions
is contained in the meagre weekly report, which makes no men-
tion of the stand taken by the individual members on any ques-
tion, and is referred to for the most part in order to learn to
whom permission has been granted or withheld to do ‘this or|
that.

i The lack of funds §s':§1f|e chief reason given for not proceed-
ihg with. any suggested.improvements, but it would be far|
nearer the truth to say: ihat the-shortage of funds was due to|
the waste incurred in the money eéxpended. \In the operations
undertaken, the service given by the workmen is poor owing to
the lack of proper supervision, and in many cases th¢ work does
not indicate expert knowledge of the difficulties to be overcome
either in the planning or in the execution.

" cipal Council who is familiar with the methods followed in up-|

to-date cities, or who is really capable of town planning? - We |
submit that, judging from the operations carried on for-years, |
there is not, and that is the chief reason for the backward con- !
dition of the city of St. John’s at the present time.

Even when it comes to matters that are obviously primi-
tive, unhygienic and objectionable, no attempt is made to alter
them. The garbage is collected during the daytime, when citi-
zens on -their way to work get the full benefit of the clouds of
ashes, and the provisions in the various grocery stores are pois-
oned by them; the night soil cart, which haye been a horror for
years, still rumble round the city about midnight, polluting the
atmosphere, and, we have good reason to believe, make their
presence in certain quarters evén more obnoxious by emptying
a part of their contents down ‘the already malodorous hoppers.
Garbage of the most objectionable kind is dumped near resi-
dential sections, even in a part as populous as that near the Gas
Works. y

Under such circumstances can it be said that the.perma-
nent officials are showing that they are capable, and can it be
said that the Councillors are really on the job?

Under the present system of elections candidates are elect-
ed to represent the city. Would it not be better if they repre-
sented a ward? At present their work is haphazard; would it.
not be more effective if they worked on a definite system? At
present the improvements’ effected are spasmodic; would they
not be to greater advantage if those responsible were follow-
‘ing a clearly defined town planning scheme? The -alteration in
the general appearance of the city might be a slow process, but
it would be sure, and permanent; whereas the improvemerits
effected. to-day are of a temporary nature, with the result that
the patch is torn away from old material and thg :ent is made
worseé than it was before. \

If there is to be a change in the existing state of affairs, the
citizens of St. John's must awaken from their long sleep.
