It1s reported this morning that a
steamship has been discovered sunk at
the scene of the collision, off Dungeness
lighthouse, on Wednesday night. The
opinion is becoming general that the
vessel which ran into the Nort/ileet also
went down with all hands before the
emigrant ship sunk. The owner of the
Spanish steamship -Murlo, who landed at
Dover two hours before the collision oe-
curred, believes it was his vessel which
was in collision with the Northjleet, and
that both were destroyed.

Bombay, Jan. 26.—A Lahore news-
paper reports that Sidar Abdul Rehmar,
under Russian instigation, has captured
Fort Hissar, a dependency of Cabul, and
sent the Governor of the place as a pri-
soner to the Russians.
