The next thing that is 
heard of Armstrong, he is in Biffalo, 
where he writes a letter to Walkerton, 
stating that he sold the horses and rig 
for 1300, and was going te start tor Cali­
fornia the next morning. He ^added by 
way of postscript, that the ’people of 
Walkerton had always looked upon him 
as a “sharper,” and now he was trying to 
deserve the appellation. Mr. Waterson 
started on Wednesday morning in search 
of the team, and to-day telegraphed 
from Guelph that they were purchased by 
Manaesah «Leeson, of Orangeville, whither 
Mr. W. at once proceeded.—Telescope.

Chicago, May 13.—In the Chicago 
Presbytery yesterday the committee ap­
pointed to consider the protest filed 
on Friday by Rev. Dr. Bweetzey, on be­
half of himself and a number of other 
members of the Presbytery, against the 
action of that body in receiving charges 
against Professor Swing, submitted a re­
port susta-'ning the protest, and further, 
that the vagueness and irregularity of 
the charges would not be sufficient if 
proved to constitute an offence.

New York, May 18.—It is stated that 
the British Minister to Chili has de­
manded the release of Capt. Hyde, of 
the wrecked steamer Tacna, and an in­
demnity of £25,000.

It is stated that the British Consul, 
Mfigee, was. recently sentenced by the 
Commandant at San Jose, Guatemala, to 
400 lashes, of which 200 were inflicted, 
nearly killing Magee. The Commandant 
has fled. A‘Panama letter gives the 
details ef the affair. It appears that 
Gonzales arrested Mr. Mancrief, agent of 
a steamship company at San Jose, bnt 
released him, retaining Magee, who pro­
tested against the horrpr in the name of 
the British flag. The American Consular 
agent, James, entered a protest just as 
Magee was about to be flogged, when 
Gonzales threatened to serve James the 
same way. Four soldiers performed the 
whipping, two hundred lashes being in- 

l flicted, after which Magee was kept over 
' night to receive the remaining two hun­
dred next day, and then be shot. Mr. 
Monorief sent a messenger to the nearest 
telegraph station, Gonzales having 
guarded the telegraph offices at San Jose, 
and summoned Gen. Sol area with one 
hundred men from the capital, who ar-( 
rived next morning as Magee was about 
to be again whipped. Gonzales fled to a 
steamer, bnt as he was getting on board 
some one shot him dead in the gangway.

ZZZ Address and Presentation.
On Monday evening, at the usual meet­

ing of the St. Vincent De Paul Society of 
Guelph, an appropriate presentation and 
address was made to Mr. William O’Con­
nor on the eve of hie departure to 
join the pilgrimage, which will leave 
New York on the 16th inst., for tho 
continent, whether thousands of pious 

ilgrims are flocking to Lourdes in 
’ranee and to Rome to bring consola­

tion to Pius IX. At thè request of the 
President of the Society John Harris, 
Esq., made the presentation, and Mr. J.
E. MoEIderzy read the address, yhicb 
after referring to Mr. O’Oonnor’s intended 
visit to these places, goes on to say that 
in the name of the donors, and of the 
Catholics ot the Parish, they take tho 
opportunity of expressing their admira­
tion of the spirit which prompts him to 
undertake so arduous a journey, and 
their feeling of gratification that Guelph 
will be worthily represented by him in 
the pilgiimage ; that this journey is an­
other proof of the catholic spirit of which 
his career has furnished many striking 
examples. It refers also to his unosten­
tatious piety, his devotion to the cause 
of charity as a member of the St. Vincent 
De Paul Society, from which they are 
convinced that in entering on this pil­
grimage, he does so with a desire to pro­
mote the glory of God and the honour 
of his Mother. It refers with rejoicing 
to the fact that in this sordid ago 
there are evidences of the old faith, 
and seeing he is imbued with that 
faith, they congratulate him on the 
joyhew*U experience in visiting the 
shrine at Lourdes—tho scene of reported 
miracles—and also Rome, where he will 
behold Pius IX, and have a share m the 
consolation which the faithful pilgrims 
from Canada and the United States will 
bring to the head of the Gatho^'o Church. 
The address closes by asking him to, 
accept a Crucifix, Beads and Prayer Book, 
as a slight token of friendship and frater­
nal affection, and with these they loin 
their heartfelt wishes and ardent prayers 
for a prosperous voyage to him, a safe 
return to Guelph, and a full participation 
in all the blèssings bestowed on pious 
pilgrims, and they ask to be remembered 
in hie prayers at tbe sacred shrines he 
may visit.

