| Famous Explorer Has Whole-
some, Athletic Look, and His
Face Shows the Hardships
Through Which He has Gone;
Accent Is Pleasing

TELLS GRAPHIC STORY
OF LONG JRIP ¥0 POLE

| Takes Hearérs With Him From

“the Time He left Norway to
the Pole Itself; Tells of
Establishment of Camp on
the Bay of Whales

1t was a tale of fearless heroism and
careful foresight that ‘was heard by
the couple of thousand people who at-
tended the Amundsen lecture in -the
Sherman rink last evening. They
heard of the daring of the men who
drove their dog sleds over glaciers
where crevasses yawned between with
gaping death, of the perilous cimb up
the icy slopes of thousands, of feet of
the log hut buried in the snows of the
Antarctic and the dark of the four
months night. They heard at the same
time of the men who pla.ced_thexr
flags 10 miles wide on either side of
depots where provender was stored
for the return journey, of the days of
careful calculation, ere the pole itself
was located on December 14, 1911, of
the care of dogs that was almost as
scrupulous as the care of the men
themselves.

Looks an Athlete.

Captain Amundsen has all the ap-
pearance of a leader of men. He is
more wiry and taller than either Scott
or Shackleton. Tall and slim, he
walks with a light step that betrays
;at once a man of fine physique and
|he is finely built. Clean shaven, his
]tace is youthful, yet marked by the
| hardships he has gone through  and
{his hair is just turning gray. He is
| possessed of a deep resounding ‘voicg
after the manner of his countrymen,
which is if anything, a little inelined

At the Bay of Whales

Amundsen who was introduced to
the big audience by James W. David-
son, himself an explorer of renown,
started with the course of his journey
from the day that he left Norway In
August, 1910, -till he reached the Bay
of Whales, which was- his - camping
ground. There the log hut was  built,
the tents erected and fortunately they
were able to’ bore through the great
ice bharrier and construct a number of
extra rooms in’the interior of the ice.
So far were they able to proceed in
the way of luxuries that evéen a Turk-
ish bath room wae provided. He then
told of the longest night and the work
that was done through the depth of
winter.

Towards the Pole.

With August the sun returned, and
a start was proposed but not made, as
the thermometer hovered round the
seventies with the single stroke in
front. In October a start was made,
five men making for the pole, while
the others went west to explore on
King Edward land, Scenes of the march
south were shown by the explorer, and
the pictures were fine indeed. He told
of the progress along the ice barrier,
the climbing of the mountains of Vic-
toria Land, and the planting of the
many depots with provisions. The pole
was reached on December 14, and for

vinee, and the smaller towns and cities,
which cannot yet afford to organize
prison farms, would benefit as well as
the large cities. The families of con-
firmed inebriates who are now charges
on various communities would be bene-
fited by such a scheme, which would
be profitable to the province on a large
scale.

The province also controls the liquor
licenses, and therefore creates a con-
dition of affairs for which the city is
not virtually responsible.. Therefore,
the aldermen argue that the Province
should be responsible for the establish-
ment of prison farms, especially for
this class of offender.

The communication from Edmonton
will probably be referred to the légis-
lative committee, which has the matter
in hand.

AUSTRALIA’S LAND TAX.

in 1905 the Tocal government system of the
State of New South Wales, Australia, was recon-
stituted and it was made mandatory that a rate of
one penny in the pound on capital unimproved
value should be imposed.
state now raise their revenues from land values
and since 19o6 the municipalities of the state have
also been compelled to levy the same assessment
and have the additional power of rating on land
values for all requirements.- As a result the 189
municipalities, with trifling exceptions, now rate
on land values only. The most striking develop-
ments ‘happenéd in the forty suburban municipali-
ties of Sydney, the capital of the state, which had
in 1909 land value assessment of $117,000,000,
where the average rate needed to meet their re-
quirement was 3 I-2 pence in the pound on capital
unimproved value, rising to 5d. When this rating
was imposed protest was immediately made that it
would ruin the poor market gardeners and.other
small holders.

The reform, however, has been fully justified by
results, as given in a statement signed by ninety
suburban mayors and aldermen,
public.

In response to a request for an expression of opin-
fon, we wish to say.that the system of rating on
unimproved values, which came intg force under the
provisions. of the Local Government At of 1906, is
working remarkably well, It has reduced the rates
of a very large proportion of the ratepayers, although

It
specially benefits those ratepayers whose use of land
is most effective and ‘creditable to'the municipality,

while it has put effective pressure upon a number
of owners of idle or partly used land fo change their
tactics. As far as we can judge, the new system has
the emphatic support of the bulk of the people.
There is. no public demand for a change. It is but
fair to admit that rating on unimproved values is
working as well as its advocates claimed that it would
before it was adopted.

