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Bidebound and Ironbound.

The commerce of this Colony haslong
peen ¢ hidebound,’ but it is now ‘ wired
and sealed.? It is not long since we
drew the attention of our readers to the
jpjury being done to our trade by are-
cent Customs regulation adopted by the
Upited States Government, whereby
goods coming up on the San Franeisco
or Portland steamers for the Sound have
to be ¢ wired and sealed’ before the
stesmer bringing them ean be permitted
to touch here previous to going over to
Poget Sound, The practical result of
this, as is known, is that these steamers
call at the ports on Puget Sound first,
taking our mails, paseengers, and
treight round with them, thereby virs
tually doubling the distance between this
Colony and San Francisco or Portland,

as the case may be. Tbis ‘wiring and

as a literal signification. Under its
baneful operations not only are the
pack#ges bound with wire and placed
under the officia] seal of a foreign pow-
er, but in & far broader sense, we fear,
the commerce of the Colony is placed
ander disabilities but too fittingly pre-
figured by the iron bands forged around
the packsges. Such a regulation may
possibly be deemed legitimate and nec~
essary by the United States Government;
but one can, with difficuity, refrain from
‘suspecting that ‘There’s malice in't.
Well, what is to be done? Indulgein
reprisals we cannot. That is a game
at which we are too weak to play
with any hope of success. There is &
remedy, an effective remedy, and ome
which we cannot but think lies quite
within the scope of possibility, if our
people only possess the courage and self~
reliance to apply it. Thatremedy is to
be-fotnd in the establishment of direct
steam communication, such as shall be
"under the control and’conducted in the
interest of the Colony. The Oregon
trade ought to be sufficient to employ &
steamer, provided our merchants would
combine to give such a steamer their
exclusive patronage. The trade be-
tween here and San Francisco is possi=
bly too'small at present to maintain &
direct steamer, unassisted by acy mail
subsidy, .A moderate estimate would
place the up-freight at five thousand
tons, and the down. freight at one thou~
sand tons a year. Six thousand tons at
$6 a ton would produce $36,000 a-yea:.
It would be a moderate estimate, we
imagine, to average the passengers at
40 cabin and 10 steerage each way, per
trip. The present rates are, wWe be-
lieve, $45 for ca\bin, and $20 for steer—
age; but as one impor:ant object in
view is to soreduce rates as to induce
immigration, we will put the oabin at
$20 and the steerage at $10 for our
present parpose. This would give
$1,800 for each trip, or, allowing a trip
every three weeks, there would be deriv.
able irom this source $30,600 for .the year;
‘or from both sources $66,600 a~year. Now,
without professing to koow very much about
the expense of runoing a steamer between
here and San Francisco, »e are grealy dis-
poeed, fo thivk that eixig-six thousand rix
bundred dollars - would not iall very much
short of & paying figure, Bautif to this be
added a liberal subsidy for conveyance of
mails, it is beyond reasonable doubt that a
steamer adapted to the route would pay well

from the very first, We will doubtless be
told that it is a simple matier to makesuch
caleulations on paper; but that when the
scheme comes to be worked out grave diffi-
culties present themselves, We are quite
aware of that, For instanoce, the above esti-
mate is based upon the assumption that the
steanier would command the whole freight

and r trade of the route. Atpresent
the dnltom regulation to which we have al-
luded would certainly ensure euch aresulf,
Thet regulation might be discontinued, or
$he trade might assume sufficient importance
to aftract opposition. In either case we
would have no cause for regret. But it
would, indeed, be strange if the commercial
people of the Colony would not be willing,
situated as we are now, to combine in & uni=
ted effort to obtain relief; and it would be
dtranger still if a Government which is;now
