Reeking Market Information*
The Market committee have been taking 

steps to procure information that shall be 
useful to them when some definite action is 
taken with resnect to the establishment of 
a city market in Victoria. The city clerk 
has written to several cities in Canada and 
the States requesting particulars as to the 
market, systems. The reply from San 
Francisco, it will be remembered, was read 
at the last council meeting. It stated 
aimplv that the markets there B 
bv private individuals, or comp 
that the system was found to work well. 
Of oouree it, would he found necessary to 
limit the number of oublie markets, and so 
restrain individuals from rushing into specu­
lative ventures. A reply has been received 
from Ottawa stating that the markets there 
of which there are four large ones, are owned 
and controlled by the city. The stalls in 
these markets are leased annually to ven­
dors of good* and the rental brings the city 
a revenue of $8,000 or $9.000 annually, 
which more than pav* for the administra­
tion of the avstem which is found to give 
general satisfaction. No complaints are 
ever received from citizens or stall keepers. 
Montreal’s markets are numerous and 
large. The Bonsecours market is a land­
mark of Montreal’s history and has been 
jspoken of and written about by almost 
every visitor to the city. .Here the markets 
are also under civic administration ; and 
beyond the local frictions that are certain 
to occur in all populous centres, no com­
plaint is heard. As a system it ie bound to 
work well and profitably to the city.

Each of the latter, protected by an ample 
apron, with sleeves sufficiently turned up, 
has her place at the 
under the direction of the teacher, are pre­
pared meats—roast and boiled—puddings, 
pies, cakes, and confections, those specially 
important matters, the making of bread and 
the boiling of potatoes, having particular 
care paid to them. Many of the good old- 
fashioned receipts are made use of, with 
such modifications as chemical science has 
shown to be necessary in order to make up 
for the wastes, not alone of substance but 
of elements that have been caused in the 
process of preparation or are removed in 
the actual cooking. So much potash here, 
and so much of something else there are 
used as specially directed during the opera­
tion, all the ingredients—no matter what their 
character or quantity-being carefully weighed 
or measured as the receipts lay down. The 
amateur cooks are also given a turn at the 
cooking stove, and here they are initiated 
into the mysteries of basting and tempera­
ture, being plainly taught the difference 
which exists between boiling and simmer­
ing, and the proper step at which articles to 
be boiled should be placed in the water. 
The school is calculated to be of great bene­
fit to the whole community, every member 
of which is—as has been More said—more 
or less affected by his cook, whether his 
food be of the simplest, or the most elabor­
ate and costly.

THE U 8. CRUISER CHARLESTON.

The Flagship of the American Pacific Squadron 
Arrives at Port Townsend—Her Object 

In Visiting Puget Sound.

The U. 8. croiser Charleston» flagship of 
tlàe Americ^Pacüic" squadron, with Rear 
XdmSrallGeo. W.-*Brown on board, arrived 
at Port Townsend early yesterday morning. 
Her arrival was expected, and when she 
came to an anchor, one of the reporters of 
the Morning Leader went on board.

Brokers Feel That the Danger Line Has 
Been Passed—What Causes the 

Stringency.

THE DIVISION OF AFRICA.

England to the most 
important gainer, and France and Germany 
acquire a colonial standing superior to any 
occupied by either of these powers;
France was driven out of North America. 
Even in the Niger region, England has the 
lion’s share, while leaving France the privi­
lege of making the Sahara desert passable, 
just as France was permitted to establish 
the Suez highway to India, which England 
afterward appropriated. The French ap­
pear to have a very indistinct idea 
of what they have gained in the West 
Africa. One of their papers, the Siecle, 
speaks of “ Kong ” as if it was a - river, 
whereas Kong is a town of some import­
ance. SubetantMLyyhowever, the whole of 
the Senegal to French, as «well as the 
Sahara, between the Senegal and Algeria. 
The British Royal Niger Co. control an ex­
tensive region, and are carrying on a flour­
ishing trade, adjoining the Niger.

THE SITUATION.

