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THE RAILWAY BELT.

British Columbians in all parts of the
Province are no doubt glad to hear that the
disputes connected with the Railway Belt
have been settled at last. Those disputes
were the cause of much annoyance and un-
certainty, and have tended to rebtard the
settlement of the interior of the Provinoce
and the development of its resources.

The details of the arrangement are not
contained in our Ottawa telegram, but it can
be inferred from it that there will be no un-
oertainty hereafter as to the boundaries of
the Railway Belt, or as to the validity of
titles given for land within its borders.

It can readily be understood that to pro-
perly define the Railway Belt has been no
easy watter. The line of the Canadian
Pacific Railway through a large extent of
mountainous country is necessarily go devi-
ous that accurately to measure a strip of
land twenty miles broad on each side of it
is as difficult a problem as ocould be sub-
mitted to the' most skilful land surveyors.
It must be remembered it is one thing to
mark off such belts on a map or plan and
another to survey and locate them so that the
land they contain can be readily adminis-
tered by either the Dominion or the Pro-
vincial Government. The settlement, as
our correspondent says, must have involved
a good desl of give and take. Happily
much of the land is of such a nature that its
exact admeasurement and apportionment
are of little consequence to either Govern-
ment. The important thing was to have a
definite settlement, 8o that it could be easily
agoertained what land belongs to the
Dominion and what to the Pro-
vince. From this time forward it
seems that the settler or the miner
who purchases land within, or supposed to
be within, twenty miles of the railway need
have no misgivings as to the soundness of his
title. He is secure in any event, the two
governments concerned having settled all
disputes both as to ownership and bounda-
ries. [This is as it should be, and the Pro-
vinoe is under a debt of obligation to the
Chief Justice for having satisfactorily set-
tled this much vexed and most aggravating
Railway Belt question.

It is to be regretted that the Songhees
Reserve question was not settled ab
the same time. The reserve is an

eyesore to all Victorlans who take a pride
in the appearance of their city, and it is also

'a serious obstacle in the way of its improve-
ment. It is at the same time of compara.
tively little value to the Indians who ocoupy
it, as they cannot sell it and will not improve
it. 1t is not right that the Reserve should
be allowed to remain in the hands of those
who are not in & position to make a good use
of it. The Indians, too, would be much
better off in every wayyif they were ‘placed
on a tracs of land the surroundings of ‘which
would be more congenial to their tastes and
habite and where they would not be exposed
%o temptations which they have hitherto
proved themselves unable to resist. A fair
-exchange would be for the benefit both of
the Indians and the citizens of Victoria.
The Government can have no object in per-
mibting a piece of land so necessary to the
progress of the city virtually to lie waste.
It is of very little use to the Indians, and
its being in their posseasion isaserious draw-
back to this city. )

THE HOSPITAL REPORT.

The Report of the Special Committee of
Inquiry into the general management of the
Jubilee Hoepital is a document both im-
portant and interesting. The Jubilee Hos-
pital is an institution of which not only the
ocitizens of Victoria but the inhabitants of
the whole Provinoe ought to be proud. ' We
do nob believe that there is on this con-
tinent a city of the same size as the capital
of British Columbia that can boast of a hos-
pital as handsome, as well equipped and as
well managed as that which British Colum-
bians have built and established in honor of
their beloved Queen.

The Report is exceedingly favorable. The
Committee finds every department of the
Hospital in good working order. They have
discovered no abuses and they have no com-
plaints bo make of the management. The
tables contained in the report show that it
has done good work, and it speaks in the
highest terms of $he medical and the nursing
staffs. The only inference that can be drawn
from the report is that it is a model institu-
tion and quite capable of acoomplishing
the ends for which it was established. All
that the Jubilee Hospital wants, according
to the report before us, are a few improve-
ments and better support. The financial
question appears, in fact, to be the only one
which is likely to give the directors of the
hospital any uneasiness.

The cost of management has decreased
since a year ago from $1.56 per patient to
$1.14. The average for Eastern hospitals,
we are told, where prices are low and labor
cheap, is 91 cents per patient per diem.
This is a difference of 23 cents per patient
per day, which, considering the difference
of prioes, appears to us quite a moderate
sum. It is, however, possible that by judi-
clous economy the oost of the Jubilee
patient could be brought even nearer to the
Eastern average.

The Report shows that the city senda by
far the ‘greater number of free patients
to the Hoepital. The number of days’
stay of city free patients was over 10,000,
This number, at the cost of $1.14 a day, re-
quires an expenditure of $11,400, It must
be remembered that the Jubilee hospital is
not endowed. It has no revenue of its own.
It must be supported by the: money given it
by the province, by the city and by indi-
viduals. The city is, of course, under an
<obligation to look after ite sick* poor. It
should not allow them to be a burden on

.

the hospital directorate. It should in jus.
tice pay the expennes of every patient it
sends o the institution. It has been found
that the public generally are of this
opinfon. Many say, whem asked to
contribute to the funds of the hospital,
‘“Let the Corporation look after their
city patients.” ¢ Itis their bounden daty
to doso. They must not expect us, when
we are taxed for the support of the Hos-
pital, to contribute voluntarily to its funds
a8 well.” Knowing this, the Corporation
should take measures to pay the Hospital
expenses of the whole of the indigent sick.
This they should do ungrudgingly, for they
are lucky in having a Hospital built and
equipped for their use. They should re.
member that it is much easier to pay their
fair share towards the maintenance of the
Jubilee Hospital than to build, fur-
nish and support ome for them-
selves. The City Council will not, we
trust, hesitate to do what is fair in this mat.
ter, for if they pay their proportionate share
towards the expenses of the Hospital, it can
be easily kept in an efficient condition. It
was becanse the hospital directors were in
former years obliged to take so many oity
patients without receiving any adequate
return, that its” funds bedame low, and the
directors were obliged to ran in debt. Let
the city do its duty and the Hospital oan-
not only be kept in an efficient condition,
bat its directors can, as time goes on, make
all the improvements that are required.

There has been some difficulty among the
dootors respecting the medical and surgical
staffs. Surely the directors and the doctors
between them ocan settle this matter
amicably and satisfactorily to all concerned.
Let inquiry be made into the way in which
public hospitals are managed in other oities,
and it would not, we think, be very hard to
fix upon a plan suitable to the circum.
stances of Vicvoria and the Jubilee Hos-
pital. Let those whose duty it is to make
an arrangement go aboub it in the proper
spirit, and we are very sure that it would
not be a tenth part so difficult as it now ap-
pears to some of those interested.

SOME QUBSTIONS.

The Times has not yet, we see, found it
convenient to answer the very plain and ex-
oceedingly simple question we asked yester-
day. In order that it may have it at hand
we now repeat it. How can the Esquimalt
Waterworks Company be benefited by plac-
ing the city’s waterworks on what the best
authorities who have been consulted declare
o be the proper footing ?

Perhaps our contemporary may find it
easier to answer this question: How can
an investigation into the source of the city’s
water supply at Elk Lake advance the inter-
ests of the Esquimalt Waterworks Company ?

We msy perhaps oblige the Times by
asking it to explain fully in whabt respect
the advice tendered the City Council by
Messrs. Keating and Haskins is ““knavish » ?

The Times owes it to itself as well as to
the gentlemen named to tell its readers defin-
itely and unambiguously what it meant by
spplying that injurious epithet to the advice
they tendered the City Fathers.

A CONTRAST.

The Times does its best to persuade the
City Council to reject the advice of Messrs.
Keating and Haskins. * [s it justified in do~
ing this? The Eastern engineers were care-
ful to obtain as much information about the
city’s water supply as the city authorities
possessed. Their report shows that they
were very well informed as to the sources of
that supply. They knew what the oitizens
have to depend upon in order to obtain the
water they need. What they say about it
agrees with the conclusions arrived ab by
Mr. Wilmot, the city engineer,; and the
Times does not venture to say they are
wrong in any particular.

Messrs. Keating and Haskins base their
calculations upon the very same data as the
Times has at its disposal to frame its
theories and make its guesses, but the en.
gineers and the Times arrive at very differ-
ent conclusions. The engineers believe that
the City Council should make inquiries be-
fore they spend the very large sum which the
ratepayers have placed at their disposal.
The Times declares that the Council should
go ahead without delay and spend the
people’s money. Is the Times, we ask, as
well qualified in any way to advise
the Council on such & subject as
Messrs. Keating and Haskins, Would
not any sensible man condemn the Council
a8 criminally imprudent and rash that wounld
prefer the inaccurate statements and the
heated declamation of an ignorant and in-
experienced newspaper man to the well.con-
sidered advice of ekilful and conacientiouns
engineers ?

It must be remembered that two million
gallons a day is the utmost capacity of the
gathering grounds of Elk Lake. No matter
what improvements are made that quantity
cannot be increased. The storage capacity
of the Lake can be increased, but allowing

1that nonme of . it. is, wasted,:ggt, more

than two millions of gallons a day can be
taken from the lake ; and this is nob
making an allowance for a succession of un-
usually dry seasons. Three.quarters of that
quantity are already required for the use of
the city, and when there is an unusually dry
season everyone knows the condition into
which the water of the lake falls. Yet in
the face of these facts, and in direct oppo-
sivion to the advice of the eastern en-
gineers, our contemporary tries to convince
its readers that it would be a * common-
sense business propesal to expend $140,000,
or twice that sum, to ‘purify and conserve
the water, and at the same time preserve
this valuable asset to the city.” We are
sure that every senmsible man in Victoria
will say that unless the City Council have
good reason to believe that the Elk Lake
watershed can yield enough water to supply
the city for say the next fifty years it wonld
be most senseless and unbusinesslike to
spend upon the waterworks $140,000, much
less $280,000. More than the former sum
has already been borrowed, and it will
whether the works yield a sufficient supply
or not, be a burden on future generations of
Viotorians. Would it nov be most iniquitous
to fasten upon the city for many generations
a burden from which, after a few years, its
inhabitants can receive no benefit. _This,
we believe, is what Messrs. Keating and
Haskins had in view when they counselled
delay and investigation. They know what
‘common sense and business require but the
Times does not.

