‘Washington, March 24.—An all-Ameri-
can route in Alaska from Prince William
Sound to Circle, through the Copper river
region, has been determined on by the
postal authorities, and the postmaster-
general is writing proposals for the ser-
vice.

The contracts for the new service will
be received up to April 24, for letter
mail service only, the compensation to be
graded according to the weights carried.

He is at logger-
heads with the neighboring Sultan of
‘Wadai, whose country is also included in
the French sphere, and who has nearly
three million followetrs among the Sen-
oussi, and whose troops are said to be led
by Europeans. !
France’s policy is to foster the mutual
hatreds between Rebeh and Wadai but
if this leads to an attempt to subdue
either of them she will have a tremend-
ous struggle before her, especially in the
case of Wadai, as thousands Qf the
Senoussi live in Tunis and Algeria and
would make common cause witl} their co-
religionists under Wadai imv'olvmg a con-
flagration in France and North African
possessions.
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GERMANY IN SAMOA.
Great Credit Taken for Willingness to
Repudiate Illegal Acts of Officials.

Berlin, March 25.—The Samoan ques-
tion continues to engross the attention
of the newspapers, and the comments on
the subject have been of such a charac-
ter that the semi-official Post to-day
counsels moderation. The inspired organ
continues:

“ Germany has no intention of aban-
doning her rights, but we ought to be
grateful to the government for opening
negotiations to correct a want, a#id not
for inaugurating a conflict. Germany
does not purpose to endorse any or all
of the actions of her officials until she

ascertains whether these actions con-
formed with the law. If Herr Rose (the
Jerman-consul at Apia) has contravened
the provisions of the Berlin treaty we, of
course, will correct his contravention.
But Germany expects the same respect
for the law from the United States and
Great Britain. Germany’s proposition to
withdraw all the officials involved in the
trouble, which. is now reported, is the
only provision promising success.

“It is not the. governments of the
TUnited States and Great Britain which
are blamable for the muddle, but it is
their representatives who have wilfully
and unauthorizedly acted contrary te
the treaty. The governments, therefore,
had it entirely within their power to set
things right.

MOBS KLLNG NEGRORS

White Lynchers in Arkansas Hang
ing Them on Trees in
Every Direction.

Alleged That the Blacks Had Sel-
ected Victims of Entended
Race War.

By Associated Prees.

Texarkana, March 23.—A race war is
on in Little River county, and during the
last 48 hours an indefinite number of
negroes have ‘met their death at the

hands of the white population.

Seven are known to have been lynched
and the work is not ~yet done. The
bodies of the victims of the mobs’ ven-
geance are hanging to the limbs of trees
in various parts of the county. The
county is in a state of most intense ex-
citement. White men are collecting in
mobs, heavily armod and determined, and
negroes are fleeing for their lives.

The negro population is large and for
a long time has proved very troublesome.
Frequent murders have occurred, and
thefts and fights have become very com-

‘mon affairs.

It developes that carefully laid plans
have been made by a number of negroes
to precipitate a race war, and that many
white men had been marked for victims.
It is learned that 23 negroes were impli-
cated in this plot, and the whites are now
bent on meting out summary punishment
to the eonspirators.

Jackson, Mich., March 23.—Three
negroes weré lynched by a mob near
Silver City, in Yazoo county, last Satur-
day morning. After being shot to death
the bodies were thrown into the Yazoo
river. They were the ringleaders of the
negroes in a race encounter on the Mid-
night plantation early next week.

NEGROES ON THE RUN.

White Men in Arkansas Stringing Them
Up Promiscuously—Coroner’s
Jury Joke Over Inquest.

Texarkana, Ark., March 24.—Details
of the wholesals lynchings reported from
Little River county are coming in slow-
ly. Three more dead negroes were

found in Red River bottoms, between
New Boston, Texas, and Rocky Comfort,
Ark. Two of them, Joe King and Moses
Jones, had been hanged and shot dead.
The third body was naked when found.
A Texas justice of the peace held an
inquest over the bodies to-day. The
verdict returned by the jury declared
the men “came to their death from na-
tural causes or were frozen to death.”
The verdict is regarded as a gruesome
joke. There is some doubt as to where
these lynchings occurred, it being near
the state line, may have been either in
Little River county, Ark., or Bowie coun-
ty. Texas.

Muny sensational reports are current.
One states that the whites are still out in
organized posse hunting the leaders in
the negro revolutionary plot, with the
avowed .intention of -stringing them up
wherever found.

McKINLEY TO THE FILIPINOS.

Conciliatory Address Promising Native
Control When It Can Give
Stable Government.

New York, March 22.—The address to the
natives of the Philippine Islands, drafted
by the American commission on behalf of
the United States government, and cm-
bodying the views of the President, has
been made public, says a Manila dispatch
te the Journal. It has been translated into
all native dialects and is to be distributed
throughout the archipelago.

The salient polnts, which have been pre-
pared by the President’s crders, are ihese:
It assures the population of the Philip-
pine Islands of the intention of the Ameri-

cans to develop the powers of self-govern-
ment in the people. It explains that the
United States hap assurcd: international
obligations which it must fulfill, and which
make it responsible to the whole of clvil-
ization for the stable government of the
Fhilippines. That the United States can-
not divest itself of these responsibilities.
the address assures the people.

The commission is to interpret to the
natives the purpose and intentions of the
P'resident of the United States toward
them, and also to suggest the establishment
of such government as shall suit the eca-
pacity and requirements of the Filipinos
and be ccnsistent with the interests of
the United States.

Thepeople are assured also that the
President’s sole wish is to establish a Sys-
tem of government such as will render the
natives capable of administering their for-
eign affairs, under American control.

The protection of the United States is
not to be exercised in any spirit of tyranny
or vengeance. Having destroyed Snamsh
power and accepted the sovereignty over
*he islands, the United Stai»s is bound to
restore peace to the Philippines. To this
end all insurgents are invited tp lay down
their arms and place trust in the govern-
ment that emancipated them from the op-
nression of Spanish rule.

‘oward giving the Filipinos a sort of tribal
r provincial local autonomy under a cen-
fral American government, which shali
he military until a purely civil system shall
nrove feasible.

By the explosion last night of a water
heater under the sidewalk of the building
at the southwest corner of Second avenuc
south and Washington street, one man was
killed and five fatally injured, two «cf
them probably fatally.

TO PUNISH THE SENATE,

Liberals in Ontario Legislature Join in
Sir Wilfrid’s Crusade.

Toronto, March 22.—(Special)—The
Ontario legislature passed last evening
the resolution favoring senate reform on
lines advocated by Sir Wilfrid
Laurier by the regular government
majority of 11.

Mr. Whitney moved an amendment

KANSAS FIEND'S EXCUSE.

His Head Hurt so That He Can’t Re-
member Killing His Five
Children.

McPherson, Kas., March 23.— John
Moore, the Hutchison murderer, to-day
made a signed statement of his horrible
crime. Moore murdered his five children
with a hatchet and knife and then burned
the house over their heads. He and his
wife had quarrelled and he claims they

were about to separate. In the state-
ment Moore says:

passed the new btuilding at the southwest |
corner of Washington street and Secoud |
avenue south, occupied as a saloon, a ter-
rible explosion from beneath the sidewalk |
threw them into the street. Saltiel, whm
must have been standing directly over the
heater, was seen to be thrown high in the |
air, - according to the statements of by-
standers, The air was filed with smoke,
cirt, debris and Lroken glass. For half a|
minute there rained a shower of bruken
bits of wood and glass.

As quickly as possible the injured men |
were cared for. Dr. McKechnie, Dr. Bu-i
ries and Dr. Sweeney were summoned. Tt|
was seen at once that Jacobs, Saltiel and |
the unknown ’longshoreman were prob-)
ably fatally injured. The faces of all were
black with soot and dirt, showing that
they were exactly over the heated boiler
when the explosion came. Saltiel suffered
a bad fracture of the skull, bruises and
internal injuries. He was unconscious.

Jacobs was partially conscious, thcugh
suffering greatly from the shock. His
right hip and leg were shattered into a
dozen pieces, and his left leg below the
knee was fearfully crushed. At the hos-
pital he was placed under the influence
of anesthetics, in order that the physicians
wmight amputate his limbs. He sank rap-
idly under the influence of chloroform and
from the shock. The physicians were com-
pelled to desist, after which the sufferer
became conscious for a few minutes. He
inquired for Saltiel, gave his name and resi-
dence, and then lapsed into a comatose
condition. . He died at 11:45 p.m.

The unknown man was fearfully bruised
and cut about the head and body. His
left leg was badly fractured, the broken
bone protruding through the flesh and
making a gaping wound. He was inter-
nally Injured as well, and was uncon-
sclous from the beginning. Dr. McKech-
nie dressed his wounds ard set the broken
Iimb.

Beals was able to give but a meagre
account. He said that he was walking
along the street; the next thing he knew
some one was holding his head and asking
him what struck him. “I told them 1
didn’t know, and 1 don’t.”

Swanson was stunned by the shock. but
was able to go® home. Moss' injury con-
sisted of a lacerated hand.

CREATES GREAT HAVOC.

The explosion created great havoe. Fire|
threatened to complete the disaster. The
flames caught on trash and old lumber in
the cellar, but they were quickly estin-!
guished.

The explosion was terrific. It shook
kuildings and smashed windows for blscks
around. Splinters from the sidewalk fell
hundreds of feet away. The windows in
the front part of the Hoffman house, across
Second avenue, were shattered. Glass fell
Into the rooms and upon the sidewalk.
Across Washington street, upstairs, where
Is located the ““Owl” gambling house, and
above it, many of the windows were bro-
ken.

The windows of the Phoenix house, diag-
onally across Washington street and Sec-
ond avenue south, were broken. As far
down as the Standard gambling house, on
Occidental avenue and Washington street,
the terrible shock was felt. But at Blake's
place itself was the scene of the wildesi
turmoil and confusion. Every window was
smashed.

“Denver” Ed Smith, the pugilist, and W.
T. Murphy were standing at the bar at tha
‘ime, while Richard Young was behind it.
One of the windows fell upon Smitn's
“ead and the pleces came crashing down
about him and upon the bar. Murphy, who
was standing some distance away, was not
struck. Bartender Young was raised four
feet into the air and came down with-
out injury, .

FATAL POWDER EXPLOSION.

New Jersey Factory Buildings Wrecked
and Three Workmen Killed.

Penn’s Grove, N.J., March 22.—Over
3,000 pounds of smokeless powder ex-
ploded to-day at the E. I. Dupont powder
works, instantly killing three workmen,
and injuring a number of others slightly.
The dead are: -Isaac Taylor, aged 50
yvears, married; William Ford, aged 40,
married; John Magill, aged, 30 single.
The bodies of the dead were blackened
and disfigured. ;

The shock from the explosion shook the
country for miles around, and in this
town heavy panes -of glnsg were broken
in many houses, The drying house and
the store house were demolished, and
other small buildings about the works
were*damaged.

Francis Dupont and his nephew were
at work in the laboratory at the time of
the explosion and were slightly injured
br pieces of glass, but personally directed
the care of the other injured and the re-
covery of the dead. The works have
been running on large government orders
for smokeless powder. The cause of the
explosion has not been determintd.

According to this the population of
Vancouver Island was 37,261. We think
it not wnreasonable to claim that a cen-
sus new would give upyards of 50,000.
‘We base this opinion upon the increased
population of Victoria, which according
to all the tests usually employed and the
partial census made by the Colonist in
connection with the last directory would
supply half the estimated increase.
There are a great many more people on
the West Coast than there were in 1891,
and the city of Nanaimo and the other
centres of population on the Island will
show a good increase. In the rural dis-
tricts the average increase by excess of
the birth rate has not been offset by any
exeeptional eauses which would lead to
a decrease.

Cariboo, which includes Lillooet and
‘Omineca, must surely have increased by
upwards of 2,000 since the census. It
would doubtless be safe to estimate its
present popnlation at 8,000.

Yale includes Kootenay. A well in-
formed gentleman yesterday placed the
popuiation of Kootenay alone at 60,000.
If that figure has not already been
reached, it will be reached and be ex-
ceeded before the year is out. It is
surely not at all extravagant to place
the population of East and West Koote-
may, the Boundary Creek country, the
Okanagan -valley, the Slocan, the other
mining and farming districts, and all the
growing towns along the C. P. R. at the
figure above named, 60,000.

