We must
not expect tod mueh. Time is neces-
sary to get the advantages of this indus
try, when:conducted here;, well into: the
public mind. The United Kingdom may
not be a very large place, but there are
a great many people in it, and they are
not: all reached by a fruit display in e
few of the chief centres of population.
Much also will deperid upon the exper’:
ence of the vanguard of those who come
here. There 'is a very great deal more
work to be done in the way of dissem-
inating information. But an excellent
beginning has been made, and we may
all with confidence expect great resulte.

THE PEOPLE WE NEED.
What - British “Columbia needs - more
than anything else at this particular
time is a number of married laboring
men, who will come here intending to
remain permanently. One great ob-
jection - to Oriental labor is that the
men. . are unearly all unmarried. Of
course, if it were otherwise, there would
be serious objections, especially to the
Chinese 'and. ?Hindus, because of thei
manner of living;/bat no labor condi-
tions, which createscommunities where
single men heérd  together, are good.
Even in the case: of white people, a
community consisting chiefly of unmars
ried working men ‘has many. objection-
able features, -especially when, as is the
case on -the Pacific Coast, the. rate of
wages is high. Men, who are earning
a good deal of money, and are without
family ties, are‘apt to become careless
in their habits, and the result is loss of
time . to:.themselves. and great incon-
venience at times to their employers, If
you walk up Government street, above
Chinatown, any evening after 6. o’clock
you . will meet a number of Chinamen
returning from their work. . In an East-
ern community this score or two of peo-
le would all be white men, the ma-
ority of them would have wives and
children, and .nearly all of them would
be good citizens. ~A certain proportion
of them would own their own homes;
others would be good tenants 'of snug
cottages. They would -buy the news-
papers. They ~“would attend the
churches. Their children would be avail-
able to fill the many openings constant-
Iy. oceurring, for capable young men and
young women. No doubt the presence of
so many Chinamen has prevented the
coming . to this-province of the very. de-
sirable class of people above mentioned.
An artificial line, whieh is all the more
irapassable hecause it is so obscure, has
been drawn between white men’s. and
Chinamen’s work.  Not long ago a man
in one of the Vancouver Island towns
sdid that his boys were in-Seattle, work-

ing in a saw mill. ;
they had net sought employment in a
saw -mill>in their own town, he replied
that they - were = just beginners.. and
would have to be put at CHingmen’s
work. By and bye, he hoped, when they
were able to do a white man’s work,
they would come home. Of coursethe
cliances - are - against - their - returning.
When they  become proficient, so as to
command the better positions around a
mill; they will find plenty to do . where
they have learned their trade, and thus
British Columbia will lose a couple of
sturdy, industrious young fellows, who
would have been glad to have remained
at ‘home, if they: could ‘have worked
alongside of white boys. This is not a
solitary case by any means. We con-
cede  the apparent and temporary- ad-
vantages resulting from coolie labo_r, but
in the long run what pays best is the
white laborer, who marries, establishes
a home and brings up a family. Of

these we can never have too many.

THE HINDUS.

It has been stated in/ the Imperial
House of Commons that steps are to be
taken by the government of India to
check emigration to this country. This
is the only proper course to deal with
a matter of this involved nature. Legis-
lation directed against the -Hindus,
whether passed by the Dominion or
Province, would have created a.bad im-
pression in India, and while the enforce-
ment of the usual restrictions against
immigrants could not reasonably be ob-
jected to, even by the most critical, the
effect would be unfavorable upon the

opinion of the native population of In- :

dia, who cannot be expected to under-
stand the conditions existing here. As
Colonist readers will remember; this pa-
per has urged all along that the stream
of undesirable immigrants - should = be
checked -at- its source, and it is there-
fore with much satisfaction that we
learn of the intention of the British
government. 'Canadians have only the
most kindly feelings towards their fel-
low-subjects in India, and we. are bound
to say, im justice to those who have al-
ready come here, that, taking them al-
tegether, they are pretty goed laborers.
But they -do. not fit in with -our social
organizatfon, and while the presence of
a few hundreds: will make no particular

difference to any one, if there was g

“When the schooner struck the ice we
were tossed from our bunks 'and tum-
bled on deek, expecting to jump for our
lives into the sea. Huge blocks of ice
weighing tons crashed off the top” of
the iceberg onto the deck. But for our
great deckload the vessel would have
been wreéEed. This protected us and
the ice rolled off into the sea. The jib-
boont' was gone and we saw mo hopes
of saving the ship.

“We launched the lifeboat, and w:thl
could secure, moved off. The ice con-
tinued to crash down on the deck.:
seemed as if the whole berg was top-
pling over on the schooner. It was
freezmg cold. We managed to get out
of- the ice pack into the open sea. There
we_stayed mnntil morning: Next day -we
regamed the ship.. .She was . wedged
firmly in the iceberg, that was fully ten'
miles long and 1,500 feet high.

“We then worked honrs making our
way through the pack ice, and finally
got aboard-‘the vesselagain. - Phe ves:
Psel was damaged forward, but not leak-
ing more than before the crnsh

“For three days we were in the ice-
berg when we finally worked our way
into the clear sea. There was no sleep

during those three days. The grinding i

“When we got out in open sea Wwe
took one of the spars of our deckload
and rigged a jibboom.
