The bullet struck
Savage in the chest and ploughed
through' to-the backbone, off which it
glanced, and passed out through the
stomach, killing' him instantly,  Mac-
donald appeared to r ize. imme=
diately what he had done, for, turning
to Cushman, he said: “I will go with
you to Rock Bay and surrénder  to
Constable Milly.”
~ Cushman went with him to Rock
Bay, where ‘the constable took Maoc-
donald in charge. He afterwards se-
cured Savage's body 'and the necessary
witnesses and, with ‘his prisoner,” ar-
rived here on the ntumer Cowichzn
yesterday morning.

> Men shave been living on the Earth for a
long time, but there are many things they do
not knowabout it Fof example, the great-ma-
jority of the inhabitantsido not believe tl.e
earth is round, and of these non:believers a
sufficient number. live in English-speaking
countries to make profitable the publication
of ‘a’ periodical issued for the purpose of de-
monstrating that the éarth is flat, The people,
wlhio are responsible for this publication, claim
that the. earth is a 'dis¢, the North Pole being
in the centre of it, and what is called the South

Polé, being the outside rim. As they point
‘out, the circumnavigation of a disc is just as

€dsy a matter as the circumnavigation ‘of a
globe, and thus they dispose of one of the afgu-
ments used to.prove that the earth is spheri-
cal. It is not quite as easy to prove that the
earth is a sphere as:the geography books
claim. Robert S. Woodward, President of the
Carnegie Institution at Washington, has re-
cently written: “THe form and the dimen-
sions of the earth have presented a problem
of the greatest ‘interest and difficulty to men
of scjence for twenty centuries, and they
promise to tax the resources of the ablest
physicists for some centuries to come.” Era-
tosthenes, a philosopher who lived in Alex-
andria about two thousand Years ago, went
down to a place called Syene, where he caused
a deep well to be dug. ‘He so chose his posi-
tion that poon on' the summer solstice the sun
shone directly into this well. Then he observed
the position of the sun on the same day of an-
other year at Alexandria, and assuming that
lines drawn to thessun at a distance of
500 miles apart “on the surfice of the
earth. would be substantially parallel, he
reached the conclusion that the earth was a
perfect globe, and so‘the world was content to
think until ‘Sir Isaac:Newton made an elabor-
ate -series of calculations, which he claimed
showed the shape to be that of an oblate spher-
oid, that is to say, a sphere slightly flattened
at the Poles. The French philosophers did not
accept Newton’s theory, but in 1735 the
French Academy of Science sent out an ex-
pedition to Lapland, which returned with data
that seem to place Newton’s claim beyond a
doubt, and scientific people have since accept-
edit. The last calculation as to the dimensions
of the earth were made in 1866, arid the re-
sult makes the diameter at the Equator 7,926.6
miles, and the diameter at the Poles 7,809.6
miles, making the difference bétween the two
diameters 27 miles.: The Gircumference meas-
uring around the Equator is put at 24,902

48508 miles. These figures give a surface
area for the earth of 196,940,000 square miles,
and a volume of 250,880,000,000 cubic miles.
Theése are the figures that scientific men ac-
cept just now, but further measurements are in
progress which it is thought, will vary them
somewhat. * The claim has been made with
more or less semblance of truth, that these,
calculations are all astray and that the earth is
neither round, as the Alexandrian philosopher

French scientists of two centuries ago_be-

lieved, nor an oblate spheroid, as Newton
taught and the wise men now hold, but pear-
shaped, the South being the part correspond-
ing to the bulge of the pear. This suggestion
does not receive any acceptation from men of
science. A curious thing may be mentioned
concerning the surface of the earth One
would naturally suppose that if the ocean were
perfectly still and without tides, the face of
the waters would correspond exactly with
what wWould be the outside of a spheroid, but
there seems to be reason to believe that it
would not, but, on the contrary, would present
a series of undulations. Why this should be
the case we are -unable to explain, if indeed
there is any known explanation for it. It is in-
ferred from the acceleration of gravity at dif-
ferent points on the earth’s surface.

The ‘measurements above given do not in-
clude the atmospheric envelope. of the earth:
but this is as much a part of it as what is called
the lithosphere, or' rocky. crust. How thick
the envelope is no-one knows. It extends at
least two hundred miles, or that is the con-
conclusion ‘drawn -from the . fact that- me-
teors, when they come within that distance of
the earth’s surface, become incandescent,
which is assumed to be due to friction with the
atmosphere. It may extend very much: fur-
ther. Now since anything is infinitely greater
than nothing, it follows that, if space is empty,
except where the stars and planets are, the
earth and its envelope occupy a much greater
place in space than is indicated by the figures
above given. The volume of the atmosphere
must be fully one-sixth that of what we call
the solid earth. Its weight is easily calculated,
for it exerts a pressure of a little more than 14
pounds to the square inch, and this makes its
total weight about one-millionth part of the
weight of the earth. Laplace, the French
scientist, made some calculations that led to
very different conclusions from. these. He
thought he demonstrated that over the Equa-

