On the order to go into supply Mr.
Davies also adverted to the fishery ques-
tion and objected to the arrangement as
petf orth in the press becanse he believed
it admitted American fishermen to our
waters without our receiving anything in
return. He censu the ment for
having delayed the negotiations and for
keeping the people in ignorance up to the
day of the expgy of the clauses of what
regulations would be adopted.

Sir John said the arrangement had only
been finally completed on the 22d inst,,
and the papers would be brought down as
soon a8 imperial consent is obtained. It
should be remembered however that the
Dnited States government is composed of &
democratic president and congress and a
republican senate, and under such circum-
stances an arrangement for reciprocal rela-
tions, while regarded as desirable by the
United States government, would be a
very delicate task, and he hoped mnothing
would be said on the debate that would
render the Americans hostile to Canada at
this important period.

counterfeiters in ,New York, who are now
reaping a rich harvest from their invest-
ment. A gentleman from New York who
was in the city to-day says that the city of
New York is flooded with the counterfeits,
and that many Canadisns have been
victimized. The paper is of poor quality,
but ~on the whole the frand is cleverly
executed,
