ONE Freit Preventives.
The slight damage by frost In the 

province this year had led to a good 
deal of discussion already as to meth­
ods of prevention. Mr. Braithwaite,. 
Patron Grand President, and Mr. Gra­
ham, Grand Secretary, are both strong 
believers in smudging for frost years. 
They believe that by concerted action 
among the municipalities on nights 
when frost threatens (which are at the 
worst but few in number), to have 
smudge fires started on each farm, 
would cover the whole plain in a cou­
ple of hours. This has been tried in­
dividually here and elsewhere by those 
who believe In It, and proved success­
ful where given a fair trial.

Remarks on Frost.

If frost comes in Manitoba it is 
heralded over the whole continent and 
Immensely magnified. The trouble is 
not so much always in the actual 
damage done, but in the opportunity 
it gives to grade the whole crop down 
and it gives a chance to the buyer 
who finds a dozen grains of frosted 
wheat ln a bushel to grade It one or 
two grades lower, which makes a big 
difference in price to the farmers. This 
is where the shoe pinches the farmer 
more than' the actual damage done. 
This is the plain truth of the matter. 
A little frost-damage to our wheat 
gives big corporations a chance to 
bear our whole crop unfairly. Another 
thing is the time when frost comes, if 
it catches the wheat with bloom on 
it and chaff loosened, it is very disas­
trous if at all severe. As an instance, 
several years ago some portions of the 
province were caught with a very fine 
crop in bloom ; the heads remained 
full-looking, but when threshed, yield­
ed only five to ten bushels, an acre. 
Two-thirds of the seed hi the lower 
parts of the head died right out. leav­
ing only the chaff on the head.. If 
the crpp is caught ten days before it 
is ready to cut, if not very severe, it 
may recover almost entirely. The crop 
on southern exposed hills, when frost­
ed, if the sun rises clear, will suffer 
badly. On northern exposures on the 
same hill the crop may recover, be­
cause thawed very gradually. This has 
been observed by practical men. These 
remarks on frost are called up by the 
slight damage done this year ; but 
make no mistake, Manitoba is not on 
the frost list this year so far, except 
ln name. Practical men think, with 
Increased areas under plow and the 
country better drained, even the dread­
ed frost will, in a few years, be re-' 
duced to a minimum.

The Rental Comedian Bard at Werk at 
Rehearsal In the City.

The stage at the Grand Opera House 
has been taken up during the past ten 
days, with the dally rehearsals of and 
preparations for Miss Marguerite Mer- 
lngton’s new three-act comedy, - An 
Everyday Mari," which will have Its 
first presentation on any stage Mon­
day evening, Sept. 2. At rehearsal Mr.
Russell is the same sweet-tempered, 
kindly-hearted man he Is In the char­
acters he represents. He always acts 
considérât* at rehearsals, not only 
his own part, but everyone’s else,where 
he can give an unobtrusive suggestion.

He will 
sometimes, but not often, stop a 
rehearsal to Illustrate a point by an gg 
anecdote, but this sort of story-telling 
Is more the form of verbal object les­
son, to use a queer combination of 
words. Away up In the scene_fihlft-vj 95 
ers’ realms the light shines down\on f^6 
the bare stage. Here and there are all 
manner of Improvised stage settings, 
all useful enough to designate locali­
ties,but lncongrous enough at the same 
time. Out In the auditorium, cool and 
dark, two or three people sit listening 
to the earnest rehearsing. The actors 
have not reamed weir lines, but de­
pend on their books. Step by step they 
go over their parts ;here there Is a 
change of a word, there Is a different 
exit; here an altered inflection, there 
an Improvement In gesture; and all 
the time the parts are taking form and 
outline, as the potter’s clay Is turned 
into shapes of the moulder. And yet not 
altogether that either, for Sol Smith 
Russell, keen and accurate critic that 
he Is, is too shrewd an actor and too 
generous a man to unduly hamper a 
subordinate, There Is plenty of play 
for an individuality, if lt Is of the right 
sort.

THAT KMBASCO ON OI K CATTLE.
With feed short In many of our best 

cattle-breeding counties of Ontario, the 
prohibition on the importation of stock­
era Into Scotland, presses heavily on 
our agriculturists, and with no sale 
for young cattle here, and no feed ex­
cept oat straw, there is some little 
ground for alarm. A shipment of BOO 
to France last week illustrates the ten­
dency to new channels of trade, wfien 
anything happens to close those hith­
erto open to us; but it is a drop In 
the bucket only. With Lords Lans- 
downe, Derby and Mountstephen In 
the Upper House, and with Lord Lome 
In the Lower House to press the claims 
of Canada to fair play, Sir Charles 
Tupper ought to find less difficulty in 
exploding the nonsensical theory that 
our cattle suffer from contagious 
pleuro-pneumonla. Every person ac­
quainted with the trade knows tvery 
well that no such disease has ever ac­
quired a foothold In this province. The 
oldest cattlemen have never seen nor 
heard of a case of It; and we are forced 
to the conclusion that the embargo is 
really protection In disguise and a 
sop to the English farmer, who Is al­
ready weighed down by a succession 
of bad seasons and low prices. It is 
not for Canada to object to Protec­
tion If England chooses to adopt it. 
but time was when British fair play 
gave things their right names, and lt 
Is grossly unfair to stigmatize our 
cattle, which the English vets never 
see till they have undergone a long 
inland Journey, capped with a fort­
night’s cruel Incarceration at sea. Call 
It Protection, and we submit, but who 
can blame us If we kick, when the 
shallow pretence of pleuro-pneumonla 
is flaunted In our faces? Mr. Long, 
the present Minister of Agriculture,has 
been In Canada, and must have means 
at his disposal to brusji away this in­
justice to a loyal colony, from which 
we and those who want our young 
cattle have suffered long enough. As 
regards the fat cattle trade, the em­
bargo works less Injury. These ani­
mals go there to be killed, and whether 
they are slaughtered at one place or 
the other Is not of prime Importance. 
But one would think that the finish­
ing of young battle would recommend 
Itself to Mr. Long as an industry more 
than any other calculated to benefit 
British husbandry.

George C. Robb and John P. Northey, 
with City 'Engineer Keating and Chief 
Graham, namely, to pump 1200 gallons 
(American) per minute, throw water 
to a height of 200 feet through a 113-16- 
inch nozzle, raise a steam pressure of 
100 pounds In ten'minutes.

These conditions were In accordance 
with the Instructions of the Fire and 
Light Committee, and were communi­
cated to the agents of the Merrywea­
ther engine May 3 last.

The, tests occupied nearly three 
hours. The first was made with two 
lines of hose, each 100 feet long, run­
ning into a one and a half Inch Sia­
mese nozzle. The engines were tested 
simultaneously.. The Merryweather, in 
this and the other tests, always threw 
the largest volume of water through­
out of the same-sized nozzle., 
nozzle of the Merryweather Is a spe­
cial one, of English construction.

In the second test, through a 2-inch, 
nozzle, owing to an accident, the 
Ronald did not compete. The Merry­
weather ^ar surpassed the Boustead in 
the stream thrown and the distance.

Other tests were made, the demils of 
which will be submitted by the 
perts to the chairman of the Fire and 
Light Committee to-day. •
