community is a valuable institution : 
it can scarcely bo too highly prized, too 
munificently Abstained by pecuniary 
aid, or too heartily patronized by all 
classes, '(lie fifsfc and most important 

, requisite ^ the successful working of 
a school is t* competept teacher. What 
we mean by competency in a school 
master is not merely high scholastic at­
tainments ; but superadded to these, 
is adaptibil^ty for the work io*,which he 
is engaged. Unless he has a taste and 
a love for teaching, the duties of his 
vocation will be irksome, and he will 
think more of his salary than of the pro- 
iioiency of his pupils. If his heart is 
not in his work, he will not succeed as 
a useful teacher.

Moreover, a teacher should be a pian 
of the most rigid morality. In his ha. 
bits and every-day conduct lie should 
be as circumspect and exemplary as 
clergyman. He should avoid social fra 
ternity or personal intimacy with peo­
ple of tarnished virtue or dissolute ha­
bits. A teacher who spends ai> even­
ing in a drinking saloon, where profane 
and obscene utterances (—the uçual 
and necessary concomitants of such a 
place of resort—) prevail, Is not lit to 
take charge of a school the next day. 
In the schoolhouse the morals as well 
as the intellectual faculties are being 
tnoulded, and its atmosphere should 
be uncontaminated by evil influences. 
Neither diplomatic credentials (no mat­
ter from what source they come) nor 
the most unexceptional erudition can 
qualify a teacher if personal moral pu­
rity be lacking. An immoral school­
master is ignored by the law, and it 
should be the duty of educational of­
ficials to prevent its violation.

No matter how well a teacher by ade­
quate scholarship, by adaptibilitBv, and 
by the strictest propnetyof conduct may 
be qualified for tip duties of his calling; 
yet he is constantly, in almost every 
locality, subjected to petty annoyances, 
which harass his mind, tend to depress 
his spirits, and to discourage him in his 
efforts to improve the minds of his 
pupils. His doings in the schoolroom 
and out of it are exposed to the criti­
cism of a whole community. Perhaps 
some mental imbecile or pretentious 
ignoramus, who does know a vowel from 
a consonant—a verb from a noun—or a 
circle from an angle, attempts to pass 
judgment upon the teacher’s efficiency 
in the school, and thus endeavor to 
weaken the confidence of the commu­
nity in his ability to impart instruction. 
Some parents—naturally enough—im­
agine their own children vastly super­
ior to their fellow pupils, and are there 
fore more entitled to special favors and 
a milder type of discipline than the 
others ; and when the teacher does his 
duty to all alike, dissatisfaction ensues, 
and the teacher is reviled. Another 
cause of annoyance to a teacher is the 
irregularity of attendance on the part 
of his scholars, whereby his classes are 
detrimentally affected and disarranged; 
and yet the parents too often aver that 
it is none of the schoolmaster’s busi­
ness whether there is a regular and 
punctual attendance on the part of the 
pupils or not.

But suppose the parents do all they 
can to encourage and uphold the hands 
of the teacher—that the attendance of 
the pupils is regular — that suitable 
books and maps are amply furnished ; 
and yet the teacher has troubles and 
difficulties to contend with, of which 
most people are little aware. The stu­
pidity, indifference, indociiity, sullen­
ness and refractoriness of the children 
are thorns in the pathway of his duty, 
and are constant causes of irritation. 
But tact, firmness and good natured 
perseverance, to a great extent, over­
come these causes of vexation and dis­
couragement. Give an efficient teach­
er time, however, and he will succeed 
in stimulating the stupid, in waking an 
interest in the indifferent,in transform­
ing dullness into docility, in improving 
the temper of the sullen, and in taming 
the refractory.

