SCHOOL EXAMINATIONS.

A thoroughly efficient school in a
community is a valuable institution:
it can scarcely be too highly prized, too
munificently dustained. by.pecuniary
aid, or too_ heartily patronized by all
olagses, 'Fhe first and most important

..requisite in the successful working. of
 school is § competent teacher. What
we mean by competency in. a sdhool
master is not' merely high scholastic at-
tainments ; but superadded to these,
is adaptibility for the work ingwhich he
is engaged. Unless he has'a tasté and
a love for teaching, the duties of his
vooation will be irksome, and he  will
think more of his salary than of the pro.
ficiency of his pupils. If his heart is
not in his work, he will not succeed as
a useful teacher.

Moreover, a teacher should be a man
of the most rigid morality. In his ha.
bits and eyery-day conduct he should
be as circumspect and exemplary as a
clergyman. He shauld avoid social fra-
ternity or personal intimacy with peo-
ple of tarnished virtue or dissolute ha-
bits. " A-teacher who spends an eyen-
ing in a drinking saloon, where profane
and obscene utterances (—the usual
and necessary concomitants of such a
Place of resort—) prevail, is not fit ta
take charge of a school the next day.
In the schoolhouse the morals as well
as the intellectual faculties are being
moulded, and its atmosphere should
be uncontaminated by evil influences,
Neither diplomatic credentials (no mat-
ter from what source they come) nor
the most unexzceptional erudition can
qualify a teacher if personal moral pu:
rity be lacking. 'An immoral school-
master is ignored by the law, and it
should be the duty of educational of-

more advanoed branches in education,
pamely, English" G rammar, Geography,
Geometry and Algreba—to which may
be added, Elocution. The classes went
through the ordeal of a most searching
and exhaustive examination. “The most
diflicult and intricate questions were
promptly answered in such & way as to
show that the pupils had gone through
the process of a thorough  training. It
was apparent that they did not prate
like parrots from memory in replying to
interrogatories, but t hey spoke in‘such
4 manner as to convinoce spectators that
they understood what they were saying,
and that they had a clear intellpctial
apprehension of the facts and principles
in which they had been instructed by
their teacher. Np one who has an in.
terest in the great work ‘of education,
could witness such a satisfactory ex-
amination without coming to the con-
clusion that efficienoy in teaching is
necessarily succeeded by corresponding
results. An abundant harvest is the
best proofof the farmer's skill in gul-
ture, as well as of continuous toil. In
nothing is relation between cause and
effect more traceable than is the ability
and diligence of a teacher in the profi-
ciency of his pupils,  In fact, progress
in learning is the only legitimate crite-
rion of a schoolmaster’s merits in his
voeation; and judged by this test, both
tcachers, to whom we have referred,
have fairly won the approbation of this
community.

It is to be regretted that so few of
the pupils’ parents were present at
these examinations. Most of the spec-
tators were women, and it cannot be
doubted that their appreciation of what
they heard and saw though more ex-
pressed in approving smiles, than in
words, was as gratifying to the teachers
as the loudest laudations of the sterner

satisfac-

Shé ‘smelled at everys
thing which she cpuld bring within the
range of the sense ; and she came to poi-
ceive odonrs utterly insensible to other
persons. When she met a person whom
she had met before she instantly recogniz-
ed him by the smell of his hand or glove.
If it were & stranger she smelled his hand
and the impression was so strong that she
could recognize him long after by again
smelling his hand, or even his glove, if
just taken off, She knew all her acquain-
tances by the odour of their hands. She
was employed in sorting clothes of the
pupils after they had come from the wash,
and could distingnished those  of each
friend. If half & dozen strangers should
throw each one his glove into a hat, and
they were shaken up, she would take one
glove, smell it, and then smell the hand of
each person, and unerringly assign each
glove to its owner. If among the visitors
there was a brother and sister, she counld
piek out the gloves by a similarity of smell
but could not distinguish the one from the
other.

