— Tbe aonouuta that have come to 
band regarding tbe recent destructive 
gale in Labrador, are of tbe moat la 
mentabie character. The loaa of life is 
now set at seventy-five. The people 
of Labrador at beet eke out a very pre 
carious existence, on the shores of 
their inhospitable country. If tbe 
fishing fails, almost their whole means 
of subsistence is taken from them. 
Fur bearing animals and reindeer are 
now eo much reduced in numbers as to 
make it little profit to hunt them. 
The climate ie too severe to ripen any 
of the ordinary cereals, and about all 
that can be grown lb a few potatoes and 
garden vegetables. Tbe soil is of tbe 
most sterile description. Prof. Hinds, 
in describing the interior, in speaking 
of tbe table land», which are elevated 
some 2240 feet above tbe ocean, says of 
them that " Language fails to paint tbe 
awful desolation of tbe table lands of 
the Labrador peninsular.” Tbe wonder 
ia that tbe people of such a country 
should be willing to remain in it, after 
tbe bitter experiences they bave bad 
within the past two or three years, 
through the utter failure of the fish­
eries. In the North West territories 
they could make for themselves com­
fortable homes. They are inured to 
hardships and cold, and tbe experien­
ces I bey bave had in the hard school of 
adversity, would there prove a benefit 
to them. Tbe change in occupation 
would of course be a drawback, but 
one not so very difficult to overcome. 
If tbe government would make ar- 
rangements to bave them settled in 
the North West, at least that portion 
of tbe inhabitants which are of Euro­
pean descent, and could induce the 
people to go there, it appears to us 
that it would be au advantage on both 
aides.
past two or three seasons has bad to 
supply food to keep tbe people from 
starving, whereas if they were in the 
North West they would become useful 
citizens, supporting themselves and 
doing tbeir share towards supporting 
our governmental institutions.

It seems strange to many that a second* 

rate quarrel in half a dozen insignificant 
provinces should set all Europe ablaze 
with excitement. Apparently the effect Is 
much greater than the cause.

Let us look at the problem. In tbe 
"loath-eastern corner of Europe is a large 
■tied hornet’s nest. Roumanie, Bulgaria, 
Albania, Greece, with the Sultan of Con­
stantinople—these are the hornets which 
have stung the great Powers into madness 
many a time, and are so likely at any 
moment to do it again that tbe Powers 
are in a chronic state of nervous petu­
lance .

The Russian Empress Catherine II., in 
1774 wrung from the conquered Turk 
concession which lies at the root of the 
whole difficulty. Porte—that is the gov* 
eminent of Turkey—was compelled to 
allow the members of the Greek Church 
perfect religious freedom, and the Emperor 
Nicholas, grand-father of the present Csar 
claimed that this meant the right of Bus-* 
eia to protect all members of the Greek 
Church, which is the National church of 
Russia, in any place over which Turkey 
held the euseramty.

As a very large population of the pro* 
vinces above named belong to the Greek 
Church, Russia exercises a surveillance 
ot r tbe whole of the European part of the 
T.rkieh Empire. Russian spies and emie 
scries or ministers or agents are to be found 
everywhere, and they are working for Bus 
sian interests, both openly and secretly. 
The Emperor wants Constantinople. Con­
stantinople is the birth-place of the Greek 
Church. It is to the East what Rome is to 
the West. Besides the immense commer­
cial and military value of the city, the 
people ot Russia reverence the spot and 
have a profound hatred for tbe Moslem 
power which holds it. It is tbe dream ot 
Russia to command the Bosphorus, and her 
religious zeal or fanaticism many someday 
make the dream a reality.

It is tor the interest of Russia to foment 
quarrels among these provinces, to badger, 
compromise, perplex the Sultan, because at 
the right moment she may step In as a 
peacemaker and so gain a larger con­
trol.

The chronic grumblers on the Maritime 

Exchange, who have had nothing to talk 
about except hard times lor nobody can 
tell how many year», have had to drop the 
topic for two day» pa»t In order to recall 
with animation tbe day» when clipper 
•hip» were built and times were good and 
each ship that came out had to beat tbs 
record or take reduced freight». Tbe 
cause of all thla change was due to Ihe ar­
rival of four veiaela *t this port that had 
crossed the Atlantic In remarkable time, 
one of them having eclipsed all former re­
cords from the port from which «he sailed. 
Two of these ships were big Maine clip­
pers on their first round voyages in the 
San Francisco trade, and two were built in 
Nova Scotia.

