Stir the Sail.—It is an excellent plan
to stir the =oil in each pot at least
once a week; this prevents its crusting
over and roots up all weeds that may
attempt to get a foothold and, most
important of all, it allows air to get
ta the roots of the plant in such quan-
tities that the soil is kept sweet.

When Fertilizers Are - Used.—
applying any liquid fertilizers, it is al-
ways advisable to water young
plante. The moisture in the soil en-
ables it to take up and assimilate the
plant hm[ and conduct it to the feed-
inr roots, as cannot when dry. If the
fertilizers are given in dry form, dig

them well into the soil about the
coots of the plants. = Some kinds are

| before they are three months old, and,
in nearly every instance, death is the
direct result of lack of sufficient moi

ture at the roots. Give a hangimx
plant all the water it requires and

ble below it.

1 have a plan for watering this class
of plants which 1 have frequently de-
scribed, but its benefits are obvious
that I will make mention of it here.
Take a tin can or ('lelk,_)“(xl(ling at
Jeast a pint, and make a few holes in
the bottom of it, fill with water and
place it on the soil of the pot. Watch
the result carefully. If the holes are
too small or too few, not enough wa-
ter will escape to keep the soil pro-
perly moist; if too large or too many
yvou will find the soil is made wetter
than it needs be.
