istering to our people i greater numbers,
and also at a greater number of points.
t{ow absolutcly necessary is it, therefore,
that the Bishop should have at his hand
at an carly date the proceeds of the
Bishop Sulhvan Mssion  Sustentation
Fund to finance work which is losing
support by reason of the withdrawal of
the grants from the S.P.G. and to enable
him to occupy new posts as occasion shall
arise.

The Conference at Sundridge.

SUCCESSFU!L, “HUIGHTFUL, PROFITABLE.

The eastern portion of this missionary
diocese extends from Gravenhurst, the
first station on the Grand Trunk Railway
north of the boundary line between the
Diocese of Turonto and this diocese, to
the town of Sudbury, the most westerly
point in the District of Nipissing and the
centre of what is as yet but an infant
mining country. It was the clergy and
laymen who live and work in this portion
of the diocese who, at the Bishop’s re-
quest, met in the village of Sundridge on
the 15th and 17th days of May last.

The weather vouchsafed was all that
could be desired. On the evening of Mon-
day, the 15th of May, the visitors began
to arnve at Sundndge, and continued to
amve from north and south during the
night and hours of early morning, in all
cases met by representauves of the con-
gregation of the Church of St. Paul, Sun-
dridge, who had made every prowision
possible for the hosputable entertainment
of their fellow-Churchmen.

The dutes of the first day (and of the
second too) commenced with a celebration
of the Sacrament of Holy Communion at
7.30 a.m,, the Bishop being celebrant,
assisted by Rev. J. Boydell and W.
Evans.

After breakfast we again assembled in

church for Morming Prayer, in which part
was taken by Revs. A. R. Mitcheli, W,
H. French, J. Pardoe and (. Gander.
I'ne service commenced at 9.30 a.m., and
ended 1n about half an hour.

It was fully a quarter past ten o'clock
when the Conference assembled for bust
ness in the Urange Hall, a butlding situate
more nearly 1 the centre of the
village than 1s the church edifice. There
were present :

After the opening prayers the Bishop
in a few words welcomed all present to
the Conference and expressed hic san-
guine hope that the brotherly counsel and
re-unton would be producuive of much
good to the Church locally and in the
diocese a: well as to the individual mem-
bers present.

At this stage Mr, John Edgar, church-
warden, craved permission to read the
address following :

To ous dear Bishop, the Clergy and Laity of the
Eastern portion of the Diocese of Al-
goma :

We, the churchwardens, on behalf of the con-
pregation of St. Paul’s Church, Sundridge, do
extend to you a most cordial welcome. \We
welcome you, §rst, because you are met here in
the name of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ ;
sccandly, because you are assembled here in the
name of the Church, and we pray that your work
and labours here in behalf of the Church will be
s0 blessed by Christ, its lHead, that they will
bring forth much fruit to the honour of Iis
Name. e ieel sure that all the congregations
represented, especially the local one, will be
greatly benefited by it.

We esteem it a great honour to the Church in
Sundridge to have withus such a gathering of the
representative men of this patt of the diocese,
and we hope that you will make yourselves at
home as much as you can during your stay, \Ve
are sorry that we could not extend to you all the
hospitality of our homes, because of the small-
ness of our congregation, but we assure you that
every one in connection with St. Paul’s Church
has 1esponded nobly to the appeal made 10 them.

Again we wish you God’s Llessing, not only on
your labours here, but in connection with your
waork in the diocese, or whereever you may be
called on to minister and work for onr Lord and
Master.

T'he first paper had for its subject ;

THL DUIY OF THE CHURCH IN AlLOMA
TOWARDS HER GWN MISSIONARY WORK.

It was written by the Archrdeacon of
Algoma, who was, to our general regret,
unable to be present by reason of ill-
health, It was read, at the writer’s re-
quest, by Rev. W, H. French.

Clearly it is beyond our power to give
space to all the papers read, and uite as
clearly is it forced upon us that it would
be unwise, it might be said unfar, to dis-
criminate.  Therefore at the risk of
neglecting here and there an important
pomt, and trusting to the good-will of the
writers, we announce the ntention of
presenting a very brief epitome 1n each
case.

