The great majority of you are well a-

ware that a periodical was started three

yoars ago as the official organ of the

Church, and as such, possessing special

claims on your countenance and support.

It is not for us fo say anything in refer-

ence to the manner in which that period-

ical has been conducted, or whether it
has fully served the end intended by the

Church in setting it agoing. It is more

to our purpose that we ask you calmly

and prayerfully to consider whether you
have taken that interestin the periodical
that its avowed ohject demanded, or used
the means within vour reach for its more
extensive circulation; or whether you
have attended as you ought to the in-
structions itinculcated, or endeavored to
see that its principles and aims were car-
ried into practical and vizorous opera-
tion. These are questions which we
would nree upon the consideration of
all,—Ministers, Elders, and people. It
is much to be feared that the oflice-bear-
ers of our Chareh, generally, have not
taken that interest in the periodical that
it was expected they would, or else sure-

Iy they would have adorned its pages

with a far greater number of original ar-

ticles, and sent every serap of local eccle-
siastical intelligence they could gather
up.  Neither have the adherents of onr

Zion manifested that zeal in the uphold-

ing of this,—the accredited orzan of the

Church,—or else its circulation would

have been donble of what it really is, and

by this time beert fully self-sustaining.
T+ is earnestly hoped that after the de-
clarations made by variouswembers of Sy-
nod at its last meeting, this state of things
will not continuc longer, and that anoth-
er spirit will be manifested all over
the Church. The Committeec ap-
pointed at that meeting of Synod,
to adopt whatever measures the
might sce fit regarding the Record, felt
themselves under obligations to continue
it to the end of the current year, and to
conduct it as nearly as they could in the
same style. And now that anotlier year
of'its existence is about to close, they
have resolved to make considerable alte-
rations, and, they trust, improvements, in
the hope of awakening a deeper interest
ou its behalf; and of vastly extending its
civeulation. As will be seen from the

Circular which that Committec has ad-

dressed to the Kirk-Sessions of the Free

Chinreh, it is proposed to alter its form,

The Kirk-Sessions constitute the repre-
senfatives of their respective congrega-
tions, appointed for the express purpose
of looking afier their religious interests,
of opening up every avenue for the en-
lightenment of their understanding, and
the elevation of their moral and spiritual
character. Andsurely the giving of their
assistance towards the circnlation of a pe-
riodical whose avowed object it is to advo-
cate the principles of that Church around
which cluster the dearest and tenderest as-
sociations, as well as to announce the
triumphs of divine grace through ber in-
strumentality in the various missionary
fields ovcupicd by her, i3 just the
very employment befitting their high
and honorable vocation—the very em-
loyment in which they should glory.
?t will be observed that with the view of
enabling every Kirk-Session, even those
in the poorest settlements,to put every fa-
mily in possession of a copy of the oflicial
organ of the Church, 1t has been reduced
nearly one-half its original cost, when fa-
ken in lavge assertments. It is earnestly
hoped that Kirk-Sessions will do their
duty, that this reduction in price may be
more than compensated by its increased
circulation, ard so the periodical not only
scrve more effectually the end intended,
but prove, in course of time, more than
self-sustaining. It is also intimated in
the Circular given above, that & much
greater variety of subjects shall be em-
braced in this new series of the Record.
With a condensed view of all the evan-
gelistic proceedings of our beloved Zion
there will also be a synopsis of all eccle-
siastical intelligence, and it is to be hoped
a much fuller detail of all the operations
of our Chureh, in these localities.
Nothing shall be awanting on the part
of the Committee to render the organ of
the Church as interesting and as instrust-
ive as possible, and it is hoped that the
efforts will be duly responded to by all
the Ministers, Elders, and adherents
within the bounds of our Zion.

ten. Party conflicts and party symbols are
ot this sort. But there 'is also something
which it is worth while to remember and
hold fust. The Reformation placed aloft
two unchangeable and eternal principles. A
return to these wonld lny a solid busis for
union of doctrine and union of action among
all Protestants. ‘Chese two principles are,
—the Bible the Churcl’s only rule, and
Christ her only king.