The address was signed by John Harris 
Mayor, Wm. Heffeman and Thomas 
Fogarty 1st and ‘2nd Vice-Presidents of 
the Society, Wm. Cayroll, Treasurer, 
John E. McElderiy, Hecrelai y ; John 
Carroll, Librarian ; Job. Broderick, 
Treasurer of Libraiy ; Jas. Suglnue, 
Collector ; D. Nnnan, M. D., John 
Murphy, Mount Tara, J. P. McMillan, 
Barrister, and 60 olheie, members of the 
Society.

Mr. O’Connor made a very feeling ana 
approprite reply, in which he returned bis 
heartfelt thanks for this mark of the;- 
kindness and friendship, and for their 
beautiful present—the most acceptable 
they could have selected for him—especi­
ally the cross the emblem of our. salvation. 
Ho felt he was undeserving of tho honor, 
but he looked upon it as an expression of 
the'* faith and ardent love for the 
Catholic Church, to which they all be­
longed ; and also as a mark of their ap­
proval of his pilgrimage. In that 
pilgrimage they went not for amusement 
or pleasure, or show or curiosity, but for 
the glory of God and the good of- their .

“we will see Pks IX, that unflinching 
Christian hero, who stands firm as a rock 
amidst all his trials and persecutions. We 
will kneel at hie feet and ask and receive 
bis blessing. This,gentleman, is a great 
privilege, and, one I feel I am undeserv­
ing of. We will visit the tombs of St. 
Petsr and St. Paul, the Catacombs, and 
a great many other holy places, and I 
trust you wiU all remember me in your 
prayers while I am gone. Accept my 
sincere thanks, gentlemen for the kind­
ness and honor you have shown mo, and 
for the heaatiful present you have given

Mr. J. E. MoBlderry said that it afford-

address to the worthy recipient, whoso 
truly Christian demeanor merited the 
honor they had just paid him. He said 
that he could not permit the opportunity 
to pass without expressing his apprecia­
tion df the noble motives which induced 
Mr. O’Connor to enter the pilgrimage. 
He spoke in terms of praise of Mr. 
O’Conner’s efficient and zealous discharge 
of his duties as an active member and 
officer of the St. Vincent Da Paul Society, 
which will miss him during his absence, 
but which will reap great advantage from 
the merit which one of its members will 
gain by his pilgrimage to Rome, and. to 
the Shrine of Our Lady of Lourdee, 
through her powerful intercession.

The Wellington, Grey & Bruce 
Railway.

We see by the Times' report of the 
Hamilton Council proceedings on 
Monday night last, that that body 
are taking steps to get the Southern 
Extension of the Wellington, Grey 
& Bruce Railway, from Palmerston 
to Kincardine, opened for traffic, 
We have on more than one occasion 
referred to the difficulties connected 
with the ope ning of this Branch, and 
deplored the resu Its, which are alike 
injurious to the Company, and to the 
people along the line, who granted 
liberal bonuses for its construction. 
Our readers are aware that the road 
was tinisned more than a year ago, 
but the funds of the Company being 
exhausted, they were unable to pay 
tl\e contractor, who holds possession 
of it until he is paid. The Ontario 
Legislature during the last session 
made a grant of $2000 per mile to 
that portion of the road from Palm- 
erston to Wingbam which had not 
before been subsidized. This am 
ount, however, was insufficient to 
pay off the indebtedness of the Com­
pany, and as this grant is • made on 
the condition that the road is open 
for traffic by the 1st ot July, the 
people of Hamilton, who were main 
ly instrumental in getting it built, 
are naturally anxious to devise some 
scheme by which they can secure 
this very desirable object.

To this end the Finance Committee 
of the Hamilton Council, - after con 
suiting with the Directors of the G. 
W. R., and W. G, & B. R., brought 
in a report, recommending the city 
to sell to the G. W. R. the $100,000 
held in the W. G. &B. R. at 60 cents 
in the dollar, on the condition that 
the Southern Extension of said road 
be opened for traffic, on or before 
the 1st July, and also on the further 
condition that the G. W. R. shall 
undertake for all times that the rates 
for passengers fares and freights be­
tween points on the W. G. & B. line 
and the city of Hamilton shall not 
be g;eater than between the same 
points and any other pointât greater 
distance than Hamilton. Some dis­
cussion took place on the report, 
and it was laid over for further con­
sideration, but the l'imes thinks that 
it will ultimately be adopted, and 
that the plan suggested is the only 
possible one for securing the open- 
iugofthis branch. We are of the 
same opinion, and think thatHamil 
ton Will serve its own interests bet 
ter by selling the stock at the figure 
mentioned, and thereby ensuring 
the opening of the road, than to hole 
on to it without an> prospect of over 
realizing more than they could now 
receive. The opening of this Branch 
Would be of immense benefit to Ha­
milton as well as to the section of 
country it traverses, and to every 
place along the main line.