Front an official statement issued in December
last, it appears that the city of Sydney is growing
at a rapid pace, and the building done in 1911 con-
stituted a record.  ‘Excluding -public buildings
6,503 were completed, at a cost of $28,000,000
while in the past few years 22,214 were erected
costing over $60,000,000. Passing from New Soutl
Wales, {%e State of Queensland has raised all .it<
income fromi land values since 1891, and in South
Australia the land values tax is one halfpenny in
thie pound up to £5,000 of.capital value, plusrone
penny pver that amount. The Commonwealth hac
also a land value tax, carried in 1910 by the pre
sent government. Its avowed object was to break
up great estate. Within seven months from the
passing of the act the first annual contribution of
$6,800,000 was received by the treasury, and th
first report of the land tax commissioner, just pre
sented in parliament, shows that taxpayers_ in ths
nine months from October, 1910, to June, 1911, solc
land of the value of $90,000.000, in 18,283 separatc
This liberation of the land Tha.
largely contributed to promote the extraordinar;
boom in Australian immigration. This year the
number of emigrants from the United Kingdom i
expected to reach 100,000, all the steamship accom-
modation being booked til] December.

| sweeping that all who knew the facts,
felt they were ynfair. We feel more-
over that there was no reason why a
reporter should be sent to find out the
details of every blow given, and every
{x*mmd fought, in a prize fight, ur every
incident conmected with som: crime
committed, or raid on vice, and these
be graphically told in the columns of
your paper, and yet some facts which
prove an attempt is being made by
several churches in our city to grapple
with the task of meeting. the rightful
social needs of the young pe€ople, be
entirely overlooked., If the facts were
not known they could easily have been
fou out before such wholesale stgte-
ments were made as the following:
“The one million dollars recently spent
in the city in church buildings, which
have been designed for use for only
about five hours each week, except for
a dozen little sociables each year.”

“These huge, expensive buildings
stand with locked doors for six ddys
out. of every seven,” again “With a
million dgllars in cash to spend
the churclles have found no larger use
for their money and .energy than to|
erect ‘unnecessarily expensive audi- |
toriums, designed especially for use for |
four hofrs af each week, and Sunday |
school clase rooms. for but-one hour |
each week. Beyond that the church
has no ambition to -develop.”

These are but some of the untrue
statements.in the editorial and we did,
and do, resent them. We are making
an honest effort to draw those who
have been sinful, indifferént or lonely
to a higher, better and nobler life, and
such statements help to drive them
away rather than attract them to the
place where we are doing our best tol
meet the need whi¢h is so apparent.

Moreover we feel the editor and staff |
of our press have as much right to
share the responsibility of the work of |
the church as any other class of citi-
zens. If we ask, “Who form the
church?” the answer must be *“the
citizens,” men and women who are as
busy in their. sphere, of work as those
engaged in newspaper work. Some of
the best workers in my church are as|
busy men and women as€ are to be!
found in the ¢ity, some of them en- |
gaged until midnight. Saturday, and
again at their offices or business at 8
or 9 o’clock Monday morning. They
are all.giving voluntary service for the
helpfulness, in most cases, of those
who have mo other claim upon them
than they have on all the citizens who |
have the..good o ftheir fellowmen at
heart. Why should they be expected
to do thig work more than others?
The Founder of the Church declared all

POISON IN' POTATO OF A
KINDLY NATURE

Beneficent Ptomaines Discov-
ered in Tuber by English
Savant

“Poison in the potato” is an alarm-
ing caption, but consumers of the
“murphy” may set their minds at rest,
According to a writer in The Lancet,
the poison in question has more of
beneficial than a maleficent action.

Though the poisonois alkaloid and
glucoside known as solanine is a nor-
mal constituent of healthy potato,
references to ¢ literature
fail to furnish v >cisi evidence
that the fuber caused any wide-
spread or serious i ss. In these days
when alarming symptoms of poisoning
may sometimes be' traced to food in
which, for some mysterious reagon, the
poisons known as ptomaines have
elaborated themselves, it is just as well
when searching for the fons et origo
mali not to forget the potato, for under
certain c¢onditions solanine may be
found in unusual quantity, and this
alkaloid may set up the usual disturb-
ances which are characteristic of ad
irritant poison. I nthe normal potato
the amount seldom exceeds 0.01 per
cent., but this may easily be exceeded
in the diseased potato.

It appears to occur in larger pro-
portion in the peel, so that there may
be reasons for avoiding the “jacket.”
Though not very soluble in water,, it
is probable that boiling removes some