The W eUinfttttHfcrikeis a matterof serious 
import. It is not one with which jour­
nalists should trifle. It is no mere ques­
tion of party politics in which no issue of 
vital importance is involved. Those who 
deal with it, as the Manchester Guardian 
truly says, “ are not dealing with childish 
quarrels or personal resentments and 
affronts, but with the vital resources of 
existence and livelihood. ” It is therefore 
most improper and altogether heartless 
to do as the Opposition newspapers are 
doing, to pervert it into a . question of 
party politics, and to make the very im­
portant interests at stake subservient to 
the advancement of a few party poli­
ticians. The welfare of the miners and 
the prosperity' of the coal indus’ry are 
not things with: which our small politicians 
and theirnewspapys should play battledore 
and shuttlecock. Every good citizen should 
deplore the suffering and the loss which 
the strike has occasioned, and he should 
do what in him lies to bring it to an end 
as speedily as possible. Instead i f 
this the politicians of the Oppo­
sition are doing all they can to aggravate 
the evils of the strike and to throw ob­
stacles in the way of a settlement be­
tween the miners and the mine-owners. 

As It is hard not to feel contempt for the 
men who are trying to advance their 
political ends by such means. They are 
doing what good citizens and honest men 
ought nofc-to do.

Trustee Erskine, on what authority we 
do not know, said at the meeting, as re­
ported in the Times :—

“In districts where the people stood 
in with the Government the school trus­
tees were supplied with money, while in 
some districts no money was supplied for 
sundries.”

A strict account is required 
of the way in which the allowance is expend­
ed. Detailed accounts are sent to the Super­
intendent of Education at the end of the 
year,and,if he finds that any of the money 
has been misapplied, the amount so mis­
applied is deducted from next year’s al­
lowance.

and country are treated exactly alike.

There are some who think that the 
Government has too much to do with the 
management of the public schools, but 
when it is considered that nearly the 
whole of the expenses of the schools is 
defrayed by the Government it w ll be 
seen that the management necessarily de­
volves upon the Government. The Gov­
ernment is responsible for the expendi­
ture of the money, and those who bear 
the responsibility must have the manage­
ment. The best way to become free 
from Governmental control is to raise the 
principal part of the money required for 
the establishment and maintenance of 
schools by local assessment. When that 
is done the municipal authorities will 
bear the greater part of the responsibil­
ity, and then they may jus’ly claim a 
proportionate share in the management 
of the schools. At present, we think, 
that the grievance is more sentimental 
than real The Government deals most 
liberally with the schools, and, if the sys­
tem Were changed, we have a notion that 
the pinch of the shoe would be a good 
deal harder to bear.

THE NICARAGUA CANAL.A SMALL GRIEVANCE.I

So little has been heard of the Nicar­
agua Canal of late that it might be 
thought that the project had collapsed. 
But nothing so unfortunate as that has 
happened. The enterprise has been 
quietly progressing. According to Mr. 
A. G. Menocal, chief engineer of the 
Nicaragua Canal company, who read a 
paper on the canal before the Inter­
national Congress on Inland Navigation, 
which lately met in Manchester, the 
route has been adopted and some prelim­
inary work has been done. Greytown has 
been selected as the Atlantic terminus 
of the road, and Brito as its Pacific ter­
minus. The total distance between the 
termini is 169£ miles. But the canal pro­
per is not to be nearly so long as this. 
There are wide water-stretches along the 
route of which the company can avail 
themselves. Only 26} miles of the route 
will be excavated; the rest will be free 
navigation on lake and river. Lake Ni­
caragua and the river San Juan are on 
the route of the canal, and use will be 
made of other streams. Lake Nicaragua

code, service of the notice of protest, 
whether for non-acceptance or for non­
payment, could be made at any time 
within three days after the last day of 
grace, but under the act it must be given 
not later than the next following business 
day, as is practiced in Ontario under the 
present law. A notice of protest had to 
be mailed in the nearest post-office, but 
now it will be sufficient t to deposit the 
same in any post-office. Until now, pre­
sentment for payment had to be made on 
the afternoon of the last day of grace,'but 
under the act it can be made at* any reas­
onable or suitable hour of the last day of 
grace, whether in the forenoon or the 
afternoon. The protest or noting for 
non-payment must be made after three 
o’clock in the afternoon of the last day of 
grace. Noting is to be a preliminary step 
to protest, instead of being a distinct for­
mality or deed. Under the code, when a 
bill contains the words “value received,” 
value is presumed to have been received 
on the bill ; but urtcler the act, whether 
the words “yalue received” appear upon 
the face of the bill or not, that presump­
tion exists. Under the code, the endorsee 
of an overdue bill takes it subject to all 
the objections and equities to which it 
was liable while in the hands of the en­
dorser, whether they attach to the bill or 
some collateral matter ; but under the

set off. The damages of two or four per 
cent, allowed by. the civil code and also 
by provincial statutes upon bills returned 
under protesbirom Europe and the West 
Indies, or any British province of North 
America or the United States Haye not 
been re-enacted by the act.