THB BETTER SYSTEM..

Many of the citizens of Winnipeg are
weary of seeing the city’s affairs managed
by committees of the City.Council. They
see how inefficient and how dilatory those
committees are and they want to have work-
ing commissioners appointed. [This is what
the Free Press says about the deairability of
the change :

When the question of changing the system
of civic government by the appointment of
working commissioners was on the crest of
public discussion there appeared to be few
dissentient voices. To our knowledge some
of the moat representative men in the city
favored the scheme. A foew of the aldermen
were opposed to it. Not unnaturally so.
But a large majority of the citizens seemed
to desire it. They looked Eastward and saw
the civio corruption of Montreal and Toron-
to blazoned before the world, any they
looked at home to find hesitation, procras-
tination and muddle. The microbe of cor-
m%clon has not yet been subjected to the

ublic mioroscope ; wot even, 8o far as we

now, alleged to be in existence here. th
the winds might bring it as the city
grows larger. To obtain this change of sys-
tem which the people desire, it is necessary
bo obtain some powers from the legislature,
Some changes are now being asked for by the
city, but there is no n?pliontion for power
to change the system of government. There
should be.

‘ Hesitation, procrastination and muddle”
are the effects of government by commitee
in Winnipeg as well as in Victoria, When
an attempt is made to change it for a better
system the people of both cities fail to back
up the reformers. In Viotoria the oppoai.

tion was active and noisy, in Winnipeg it

seems to be silent and sulky. But the time,
we belleve, is coming, and not very far off,
when the citisens of both oities will find i¢
necessary to geb rid of their present slow
and obstructive system, and replace it by
one better caloulated to effeot the reforms
they so badly need.

AGQRIQULTURE IN BNGLAND.

Ouar readers will be able to form a olear
idea of the state of agriculture in England
when they learn that the highest wages that
the farmers of Essex can pay their laborers
is eight shillings—two dollars—s week !
The Pall Mall Gazette, commenting upon
this dismal faot, says :

No very lively imagination is required to

pioture cottage life in midwinter—the lack
of adequate olothes and fuel and food—as it

a distressed ory from labor was the one thing
needful to-waken a alothfal and torpid gov-
ernment to action. The news that rents
were disappearing seemed rather inspiriting
than otherwise to Liberals. When ‘proof
was given that profits were bsing diminished
they hardly pretended a sympathy.. Land-
owners and farmers they have come $o re-
gard as enemies. Buv the laborer has voting
power enough to decide the fate of Minis-
tries ; and recent events afford no uncertain
sign that with his own peculiar steelyards
he has weighed and found wanting the poli-
ticians now in office. Easily, indeed, may
he do so. These men came into power pro-
testing that his lot was pitiable, and that
they would give days and nights to its
amelioration. And it was chiefly on the
lowness of his wages that they dwelt. No
sooner had they gained their point, how-
ever, than all this was forgotten.

The country in which this deplorable
state of things exists is twice blessed—it
has free trade and has had it for fifty years,
and it has a Liberal Government, yet all
that farm laborers get for a hard day’s
work is a fraction more than thirty-three
cents a day.

A combination of farm laborers some nine
months ago make a stand against the de-
cline in wages that had then commenced.
They decided that twelve shillings a week
—three dollars —was the minimam living
wage. This was low enough ip all con-
soience. But the state of the farming in-
dustry in the country was such that it
could not be maintained at the twelve-
shilling level. This is what the Gazette
says about the result of the movement ;

But the event proved that, perfect as the
new economy may be in appearanoe, it will
nob work against the irresistible forces it
tried to ignore. You cannot, as the Scotoh
proverb says, “ tak’ the breeks off a Hie-
landman.” Farmers struggling hard to keep
life in, and in two minds about flinging up
their profession, could not be intimidated,
Practioally they said, Take what we offer,
or want. If men cannot be had at the wages
named, nothing remains but to stop farm-
ing. At the same time town industries
oeased to be inviting, and, driven to choose
between absolute wantand a pittanoe, the
laborers have had the common sense to
climb down from their previous uncompro-
mising position. Bat in yielding they cast
ominous glances ab the polivicians who pro-
mised so much and have done so little for
them. They see that Ministers either trifie
with such .grcqbtoal proposals as“have been
made, or adjourn their considerition ; that
while their minds are active and busy with
schemes for obtaining a new lease of power,
Dot one seems to give apy thought to one of
the moat pressing and Fregnanﬁ questions
ever brought before English statesmen.

This narrative sheds light on the condi-
tion of the farming industry in England—
free trade England. The farmers could not,
unless they starved themselves, give the men
who worked for them more than starvation
wages. The Pall Mall Gazette blames the
British politicians for not doing for the
farm laborer what they promised. It is
evident, however, that as long as the Eng.
lish market is free to every man of every
mation under the sun who raises farm produce
the politicians can do very little indeed to

ameliorate the condition of the farm laborer,
or for the matter of that, the farmer himself.
There is a way to relieve British agricultare,
but the great msjority of British politicians
persistently refuse to see it.

4 DETECTIVE STORY.

There has been nothing written recently
in the way of fiction whose interest is of a
more absorbing nature than Conan Doyle’s
detective stories, The only fault one can
find with them is that the author endows
Mr. Sherlock Holmes with powers of obser-
vation too acute to be natural, and that it
seems {mpossible that any man could from
sach insignificant faots reach so certainly and
swiftly such important conclusions. We
put down the book with the fecling that the
stories are very clever and very interesting,
but that if detectives could be trained to
exercige such preternatural powers of deduo-
tion there would not be nearly so many
crimes of mysterious origin. But that per-
sons oan really call into play the extraordi-
nary giftsattributed to the mythical Sherlock
Holmes we find evidence in an unexpected
quarter. Mrs. Wilson, in her book *¢ After
Five Years in Indis,” gives the following
curious instance of the methods eaiployed
by a * cow-catcher ” in the Punjab :

By far the most remarkable example of a
keen sense on the man’s Fnb for the ways
of man and beast, we found in a cow-
tracker. These men are largaly employed
by natives in oases of cattle theft. (o teat
this man’s capabilities we had our cow led
out of camp and brought back by a circnit-
ous path. hile she was away we told the
cow-tracker we had lost trace of her, and
that he must find her, while we followed to
watch his mode of operation. It was extra-
ordinary to hear him unfold the history of
everything that had happened. With bent
head, half-closed eyes, and nnheqiuﬂng oer-
tainty, he traced faint marks in the sand
that we could barely distinguish. He de.
soribed the shape of the cow’s feet ; then he
cried out that the man wore shoes that were
patched in two places ; that he had taken
them off at this point ; that he had a long
big-toe and a flab foot ; that he mast be an
old man; that he belonged to a ocertain
caste accustomed to carry burdens ; that
g:ting through this field of grain the cow

wished to eat, had been dragged after

the roan and been tied to a tree, “ Now,”

e chuckled to himself, * I could follow tha

cow to Lahore, and know her among a hun.-
dred.” He was amusingly .guzzled when it
dawned on him that he h only to follow
her back to her home in our camp, where

she stood with her calf and her keeper to

verify every deduction he had made,

VANCOUVER.

VANCOUVER, March 30.—Jno. Sewell
Bates, who came here recently from Viotorisa,
is causing the police a good deal of trouble.
He had not been here long hefore he was run

in for disturbing the Salvation Army during
its meeting. He was fined, but was soon
again in the clutches of the law ; this time on
the charge of bigamy at the instance of one
Annie Svrathers. I[n Bates’ pocket was a
slip of paper with the following words writ-
ten upon it :
** VANCOUVER, B.C., March 30, 1895,
‘ Mr. Bates you never promised to m me,
and we was never promised to get marrie:
(3igned) “ ANNIE STRUTHERS ”

Inspite of this mote, which bears two
dates, one written over the other, Annie
Svruthers affirms that Bates married her in
Westminster. Bates’ statement is that he
did not marry Annie S8truthers or ever offer
to do so, and furthermore, that the woman,
who followed him here from Victoris, was
not his legal wife ; he had married her six
years ago in Victoria under the name of Mrs.
Josephine Dauphin, but found oub after-
wards that her husband was still alive in
England, and he promptly left her. He is
no,woman’s husband and an entirely free man.
Bates and Annie Sutherland appeared in
court this morning. No evidence was taken ;
the case being at once adjourned untjl Tues-
day next for the purpose of bringing wit-
nesses from Victoria.

The case against Jas. Lobb, accused of
promiscuously shooting on the steamer
Stells, was taken up by Capt. Pittendrigh at
Vancouver to-day. Thedepositions brought
oub no new facts, The prisoner was com-
mitted for trial on a charge of attempt to
murder.

The $5,000 relief fund has been exhausted,
but the council will add $1,000 more, and
the relief work will be continued.

.thought necessary, owing to the large num-
ber of laboring men in want in the city.

The city hospital was on fire yesterday';
it was promptly put out before any serious
damage was done.

Mr. Faulkner, formerly purser of the
Empress of Japan, and a ocompanion at-
tempted to do some fancy sailing in the
Inlet yesterday in a canoe ; the canoe upset
and the two young men were twenty
minutes in the water before they were
rescued by the steam launch of the Empress
of India, which happened to be' lying near
the wharf with steam up. The men were
almost perished with the cold when taken
on board, and could not have clung to the
canoe much longer.

Measures to Prevent Eneroachments

by France {n the Valley of
the Upper Nile.

Spanish Credit in a Very Poor State —

Anticipating China’s Big
Loan.

Loxpoxn, March 30.—A oabinet counail,
postponed.on acoount of Lord Rosebery’s
iliness, was held at noon to-day and lasted
until 1:40 p.m. Lord Kimberley made a
report upon a long conference which he held
with Baron de Courcel, the French ambassa-
dor on Thursday, just prior to the delivery
of Sir Edward Grey’s speech in the House of
Commons. It is stated also that the Foreign
Secretary presented dispatches from Lord
Dufferin, British ambassador to Franoe,

treating of an interview he had
with M. Hanotaux, the French foreign
minister, ab which the latter expressed his
most sincere desire to maintain the most
friendly relations between France and
Great Britain. M. Hanotaux made the
contention that the French extensions of
territory in no way encroached upon the
British sphere, but declined to recognize as
British territory that included in the Upper
Nile valley. °

The whole position pivots upon the
accuracy of the information received by the
Foreign Office. Nothing is definitely known
of .the exact whereabouts of the French ex-
pedition, but reports received ‘at Uganda
from the British agent at Wadelai have ex-
cited the fears of the government and made
the Upper Nile question as acute as urgent.