This leaves us the New Westminster
district which includes. Vancouver and
Cassiar as well as the Fraser river town-
ships. There were about 27,000 people
in this district in 1891 outside of Van-
conver. No one will deny that the popu-
lation of Vancouver is now 27,000 and
this willl bring the figures up
to 54,000. But along the coast, up the
Stikine, in Atlin and around Lake Ben-
nett there must be 4,000 more people
than there were in 1891, We believe this

‘‘is a moderate estimate. Allowing for the

‘probable increase clsewhere, there must
be 60,000 people in the district now
‘which aumber will be swelled before an
electien is held, if there is to be one this
year, to at least 65,000. If these esti-
.mates are at all correct, a census of Brit-
ish Columbia -taken next July ought to
show a population at least as follows:
Vaneouver Island

Cariboe

Yale

... 183,000

But if a new House of Commons is to
be chosen this year, it will be represen-
tative of British Columbia as it will
be for the next five years, and before
that period has elapsed the population
will have grown to upwards of 250,000.
There is hardly any room for doubt that
British Columbia is entitled to seven
members of the House of Commons to-
day and possibly eight, and that the next
census will show the province to be en-
titled to ten.

We claim that the government in deal-
ing with- the matter of representation
ought to take this steady increase of the
population and the other matters above
named into consideration and give the
province at least an additional member
now. They may investigate the matter
as they will, and they cannot reach any
other conclusion than that we are en-
titled to such an increase now and will
surely be entitled to at least three during
the lifetime of a parliament elected this
syear. If things are left as they are, and
a new election is held this year, British
Columbia will be deprived of its proper

natural life. If this parliament is allow-
ed to live out its natural life, a new elec-

tion will be held in 1901, and the house
then chosen may last until 1908. It will
be a preposterous thing to confine Brit-
ish Columbia to six members until the
latter date, and yet if an increase is not
made this year that may be the case
without any violence being done to the
law. - The B. N. A. actrprovides that the
representation shall be readjusted after
«ach decennial census, but it does not
say that effect shall be given to the re-
adjustment by holding an election. In
fact it expressly says that it shall not

come into force until the expiration of |°

the narliament then existing.

Some persons may urge that the pro-
vision for a readjustment as above pre-
vents the increase of the representation
of a province in the meanwhile. But
this cannot be sustained, for section 52
of the act expressly provides that the
number of members in the House of
‘Commons may be. from time to time in-
«creased provided the proportionate rep-
resentation of the provinces is not dis-
turbed. It may be said that this means
only that there may be a proportionate
increase in the representation of all the
provinces, but we submit such is not its
meaning; that the previous section fixes
the representation of Quebec at 65, that
a greater representation cannot be given
to that province without an amendment
to the act itself, and that the intent of
the 52nd section is to enable parliament to
give growing provinces additional repre-

senfation. L

THE BENEFIT OF DISCUSSION.

Any one who has attended meetings of
citizens, of the Board of Trade or the
legislature must have been  impressed
with the impatience of our people to dis-
cussion. If any one brings up a ques-
tion and proceeds to explain it at any
length, a feeling of uneasiness becomes
at once evident. We have frequently
heard members of the legislature apolo-
gize for taking up the time of the house
when they had not spoken fifteen minutes
on an important public question. Proper
discussion of any large subject is im-
possible unless reasonable time is
allowed to speakers. When ‘men go to
a meeting of any kind after having
studied a question, they may be able to
compress what they have to say into a
few words: but every one with any ex-
perience in public speaking knows that
nothing is more difficult than condensa-
tion, and that the effect of a good point’
is often lost because the speaker does
not drive it home by a little explanation.
Moreover it is a fact that when a man
is on his feet explaining anything and
has his mind fully concentrated upon his
work, he thinks better than at any other
time, so that by being impatient with
those who are inclined to occupy some
time in a speech, there is a loss to the
audience, that is presuming the audience
wants to get the speaker’s best thoughts.

Applying these observations to the last
Board of Trade meeting, two or three
persons have stated to the Colonist that
there were points on which they wished
to make some observations, and upon
which they thought the meeting would
have taken some action, but that the
evident impatience of the members kept
them from speaking. This feature of
British Columbia public gatherings ought
to be corrected. Better conclusions
would be reached in many cases, if every
speaker who rises to address an audience
did not feel handicapped by the thought
that he might occupy too much time if
he dealt with his subject as it deserved.

CONSOLIDATION OF DEBT.

Alderman Hayward has posted a notice
that he will bring up the con-
solidation of sundry municipal loans
at ~ the next meetidg of the
municipal council. The notice is printed
elsewhere in to-day’s Colonist, and we
refer readers to it for particulars. The
point in the notice to which especial
attention is directed is that contained
in the preamble next to the last, which
sets forth that by the proposed consolida-
tion the sum of ahout $3,000 per annum
can be saved during the twenty years
which the new loan will run. Mr, Hay-
ward has obtained from Mr. Raymur,
city auditor, a calculation, which will be
submitted to the council, and upon
which he makes the claim of the snug
saving of $3,000 a year. Of course, the
explanation is that the money necessary
to take up the loans can be borrowed at
a less rate of interest than is now being
paid, and upon this point there is no
room for doubt.

The present annual payment for inter-
est on these loans is $13,625, and for
sinking fund $5,596.53, making in all
$19,221.53. TUnder the consolidation plan
the interest will be $8,360, and the sink-
ing fund $7,778, making in all $16,148,
thus giving an actual saving of $3,073.53
a year, which in twenty years amounts
to $61,460, a saving that it is well to
make, if possible. There is no doubt
about the correctness of the calculations,
and we do not think there is any doubt
about the possibility of floating a new
loan.

The Hamilton Spectator’s statement
that the coming of the French to Canada
was a curse to this country seems rather
extraordinary in view of the facts.
There is a story told of a rather pompous
lordling who was berating one of his
tenants. As a final and crushing argu-
ment he said: ‘“ Do you know my ances-
tors came over with the Conqueror?”
To which the tenant replied: “ Did
they? Then I think they found mine
here when they came.” For the English
population of Canada to talk about the
French coming to this country is an
exhibition of ignorance quite unpardon-
able. If the French had not settled in
the St. Lawrence valley, the probability
is that the United States would, as one
fanciful writer has said, be bounded on

the north by the Aurora Borealis. Que-
bec remained loyal to the British crown

during the revolution of the Thirteen
Colonies, because there was no sympathy
between the French and the English,
the two having been at war more or
less constantly for a long time. It was
the French occupation of the St. Law-
rence valley and what was then Acadid,
and is now the Maritime Provinces, that
made Canada as a British dependency
possible. The Spectator has been a
{ little hasty.
et e

The Colonist is not opposed to a
bicyele tax, if the amount is reasonable
and the money is to be wused for the
direct advantage of the users of those
vehicles. But it disputes the proposi-
tion of the Times that cyeclists do not
possess a standing in the community.
They have as much right to use the
streets as “the rich who ride in their
chaises and the poor who walk,” or get
along as best they can. We wish to
protest against this denial of the bicy-
clists of their legal status. Departing
from our custom of not referring to gen-
tlemen of the press personally (but surely
the occasion is sufficient excuse), the poor
plodding pedestrian often as he home-
ward plods his weary way sees flit past
him the editor and manager of the
Times, astride their wheels. Now, as
the Times says, these gentlemen may
have no standing in the community as
eyclists, but we would not have cared to
say so. On the contrary, the thought
has flashed across many minds, that if
they could do all things as well as they
can ride a wheel, the Times would be a
better paper.

THE DAWSON TELEGRAPH LINE.

It is understood to be the intention of
the Dominion government to extend the
Quesnelle telegraph line to eonnect with
the line from the White Pass to Dawson.
With this proposal we are heartily in ac-
cord. The old “Telegraph Trail,” that
is, the route followed by the Western
Union, starts from Quesnelle and runs
to Fort Fraser, and thence up the
Bulkely valley to Hazleton. The country
through which it passes is good for set-
tlement as a rule, but so far as is known
does met carry mineral in paying quanti-
tities. =~ We suggest therefore that the
line, instead of going to Fort Fraser,
shounld be carried to the junction of the
Stuart with the Nechaco, thence up the
Stuart to the lake of the same name and
thence through the Omineca district. If
it is thought desirable to take in Hazle-
ten, there is an open trail from Omineca
that ean be followed. This - would
lengthen the line about 80 miles. A
direct line ean be found from Omineca
to the Stikine. The advantage of going
by way of Omineca is two-fold. A rap-
idly growing mining interest would be
served, and the line would pass through
an occupied country, for after the
coming summer there will be settlements
at intervals all along the route.

What route ought to be taken from
Omineca or Hazleton north remains to
be determined, and we assume tha_t the
probable location of any line of railway
that may be built from a British Cf"
lumbia port to the Yukon waters will
have something to do with it. What we
wish to speak of to-day is the desirability
of loeating the line so that it will serve

the inereasing needs of Omineca.

AN IMPORTANT MATTER.

It is stated that the niggardly policy of
the present provincial administration has
led to such a reduction in the provincial
police that the new mining camps can-

'not be said to be at all properly guarded.

The order requiring constables to remain
at headquarters until called for also is
said to impair their usefulness. We shall
investigate the matter more fully; but
as our object is not to make a political
point against the government, but simply
to enter a timely warning against the
efficiency of the force being impaired, we
make this reference to it now.

Attorney-General Martin can hardly
be expected to understand the require-
ments of mining communities as well as
those persons who have had greater ex-
perience with them. What will do for
a farming community will not do in a
mining region. Legitimate miners and
prospectors are as easy people to manage
as can be found anywhere. They do
not require to be managed, as a matter
of fact, and are only anxious to obey the
law and respect each other’s rights.
But as every one knows, there is an
element that follows miners, which re-
quires to be controlled with a strong
hand. One of the boasts of British
Columbia has been that wherever the
miner went the representative of the law
followed, and this kept the lawless
element in check. It may be quite true
that the record of the work done by the
provineial police may not show that they
have arrested many criminals, but this
fact of itself shows how useful they are
and what a mistake it will be if the use-
fulness of the force is impaired through
false economy. Reduce the efficiency of
the police and they will have very much
more to do.

DE FALBE'S PROPHESIES.

De Falbe, the so-called Austrian scien-
tist, who foretells such terrible things for
the earth, bases his latest prediction upon
the statement that “it is well known
that the interior of the earth consists of
molten matter covered by a compara-
tively thin crust, and that this molten
matter is acted upon by the influence of
the pplanets just as the tides are affected
by the moon.” Nothing of the kind is
well known. What is known is that
the temperature is found to increase in
some parts of the world the further from
the surface the observation is taken, and
this rate of increase, if continuous, would
at no very great depth, comparatively
speaking, be sufficient to melt any known
substance. It is also known that in
certain parts of the world the ground is
perennially frozen far beneath the reach
of the surface cold, the distance being un-
known, although “in Poland borings
shdwed the presence of frost at a depth
of hundreds of feet. It is known that
matter becomes more dense the nearer it
is to the centre of gravity of the earth,
and that if the rate of increase is con-
tinuous, the pressure must be so great,
long before the centre of the earth is
reached, that the existence of fluid mat-
ter at any great depth is an impossibility.
It is possible that the centre of the earth
1s excessively hot and that, if it were
not for the extreme pressure, the heat
would be sufficient to convert everything
into vapor; but it is difficult to reeoncile
such a condition with the continual pres-
ence of frost at such a depth that atmos-
pheric conditions at the surface of the
earth cannot account for it. If at forty
miles below the surface the heat is great
enough to melt iron, one would suppose
that sufficient heat would have found its
wiay upwards to melt ice at any depth
beyond the reach of exterior influences.
Nothing is definitely known of the condi-
tion of the interior of the earth, and all
inferences drawn from supposed condi-
tions are as likely to be wrong as right.