'tor the atmosphere is 26,000 miles thick and

over the poles 17,000 miles, and this would
make its volume 156 times as great as that of
the solid earth. This wide difference of opinion
indicates how very far from being certain the
most learned men are as to the principal facts
concerning the earth. ; \

Approximately three-fourths of the surface
of the earth is:covered by water, léaving one-
fourth for the dry land.” The areas occupied
by lakes and rivers may be disregarded. These
estimates are only approximations, the actual
facts will perhaps never be ascertained. Speak-,
ing in round numbers, it may be said that the
areas of the continents aggregate 52,000,000
square miles, of which nearly one-third is made
up of Asid, and somewhat less by Narth and:
South America.

GOTTHOLD EPHRAIM LESSING

Gotthold Lessing was ‘in his youth quite a
prodigy of learning." Study and acquisition of
subject~matter came readily to him. What
other lads of his age found tasks beyond their
mental strength, Lessing experienced delight in
conquering. As one of his masters said of
him, “He is a horse that needs donble fodder.
The lessons which are hard for others are noth-
ing to him. We cannot use him here much
longer; and this was when he was at a famous
grammar school at Messen, whose curriculum
was a far from easy one, though Lessing coni-
pleted the six years’ course of study in less
than five years. He came of a long line of in-
tellectual ancestors, tracing his ancestry back
through six generations of “theologians, jurists,
burgomasters, and other men of culture,”

He was born at Camenz, in the Saxon prov-
ince of Upper Lusatia, in 1729, and lived to be
fifty-two years of age. His influenceAtpon the
literature of his country was far-reaching and
of inestimable benefit. :

The public taste has changed -in a very
marked degree since the German poet’s time.
Problem plays like those with which we are
familiar were as little known to European audi-
ences as were our modern musical comedies.
Wellike to think we have made a little ad-.
vancement in regard to the first-mentioned
style o6f drama, though we dare not claim as
muchin regard to the latter. At all events we
have passed the period when melodrama gave
us pleasure. In our very early youth some of
us may have been moved to tears over the
death-bed of little Eva or the return of Gwen-

Her father hastens
thither and learns the real cause of Appiani’s
taking off in an accidental interview with the
prince’s discarded mistress, Countess Orsini,
who gives him a dagger and bids him do his
duty. The father, disarmed by ‘a gracious
word from his Serene Highness, lets-the favor-

seem cynical. The attention of America has
been drawn to the fact that this creature of
the novels is frequently lacking in any qual-
ities_justly to be called heroic. - For example,
he is now generally:plain, and often ‘niddle-
aged. The same difficulty seems also to arise
in the case of women: Some 'of the ex-bfficio
heroines have not only a dubious past, byt a
far from dubious present. . Yet we may not
call them villainesses; for their imtedtions are
virtuous. The difficulty is comparatively mod-
ern. Though Thackeray did call-“Vanity
Fair” a novel without a-here;- it was some-
thing of an exception ‘éven for him. - And all
the less. critical spirits of his day gave us
saintly heroes and heroines with moral zeal.
What does the change mean? Is “the nasty
preferred to the nice?”.as Mr. Andrew Lang
sung some while since. 'We. need not. believa
so. We are more elaborate in oar examination
of character. We do not believe so heartily
in the antithesis of the virtuous apprentice and
the ne’er-do-well. And that, like everything -
else that makes for a better understanding of
the world we live in, is all to the good.

It can be safely assumed that
if ‘any agreement is made with the
United States, 1t will have to be a fair
bargain. for Canada and failing that
there is not likely to be an agreement
at all, .

WHAT RECIROCTY
WILL MEAN TO CANADA
Sir . Mackenzie Boweli Sayé
Prosperity of the Dominion

Would be Retarded by Any
Arrangement With U, S.

“I think the prosperity of Canada
would be retarded by reciprocity with
the United States, especially if that
policy were extended to manufactured
articles. I have been a protectionist
all my life and the older I 8row the
more I see that it is the only policy
for a country which wishes to keep
abreast of the times.