The foregoing remarks have been 
evoked by the examination of the two 
schools of this town. Although they 
are both kept under one roof, they are, 
nevertheless, separate schools. The 
higher grade is under the tutorship of 
Mr. Saunders, and the lower under that 
of Miss Longley. The latter was held 
first. Most of the pupils were •very 
young juveniles : many of them just 
without the verge of infancy ; and yet 
some of the five year old younglings 
had made marvellous proficiency in 
spelling and reading. The classes ap­
peared to be judiciously arranged, and 
under admirable discipline. Miss Long- 
ley’s school, in the strictest sense, is a 
primary school, in which one does not 
expect to find anything taught, except 
in the merest elementary brapchc? j 
but in.addition to reading and spelling, 
some of the classes had acquired no 
scanty amount of knowledge in gram­
mar and geography. The teacher must 
have been indefatigably industrous and 
painstaking in her efforts to expand 
the immature developement of juven­
ile intellect. The pupils in all the 
classes appeared to be under a system 
of thorough instruction, so far as cir­
cumstances would allow. The Section,

elusion that efficiency in teaching is 
necessarily succeeded by corresponding 
results. An abundant harvest is the 
best proof of the farmer’s skill in pul- 
ture, as well as of continuous toil. In 
nothing is relation between cause and 
effect more traceable than is the ability 
and diligence of a teacher in the profi­
ciency of his pupils. In fact, progress 
in learning is the only legitimate crite­
rion of a schoolmaster’s merits in his 
vocation ; and judged by this test, both 
teachers, to whom wo have referred, 
have fairly won the approbation of this 
community.

If Russia, after the war, can obtain pos­
session of Armenia, or Bulgaria, or Ron- 
melia, or Constantinople its-lf, and deems 
it for her interest to do so, she will most 
assuredly not l>e restrained by any lack of 
a precedent for annexation after conquest. 
There is not a great power in existence in 
whose annals she could not find ample 
justification, if she required it,and assured­
ly no reasonable exception could be taken 
to her appropriation of tbe fruits of victory 
by the power which holds Gibraltar, Malta 
and India. Moreover, there is absolutely 
no reason why tbe occupation of Egypt 
should not be undertaken with the sanction 
and consent of Turkey herself. The Turks, 
to do them justice, caru little or nothing 
about moral force or international prece­
dents. What they want is material aid, 
and short of armed assistance, which we 
are not prepaivd to give, the service they 
would most value would be pecuniary as­
sistance. At the present crisis money is 
the most urgent need of Turkey, and there 
is ground to think that tho Porte would 
gladly transfer its suzerian rights over 
Egypt to Holland, if we would purchase 
the capitalized value of the reversion of 
the Egyptian tribute. This tribute in 
round numbers amounts to £700,000 a 
year,and at thirty yeara’ purchase its value 
would be £21,000,000. As the tribute, 
however, is already mortgaged, for the 
payment of tbe loans of 1854 and 1871, 
amounting to close upon £9,000,000, its 
saleable value cannot be estimated at more 
than $12,000,000. For a sum of half this 
amount, paid down in cash, the Porte 
would be willing enough to cede to Eng­
land the suzerainty of Egypt. If 1 am 
told that to give money to Turkey at this 
moment would be detrime ntal to the cause 
of Russia, I can only say that what Ve 
have to consider are not the interests of 
Russia any more than those of Turkey, but 
the interests of England.—Nineteenth Cen­
tury.