Commissioners of Eoodu and Forests, just
issued. In.the mouth of the Humber, it
there was in the time “of Charles
11, & small agglomeration of alluvial soil
known as Sunk Island, and which in the
reign of that King was granted on lessee
incurring the risk of reclaiming and em-
banking it.  What the extent of -the land
thus won from the estuary was is not stated
but about 130 years ago S8unk Jsignd gom-
prised 1,650 acres of cultivated land, with
ra-small colony of farm servants and o cha-
pel upon it. At;the beginning of the pre-
sent'century the island came into posses-
sion of the Crown, which granted new
leases on donditions , that at lcast 2,700
actes of the alluyvial deposits that had ac-
cumulated around the original embank-
ments should be reclaimed, and the lessee
not only added this extent of land to that
which ‘had ‘been' ‘previously sccured, but
went far beyond his stipulated limit, Sub-
sequently the Crown granted another lcase
of this growing little empire, probably .on
similar conditions, and when, in 1854, the
whole property came to be surveyed it was
found that a total extent of 6,605 acres of
land was under cultivation, and this being
let on lense to tenants holding directly
from the Crown, realized a total of £12,-
141 a year. Houses and farm buildings
have been erected, roads have been made,
drainage rendered effective, and when, in
1875, leases once more fell in, the estate
was re-let in 14 farms, which, with some
smaller holdings, yielded an annual rental
of upwards of £13,460. Sunk JIsland has
now a considerable population, with a school
and a church recently erected at a cost of
£3,300, another £3,000 being now in
course of employment in the building of a
parsonage, the living in connection with
which has been duly enduwed. Sunk
Island has plenty of room to grow yet, and
may bye and by feel itself of sufficicnt im-
portance to be able to refer to Great Bri-

pupils or not.

But suppose the parents do all they
can to encourage and uphold the hands
of the teacher—that the attendance of

“the pupils is regular — that suitable
books and maps are amply furnished ;
and yet the teacher has troubles and
difficulties to contend with, of which
most people are little awara. The stu-
pidity, indifference, indoeility, sullen-
ness and refractoriness of the children
are thorns in the pathway of his duty,
and are constant causes of irritation.
But tact, firmness and good natured
perseverance, to a great extent, over-
come these causes of vexation and dis-
couragement. Give an efficient teach-

- er time, however, and he will succeed
in stimulating the stupid, in waking an
interest in the indifferent,in transform-
ing dullness into docility, in improving
the temper of the sullen, and in taming
the refractory.

The foregoing remarks have been
evoked by the examination of the two
schools of this town. Although they
are both kept under one roof, they are,
nevertheless, separate schools. ‘' The
higher grade is under the tutorship of
Mr. Saunders, and the lower under that
of Miss Longley. The latter was held
first. Most of the pupils were svery
young juveniles : many of them just
without the yerge of infancy ; and ‘yet
some of the five year old younglings
had made marvellons proficiency in
spelling and reading. The classes ap-
peared to be judiciously arranged, and
under admirable discipline. Miss Long-
ley’s school, in the strictest sense, is a
primary school, in which one does not
expect to find anything taught, except
in the merest elementary branches ;
but in addition to reading and spelling,
some of the olasses had acquired no
scanty amount of knowledge in gram-
mar and geography. The teacher must
have been indefatigably industrous and
painstaking in her efforts fo expand
the immature developement of juven-
ile intelleet. The pupils in all the
classes appeared to be under a system
of thorough instruction, so far as cir-
pumstances would allow. The Section,
we think, was fortunate in obtaining
Miss Longley's services; and the con-
dition of the school justifies us in say-

| indignant at the conduct ot the Bulgarians. |
i It was expected that after the Russians|
I had crossed the Danube they would Lave
{ been able to organize a Bulgarian army,
| the cadres of which had already been pre-
{pared in Bessarabia, This project has |
| proved quite impracticable. A levy of 20-|
{ V00 Bulgarians was ordered some time ago,
| but hitherto it has not been found possible
| to collect more than 1,000 recruits in the
{country, for the able-bodied Bulgarians
| bave all fled to the districts occupied by
{the Tnrks. The collection of ~taxes. from
the Bulgarians has proved almost equally
difficult ; it is scarcely possible for the
Russian authorities to obtain payment of
taxes from a Bulgarian except by seizing
his goods. But what most disgusts the
Russians with the conduct of the Bulgar-
ians is that these people take every oppor-
tunity of serving the Turkish generals.
They are constantly betraying their ¢¢lib-
erators,” and the Russians ascribe many of
their reverses to the treachery of Bulgar-
ian informers. The Czar is said to have
exclaimed, on hearing of several instances
of Bulgarian faithlessness “ These men
are without feeling or conscience, and do
not deserve that we should shed our blood
for them.”