At noon on Oct. 10 the ship Albert G. 
Ropes, Capt. David H. Rivers, hauled out 
of the dock at Liverpool, having 1,600 tons 
of salt on board. She was in tow for eight 
hours, and then made all sail with a fresh 
wind in the north-northesst. One hour 
after tbe Ropes bad left the dock the Com­
modore T. H. Allen, Capt Robert Merrl- 
man, carrying a like cargo, followed her, 
and began making sail at about the 
time. Both ships measure over a ,200 tons, 
both have masts so tall that a landsman 
gets dixay looking at the tops of them, and 
both spread nearly two acres of canvas 
In such a wind as was whistling over their 
decks on the evening of Oct. 10.

There were only two dirty Liverpool togs 
to see the send-off, but there has not been 
such a race in twenty years as was then 
begun. The two ships lost sight of each 
other during tbe night, but each Captain 
know that the other was not far away and 
each one watched the trim of his canvas 
and the course by the compass in a way 
that would prevent the loss of an inch of 
vantage. For forty-eight hours neither 
saw the other, but at ihe end of that time 
Capt. Rivers saw the ekysalls of tbe Allen 
looming above the horisen astern, 
wind was light and in the east, and the 
Allen continued to loom up. The men on 
tbe Allen recognized their opponent ahead 
but with such light airs the race was aggra­
vating. The Allen crawled up a bit that 
day, which was Monday, and for two days 
the two ships watched each other, having 
the whole ocean to themselves.

haystack. Why should Bulgaria have 
Eastern Roumelia and Servie have noth* 
log? There was land on tbe south of Ser­
vi» which bad been wrenched from her by 
tbe Turk, and now was the time to get it 
back. Bulgaria herself wag in possession 
of a few hundred square miles of land stol­
en from Servie, and now was the time to 
compel her to give it up. The Servian 
troops crossed the frontier, and rather than 
fight, the Bulgarians made a compromise 
and concession. Then Greece, too, flew to 
arms, and declared that Turkey had rob­
bed her of a part of the old Greek family 
estate, and that it must be returned or 
there would be trouble. She ground \her 
sword and started tor tbe frontier.

Tbe Albanians are quiet just now, hot 
if Turkey takes the field they will not re­
main quiet. They, too, have wrongs to be 
redressed. And as for tbe Montenegrins, 
amid their rocky fastnesses, they have 
been despoiled, oppressed and maltreated 
by the Turks for centuries, and at the 
right moment they will know bow and 
where to hit.

In every one of these provinces there is 
bitter memory of tbe immeasurable crimes 
and iniquity of Turkey in the past. The 
people are on the alert for an opportunity 
to revenge them. When tbe clock strikes 
the hour they will unsheath their swords 
every one ol them will have a very hard 
reckoning with his brave and reckless ene­
mies. Whether the clock will strike that 
hour soon cannot yet be forefooted ; but 
when it does strike there will be blood on 
the ground. That is the situation.

It'will never do for the great Powers to 
a warrant allow Russia to have her own way. It 

would give her too much Influence in 
Doc- Europe. So Austria meets Russia at Krem- 
man nier and Alexandria and Jusef have a con- 

. ference, but what they agreed upon can be 
found out only through what happens.

London, Nov. 7.—The trial of the de 
fendants In the Armstrong abduction case 
was resumed at tbe central criminal court 
to-day before justice Lopes. Tbe judge, 
in hie charge to the jury, urged that they 
bring in a verdict according to the law, 
and not to allow their personal sympa* 
thies to influence their decision. Mr.
Stead, tbe justice said, filled the Pall Mall 
Gazette with filthy, disgusting articles of 
an obscene nature, the publ cation of 
which was not connected with the pres nt 
charge. The only material quest on 
for the jury to decide was “whether the 
child Eliza Armstrong was taken away from 
her home against her father’s will.”

One reason for this is that they set in 
th^ ground deeper and are leas effect­
ed by sudden changea of temperature. 
It is owing to this fact that in some 
seasons potatoes on low ground, not 
less than on sandy or gravelly uplands, 
alternately dry and damp, which in 
temperature is équivalant to hot and 
cold. Tbe kind of rot which is most 
destructive occurs on this upland soil, 
where the best potatoes are usually 
grown, while potatoes on 
moisten soil» often escape.

Storms of rain, accompanied by fre­
quent electrical disturbances,generally 
precede blight in potatoes, and also in 
pears and quinces.