An introductory reference to the im-
postance of the subject was followed by
the reiteration ¢ f the truth that the clergy
and laity, oot on¢ without the other, to-
gether compose the Church in our m.dst.
‘The Church was pictured as coming to
this new country like a settler who comes
into it with little silver or gold, but with a
stout heart and strong will to carve out
home for himself. Passing from a brief
geueral application of the divine commis-
sion to disciple all people and to baptize
them into the I'riune name, some mc-
ments were occupied in looking at the
Church’s duty to her own missionary
works in Algoma. In 1873 there were
8 missions, 6 clergy, 2 catechists, 8 church
buildings. There was neither see house
nor a parsonage. The year 1873 was
that in which this jurisdiction was stt
apart as a missionary diocese—the child
of the Canadian Church, as it was called.
Now if we have not a ' magnificent ” we
have *a signficant result to present™:
36 missions, with no fewer than 120 sta-
tions, 72 church buildings, 7 chuich
halls, 27 parsonages, a see house for our
Bishop, and the greatly improved and
mmportant work for Indian children at the
Shingwauk Homes. It is not so easy to
mark spiritual resulte, yet the Archdeacon,
now the oldest worker in the d:iocese,
szys there is much that should cause the
missionary and Church folk generally to
take courage and to be most grateful for.
Then leaving the past the paper says:
“What about the future?” The first
duty is to consclidate—make strong, per-
manent—the work already done. To do
this will need careful, methodical, pas-
toral work in the homes ot the people,
the wise use s ali helps to our hand, the
employment of every one, if possible, in
some branch of Church work. The duty
of systematic giving for the maintenance
of the Chuich was pointed out, while a
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word or two was sud abuut aggressive
work—which scemed to refer only to ex
tens.on of work beyond assigned limits.
Attention was directed to the fact that
some parts of the diocese the farms were
beng abandoned four fields “ far away and
green.”  Changes thus wrought n the
conditions of mussions may necessitate a
change 1n our methods of work, and cen-
wrabization was advocated by a scheme
which may be spoken of as community
hte modified by rural and backwoods
conditions. Qur missionary work must
be mantained.

Short speeches discussing the subject
matter of the Archdeacon’s paper were

made by Revs, W. H. French, W. A. J.
Burt, Boydell, Allman, Cobb, Hazlchurst,
Muchell, and Pardoe. In summing up
the Dishop emphasized the importance
of the subject in view of a gradually de-
creasing income from the S.P.G., and
urged that every effort be put forth to
teach our people that it was a duty and
privilege to give. He would not condemn
ail who did not give a tenth of their in-
come, nor would he say, like a friend of
his, *If you can’t give a tenth, why,
give a filth,” but wished 10 impress
upon all the duty of giving systema-
tically. of offering a f{air proportion of
our means as an act of worship. We
should inculcate a spirit of sturdy in-

dependence, It was a fact sad to con
template that some scttlements, more
especially those which had arisen and
been kept alive by the timber industry,
were dying. It was not improbable that
he would be compelled to minister to
such by means ot a travelling missionary.
The clergy could not be too careful in
keeping a record and tabulating all their
work,

shortly after noon the meeting adjourn-
ed to re-assemble at 2 p.m.

\When the Conference again met it was
to hear first Rev. G. Gillmor's paper in-
troducing for discussion .

THE IRAVER BOOK A MISSIONARY
AGENCY.

Disclaiming any attempt to do more
with such a large subject than to deal
with it in a cursory manner, the wnter
glancing at the world at large beholds
“the Anglican Church the purest and
truest branch of the Holy Catholic Apos-
tolic Church, sending forth her mussion-
anies into all the dark places and to all
heathen nations. In going forth, these
missionaries take with them two books of
first importance and vital necessity—the
Bible and the Prayer Book.” The effi-
cacy of the Prayer Book as a missionary
ageacy may be shown in the matter of
its translation into other languages and

dialects.  Whereas the Bible has been
translated into 28¢ languages  ** the
Prayer Book can reckor ' round num
bers 100 languages 1 Yurope, 1%, in
Asi, 31, A0 Adnca, 320 o0 North Amer
ica, 14, in South America, 5 It has
been well said by the Dean of Norwich