A great movement has just taken place
i Germhany. It is 8 movement towards
union, on the basis of the most vencrable
symbol of the Reformation—the Augsburg
Confession. The movement is not an hour
too early. Nowhere has the church been so
fearfully rent, and nowhere have her divisi-
ons produced more lamentable conseqnen-
ces, than on the native soil of the Reforma-
tion. It gladdens us the more, therefore, to
mark the return of a better spirit, and a dis-
position amonyg she Germaus to terminate
the long and bitter feuds which divided the
Lutheran and Reformed churches. The
bold advances of Rome have hastened this
result. ‘That great enemy of christianity
is laboriously intriguing in Germany, to ac-
quire political supremacy. She dare not,
in that coantry, employ the dungeon and
the sword to suppress the trath, as she does
in Italy; but the supremacy she is now la-
houring to acquire would, it attained, be but
the precursor of violence, That violence
would fall impartially upon all the branch-
es of the Protestant German church. Alarm-
ed by the imminency of the danger, the
Protestant pastors from all parts of Germa-
ny assembled in September last at Berlin,
in order to devise, if possible, some common
ground on which they might unite in resist-
ing the common enemy. That great eccle-
slastical conference is styled the Kirchen.
tag,

T'his is the sixth annual meeting of the
Kirchentug. 1t was attended by upwards of
two thousand persons, the great majority of
whom were ministers, The Kirchentag is
not confined to Prussia, but obtains in great
degree in Wurtemburg, and in less degree
in Baden and Nassau, and in some of the
free towns, asin Bremen. Its three main
constituent parties are the Lutheran and
Calvinistic churches, and the Union. This
last party was founded by Professor Nitzeh,
who drew up, in 1846, a doctrinal concensus,
or Union creed, between Lutherans and
Calvinists. In adddition to these three
parties, the United Evangelical Church of
Germany recogaises the Separatists, chiefly
of the Baptist and Mecthodist persuasion, as
within her pale; but these latter were not
represented by any delegates at the Kirch-
entag. The actual members of thatconfer-
ence consisted of Lutherans, Calvinists, and
‘Unionists.

The sittings of the]Kirchentuy lasted near-
Ty a week. ‘?I‘hey were held in the Gearni-
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with a platform and rostrum. Every mors-
ing there was & sermon in the dome or cu-
thedral, and at an carlier hour, auxiliary
meetings on matters of various interest tv
the religious world. Every cvening there
was divine service in several of the church-
¢s of Berlin, at which the more distinguish-
cddof the pulpit orators of Germany ofticia-
ted.

The great aim of the Kirchentag, at its
present meeting, we have said, was to rally
all the scattered forces of the Reformation
in Germany under one banner. The re-
newed attacks of the Romanistshave shown
the nccessity of this. Dr. Nitzch opened
the proceedings with a speech strongly
union, and at the sume time condemning
the views of those who sought to obtain uni-
on by dropping all definite forms of confes-
sion. He proposed the adoption of the
Augshurg Confession as the common bond
of the Protestant churches in Germany,
and as being the grorud-work alike of the
Lutheran and the Reformed church.

Dr. Krammacher followed from the Re-
formed point of view. He cordially sc-
conded tge adoption of the Augsburg Con-
fession as the common banner of evangeli-
cal Protestants, He argued that the Augs-
burg Confession contained the germs hoth
of his own anad of the Lutheran® theology.—
¥rom that confession the Reformed church
differed in not one point, and he could not
but regard that confession as & glorious pa-
tional charter of the Protestant faith.

Dr. Stahl, who spoke for the Lutherang,
advocated the adoption of the proposed
symbol. These three speakers, the repre-
sentatives of the three parties in the church,
were followed by others from dirierent parts
of Prussia and Germany, all with wonder-
ful unanimity recommending the adoption
of the Augshurg confession. The Assem-
bly was then called on by its President to
pronounce for or against the following re-
solution :—~

“‘The members of the German Evangeli-
cdl Kirchentag hereby will make known that
they with heart and voice hold and profess
the confession presented by the Evangelical
Princes and Estates to the Emperor Charles
V., at the Imperial Diet at Augshurg in
the year 1530, and hereby publicly testify
their accord with it, as the oldest and sim-
plest common record of pablicly acknow-
ledged evangelical doctrine in Germany.