In referring to the subject, when 
the matter was up in the Council, 
the Mayor said “ When the Invest­
igating Committee of the G.'W. R. 
were here, the President and several 
Directors of the W. & B. R. Com­
pany had waited upon them, and 
stating their case, asked them tojrun 
the line. It was understood that 
when they returned to England they 

• would represent the matter to the 
English Board, and côme to some de 
cision. Should that be favorable, 
the sooner it, was reached the better, 
because the Government bonus to the 
Extension would lapse July 1st next, 
unless the road was carrying traffic. 
It would be advisable for the matter 
not to be laid over, because there 
was no time to be lost, as the Eng 
lish Board would meet soon, when 
all possible information should be 
laid before it. Ho advised the sale 
of the stock. The suggestions about 
fares and freight in the report had 
not been agreed upon by the Rail-

Iléfci pi cei f y Fl’obuble.
The following is from the Associât 

ed Press despatch from Washington 
this morning

Washington, May 13.
, There seèms some prospect that 

the negotiations now going on with a 
view to a new treaty of commercial 
reciprocity with the Dominion of 
Canada "may terminate successfully. 
The Secretary of State conducts the 

. negotiations on behalf ofour Govern* 
ment, and Sir Edward Thornton and 
the Hon. George Brown, Senator of 
the Dominion of Canada, act as joint 
plenipotentiaries on the part of 
Great Britain. Negotiations have 
been going on for some months, and 
it’is understood that a rough outVie 
of the new treaty is now the subject 
of investigation and discussion. The 
Canadians say they have no need to 
r.sk favors from anybody, and do not 
w.mt any, but if the United States 
think it to their interest to merge 
tne fishery question and all other 
troublesome questions in a compre­
hensive treaty, they will cordially 
agree to any equitable settlement 
calculated to place the commercial 
relations of the two countries on a 
friendly, unfettered, and . mutually 
advantageous basis.

The Pacifie liailway.
Mr. Mackenzie, in an elaborate 

speech on Tuesday, fully explained 
the Government scheme for the con­
struction of the Pacific Railway. We 
are not able to-day to give a con­
densation of his speech, which was 
well received. So little opposition 
was manifested to the scheme, that 
the resolutions were adopted in 
Committee the same night. A bill 
founded on these will be introduced, 
and carried without any difficulty.

South Oxford.
The nomination fpr this Riding 

takes place to-morrow. Col. Skin­
ner is stilt in the field, having taken 

’ exception to the Convention, which 
nominated Mr. Edgar. We trust 
that the Reformers will settle their 
differences, so that only one will go 
to the poll, if such is necessary.

It is said that the Senate intend to 
throw out Mr. Cameron’s bill for the 
re-adjustment of the Huron Ridings.

DOMINION PARLIAMENT.
May 12.

Mr. Dorion" introduced the new Insol­
vency Act. Its main features are as fol­
lows :—It is proposed to abolish all vo­
luntary assignments, and to require that 
every assignment shall be made at the 
instance only of two creditors, each hold­
ing a claim on the insolvent of not less 
than $600. . _

The official assignees will be appointed 
by the Government and become officers 
of the Court, So far as it may be found 
practicable the Sheriff will be appointed 
official assignee.

There will be one official assignee for 
every County Court district.

If at the first meeting the creditors do 
not elect an assignee, the official assig­
nee will become the assignee of the 
estate. *

No official assignee is to hold a jjfoxy 
for any creditor.

No assignee is to be allowed to held 
over one hundred dollars at a time in his 
hands.

In future .the claims of creci:tors, if 
contested, are not to be determined 
by the assignee, but by the Judge sum­
marily.

A new feature in the law is that it 
will take cognizance of the insolvency 
of incorporated Companies. In case of 
a judgment being obtained against a 
Company, if the claim is not satisfied 
the official assignee is to have full sur­
veillance over its estate. If at,the end of 
six months the Company cannot show to 
the satisfaction of the Cdurt that it is 
solvent, it is liable^like private traders, 
to the operatioirbi the Insolvency Law. 
The Judge, however, may prolong the 
term at his discretion.

After some discussion, Mr. Dorion 
said ho would hâve the Bill printed and 
circulated, and consider the question of 
deferring its further consideration dur­
ing the present session.

3lr. Mackenzie then rose to move the 
House into Committee on the Pacific 
Railway resolutions, and in a long and 
exhaustive speech explained the Govern­
ment scheme, an outline of which we 
have already given.

After he had concluded the House 
went into Committee, and passed and re­
ferred the resolutions.

Mr. Cartwright then moved the House 
into Committee on the Supplementary 
Estimates for 1873- 4.

The Estimates were agreed to, and the 
Committee rose and reported.