The foregoing summary of the more im­
portant changes in the law relating to 
promissory notes, cheques and bills of 
exchange is taken from the introduction 
of Mr. Girouard’s new work on the sub­
ject, shortly to be issued.

note the more important changes about to 
come into effect. A bill, payable to a 
particular person, but not containing 
words prohibiting transfer, is to be here­
after negotiable. The,holder of a bill, 
containing the name of a referee in case 
of need, was bound to present himself to 
the latter, but now this formality is op­
tional. Under the old law a forged bill 
was wholly inoperative, but by an amend­
ment offered by the Senate and assented 
to by the Commons, if a cheque payable 
to order be paid by the drawee upon a 
forged endorsement out of the funds of 
the drawer, the latter shall have no right 
of action against the drawee to recover 
back the amount so paid, unless he gives 
notice in writing of such, forgery tot the 
drawee wittiin one y eir of his acquiring 
notice of such forgery. Hereafter, a bill 
not accepted on the day of presentment 
or within two days thereafter must be 
treated as dishonored for non-acceptance.
Under the laws of some of the provinces, 
a written acceptance was not necessary ; 
under the nftw act, as formerly in most of 
the provinces, the acceptance must be on 
the bill itself. Heretofore in Ontario,
Mnaitoba and ^Prince Edward Island, an 
acceptance to pay at a particular place was 
a general acceptance, unless it stated that 
it was payable there 44 only and not else­
where;” under the hew act an acceptance 
to pay at a particular specified place, 
with or without the words “there and not 
elsewhere” is not conditional or qualified.

SARGENT SIDES WITH POWDERLY.

Terre Haute, Aug. 22. —F. P. Sar­
gent, grand master of the Brotherhood of 
Locomotive Firemen, arrived here this 
evening from New. York. In an inter­
view with an Ass ciated Press represen­
tative Sargent said the first thing when 
the council gets toge* her to-morrow would 
be his own report of what he had learned 
on his visit to New York and in his in­
terview with the executive board of the 
Knights t)f Labor, composed of 
Powderly, Hayes, Wright, Howard 
and Devlin. Then in the course 
of the interview Sargent struck out from 
the shoulder. He desired, however, to 
be quoted not as in the position of presid­
ent of the council, but as a member of 
the Federation of Railroad Employes. 
He said he was individually entirely in 
accord with Powderly. Powderly and 
his representatives had gone to Webb and 
asked the reason for the discharge of 
men from the New York Central railway. 
Webb bad flatly refused to have any­
thing to do with Powderly, and the lat­
ter had called m the Federation. Con­
tinuing, &,i gent said ;

14 As a member of the Federation, I do 
not think Powderly was treated right. 
When in New York I was sent for by 
Webb. I should not have called on him 
otherwise. I asked him why he did not 
treat with Powderly. He said he did 
not want any third party to interfere. 
I then said : ‘ Suppose you had dis­
charged certain firemen and I came to 
you as grand master fireman to ask your 
reason for the discharge ; w uld you 
refuse to talk to me V To this he made 
an evasive reply and I left.”

Sargent went on to say that there was 
no disposition on the part of the employes 
to force matters. All they wanted was a 
chance to present their grievances to the 
officials of the Vanderbilt system and 
have just arbitration of the existing diffi­
culties. As to the final result of the ses­
sion of the supreme council Sargent de­
clared that the public need have no 
apprehension. Sargent hoped no ex­
tended strike would ensue, but his last 
words were that he was ready tt> stand as 
the champion of organized labor, and he 
wanted the whole country to know it.

Powderly says :
• We hold ourselves in readiness to do 
any honorable thmg to terminate the 
strike or avert another one, and sincerely 
hope that either arbitration or such other 
method as may be agreed upon will have 
the desired effect.