Inatructions which have been sent to
Uganda point to the establishment of a
British protectorate over Unyoro and the
equworlpn.l province formerly governed by
min Pasha, with stations along the Nile to
Lado. The success of the Britisn negotia-
tions with France depends upon the latter’s
repudiating  the encroachments upon
the Upper:. Nile, and probably M.
Hanotenx will propose a congress to
settle the dispute. From some unseen cause
England has shown unwonted determina-
tion to enforce her claims against a great
power, while the Frehoh seem reluctant to
g0 to extremities. The British attitude of
resolution, added to the talk in diplomatic
circles, is due to the German and Italian
entente in regard to the African Hinterland,
their awakened hostility to France and Eog
land’s reliance upon her renewed friendship
with Russia.

8 an instance of the want of enterprise
on the part of leading Paris newspapers, it
may be mentioned that these papers ap-
peared yesterday morning without a word
of allusion to the African debate in the
House of Commons, and only woke up to
the declarations of Sir Edward Grey twenty-
tour hours after they had been delivered.

The negotiations looking to the raising of
& Spanish loan in Paris have collapeed in
the same way that they fell through in
London. The discrediting of Spanish
finances is shown in Paris by the action of
the Chambre syndicate in~ deciding on
Thursday last that the bonds of the lgo_rsh
Spanish railway were no longer a good
delivery on the bourse. This decision was
chiefly due to the announcement that the
railway would pay its coupons next comin
due in paper instead of gold.

WARD VS. CLARK.

By the Arrest of One Defendant the
Claim Against the Other
Is Satisfied,

Mr. Justice Walkem Dismisses the Ae-
tion Against John Clark and
L. Hannigar,

An important case that has exoited con-
siderable" local - interest came before Mr.
Justice Walkem in the Supreme court yes-

terday. The action is brought by Robert
Ward & Co., Ltd., against John Clark, John
Clark, jr., and Isaac Hennigar, and the de-
fence raised an important point that gave
8pecial interest to the case.

The action was one to set aside as
fraudulent two judgments obtained by the
defendants, John Clark, jr., and Isasc
Hennigar, against vhe defendans John
Clark, upon which judgments writs of fi. fa.
were issued, and the schoonmer Enterprise
was seized and sold by the sheriff. At the
sheriff’s sale the schooner was purchased by
the defendant John Clark, jr. Oa the
day after the sale the plaintiffs recovered
judgment against John Clark for $8.500,
and began the present action, their first move
being to obtain am injunction to prevent
Jobn  Clark, jr., from interfering with or
dealing with the schooner. This injunction
was appealed against, but the divisional
court dismiseed the appeal. The action
then went on until the 19:h of February,
when the plaintiffs arrested the defendant
John Clark on a capias ad satisfaciendum,
upon which he is still in jail. The defend-
ants Clark, jr., and Hennigar, then amended
their defence, pleading that their co-defend-
ant was in custody upon the ca. sa., and the
plaintiffs submitting that as a matver of law
this defence was no answer to their claim,
Me. Justice Drake ordered the poins of law
to be set down for argumennt.

This argument was heard yesterday morn-
ing befof® Mr, Justice Walkem; Hon, C. E.
Pooley, Q C:, appearing for the plaintiffs,
Mr. A. L. Belyea for the defendants, Clark
jr., snd Hennigar, and Mr. W. J, Tayler
for the defendant John Clark.

Mr. Pooley, for the plaintiffs, contended
that the -arresting of the defendant Clark
upon a ca. sa. did not operate as an extin-
guishment of the originsl debt, but merely
to suspend all the plaintiffs’ remedies, and
ﬂufb tht; Court won(l’tf! allow the lu:m:lml to go
on for the purpose @ property
in such a position thnli):;bofl;ﬁ‘l be got ub'hl:
exeontion, even thongh. for the preent
plaintiffs were Wuded from taking any
other remedy.

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THB SITUATION.

This is how the Hamilton Spectator
describes the present phase of the Manitoba
school question :

The case then stands this way : The order
of the privy council has been carried out,
and the members of the Dominion govern-
ment and Conservative party are entirely at
liberty to take any view of the question
which may seem to them to be Fight. The
action of the judicial committee has not in
the leasy degree committed the Liberal-Con-
pervative government, or the Liberal-Con-
servative party to any view whatever on the
question of Manitoba schools.

The Mail and Empire explains the situa-
tion in this way :

The substance of the judgment was, in a
word, that *‘ the Governor-General-in Coun-
cil could hear an appeal, that the appeal in
this case was well founded, and that the
course to be pursued ‘ must be determined
by the authorities to whom it has been com-
mitted by the statute.’” Aoting under the
decision of the highest tribunal, the Gov-
ernor in-Council has heard the complaint,
and has remitted the case as required
by law, with accompanying suggestions,
to the Manitoba Government for action.
Failing action in that quarter Parliament,
of course, will be free to take cognizince of
the question, and to legislate upon it. It
seems reasonable, however, to suppose that
Mcr. Greenway may now remove the issue
from the Dominion arena. Mr. Laurier
said in Parliament two years ago that if iv
could be proven that rights or privileges
had been taken from the minor-
[ he would himself appeal to
n?;. Greenway to do what is pro-
perin the premises. An excellent oppor-
tunity for this appeal now presents itself.
It would be far more honorable in Mr.
Laurier to carry out his promise than to
continue his maledioctions upon Protestants
and Orangemen via Tarte, and his attacks
upon Roman Catholics by way of Martin.

We are very much afraid that if the Mail
and Empire expects Mr. Laurier or Mr.
Greenway or any other leading Liberal to do
anything towards settling the Manitoba
School question speedily and without sectar-
ian dissention and burtful agitation, it will
be greatly disappointed. It is quite evident
that the Liberal politicians, almost without
exception, are at present lying low in the
hope of being able to make capital for their
party out of any step which the Government
may take in the matter, wholly independent
of the direction in whioch it is taken. They
are evidently bound to be *“agin the Gov-
ernment ” whether it is right or whether it
is wrong.

SOUND DOCTRINRE.

The Hon. David Mills is one of the
thinkers of the Dominion. He has ‘mafur-
ally strong powers of mind, and reading and
reflection have made him & man of wide in-
telligence. Take him out of .the rut of
Grit party politics and it will be found that
Mr. Mille’ opinions on most of the subjects
of the day are sound and decidedly con-
servative in their tendency. He ‘has read
much and thought much about the science
of government, and he has come to conolu-
sions with whioh all loyal Canadians and all
sound Conservatives will agree. The speech
which Mr. Mills recently delivered at Wal-
laceburg, Ontario, contained the following
passage :

Our constitutional system is better than
that of the United States, for it is, in point
of time, a century in advance ; and our con-
stitutional system is such that it adjasts it-
self to the progress of society. - With us jus.
tice is more promptly administered, the laws
are more strictly enforced and crime more
certainly punished. That our system is
more flexible than theirs cannot be doubted.
It secures unity of action between the leg-
islative and executive departments of gov-
ernment, .which theirs does not; but, how-
ever this may be, each may think as he
pleases, without any unfriendly feeling . to-
wards the other. Bub there are amongst ue
many persons who are of opinion that our
ultimate destination is separation. I don't
think ~this at all necessary to.secnre
sovereign authority and the full sta-
ture of a free state. Our powers of
self government are conatantly being
enlarged. They keep pace with our neocesy
sities, and when we attain the maturity of a
-ovemlﬁ\si state we shall have its attributes
and still remain within the pale of the Brit-
ish empire. We have but to permit the great
moral and political forces which now operate

~ within the empire to continue and they will
work out, by the law of evolution, the most
perfect, the most satisfactory solution of
the relation in which the different parte of
this great empire shall stand towards each
other, i

This is sound doctrine. Every day is
proving that the British constitutional sys-
tem is better than tha of the United States.
Canada, on account of the sonndness of its
constitution, is free from many of the ills
with which the body politic in the United
States is afflicted, and its prospeocts
are brighter' and much more cheer-
ing than those of the United States.
The people of the neighboring Republio
are called upon to contend with miany seri-
ous evils and to guard againat dangers, some
of them imminent, that are unknown in
Canada. The working of Canadian insti-
tutions makes for peace, harmony and good
order. The tendencies in many parts of the
United States and among some classes are
ip exactly the opposite direction. There is
a turbulent and restless element in United
States society which is becoming exceedingly
difficult to control. The habit of cheerful
obedience to the law which prevails in all
parte of the Dominion is conspicuously ab.
sent in the United States and there is an
element of strong common sense in
the Canadian poopl'e which prevents
their rushing to extremes, which, as hes
been exemplified in recent orises, seems
to be wanting in certain classes of the oiti-
zens of the United States.

One of the effects of the mixture of races
in the United States seems to ba to weaken
the moderation and to lessen the good sente
for which the English race has always been
remarkable. Political changes take place
in England and the British people make
steady industrial progress. Buv the political
changes are gradual, and the progress is

not often interrupted by turbulent ocom-
motions. (here have been violent revolu.
tions in almost every other civilizsed ocoun-
try. Great Britain has made as great ad-
vanoes as any of them, but she has made
them for the most part quietly and by conm-
stitutional means. Canadiane have in-
berited this capacity for orderly self-govern.
ment, and it does not appear as yet, at any
rate, that they are in any danger of losing
it. They have good institutions and have,
8o far, shown an ability to make a good use
of them,

. THE HYPNOTIC CORAZA.