But some will ask if the existence of
volcanoes does not prove the centre of
the earth to be full of molten matter.
1t does not, nor does the occurrence of
earthquakes prove that there is an ebb
and flow deep underground. No satis-
factory theory has ever been advanced to
explain either volcanoes or earthquakes.
The dynamic force of volcanoes is too
small to be assigned to such a terrific
origin as the supposed molten centre of

the earth. There is a possibility that
earthquakes may be due to causes ex-
terior to the earth. An authenticated
report of an earthquake in California
shows that, although it was felt at the
surface over a deep mine, it was mnot
noticed in the mine. In 1882 a sharp
shock was felt all over New England and
the Maritime Provinces. Simultaneously
therewith, or possibly a little before—for
there was some divergence of testimony
on this point—what .appeared to be a
large meteor fell apparently in the Atlan-
tic near the entrance of the Bay of
Fundy. Other facts in regard-to earth-
quakes indicate that they may be due
to a variety of causes. Changes are
constantly going on upon the surface of
the earth. Thus there is undoubted
evidence that the coast of a part of the
Maritime Provinces has subsided since
the first settlement of the country by‘the
French. This evidence is in the form
of the submerged walls of a fort and the
existence of tree stumps below the water
level. On the other hand, the Baltic
eoast of Sweden has risen since it was
occupied by men, as is proved by the dis-
covery of ancient vessels far above the
present level of the sea. The records of
the seismometers indicate that the .sur-

‘face of the earth is in a state of con-

stant tremor. Of course, the movement
is so slight that it is perceptible without
the use of delicate instruments only at
intervals; but the motion goes on stead-
ily, in some localities at least.

The truth is that many of the most im-
portant terrestrial phenomena have never
yet been satisfactorily explained, and it
is absurd for any one to pretend to pos-
sess such a knowledge of them as to be
able to predict such things as De Falbe
delights in prognosticating.

NATIONAL RIGHTEOUSNESS.

Is there such a thing as national right-
eousness ? Kipling. thinks so and ex-

presses his views in the following
stanza:

Keep ye the law—be swift to all obedi-
ence—
Clear the land of evil, drive the road and
bridge the ford.
Make ye sure to each his own \
That he reap where he hath sown;
By the peace among our peoples, let men
know we serve the Lord!

In this respect Kipling strikes a loftier
strain than Tennyson, although the latter
recognizes the same idea. The late lau-
reate seemed to see the human side of
the case more clearly than the
divine side. Kipling, though intense-
ly human in most of his writings, ap-
pears when dealing with national obli-
gations to get a glimpse of the Unseen.
It was said of his Recessional that he
appeared to be touched with a spark of
the fire which inspired the old Hebrew
prophets, and the more closely his na-
tional poems are examined, the stronger
the suggestion becomes. The above
quotation is from “The Seven Seas.” It
is needless to quote from the Recessional.
His latest poem, “The White Man’s Bur-
den,” while it may not awaken the religi-
ous sentiment as much as the others, is
animated by a conception of duty of the
loftiest charaeter, and surely this, the
antithesis of selfishness, is a strong ex-
hortation to national righteousness. It
is hardly necessary to say that all the
Hebrew poets insisted thdat there is such
a thing as national righteousness.

National righteousness does not mean
the maintenance of a state church. It is
a noteworthy thing that a large por-
tion of British national ceremonial makes
recognition of the Deity; but of itself
this is very little. Outward expressions
of duty to God have doubtless their edu-
cative effect, but they do mnot of them-
selves eonstitute righteousness in a na-
tion any more than in an individual.
Such righteousness as the British people
possess as a nation is exhibited by their
strong sense of justice and their hatred
of oppression. French writers are fond
of ridiculing what they call the British
affection of Christianity. Certainly
France is not open to any such criticism.
France in practice declines to recognize
“that the Lord, he is God,” to use the old
Hebrew expression. It was not always
so. A century and a quarter ago the
French monarchs described themselves
as their Most Christian Majesties. How
much of the reality of Christianity there
was in their government, we may judge
from the history of Madame Du Barry
and other court favorites. A “Chris-
tian Majesty,” who compelled his sub-
jects to starve in the fields in order that
he might have all their earnings to
squander upon his favorite, was hardly
the man to lead a nation into the path of
righteousness. The Revolution dethron-
ed Christianity as well as the Bourbons,
and it has never been re-crowned. Since
then France has been tending steadily
to decay, so that to-day her most loyal
sons look forward to the future with
grave misgivings, which would amount
to dread, if a century of instability had
not made the nation incapable of taking
a serious view of anything.

A great source of Germany's strength
is its recognition of its obligations to the
Deity. “We Germans fear God and
nothing else in the world,” exclaimed the
Kaiser. This is more than a mere form
of words. It voices a national sentiment.
In this, as in many things the Kaiser has
shown that he understands Germany. It
is true that in no country has religious
skepticism been more aggressive than
there, but the vast body of the people
recognize the obligation to righteousness.

In America we have been so busy sub-
duing nature that little attention has
been given to matters of the kind men-
tioned; yet we all .know it to be histori-
cally true that New England was found-
ed as a religious experiment and that the
teachers of the Cross were the pioneers
of Canada. How much America owes to
national righteousness, in fact if not in
formulae, -can never be measured.

In the long roll of history we read of
the rise and fall of many empires. The

progress upwards and the descent have
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in each case been attended with differ-
ent circumstances, but the lesson of it
all is that “righteousness exalteth a na-
tion, but sin is a reproach to'any people.”

RALWAY CONNLCTION

Mr. T. W, Pater-on Sugges's That
Victorians Form a Company
to Run a Ferry.

Oth¢r !mportant Business Consid-
ered at the Committee of
Fifty nertiug.

When the subjeet of railroad conmection
was brought up at the meeting of the
Committee of Fifty last evening, Mr. T. W.
Paterson suggested a mew proposition. for
railway connection. He said that it was a
well known fact that the C.P.R. at present
tc the bulk of the transcoatinental business,
and he would suggest that instead of trying:
to bring a transcontinemtal road in here,
that Victoria should ferm a company and
select some point on the Provincial Main-
land convenient to all lines and have iis
own connection. When one road recognizcd
this point, it would not be long before all
did. The subject of railroads was brought
up at the close of all other business.

Mr. Noah Shakespeare, as chairman of
the railway committee, had nothing very
positive to report, but promised that next
week the committee would be heard from.
The committee expected to hear from the
Port Angeles railway promoters next weegk,
and on this' proposition, as also the others,
including the talked-of Island railway ex-
tension, the committee would report, as
stated, next week.

Ald. Humphrey wanted to know why
the committee did not devote some atten-
tion to a ferry to the Kraser river, aud
Myr. Morris why a Sidney connection was
overlooked; but in answer to these things
Ald. Williams, as one of the committee,
said that all schemes were receiving due
consideration. Providing a transcontinental
road joined from the south, it would be
only a short time before the C.P.R.! was
here also,

Mr. W. H. Langley had, too, something
to say on Mainland connectiom, and advo-
cated the improvement of Victoria's com-
munication with Vancouver.

The appointment of new members to fill
the vacancies caused by Col. Gregory and
A. B. Fraser resigning was the first busi-
ness brought before the committee. The
committee enlisted Messrs. B. W. Pearse
and . Ald. J. L. Beckwith. The report on
civie economy was then dealt with clause
by clause. That referring to the levying
of taxes had the words that the assess-
ment rolls be made bi-annually struck out,
the Mayor stating that the Attorney-
General had said that the request to have
the system based on the previous year's
assessment was received too late.

The eciause to combine the city depart-
ments was discussed and the inadequacy of
some of the quarters was spoken of. Ap
amendment was made to the report to have
the public office hours extended from 4
until 5, while the portion of it dealing
with the combining of the poliee and licens
ing commissioners was struck out.

The question of rebates on taxes, namely.
15, 10 and 5 per cent., according to the
promptitude of payment, was allowed to
stand, as also was that dealing with the
lighting system. This, as the Mayor ecx-
plained, was whether it was expedient to
enlarge the present plant and the «city
assume the lighting of all public offices, or
whether the system should remain as at
present, with its inexpensive, “mooniigh’
schedule.”

The Mayor reported the Sorhr hoshes
improvement scheme being considered, as
elsewhere published.

I also ask this supreme body to
place om record its thanks for the hearty
and generous support given by all members
of the House of Commons who stood by us
during that eventful time.

FURTHER ACTION DEFERRED.

“I understand that a large section of our
members are of the opinion that we shonls
venew our application and make another ef
‘ort to obtain a charter. Without in any
way wishing to discourage this idea, I am
of the opinion that in view of the fact that
the government has signified its intention
to introduce legislation during the coming
session affecting friendly societies, 1 woma
recommend that any further action be de-
ferred until after the next meeting of par-
liament.

FINANCIAL STANDING.

“For a detailed statement of the standing
of the subordinate lodges, also the supremec
lodge, I refer you to the report of the
supreme grand secretary, which repor,
given in detail, contains the *financial stand
ing of each department of our society’'s
work, also the numerical status of our
subordinate lodges. From: these reports
vou will find that we have over 11,000 mem-
bers in good standing. The financial stand-
ing of the subordinate lodges has somewhat
improved over last year, and while stating
that the health of our general membership,
as shown from the amounts paid for sick
benefits, is gratifying, I cannot refrain
from expressing my belief that some change
whereby a more equitable system of pay-
ment should be made, so as to strengthen
the sick funds of the lodges. I am strongly
of the opinion that every protection should
be given to the sick funds. The funeral
fund, owing to the death-rate being higher
than last year, is reduced, but I have every
reason to believe that during the com'ng
vear the increased per capita will place
this fund in a very much improved condi-
tion. I am assured by the auditors, who
have been mcst attentive to their dutles,
and spent every available opportunity in
supervising the books and accounts from
month to month,” that the position of the
supreme lodge funds is improved over that
of last year, and though the balance sheet
shows $515 still.owing to the fww~wa1 fund,
vou" will be pleased to notice that there
was a sufficient balance on hand on the
31st of Jaunary to more than cover the
amount. As indicated in my address when
accepting the position, I have endeavored
to carry out the policy of economy, anil
have succeeded so far in leaving a balance
for the benefit of my successor in office.

BENBFICIARY AND JUVENILE.

‘For the progress made in the bene.
ficiary department I must again refer von
to the supreme secretary’s report, swhich
I3 replete in statistical information. and
showing in.a concise form the standing of
the department. The fuuds are increasing
slowly it is true, but satisfactorily, and
with the adoption of the proposed changes
suggested on the lines of the committee
report of last year in the sessional paper
will be beyond peradventure.

“The juvenile department I fear does not
recelve the attention which it deserves. I
am pleased to note the increase in the
numerical strength in this branch of onr
society work, and the funds to the credit
of the juvenile branch is encouraging. It
may be gratifying to know that there has
only been one death in the juvenile depart-
ment dering the year. I ask the adult
inembers of our lodges to give more atten-
ticn to the juveniles; it will repay you for
all your efforts.

“During the year 12 executive meetings
bave been held, and it affords me great
Dleasure to say that the utmost unanimity
¢f feeling and action has existed at the
meetings. I desire also to place on record
my gratitude and appreciation of the able
assistance at all times rendered me by wy
colleagues in conducting the business of
the order gemerally. - In addition to the
above meetings, I have visited the head of
fice from time to time, as opportunity of-
{ered and occasion demanded.”