The speaker was Sir Mackenzle
Bowell, one of Canada’s oldest Con-
servatives, a man who has been in
politics for upwards of half a century,
during eighteen years of which he held
different ‘cabinet positions culminating
in 1894 Wwhen he was called upon to
form a ministry on the death of Sir
John Thompson. -

“The time for reciproeity with the
United States has passed away,” he
sald. “You will Temember hearing how
In 1864 the United States repealed. the
reciprocity treaty which she had with
Canada. Why did she do so? Because
she believed that Canada, unable to
find outlets for her trade, would soon
seek ‘annexation. Then' you wHl fur:
ther recollect that soon after, Sir Wil.
frid Laurfer ‘came into power in 1898,
he and Sir Richard Cartwright went
to Washington and made ‘OVQ!‘tUl‘gj}‘,.&D
the United States looking towards re-
ciprocal arrangements. The United |
States turned a deaf ear ‘and the Can-
adian ‘representatives had to ‘return to
their own country humiljated. 'Is ' it
Canada or the United States that
wants reciprocity now? Why, of course,
it is the United States, That country
is rapldly exhausting  its resources,

Washington realize that they must
soon fall back to Canada for the raw
materials. The United States is willing |
to .make concessions, But what -can
that country give us compared with
what we can give to her? If a recipro-
city agreemept is, signed between- the
two countries our raw materials will
be shipped into the United States and
manufactured there.. What good will
the labor and capital expended on these
do to Canada? And in return what raw
materials has the United States got
to send to this country in exchange?
Nothing ‘that we have not 8ot our-
selves.

Who Wants Reciprocity

“Who is it in Canada that wants
reciprocity ? The manufacturers cer-
tainly don't. The Conservative party
does not. T believe that the majority
of ‘the Liberal party is averse to any
8uch policy. It is wanted purely and
simply by a certain section of the
farming community, who believe that
through it they will secure farming
implements and machinery cheaper
than these can be obtained at pres-
ent—and it ‘is wanted by President
Taft and (United States politicians who
are naturaily enough: interested in the |
prosperity. of their own country.
“Canada is big enough; broad enough,
prosperous enough to stand on her own
feet in the matter of trade arrange-
ments. She does not need to Blve other
countries advantages unless equalizing
advantages will accrue to her. I look
upon reciprocity as the first step to-
wards free trade. Canada has pro-
Bressed and it progressing under pro-
tection.. Why should ‘she change that
policy ? That policy has made her great
~—under it her trade is expanding in
évery direction. If reciprocity with the
Unjted/Stutes is adopted it will prove
the first spoke in the wheel of Canada’s
prosperity.”

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A NOTE ON LILIE

. Lilies are charming in masses
clumps in shrubbery borders.
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PLANTING LILY BULBS

Success or failure with liliums depends
largely on the planting of the bulbs ‘and the

position in which they are growing. The depth _

o plant is important. me bulbs root. from.
the base of the stem above the bulbs, while
others only produce roots below the bulbs. -
It is thus obvious that the stem-rooting kinds
require to be planted deeper than the others.
The size of the bulbs has also to be considered.
There are between seventy and eighty kinds of
lilis, but among the number not morc ‘than
twenty-five are generally grown. Even'those’
who make a specialty of these plants finds a.
difficulty in growing a number of them.. On -
the other hand, some of them are easy to grow,
that is, give nordinary treatment. These in-
clude L. bulbiferum, L. croceum (the Orange
lily),.L. dauricum and L. tigrinum (the Tiger:
lily). All the foregoing make stem-roots: the
tops of the bulbs should’ therefofe be about 6
inches below the surface of the 'ground when-
planted. For the following kinds a depth of 3
inches will be. sufficient: L. candidum (the
Madonna lily), L. chalcedonicum, L. Martagon
(the Turks-cap lily) and L. testaceum (the
Nankeen'lily). ~ All the above will thrive in or-
dinary garden’soil. ' Ff it is naturally heavy and
wet, it 1s advisable not to plant the bulbs quite '
so deep. To balance this the soil can be h

up over them. Plenty of sand and leaf-mold
mixed ‘with  the soil are also beneficial to the
plants, Tf the Golden-rayed lily of Japan (L.
auratum). and L. speciosim are grown, it is
necessary to prepare a light, sandy compost,
preferably: containitig peat:* Deep planting is.
required, both of these being stem-rooting
kinds. The present is a convenient time to
plant most of the lilies, the principal exception
being the Madonna lily (L. candidum), whick
already has the winter leaves above ground.
Do not_plant in positions exposed to the hot
midday sun; onthe other hand, do not’ put
them in odd; densely-shaded corners of the gar-
den. Shelterican often be obtained by plant-
ing suitable plants in the borders in close prox-
imity\ to the lilies, so that about midday the
foliage affords a certain amount of shade. Hav-
ing dug out a hole the required depth, place a
layer of sand where the bulbs are to be planted.
Groups.of four to six bulbs or more planted to-
gether. are. much prettier than single plants
dotted-along: the border; 5 inches or.6 inches
apart is a' good distance ‘to set out the bulbs
in @ hole. Place the bulbs on the sand, and
cover. with sand also. This keeps the bulbs dry.
Therhole is then filled up with soil. - Place a
sticleinthe centre of ‘the group, so that the posi-
tion of the bulbs is readily ascertained, if neces-:
sary, before. the growths appear above 'the.
ground. ‘When lilies are growing and flower-
ing ireely'in a garden they should not be.dis-.