such a dust in the water.” Perhaps they 
will laugfi at the heading to this article $ 
but there will etill be “ sea-dust,” never^ 
theless. We have heard of water-spouts, 
pf showers of fish, of salt rain, and many 
other curiosities which present themselves 
ip the atmosphere, but to assert that there 
is such a thing as sea-dust is to transcend 
all reasonable bounds. The evidence, 
however, in favor of its existence is ex­
ceedingly powerful—indisputable, in fact 
—and this is the story told by eye-wit­
nesses. They say that in certain pa 
the world,notably about the Cape de Verde 
Islands, there arc constantly met at sea, 
several hundred miles away from land, 
thick, yellowish-red fogs, not unlike Lon­
don fogs in November. These fogs ob­
scure the atmosphere, and are very injur­
ious to navigation, but they have not the 
baleful odor of their London prototypes, 
nor do they affect the breathing in the 
same way. Whilst sailing through them, 
>t is found that the ship, sails, and rigging 
are covered with a fine, impalpable pbw- 
der, which falls as dry rain, and covers 
the surface on which it falls sometimes to 
the depth of two inches. In color, it is of 
a? brick-duet hue, sometimes of a light 
yelloyr, and it feels between the teeth like 
fine grit, such as might be blown into the 
mouth on a windy day in March. No 
place is free from its presence,its fineness 
giving it power to penerate everywhere. 
The sea, while the dust is falling, looks as 
though it had been peppered, and is dis­
colored for some distance down. Some­
times the dust comes in a shower, and 
passes off again. The fogs are nothing 
but vast quantities of the dust suspended 
in the air. It is not only in the vicinity 
of the Cape de Verde that this wonderful 
dust is seen. In the Mediterranean, in 
the northern parts of Africa, in the middle 
of the Atlantic, it has been reported. It is 
invariably the same in kind and appear­
ance, and examination under microscopes 
has proved the identity of say Cape de 
Verde sea-dust with Mediterranean sea- 
dust All this is very remarkable; dust 
falling in clouds, no land within some 
hundreds of miles, nothing visible which 
,could possibly account for the curious 
phenomenon. Sand-spouts there arc in 
sandy deserts, and showers of sand taken 
originally from spots whereon the carrier 
.wind has left its mark ; but here there is 
no desert from which the sand can be rapt, 
and the wind, so far from being boisterous 
or disposed to play whin wind prank», is 
light and steady, blowing ships along at a 
,calm five knots an hour.—The World of 
Wonders.

Operations connected with the sub­

marine tunnel have already been com­
menced on the other side of the Chan­
nel, several pits having been sunk to a 
depth of about 110 yards. At the same» 
time the French and English commit­
tees have definitely drawn up the con­
ditions of working for the route. The 
property of the tunnel is to be divided 
in half by the length: that is to say, 
each company is to possess half of the 
line, reckoning the distance from coast 
to coast at low tide. Each company 
will cover the expenses of its portion. 
The general work of excavation will be 
done, on the one hand, by the Great 
Northern of France, and on the other 
by the Chatham and South Eastern 
companies, the two latter having each 
a direct route from London to Dover. 
All the materials of the French and 
English lines will pass through the 
tunnel in order to prevent unnecessary 
expenses and delay of transhipment, as 
in England and in France railway com­
panies use each other’s line, and goods 
can pass from one line to another with­
out changing vans. It is understood 
that an arrangement will be establish­
ed for a similiar exchange of lines be­
tween all the English and continental 
railway companies when the tunnel is 
completed. The tunnel will belong to 
its founders. At the expiration of 
thirty years the government will be 
able to take possession of the tunnel 
upon certain conditions.—Mining Jour­
nal.

But piark the sequel, 
tered “ Alga” parts from her trophy and 
toilsomely makes her laborious way 
through the tempest to an English port 
The bad news that Cleopatra’s needle is 
lost is flashed kU over the civilized world. 
But scarcely has this story been told be­
fore anotfier rncss^ge comes flashing over 
the wires that another English steamer, 
the “ Fitzmaurice,” has picked np the 
drifting obelisk and is bringing it into 
port. Nothing conld more thoroughly 
illustrate the rule of Britiap on the 
than this incident. The steamships of 
England cover the seas so completely that 
scarcely a lost boat can escape their vigir 
lance much less such a distinguished waif 
as this Egyptian stranger, 
vessel abandon» her prize in the hurricane 
and the whole world mourns over a lost 
monument of ancient art; but the tempest 
subsides, another British steamer heaves 
in sight, the strange looking caisson is 
unhesitatingly taken in tow and is well on 
its way to the coast of England before its 
loss is even announced. And so when 
they erept Cleopatra’s needle in the midst 
of that modern Babel, London, and hail it 
as a monument of the past age, if will 
stand also as a monument of the British 
enterprise and skill which formed and 
executed the design of bringing it so far 
and likewise as an imperishable memorial 
of that other great fact that “ Brittania 
rples the waves.”—St.John Telegrxph.