WHAT EGYPT IS WORTH -TO ENG-
LAND. :

If Russia, after the war, can obtain pos-
session of Armenia, or Bulgaria, or Rou-
melia, or Constantinople itsclf, and deems
it for her interest to do so, she will most
assuredly not be restrained by any lack of
a precedent for annexation after conquest.
There is not a great power in existence in
whose annals she could not find ample
justification, if she required it and assured-
ly no reasonable exception could be taken
to her appropriation of the fruits of victory
by the power which holds Gibraltar, Malta
and India. Moreover, there is absolutely
no reason why the occupation of Egypt
should not be undertaken with the sanction
and consent of Turkey herself. The Turks,
to do them justice, carv little or nothing
about moral force or international prece-
dents. What they want is material aid,
and short of armed assistance, which we
are not prepared to give, the service they
would most value wounld be pecuniary as-
sistance, At the present crisis money is
the most urgent need of Turkey, and there
is ground to think that the Porte would

THE TRADE IN FALSE EYES.

Prom the N. Y. Sun.]

Between 8,000 and 10,000 eyes are sold
annually in the United States, An eye-
maker gives one in 125 as the population
of one-eyed people. Computing the popu-
lation of the country at 42,000,000, this
rate gives 336,000 as the nimber of per-
sons with only one eye in the Republic.
Consequently, while 10,000 people supply
their optical deficiency with an artificial
eye, 226,000 go without. In proportion to
the population, the eye-maker said, there
are more one-eyed people in Patterson,
New Jersey, than any other town in this
orany other countrry. All towns that have
many founderies and factories, and whose
air is impregnated with soot and smoke,
count their one-eyed igphabitants by the
score ; but Paterson is ahead of the rest.
TPhe eye-maker knew of the three proprie-
tors of a single foundry there, each losing
an eye. Pittsburg come next. In this
city one-eyed folks abound in the neighbor-
hood of manufacturing establishments.
Once he had four patients from near & foun-
dry in West Eleventh street alone. Not
only the foul atmosphere destroys the
sight, but flying picces of nretgl burn out
the eyes of the workmen. An importér
who sells 1,500 eyes annually sends one-
thiyd to Canada ; Chicago takes 300, and
Cincinnati more than St. Louis. New Or-
leans, Nashville, and other towns westand
goyth buy the remainder. The eolor for
eyes mostly in demand is what is known
as ¢ Irish blue,” a peculiarly light azure
that predominates in Ireland. The average
cost of an eye is tendollars.

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SEA-DUST,
S

People lgpighed at the man who said
that the fish he had_bopked ‘‘kicked up
such n dust in the water.” Perhaps they
will laugh at the heading to this article ;
but there will gtill be ¢ sea-dust,” never-
theless. We haye heard of water-spouts,
of showers of fish, of salt rain, and many
other curiogities which present themselyes
in the atmosphere, but to assert that there
is such a thing as sea-dust is to transcend
all reasongble bounds. The evidence,
however,in favor of its existence is ex.
ceedingly powerful—indisputable, in fact
—and this is the story told by eye-wit-
nesses. They say that in certain parts of
the world potably about the Cape de Verde
Tslands, theve ave constantly met at sea,
several hundred miles away from land.
thick, yellowish-red fogs, not unlike Lon-
don fogs in November. These fogs ob-
gcure the atmosphere. and are very injur-
ious to navigation, but they have not the
balefyl odor of their London prototypes,
for do they affect the breathing in the
same way. Whilst sailing through them,
it is found that the ship, sails, and rigging
are covered with a fine, impalpable pbw-
der, which falls as dry min, and covers
the surface on which it falls sometimes to
the depth of two inches. In color, it is of
a_brick-dust hue, sometimes of a light
yellow, and' it feels between the teeth like