*‘T'he formation of a Church involves,
amongst other arrangements, the adoption
of our Liturgy, with its sober and sanc
tified supplications, its songs of praise
from the hoary Gloris Patri to the thril
hng rapture of the Glorea in Excelsts,
its hallowed order, movement and prog-
ress, its attinity with the mellowed glory
of the East and with the masculine re

straint of the West.” The ancient origin
of the Prayer Book was mentioned, and
1its sources {some fourteen centuries back
at least) enumerated Then rapidly pas-
sing over the translations used 1n our own
country, Me. Gillmor brought us up in
our own diocese and from the experience
from foreign ficlds that the Prayer Book
15 an absolute necessity, entailing and
well worth the labour of translating into
languages—the hardest, strangest, click-
ing, guttural, many toned —hammered in
the assertion that we need it as much—
nay, more—sitaated as we are in the
midst ot contending sects. The Pray-
er Book is a source of power and
authority ; a bond of unity for indwiduals,
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families, congregations, asourecof strength
in face of assault, a prechess poas
session , a spurtual jewel 1 our mdsy 1o
centuries.  The supply of Prayer Baoks
should be ten-fold, and cvery mnsion
priest should be constant 10 instruction
therein, It should not be forgotten that
to many who live in the wild, backward
places the words of the Prayer Bouok are
the words of their hearts associated in
their memories with scenes and faces and
voices passed away.

The subject now before the house was
cvidently one in which all were extremely
intcrested, though few spoke. Rev Messrs
Piercy, French, Iivans and Johnston cach
said a few words, 1 which were expressed.
(1) Theidea that ourpeople, however poor,
should be encouraged to possess their
own Prayer Books, and to use them n
church and at home; (2) the dithiculty of
obtaining the needed bLooks n almost
every part of the diocese—the cost and
sometimes the dissatisfaction attending
the purchases made in Toronto; (3) the
fact that the S.P.C.K. pubhshed some
excellent editions for general use at a
small price, and also hat there existed a
society in Toronto wihich would make
grants to needy panshes; (4) that sys-
tematic instruction, repeated agawn and
again, was necessary to the intelligent
worship and growth of members of the
Church.

We feel sure the diecese 1s the loser by
our inability to fuily give the Bishop's
thoughtful ssmming up in this instance.
After cemplimenting Mr. Gillmor on s
paper the Bishop asserted that it was
more than desirable that the Book of
Common Prayer should achieve the
widest circulation. Clergymen should try
1o procure a little money and keep a
small stock by them, replemshing from
ume to ume. To clergymen, too, he
addressed himself when he added that
too great care cuuld not be taken n
teaching the Prayer Book as a whole.

On the suggesuon of Rev. W, H.
French, the Bishop appointed a commnut-
tee to consider the matter of the supply-
ing of Books of Common Prayer in the
diocese. The committee was composed
of the Bishop, Rev. W, H. French, Rev.
C. Pierey, Mr. Joscph Edgar.

*HOW TO IMPKOVE OUK SERVICE "

was the title of the paper read by Rev,
W. A. ]. Bunt, of North Bay. Interpict
ing * service” as refernng to those com-
mon and recular v Suwda,: 2ad Holy
Lays, ne apprehended that he wouid
not be expected to sprak of the revisivn
of our offices, but rather to throw out
hints and suggestions caiculated to make
Matins, Evensong, Litany and Holy Cum
munion more insttuctne, interesting and
edifying.  Inso doing he was bound to
keep m hine with rubne and Cathulic
custom, though there must be a centain
amount of hberty to adapt vut scrvices tu
the altered circumstaoces of a new coun
try, provided, of course, that our services
do not become entertainments, nor our