“'To this testimony they subjoin the de-
claration that they all and each for himself
hold fast to the peculiar articles of their se-
parate churches, and the Unionists to the
consensus of both; and that no prejudice
shall hereby accrue to the warious positions
of the Lutherans, Reformed, and Unionists,
with reference to Article X, of this confes-
sion, nor to the peculiar circumstances of
those Reformed congregations which have
never adopted the Agustana for their sym-

son Kirche of Berlin, which was fitted up bol
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The Assembly declared in favour of the
resolution by a majority of 2100 to 6.—
These six are the party referred to by
Nirzch, as secking union in theway of keep-
ing all confessions in abeyance.

On the plaius of Germany we behold the
aldest banner of the Reformation, so loug
faid aside and forgotten, again lifted up —
We see the Protestant hosts, hitherto spread
over the field in rival and hostile encamp-
ments, beginning again to rally benenth
that banper, and to form themselves into
one united phalanx. Let us hope that the
arms which have been so long turned a-
goinst onc another by the Lutherans and
Reformists, may now be turned against
Rome.

Before attempting to estimate the gain to
the Protestant canse vesulting from this de-
claration of the Kirckentag, let us refresh
the momorics of our readers on the Augs-
burg confession.

At the Diet of Worms, Luther stood
alone. But nine years later, on the 25th of
June, 1530, the foremost of the German
clectors, princes, and cities, boldly confess-
ed the same cause in presence of the Em-
peror, Chatles V., at Augsburg., So_prodi-
giously had the Reformation progressed m
that short space. The day already indica-
ted is the date of the Augsburg confession.
“This,” says D*Azbigne. “ was destined to
be the greatest day of the Reformation, and
one of the most glorious in the history of
christianity and of mankind.”

The Augsburg confession includes a sum-
mary of all the leading doctrines of salva-
tion. This confession contains one mighty
defect, which we shall afterwards specify.—
With this exception, its cuumeration of the
teading doctrines of thegospel is characteri-
sed by clearness, simplicity, and soundness.
Especially does it contain the Bible doc-
trine vespecting the Trinity, the fall, the
atonement, justification by faith alone, re-
mission of sins through Christ’s satisfuetion,
the renewing grace of the Spirit, the vesur-

rection, and eternal glory. Such are the
heads of the document drawn up by Me-
lancthon, and read by the chaucellor Bayer,
on the eventful 25th of June, 1530, beiore
Charles V. and his assembled prelates,
priaces, warriors, and statesmen, in the cha-
pel of the Palatine palace. .

These doctrines werec not new, though
they sounded as new to the men who listen-
ed in hreathless silence to the reading of
them in the Palatine chapel. They were
fifteen hundred years old. They had been
preached by Paul and Peter and John, lon
before they were taught by Luther, or writ;
ten by Melancthon, or read in the presence
of the empire by Bayer. Romanists have
often maintained that the doctrines embodi-
¢d in the Protestant confessions are not ol-
der than the date of the Reformation. The
great schism of the sixteenth century, they
13y, creatd all these doctrines. What an

absurdity ! Is the man who firstd iscovers
the stars after n lovg continued fog, the
creator of the stars?  YWhen openings were
mude in the thick durkness of Popery, men
saw once more the bright Yights'in the fir-
mament of revelation. ~ But it was not the
Reformers who placed these lights there,
but God himself. The Augsburg confes-
sion did not create it; it only professed it,

The Word of God alone is without error.
Al creeds and professions ave fallible. One
great crror, we have said, lurked in this
otherwise noble confession of the truth.~
Article X. is to the followmg effect—** That
the body and blood of Christ are veally pre-
seut ad administered in the Lord’s Supper
to those who partake of it". It is with re-
ference to this article that the Alrckentagl us
added the explanation alyendy quoted, to
the effect that the adoption of the Augsburg
confession by the ditferent bodies forming
the Kirchentag, as their common symbol,
shall not be held as prejudicing the peculiar
views of these bodies with reference to Ar-
ticle X. of that confession. Itis wellknown
that the Lutheran and Reformed churches
take difterent views on the subject of this
article. The views of Luther were but lit-
tle removed from the doetrine of transub-
stantiation ; and the introduction of the cor-
porenl presence into the Augsburg confes-
sion produced a schism among the reform-
ers which was one of the main causes of
thrawing back the progress of the Reforma-
tion. ‘This great error is still the chicf
stumbling-block in the way of union. The
attempt 10 get aver this difficulty bears on
the face of it something like a contradiction.
It looks as if, at the moment of uniting in
the same confession of faith, they declare
that they still hold by all their distinctive
views, but candidly construed, and with
reference to all circumstances, the import of
their declaration, We Jdoubt not, js that they
aarce in the substance of the Angsburg con-
fession, and the truths it contains; and as ta
points not embraced in that confession, or
on which other Protestant confessions hold
a different language, they reserve to them-
selves the right of adhering to the articles
of their respective communions,