Webb responded thus :
" The further strike referred to by you 

will or will not take place, as the efforts 
of the persons who have left our service 
may or may non meet with success. I 
believe that such efforts will fail. I am 
not aware of any difference or grievance 
existing between the company and its 
employes, and I must assume that the 
conference suggested by you was designed 
to be between the «officers of the company 
and the officers of the Knights of 
Labor.

MANIFESTO OF THE SUPREME COUNCIL.
Terre Haute, Ind., Aug. 25.—The man­

ifesto of the Supreme Council of the United 
Order of Railway Employees is given to the 
public iliia evening. The document recites 
the facts which fed up to the N. Yv Central 
strike and the efforts made by Powderly 
and members of the Supreme Council to 
bring about a settlement with Vice-Presi­
dent Webb. It severely denounces Webb 
for his arbitrary and unreasonable conduct.
It refers to the employment of the Pinker­
ton men as an “enormous crime,” and de­
clares that if successful in the present effort 
of the New* York Central to destroy the 
Knights of Labor ic xvill only be a matter of 
time when other railroad labor organizations 
will be similarly attacked. The Supreme 
Council puts upon record its unanimous 
and unqualified approval of the New York 
Central strike and the course of Grand Mas­
ter Powderly. The most important para­
graph in the manifesto is as follows:

It now becomes necessary for the supreme 
council to say that owing to the fact that 
the order of K. of L. is not a member of the 
federation of railway employes, the laxvs of 
the supreme council do not permit its doing 
more than it has done to aid the K. of L., 
and its inability to participate otherwise in 
the strike is now known and appreciated by 
Powderly. In conclusion, the supreme 
council expresses the hope that the Knights 
will triumph in their efforts to maintain 
principles sacred to every working man.

It is understood that the debate over the 
question of ordering a strike was exceeding­
ly warm, and that the final decision was 
only reached after a hot struggle.

Downey of Chicago, one of the represen­
tatives of the Switchmens’ Union, made a 
îr ■ hour argument against ordering a gen­
eral strike, cud his influence was largely 
instrumental in the conservation action 
finally taken. It is believed that the final 
vote was four in the affirmative and eight 
in the negative on the proposition to order 
a strike. After this matter was settled 
another debate was precipitated by the in­
troduction of a resolution to change the 
constitution of the body so that a two- 
tliirds vnte of the organizations embraced 
"onId call a strike instead of a unanimous

The “Sea Wing” Disaster.
Washington, Aug. 25.—The investiga­

tion of the Sea wing disaster on Lake Pepin 
in July last has been concluded, and the 
report of the local inspector has been re­
ceived by the supervising inspector general. 
The report says : “At the time the Seawing 
left Lake City, about 3 o’clock p.m., there 
was every indication of an approaching 
storm, although the witnesses in behalf of 
the steamer claim it could not be seen from 
where she lay behind Lake City point. At 
the time the Seawing left Lake City it w as 
bloxving nearly straight up the lake, but 
after she had been out 30 or 40 minutes the 
wind suddenly changed and blew off the 
Minnesota shore. She had been running in 
this direction about 10 minutes when a 
sudden squall or gale came down the lake, 
struck and capsized the steamer almost 
instantly. The steamer was about four 
miles up the lake from Lake City, opposite 
Maiden Rock, about an equal distance 
from either shore. We are satisfied that 
nothing could have been done to save the 
steamer after the squall struck her, as it 
was so sudden and violent. There were on 
board the steamer Sea wing at the time of 
the capsizing about 215 persons, including 
the crew and officers (100 in number), of 
which 98 were drowned. This was an ex­
cess of about 30 passengers more than her 
certificate of inspection and excursion per­
mit allowed. We also find that the said 
steamer did not have a pilot or a sufficient 
crew as required by her certificate of in­
spection and excursion permit. The steam­
er was in command of Captain David 
Wetherl who was also one of her owners. 
“ After a careful review of the evidence we 
found that Captain Wetherl violated sec­
tions 4462, 4465, 4467, R. S., and so much 
of 4450 as relates to unskilfulness by coming 
as he did in the face of an approaching 
storm, and failing after he had started out 
to run along the Minnesota shore where 
there are good harbors every mile or so, in­
stead of up the centre of the lake. We

Every engineer aboard de­
clared that the engines could not have 
worked better, and it was fully expected 
that she would make a record on her trial 
trip which would feive her builders a 
handsome premium.