The hypnotic crazs is spreading. People
are gotting it into their heads that they can
be made mere passive tools in the hands of
persons possessing - hypnotic powers. It is
not hard to foresee what mischief this delu-
sion may do if it should happen to become
genersl. Weak-minded men and women,
instead of attributing their orimes and
vicious acts to their own weakness and
wickedness, will be perpetually blaming
those with whom they have come in contact
with being the cause of their offences against
the law and good morals. Some of them
may believe that what they have
only imagined has really taken place, and
others, through malice or with the objeot of
extortion, mey acouse innocent persons of
having influenced them to do wrong.

There is & good deal of resemblance be-
tween the hypnotio erazs and the delusion
with respect to witohoraft that in a former
age prevailed in some communities on both
sides of the Atlantic. It was in those days
the witch whose malign influence was ex-
erted to injare those whom she disliked or
who had offended her. The delusion was so
strong that many people really believed
themselves to be bewitched and, stranger
still, others became oonvinced that they
were endowed with the power to bewitch.
8o firm a hold had vhe delusion on the minds
of the people that witchcraft was one of
the orimes punicaable by law, and witches
were apprehended for using the ¢ black
art,” tried, convioted and punished.

In these days there are many who believe
that they are the viotims of the hypnotizer,
and hypnotism has found its way into the
courts of justice. Not long ago a profession-
al hypnotizer offered his services to the ad-
ministrators of the law in the United States
and England too, if we do not mistake, to find
out by means of his art whether prisoners
were or were not guilty of the crimes of
which they were accused. The officers of
the law very properly refused to give their
countenance to what they believed was a
delusion and to institute a practice which
was at once iniquitous and dangerous.

In Minnesota, in the celebrated Ging mur-
der case, one of the criminals—the one who
fired the shot that killed the unfortunate girl
—declared thatwhen he committed the crime
he had been hypnotized by Harry Hayward
and was not responsible for his acts.

In Wisoonsin the other day a case was
tried by Judge Bailey in which a young
woman charged a prominent physician and
his son with having exercised an occult in-
fluence over her—an influence which she
first folt atealing over her when she was in
the vicinity of the doctor’s residence. The
judge spoke of the charge in fitting terms
and threw the case out of court. He de-
clared that no *‘such damnable outrage as the
persecution of a man for hypnotizing & young
woman for immoral purposes should be per
petrated in his court.”

Judge Bailey did right, for if cases of this
kind are once admitted to be triable there
is no telling where the iniquity would end.
There would be an epidemio of false accusa-
tion and unjust and absurd punishments
that would be even worse than the Salem
witohcraft madness.

It seems to us that too much attention is
paid to hypnotism by persons who give
their attention to it, not in the intereste of
science, but as a singnlar kind of diversion.
No good can come of this practice of
hypnotism even for fun. If -there is
nothing in it experimenting in par-
lors only helps to spread a mis-
chievous delusion, and if it is possible
for one person to obtain completh control
‘over another the fewer who acquire that in-
fluence and who exercise it the better. It
is a most dangerous power for anyone to
possess, and it is not everyone who can be
entrusted with it.

Those who are impressed by the powers
displayed by the professional hypnotiser
may safely take it for granted that in ninety-
nine cages out of a hundred they are the
viotims of clever trickery. Some experi-
ments recently made by a very able medi-
cal man in Paris proved that the greater
number of the *‘subjects ” who, while in a
hypnotic state, did such apparently wonder-

ful thinge, were imposters.

ENGLISH AND FRENCH TAXATION

Ib must be a continual source of surprise
and wonder to the readers of the Times to
discover how little it really knows of those
subjecte on which it attempts to instruct the
public. One would have supposed, however,
that it might have occurred to even the edi-
tor of the Times that a free trade country
whose - expenditures are large must have
some source from which it derives its
income when its boast is that the
bulk of its imports are admitted free of
duty. Yet in referring to some unveri-
fied statistics from France by way of
Washington it asserts that *¢ the © patriots’
of the Tupper and Montague typs,” by
which we presume it to mean Liberal-Con-
servatives, *‘are not able to show that any
such burdens [as are levied by direot tax up-
on the French people] are imposed on the
people of Free Trade Britain.” Now we re.
gret thab we are unable to accept the figures
in the Washington dispatoch as authentio, as
it would save some trouble in looking the
mabter up, because we are convinoed that in

the first item there must be a mistake. It

Everyone who thinks must admit that |-

is alleged that Franoe’s principal source of

revenue is ths stamp tax, which is said to |

yield $140,000,000. On consulting Apple-
ton’s Encyclopedia we find that in 1890 the
estimated receipts from stamps was 159,-
797,400 francs, or about $32,000,000. We
do not think it possible that since 1890 it
could havs increased nearly five times.
That authority gives France’s entire revenue
for 1890 as $600,000,000, of which $90,-
000,000 only was derived from direot taxa-
tion, while indirect taxes yielded $375,000,-
000, the balance being received from state
monopolies, domains and forests and varions
souroes.

In Great Britain out of a total estim-
ated revenue for 1894-5 of $470,575,000 the
direct fand tax and house duty will give
$12,350,000, and the direct property and in-
come tax $77,650,000, a total of $90,000,000.
The stamp tax, which is colleoted in Eng-
land as well as in France, amounts to $70,-
400,000, customs duties $100,000,000, and
excise duties on tobacco, liguors, ete.,
$131,200,000, the other sources of revenue
being the post office, telegraph service,
crown lands, Suez Canal shares, etc.

8o that it is quite apparent that when the
Times asserts that no such burdens are im-
posed upon Englishmen as Frenchmen have
to bear its editor really does not know any-
thing of the subject.

A TEMPERANCE SALOON.

(From the Literary ngest.)

Bishop Fallows, of the Reformed Episco-
pal church, has recently opened a ‘¢ beer
saloon ” ab Chicago for the purpose of pro-
moting the cause of temperance reform. His
plan is to provide all the qutward marks of
ap ordinary saloon, minus alcoholic beyer-
ages. A non-alooholic imitation of beer is
dispensed, which, according to Bishop Fal-
lows, is a pure brewed extract of hops and
malt, which every beer drinker will declare
to be a good, bitter drink. The saloon has
the free-lumch counter, the bar, fixtures,
cigar-case and table for games. Portraits of
prominent reformers adorn the walls.

Bishop Fallows hopes to become a formid-
able competitor of the ordinary saloon-
keeper. Large quantities of the non.intoxi-
cating beer are sold daily, according to
newspaper reports, and the experiment has
thus far been very successful. In explana-
tion and defence of his plan, Bishop Fallows
says :

‘“ What has the church or temperance
movement to offer in a material way in com-
petition with the ealoon? Nothing. I
have been inveatigating the saloon business.
I haye had men at work finding out all
about their methods, and the business prin-
ciples on which they conduct their business.
We propose to apply those principles in the
conduct and management of places where we
oan offer everything that the saloon does in
the way of warmth and light and a place to
sit down, and a place to get something to
eat and something to drink, except intoxi.
oants. I believe these places can be made
both self-supporting and self-propagating.
For five cents we can furnish a hot drink of
coffee, tea or other non.intoxicating drinks,
together with a pretty fair meal of bread,
meat, and potato salad or something of that
sort. For ten cents we can do very much
better. It is an experiment that has proved
successful in London, Liverpool, Man-
chester, and other English ocities. If one
proves sucoceseful a hundred will, and we
wanb to locate them right where they are
needed. I believe such a work as this, if it
proves successful, will be worth fifty years
of merely’ intellectual temperance waork.
The more I study this matter the more I am
impressed with its possibilities,” .

!Ehah the Chicago saloon keepers regard
Bishop Fallows’ scheme as effective seems
evident, for they are reported as having re-
solved to boycott the coopers whe supply
barrels for the new temperanee beverage.

JUDGMENTS.

Judgment was given yeaterday in the Full
oourt dismissing the appeal of plaintiff in
the Hamilton Manufacturing Co. v. Victoria
Lumber Co. The case was one in which
plaintiffs agreed to supply defendants with
a boiler for their steamer Daisy. After the
boiler was paid for defendants received
other machinery from plaintiffs to' the value
of §1,300, for which they deolined to vay,
bringing in a counter claim of $800 for dim.
ages on acoount of the boiler being defective.
At the trial Mr. Justice Drake awarded the
plaintiff $1,300 on their olaim, and on the
oounter claim allowed the defendants $900
damages. The present appeal ie from so
much of the judgment as gave $900 to -de-
fendants on their counter claim. The ap-
peal was yesterday dismissed with costs,
the question of damages to be argued betore
the Fall court on April 18.

The *Aigburth” Safely Completes an
Eventful Passage—Fatal Acci-
dent at Sea.

The “India’s” List Outward—Revel-
stoke Route Opaanassen-
gers From Australia.

R. P. Rithet & Co.’s chartered ship Aig-
burth, Captain Jones, which has been ex-
pected daily from Earope for some time
past, was towed into Esquimalt by the tug
Lorne yesterday evening. She is out 160
days from Liverpool and brings a cargo of
2,740 tons of miscellaneous freight mostly
for Victoria. It includes some naval stores
to be discharged before the ship comes
around to the outer wharf, and the new
yacht for G. A. Kirk, reference to which
has already been made in the Corgxisr.

The Aigburth’s trip was much prolonged
by bad weather. It was three weeks after
she left Liverpool before she struck the
broad ocean. Three weeks more were
similarly spent off the Horn, where furious
Rales were encountered, but the good ship
rode shrough all without damage. Not the
least of her trials was experienced off the
Cape just before picking up the tug. For
four days she awaited an opportunity
to get up the Straits, successive storms
rendering effort afver effort fruitless. -One
accident happened on the voyage which cast
a gloom over the whole trip. It befel Alex.
ander Irwin, an English lad about nineteen
years of age, who was receiving a echooling
on the ship. On one fine day when the sea
was comparatively smooth the boy olimbed
up to the main topgallant yard and in some
unaccountable way lost his hold and fell to
the deck, a distance of about 170 feet. He
was killed instantly, his body being badly
mangled. Funeral services were oonducted
and the remaine of course were commitved
to the sea. His home was in Liverpool.

FUBILEE HOSPITAL BOARD.

Dr. Richardson Considers He Was Un-
justly Treated— Ladies’ Auxiliary
Ask for Advice.

Long Expeeted Report on Hospital
Management Presented—What
the Doetors Think.