GRAND SECRETARY'S REPORT.,

_ The annual report of the grand secretary,
J. W. Carter, of Toronto, shows the total

receipts of the year to be $53,872, with 2
balance on hand of $2,256. The grand secec-
retary says that considerable difficulty is
experienced in obtaining the lodge returns
on time for the annual statements, owing
to the fact that many of the subordinate
lodges hold their quarterly meetings dur
ing the last two weeks of the December
quarter. Their books and accounts havirg

to be audited, it means a delay of from: |

two to three weeks, sometimes four weeks,
before the bulk of the returns are received
at the head office, necessiiating the leaving
out of much statistical information. %his
difficulty would be entirely removed if
the supreme lodge held its annual session
in April or May. This wou!d then give the
supreme secretary’s office an opportunily
to compile the returns based upon the Ie-
cember accounts, and at the same time
comply with the conditions of the statutes
in making the usual government returns.
The number of members initiatel during the
year was 1,703. The number of financial
members in good standing on December 31,
1598, was 12,292, or 411 more than the
previous year; honorary members, 264; the
number of members owing more than-16
weeks’ dues was 1,100; the number of mem-
bers who died during the year was 101;
the present membership, after deducting
1,026 suspensions and expulsions, and not
including South Africa, was 13,556, cr an
increase of 605 over the vear 1897. There
are 250 members in Newfoundland, 168 in
New RBrunswick, 393 in Nova Scotia, 89 in
Prince Edward Island, 1,187 in Quebec, 600
in Manitoba, 84 in Assinibofa, 121 in \!
berta, 418 in British Columbia and 10,446
in Ontario. These figures certainly should
give encouragement to the members to still
greater efforts. ' The two lodges initiating
the largest number ¢f members in each dis-
triect during the last three-quarters of 1898
were: Lodge Dudley, Newfoundland, 353;
Lodge Dartmouth, Nova Scotia, 43. Tor
Ontario and Quebec—Lodge Lqgyalty, On-
tario, 72; Lodge Croydon, Ontario, 45.
Manitoba—Lodge Shakespeare, 34; TLodge
Westward Ho, 31. Northwest Tervitories—
Lodge Calgary, 18; Lodge United Roses, Y.
British Columbia is not yet decided. The
number of white rose degree members was
£,208. The amount of cash received by the
subordinate lodges during the year was
$84,831, an increase of $3,008 over 1897; the
amount paid for sick benefits was $22,830,
a decrease of $433 from last report; tne
amount paid for medical services was
$15,976, an increase of $909; the cost of
management was $19,732, a decrease of
$3,009 from last report; cash to the credit
of subordinate lodges in bank and other
securities was $65,316, an increase of $9,026.
The cash in the hands of lodge treasurers
to meet current expenses for the Decem-
ber quarter was $7,277; total cash to tine
credit of subordinate lodges after deduct-
ing $4,600 liabilities, was $68,458, an in-
crease of $7,5600. The grand secretary con-
siders this a very favorable and encourag-
ing showing.
READJUSTMENT OF AGES.

““One of the most important subjects.'-
says Mr. Carter, ‘‘to be brought before and
to be discussed at this supreme lodge meet-
ing is the readjustment of the ages'and
amounts of payment by members in connec-

tion with the sick fund department of the
society. That the grouping of ages seems
inconsistent is apparent, if you consider
that the young member of 18 is paying the
same as the member of 30. But a much
greater discrepancy is between 30 and 45,
15 years. Take, for example, the member
at 30; his life expectanmey is 2" " voan
while the member at 45 is only 23.69 Fears;
and yet we have iegislated that n!.l shall
pay alike in the different groups, which are
cnly three.” : »
The grax’]d secretary submits for tae
serious consideration of the supreme grand
lodge that the time has arrived when the
ages of members should be readjusted, that
the classification of ages should be yearly
in place of groups of years. He is con-
vinced that what suited the society 10. or
15 years ago will not meet the require-
ments of the order to-day. It should be, he
thinks, the aim of the supreme body to d(
everything in its power to strengthex} this
fund, which would obviate the necessity of
levying members at different times on ac
count of lodge funds becoming depleted. The
table of rates, as prepared by the special
committee and presented in a report to the
supreme grand lodge at ils last session,
shculd be very carefully considere® The
grand secretary is satisfied it would form 2
safe and equitable basis to work upon, at
least for ull mew members.
COST OF MANAGEMENT.

Another very important matter is the
question of the cost of management. As
shown by the statistics, the cost of man-
agement during the past year is $19,732,
ouly $3,008 less than the amount paid for
sick benefits. There should be no two
opinions as to the necessity of keeping the
sick and management funds separate. The
fact that the order is compelled by its act
of incorporation to provide certain benefits
shculd of itself be sufficient to cause the
benefit fund to be used only for that pur
pose. The grand secretary trusts that the
supreme lodge will so legislate that the
members’ sick fund shall be properly pro-
tected by providing that a certain per-
centage of the members' monthly payments
be kept entirely for the sick benefit fund
There is another important matter, one
which should receive the- earnest considera-
tion of the supreme body—the difficulty
experienced in connection with the medical
staff of the soclety. Some lodges in certain
districts cannot obtain the services of .
medical man; they have petitioned the ex-
ecutive to allow them to pay extra benefics,
and to give the members the privilege to
provide their own doctor and medicine.
This would, to a very large extent, remove
the difficulty. If the supreme body would
adopt the proposed amendment by the ex-
ecutive on the sessional papers, it will
greatly relieve the lodges who are at the
present time without a local surgeon, and
who, under their peculiar circumstances,
cannot secure such services, only at great
cost to the lodge. The grand secretary
trusts that the supreme body will accept
the proposed change. %

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VICTORIA'S CIVIC DEBT

Ald Hayward Takes the First
Step Toward Its Consol-
idation.

A Saving of Three Thousand a Year
Net Result of the
Operation.

One of the most important pieces of
municipal legislation that Victoria has
known in years is to be introduced at
next Monday’s meeting of the city coun-
cil by Ald. Charles Hayward, chairman
of the finance committee, who made the
subject involved a strong feature of his
election campaign. It is in the direction
of a consolidation of the outstanding civic
loans—as advised by the Citizens’ Com-
mittee—for the purpose of economy as
well as of convenience. Ald. Hayward’s
resolution as it appears on the city hall
bulletin board is as follows:

“ Whereas the following debenture
loans of the city of Victoria, viz:

Bear interest at the rate of 5 per cent.
per annum and fall due in the years 1919
and 1920; and whereas provision is
made in said debentures for their re-
demption at any time by the council of
the said city; and whereas the present
condition of the money market indicates
that a new loan could now be floated on
much more favorable terms than the
said existing loans; and whereas there
is now standing to the credit of the sink-
ing fund of the aforesaid named deben-
tures the sum of $59,000, which is de-
sired to apply in part redemption of the
said debentures; and whereas it will
require the further sum of $210,000,
which together with the accumulated
sinking fund will suffice for the entire
redemption of said loans; and whereas
the.ﬂo:lting of a new loan will result in
saving to the city the sum of about
$3,000 per annum, now payable in inter-
est, etc,, on the said existing loans, and
"\"ill be otherwise advantageous to the
city; and whereas it is desired to call in
the aforesaid existing debenture loans,
and to issue new debentures for the
sum of $210,000, payable in 20 years
and bearing interest at 4 per cent. per
annum; therefore be it resolved: That
our solicitors be and they are hereby in-
structed to examine into the legal ques-
tions involved in the foregoing preamble
and report to the council at its next
meeting.” y

The present annual payment for inter-
est on the loans enumerated is $13,625
and for sinking fund $5,596.53, or a total
annual obligation of $19,221.53. The
annual payment for interest under the
proposed consolidation is set down at
$8,360, and for sinking fund $7,778—a
total of $16,148.  So that the city, by
the consolidation affects an annual sav-
ing of $3,073.53.

In the contemplated re-arrangement of
the debt, it is proposed to pay off the
two waterworks loans  of 1889, the
streets, bridges and cemetery loan, the
pleasure grounds loan, and the fire de-
partment loan—all of the same year—on
December 1 of this vear, the total amount
of these five loans being $215,000. The
city hall addition loan and the cemetery
loan of 1890, are to be discharged on July
1, 1900, amounting to $47,500; and the
crematory loan of 1890 ($10,000) on April
1 of next year.

To deal with the five loans first re-
ferred to—and first to be paid—the
amount 'availahle in the ordinary course
:lx)t the time proposed for payment would

The total amount of cash in hand at
the end of this year for the payment of
these loans will therefore be $52,595.62.
With regard to the crematory loan, next
set' for payment, on April 1, 1900, the
corresponding figures give a total of
$2,253.17. The available funds at the
close of this year for the discharge on
July 1.. 1900, of the city hall addition
loan will be $9,023.63, and the cemetery
loan $3,221.19.

The total sum to be paid on the first
series of five loans, with complete interest
at 5 per cent., will be $218,583, with
$52,595.62 available from sinking funds;
the final obligation under the last two
loans for settlement will be $48,192.70,
with $12,24482 accumulated sinking
fund; and the crematory loan will be
redeemable at a cost of $10,125, of which
$2,253.17 will be on hand—leaving a total
of $165,987.38, $7,871.83 and $35,947.88,
or $209,807.09 in all to be provided for.

Borrowing $209,000 at 4 per cent. on
December 1, 1899, and paying off the
five first loans with $165,987.38 of this
money, will leave the council with
$43,012.62 in hand. Upon this the in-
terest to April 1, 1900—when the cremat-
ory loan is to be paid—will be $430.12, at
o per cent. Paying off the single loan
0'}1';}!')1'11 1 will leave a balance still of
‘{:- %,570.91, upon which a further sum of
$266.75 will arise in interest by July 1
of the same year, giving $35,837.66 avail-
able for the settlement of the last out-
standing loans, while their total to be
taken up will be but $110.22 more than
this—or $35,947.88.

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THE FAST LINE.

Mr. Dobell’s Latest—é;:atement in Regard
to Its Prospeets. ?

From the London Canadian Gazette.

Hon. R. R. Dobell, the travelling min-
ister of the Dominion ecabinet, is once
again in England, endeavoring to put
through the fast Atlantic steamship
scheme. On all sides there is a strongly
expressed opinion that there must be no
compromise in the matter of speed and
efficiency. As Sir William Van Horne
said at Quebec last month. “We must
have the very best and the very fastest.”
It is satisfactory to record that a repre-
sentative of the Canadian Gazette, who
called upon Mr. Dobell this week was
assured that the Canadian Government
are also of this opinion. They have no
intention of such a weak compromise as
would be involved in the acceptance of
a combined freight and passenger ser-
vice of seventeen or eighteen knots.
“Twenty knots,” said Mr. Dobell, “is
lthe s,peed we shall ask for, and nothing
ess.’

“Negotiations with Messrs. Petersen,
Tate & Co., are absolutely at an end,”
remarked Mr. Dobell, “and there is no
chance of their being resumed.”

With regard to the deposit money of
Messrs. Petersen, Tate & Co., Mr. Do-
bell described as incorreet the following
statement attributed to him at a recent
speech in Quebec: “Messrs. Petersen,
Tate & Co., had put up the forfeit money
in good faith, and it was not their
fault that they had not succeeded, he did
not think that their entire deposit should
be forfeited. But it would be a bad pre-
cedent to return it all to them, and there-
fore the government, upon his recommen-
dation, had decided to retain half the
amount.” The real facts of the case,
about which considerable misapprehen-
sion’ prevails, were these said Mr. Do-
bell: “Messrs. Petersen, Tate & Co. paid
down £10,000 of the forfeit money in
cash. For the other £10,000 the govern-
ment, on my recommendation, agreed to
accept a banker’s guarantee, It is un-
true that we mean to return any of the
forfeit money.”

“Give me time,” said Mr. Dobell in
conclusion, “and I hope, before my re-
turn to Canada in the course of three
weeks or so, to have put the whole mat-
ter through on a basis which will satisfy
even the most exacting.”

BOOM IN THE SLOCAN

Proof of Depth ef the Ore Deposits
Gives Permanent Value to
the District.

Comstoek  Concentrator Makes
Trouble—K#slo Assessmeni—
The Galena Mines.

From the Nelson Tribune.

The astonishing number of new strikes
that have been made this winter and the
vast addition of ore reserves in the larger
properties have given the Slocan immense
impetus. Several properties have been
raised to the rank of shippers, and it is a
moderate assertion to make that the ore
in sight to-day is greatly in excess of any-
thing reckoned on in the past. Last
summer things looked somewhat gloomy,
as not a few of the mines were short on
ore, and the influence of the Noble Five
group had a depressing effect. The state-
ment was frequently made that the Slocan
ore.chutes did not deepen, and were little
better than surfac blowouts. Extensive
development has proven this to be mani-
festly untrue, as witness the Dardanelles,
Noble Five, Rico, Rambler-Cariboe, Last

Chance, Ruth, Payne, Idaho, Queen Bess,
Slocan Star, ete. On all these the ore has
been tapped at lower levels, and not only
do the veins continue with unvarying rich-
ness, but the chutes are invariably larger,
On the Slocan £f2r, In particular, theve
never was a better showing than now.
The result in the eyes of the mining world
has been astonishing, and the effect is seen
in the rise in stocks and th constant in-
quiries being made for favorable openings
for invested capital.
THE COMSTOCK’S TROUBLES.