This is one of the richest and most beauti­

ful cities in the world. It seems especially 
so as you approach it in the distance. 
Standing on elevated ground,it is seen from 
afar in every direction. Its numerous 
towers—every church having several be­
sides the steeples—with hundreds of domes 
and cupolas, either gilded or painted green 
and spangled with stars, together with 
many gardens and trees intermixed with 
the houses, give it quite an Oriental ap­
pearance, and fill the traveller with wonder 
and admiration when it first breaks upon 
his yiew. The Rifer Moskva flows at the 
base of the hill on which the Kremlin is 
built. The Kremlin is a vast citadel, or 
city within a city, inclosed by a wall from 
twelve to sixteen feet thick, and from thir­
ty to fifty high,with many towers,embattle- 
ments and beautiful gates. It contains 
many magnificent churches, also the Great 
Palace and the Little Palace. We enter 
with uncovered head, as every one is re­
quired to do, from the highest official to 
the lowest serf, through the Gate of the 
Redeemer, over which hangs a picture of 
the Saviour. I would like to tell you of 
the cathedrals, and the great bell, which 
weighs 10,000 pounds or 360,000 English 
pounds,now standing with its broken piece 
on a pedestal, placed there by the Emper­
or Nicholas ; the Romanoff Palace with its 
ancient obelisk ; the crooked streets and 
mixed houses, elegant Government offices 
in close contact with huts and cottages ;

leading from the walls of tbe Kremlin to 
the St. Petersburg gate and thence to the 
park or review ground ; also to the Treasu­
ry, the Public Museum and Library, to­
gether with modern improvements in gas 
pipes, letter boxes, etc., etc.

From the frequency with which 
Goroy Studen is referred to in our war 
despatches it may be interesting to our 
readers to know something of the 
place. Here is what the correspondent 
of the London “ Times” says of it :
/ “ It is a wretched village of a few 
hundred people, the Turkish quarters 
being on one hill, and the Bulgarian o n 
the opposite height. The former is 
deserted by its proprietors, and the 
houses have been unroofed by the 
soldiers to get at the wooden rafters, 
fuel being scarce in northern Bulgaria. 
The only building remaining in this 
part of the village is occupied by the 
Emperor of all the Russias. It is built 
of unburned clay bricks, and its low 
roof is covered with rough tiles. Here 
in this hovel the Autocrat passes his 
days and nights, anxiously awaiting 
news from his various armies in the 
field. There is no pomp surrounding 
this humble imperial residence ; two 
Circassians of the Guard with d 
sabres were, when I first saw it,all that 
stood between the Czar and the outside 
world.

Be­
sides containing a large amount of su­
gar, mucilage and other nutritive mat­
ter, apples contain vegetable acids, 
aromatic qualities, etc., which act pow­
erfully in the capacity of refrigerants, 
tonics and antiseptics, and when freely 
used at the season of mellow ripeness 
they prevent debility, indigestion, and 
avert, without doubt, many of the “ills 
that flesh is heir to.” The operatives 
of Cornwall. England, consider ripe 
apples nearly as nourishing as bread, 
and far more so than potatoes. In the 
year 1801—which was a year of much 
scarcity—apples, instead of being con­
verted into cider,were sold to the poor, 
and the laborers asserted that they 
could “stand their work” on baked 
apples without meat; whereas a potato 
diet required either meat or some 
other substantial nutriment. The 
French and Germans use apples ex ten 
sively; so do the inhabitants of all 
European nations. The laborers de­
pend upon them as an article of food, 
and frequently make a dinner of sliced 
apples and bread. There is no fruit 
cooked in as many different ways in 
our country as apples, nor is there any 
fruit whose value, as an article of nu­
triment, is as great and so little appre­
ciated.— Water Cun Journal.