fine grit, such as might bé blown into the | 17

mouth on a windy 'day in March. No
place is free from its presence,its fineness
giving it power to penerate everywhere.
The sea, while the dust is falling, looks as
though it had been peppered, and is dis-
colored for some distance down. Bome-
times the dust comes in a shower, and
passes off again, The fogs are nothing
but vast quantities of the dust suspended
in the air. Itis not only in the vicinity
of theCape de Verde that this wonderful
dust is seen. In the Mediterranean, in
the northern parts of Africa, in the middle
of the Atlantic, it has been reported. It is
invariably the same in kind and appear-
ance, and examination under microscopes
has proved the identity of say Cape de
Verde sea-dust with Mediterrancan sea-
dusgt. All this is very remarkable; dust
falling in clouds, no land within some
hundreds of miles, nothing visible which
could possibly account for the curious
ph pon. Sand-spouts there are in
sandy deserts, and showers of sand taken

originally from sppts whereon the carrier od

wind has left its mark ; but here there is
no desert from which the sand can be rapt,
and the wind, so far frop being boisterous
or disposed to play whirlwind pranks, is
light and steady, blowing ships along at a
calm five knots an hour.—~The World of
Wonders.,

HOW BRITTANIA RULES THE
WAVES.

There was scarcely any one who did not
express regret when it was announced,
recently, that the steamer which was tow-
ing Cleopatra’s needle from Egypt to Lon-
don, had been obliged to abandon it off the
coast of Spain. It seems really too bad
that this monument of an ancient civiliza-
tion, which it was proposed to re-ereet in
the great business centre of the modern
world, should, after all the care that had
been taken to'insure its safe removal, be
destined to find & final resting place in
some deep ocean cave beyond the sight of
any human eye. No doubt the men who
had it in charge retused to abandon it un-
til the last moment, and the terrible cha-
yacter of the storm in which they parted
with it is well attested by the fact that six
men were lost in the rescye of the crew of
the caisson on which the monument was
floated. But mark the sequel. The shat-
tered ¢¢ Alga’” parts from her trophy and
toilsomely makes her Ilaborious way
through the tempest to an English port.
The bad news that Cleopatra’s needle is
lost is flashed all over fhe civilized world.
But scarcely has this story been told be-
fore another message comes flashipg over
the wires.that another English steamer,
the ¢ Fitzmaurice,’ has picked up the
drifting obelisk and is bringing it into
port. Nothidg could more thoroughly
illustrate the rule of Britiap on the. waves
than this incident. The steamships of
England cover the seas so completely that
scarcely a lost boat can escape their vigi-
lance much less such s distinguished waif
as this Egyptian stranger. One British
vessel abandons her prige in the hurricane
and the whole world ‘mourns over a lost
monument of ancient art; but the tempest
snbsides, another British stcamer heaves
in sight, the strange looking caisson is
unhesitatingly takenin tow and is well on
its way to the coast of England before its
loss is even announced. And so when
they erect Cleopatra’s needle in the midst
of that modern Babel, London, and hail it
as & monument of the past age, it will
stand also as a monument of the British
enterprise and skill which formed and
executed the design of bringing it so far
and likewise as an imperishable memorial
of that other great fact that ¢ Brittania
rples the waves.”—sSt. Jokn Telegraph.

THE MAGNIFICENCE OF MOSCOW.

Correspondence of the Newark Advertiser.]

This is one of the richest and most beauti-
ful cities in the world. It seems especially
so as you approach it in the distance.
Standing on elevated ground,itis seen from
afar in every direction. Its numerous
towers—every church having several be-
sides the steeples—with hundreds of domes
and cupolas, either gilded or painted green
and spangled with stars, together with
many gardens and trees intermixed with
the houses, give it quite an Oriental ap-
pearance, and flll the traveller with wonder
and admiration when it first breaks upon
his view. The Riyey Moskva flows at the
base of the hill on which the Kremlin is
built. The Kremlin is a vast citadel, or
city within a city, inclosed by a wall from
twelve to sixteen feet thick, and from thir-
ty to fifty high,with many towers,embattle-
ments and’ beautiful gates. It contains
many magnificent churches, also the Great
Palace and the Little Palace. We enter
with uncovered head, as every one is re-
quired to do, from the highest official to
the lowest serf, through the Gate of the
Redeemer, over which hangs a picture of
the Saviour. I would like to tell you of
the cathedrals, and the great bell, which
weighs 10,000 pounds or 360,000 English
pounds, now standing with its broken piece
on & pedestal, placed there by the Emper-
or Nicholas ; the Romanoff Palace with its
ancient obelisk ; the crooked streets and
mixed houses, elegant Government offices
in close contact with huts and cottages ;
the tolerably wide street, three miles long,
leading from the walls of the Kremlin to
the St. Petersburg gate and thence to the
park or review ground ; also to the Treasu-
ry, the Public Museum and Library, to-
gether with modern improvements in gas
pipes, letter boxes, etc., etc.