. taces of worship changed into auditoria,

With the purpose of provoking discussion
Mr Burt then mentioned a few things
that he thought would add interest to the
services. The first and most impnriant
aud 15 the preparatton beforehand of
prest and people— (1) the spirtual and
mental, Le, the enternal and (2) the ex-
Lernal " Such preparation is necessary
for priest and people in order that the
worship be true and laudable and not
marred by want of precision or by hesi-
tancy. In the neat place it is necessary
to impress on all the fact that with the
exception of the lesson and the absolu-
tion, “the service 1s to be sard, not read.
If we once realize that the service is to
be s 1 we shall the more readily fall into
the tone of worship (as I am pleased to
term it). How flat our services are in
some churches where both minister and
people read, in measured style, and every
one at his own pgait, the prayers and
psalms.” A very rapid mode of render-
ing service was mentioned as irreverent.
Proceeding to things added to the Prayer
Book services and by customn rendered
admissible; ithe first place was given to
“hymns.”  Such should “be only those
that breathe forth the Catholic teaching
of the Church of Christ” and suitable to
the season. Tunes should be, as a rule,
familiar.  He would have but one hymn-
book 1n a diocese. ** Voluntaries ” (how
many places such are unknown ') should
be devotional in character,  “ Anthems”
were descnibed as of twokinds : Rubrical,
s.¢., after the thard Collect ; speaial, those
sanctioned by custom to be sung at the
collection of the alms.  Mr. Burt was not
in favour of anthems, save for special
services—on the great festivals or on
local festivals. Advertising such  was
deprecated.  ** Lectures™ on the occas-
jonal uftices or on any portion of the
Prayer Book might sometimes take the
place of the Sunday evening sermon
where there are two services in the same
church onune day. Young people especi-
ally might thus be taught the Church’s
doctrines and be induced to come for-
ward for confirmation. A *‘ Question
Box ” was thought a desirable thing. In
it questions could be deposited to be
answered on certain Sunday evenings
after the sermon.  In this way much in-
formation could be given, many knotty
points and lindle things exrlained. The
advertising of the church’s services in a
proper way was advocated by notices in
hotels, railway stations, etc., and by the
judicious use of the local press. All
teroutation to attract in the ways that
Lireus Ul Loucert auwialls patronage was to
be deplored. Other helps mentioned
were aellheated church  buildings in
winter and well-ventilated ones in sam
mer, besides attentive  caretakers and
courteuus attention to strangers.

A larger number of gentlemen were
drawn out by Mr. Burt’s paper than by
thuse read previously.  But the speeches
were short and overlapped not a little,
the same thing being repeated several
times. Nearly all had a condemnation

of “gabhlmg” the service, while some
found a dufizulty in saying the services in
a monotone. Attention was directed to
the want of warmth, not to say coldness,
exhibited by Church people in their lack ot
attention to strangers in our churches, and
all agreed that where such a disposition ex-
isted every effort should be made to over-
conie 1t.  Speakers gave us the benefit of
personal experience, and as a whole
fought shy of the ‘* Question Box.” Those
who took part in the discussion were Rev.
Messrs. Gillimor, Evans, Pardoe, Hazle-
hurst, Allman, Burt and Buckland, and
Mer. W. A, Kelsey.

The Bishop’s summary upon this sub.
ject endorsed Mr. Burt’s statements con-
cermng the necessity of preparation by
private prayer for common prayer. He
also zmphasized the rubrical direction
1o “say” the service, pointing out that
it must be so *“said” that all may take
part.  While much had been said in
condemnation of saying the service
too rapidly, it was strange that no
one had referred to the opposite fault—
arawling—certainly a fault to be equally
avoided. The musical part of the
Church’s service should generally be of
such a character that all could take part
therein, The hymans should be suitable
and carelully chosen by the clergyman.
In answer to a question, the Bishop said
the clergyman, being responsible, must
have the right to decide what hymns
should be used at any service in church,
Too much importance could scarcely be
piaced upon the value of a clergyman
u~ing every opportunity for teaching the
Prayer Book to the people, but he was
not prepared to adopt the ‘‘Question
Box ” suggestion. However, he did not
wholly cast it aside. While advertising
the services of the Church care should be
taken not to do so in a manner that was
popular at the cost of reverence. At the
same time the frequent bringing to notice
in the public press of the Church and the
Church’s work was not only commend-
able, but deserving of more attention than
was generally given to it.

Rev. A. J. Cobb, of Powassan, intro-
duced the next subject :

HOW TO IMPROVE OUR SUNDAY SCHOULS,

in a paper that discussed at length the
quakhifications of teachers and the abilities
and dispositions of pupils. The method
of St. Sulpice was mentioned, too, but as
most difficult of application to our condi-
tions of work. It needs scarcely to be
said that Mr. Cobb warmly urged that the
greatest care and persistent effort should
be applied to instruction of children in
the Church Catechism. Union Sunday
Schools were 10 be condemned.