Still, with all these abatements. we are
disposed to think that the gain of the Pro-
testant cause is considerable. The great
duty of umon has been recognised. The
eyes of all religious bodids in Germany
have been turned to the oldest and in some
respects one of the noblest confessions of
Protestantism. A substantial agreement in
the great traths of that confession has been
proclaimed by a body of more than two
thouand persons, mostly pastors. A basis
has been laid for co-operation, aad, by the
blessing of the Divine Spirit, agreement
may in no long time be attained on those
points on which there is still diversity of
sentiment. In the present movement thers
bas been nothing of State interference, and
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the declaration of the Kirchentag has the
more weight that it is altogether voluntury,
‘I'he epirit that has been displayed is even
more encouraging than the progress actual-
Iy reached.  Altogether there are grounds
for the hope entertained by the friends of
the Reformation in Prussin that, in the
adoption of the Augsburg confession as a
common standard, & new day has dawned
on Protestantism in Germany.,

ASSOCIATION FOR CULTIVA-
TING PALESTINE.

Qur readers are aware that anassocia-
tion was formed, some time ago, for the
cultivation of the land of Palestine. Tbis
is both an interesting and & hopeful pro-
Jeet. 1t is interesting when we think
what soil it is that is now to be cultiva-
ted, and hopeful when we take into ac-
count that there is a blessing in that soil
that waits to be developed, and that the
promise assures us that the land shall yet
overflow with plenty, and pour out corn
and wine as in the days ob old. # Be-
hold, the days come, saith the Lord, that
the ploughman shall overtake the reaper,
and the treader of grapes him that sow-
ethseed 5 and the mountains shall drop
sweet wine, and' all the hills shall melt.
And I will bring again the captivity of
my people of Israel, and they shall build
the waste cities, and inbabit them ; and
they shall plant vineyards, and drink
the wine tnereof; they shall also make
gardens, and eat the [ruit of them. And
1 will pfant them upon their land, and
they shall no more be pulled up out of
therr Jand which 1 lave given them,
saith the Lord thy God” (Amos, ix. 13,
14, 18).

‘The history of tho land, like that of the
people, has been singularly chequered,
and very eventful. Now a garden and
now a wilderness; now a laud in which
there was bread to the full, and now a
land which devoured itsinhabitants. In
every age its destinies have been closely
connecied with those of its people, as it
under the same provideniial dealings —
Whenever it ceased to be inhabited by
the choser: seed, it ceased to be the fer-
tile and beauteous land it usually was,
and put on the stern features ot the wil-
derness. -Iis wonted rains were with-
held; its terraces were broken down;
its olives died through neglect; its moun-
twins became naked rocks; ats plams,
arid wastes; and sickuess and famue
fell upon the alien race by whom it was
ceeupred. It knew not ibe stranger,
and refused to Hield its strength to him.
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But no sooner did its own children re-
turn than the land too returned. fs
slumbering fertility burst forth, golden
harvests began to wave upon its plains,
and the olive and the vine to cover its
wountains  ‘T'his established connexion
hetween the land and the people makes
the present symptoms of returning cul-
tivation to Palestine of very hopetul
omen. It now ihe land begins to yield
its strength, which 1t never did betore in
the absence of its own people, it isa sure
sign that the day is very near when the
chosen seed shall return.  Like a virgin
on her nuptial day, the land makes haste
to array itself. It seeks to woo back its
ancient inhabitants by sbewing them
how fair it may yet become. For we
cannot accept in any but a literal sevse,
those multitudes of passages in Old Tes-
tament prophecy which speak of the re-
turn of God’s ancient people to their for-
mer inheritance.