The San Francisco will lie at anchor 
here this afternoon and to-tfighfc, during 
which time her machinery will be thor­
oughly cleaned and every preparation 
made for the official trial, which takes 
place to-morrow morning.

Although she had been given a number 
of preliminary trials during the last few 
weeks, she passed through the Golden 
Gate into the sea yesterday. Strong head 
winds were encountered, but the sea was 
light and there was scarcely any roll per­
ceptible. The cruiser soon settled down 
to an even pace of about twelve knots 
which was increased to a little over thir­
teen within the next hour. She main­
tained this rate of speed until Point Con­
ception, the northern end of tho trial 
course, was reached at 8 o’clock this 
morning when the revolutions was in­
creased from seventy-three to ninety- 
three, and her rate of speed during the 
remainder of the trip was sixteen 
knots an hour. During four 
hours yesterday afternoon the en­
gines made seventy-five revolutions 
per minute, giving the vessel a speed of 
sixteen and four-tenths knots per hour. 
In the evening the engines were slowed 
down slightly, and during the night they 
made seventy-three revolutions, giving a 
speed of thirteen and three-tenths knots 
during the entire run. The engine rooms 
and fire rooms were perfectly comfortable, 
and not the slightest trouble was indi­
cated on the part of the machinery.

The naval officers aboard who have

An English Bishop has come out in 
favor of dancing.

He said that the experiment had been 
tried in some of the English parishes and 
that the results were encouraging. The 
Bishop, of course, had reference to the 
boys and girls of the working class, for 
whom it was necessary to find some re­
creation Mhich they can really enjoy. 
The young people of the wealthy class- 
find it for themselves, and the good 
Bishop thought that it was really too bad 
that thp rich should have all the fun Uy 
themselves. He, for his part, could not 
see that if balls and dances are right for 
two or three orders of society it is 
wrong for other orders. We know that 
dancing is, with many serious people, a 
very delicate question, end we are 
somewhat surprised that the Bishop 
of Chester had the courage to recom­
mend it for the young men and women 
whom the clergy and the ladies take 
under their special care. He will be no 
doubt unsparingly condemned by many 
good people of various denominations, but

The Canadian companies, from the 

date when the Interstate Commerce Act 
came into effect, have recognized that it 
was incumbent upon them in dealing 
with traffic to or from the States to Can­
ada, or traffic passing through Canada 
from one State to another of the United 
States, to observe the terms and condi­
tions of the Interstate Commerce Act.

A moment’s reflection will show that 
with respect to traffic going from Canada 
to the States, it must be delivered by 
some company which, in respect of that 
traffic, is subject to the terms of the In­
terstate Commerce Act ; and the commis­
sioners appointed under the act can 
therefore deal with such company in the 
United States, if the Canadian company 
should assume to ignore the terms of the 
act. In like manner, traffic coming^from 
the States must originate on some rail­
way which is subject to the conditions of 
the Interstate Commerce Act and can be 
dealt with.

Then, with regard to traffic passing 
through Canada from one State to another, 
the Act provides that, if there is a depar­
ture from its terms, the property handled 
can be treated, when it reaches the Unit­
ed States frontier from Canada, as an im­
portation, and subjected to duties.

It is obviously true that the terms of 
the Interstate Commerce Act, do not ap­
ply to the local business of Canada; but 
there is no difference in the position of 
Canada in this matter and the State of 
New York, for instance. The terms of 
the Interstate Commerce Act do not ap­
ply to the business of the New York Cen­
tral Railroad, done within the State of 
New York, any more than they apply to 
the business of the Canadian companies, 
done within the boundaries of Canada.

After a somewhat extensive experience, 
I am prepared to assert that the Canadian 
companies de not derive from the oper­
ation of the Interstate Commerce Act any 
advantage whatever over their United 
States competitors.

UNITED STATES CENSUS.