A lengthy meeting was held by the Ju.-
bilee hoepital board last night. There were
present Mr. Joshua Davies, president, in
the chair, and Messrs, A. Wilson, W. M.
Chudley, H. D. Helmcken, M.P.P., T.
Crimp, I. Braverman, Cnarles Hayward, J.
S. Yates, F. B. Pemberton, John Braden,
M.P.P., and W. H. Ellis.

The local branch of the British Medical
Association were granted the use of a room
to hold their meetings.

In regard to the discussion that came up
at a former meeting about Chinese patients
imposing on the hospital, the following let-
ter from Dr. Richardson was read.

‘ GENTLEMEN :—Observing in the report
of your meeting that I am accused of fur-
rishing erroneous information to the visitin g
committee when discussing with them the
admiseion of Chinese patients, I am bound in
duty to myself to correst that impression, I

did not give incorrect information nor seek to
convey & false impression. Qub of the
thirteen Chinese patients admitted since
October, 1893, (when Dr. Lang began prac-
tising in the city) eleven were free and two
were pay. Of these eleven free patiente,
three were granted admission on recommen.
dation of Dr. Lang, one on a certificate from
Dr. Davie after consultation with Dr. Lang
on the case. Of the other seven cases one
practitioner sent two and five others ome
each. As a matter of fact the statement I
made offhand to the committee, that more of
the free cases appeared to come through Dr.
Lang than anyone else was correct. 1o was
necessary during the conversation to make
uge of names and 1 regret that so much
publicity has been given the matter and so
much il feeling aroused. Having placed
me unjustly in & false position I trust you
will correct the statement made so promi-
nent in the press and give the correction the
same publicity.
(Signed) *“Dr. W. A. RICHARDSON,
“* Resident Mediocal Officer.”

Mr. Yates, in his defence of the commit-
tee, atated that the impression the commit-
tee got from Dr. Richardson was that most
of the patients complained had been sent by
Dr. Lang. He might have meant that Dr.
Lang sent more than any other single doo:
tor, but the committee understood that he
had meant the majority had been sent by
Dr. Lang.

Mr. Wilson considered Mr. Yates’ ex-.
planation eimply hair-splitting, while ‘the
Chair thought the ocommittee had acted
somewhat hastily, © SRS e o

Mr, Hayward held that the committee
were to blame for acting without making a
proper investigation.

The letter was filed.

An important report was that of the con-
sulting and visiting medioal staff, to whom
the question of the outdoor department had
bgen referred. Io was to the following
ctect :

At a meeting of the coasulting and visit-
ing staff it was resolved that whereas it has
been found on reference to the record of the
outdoor department *that ab, least half of
the patients treated were .in oircum.
stances that should enable them to
pay for advice and medicine and that the
others would have been examined and
treated gratuitonsly by any of the visiting
or coneulting staff of the hospital ab their
own offices ; and whereas we consider that
an outdoor department is a needless expense

to the hoepital and likely further to increase H

the abuse of charity : Resolved that an out-
door department is considered unnecessary
and that no cages, excepting those of emer-
gency, should be treated outside the wards
of the hospital.

The report was referred to the committee
of the month, they to report at next meet-
ing.

Dr. Richardson reported that he had re-
fused to admib a man named Murray because
be could be treated as am outdoor patient
perfectly well, and in the second place the
man’s name was not that on the admission
card presented. Referred to the commibtee
of the month to report.

The committee of the month reported
dmong other things that the hospital was in
good order and that the oity would likely
soon put in water pipes for fire protection,
The want of a safe was oalled attention to.

The President’s offer of free use of a safe
for six months was accepted with thanks
and the report adopted.

On behalf of the special committee who
et the ladies’ auxiliary, the President
stated that the ladies wanted to-devote their
attention to some special objeot instead of
having their contributions got into the

bogral fands of the hospital. = Thie ladies ipcmiblelnnll directions. During - the first

had expressed a desire to devote their éfforts
to a free ward for ladies and children, but
on the committee’s suggestion were ‘agree-
able to have a female and children’s ward
where patients should pay $10 a week.

Mr. Yates as a member of the commibttee
explained that the ladies have pointed out
that interest is flagging because there is
bothing to show as & result of the ladies’
work. ~Their object is to help the hospital
snd they wanted to consult the beard as to
the best means to adopt. He favored the
idea of the ladies getting up a fund to build
3 female and children’s ward as spoken of
0y the president.

Mr. Wilson suggested that it would be
well if the ladies’ auxiliary wounld co-oper-
8te with the ladies’ committee, who are
slready wotking to secure a laundry for the
'nstitution,

M. Ellis suggested that the ladies could
look especially after the present ward for
pomen and children and provids funds to
help carry it on. The hospital, he pointed
Jut, is already in.-debt amd it wonld
be a Tisbnke to start another ward at
Present,

Mr. *Helmoken pointed out that there
were difficulties in the way of building a
Uew ward, thongh he was anxious to see

Mr. Wilson suggested a maternity ward

or an admitting room for the examination of
new patienta.

Mpr. Chudiey opposed a maternity ward
a8 not part of a general hoepital.

Mr. Yates, seconded by Mr. Braverman,
moved that the ladies be thanked and agd-

a ward vo receive females and children at
$10 per week ; or for an admitting room for
the examination of patients prior to admis-
sion to the hospital.

Mr. Hayward pointed out that even at

a source of expense to the hospital, anp an
extra drag that the hospital could not afford
to stand.

Mr. Hayward, seconded by Mr. Eilis,
moved in amendment to Mr. Yates’ motion,
that the matter be tabled with & view of ar.
ranging a scheme whereby the energies of
the ladies may be utilized in a direction
satisfactory to them, and that the ladies be
thanked.

The amendment was lost and the motion
carried, the Chair giving the casting vote
for the main motion.

The_Secretary was directed to write to
the  Provincial Secretary giving the
names of the old men now in the hospital,
and entitled to admivtance to the home.

The accounts for February, $1,774 14,
and the salaries for March, $571.80, were
passed.

The following is the report from the spe-
cial committee presented ab the meeting of
the Jubilee hospital directors last evening
and laid over for consideration :

To the President and Directors of the Pro.
vincial Koyal Jubilee Hospital :

GENTLEMEN —The committee appointed
pursuant to the following resolution :

‘“ Moved by Mr. Helmoken, seconded by
Mr. Yates, and carried : That a committee
of five directors be appointed to inquire
into the general management of the bospital
with a view of ascertaining in what way it
can, (if possible), be more economically con-
ducted consistent with maintaining its pres-
ent state of efficiency. The president ap
pointed Messrs. Helmcken, Yates, Hay-
ward, Pemberton and Brown as such com-
mittee,” beg to report as follows :

Your committee had several sessions at
the hospital and took the evidence of Dr.
Richardeon, the resident medical officer,
Dr. Davie, Dr. Hasell, Dr. Jones and Miss
McMillan, the matron, and the Steward,
and also took the evidence of Dr, Powell,
Dr. Milne, Dr. Hanington, Dr. Daunocan,
Dr. Lang, Dr. Fraser, Dr. F. Hall, Dr.
Holden, Dr. Watt, Dr, Wade, Dr. Crompton
and Dr. Redmond, while Dr. Corsan was
good enough to express his views to your
Chairman.

RESIDENT MEDICAL OFFICER.—The most
important position on the resident staff of
the hospital is that of the resident medical
officer. Your committee have given deep
consideration to the advisability of making
a radical change in this position,

a8 some oontend a considerable re-.
duction could be made by the yearly
appointment cof different medical men
or in the direction of the appointments being
filled by gradnates in high standing for
short periods.

Your committee consider such a change

inadvieable and not in the best interests of |

the hospital, and apart from your commit-
tee’s pereonal opinion beg to present the fol-
lowing extract from the work of Mr. Bar.
dett, the now acknowledged suthority on
hospitals. (See Burdett, vol. IIL, p. 174 ) :

*“ CHECES oN EXPENDITURE.—There oan
be no doubs that one great cause of the rela-
tively.large expenditure of metropolitan as
compared with provincial hospitals arises
from the system of having as resident medi.
cal officers men who have only jast quali-
fied.- For this reason these officials neces.
sarily have no administrative experience or
training] and therefore are not alive to.the
desirability of exercising economy jin the
ordering of medical comforts, extras and'ap-
pliances, . They are usualiy appointed for
six nionths only, and as it is a greab privi-
lege to secure election, a resident, by the
traditions of hia office, likés to signalize his
benure by having everything of the best.
ence the ordering of diets especially falls
largely into the hands of the head nurse,
who having greater experience usually gets
everything she wants ordered for a particu-
lar case. In the matter of dressings and
bandages the extravagance is usually great,
especially at olinical hospitals, where  the
students, having no knowledge of their value
and cost, very frequenily waste a good
deal of material which might and would be
saved were the cases in the hands of a care-
ful surgeon or a trained nurse of experienoe.
Some idea of the expense of this system
may be gathered from the oircumstance
that an irquiry has shown, that a change
in the personnel of the house surgeon or of
the house physician of & provincial hospital
means an increased expenditure of eome.-
thing like £200 for each new officer. In the
provincial hospitals the system is to appoint
a house surgeon or houge physician who re-
mains in office for from three to five years,
at the end of which period each of these
officers hopes to be able to engage in practice
in the town or district where the institution
is situated. It follows as a matter of course
thab it is to the interest of the house sur.
geon or_houee physician to study the econo.
mical administration of his department dur-
ing his term of office and to save as much as

year of office, having little or no experience,
such an officer has everything to learn and
of course his instruction is gained at the
expense of the institution to which he is ap-
pointed. In ‘process of time these officers
come to see that the patients do equally
well on simple diet, and that many of them
lay themselves out to secure extras which
their cases do not necessitate. This leads to
a check being gradually exercised over the
whole expenditure and toa material reduc.
tion in the cost of each occupied bed. A¢f
the Sgotch hospitals;, where thrify is s pro-
minent feature of the administration, very
great care is exercised in all directions to
securée the maximum of economy throughout
the establishment. It cannot be questioned,
that were the whole of the medical. staff
paid, and did the tenure of their appoint-
ment depend in & mensure on the economio-
sl administration of their wards, a saving
of at least 25 per csnt. in the expenditure
would immniediately follow the introduction
of such a system.” :
The chairman of your committee begs to
gtate that while in Londonrecently he had
the honor of a personal interview with Mr.
Buardett touching the matter under oconsid-
eration, and he gave ib as the generally
aoccepted opinion of the medical profession
that such obapges sare injudicions, Your