Affairs at the Comstock, on Four Mile
Creek, Slocan Lake, have reached a cii-
max, and the mill and mine have been
shut down and the whole force discharged.
Saturday was the time fixed for turning
over the concentrator by T. Mitchell, the
centractor, but the company would nct
accept. The latter intended closing down
the mill at midnight, but Mitchell sto’e a
march on them and locked up the
premises in the afternoon. The mi!l cost
about $18,000, and two paymenis have
been made on the centract.  Mitchel:
guaranteed ‘a certain treatment of the
ore, and advance assays by Assayer Wil-
son, of Sandon, on the tallings in support.
On the other hand, the company asserts
that the mill treatment is not up to guar-
antee, and Howard West, of New Denver,
is now engaged making an exhaustive test
of the tailings. The ore of the Comstock
is galena, in a granite formation. Much
of the mineral sent to the mill is decom
posed and flours considerably, thus account-
ing for loss in the waste. Tt is evident that
the company has a white elephant on its
hands in the concentrator, for which the
British shareholders must pay. The com-
pany has put in a fine wagon road to the
mine, and it costs $1 per tcn to handle the
ore, while a tramway could have handled
the product for 10 cents or so. A carload

of ore and one of concentrates was shipped
last week to Trafl,

KASLO’S ASSESSMENT.

The assessment roll of the city of Kaslo
for the current year has been completed
and delivered to the city eclerk. It shows
a total of 849 separate assessments with
owners located all the way fromr Kingston,
Ontario, in the East, to Victoria, in the
West. The assessed value of improvements
is $309,325, and of land $330,240, making a
total of $639,565. Last yecar the assessed
value of improvements was $293,850, snd »f
land §325,670, making a total of $619,520.
The increased assessment of improvements
does mnot, however, really represent the
“uantity of building done during the past
Vear, as the poles and equipment of the
Kootenay Electric Company have been
transferred to the realty column, and cer
tain allowances have hecn made for de-
preciaticn. The largest single assessment
is that of the Kootenay Lake saw-mill,
amounting to $29,000, with the Kasle &
Slocan Railway Company a distant second
at $19,600. The smallest is $§5. on a ’'of
Aalmost destroved by freshet. The erratic
movements of Kaslo river at certain sea-
sons has entirely obliterated any assess-
able value which some lots may have had.
tnd they have disappeared from the roll.

Funeral of Princess Kaiulani at
Honolulu‘'a Week Ago Last
Sunday.

Weird Forms of the Native Hawai-
ians Observed —Thousands
Show Sympathy.

At Honolulu a week ago last Sunday
the funeral occurred of Princess Kaiu-
lani, who died.on March 5. During the
week that the remains laid in state at
Ainahu, some ceremonial was continu-
ally in progress, and royal kahilis were
waved by retainers and friends without
cessation over the casket, while a mili-
tary guard of honor was always present.
On the Friday night previous to the
funeral the body was removed to Kawai-
ahao church, from where the funeral
took place. The casket was placed on
a hearse drawn by two horses. On each

side of the hearse walked a half dozen
kahili bearers, and by their side as
many torch bearers. @ Walking behind
the hearse were the immediate family
and friends of the Princess, and follow-
ing behind on either side her old ser-
vants, retainers and Hawaiians, who
kept up the wailing which is a feature of
royal Hawaiian funerals. Meles and
oliolis were chanted, these being either
descriptions of the personal virtues and
characteristics of the deceased or the
history of the valor and achievements of
her ancestors. The chanting is in dole-
ful cadence and accompanied by sway-
ing movements of the body and gesticu-
lations with hands and arms. From
time to time some of the older natives
would break out in a hula song, with its
peculiar accompanying movements of the
body. At the church the cortege was
met by a detail from the native company
of the National Guard of Hawaii, who
from that time until the final ceremonies
of interment were the guard of honor.
The catafalque was placed immediately
in front of the pulpit. Over it was
spread a pall of royal purple, and later a
pall woven out of long leis of the glorious
yellow ilima, the royal flower. This pall
was the tribute of fidelity and respect of
the Hawaiian women who gain their
livelihood by making and selling leis on
the streets. At the head of the casket
spanning the aisle was erected a white
arch twined with the green maile, and
from the centre of the arch was sus-
pended a white dove. At the head of
the casket were placed two magnificent
white feather kahilis or polished koa
staffs. At the foot were two similar
smaller ones. Along the sides were

| others of different colored feathers, some

black, some black and gold, some gray,
twenty in all. On either side of the
casket the kahili bearers were ranged,
each with a small kahili of gray feathers.
Held out horizontally until the tips from
the opposite side touched; the kahilis
were waved first to the right, then to
the left, each movement repeated, then
the tips were touched again, and the
bearers each brought his kahili to a posi-
tion equivalent to “ carry arms,” in mili-
tary tactics. After a half-minute’s rest
the same motions were repeated. and so
continued throughout the weary hours.

Within the chancel rail, in the choir,
and over the casket and all around it,
flowers, which continued to be sent in
until the hour of the funeral, were piled
in the greatest profusion.

The church was open all Saturday, and
although there was a heavy downpour of
rain almost the entire day, a never ceas-
ing procession passed the catafalque.
The native Hawaiians took seats in the
church and remained there for hours.
The church was filled, both main floor
and gallery, throughout the hours that
the public were admitted. By far the
majority of those who thus testified to
their feelings were women. They were
nearly all dressed iz black holokus. Many
wore crepe veils. Hundreds of others
wore on their hats a purple ribbon band
which bore the words, “ Kalei 0 Hawaii,”
the wreath or crown of Hawaii, in allu-
sion to the Princess. At times some of
the old servants or retainers of the Prin-
cess, women who had nursed her in
babyhood and attended her throughout
her whole life, would break out in wail-
ing. Some of them in a kind of chant,
accompanied by swaying movements of
the body and waving of the hands, would
recount incidents of the Princess’ life in
which she showed what to them seemed
some amiable or lovely trait. These re-
citals would continue sometimes an hour
at a time, till physical exhaustion put an
end to them. Sometimes two or more
of the servants in unison of cadence,
though each speaking different words,
would join in this dolorous but interest-
ing expression of their feelings. Upon
the arrival of the remains at the church
there was a short religious service con-
ducted by Bishop Willis, the Anglican
bishop of Honolulu. At midnight Satur-
day night the girls from the Kawaiahao
seminary, nearly all of them Hawaiians
or part Hawaiians, gathered in the choir
and sang a number of hymns in Hawaii-
an.

Long before the hour set for the
funeral the streets began to fill up with
people to see the funeral procession or to
take part in it. There was no unseemly
crowding at the church,, The seats were
all filled and a few sfood up, but there
was no crowding. The services were
those of the Anglican church, conducted
by the Bishop, attended by all the clergy
of the diocese. A short funeral address
was spoken in Hawaiian by Rev. H. H.
Parker, of Kawaiahao church. 'Then
began the procession to the grave.

The kahilis were all taken out first.
The two large white ones which stood at
the head of the casket were borne on
either side of ex-Queen Liliuokalani’s
empty carriageg which followed next
after that of the bereaved father and
two half-sisters of the Princess. The
two smaller white ones were borne by
the side of the carriage in which rode
the Princess’ father. Two others were
borne by the side of the carriage in
which rode the Princes David Kawanan-
aiko and Cupid Kalanainaole. By the
hearse, six on each side, walked the
pall-bearers. By their side walked the
twelve kahili-bearers in yellow capes,
who had stood by the casket during the
services. Qutside of these walked
others wearing feather capes of various
hues, carrying the large kahilis, twenty
or thirty in number. The hearse was
drawn by 230 native Hawaiians uni-
formed in white trousers, blue sweaters,
white hats, and wearing red or yellow
cotton capes.

The marshal of the republic, mounted,
with his deputy and a captain of police
as aids, led the procession. Then came
mounted - and wunmounted police, the
native band and the military, including
the TUnited States Engineers, the
National Guard of Hawaii, and a de-
tachment of bluejackets from the Scindia
and Iroquois. The civic and fraternal
societies and the pupils of nearly every
academy and college in Honolulu, several
native patriotic societies, including two

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women’s societies, the clergy, both Catho-
lic and Protestant, of Honolulu, includ-
ing the Catholic bishop and the choir
and officiating clergy, all preceded the
hearse.

Following the hearse besides the car-
riages containing the relatives and
friends, was one containing President
Dole and his aide, Col. J. H. Soper.
Then the members of his cabinet, the
consular corps, the justices of the
Supreme court and other judges, and a
large number of prominent citizens.

Along the whole distance from the
church to the cemetery both sides of
the streets were lined with people, who
had come out to witness the pageant.
Within the mausoleum few besides the
family, clergy and choir were admitted.
The services there were simply the ser-
vices of committal and a hymn by the
choir. It is estimated that 25,000 were
present or witnessed the funeral.
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LYNCHING IN MISSISSIPPI.

Three Negroes Taken from Sheriff, Shot
and Thrown Into River.

Jaekson, Miss.,, March 23.—Three ne-
groes were taken from an officer of the
law and lynched by an armed mob near
Silver City, in Yazoe county, last Sat-
urday merning. After begng shot to
death the bodies of the victims were
weighted with bundles of cotton bale
ties and thrown into the Yazoo river.

The negroes were Minor Wilson, O: C.
Reed, Willie Boyd. They were the ring-
leaders of the negroes in a race encoun-
ter on the Midnight plantation early last
week. They were arrested and taken
to Yazoo Oity and held in gaol. The
offence with which they were charged
having been eommitted in Sharkey coun-
ty authorities were notified, and last
Friday evening Deputy Constable Syl-
vester arrived, and the prisoners were
turned over to him. The constable board-
ed the steamer Rescue with the negroes
on Saturday morning, and reached Sil-
ver City with them.

All that is further known is that the
negroes fell into the nands of the mob
at this point, were shot to death and
thrown into the river, as above stated.
The feeling against these negroes had
heen very bitter on account of @he dis-
turbance at the Midnight plantation last
week, in which they with two other com-
rades had fired upon two whites on the
public road. A horse belonging to one
of the white men was wounded, but the
men were not harmed.

ALBERNI'S RICH ORE.

Mr. Eugene J. Short Brings Some

The property on which the
strike was made is known ‘as the * Three
W’s” group. It is mnot owned by
“Patsy ” Clark, of Spokane, as pre-

_viously reported, but by a gentleman

whose name Mr. Short refuses to divulge.
The property was purchased last year
from Messrs. Wilson and White, the
price paid, it is said, being $2,000. No
work had been done on the claims, and
the rich ore was not found until Mr.
Short had stripped the vein and run a
15-foot cut. The vein is exposed for a
distance of 40 feet and is 2 feet wide.
|Some 200 feet distant Mr. Short un-
|covered a lead, which he believes is a
continuation of the one carrying the rich
ore. The ore assays $5,880 to the ton,
and while it is not expected that this will
continue, there is every reason to be-
lieve that a fabulously rich lead has been
uncovered. The owner is said to be in
a position to thoroughly develop the
property.

Panic Seized the Lady Maccabees and
They Recklessly Jumped From
Third Story.

Omaha, March 21.—Comparatively in-
significant in material destruction, but

appalling in its harvest of death and
:\lx)ﬁem?gg, was a fire that partially de-
stroyed the Patterson block, at Seven-
teenth and Douglas streets, this after-
noon. Two of its victims have already
passed away, one more is not expected' to
live, and about twenty others are suffer-
ing from broken limbs and burned and
lacerated fiesh.

A group of happy women, busy with
the affairs of the secret order with which
they were afiiliated, were in a moment
brought face to face with death.  Sixty
seconds later seven of them lay burned
and bleeding on the pavement, to which
they had dropped, 30 feet below, and
others were rescued after they had been
more or less severely injyred in their
desperate dash down the single pair of
stairs that led to safety.