Betty’s
presence of mind saved Mr. Cochrane
about $40,000 on his venture.

THE ENGLISH CHANNEL TUNNEL.

—

Operations connected with the sub-
marine tunnel have already been com-
menced on the other side of the Chan-
nel, several pits having been sunk to a
depth of about 110 yards. At the same-
time the French and English commit-
tees have definitely drawn up the con-
ditions of working for the route. The
property of the tunnel is to be divided
in half by the length: that is to say,
each company is to possess half of the
line, reckoning the distance from coast
to coast at low tide. Each company
will cover the expenses of its portion.
The general work of excavation will be
done, on the one hand, by the Great
Northern of France, and on the other
by the Chatham and South-Eastern
companies, the two latter having each
a direct route from London to Dover,
All the materials of the French and
English lines will pass through the
tunnel in order to prevent unnecessary
expenses and delay of transhipment, as
in England and in France railway com-
panies use each other’s line, and goods
can pass from one line to another with-
out changing vans. It is understood
that an arrangement will be establish-
ed for a similiar exchange of lines be-
tween all the English and continental
railway companies when the tunnel is
completed. The tunnel will belong to
its founders. At th2 expiration of
thirty years the government will be
able to take possession of the tunnel
upon certain conditions.— Mining Jour-
nal.

GORNY STUDEN.

From the frequency with which
Gorny Studen is referred to in our war
despatches it may be interesting to our
readers to know something of the
place. Here is what the correspondent
of the London “ Times'’ says of it :

¢ “1tis a wretched village of a few
hundred people, the Turkish quarters
being on one hill, and the Bulgarian on
the opposite height. The former is
deserted by its proprietors, and the
houses have been unroofed by the
soldiers to get at the wooden rafters,
fuel being scarce in northern Bulgaria.
The only building remaining in this
part of the village is occupied by the
Emperor of all the Russias. It is built
of unburned clay bricks, and its low
roof is covered with rough tiles. Here
in this hovel the Autocrat passes his
days and nights, anxiously awaiting
news from his various armies in the
field. There is no pomp surrounding
this humble imperial residence; two
Circassians of the Guard with drawn
sabres were, when I first saw it,all that
stood between the Czar and the outside
world. A short distancé from the
house is a large tent, where the Em-
peror dines at six with hi§ staff and
invited guests. On the opposite side
of the little street or road is the tent
of General Ignatieff.”’

APPLES.

With us the use of the apple, as an
article of food, is far underrated. Be-
sides containing a large amount of su-
gar, mucilage and other nutritive mat-
ter, apples contain vegetable acids,
aromatic qualities, etc., which act pow-
erfully in the capacity of refrigerants,
tonics and antiseptics, and when freely
used at the season of mellow ripeness
they prevent debility, indigestion, and
avert, without doubt, many of the “ills
that flesh is heir to.”” The operatives
of Cornwall, England, consider ripe
apples nearly as nourishing as bread,
and far more so than potatoes. In the
year 1801—which was a year of much
scarcity—apples, instead of being con-
verted into cider,were sold to the poor,
and the laborers asserted that the
could “stand their work’” on baked
apples without meat; whereas a potato
diet required either meat or some
other substantial nutriment. The
French and Germans use apples exten-
sively; so do the inhabitants of all
European nations. “The laborers de-
pend upon them as an article of foad,
and frequently make a dinner of sliced
apples and bread. There is no fruit
cooked in as many different ways in
our country as apples, nor is there any
fruit whose value, as an article of nu-
triment, is as great and so little appre-

ciated,— Water Cyre Journal,