The discussion {ollowing did not keep
closely to the paper but widened out into
an expression of opinion concerning the
value of means and methods of instruc-
tion known to or used by the speakers.
The leaflets were criticized , some were
well satisfied to use them, though three
out of five speakers commended the St.
Paul’s Manuals as contamning the most
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satisfactory method of teaching tlLe
Christian faith. It was impos<ible in some
places to find teachers at all, while a test
of competency would be a bar n other
directions. The teachers needed to be
taught. In the midst of such difficulues,
however, care should be taken that none
out of sympathy with the Church should
have any part in teaching the children of
the Church. Every speaker had a word
to say n opposition to so-called union
Sunday Schools as unsatisfactory, to say
the least, from every point of view. Not
only was it a matter for tegret, but for
deeper feclings of sorrow, that the mus.
sionary was so seldom able to be present
at a Sunday School in s mussion. It
was a loss of which all were sensible.

The Bishop, in closing, said that much
depended upon the teacher. It was true
in no small degree that ** the method was
the man.” He was not altogether pre-
pared to go with those who would discard
the leaflet. In fact, in a measure, the
spirit of loyalty to our own inttitutions
urged the use of *“the Institute Leaflet.”
The St. Paul's Manuals were excellent pub-
Jications. He fully agreed with those who
had no sympaithy with union Sunday
Schools. The Church had provided for
the catechizing of children mn church by
the ‘curate,” It would be wise for mis-
sionaries to try to conform with the
rubric. In conclusion, the Bishop paid a
high tribute 20 Sunday School work.
Though it did not do all we would like,
yet it did much. Those who worked in
cur Sunday Schools were worthy of much
commendation.

At 6 p.m, ihe Conference adjourned.

THE EVENING SERVICE.

At 8 o'clock the Church of St. Paul,
Sundridge, was well filled, the congrega
tion containing a large representation of
local Church people and a goodly number
of the members of other Christian bodies
in the place, viz, Presbyterians, Meth
odists, and Baptists. It was not contem-
plated when the vestry was added to the
church some years ago that it would ever
be called upon to accommodate about
twenty clergy at one time, so that, when
the clergy robed for this service, they did
so with some little difficulty. A proces-
sion was formed and the clergy entered
the church by the main entrance to the
singing of the familiar hymn

Onward, Chnstian soldiers,
Marching as to war.

Chairs were provided for the clergy at
the chancel end of the church, three of
the senior clergy with the Blshop sitting
within the altar rails.

The people’s part in Evensong was
uttered with a distinctness and reverend
boldness—the voices of the clergy, of
course, predominating— that was a lesson
to Church people in a little village where
responses, though generally good, are not
sounded by every voice, and at the same
time gave a warmth to the worship which
all felt.

But the feature that will ever stand out
as the most prominent 1n connectton with
our worstup that mght was the address by
the Bishop.  Stepping to the front of the
altar, without a text as a subject fora
sermon, toe Bishop began to speak on
the subjects of the Church and the Sacra-
ments, paying most attention to the Sacra-
ment of Holy Baptism. If to be a
teacher 1s distinct from betng a preacher
then the Bishop was a teacher on whose
words the congregation waited with un-
abated interest for nearly an hour. No
attempt 1s here made to summanze the
address, though it may be said that clerc
and laymen were the better for the care-
ful and thoughtful unfolding of truths
that evening.  The cleigy leit the church
to the singing of a recessional hymn

Henry Percy Lowe— Priest.

In a missionary diocese where clergy-
men are few and widely scattered there
must grow up a fechng of brotherhood
more strong—intense—than in more poy
ulous ficlds of the Church’s ministrations.
Even when changes occur and ission-
aries scem to scatter in all directions, the
loyal worker, the strong character, leaves
behind an impress that 1s never obhter-
ated, leaves behind him friends who watch
lus careur and who feel that the interest is
reciprocal.  Such was the e of brother
hood that was shocked—it is not snapped
—when we heard the news that the Rev.
Henry Percy Lowe, rector of the Cath
edral Chiurch of the Redeemer, Calpary,
had passed from the Church Militant to
the Church Expectant. A sense of real
loss saddened us, as we frel sure it did
all his fniends.  We thought he might
hive to consecrate unusual talent m the
highest pusitions in the Canadian Church.
God has ordained otherwise. We join
with those who mourn his loss and with
themsay: “\We also bless Thy Holy
Name for all Thy servants departed this
life in ‘Thy faith and fear.”