The land is theirs: theirs by divine
gift, never repealed; theirs by God's
covenant with their progenitors, to be
enjoyed by them o condition of their
being his people: and so long as they
fulfil that condition, we believe that they
shall never lose their land. Itis theirs
by the general belief of the nations of
the earth; it is theivs by their own lorg-
ings and hopes. No other people have
a right to possess it, and no other people
ever yet possessed it with marks of th
Divine approbation. Mor can w2 con-
ceive any other close to the Divine dis-
pensations towards their race half so na-
tural and appropriate, as their restora.

Ho
founil nlso that the native Arebsand Jews
could be enlisted in sevvice by vhe day, atn
stipulated price. These persons thus comi-
ing in contact with a christian, would be-
gome ac(}uuimcg with his character ani re-
ligion. T'he effect of both on iheir minds
was favourable. Suspicion was allayed,
prejudice disarmed, and many felt that pos-
sib;y some good might come out of Nuza-
veth.

This idea was caught up by an American
Iady, who, while on an exploring tour in
Palestine, saw what was going on. This
christian lady conceived the project of an
agricultural association in Palestine ; made
the necessary srrangements; and a small
company went out and joined their interests
with Meshullamn.  All commenced to work,
and &t the end of a time it was found, thas
besides devoting about one-half of what
they had raised from their farm to poor
Jews and others, they had clearved forty-five
per cent, of all their expenses. The soil
was productive, and yielded from three to
five crops yearly, by watering from the
welis during the dry season. {fu process. of
time Meshullam was mduced to abandon
the American company, and join or iead an
agricultural enterprise under the auspices
of the British Consul and the Episcopal
Mission. T'he American party sought other
quarters, and have succeeded. ‘They have
leased twenty acres of rich land, with a spa-
cious mansion on it, near Jafly. for one hun-
dred and fifty dollars per annum  Their
available force consists of an American,
three Germans, one Arab, and two Jews,
besides two or three American ladies and
Jewesses.  They have the entive confidence
of the natives and the Jews. A hundred
Jews, and as many native Arabs, could be
hired by the day now. had the company the
means of employing thein; but the compa-
ny are unfortunately without & competent
foreman. Mr. Jones has beenstrongly urg-
ed to i’oin this company, ané will probably
visit them and remain with them for a time.
Mr. J. has many acquaintances among the
Awmerican missignaries in different parts of
shat conntry, who are also rejgicing at the
prospeet of having so competent 2 person,
not only to give advice respecting agricul-
ture, hut every branch of science and art.

‘T'he soil at Jaffy is most excellent. Jaffy
itself is sitnated on high graynd, but the
plain below is the scene of operatigns. Eve?
ry kind of fruit, such as oranges, lemons,
figs, grapes, dates, &c.; every kind of vege-
table, snch as sweet and other kinds of po-
tatoes, beets, &c.; and all kinds of Lread-
graigs are raised from the soil.  The whole
epuntry is rocky, bus the plains are compos-
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ed of alluvizl washings, and cousequently
lie on a rocky surface. On this rocky sur-
fuce wuter stands, and hence a shaft may
be sunk with the cercainty of finding Jiving
water at any given point, at a depth of twen-
ty or twenty-five feet. Such are the fucili
tics for carrying on the enterprise. Abous
three hundred dollars have been sent to our
treasurer from vavious soyrees towards cou.
ducting the cnterprise. Qur fricuds must
see at & glance that this sum is too meagre
for even the beginning of an enterprise so
stupendous as we contermplate, and we beg
them to open their hearts and hands onco
more, in order to carry back the light of
heavep to that land of darkness whence our
light sprung up. Mr Jones will give his
time, and defray his owr expenses after his
arrival, and hence all money that is devoted
to this enterprise will constitute a fund to
procure fucilities for, and employing Jews
to work in, the soil. It is now the Isracl-
ites’ cry : " Came over to Palestine and help
us.l)