Ï On the 20bh inst., 31,000 of the 
43,030 districts, into which the United 
States are divided for the purpose of 
taking the census, were counted. The 
population of these 31,000 districts is 
62,696,955. It is computed that when 
the census is taken in the remaining 12,- 
000 districts the population* will be 
64,470,000, or within a little more than 
half a million of what it was believed to 
be before the work of enumeration be­
gan. The increase has been unequal. 
In some of the Eastern States the 
population has been j nearly stationary 
during the last ten years, and in one, Ver­
mont, it has actually retrograded. In 
Massachusetts the population in 1880 
was 1,783,085, in 1890 it is 1,996,000. 
This is an increase in t&n years of a little 
more than 200,000 or about 11 per cent. 
New Jersey ten years ago contained a pop­
ulation of 1,236,116, now it has 1,408,000 
inhabitants. Connecticut’s population was 
in1880, 622,700, itisnow730,000. Maine 
has been at an almost complete standstill 
as regards population, the last decennial 
.census showed that it contained 648,936 
inhabitants. The census just taken shows 
that its population is 658,000. In 1880 
New Hampshire contained 346,891 in­
habitants. It has now 381,000. 
Vermont’s population ten years 
ago was 332.286; the enumerators 
this year give it 332,000. As nearly as 
may be, one million of inhabitants has 
been added to the population of New 
York since 1880. It was then 5,082,871. 
It is now 6,022,400. Pennsylvania has 
also added nearly a milliôn to her popu­
lation during the last decade. It has in-

JEFFERSON ON HIMSELF.

Famous Statesman’s
Jefferson was said to be quite averse 

to having his birthday celebrated dur­
ing his lifetime, but he was not al­
together undesirous a of posthumous 
fame, but even in this he was modest, 
as the following curious paper found 
after his death will illustrate:

“Could the dead feel any interest in 
monuments or other remembrances of 
them the following words would be to 
me the most gratifying: x

“On the grave a plain die or cube of 
three feet without any moldings, sur­
mounted by an obelisk of six feet high, 
each of a single stone; on the face of the 
obelisk the following inscription and not 
a word more:

The draining itself of the 
surplus water cannot do other wise than bene­
fit the land by conveying away the water 
which the soil itself cannot hold, and leaving 
behind all that is required for vegetabU 
growth. The only harm, therefore, in cut- 
ting drains where they are not wanted, is the 
uselea waste of labor.

Plowing and harrowing may be worse than 
under adverse circumstances. «-A 
loam, plowed too wet, Is converted t<> 
clods aa soon as it dries. Plowed too 

impanmii clods are manufactured by the 
, instead of the soil being changed to a 

finely pulverised mass. The farmer, there­
fore, will need the exercise of his skill-in avoid­
ing these two extremes.

What it was
1.This variety of ducks has only been known 

in Europe for about a dozen years. It is of 
Chinese origin, and very hardy, having in 
this respect done good service by giving e 
needed stamina to some of other varieties. It 
is probably the best layer of all ducks, and 
where eggs are chiefly sought for it can be 
recommended, as it will thrive almost every­
where, being a capital forager. With re­
spect to size, it is most deceptive, for the 
abundance of feathers gives it the appear­
ance of a large duck, whereas it is men 
smaller than the Aylesbury or the ^Ftonen.

SAN FRANCISCO FULL OF SALMON.

in Bu 
I hundiSan Francisco, Aug. 23. —Salmon are 

at present a drug on the San Francisco 
market. The canneries of this city and 
along the Sacramento river have mostly 
only limited capacities, and are at pre­
sent unable to handle the salmon, as 
they are kept busy night and day can­
ning fruit. Another cause is that the 
fishermen on the Sacramento river have 
formed a union, which is at outs with all 
the factories on the river, and members 
of the union refuse to sell any fish to 
canneries. The firm of A. Lusk & Co. 
has taken advantage of this state of 
affairs, and yesterday commenced to buy 
ealmon. Isadore Jacobs, president of 
the firm, said ;
- We have concluded to take advantage 

of the low prices and extra quality of 
this season’s salmon and to commence 
canning it earlier than usual. We are 
now consuming 300,000 pounds of fish 
daily, and will continue to do so until 
September 1st, when the season wil 
close for one month. We are paying l£ 
cents per pound for salmon that at any 
other time is easily worth 3$ cents.

In the up-town markets householders 
pay a bit a pound for salmon. Dpwn at 
the wharf a whole fish can be bought for 
30 cents.