Nugses ap Nursine —All medical men
are agreed that vhe nursing in the hospital
is excellent and that the staff attends to ite
reeponaible duties faithfully and well,

Your committee desire to express their ap-
probation of the admirable state of discipline
of the nursing staff and the general state of
excellence of this department, which is so
well managed by the matron. Your com.
mittee recommend for consideration the
queetion of making a reduction in the
amount paid to nurses during the period of
apprenticeship, but would at the same time
irect attention to the hours of service.
Opinion is divided as to whether it wonld
not be better to employ trained nurses in
prelerence to probationers. As matters
stand, your committee are of the opinion
that the present system should be continued.
he committee advise the continuance of
the echool and the extension of the studies
to maternity cases. Your committee inoi-
dentally have learncd that very generally
the profession entertain the opinion that an
extension of the education of the Jubilee
hoepital nurses to maternity oases is advis.
able and necessary, as well for their
own welfare as for that of the
public. Many of the gentlemen ex-
amined considered that the grounds of the
Jubiles hospital would be the Proper place
for the erection ot a maternity ward in con-
nection with the hospital, as well for philan-
thropy, necessity and education.

Foop —No ocomplaint has been made
touching either quality or quantity, but im-
provement has been made in the serving of
meals.

WasaING —Your committee observe that
arrangements have been entered into with
the corporation for the use of the wash
houso at the isolated hospital as it is be-
lieved that considerable saving ocan be
effected in this respect. It would be greatly
in the interests of the hospital were it pos-
sible to purchase a steam laundry.

Drues aND DREssiNGs.—Ib is staved that
8 saving can be effected in this department
by ordering all articles under this head
from houses in the East, but your committee
is doubtful as to the advisability of such a
change.

DAIRY —Your committee was advised
that besides the undesirability of keeping
cows at the hospital, it could not be done
without loss,

STEWARD.— Your committee made a thor-
ough inquiry into the system of supplies for
the hospital. The system adopted is this :
With regard to food for patients the steward
is guided by the daily direction of the doctor
in his diet book, which is divided into four
heads ; viz : full diet, half diet, fever diet
and farinaceons, and as to extras
ordered, and as the steward has the
dietary he knows exactly what is déily
required. All goods are ordered by
requisition signed by the proper authority
which must be returned when the gooda are
delivered. On delivery the goods are
promptly placed in the store room. The
steward checks all supplies and counts and
weighs all goods as received, and a correct
record is kept thereof which is for the pur-
poge of checking the accounts, In supplies
not perishable, no greater quantity is
ordered than would be sufficient for one
month, Before supplies are issued from the
store room & requisition s given to the
steward, who also keeps a daily record of
what is issued to the kitohen for the use of
patients and that of the staff, so that a com-
plete check is kept. The steward discharges
his daties efficiently. Appended hereto is
a statement of supplies for the year, .
STAFF —The working staff consists of the
following?" Redtdent medical officer, matron,
secretary, eleven nurses, two probationers,
one cook, one assistant ocook, two house
maids, four ward maids, one male nurse, one
furnace man, one porter, one kitchen help.
The salaries amount to $581.80 per month.

FIRE PROTECTION.—Your committee beg
to direct attention to the present insufficient
protection of the hospital from fire. The cost
during the summer months for-coal oil varies
from to $40, and for burners, wicks and
chimnies $5 to $6 ; and during the winter
monthe the cosb for coal oil varies from $45
to $55, and for burners, wioks and
chimnies $6 to $8. The hospital is not pro-
vided with gas or electric light. The atten-
tion of the Mayor and Corporation, on their
reoent visit, was prominently ocalled to this
fact, and your committee feel confident that
the Mayor and Corporation will take early
aotion g this wmatter. Your committee
understand that the Mayor and Corporation
have given an order to put in a main from
the Mount Tolmie road into the quadrangle
and place a hydrant.

Cost—About a year ago the cost per pa-
tient was §1 56. This amount_has been
gradually reduced and - at the-time of tak-
ing evidence ‘at the hospital :the resident
medical officer demonstrated: thas the cost
per patient was about $1 14 per diam.
With lower prices the Eastern hospi-
tals average about 9lc. per diem, so
that  taking everything into consid-
eration no complaint can be found with
the cost of maintenance ab our hospital.
Every precaution is taken by the staff to
protect the hospital againsy any approach to
extravagance. The steward is a thoroughly
reliable man, and looks closely after the dif-
ferent tradesmen’s bills. The chief source
of loss is due to patients admitted as free:
patients who impose on the hospital by con-
cealing the fact of their being entitled to
clab or society benefits or able to pay. The
committee recommend that a proper set of
questions be printed on the ticket of admis-
sion, 80 as to ascertain the faot whether the
patient is entitled to any benefits of has
ability to pay. The anunual ~amount con-
tributed by the city of Viotoria is too small
in comparison ‘with the number* of oity
patients admitted and does ‘mot - cover the
cost, as will be seen by the following state-
ment :

Although the rules
forbid that such cases should be cared for in
the hospital the directors feel, from motives
of humanity and from the fact that no inati-
tution exists for the care of such cases, that
ese oases should remain and not be turned
away, uantil the home at Kamloops is ready.

In this connection your committee have
had under serious]consideration the fact that
our infectious disease ward is fully ocoupied
by these incurable or partly convalescent
cases, and thav in the event of having to care
for diphtheric or otber infectious cases we
should be placed at a serious disadvantage.
We note that the adjoining buildings built
by the city for contagious diseases are fortu-
nately not at present required for that pur-
poee, and it is suggested that some of them
be utilized for Jubilee hoepital work, keeping
in view, however, the object for which they
were originally designed. [t is, therefore,
recommended that an effort be made to com-

whereby the heavy outlay incurred in build-
ing the isolation hospital be turned to im
mediate and useful purposes, looking also to
an agreement by which the isolation hospital
could be placed under the supervision of

the hospital staff, and thus maintain that
hospital in a condition of readiness to recsive
any class of contagious disease at a moment’s
notioe,

DRAINAGE —Your committee have not
lost sight of this very important question,
‘and were advised of a scheme for the proper
drainage of the hospital, but as the matter
is now receiving attention at the hands of
the corporation your committee make no
farther report.

Your committee mote that the hospital
was built acoording to most approved mod-
ern principles, and is a properly, scientifi-
cally conducted hospital, and haa to be kept
80, Ite present high state of efficiency and
surgical reputation is, in a great measure,
due to the skill and attention of Dr. Davie.
8hould the hospital be deprived of the hearty
pecuniary support of all olasses your com-
mittee beg to point out with alarm and
regret the hospital may be compelled to close
its doors.

Your committee would state that the fol.
lowing complaints are made :

1. That a free patient ssnt to the hospital
is losb to the practitioner.

2. That the same thing applies when the
patient is able to pay $10 per week in the
ward.

3. That in both cases no invitation is ex-
tended to the practitioner sending such
Enuienb to be present when an operation will

e performed, nor is he invited to visit the
patient.

4. That it is unfair to the profession gen-
erally that the staff should be limited ; as,
1. Iv enables the medical men in charge to
enjoy an advantage over their fellow practi-
tioners ; and 2. Such a system deprives
them of hospital practice.

Your committee areof opinion thabthe first
three heads of complaint can be answered,
that as the professional gentlemen in charge
are responsible to the board fer the proper
treatment of that class of cases, and for the
wholesome condition of the hosepital, it is
only right and proper that the medical men
of the hospital should have sole control.
And secondly, that if the medical gentleman
who sends a patient to the hospital should
desire to visib the patient the professional
gentleman in charge of the particular ward
would be only too inppy to allow him to
accompany him on his rounds or by permis-
sion ofp the resident medical officer to see the
patient. If the professional gentleman
sending the patient would make a request in
writing to be notified when such patient is
to be dealt with his request would be cheer-
fully acoeded to.

The fourth complaint is one to which your
committee has paid special attention, and
has requested each medical man to present
such  a’ scheme as would, in his opinion,
satisfy the profession and thus populatizs

themselves; and- as- they say through them

the hoepital, as it is contended shat in conse-
quence of the present system some of the
medical profession do not and will not send
their pay patients to the Jubilee hospital—
and this they assert seriously interferes with
the revenue. In this conneotion your com:
mittee direct attention to the stavement of
revenue attached hereto.

Your committee would report that as there
exists such a serious difference of opinion in
the profession itself with reference toa sys-
tem which would meet' with the general
approval of patients and commend itself to
the profession and to the sick in the hos-

tal, your committee believe 1t will be
Judicious to place before you the various
proposals to show the diffionlt natare of the
task entrusted te¢ your committee :

(a ) 'Some, without admitting the neces-
sity for change, submib that if an assistant
or associate to the surgeon and physician
were added, thab would be all that is neces-
sary—to be elected annually. :

(b)) Others again submit that as no dis.
tinotion is made in the profession in. active
practice the visiting staff should consist of
#ix medical men, who should hold office for
periods of two months, without keeping the
surgioal and medioal professions separate, :o
be elected annually.

(c ) Others submit that there should be
three physicians and three surgeons (twelve
in ‘all) holding office half yearly in alternate
quarters, to be elected annually, keeping
the professions separate.

{d ) Others again maintained that twelve
medical men should be appointed, each one
attending to the work of the hospital for one
month. ¢ .

(e ) Others again—

LESSONS OF THE WAR.

It Has Amply Proved the Helplessness
of Ships When Fighting Well
Constructed Korts.

3

Modern Artillery Fire So Terrible
That Ose Big Shell Will
Disable ‘& Vessel.