The blaze started just after 3 o’clock
from a gasoline stove explosion in a
room in the rear of the third floor of the
building and next to the elevator shaft.
It was not discovered until it had spread
to the adjoining * apartments, and the
entire floor was filled with smoke and
flame. About 20 members of the
women'’s lodge of Maccabees were attend-
ing a committee meeting in the waiting
room in front of the middle of the build-
ing on the same floor. They were un-
conscious of danger until a janitor threw
open the door and told them to get out
before the flames cut them off. The
warning came too late.  The fire swept
through the douvs and down the single
stairway. Those nearest the door fled
through the blinding smoke and reached
the streets with hands and face burned
and blistered. The rest faced a solid
wall of flame.

There was a fire escape at the south
front of the building, but not one of
them seemed to have thought of it,
They rushed panic-stricken to the win-
dows, through which the smoke was
already pouring in suffocating puffs,
The fire was searcely a foot behind them.
It caught their clothing and scorched
their faces with increasing intensity.

In another instant the spectators, at-
tracted by the clouds of smoke, were
horrified to see one after another spring
from the open windows and fall heavily
to the pavement, Not ong arose. They

lay in an inert and apparently lifeless|d

heap until carried into the office of a
physician across the street, Most of
them were bleeding from severe cuts and
bruises, and all were burned until their
torn and blackened gkin hung in shreds.
In a few minutes all except Mrs, Tay-
recovered usness, and physi-
¢inns and nurses, hastily summoned, did

sufferings. As fast as hasty dressings
could be applied, the victims were taken
to the Clarkson hospital by the ambu-
lances. - The body of Mrs. Taylor was
taken to the morgue, and others whose.
injuries were less severe were treated at
neighboring drug stores and at the
oflices of down-town physicians.

Aside from the fatalities and the in-
juries to persons, the fire was not a
serious one. Few of the losers are able
to place an exact estimate on their losses,
but the total will not exceed $50,000.
The loss on the building is less than half
that sum, and aside from ‘that the
heaviest losers are the proprietors of the
Boston store, who had a large surplus
stock in the basement of the block. The
loss of the various secret societies that
occupy the halls on the second and third
floors is largely by water and smoke,
and is difficult to estimate. One lodge
of the A. O. U. W,, two lodges of Ked
Men, two lodges of the Degree of Honor,
four lodges of Macecabees, and several
others lost regalia and various items of
furniture. The building is insured up
to the 80 per cent. clause, and most of
the other losses are largely covered by
insurance.
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MR. COOK AND THE KAISER.

Triumphant End of a “Personally Con-
ducted” Career.

The following appeared in the London
Cbionicle immediately prior to the death
of the late head of ‘‘Cook’s Tours":

As we announced yesterday, John M.
Cook, the head of Messrs. Thomas Cook
& Son, has.decided that as a ‘‘personal

conductor’ his public career is ended. Mr.
Cock has not yet recoveired from the il
ness which overtook him when he was
with the Kaiser in Palestine, and, as' a
iuatter of fact, he has not visited the of-
fice since his return.

His life as a ‘“‘personal conductor” com-
menced in 1844, when, with a long wand.
he assisted the conveyance of 500 otnci
siall cuildren from Lelcester to Syston
by special train, then a two-mile walk
ucross fields to the Mount Sorrel hills
for an afternoon picnic, and back the
same route to Leicester.

Particularly interesting is bhis account
of conducting the Gerwan Emperor las:
autumn. It seems that when the Kaiswi
visited Vesuvius in Macen, 1896, his majes
ty told Mr. Cook of his intention of going
to the Holy Land at the time of tie
completion of the new church and the
hospital in Jerusalem. He did not intend
to accept the hospitality of the Sultan o
any one else, but hoped tc be under che
protection and arrangements of Mr. Cook
Ncthing more was heard of the matter un
til May last, when the firm received officia;
intimation of the proposed tour. His cldest
son, F. H. Cook, was deputed to take caarge
of the business. '

After one or two suggesticns, which werr
not at all acceptable, the Sultan decided
tc give the conduct of the journey over
to Messrs. Cook and he wuould pay the ac-
count. Then the Sultan regyuested that
one or two pashas should join the im-
perial party, but instead of one or twe
theye came 27, who, with their attendants.
made 108, in addition to the 105 members
of the imperial party.

To meet the requirements of the impcrial
and Turkish encampments, and to carry
out the whole movement, Mr. Cook employ-
ed 1,430 riding horses, mules and pack uni-
mals; 116 carriages and carts, three specia:
trains from Jerusalem to Jaffa, and thwec
frém Beyroot to Damascus and back. The
number of gervants in the firm’s pay includ-
ed 800 muleteers and 200 waiters and at
tendants. The heat was intense, and orc
of the chief difficulties was supplying the
necessary water to keep nten and animals
alive. The “drinks” consumed were enor
mous, the total being beiween 11,000 anad
12,000 bottles of various sizes and descrip
tions. The imperial dinner table was daily
set for 30 to 35, and it was fitted with
c¢verything in solid silver, sent from Eng-
laud for the purpose.

When the Kalser arrived in Jerusalem
on October 29 he said to Mr. Cook. “On
Vesuvius I made you a promise. We have
both fulfilled them, and 1 am gratified.®
The Kaiser then wanted tc know why so
much fuss was being made in that city.
and why it was being spoiled with white-
wash and color, adding: “I wanted to
have seen the city in its natural condi-

" ticn, and not got up like this.”

The emperor, at the ecnd of the tour
warmly congratulated the Messrs. Cook
rere and fils, and on the elder conferred
the order of the golden crown of Prussiu,

-and on the younger the order of the rel

eagle.

EARTH AND COMET CLASH.

Vienna Professor Who Has Made Many
Good Guesses Foretells the End of
This Planet in November.

January and February—Unprecedented

cold waves, cyclones and hurricanes at
sei, with great loss to shipping, partic
ularly on the American coast and con
tinent.

Towards end of March—Earthquakes
and destroying hailstorms.

November 13—Our planet to come in
contact with the comet known to astron
omers as the comet of 1866—our planet to
be, if not absolutely, partially destroyed.

This is the cheerful prediction that
Prof. Rudolph Falb of Vienna, a noted
scientist and world-renowned authority
on earthquakes and meteorological condi
tions in March, 1894, forwarding to th¢
Imperial Academy of Science in Vienna.
Probably nothing more would have been
heard of the prediction if the meteor-
ological condition of the latter part oi
January and early part of February of
this year had not corresponded with Prof
Falb’s prediction, and the scientific jour-
nals of Hurope are, in consequence, giv-
ing Prof. Falb and his prediction a great
deal of attention.

While Prof. Falb is, by many scien-
tists, considered a crank, his predictions
on seismic disturbances have been re
markably fulfilled, as for instance, the
great earthquake at Zante in 1893, he,
several days before the earthquake oc
curred sent warning to the press all
over Europe. Again, in March, 1893.
he was invited to lccture before the
Tourist Club of Vienna on the subject
of earthquakes, but, while accepting the
invitation, postponed the lecture until
after April 13 as an earthquake would
take place about that time, and he would
prefer to include the results of his inves-
tigation of this earthquake in his lecture.

And, as the German proverb has it,
“Has du mir geschen,” the earthquake
did oceur on April 8 and was felt all
over southern Hungary and did much
amage,

one to two years in advance and been
fulfilled.

MRS. HITCHCOCK'S BOOK.

“Two Women in tge— Klondike ” Shortly
to Be Published by Putnam’s Sons.

G. P. Putnam’s Sons have in press,
for early publication, a volume entitled
“Two Women in the Klondike,” by
Mary E. Hitchcock. The volume will
present the record of a journey under-

taken in the summer of 1898 by Mrs.
Roswell D. Hitchcock, the widow of the
late Commander Hitchcock, U.'S. N,
and Miss Van Buren, a grand-niece of
President Van Buren. The advance
sheets show that it will be a book of
great interest.

The travellers first took steamer at
San Francisco for St. Michael. Th'e
Yukon river was unusually low at this
season, and several of the regular passen-
ger steamboats were stranded along the
river, so that it was necessary for some
of the passengers to embark on board a
barge which was towed by a small river
steamer. After a journey of more than
three weeks, the party reached Dawson
and became squatters, living in a tent
until the end of the summer, wh_en they
were forced to build a log cabin in _order
to hold their land through the winter.
While at Dawson they staked out‘several
claims and mingled freely §v1th 'the
miners, getting a practical insight into
the work. Life at Dawson was by no
means a bed of roses, as owing to the
fact that the stores of provisions and
delicacies, which had been sent by a
different line, did not reach them until
very late in the season, they were forced
to depend upon such few things as they
carried in with them, and to purcpfise
their supplies at the high rates prevailing
in Dawson. When at last their stores
arrived, it was high time for all who
were not to remain for the winter to set
about their return journey. After some
vexatious delays, the party finally took
a river steamer as far as practicable, and
then crossed the White Pass, as the
Chilcoot Pass was considered too dan-
gerous at that late date. As it was, the
travellers were caught in a snow storm
on the Skagway Pass and had to do
some very difficult climbing. Once over
the White Pass the hardships of the
journey were practically over, as they
were able to take a steamer via Sitka
aud thus to Seattle.

Mrs. Hitcheock’s journal is a faithful
record of her experiences, and is written
in a vivacious manner and is full of
interesting incidents. The volume is
enriched by over 100 illustrations, and
will contain an authoritative map of
Alaska, showing the trails and steam-
boat routes to the gold fields.

Mrs. Hitcheock has gone to Atlin to
get data for a book on that country. i

Of course, the auth-
orities can do nothing to prevent the
insurgents using any kind of bullets they
see fit. They have no government to
which an appeal can be made. Their
aetion in this respect, officials say, is
another indication of their utter unfit-
ness for self-government.

San Francisco, March 23.—In a letter
from Capt. McQuesten, surgeon of the
Twenty-eighth regulars now at Manila,
he tells of the release of A. S, Peters, a
photographer, captured and tortured by
Filipinos. Peters wa® made prisone
while taking pictures outside the lines,
was thrust into a filthy gaol, where he
was visited by a native captain, who
tested his sword on his body and threat-
2ned to kill him. The rebel chief then
called in a number of native savages, all
armed, who executed a war dance and
made passes at Peters, one of them
wounding him in the arm. The next
morning he was taken to Malolos, where
he found eight Americans, two English-
men and Spaniards. From there he
finally secured his release through the
intervention of American officials,

Vaneouver Island’s Representation
in the Commons Should Not
Be Reduced.

laking of the ¢ ensus a Condition
Preecdent to Any Redis-
tribution.

The publication in the leading Liberal
newspapers of the news that the redis-
tribution bill to be considered in the
House of Commons this session proposes
the reduction of Victoria’s representa-
tion from two members to one, has very
naturally aroused a general expression
of disapproval here, and excited much
comment upon-the contemplated injus-
tice. Both Liberals and Conservatives

appear agreed that a redefinition of the
Vancouver island constituencies may
be in order after the census of 1901.
They are also agreed, however, that the
compact made at Confederation that the
Island should retain thiee members,
should not be departed from, nor the
constitutional law be voilated which pro-
vides that redistribution or re-adjustment
of representation shall only take place
subsequent to the decennial census. In-
deed one representative Victorian, a
iegal gentleman, goes so far as to ques-
tion whether the contemplated action
would until the taking of the census be
intra vires of the powers of parliament.
In order that Victorians might have the
views of their representative public men
upon this interesting subject, members
of the Colonist staff yesterday afternoon
waited upon a number of these gentle-
men with the object of presenting their
opinions. The results are here given:

Senator Templeman was first of all
called upon and asked for an expression
of his opinion. This he declined to give.

What reason, he asked, had anyone
for believing that the reduction of Vie-
toria's representation was contemplated?
- It was pointed out that press telegrams
announced this to be the intention of the
government—the Vancouver World, for
example, a representative Liberal paper,
made the statement on the authority of
its Ottawa correspondent.

“We have had no such information,”
said Senator Templeman—speaking then
as managing editor of the Times news-
paper. In any event he had nothing to
say for publication in the Colonist. He
would express his views on the subject
from his place in the Senate, and he was
indeed surprised that the Colonist should
ask him for an expression of opinion.

Again it was pointed out to Hon. Mr.
Templeman that the Colonist asked for
his views as a Senator—not as the. head
of the Times newspaper.