For sume of the following facts we are
indebted tu the lengthy and appreciative
obutuary article in the Canadian Chur.h
man of June 15th  Rev. Henry Percy
Lowe was born in England in 1842 and
received has early education at Liverpool
College. While he was still young his
tamily came to Canada, his brothers
having taken up land in the district of
Muskuka, in this diocese.  His life there
invulved many hardships, and the forgo
ing of many greatlyvalued privileges,
but it proved a very useful training for one
who was afterwards to munister to people
who were somewhat similarly situated.
In QOctober, 1586, he entered Trnity
Uuiversity, where, after a distinguished
carcer, he graduated with first-class
Lonvurs in theology in 188y He was
always siocer ly attached o his Alma
Mater and took the keenest interest in
s welfare. In 1867 he was cne of the
examiners in Divinity in the Arts depart.
ment. In 18yc he was ordained deacon
by the late Bishop of Algoma, in St.
James’ Church, Port Carling, which had
been lis pansh church (though seven
miles away) for so many years. He was

advanced to the pnesthood in the
following year. ‘The first five years
of his ministry were spent in the

large and scattered mission of Aspdin,
where, to quote the language of the
Bishop who ordained him, he left “be-
hind him in Algoma the record of a
fathful stewardship well worthy of i.iita
uon.” 1ln February, 1895, he wentto
St. George's Church, Toronto, as curate
to the Rev. Canon Cayley, and during
the three years he held that position his

relations with both rector and congrega
uon were singularly happy. Durning this
time he was greatly sought after as a
preacher, his remarkable powers were
soon becoming known. In January,
1898, he was appointed rector of Cal-
gary, in succession to the Ven. Archdea.
con Cooper, and before leaving for his
new parish was married in St. John's
Chapel, Major street, to Miss Hilda Car-
ter, a daughter of John Carter, iisq.,
Toronto. Since he went to Calgary, he
has done a splendid work, and was gen.
erally recognized as a tower of strength
to the diocese. From time to time re-
ports have reached his friends, from
entirely independent sources, all telling
the same tale- -unsparing labours—mar-
vcllous success—the happiest possible
relations  between priest and people.
During the Octave ot Ascension Day, he
was taken ill with influenza, which after-
wards led to pneumonia and other com-
phcations. On Saturday, June 3rd, he
was so much better that the cnsis was
thought to he over, but on the Sunday he
was seized with a sudden attack of heart
failure and in a few mnutes all was over.
His budy was taken to Toronto, and on
I'nday, June gth, at 4 p.m., it was borne
by eight priests (Revs. C. 1. Shortt, J. S.
Howard, C. L. Ingles, F. B. Norrie, I,
C. C. Heathcote, J. G. Waller, H. H.
Bedford Jones, and G. F. Davidson), who
had known and loved him, up the aisle of
St. George’s Church, into the chancel,
where he had ministered so faithfully for
three years. The service was conducted
by the clergy of St. George’s. Many
other priests came to show their respect
for thewr brother who had gone, His
Lody rests in St. James' Cemetery. Mr.
Lowe was a Churchman of no mean
ability, who magnified his priestly office,
was an excellent preacher, and was suc-
cessful in conducting Missions and Quiet
Days. In the West he soon :chieved
distinction.  We believe he was a clerical
delcgate, representing Calgary Diocese, in
bath the Provincial Synod of Rupert's
L.nd and 1n the General Synod of Can-
ada.

On the day of the funeral there was a
very quiet celebration of the Sacrament of
Holy Communion fur the mourners at j
a.m. in St. John’s Chapel, Major street,
Rev. G. F. Davidson being the celebrant.
The wardens of the church at Calgary
thizk their loss as a congregation irrepara-
ble. Mr Low leaves a widow and infant
son. We tender to them the deep and
affectionate sympathy of his Algoma
colleagues.