THE LATE REV. ROBERT GOR-
Oy, D.D

We cannot permit so venerated a fa-
ther asthe late Dr. Gordon to go down
into the tomb, without here expressing
the sense we entertain, in common with
the whole church of Christ, of his pre-
emineut worth, and of the loss which we
have suffered in his departure. Weare
not prepaved to present to our readers
any character of Dr. Gordon, nor is that
necessary, atter the admirable manner in
which this has been done by others who
knew bLim better, and are far abler than
we are to do justice to his many and
great excellencies. Still we cannot with-
hold fram our readers the following brief
but beantiful sketch. Itis a fragment,
it is true, and originally formed part of
the coneclusion of a serison by one of the
most accomplished of the ministers of the
Free Church in Edinburgh; yetit basin
it so much of the true hirographic spirily
and presents the man so vividly before
us, that it stands almost instead of a
¢ Life ;"—

“ God has been speaking this language
to usin his providence. e basbeen re-
moving from among us one who gavea
comely and consistent example of the
character in our text; and pointing up-
wards to the glorious circle of the ve-
deemed, he is saying, ¢ These are they
which follow the Lamb whithersoever he
goeth!

“ In the character of a late father of
our Church who has left us we Lada
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beautiful exemplitfcatien of the mingled
firmness and meckness which character-
jzes the followers of the Lamb.  We sce,
too, how much the one of' these graces
tends to set oft and illustrate the other.
The prevailing trait—the habitual aspect
of his churactér—was that of calin and
dignificd meekness; but just un this ac-
count do we remember with more dis-
tinciness, and feel with greater force, the
instances in shich he displayed the firm-
ness of a witness for Christ. And thus
it is that the two instances with which his
name wiil ever be associated in iy mind,
are instances in which, coming out from
the wanted serenity of his course, he burst
forth into the beroism of Christian fidel-
ity. The first—one of the earliest recol-
lections ol hine—was his appearance in
the Presbytery of Ldinburzh, in opposi-
to the Roman Catholic claims. Nevet
shall I forget the solemnity ot his exor-
dinm,—* Moderator, no subject did L ever
approzch with a feeling of deeper solem-
mty, next to the eternal salvation of an
immortal soul” Nor shall Isoon forget
the thrilling peroration, when, predicting
the evils which be foresaw might result
from that fatal aud saicidal policy, he
ended with the words, ¢ Thou shalt make
10 covenant with them, neidher shalt thou
make marriages with them; thy daugh-
terthou shalt not give unto his son, nor
his daughter shalt thou take unto thy son;
Jor they will take away thy son from fol-
lowing me.'

“‘I'he other instance of th» same spirit
was, when he stood side wich bis breth-
1en of the northern Presbytey who were
summoned to be rebuked Uefore a civil
court. ‘L'he blood of a Scottish Preshy-
terian mounted, I confess, with no kindly
emotion to my heart, to sce. this delibe-
rate insult oftered to a court of Christ, by
another court, whose rights were not more
sacred nor more constitutional than those
of the court which they presumed to cen-
sure: gut the sight of that venerable
formin the midst of his brethren, ready
to bear part of their reproach, softened
the feeling inte admiration, and convine-
ed me that the cause of that Chureh could
notbe lost which conid command such
championship.

“Let it be our study to imitate sucha
noble example ; and, turning away onr
¢yes from the present scene of living
enand passing events, where there is
fo much to mar and disturb our vision,
i us realize that glorious company of

VAUDOIS CHURCII AT TURIN—OR.
DINATION OF MINIs>TERS.

The opening of the Vuudois church at
Turin, announeed or the 20th October, hing
been necessarily delayed till December, from
the tmpossibility of having the works com-
pleted earlier.  Much disnppointment was
thus ocensioned to those who had come from
Great Britain for the express purpore of
being present on 80 auspivious an ovcasion .

The contributors to this ubject in Scot.
land (whose ofierings amounted to £2000),
amonyg whom were seventy cougregations of
the Free Church, will be grautied to learn
that it is an imposiug cditice, nrresting the
notice of the stranger on his arrivai at tne
railway tertninus, and worthy of tho positi-
on it holds as the first Itulian Evangelical
Church, and built inthe capital of the north
of Italy. Although cupable of contuining
twelve hundred persons, it will be tound too
small, So mightily is the Word of God.
making progress there.