Tok10, March 12 —(United Press corres-

5| pondence per steamer Tacoma )—When

China entered upon this war her great
strength lay in her fleet, and of her fleet the
Peiyang equadron contained the oream. Its
two iron-clads were the moat powerful ves-
sels in the East, after H.B.M.’s Centarion.
With them were 12 oruisers, all fine modern
ships ; 10 gunboats, some of an exception-
ally efficient type, and 12 torpedo boats ;
the total number being 36. Every one of
these has been either sunk, destroyed or

taken. The details of the disasters are, one
taken and one so crippled as to necessitate
beaching, im the fight of July  25;
four sunk and one run ashore, at the battle
of September 17; one (a torpedo boat)
wrecked ; five sunk and 12 taken at Wei-
Hai-Wei, and 11 torpedo boats captured or
destroyed on February 7. Thus the whole
Peiyang squadron is wiped oub of existence.
The Japanese, on the other hand, have not
lost a single ship except two torpedo boats !
Whatever be the difference in skill between
the handling of the two naviee, it must be
confeased that luck is on the Japanese side.
Such a record is more than they could rea-
sonably have hoped to achieve.

FORTS VERSUS SHIPS,

One of the facts brought into strong pro-
minence in oconnection with the recent
operations at Wei-Hai-Wei is the helpless-
ness of ships against well constructed forts.
On the islands of Liukung and Zbih at the
entrance to Wei-Hai-Wei bay there were
two forts admirably located and armed
with disappearing ~ guns. The Japanese
ships and the mainland forts, the artillery
of which, after falling into Japanese posses-
sion co-operated with the fleet in bombard-
ing the insular defences, never suc-
ceeded in touching these forts onoe, They
remained to the end absolutely - unim.
paired by the storm of iron directed
against them.  Similar immunity was - en-
joyed even by an ordinarily constructed fort
on Linkung island. The Japanese -hliu did
it no harm whatever. On the other and,
the Chinese gunners in the forts, though not
conepicuous for their skill, succeeded in hip-
ting, and more or less serionsly damaging,
Do less than seven of the Japanese ships,
killing 29 men and wounding 36. Had the
atback been a little later, it is doubtful
whether the Japanese squadrons.would mnot
bave been held completely at bay so far as
the forts were concerned, for the Chinese
were engaged in construoting on the higheat
eminence of Zhih island a for which,
firing from a height of 400 feet above the
sea level, would have been a terrible foe.
Although the ascent to the position chosen
for this fort is so steep as to be difficult
even for a pedestrian, the Chinese had suo-
ceded in dragging to the top two 28.cent.
guns, and two others were waiting on the
beach to be placed in the same position.
Another week would have seen this fort in
fighting order, and had its cannonading
heen added to that of the five other forts on
the islands, any naval force attempting to
blt;)x,nbsrd the place must have suffered ter-
ribly.

MODERN "ARTILLERY EFFECTS,

The experiences of the J. apanese ships en-
gsged in the bombardment of Wei-Hai. Wei.
show-how terrible is ‘the effect of modern
artillery fire. One big shell fairly planted ’
almost suffices to deprive a medium sized
vessel of fighting capacity. Gruesome stories
are told of the havoc wrought by a solita;
missile, The Tsukushi, for example, whiol
led the attacking squadron in the bombard-
menb of the insular forts at Wei-Hai-Wei on *
the 7th of February, was struck by a shell
which, entering from the starboard bal.
wark, passed out'on the port side. A sailor
standing in the path of the missile was
of course rent into f ragments. The sheil
then cut an iron stanchion three inches in
diameter and- finally tore its way through
the port bulwark and dropped ‘into the sea.
Two sailors standing on either side of ‘the
statnchion at the time were dismembered,
their legs and arms ' being hurled into  the
air, lodged in buckets, or tglnhed flab against
planks.  Aunother shell hit the Tenryu. Her
second in command was conning the ship as
the time. His body was swept into the sea,
one of his legs remaining on the bridge. A
boat was immediately lowered, but noth
exoept his head could be found floating in
the water. - Immediately after the shell
strack the ship a tornado of ironm and
wood splinters blew into the engine room,
wounding five men. Instances of like nature
could be multiplied, but there is an appall.
ing epmeness about them all. The fach is
that the incomparable greater vulnerability
of & ship handicaps it seriously in a fight
with a fort.. A dozen shells from a ship’s
guns may exhaust their - energy- upon the
massive parapets of a fort, whereas one shot
from the heavy guns of the latter cannot fail
to inflict oruel injary upon the .ship if io
strikes her. The question of a moving and
a sbationary target seems to be of sécondary
importance,

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POSTAL EVOLUTION-IL

Intimate Conneetion of the Post With
the Telegraph—The First
Cgble Projeat.

Early Ordinances for Western Union
Coneessions—The Overland
Line to Asia.

The post and telegraph offices are so in-
timately connected that some day the latter
may supersede the tormer, therefore a rough
outline of the evolution of the latter in Brit-
ish Columbia may be of interest.

Although in 1860 electric telegraphs were
eommon in Europe—submarine cables exist-
ing between and oonnecting divers nations,
even as far as Constantinople, Balaklava,
India and other placeg, resulting from the
Crimean war in 1853, the Indian mautiny,
1857, and the China war—at which time it is

assumed telegraph communication overland
existed betweern Russia and Sebastopol, still
British Columbia had not any, and none ex-
isted between Europe and America. There
was a great desire to connect these ; the de-
sire ripened into a necessity and, thanks to
the energy and enterprise of Cyrus Field and
Mr. Gisborne, he means was found of meet-
ing the necessity. The buman body seems
to have been evolved in like manner; the first
intelligent nervous filaments,having a desire
and necessity for some addition, in process
of time arrived at ite production. Therefore
the muscular, osseous and other systems are
merely the creation, the slaves, of the nerv-
ous system, for its use, nourishment and
protection. The nervous system, therefore,
is man, and whatever its necessities may be,
these iv will provide for.

In 1858 the nervous filaments were ap-
proaching ‘British Columbia, for in August
of that year the first trans-Atlantic tele-
graph cable was laid between Valencia, Ire-
land, and Newfoundland, a cable having
been laid across the Gulf of St. Lawrence a
oouple of years previously. The laying
of the Atlantic cable was an international
affair—America and Eogland sending ships
bo assist, such as the U S. Niagara and
H M.8. Agamemnon. Each carried one-half
the cable, which they spliced in mid-ocean
and then each went in opposite directions
paying it out,

(Che first message transmitted is said to
have been from Her Majesty, * Europe and
America are united by telegraph. Glory to
God in the highest, peace and good will to-
wards men.” Then followed a message from
the Qaeen to President Buchanan of the
United States, much longer bub not extraor-
dinary. The cable then became dumb and
spoke no more—the three thousand five
bundred miles of cable lay in a trance on its
ocean bed.

The news of the laying of the cable did
not reach San Francisco until a month after
the event, and ocelebrations took place fol-
lowed by sadness ; but it gave an impetus
to the desire—the necessity—of having an
overland telegraph to the East.

By many it wae considered doubtful whe-
ther any other than the first message of four
or five lines went over the cable, and it was
generally believed it spoke tardily and in.
termictently for two or three hours. Any-
how, this first cable having taken some
years to prepare, cost a large sum of money,
the whole ot which was lost, and people, not
unnaturally, for some time fougho shy of in
vesting in another. Yet in 1865 another
unsucoessful attempt was made. In 1860
the lamentable civil war commenced. Tele

raphy was urged on evérywhere by war.

he Eyruer River gold excitement ocourred
in 1858. The Panama railroad, which it is
said sacrificed a life for every pile driven,
was completed in 1855.

It may be here observed that in 1866 the
Mainland colony, S8eymour being Governor,
adopted the decimal currency. Previous to
this she had the £, s, d. There is no men.
tion of postage stamps in the postal act of
1864, bub there is in that of 1867. Now
then, we came to the time of the telegraph
in British Columbia. The f>llowing acts or
ordinances of the Mainland -government
speak for themselves :

In 1864 an ordinance or charter to con-
struct a telegraph line, connecting British
Columbia, i.e., New Weastminster, with the
telegraph lines of the United States ema-
nated from the Mainland, SeymourbeingGov-
ernor, in favor of the California State Tele-
graph Company, for twenty five years
The construction was to be commenced with-
in five and completed within fifteen months.
In the event of failure the act to be null and
void, but if completed, then in this case,
the California company should have the
exclusive right of sending and receiving
messages within British Columbia (i.e. the
Mainland) for twenty years, but provision
was also made for allowing other companies
on conditions. The prices to be paid in any
station in Washington Territory were not to
exceed four shillings and two pence (i.e., one

dollar) for each ten words ; messages to be'

sent over the States shall not be charged
higher rates than the lowest uniform rate
on such limes; messages between New
Westminsterand San Franaisco shall never
be charged more than one pound and six-
pence i.e., five dollars) for every ten words.
In 1865 an ordinsnce was passed rescind-
ing the exclusive rights granted to the com-
pany, as it was contrary to the policy of
the British government to grant exclusive
telegraphic privileges. - The - same year,
however, an ordinance was passed at New
Westminster to encourage the construction
‘of a line connecting British Columbia with
the telegraph lines of Russia, the United
States and for other purposes. This went
on to state that Percy Macdonough Collins,
an American citizen, had obtained from the
vernments of Russia and the United
tates the right to make and main-
tain & line of electrioc telegraph
through their respective territories ; and
whereas H.M. government desired cordially
to co operate with the United Statesand Ras-
sia, in the establishment and maintenance
of such continuous line of international tele-
graph, it was’ enacted, that Collins and his
associates be granted a charter for thirty.
three years from the let.day of January,
1870, with the usual conditions of forfeiture,
In the same year (1865) an ordinance was
passed legalizing the transfer by Collins of
his interests to the Western Union Tele.
graph Extension Company. In 1866 the
Collins overland line people requested that
it be incorporated by statute under the more
A;;?roprism name of the Western Union
Telegraph Company, and this was accord-
ingly done.

The apparent
object of the Collins line was to connect
America with Europe, either by joining the
Russian, existing or contemplated, tele.