The Senator promptly affirmed that it
was impossible to disassociate his two
capacities, and intimated that he looked
upon it as an impertinence to attempt
to interview him. The Colonist, he as-
serted, had always treated him with
marked unfairness.

And he absolutely and tinally refused
to be interviewed by the Colonist.

Mr. George Riley, president of the Lib-
eral Association, was quite ready to ex-
press an opinion, but thought that it
would perhaps be well to wait for a more
definite and authoritative deelaration of
the government’s intentions. All Vie-
torians would of course be agreed that
the representation of the city should not
be interfered with, although he could
not say that the two members were any
great advantage.

He had understood it to be a condition
at Confederation that the representation
of the Island should be three and that of
the Mainland three; and this being the
case it would be nothing else than a
breach of faith with the city and the
province to disturb this adjustment.

Lieut.-Col. F. B. Gregory, who is ad-
mitted to be a standard bearer and
champion of tha Liberal party in Vie-
toria, was equally unprepared to express
a considered opinion. He had not in-
vestigated the unit of representation
adopted by the Dominicn, and could not
say therefore whetheyr or not Victoria
was entitled to one or two members, Oor
course the city had had two members for
a very long time and he would be glad
to see it continue to have two members.

Mr. Thomas Earle, M.P., looked upon
the proposal of the government, as at
present announced in the press, as more
in the nature of an elimination than a
re-adjustment of representation. . He

could quite well understand that it might
be well to re-adjust the~eouﬁ_tuneiu

He did not see how it conld be, in
view of the well understood 'condition
that the Island should have a minimum
of three and the Mainland also three
members—to go beyond this defined pro-
vision seemed outside the power of par-
liament, although he was prepared to ad-
mit that a re-definition of.the Island dis-
tricts might with propriety be decided
upon.

pl&r. G. A. Kirk, president of the Brit-
ish Columbia board of trade, had not
yet had time to consider the proposal
and the questions involved in it. At a
glance it appeared to him in the mature
of a retaliation upon Viectoria for having
returned two Conservative members, and
he should very much regret to see such
a policy of political revenge prevail in
Canada. The matter was not yet de-
cided, however, and it might be that the
information of the government’s inten-
tions, as outlined in the redistribution
bill, had been incorrectly stated.

Mr. H. D, Helmcken, M. P. P., did not
see any advantage in anticipating mis-
fortunes. He had as yet seen nothing
to justify him in accepting it as a fact
that Victoria’s representation was to be
reduced, and until then he preferred not
to advance his arguments why such a
course should not be pursued.

Dr. G. L. Milne, ex-M. P. P., who has
been a close student of matters political
during several years past, -was astonished
that a proposition to change the repre-
sentation of the city of Vietoria should
be put forward, although he. had seen
some discussion of the subject in the
Mainland papers—the question had not
been taken up here in Victoria. Accord-
ing to the reading of the confederation
act, he continued, three members were
allowed Vancouver Island and three to
the Mainland of the province. In his
opinion this division should remain, in
any event until after a census, when an
increase of representation would doubt-
less be granted the province and more
members be allowed the Mainland. A
change could be made which would im-
prove the condition of Vancouver Island,
by dividing the Island into three con-
stituencies, as at present Mr. W. W. B.
McInnes, M. P., as member for Nanaimo,
controlled the patronage for the entire
Island, and represented all the Island
outside of the city of Vietoria.

In any event, the withdrawal of one
member from the Island was not accord-
ing to the original arrangement, which
should be preserved intact, for the pres-
ent at all events.

Mr. A. E. McPhillips, M. P, P., inter-
preted the contemplated removal of one
member from Vietoria as foreshadowing
a general election next summer, for in
any other event the government would
not in any likelihood undertake to dis-
regard the stipulation in the British
North America act making redistribution
in all cases subsequent to a taking of the
census,

Indeed, he very much doubted if it lay
within the power of the Dominion gov-
ernment at the present time to interfere
with the representation of this or any
other constituency—the taking of the cen-
sus being very distinetly defined as a
condition invariably precedent to any
readjustment of representation.

Taking the Terms of, Union, section 8,
it would be found provided that: “Brit-
ish Columbia shall be entitled to be
represented inethe senate by three mem-
bers, and by six members in the House
of Commons. The representation to be
increased under the provisions of the
British North America act, 1867.”

Then, turning to this governing act of
the Imperial parliament, it was found
first that: *‘In the general census of the
population of Canada, which is hereby
required to be taken in 1871 and in every
tenth year thereafter, the respective
populations of the provinces shall be dis-
tinguished.”

And later on in the same act: “On the
completion of the census in the year
1871, and of each subsequent decennial
census, the representation of the four
provinces shall be readjusted by such
authority, in such manner, and for such
time as the parliament of Canada from
time to time provides,” ete.

The express condition in the Terms of
Union that the British North America
act shall apply to all readjustments of
representation, Mr. McPhillips held to
determine that the decennial census—
next to take place in 1901—must always
be "a condition precedent to redistribu-
tion. And this being the case, such a
redistribution as alleged to be contem-
plated would at the present time be ultra
vires of the federal parliament,

Mr. Richard Hall, M. P. P., took the
same stand precisely as his colleague in
the legislature above quoted. The only
argument that could be adduced for a re-
arrangement of representation would be,
he held, that the location and preponder-
ance of population were changing, and
this was a matter upon which no definite
knowledge could be had until the taking
of a general census. At the same time
he, too, insisted that the well understo-d
agreement that the Island should ret:in
at least three members should not be
violated,

If there was a more un-
comfortable boy in the city of Washing-
ton than myself that night he must have
suffered the Very ecstasy of misery, I

LE ROI'S LATEST LUCK.

Tremendous Body of High Grade Ore
Just Opened Up—Increased Output
in Near Future,

Rossland, March 22—Important strikes
have recently been made in the British
America Corporation properties, the im-
portance of which to the eamp:cannot
be over-estimated. It means, in fact,
that the Rossland mines must now keep
for the future, as they have in the past,
the lead of all others in the province as
gold-producers. The engineer-in-chief and
general manager of these properties, W.
A. Carlyle, who is intensely conservative
in his estimates, and who is one of the
first in the province as an authority,

made the following statement to-day:

“In the Le Roi mine, on the 600-foot
level, an entire new ore chute has now
been opened up for a length of 80 feet,
showing for that distance a vein of solid
ore 67 feet wide, averaging $40 to $60 to
the ton, and at present the fact is one
mass of solid high-grade ore. The dis-
covery of the new chute 800 feet west
of the shaft adds greatly to the value
of the mine. On the 700-foot level, also.
there has recently been found a solid
c-h‘ute 45 feet wide of high-grade ore, and
ghx._q level is opening up magnificently, as
it is pushed toward the west. On the
800-foot level the showing is most favor-
able, and altogether the mine probably
never looked as well ag at the present
time. The present output of 300 tons a
duy will be maintained until the new
hoist is put in the timber shaft from the
Black Bear tunnel, after which the out-
put will be increased.”

Speaking of the Columbia-Kootenay
mine, Mr. Carlyle said:

_“ Since the new year, in driving the
)0. 4 tunnel, a good chute of ore, one to
h,vc- feet, carrying values of from $15 to
$§0 ber ton, has been opened up for a
distance of 200 feet, and at the western
end of this ore chute an upraise has
been made to tunnel No. 3, 120 feet
above, and this upraise has shown almost
a continuous ore body, two to six feet
wide, that has given daily average assays
of from $30 to $30 in gold. It now looks
as if a fine ore chute of first-class ore had
been blocked out above this tunnel.
Other faces are in ore, some of which are
Blving favorable assays, and this mine
NOW promises to be a heavy producer.”

DYNAMITED HIMSELF.

Australian Explodes a Cartridge in His
Mouth.

A tremendous sensation has been
caused in Australia by the discovery of
the headless body of a man, subse-
nuently identified as Lowis Chemis of
Waiwarra, N. 7., mnrder notoriety, savs
the Sydney Mail Telegrpah. The body
was found in a remote spot in a gully
near Kilbirnie, a suburb of Wellington.
The head from the shoulders was blown
clear off, and the right arm from the
elbow, was missing. The serub and
ground in the vicinity showed the terrific
nature of the explosion. Only por-
tions of the scalp and hair were found
while one ear was picked up sixty yards
away. The man had apparently placed
a dynamite cartridge in his mouth. Fif-
teen feet of fuse and a bottle of brandv.
nearly empty, were found near the body.
Decensed had evidently desired that he
should not be recognized as his pockets
were almost empty. The body was.
however, identified through a pocket-
knife by Mrs. Chemis as that of her hns
band. Chemis was sentenced to death
for the murder of a man named Hawk
in 1889, and the sentence was after
ward commuted to imprisonment for
life, but as the result of persistent pol-
litical agitation he was released in June
of last year in honor of the Juhilee. At
present.  the only cause assigned for the
suicide is that Chemis was unemployed,
and consequently had been despondent
for the last few weeks.

"ever. The officers who have already arriv-
ed are taking things easily and enjoying
. themselves immensely. Apropos of this the

| t¢ the British admiral at Tiensin by Prince
| Tlenry of Prussia: ‘“There is no one like
{ you English. . I see you are going to have
a big say In China. I have been to Port
Arthur, and T find the Rursians spending
untcld wealth there, mounting 150 guns
#nd multiplying their garrisons. I go to
Wel-hal-wei and I fina British officers-
tranquilly because strong—laying out a
cricket pagch. The future is yours.”

THE VIEW OF THE NEGRO.

Rev. Charles Spencer Smith (colored)
thus treats of the question of negro domina-
tion in a letter to the Nashville American.
“No intehigent negro has ever dreamed
of trying to reduce the mythical term ‘ne-
gro -domination’ to an actuality. It is a
bugbear—a ghc¢st that was not born in the
womb of his imagination. bowever distorr-
cd at times that it might have been. Te
would not control to the exclusion of tha
white element, if he could. His generous
nature, and his love of justice and fair play.
weuld forbid his withholding from any per-
gor. any right or privilege to which he
might be entitled, and which would con-
tribute to his well-being in person and
property. He knows full well that slavery
did not furnish him with a knowledge of
statecraft, and that the opportunity to gain
siuch knowledge, in an adequate degrer,
in a single generation is not sufficient. He
Is, therefore, willing to wait and be taught,
and as he advances in knowledge covers
the opportunity to exercise {t—whether if
be in the field of agriculture, mechanics,
science, law, theology. letters, medicine,
the arts. military affairs, philosophy or
po'itics, but none of these attainments will
he ever use to dominate his white fellow-

citizens. He seeks, according to his worth
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&nd fitness, to participate in public affairs:
he scorns the thought to dominate; he will
be content with the former, but content
with nothing less.”

COUNT HERBERT EISMARCK.

It having been reported that:Count Her-
bert Bismarck, a son of the “Iron Chancel-
ler,” might be appointed German ambassa-
dor to Washington, a writer in the New
York Tribune says: By reason of Prince
Herbert’s former place as minister of for-
cign affairs of the German empire, of his

By others he is abused as brusque, arro-
gant and as utterly lacking in that forbear-
ance, delicate consideration for others and
beartfelt courtesy which are so indispenable
to agreeable social intercourse. The fact of
the matter is that he is charming to hls
friends, but he seldom takes the troubl>
to be 8o to others unless he has a purpose
in view.

OUTLOOK FOR EMIGRATION,

Prospects of a Large Influx to Canada
This Year.