Year alter year went by and no grief at
loss by death was, with one cxception, ex-
pressed in our columns—that exception
being the death of Algoma’s first Bishop.
This year thrice already have we marked
the last enemy’s inroads—first Bishop
Sullivan, who had retired to the Cathe-
dral Church, Toronto; second, Rev. A.
W. H. Chowne, the loog-time worker in
this missionary junsdiction; and third,
Rev. H. P. Lowe, who for years was with

us, though at last the rector of the

Cathedral Church of the
Diocese of Calgary.

1 again cummend 10 your kind interest the
splendid woth which is bty doue in the Sning
wauk Home. Some account of this work is
given in the admirable and interesting re o1t of
the Principal, Mr. George Ley King. But to
understand its full value one must visit the Insti-
tution, as I have done, and sce with one’s own
eyes the thoroughness of the management, and
the excellence of the results achieved,

It seemsto me a grievous thing that such a
work as this, which has for its aim the uplifung
of the Irdian boys, ntellectually, morally and
spiritually ; and which through the boys secks to
elevate the whole Indian race, should ever have
to repost the existence of a deficit in the years’
accounts. These Indian lads are the represen-
tatives of 2 people we have dispossessed. The
land we live in, ““this Canada of ours,” was
theirs befoie it was ours. It is ours only because
we took it from them. The resources of forest
and stream are no longer adequate tor the supply
of their necessities. Nor are they allowed to
draw upon those resouices except where, and as,
we permit them.  With country, food and cloth-
ing gone, what a claim these peop’e have upon
us! And while 1t 15 true that our government
recognizes this claim, and, in the full conscious-
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ness ol its responsbality, pursues a policy of kind
and paternal guardianshio over them, yet much
18 lelt to be done by private hberality which the
Church of Christ ought never 10 be slack in
accomplishing. It surely should be reckoned
among our Christian duties to see that these peo-
ple whom we haye supplanted ase properly cared
for and taught, especially that due efforts are
made for the htung up of the nauve youth to
higher things. The future happiness—perhaps
even continued existence—of these people de-
pends upon their being properly trained and
gwded. And the apathy which can permnt such
an Instilation as the Shkingwauk Home to fall
$039.00 behind tn 1ts accounts 15 deplorable
indeed.

It hardly seems to me that it can be generally
understood how much mote expensive a Home or
Schoof hike the Shingwauk must of necesuty be

ber the large outlay necessitated everny year fur
the teaching of teades, which 15 a most important
put of the Indian boy's tramning.  Each wady
taught in the Home cequires, not only ats special
representative on the teaching stutf, butits proper
ag pliances, and matersal to atford opportunity for
practice.  The work cannot be othee than a ¢t
ly work, as we see when we conueder all these
points.  But it 15 none the lesc a work which, as
Chsistian people, we are under obligations to
perform,

Of the excellent results of the training given in
the Shingwauk IHome, time and space will aut
permnt me to speak in detail,.  One thing how
ever I cannot refrain from mentioning for it has
specially impressed me ducing the past year. I
allude to the high tone prevailing among the
Lyys. [ haveseen them on thewr owa grounds
and 1n their school buildings, | have talked of

than an Enghsh Boarding School. It is not
merely a question of providing about ninc months’
school training for the boys committed 1o our
care, together with their board and lodgiry for
that period of time. These boys have no long
holidays. It would not do to let them go back
for long peniods in the mudst of their course, to
the surroundings of the Reserve. And so the
Ilome is never closed. Moreover the parents of
the lads are not able to provide clothing for them.
That also the ITome has to be responsible for.
To keep it open all the year round, to provide
the necessary food for the whole year, and to
obtain for the boys every article of clothing they
wear must of necessity involve a very large ex.
penditure.  But 1n addition to all this, in any
comparison we make between such Institutions
and English Schools, we must not fail to remem-

The Sabrevois Mission should be sup-
ported by English people, because in
many places it is the only agency which
can bring the ministrations of the Church
of England to isolated English families in
Quebec, who are in danger of losing the
faith of their fathers.

If the Church, continues the
Board, to which these people originally
belonged, had not neglected them, three-
fourths of the parish of Murray Bay would
now be Protestant and a strong help to
the Protestantism of the Province.”