The importance of Turin is not, perhaps,
rightly estimuted in Britain.  The railway
from Genoa to the capital is to be opened
on the 15th December., This will effeet
great changes, hringing it within six hours
of the Mediterranean. 'The tradeof ihe port
of Genoa has been making rapid strides
since 1848: aud the wvpening of u railway
communication throughout Piedmont, and
by and by throughout Lombardy, dircet
frem the seaport, will give an immense im-
petus toits commerce. Independently of
the increasing number of Briush sailors, the
fuctories and foundries uboutGenoa ave chiet-
ly managed by British overseers, so that the
importance of that city is ever onthe in-
crease.  ‘Lhe Vaudois Church makes pro-
gress there.  Their present place of meet-
ing is one-half too small ; but itis expeeted
that & more commodious church will short-
Iy be got.

No country on the Continent presents
such an open door and so great encourage-
ment for evangelistic effort as Predmont at
the present time; aud there is no channel
through which ihe cause can be prometed
more effectually,and with greater confidence,
than the Waldensian Chureln

‘The recent annual ordination of pastors
among them was fall of interest. Like the
Welsh Calvinistic Methodists, who in doc-
trine and practice are essentially Preshyte-
rian, the Church of the valleys ordains its
pastors once & year by o general assembly
of the Church. On this oceasion, much no-
tice was attracted by the setting apart of Dr
Desanctis, formerly professor of theology,
and curate of the Mazdalene at Rome, who
is mow preaching with much power at Tu-
rvin. His tracts on the Romish dogmas are
unanswerable and convincing. Four others

M. Appia, a son of the French Vaudois pas-
tor at rankfory, who, in 1824,.visited klol-
land aud Pavis, collecting, vy his eloquent
appeals, # large sw for the hospatal in the
Valleys.

SOCIETY, KNOX'S COLLEGE,

TORONTO.

Another yearof our existence, as a
missionary society, has been completed,
aud it now devolves on your committce
to discharge the last duty of’ the oflice,
with which you entrusted them. In do-
ing so they feel that there is abundant
cause for gratitude tothe Father of Mer-
cies, for us goodness to each member of
the Society individually, and for the
measure ot success with which be has
been pleased to bless our fecble efforts.
In the review of the past season; while
your committee see much to encourage
and stimulate, they also see much to
humble and solenmize. Two years ago
it was our melancholy lot to mourn over
the death of a beloved patron, and of a
warm-hearted and faithful member of
our socicty. Last year too, it pleased
(God in bis alt-wise providence, to re-
move trom time to eternity the teacker
of our school, and a member of our Lo-
cal committee.  ‘Lins year also has the
hand of death broken in upon our ranks,
and again we are called to sing of judg-
ment as well as mercy. ‘Lwo of the
warmest {riends of our society are gone
for gver. 1t is solemnizingto remember,
that both took a prominent part in our
last Aunnual weeting. One presided
over it as chairmaa; the other moved
the adoption of the Report.

From the commencement of our socie-
ty, Mr. Esson was one of its patrons e
ever manifested a lively interestin its
progress, and ever sought to encourage
among its mewmbers, a truc missionary
spirit. As a Professor bis warm-hearted-
ness, his disinterested zeal, and his cease-
less cfforts for car good, can never be
forgotien by us. ln his death not only
has our society lost @ {aitbiul patron, but
each individual racmber haslost a true
fricnd, and one who muanifesied, in the
welfare of all his students, an interest
nothing less than paternal.  But what is
thus our loss is doubtless Lis eternal
gain.

The other bereavement is one which
we feol to be no less painful. During

the last three years, Mr. Burns has been
an honoravy member of our sociciy.—
Possessed of a fervent missionary spirit
himselt, be rejoiced to see it, and foster
it in others. He was frequently present
at our monthly meetings; and his ad-
vice, which we all so highly valued, was
always cheerfully given : his worth as a
christian and as a triend, gained the al-
fection of every student who knew Lim.
Ile took a warm interest—the interese
of a orother—in our welfare ; and none
of us can look back upon him without
many a hallowed association springing
up in our breasts. * Your fathers, where
are they ? and the prophets, do they live
forever ?” * Help Lerd for the godly
man ceaseth and the faithfal fail from
among the children ¢f men” It isso-
lemnizing 10 see the godly departing
from the earth, whilst such a vast wok
is to be done. But it is cheering to re-
member, that to our glorious Head all
power in heaven and earth belongs, and
that he can still make his work 10 pros-
per, and raise up others to fill the places
of the departed.