Now why-did this expensive work stop ?
Why, simply because in 1866 a transatlantic
cab o had been successfully laid down be-
vween Ireland ard Newfoundland by that
renowned butunfortunately rainous steamer
the Great Eastern. This eteamer also picked
up the sleeping cable of 1858, cured it, and,
lo and behold, it spoke agsin and may yet
::-lr:-klngi 1o 1869 the French laid suo-

lly a cable, and now there are prob-
ably half & d-zan more in operation.
Thus in 1886 the year of its political
union, British Columbia, in the twin ling of
an eye, physically and intellec-ually bscame
a part of the elestrioc nérvous system of
the whole earth, man its director,
sharing in ite discoveries, inven-
tioos, aspirations, hopes, fears, joys, sor
rows, and jndeed everything pertaining
thereto ! It is impossible to realize the
effsot of this on British Columbia s the
buman race ab large ; the world in general !
The telegraph.is & nervous organism and
when the brain and nervous energy of man
pute it in motion, it becomes a living thing
—speaking as directed—morally and in-
tellectually (and by imparting motion,

virtues and faulte; it is living, for life is only
a oo:l:’ditlon. The telegraph is the brain of the
earth,

What pute mans nervous system in
motion? What is the inherent vital pro-
perty in a seed that makes it, under snitable
conditions, grow and produce abundantl
after its kind? f!,mu knew this
he would possibly know all—but the awfal
power is, ab all events for the time, not
demonstrable.

Here,then,wehave aninstanoe of the nerv-
ous system of man providing means to obtain
a necessity. It may be that whenever a ne-
ocessity exists for something the human race
requires it will in some way obtain it.
Now a ocable to Australia is projected,—
if necessary it will come. Such nervous,
sympathetic and business unions will make
Imperial federation practicable—aye, and
prodace it in time, like our oconfederation
facilitated ard hastened by easy communi-
cation and maybe caused it.

In conneciion with electricity it may be
said that between 1850 and 1860 wayfarers
at night carried a lantern. In 1861 the
Victoria Gas Company came into existence
to light the city, and in 1883 the corporas
tion substitutea for gus eleceric lights The
telephone made its appearance in 1883 also,
and the tramcars later on, It is not too
much to believe that the teiephone will be
improved so as to enable people to talk at
long distances, for man is only beginning to
understand how to make use of vhe forces
of nature.

Now, to conclude. In 1850 one year was
consumed in sending & message to England
and receiving an answer. A few months
ago a wessage was sant by telegraph to Man-
chester in England and an answer recsived
in nineteen seconds, the distance travslled
being 13,000 miles! Eleotricity knows
neither time nor distance. They do not ex-
ist. In the early years it took five months
to reach Europe by ship, now only fifteen
days,—the time occupied by the steamer
Great Western in her remarkable passage
across the Atlantic in 1838 Postage has
been reduced from fifty to five cents, and
the cost of a telegraphic word to Europe
from one dollar or more to thirty cents. The
Ablantic has become a mere ferry—a trip to
Eogland a pleasure jaunt. Yet there are
people who say imperial federation is im-
practicable. Bah! as soon as man’s ner-
vous system feels the necessity it will pro-
vide the means, and possibly the commercial
union of the coloniés will be the preliminary
step. . Looking over the progress during the
past fortLyean. is there any one “who ocan
possibly believe that British Columbia can
stand still or retrograde? The world and
its_beings must go on to their predestined
end. There is no standing still. Not .an
atom dies, althongh always changing,

Details of the Great Rowing Raee
Which Cambridge Gamely -But
Vainly Contested.

Results of the Golf Tournament—La-
erosse in the East—Notes in
General.

. LoNpox, March 30 —Oxford is again the
winner of the great intercollegiate race.
The usual crowds thronged the banks of the
Thames to witness this the fifty-second row-
ing ocomtest between the Universities of
Cambridge and Oxford. The race was
rowed over the usual championship course,
from Putney to Mortlake, four and a half
miles. The crews, from bow to stroke, and
their weights in pounds this morning, were :

The weather was cold and raw with
squalls of drizzling rain. As the pistol fired,
both orews got well away, but Oxford im
mediately led. For the first minute
Oxford rowed thirty-eight strokes and Cam-
bridge thirty six: ' Oxford  drew ahead
rapidly favored by the shelter afforded by
the Surrey shore, which they had selected
after winning the toss. Cambridge re-
peatedly spurved, but could not gain against
Oxford’s long, sweeping stroke. At Thorney-
croft’s the rough water bothered both crews,
and Cambridge had a shade the better of i,
Ozxford being barely a length ahead at this
point. This was more than two-thirds of
the distance, but the Cambridge partisans
had not given up hope. From this point,
however, Cambridge saeadily fell behind,
and at Barnes’ bridge Oxford ‘was three
lengths ahead. From there to the ship
Oxtord maintained that lead, winning essily
by about three lengths.

Oxford has won 29 and Cambridge 22
races since the series began, the contest in
1877 resulting in & dead heat. The first
contest between the two universities was at
Henley in 1829, the nexs in 1836. Since
1845 the race has been rowed on the course
from Putney to Mortlake, except on three
ococasions, in 1846, 1856, and 1863, when the
order was reversed and the crews pulled
from Mortlake to Putmey. Lord Mac-
Naunghton, who was a member of the Cam-
bridge crew of 1852, will preside at the
banquet which will be given to the crews at
the Uafe Royal this evening.

*Wild Man From Bormeo” Takes the
Great Liverpool Race—
To-day’s Events.

The Victeria Yacht Club had a well at-

arrangements for the coming season were
completed. The following were added to
the mamaging committee : Messrs. H. R.
Foot, F. C. Holden, W. L, Challoner, K.
Finlayson, W. Croft and D. H. Anderson.

The managing committee will at once begin
preparing for Queen’s Birthday oelebration
yacht races. Iv is expected that a much
larger number of yachts will take part than
in former years, as Seattle, Fairhaven,
Whatoom, Tacoma, Port Townsend, Port
Angeles and Rverett clubs are all making
preparations for the event. Great interest
is being centred in yachting oircles this
season, owing to the addition to the Vio-
woria fleet of the two fast yachts brought
out from the Old Country by Commodore
G. A. Kirk, and also from the fact that
among the new competitors at the Queen’s
Birthday regatta will be a yacht of novel
design now being specially built in Seattle,
The Seattle Argus gives the following de-
scription of her :

‘“Among the many new ocandidates for
aquatic honors that are being built for the
coming season on the Sound, none are re-
celving 80 much favorable comment and
critioiem as the ¢ White S>ar,’ the new North
Seattle sloop, designed and built by Neil
Dennee. The White Star is of an entirely
different type from anything heretofore
seen in these waters, bub of a style which is
rapidly gaining favor on the Aclantic coast.
She was primarily intended for a roomy,
comfortable oruiser, speed being a secondary
consideration, but by a glance at her easy,
graceful lines it will be easily seen that
Mr. Dennee never intended her to adorn the
tail end of the procession. The White Star
is a keel boat, 354 feet in length over all, 11
feet beam, 6 \feet deep, and will have a
draught of about 7 feet. Her mast will
measure 45 feet from deck to truck ; main
boom, 34 feet ; gaff, 22 feet ; bowsprit, 17
feet, and she will spread 2,250 equare feet
of canvas.

She will probably be launched early in
April, and will participate in the races at
Victoria on May 24,

Agents to Give All Required
Information,

Hon, J. H. Turner, Premier and Minister
of Finance, aceompanied by Mrs. Turner,
Was a passenger to the Mainland
by the Charmer this morning on his way to
Ottawa and London. The Premier yester-
day spoke with the CoLONIST on the subject

of his trip.
‘I expeot te spend a daydor two in Ob-
tawa,” he said, ‘ on my way to England, to
arrange there about several matters of pro-
vinoial concern, and I will visip Ottawa on
my way back in connection with any mat-
ters which may be then still unsettled,
¢ In England my chief business will be
making arrangements for the new loan—
and this indeed is the only specific matter
which requires my attention, though no
doubt others of more or less import-
ance will come up. I am going at
the express request of the ‘financial
agents in London, who have writtea that
they wish to talk to me face to face about
the loan, and about the financial position
and general affairs of the province. They

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A FORMIDABLE RESOLUTION.

Ald. Jobn Macmillan yesterday posted
the following notice of motion on the bulle-
tin board at the city hall, his object being
to dispense as soon as possible with the ser-
vices of the sewerage commissioners :

**I hereby give notice that as the next
meeting of the council I shall move to amend
by-law 231, entitled the sewerage commis-
sioners appointment and sewerage assess-
ment by.law, as follows :

‘‘ Whereas that in the expenditure of
moneys borrowed under by-law 227 for sew-
erage purposes, the sum of $2 323 35 has
been paid for inspection of work in addition
to the engineer’s inspection ;

““And whereas under by-law 231 a further
sum of $740 has been paid to commissioners
on the same work ;

““And whereas this counoil having a due
regard to economy are of the opinioa that
the expenditura provided for fn the follow-
ing provisions should be discontinned 3

*‘ Therefere be it enacted that all that part
of by-law 231, from section 1 to seotion 9 in-
clusive, and section 13—that is to say, sec-
tion 1, section 2, (sub-sections s, b, o,d, e
and f), seotion 4, section 5, seotion 6, section
7, section 8, sub section a, section 9 and sec-
sion 13—be and hereby is repealed, and all
appointmente made under these provisions
cease and determine on the 10th day of
April next.”

The provisions quoted simply give power
for the appointment of the sewerage com-

muneration.

Jimmy Chickens gave Mary shelter in his
cabin at Oak Bay after she came ashore, and
Julia said that the Cowichans were mad
with Jimmy for harboring Mary, and for
that reason had strangled him.

The provincial police were at once notified
and a trip to Oak Bay disclosed that Jimmy
Chickens was alive and well, and in fact was
out ﬁ-hlng.

Some of Cowichan Jim’s friends, however,
did not entertain very amicable feelings to-
wards Mary, for she it was who purchased
the liquor that made him drunk the hb
he disappeared. A night or twe after thas
and before Mary was arrested and senb to
jail for supplying the liquor, an Indisn liv-
iog on the Songhees reserve says he maved
Mary’s life.