Correspondence Mail and BEmplre,

London, Feb. 28.—The Canadian hign
commissioner tells me that thoere is
every ' prospect of a busy emigration
season In 1899 for Canada. If such pros-
pect be realized I ghould say it will be
mainly owing to the persistent and constant
efforts of the Canadian government. repre-

sentatives here to make the Dominion, as
a field" for emigration, well and faverably
known to the people of this country. Here
at present prospects for the farmer are
more hopeful, and the industrial classes
everywhere are full employed and earning
g(-cd.wuges. Domestic servants are at a
premium, and nowhere among working folk
In Great Britain is there any pressing
reason for thinking of emigration. During
the past year a great deal has been done
to advertise Canada, especially among the
young people of the rural districts, Lord
Strathcona’s department has been In cor-
respondence with nearly 3,000 school-mas-
ters throughout the kingdom, and no less
tlgaml,500 lectures, illustrated by lantern
views, have been delivered in the schools.
Government agents have been active in
attending fairs and markets to meet In-
tending emigrants and give information.
The Canadian Pacific Railway Company’s
representatives have also done good woxl
in this' direction with their lantern fec-
tures, and especlally with their attractive
series| of animated photographs illustrating
t!]e eyveryday life of the Canadian settler.
The emigration statistics of the boarad
of trdde, which are now avallable, hard'y
irdicate the exact amount of emigration
to the Dominion, as they include all second
and third class passengers who may not be
bona fide emigranta—while they take note

are countless-people here who are equally

| desirable as settlers that have o money,

and until the Canadian government—with
the co-operation, perhaps, of the great rail-
way companies=can give them and t heir
families a helping hand they can have no
hope of emigrating. Money spent on such
people would surely not be a tax upon
Canada, but rather in the nature of a
judicious investment. Every dollar advanc-
ed to capable and industrious, but, steady
immigrants would quickly be repald ten-
fold in the developed resonrces of the
country. It is suggested that such might
be done to assist the efforts of the Cana-
dian representatives here in promoting emi-
gration if local committees were formed
throughout Canada to recelve emigrants
and give them friendly direction and assist-
ance, also to keep the people of the Old
Country informed by regular enrrespondence
of the progress of their settlements, and
to send home samples of prodncts. etec.
It is complained that Canada's exhibit at
the Imperial Tnstitute are as vet very
incomplete, some of the provinces mot being
represented at all.

* Fipnds Death on a Canni-
bal Islamd.

New Seuth Wales t0 Get the Two
Heads of the Mariners’
Hoeodoo.

Yesterday’s steamship from the ‘Seuth-
ern -Seas ‘brought back to America an
eold and tried friend of the sensation-
loving newspapers—the story of .the sea-
serpent.

That slimy monster has, according to
ithe tale brought by the Warrimeo—the
tale of the great snake, but not .its tail—
yemained true to its cosmopolitan tastes
wntil the last, for after playing a pro-
itracted -and interesting engagement at

« ‘the varieus summer resorts on .the Atlan-
tic ‘seaboard, as attested by :clergymen
.and school teachers without number;
giving the Mediterranean ports the pres-
tige of its presence for a briefer period;
making a bid for favor against the
sacred crocodile of the Ganges; and
striking terror to the hearts of the Zam-
besi folk, it has now travelled to the re-

mote islands of the Solomon group, quar-
relled with its friend and sponsor, King
Neptune, and been flung like a dead rat
on the. island of Rakahanga. ¥

Hven after death it retained its terri-
ble power to afflict, for the latest-depon-
ents in the case say that it so polluted
the air that the preservation of the
complete skeleton was impossible. One
or two of its heads were secured for
presentation to the New South Wales
museum, and even Dusty Roads and W.
‘Weary-Raggles will now be mble to
‘overcome that natural timidity impelling
‘them to shun the water.

Unless—horror of horrors—some one
shall discover that the deceased sea
“monster leaves a bereaved widow and
ibaby’ brood.

It is not improbable (for a sea serpent
story admits nothing to be improbable)
that this was the only and original ser-
ipent that wrought so dire misehief in
Eden’s garden, and also that he'has been
growing steadily throughout all the
intervening centuries—for the . cultured
and science-loving cannibals of the
‘Solomon islands among whom His
Snakeship concluded to die, attest that
his dead weight was 70 tons :and his
length over 60 feet.

Whose letter-scales the weighing was
‘done on the Sydney Morning Herald fails
to relate—but that is a minor matter.

Now' that the great bugaboo of the
sea has gone at last, there is wne:thing
that must be said to his credit—that he
picked his company with commendable
good judgment, his manners running no
risk of corruption by evil communication,
and his circle of acquaintances being
limited—vide press reports—strictly to
school teachers, scientists and other
“ leading citizens of highest stamding and
~absolute reliability.”

No one ever heard of the sea serpent
.appearing for the edification of an
anarchist picnie or a tramps’ eonvention.
And the very class‘of men most common-

Alas, poor Sea Serpent!. But here is

‘devastated " by ‘the flood, which had
swept it out of every vestige of life, 'but
this was "discredited.

on the way back to Sydney,” Mr, Bell
continued, - ““the natives carelessly re-
marked ‘that ‘ one big devil devil’ from
the-sea had washed ashore g little way
off two months ago. They did not know
‘it'by name, .only that it had two heads;
We went, along the -beach to where the
gigantic animal lay, and long before we
‘reached the scene of the stranding, the
«stenth was. <o’ horrible we were on fthe
‘point . of - abandoning - the catch.’ On
;getting .within sight of it, however, its
r€xtraordinary appearance determined ws
iupon acquiring possession of it, amd
:after- perils -by sea, and worse dangers
from the poisoned air, we secured hth(‘
‘ﬁrst' sea serpent ever brought to Aus-
‘tralia—perhaps to any other- place.” |

That similar sea dragons or s nts
have been reported is well enough known,
As €ar back asg 1848 Capt. McQuhae, of
H. M. 8. Daedalus, in 24’ 8., 9:20 E.,
reported seeing one with its head and
neck above water, and in his account
sent to the admiralty he ecalls it an im-
mense serpent, with something like ‘the
smane of 2 horse on its neck and back.
A sketch made by him was published in
Lhe Ilustrated London News of October
28 that year, Coming years later to
1577 the captain end officers of Her

Majesty’s yacht Osborne forwarded a
similar official report to the admiralty
of a sea serpent’s appearance off. the
coast of Sicily. In that report it was
said to have a face like an alligator.
As will be remembered, it is only a year
or £two ago since the captain, officers an,d
passengers of the Union Cempany’s
steamers on the coast of New Zealand
gave a most detailed and circumstantial
account of a serpentine monster - they
saw while running along the wceast of
the Maori colony. As the manager of
the Pacific Islands Company put it,
 Sensational sea serpent stories have
been repeated scores of times, but there
is no getting- away from the actual hgads
and parts of the frame of this animal
secured at Suwarrow by out steamer and
now on board.. Whatever naturalists
may think of the existence er non-exist-
ence of this denizen of the sea depths,
here are the proofs, the most interesting
proofs from a zoological peint of view
probably on record.”

The betting public were in suspense
regarding a referee until a very late
hour. John L. Sullivan, who had been
decided on by both men, proved too
elusive, despite many telegrams sent to
various points in the attempt to locate
him and bring him back te San Fran-
cisco. Late in the afternoon the club
took matters in hand and sought another
man to act as judge of the contest, and
Jim Kennedy, of Brooklyn, ‘was finally
¢hosen. 5

Betting continued lively this evening
at 10 to 6 in McCoy’s dfavor. The
seconds :acting for each man were as
follows: McCoy—Homer Shelby, Jack
Stelsener and Frank Durcell; Choynski—
Eddie Graney, Tom Murphy and Charles
Tilson. Choynski weighed in at 167
pounds, and McCoy at 159. The weights
at the ringside were approximately 168
and 160 pounds. Both men appeared to
be in perfect condition, notwithstanding
the fact that they were unmable to do
much outside work during the past week,
owing to the rainy weather.

Seating arrangements were as near per-
fect as conld be imagined. Six thousand
seats were placed, and besides all these
being filled, a thousand or more were
standing around the outer edges of the
arena. After the preliminaries, which
were very tame exhibition affairs, there
followed a long wait. It developed that
the cause of the delay was due to Me-
Coy's demand that the winner’s share of
the receipts be deposited in one corner of
the ring. This was finally agreed to,
but there was delay in counting the
money in the box.

At 9:52 p.m. Choynski made his ap-
pearance followed into the ring by his
seconds. He was given a hearty greei-
ing by the big crowd. At 9:53 MeCoy
climbed through the ropes, shook hands
with Choynski and spoke a few words of
greeting. ‘Choynski carried a box .of
rosin across to McCoy and sprinkled
some on the floor for his adversary. Me-
Coy was introduced by Billy Jordan, as
the coming ¢hampion of the world. which
declartion was greeted with wild ap-
plause. Jim Kennedy was then intro-
duced as the referee. Both fighters wore
bandages about their hands. When Me-
Coy stripped he appeared pretty finely
drawn. Choynski showed up well, his
massive shoulders quite overshadowing
those of McCoy. .At 10 p.m. the referce
called the men 'to the centre and gave
instructions. They agreed to break
away clean.

Round 1.—After lively sparring in the
middle of the :wwing, McCoy led with his
left for the body, but missed. Choyn-
ski was on the aggressive, but did net
lead until McCoy landed a light left on
his n ¢k. MecCoy swung left for head
and Joe ducked. .Joe landed lightly en
top of McCoy’s head. McCoy jabbed left
to bodv and followed with swing for
head, but Choynski got under it.

Round 2.—Joe ttried a straight left but
m'ssed: MecCoy swung a left for the
head. but was blocked. After more spar-
ring McCov jabbed Joe in the wind with
his 'lefi.

M., held a special sitting of the police
court in the parlor of the Colonial for
the purpose of disposing of the case
against Edna Lear, the young lady’s
mother having arrived from Albany yes-
terday evening. The city solicitor an-
mounced that he was not anxious to press
the charge of ‘““vagrancy,” as he under-
stood an agreement had been reached
under which the accused young lady
would return home with her mother.

The magistrate asked Miss Lear if she
would ge back with her mother. In re-
ply the young lady consented to go away
with her mother “on one condition, that
I be granted a private interview with
Mr. Harris before going.” After some
consultation this was granted, and the
magistrate adjourned tne case until to-
morrow morning in the hope that it wili
not eeme up again.

Mr. Harris was sent for and the pri-
-ate interview lasted for about half an
hour. It was learned from the mother
that the present home of the family is in
Skagway, where the father and a mar-
ried daughter and son-in-law reside, the
men having good mines in Atlin. It ap-
pears the mother and Edna had come
back to spend the winter in Oregon
when the plans were knocked on the
head by the elopement. The -nother then
decided after arrviving here to take the
girl baek to Skagway by the steamer
Dannbe, which was to leave this morn-
ing for the North. This evidently fell
in with the feeling of the girl, and the
poliee telephoned to Vancouver to hoid
the steamer -until the arrival of the 11
o’elock train from here. This was done
and Chief Carty accompunied the ladies
to make sure they got away all right
without Mr. Harris.

Mrs. Mary E. Hitchcock, widow of the
late Commander Hitchcock, U.S.N., ar-
rived from Victoria to-day after outfit-
ting there for Klondike. Mrs. Hitchs
cock lives in New York and writes books,
so that what she says counts, and it is
this: “I know they will think it is hor-
rible of me to say it, but they really do
offer to sell one a lot of awful rubbish in
Seattle. I know they will say unkind
things about me for making the state-
ment, but I must tell the truth. Had I
not had seme previous experience in out-
fitting for the North I might have been
persuaded while in Seattle a few days
ago to purchase a lot of useless stuff at
outrageous prices.

MORE SOLDIERS SLAIN

Amerieans Report Sweeping Vietory
Over Aguinaldo, but at Cost
of Many Lives.

Plan to Surronnd the Insurgent
Forces, sand Bring War to
a Speedy Close

By Associated Press.

New York, March 24.—The World to-
morrow will print the following Manila
cable under date of March 24:

“A sweeping victory over Aguinaldo’s
forces has just been won by the United
States troops.

“The total American loss is estimated
at about 100, including both killed and

wounded. The Filipino loss is between
300 and 400.”

Washington, March 24.—It is under-
stood here that Gen. Otis has so far ma-
tured his plans of campaign that within
a week or ten days he will be able to be-
gin the movement which is expected to
mark the destruction of Aguinaldo’s
army. The movement, will be, it is un-
derstood, a combined land and water
attack. Gen. Otis has procured thir-
teen of the guns formerly owned by
the Spanish government and these are to
play an important part in the develop-
ment of the eampaign. It is believed
that Gen. Otis will place a complete
brigade on board the vessels, steam rap-
idly northward and land them beyond
the insurgents’ headquarters at Malolos.
If this movement succeeds the insurgent
army will find itself completely hemmed
in with no opportunity for retreat.