We now turn to our mission field at
Metis, and wark a few of the leading
events of interest.  For some months af-
ter the death of our late teacher, Mr

Page, the school was vacant; but on the
25th November last, it was re-opened by
Mr. Pasche, our present wissionary. The
school has thus been in operation for
nearly a year. Mr. Yasche began with
only one scholar, who snid he “only
came to see;” soon the number increased
till it reacked sixieen. "The priest, how-
cver, was the means of getting some of
them taken away—the average atiend-
ance has been ten or twelve. This
number may seem small; but when we
remember the opposition with which we
have bad to contend, and that the school
is intended only for Roman Catholic
children, we may well wonder that it bas
been so large. When our school was
opened and many were ready to send
their children, they were told to wait,
for by the end of a year both the teach-
er and those who supported hum, would
be tired enough of the mission and give
it up.” Parents who sent their children
were threatened with excommunication:
hence some scholars were taken away.—

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Last session a new department of Home
Missionary work was undertaken by four
tembers of your Society; we refer to
the service conducted every Sabbath af-
ternoon in the Gaelic language, for the
benefic of many who undersiand the Bu-
alish very imperfectly. This_service
was conducted n the Disciples’ Meeting
House, on Shuter Street,the use of which
was kindly graunted for the purpose—
The attendance was about 150 ; many of
these meetings scera to have been very
refreshing both to speakers and hearers.
The people testified their gratitude at the
close of the session, by giving a handsome
collection in bebalf of our mission.

Our correspondence with societies si-
milar to our own, has been carried on as
in former years. Letters were received
from the students of th. New College
Edinburgh, Belfast and Halifax, and au-
swersreturned. Our friendly interchange
of sentiment with our brethren in these
Institutions whoare looking forward to
the same work with ourselves! we have
felt to be refreshing.  'We trust this cor-
respondence may stimulate us ull 1o great-
er devotedness in the glorious cause
of our Redeemer.

Your committee cannot close this Re-
port tvithout reminding the Society, that
in these eventiul times in which we live,
the calls for missionary effort are loud
and urgent. When we remember that
God bas removed a Patron and an Hon-
orary member from our own Society, that

They cannot
marry legally without observing rules
which their consciences condemmn.” They
Lave nOﬁducution for their little ones,
without having them crammed with Po-
pish fictions. And if one attempts to ex-
pose the soul destroying delusions of
Rome, or state the way of salvation by
faith in Jesus Christ, he may for these
crimes be subjected toa long and horri-
ble imprisonment.

British christians on the Island, who
hitherto bave opposed emigration,
wishing to keep all the good sced there
was in that barren land, now write, ur-
ging that -their poor brethren should be
assisted to flee to some place where they
may serve God without fear. Theyare
themselves very cager todo so, and have
written, pleading for helpin_very touch-
ing terms.  1felt that my relationship to
them rendered it especially my duty to
seek help for therr, and 1 have cudea-
voured to do so. The sum required to
aid the two hundred, of whom a list was
made out by the British christians, (who
for years have taken a deep interest in
them, and, who take care that the persons
assisted are the proper objects of chris-
tian sympathy) is abont $6.000, of which
one-half is subseribed. Will you try to
interest your citizens in the case, and ob-
tain some kelp forit? Itis a peculiar
one, and one jn which christians in more
favoured lunds may feel pleasure in shew-
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ing gratitude for their 0wn provuuge., u,
aiding the sufferers, The prospect of
famine this year is as dark as in 1852.—
These persons scem to aave an especial
claim upon our sympathy as Protestants,
and by being—besides partaking in the
weneral distress—exposed to the opera-
1ion of tyrannical laws, which were pro.
bably enacted expressly for Madeira, as
there seem to be nio others in the Portu-
gucese dominions to whom they could be
applicable.
