Mr, Goldwin Smith wade what he aonounced is to be his last political
ul.crance before the Yoasy 8len’s L.beral Club of Torontoon the eveniog
of Nov. gtb. Hisgubject was* Jingoism,” and tke following is the ongin the
lesrned Professor ascribes to the term. * Jungoism, I suppose, is a word
now nataralized in our language. It is the ouly word we have correspond-
ing to the French ¢ Chauvinism.” It seems that Chaavinism isderived from
the name of Colonel Chauvin, a fire-eating patriot in a French comedy.
Jingolsm is derived, a3 you know, from the words of the atsve sung in the
London music halls when Great Britain was quarrelliog with Russia:

¢ Wedon't want tofight, but b& Jingo if we do,

We've got themen, we've got theships, wo've got tho moncy too.”
:hhlch, when Lord Beaconsfield brought the Sepoys to Maits, was parodied

u ¢ Wae don't want to fight, but by Jingo if we do,

We'll atay at home at esse ourzelves and send the wild Hindoo.’
That is just what the warriors of the music hall do. Glorious with the
excitement of the beer and Gddling, they sead other men by their votes to
the field of slaughter, and again swell with pride as they recad the tale of
camage in the newspaper.  Yet if they could once see the wreck of a battle-
field or the contents of a field hospital the spectacle might counteract tbe
effscts of the beer snd fiddles.” We are far from being in accord with
Prof. Smith’s notions regarding Canadz, but his scholarly attainments and
admirable literary style render what he ufters of interest to many. His
sddress was directed sgrinst Canadisn Jingoism or hatred of the United
States, which, to put it on the lowest groand, will not pay, because our
geographical position is irrevocably fixed, no matter what our political des-
tiny may be. In fact the whole tenor of bis remarks was that annexation
to the United States is desirable.  These sentiments do not go down with
loyal Cansdians, despite the delightful Eaglish in which they were couched,
and 20 hear our institutions and our Mother Country attacked is never plea-
sant 10 those who take a patural pride in them. Professor Goldwin Smith
in abandoniag the roll of public lecturer on political subjectsis doing the
country more bene§t than even his most polished uttcrances have done,

With regard to Professor Smith's lecture, we think Grip's representa-
tion of specimaens of the * Jingo® microbe greatly, magoified, is very
funpy. Professor Smith stands on the platform before an audiencs, polnt-
ing out what be doubtless considers to bo dangerous specimeos of the
microbe, and says :—* These little critters, when they get into the blood of
a community, cause an irritstion that may be attended by serious results,
Canads is suffering from them at the present timo, and it scems to be the
duty of every good citizen to do all he can to overcome them. For this
purpose there is nothing more effective than the Koch Lymph of
%idicule," etc., etc. This is, of course, according to Goldwin Smith’s
ideas.

For the information of such of our readers as have sporting tastes, we
give the following account of Viscount Jocelya's ride to Windsor, which
we think will be found more correct than that given in a recent lecture
before the Historical Society. The facts are according to contemporaneous
accounts of the wonderful feat.—Robert, Viscouat Jocolyn, was a Second-
Lieutenant in the First Battalion of the Rifle Brigade, then stationed at
Halifax, and like most of the ofticers of that period, was 2 manly, dashing
fellow, a mere 1ad of eighteon, but as fine a horseman a8 ever threw leg
over a saddie. A notice dated at Halifax, 23td October, 1834, sonounced’
that the young Viscount had undertaken a match against time for seventy-
five guineae, and on or before Thursday, Octobar 3oth, 1834, would ride
from Halifaz to Windsor and back, in seven hours, on two horses, and it
was forther arranged (2 bye bet) that he shou'd walk cight miles, both feats
to be accomplished withia ten hours. Lizut. R. H. FitzHerbert and Capt.
J. Alex. Henderson, both of the Rifles, were umpires ;and Hon. C. Norton,
referee and time-keeper. The conditions wore unfavorable, for he had to
obtain his horses for the purpose and ride them without preliminary training;
and besides, for nearly three days previoas to the match, rain had fallen,
continuously and the Wiodsor Road, at best bat of a very poor condition in
those days, was in an excoedingly bad state. His Lordship rode fourteen
stone, and was tsll but not heavily built. The horses he chose for his pur-
pose were Naughty Tommy and Swap. Oa the morning of Ostober 30th,
a fine mild autumn day, thelast allowed him, Jocelya easily accomplished
seven miles on fool in an hour and thitty-two minutes; then, having
mounted Naughty Tommy, st the word “ cff,;” given at a quarter-to-mine
o’clock in the forenoon, he started from the north cotser of the Pavilion
Barracks, at the gate past, at the en'rance of the rval leading to the old
military hospital. He proceed:d a'ong the road across the Com.non and at
last turacd in at Mrs. Pence's inn—about twenty five miles from Halifax—
at the cod of an hour and thirty-seven mivutes. It was here that he had
arrarged to change horses, and where Swup had been previously sent to
await him  Jocelyn remained three minates while he washed his mouth
with a little brindy and water, and then throwing himself on Sway, who
was to bear the most ardudus part of the undertakiog, he set out ata slap-
piog pace for Windsor. Licut. F.tzHetbzrt, one of the nmpires, with relays
of h.rses, acc-mpanied him to Mrs. Wilcux's inn, which was the tarning
point at Windsor. Here FitzHerbert was relieved by a Mr. Mellish,
doubtless Liout. W. L. Mellish of the Rifles, with fresh horses. Jocelyn
had well knowp the stuff that Swcwys was made of, aod the horss accom-
plished his portion of the work (forty miles) in three hours and three
mioutes. When once more at Pence’s, ‘his Lordship found that Naughfy
Tomrmy wis not realy, and so ho was forced to wail six mioutes, daring
which he took a glass somewhat stiffor than the last. When his horse was
ready ho weot on to Halifax. Between the ol¢ Rockingham Inn and Hili-
fax (five and 8 half miles) it is s1id he had an hour and fve minutes to
spare, but towards the end the whip and Latchfords were frecly used. His
Lordship came in by the Kempt Road, and when seen on what is now
Cuoard Strect, near the corner of that siteet and Kempt Road, hoe was on
foot leading his hurse. The winoiog-post was reached at nineteen minutes
to fuur o’clock in the afternoun.  The riding part of the match was thus won
by four minutes, and the whole feat was accomplished 1a mine hours, Bat
for the heaviness of the roads, the undertakiog wouid have been compara<
tively easy. Sirap of course deserves far more praise for his bardicess
than Naughty Tomsy. Viscount Jocelyn was the cidost sca of Robert,
3rd Earl of Rodea. He was born on February 20, 1816, and therefore,
was but eighteen years of age whoa he accomplished the extraotdinary feat
which has just beon related. He purchased his rank of Curast 1 May,
1333, and after leaving the Riflcs was io the 15.h Light Dragoons. Iz was,
at onc timce a wember of pariiament and also Suenff of Loah County. In
1841 he married Lady Frances Elizaba:h Cowper, and the fourth Earl of
Rodcn was their son. Viscount Jocelyn would himseif have socceeded
tt:ohthc title but that bis death occured in 1854, before that of his
ather, '
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There has been little in our Halifax.papers of late but football and ban-
quets. We have been epabled tosce more than we wanted of the former,
but the banquets have not come our way. lon. Wilfred Laurier at Boston,
and Hon. Mr. Haggart at Perth, Oot., appear to have been enjoying their
repants, while we must content ourselves with [.ady Macbeth’s maxim, *to
feed wero best at homo.”

On Thursday of last week the Conservatives of Perth, Ont., banquetted
Hon. Mr, Baggst, Postmaster-General. Nine Cabinet Ministers were pre-
sent, and there was the usual amount of speechifying done. The chief
point of Interest in our opinion was the deoial by Mr, Haggart of the
charges made sgainst his character, cspecially the one connesting him with
& young lady employcd in his department. To all the charges he gave dis-
tinot denials, and in conclusion said that during the twenty years he had
represented his conatituency in Parlisment he had not by any act that he
knew of been guilty of any dishonorable deed which would reflect in any
way upon his constitucnts,

The London Spectator has been quite worked up over the necessity for
findiog a.new meat, it apparently having become weary of beef, mutton and

rk. It has to admit that not a very large number of new meats are offer-
g just now, cnd finds the field practically limited to the autelopes of South
Aftica, the flesh of which s said to be particularly toothsome. The Spec-
fafor points to America as a terriblo example of having wasted the resources
of nature in allowing the bison to perish, and advocates the careful preser-
vation and taming of the African sntelopes for food. These animals were
within the memory of men now living a thousand times as numerous as
they ars to-day, and if the effort to domesticate them is to be made, no
delay should tske place.

A new drink is, in the opinion of James Payn, more to be desiderated
than & new meat, however desirable the latter may be. Some harmless and
withal attractive beverage appears to be wanted for the non-alcholic drink-
ers, who complain that the ordinary “temperance drinks’ are very flat,
stale and unprofitable. The drickers of beer and wine complaisantly con-
ssme the liquors which they claim the gods have provided, but the teeto-
talers are totally without an honestly drinkable fluid except water. Mr.
Payn suggests that in these days of offering prizes, it would not be a bad
idea for those admirable people (the teetotalers) to offer a reward for a new
discovery in the drinkiog line, It might beacfit the temperance cause
immeansely.

‘We wonder if the Specietor would continue to ask for a new meat if it
could hear of the young woman in Shelbyville, Ind., who has been living
entirely on dog flesh for the past two months, in hopes of curing consump-
tion by this singular dist. The young woman is said to be gaining health
and strength, and her example has had such an effect on other consumptives
that there is quite arise in the market for puppies. For our part we fancy
we would almost rather have consumption.

One of our most valuable exchanges, The Literary Digest, entéred upon
its fourth volume on November ytb. Why we mention it particularly is
that it fairly represents all phases of opiniop, and does not confine itself to
the Ubited Ststes of America and their, or its, interests, Valuable articles
from foreign reviews are translated especially for the Digsst, enabling it to
represent the views of prominent writers of all nationslities. The treatment
of Canadisn topics is always fair in the limited field at its disposal, for we
have no reviews wortby the name, and the daily and weekly press z2lone is
available to select articles from. No other weekly quite comes up to the
Lsterary Digest in the 1espects we have enumerated ; it needs only to be
known to be appreciated.

Last week's cable reports told of the serious illness of Prince George of
Wales, the fine youog sailor who is so well koown and liked in Halifax,
The disease from which he is suffering, according to the London Lances, is
$yphoid fever, not enteric fever, as was at first stated. We sre bappy to
lesmn that the Priuce’s case is not now alarming, but the weakening charac-
ter of the fever sfflicting him bas been strongly maaifested. It is to be
boped, and we are sure all Halifax{ans who have come in contact with the
genisl, unatfected, maaly fellow, will wish that the messages flashed under
the ocean may bring news of returning strength 1o the royal sufferer at
Marlborough House. The Princess of Wales, who has been visiting in
Depmark and Russia, has cut short her stsy and returned to London on
sccount of anxiety for her son.

A newspaper's right of free criticism appears to be in danger. The
Daily Telegrapk, Lovdon, was recently sued for libel by Siguor Ciampi, a
professional opers singer, who recelved as damages one farthing. The
effending journal said of the opera performer, that * although he could no
longer be comidered a singer,” he acted his part well. The jury found for
the plaintiff, but the Judge who tried the case said that for his part he
would most undoubtedly bave given a verdict for the defendant—an opin-
{on unexceplionable from a newspaper’s point of view. The practieal
outcome of the jury's verdict is that if a pewspaper says a performer is
ibcompetent, it does so at the penl of costs and damages. Nevertheless
the critic's daty is to deal fairly between the pleyer and the public, and if
the former’s vanity is so great that he is the ooly one who cannot see the
juatice of adverse criticism lie must leatn to curb his self-conceit.

Western ideas of the conditions of women in Turkey are not much in
accordance with the facts, as Osman Bey points out in the Cosmopolitan.
We often have occasion to find fanlt with people a¢ a distance for misrepre-
senting or misunderstandiog our affairs, therefore wo should take the greater
care to be sure of our ground when we discuss others. The article from
the Cosmopolitan will be found in our contributed column.

‘There is nothing like personal observation to enable a writer lo give
strong local color to his work. In Mr. Ilall Caine's fine novel, * The
Scapegoat,” recently published, we saw Morocco, and now that the author
is going to travel in Russia we may look for a true picture of life on the
steppes in his coute:nplated novel, * The Peophet” The Jews and thoir
tribulstions are, we believe, to form the keynate of this book, which it is
small wonder, is cagerly. looked for by the lebrews since thoy saw the con-
dition of the Jews iu Morocco as portrayed by Mr. Caine.

Much dissppointment is felt by the upper middle class Englisbmen of
oducation who were aoxious to see Greek at Cambridge mide optional, at
the heavy vote recorded by the Senate oi the University against even
icquiry into the advisability of the matter. It is rightly considered by a
largo portion of the British people that thousands of middle class young men
are kept out of the enjoyment of au University education by the retention
of two dead languagcs as compulsory subjects, and that the time has arrived
for the old obstruction to yield, The endowments of the University,
amounting to 83,250,000 per annum, were iciended for the bencfit of such
youth rather than for the sons of the wealthy, but tew youug men of the
class indicated can waste their time by acquiring what would prove of little
or no future use to them. By making Greek optional a great advauce
would be secured, and it appears to be a very pig-headed thing for the
Senate to refuse to look at the question on all sides.

We are utterly weary of pointing out errors in the writings of people
who attempt to describe Halifax and its surroundiogs, no matter. how uofitted
they may be for such a special undertaking. It seems that almost everyone
who has learnt the art of making an inky-footed pen dance on paper, and
who visits our Jand, must immediately send an account of the trip to some
newspaper, where it is pot likely to be much criticised, because frequently
hidden from the eyes of those whose land is more or less misdescribed. It
is not everyoae who is capable of correctly observing even the prominent,
features of aplace in a limited time, and it takes one with a special genius
for detail to do justice in a descriptive article to such a place as Halifax.
Our readers are aware that we have encountered not a little anvoying mis-
representation of late, and despite the uograciousoess of the task, we have
done our little best to counteract it, We trust that we may not again be
called upon to xepeat the wearisome work for a long time.

Just at this season, when the cold weather reminds us that the double
windows must go up soon, and that weather strips would render the doors
less draughty, it is well to remember that man is an air-breathing animal,
and that even if frost be in that indispensable element, we will suffer if we
deprive ourselves of a due gaantity of it. Ventilation is quite as important
in the winter as in the summer, and especially in hoases heated with steam
and hot water it should be most carefully attended to. The air of a room
where the windows sre never opened becomes almost poisonous, and oxerts
a very depressing and weskening influence on those who breathe it. The
lack of fresh air during the winter i3 often the cause of the ¢ ruu dowa ™
condition expericnced in the spring, and those who want to try aud get
through the season with a minimum of sickneas had better let in plenty of
fresh air, seeing, of course, that rooms are well warmed after the veatilation
is accomplished, so thst colds will not ba contracted by the occupants.

The changes that have taken place as a result of the resignation by Dr.
David Allison of the office of Superintendent of Education of this Province
effect quite a number of our educationists. Mr. A. H. MacKay has been
promoted to the important post vacated by Dr. Allison, and there is not a
manner of doubt that he will prove an able incumbent. The Principalship
of the Halifax Academy was rendered vacaot by this move, and it is under-
stood that Mr. Howard Murray, who has been nominated, wlll raceive the
appointment—if he has not already done so before this appears.  All along
the line these promotions open new opportunities for teachers to take an
upward step in their profession ; the Government wisely seeing fit to appoint
one from the teaching ranks to the highest office in its gift. It has been
frequently ssid that the teaching profession 1s toc often taken up as a
temporary thing, and thet men rarely contiaue in it and make it an object
inlife. As is the case with other occupatlons, there are some high offices
connected with the work of education, and wo think thst wheaever possible
such positions should be bestowed upon those who are familiar with the
wachinery of educstion from beginning to end, and thus supply the needed
stimulace to young teachers, who, when they realize that there is not only
room, but a fair chance, at the top, will put forth their very best energies.
We notice that Mr. A. H. MacKay, the new Superiatendent, who for four
years has boen the Nova Scotia editor of the Educational Review, published
at St. John, N. B., has resigned that post, 12 order that the Review may be,
as in the past, quite independent of Governmeatal control.  The editcsial
pen for this Province his been taken up by Mr. MacKay, Supervisor of
Schools for Halifax, who is well known to the teachers of the Maritime
Provinces, and who will doubtless do his part towards maintaining the high
standing of the Educational Review.

BQOK GOSSIP.

“ One Reason Why," by Beatrice Whitby, has come out ss No. 81 of
Appleton’s Town and Country Library. It is an interesting snd well-
wniten novel; a worthy successor of the authoress’ other stories so
universally populsr and widely resd. All who bave read  The Awakening
of Mary Fenwick” will eagerly welcome a new novel by the same hand.

No. 83 of the same sdmirable library contains ¢ The Johnstown Stage,”
snd other stories, by Robert Howe Fletcher, The story which lends’its:
title to the volume is typical of the otbers, which are all exceedingly
intereating. Quite s number of these collections of short siories have
sppeared of late, and nothipg sesms to take better with the reading public,
In the volume at hand the scenes of the tales are lsid chiefly in the West,
and are not unlike, in some respects, the stories told by Bret Harte, They
are not all western storiss, however, but they are sll bright and have plenty
of spirit in them. D. Applston & Co., New York ; 50 cents.

Here is another of those delightful Canterbury Poets, which are just the
right sizo for comfortable handling, and contsin such sdmirablo selections
of verse. This one is * Women Poets™ of the Victorian era, edited, with
an introdaction and notes, by Mra, Willjam Shkarp, All womon who love
poetry—and most women do—will want to bave this book, because it
represents the work done and being done by their sisteze. The volume is
dedicated by the editor to ¢ Mona Caird, the most loyal and devoted
advocate of the cause of woman.,” It contains, besides the introduction
angd notes, specimons from the pootical works of thirty-five women. There
are some favorite writers unrepresented, but as the editor explains in her
introduction why it is so, we acquiesce in her jodgment. Among the
poems which strike us as the finest are ¢ Sudden Death,” by Mey Probyn,
*“The Wife of Loki,” by Lady Charlotte Elliot, and “ Forbidden Love,”
by Violet Fano, The story of Loki and his dovoted wife is probably
familiar to our roaders, but for fear somo may have forgotten it we will jog
their momories. Loki was condemned by the gods to be bound to a rock,
above which a hugo enake dropped venom on him without ceasing. His
wife, to save him from this * liquid fire of hell,” hold a cup to receive the
drops as they fell, and never left her post. The two concluding stanzas
sufficiently sxplain the spirit of her work :—

* Sometimes tho venom overfills
The cup, and she must pour it forth,

With Loki's curses then the hills
Aro ront from sonth to north,

But ste in answer only uii'hs.
And h{' bor lips upon his face,

And, with love's anguish in her eyes,

Resumes her constant place.”

X “Forbidden Love" must be our only other specimen, for space grows

MODERN WOMEN OF TURKEY.

During my stay in America I was oflon overwhelmed with questions
about the Orient and Turkish life in goneral, The intensity of the
American’s desire for information about our “land of the Crescent” was
most flattering.

It should be borne in mind that Osmanlis (citizens of the Ottoman
empire) are not necessarily Turks, An Oitoman-Armenian, for oxample,
is far more different from a Turk than a British-Irishman from an Englishmen.
The Armenian is a Christian, while the Turk is a Mobhammedan, yot both
aro Ottomans, and our Armenian follow-citizens aro just as thoruughly
Oriontal as we doslems are. Their gentlemon wesr the red fez and dress in
tho same style as wo do.

The religion of Harrettl (Holy) Mohammed tolorates polygamy, while
the Christian religion forbids it. Our great Prophet commanded sll women
of the Moslem fzith to cover their faces with a veil except withia the
privacy of their home, while Christians have received no such command.
Theso two radieal differencos: botween Islamism asnd Christisnity afo tho
causes of tho vast dissimilarity in the social and homo life of the two great
classes of women in Turkoy. Thus it is that Armenians can go far abead
of us in adopting Europesn and American idoas and custums.

In years gone by Moslem women did not como up to the standard of
education of their Chiiatian sisters. But, tbanks to our wise and noble
Emporor, Turkish girls have now tho same fducational advanteges as those
enjoyed by Greeks and Armenians. Every village has its school for girls,
every city its college for young women. Coostantinople is to-day, through
tho caro of His Imperial Majesty Abd-ul-1lamid I,e8 much ap educational
contro as any of the university citics of Europe. The accomplishments
of Alsheh Kaadin, Mistress Alsheb, or Lady Nerinoh, Nerineh Haanum, no
longer consist werely in producing bright embroiderics and playing tho
dulcimer. Nor is her educational training limited to sitting on a cushion
and learning to read Ll Kur'an—the Bible of Islam,

Tho Turkish girl of the present generation is expected to know as much
about mathematics, geograpby and tho scionces as any average American girl ;
while in needlework and goneral housckeeping sho cortainly surpasses her
Amwmerican sistors. In families of the higker classes our nasli kaanume can
rival any young lady of the Faubourg Saint Gormain, Belgravia or Yifth-
Avenue,

American ladies have como to mo in Constantinople with introdue-
tions trom friends in Amorics and urgent requests to bo presented fo tho
ladies of my father's harom. Their glimpses have proved a rovelation to
them, and produced feclings of mivgled surpriso and disappointment. They
oxpected to onter a hall with no chairs or tables, but a profusion of rugs
and cushions, a turbaned man silting cross-logged in a corner smoking his

long pipe, while his numorous wives sang and danced for his enjoyment.
Instead, they find a salon furnished entirely in Europear stylo, with costly
Turkish rugs, fino piotures and bric-a-brac galore. JInstoad of a * crowd of
women wearing baggy trousors ang talking an outlandish tongue,” they mest
a charming lady (the only wifo of their host) and her threo daughters, all
dressnd in tho latest styles of London, and all fluently spesking French ss
woll as Eoglish. In fact, with tho oxcoplion of the eastern luxury of their
surroundings and tho oriontal warmth of thoir bospitality, everything is
thoroughly European. This is the otyle of life tc which women in Cairo
and Counstantinople, tharks to their bigher education, are inevitably drifting,

‘The Turkish gentleman, if he desires, mnay marry only one wife, sad
within tho sicrod precincts of home his wifo ond daughters ms, dress in
Worth gowns, give receptions to ladios (only ladies,) and ride and drive in
thuir own private park, like any lady on Rotten Row. But whon it comes
to outsido Jifo, Islamism steps 1n, and Lady Jemiloh, of Constantinople, has
to halt, while tho lady of Tokio goos away ahead of hor, I was often asked
in America how love and courtship could be possible in Turkey, when our
doar girle had to cover their pretty faces beforo mon and ba always handi-
capped by the rules of Nammehram-—rules by which the men aro excluded
from the society of women, unless thoy are near relatives. Of course, we
do not havo in Turkey the privilege of takiog our sweothoirt to the theatre
and thon to a petit suuper, nor sre wo allowed to call and prolong our visit
to a lato hour, as 1 found to pe tho custom with some Amoricans. Batin
spite of veils wo do soo end fall in love, and nolwithstanding rules we do
court and wed our choice,

The anciont custom of koja karis—old women-——coming togsther and
fixing up matches for their children, without considering the doesires of the
brido and groom elect, is becomiug obsoleto. Polygamists have to provide
a8 separato home for cach wifo, and what with education in the higher
classos and finaneial stress in the lower classes, polygamy is at a decided
discount, and is being rapidly abaLdoned, as is aleo the practico of keeping
“ housohold slaves.”

Tho bouso of Moslem is always divided intq two separate parls, the
haatemlik and tho selamlik. If the husband gives a dinner he can invite
only gentlemen, and the guests can never intrude into the haaremlik. If
the wife gives a reception no gentlemen are admitted to disturb the harmony,
The husband may invite his Christian friends, with their wives and
daughters, but his wife is not accorded the same privilege, and must he
content to know about men by hearsay, For the same reason, in all
wosquos, theatros, horse-cars, forries, etc., spocial places are provided for
women,

When our giddy kyuchuk haanums start the fashion of wearing very
thin veils, a decree from the chief of our Church advises that they be com-
pelled to wear something more than cob-webs over their faces. The yasmak,
or veil, will nover be abandoned.—Osman Bey, in Cosmopolitan, New Tork,

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COMMERCIAL,

The past week has not witnessed any apecial changoe to roport in connec-
tlon with genoral trade. While po particular activity hss developed, no
really unfavorable feaure can be cited. Of course the unscasonably warm
snd wet weather has a tendency to deprees business to some extent, and
renders many of tho rords throughout the country distriots very difficult to
traverse, especially by heavily loaded teams,

Stocks in beavy mnatorials aro in firs*-class shape, both i first and second
hands, ss the movement through the summer snd fa'l has been of a conser-
vative character, and the reserves are now about egual to the probable future
wants betwesn now and noxt epring, so that values all round have a steady
tendency. Groceries have furnished a fair volumo of businear. Su%\ar and
molaeses have ehown some more sotivity and lifo, and io other lines a healthy
movement has progressed, but dried fruits have been quioter. This is not
unnatural, for quite a hole was mado in supplies a woek or two sgo by
jobbere, and this has satizfied them for the time being.

Now that wo are sottling down to winter and sre approachiog the end of
the business yosr, it may bo well to glaoce over the business situation and
see how we do stend. In doing so it must be recognised that trade in gene-
ral is very quiot—in fact it is dull in some branches, and money is tightand
bard to collect. As ususl, the farmers are holding back the bulk of their
produce, so $hat comparatively little of it hae as yet been converted into
money. In addition, as remarked above, tho weathor has been and still is
unusually mild for the season, and this is very unfavorable to business. In
short the “boom™ in trade that was expected to result from tho unprece-
dentedly large crops has yet to be realised. All this proves the necessity
for pursuing a cantions policy, and that the uncortainty of the seasons, and
consequently of the tendency of trade justifies and renders timely our advice
in the direction of a conservative apirit. If the expectations of a large busi-
ness should not be realised, merchants who bough: freely in anticipation of
& big trado will find thomselves obliged to earry over a good dosl of super-
fluousstock. Iftherehad not beon an abundant harvest this year undoubfedly
s larger number of failures wonld bavo occurred, and it is evident that two
or thres quite as good harveats with as profitable prices as this year will he
aeeded to ensure permanent prosperity to the masses throughout the Domin-
ion, The prosent circumstsnces do not warrant expansion, but they should
mther bo an incentive to economy and prudent foresight. Kesp down
extravagance of every kind and bold firmly such advantages as a temporary
{mprovement may give.

Dry Goops.—The dry goods market is in fair shape, and whilo busi-
ness is not active deaslers generally aro pretty busy, Though there is
perhaps rather less call than is usual at tbis eeacon for heavy uuderwear,
hosiery, blankets and similar goods, still there is still a fair move-
ment in them., Orders from travellers for goods for immediate use aro
hardly up to the average of other years, but they will doubtless improve as
soon 88 the weather becomes cooler. Samples of spring goods are already
in travellers’ hands, but orders cre only coming in slowly. Pricesgenerslly
sy very firm. It is rumored that the greatl cotton mill combine has swal-
lowed up another large mill which has bitherto maintsined a separate
existence. If this proves to be the case prices of sevoral lines of cottons,
both colored and fancy, will be likely to stiffen. Remittances continne to
be only fair.

Iron, HarpwaRe axp MrraLs.—DBusiness in both bar and pig iron bas
been dull and limited during the week, for, although stocks are light, no
speculative operations sppear to be induced. Still all kinds of iron aro
steady, and thero is no change in prices to nole. There is no change in
tin plates, the dull, quiet feoling being as prominent as ever. There is no
demsnd for terne and Cenads plates, and prices are rerely what holders
make them in the absenceof business. Sheets, hoops and bands are without
feature under a movement that is one in name only. Copper is as dull as
ever, and there is no business doing on which to base & price, but it is very
likoly that concessions woald result if _n order was i view. Tin, lead, gal-
vanised and zinc sheets are unchanged.

BreaDSTUFFS.~In the local market a fair flour trado is doing, especially
in primo grades of strong bakers’. DBoorbohm’s cable reports: wheat slow
snd easior, corn nil, Weather in Epgland wet but mild. At Chicago
continued lower cables and increased receipts of wheat at the various centres
resulted in a weak market from siart to finish. All through the U, S.
North-West tho mesns of transportation s.e totally inadequste to move the
immense quantities of wheat that aro demanding carriage, and the entire
rolling-stock of the railways is fully and constantly occupied in forwarding
wheat, to the derangement of the regular traffic of the roads, especially in
the carrying of coal to points whero it is needod. Corn was stronger in
Chicago on continued small receipts. The shortages thore aro stated to be
over a million of bushels, while the stock in slore amounis to only two
bundred and fifty thousand hushels. In Now York wheat was wesk and
declined 13c. to 2¢,, and tho samo may bo aaid of tho markels at St. Louis,
Toledo, Daluth and Milwaukeo.

Provisions.—A fair jobbing trade is doing in pork. Canadisn short cut
is being offered more freoly, the new pack beginniog to arrive, and prices
bave a lowor tendency. Lard and smoked meate aro quiot and unchanged,
In Liverpool no chango worthy of noto has occurred, and prices continuo
steady with o very quiet market. The Chicago provieion market has bosn
10c. to 1bc. lower, and tho prico of hogs recoded 10c. The cattle market
thore was weak and tho sheop market steady,

BurrEr.—In this market butter continues firm and somewhat ecarce.
Soma small lots of Canadisn in largs packages were recoived from Canade
this week and may be quoted from fair to good at 17c. to 196. Nova Sootis
butter is in very small supply, and fresh country butter sells at wholesalo at
20c. to 220, There have boen a few arrivals in vessels of Cape Breton
store-packed butter in small packages which sold at 150, to 180, In
Montreal the butter market is steady aud business is done at full figures,
although ehippers show some disinclination to give outside figures. ILate-
made cresmery is quoted thero at 24c. to 24}c., and fine creamery at 1o,
lowor. Finest townships 190, to 20, Finest Western 160. to 1740, A
London correspondent writes :—* The Danish butto> guotation committes
bave bad to climb down, and after running up their consignments to
ridiculous levals, 80 that the whole trade has been desad set agsinst this
article, the official quotation hae dropped 3 kromer. The disorganizstion
caused by the extreme demauds for Danish has resulted in the transference
of a good'deal of business to Dutoh and othsr good brands; and exports
from France and America have realizad decently. Slow sales this week
have induced s slackening tendency, and in one or two insiances a slight
fall has taken place. There is, however, too little French to be .had to
allow of muoh of a drop, and Daich has advanced 2 guilders in Holland:
Extensive business has been passing in American and Canadisn, some really
splendid parcels of the latter showing recently, for which the guotation has
reached 112s. per cwt. American gonerally is quotod 783, to 86a. for ladles
and 92s, to 103s, for creameries.”

Cueesk continues firm in the Halifax market, which is quist but steady
with unchanged prices and very little demand, In Montreal cheese-holders
aro very firm and sanguine regarding the future—indeed they have fraction-
ally sdvanced their figures under a more active enquiry by cable from
England. Finest full makes are quoted in Montreal at 104c. to 103c.; fine
stock 10}c. to 10§c.; medium grades 10o. to 103c. English cables quote
53s. In London cheese still advancea. A steady trade is in progress, and
the Eoglish is rather slow, and prices do not move much, American and
Canadian lead the way, and this week the finest grades have bssn asked
some shillings more for. For September fancy pile or colored b55s. is
asked, while full cream Juune Cansadians sell freely at 52s., the rapge being
between 650s. to 543, for ordinary parcels.

Ecas are very scarce here, the supply being lexs than the actual demand,
and a good, fresh article commands 22¢. per dozen by the case. A London
roport says i—* Eggs are very quiet. Small arrivals have auperinduced the
putting up of prices, until for the finest goods they are  little beyond the
ideas of buyers, and consumption beiog checked, sales have been made with
difficulty, prices 7s. 6d. up to 12s, for extra eel¢sted French, In Liverpool,
notwithstanding tho increased supply, demand is quite equal fo it, and
prices remain close on the 9s. limit, Some should surely coms forward to
London now, where they are very much wanted to compote sgainst the
hsavy-priced Continentals, and where they are bound to succeed, especially
if the projudice in favor of the Coutinental style of packing is conceded.”

ArpLes,~—This fruit continues to be in fair receipt—qunite equal to con-
sumptive demands—in this market. Qur orchardists this year are, asa ruls,
reserving the great bulk of their crop, believing that spples will bring
higher prices as spring more nearly spproaches than they command now,
In London apples bave been going off wonderfully well, and really
splendid sales have been put through. 1205 barrels of Nova Scotian ex_
the Histforian realized under the hammer over a thousand pounds, being an
average of 16s. 7d, per bbl. This must be satisfactory to shippers. Xings
fotched best prices, being all in the vicinity of 20s., while one bbl. Blen-
heim fetched 30s., the range being dowa to 14s., with a fow lols under,
Some of this fruit was simply superb and unpacked in fine condition. In
Liverpocl large sales are being put through, 69,567 barrels finding pur-
chasers last week there at from 12s. to 16s., a slight fall that is less than
was expected. The Montreal Z'rade Bulletin summarises as follo.ss :—* The
total shipments of apples from this port during the present season up to
Nov. 14th were 263,778 bbls,, against 147,745 bbls. for the corresponding
poriod last yesr, showing tho large increase of 116,033 bbls. The exports
to the same dato from Halifax were 24,801 bble., against 35,896 bbls, for
the samo period last year, showing a decraase of 11,094 bbls. The exports
from Now *York and Boston for the presont season to Nov. 14th were
358,104 bbls., against 52,494 bbls. for the corresponding peried in 1890.
Tho total shipments of the season from all Atlantic ports to Nov. 14th were
646,684 bbls., against 236,134 bbls. for tho corresponding period last year,
being an increase of 410,550 bbls. Tho shipments from this port during
the present weok are in round numbers about 51,000 bbls., of which about
30,000 bbls. aro destined for Liverpool, 5,000 bbls. for London, 15,000 bbla,
for Glasgow, and 1,400 bbls. for Bristol.” The markets on the other side
have stood up bravely under the heavy shipments that have poured in upon
them during the past six or eight weeks from Canada and the United States.
Immenso profits are reported to have beon made by some shippers this
sesson already, and the season is by no means nearly over yet, eo far at least
as this Provinco is concerned, and the futuro has no discouraging feature,
Choice frait, good and honest packing and reasonable prices are the factors
that have played an important pact in working off the enormous supplies
that have flooded tho British markets. It has boen truly said that if com-
modities are good and prices are reasonable it i3 almost an impossibility to
give English consumers more than they can take. It has been proven in
the caso of Canadian apples this year, whose quslity has been excellent and
prices vory reasonable. Messrs, Hamilton & Pritchard, writing from Liver.
pool on Nov. 7tb, has the following to say upon tho situation :—* Wo have
again to record an excollont dowand for all descriptions of apples. This
weok’s arrivals amount to 47,351 barrels, the chiof feature of whick is the
splendid condition in which Canadians have landed, and in many scases we
wero able to doliver the whole of our parcels without a single ‘rojection?
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Our opinfon {s that shippers of choico stock can sleep with easy minds,
whilst those who know their parcols to be wanting have goud causo for
uneasiness. The strong demand throughout the country continues, and the
close yesterday was sound and boealthy,”

Fruir,—There Is & fair jobbing demand for groen fruit, and prines are
unchanged. The demand for dried fruit bas fallen off somewhat, but this
is believed to be only temporary. lmportors report thoir stocks in
ma‘lll compass, ard prices both for currants and raisins ars ossentislly
sten Y.

Suaar.—The macket for refined sugar is very firm in sympsthy with the
atrong upward t.udency of tho raw product, as refiners could not at the pro-
sent moment lay it down at tho prico they are nuw selling their low grade
yellows, Therefors an advance in these grades is imperative if a }iving
profit is to be obtained. There has been considerable excitemont in raw
sugar duriog the past few days both in England and the United States, beet
sugar being cabled from London strong and advancing at & rise of 731,
November being quoted at 14s, 3d. and Decomber st 14s. 433. Agother
private cable from London reported the market excited amid the moat
rampant speculstion, certain operators baving been as anxious to buy as the
most rabid ¢ bull” in the Chicago wheat pit during the msnipulation of an
attempted cornor. Tho present active buying in Eugland at rapid advanc-
ing values is partly owing to tho generally understood opimion that Licht
will agsin reduce hisestimate of the Europesn best crop. The wave of
excitement in Eogland appears to have struck the American market in doad
earnest, causing an advance in raw sugar in New York of c. to 3-1Ge. per
Ib. Brazil markets are strong and higher, as the nome refiners aro paying
more than Americans or Canadians csn afford to pay, and to-day the Brazil
product is worth le. 6d. per cwt. more than what it was offsred to Canadisn
refiners a few weeks ago. T outlook for raw sugar portends higher
prices atill, and refined will no doubt have to follow in its wake.

Morasszs.—It has been found that the stocks of molasses in this market
or expected here are considerably less than was estimated snd, consequently,
great firmneas prevaila, In Montreal molasses is quiet but holders of Bar-
badoes and other West Indian brands are meeting with considerable com
petition, a very fair brand of New Orleans selling freely in a jobbing way
at 283c. to 30c. This molasses is put up in barrels and is considerably
sbove the average New Orleans product which has reached that market.
Barbadoes is quoted at 373c. thers,

Txas,—Thero is a fairly active domand for the better grades of Japan
teas but low qualities are not much enquired for. Blacks are also moving
more freoly and the English market, which has had a downward tend for
the past fow weeks, has steadied up and an improvement in the demand is
looked forward to in this market,

Corree. —The disturbances in Brazil have occasioned a change in the
coffee market, for buyers are beginning to fosl anxious about supplies in
view of the amall reserves that they bave to fall back on. This anxioty has
precipitated s sudden movement from first hends. The New York Com-
niercial Bullefin reports that market s follows :—~* Operators are becoming
somewhat perplexed over the market for Santos grades. A great deal of it
has been handled this month both on spot and to arrive, and cost has
worked up to a pretty full level, with an apparent effect to increass the
offerings from other sources quite liberally. This existing fact, and the
belief that whatever may be the resuld of the political troubles in Brazil
there will be a desire to realize upon coffee somewhat promptly, is having a
tendency to induce many buyers to pause and abstain from investments
likely to increase their actual present holdings,”

Fisn,—The fish market remains in the same lethargic condition that it

has been for several weeks. A very fair lot of haddock struck in thiswoek |1

to the banks off the shore to the westward of this place, and it is ostimated
that about 100,000 Ibs. wero taken, Most of these were purchased by one
firm In this city, who packed them fresh and forwarded them to Montreal,
Quobec and Toronto, where a good demand for them is said to oxist,
There has been no other movement worth notleg in this market.
Our outside advices are as follows:—Montreal, November 25.—% The
market has been quiet, but the firm feeling has been maintained,
and thers is no change to note. Hoerring continue scarce with
holders stiff, and B. C. salmon and lske trout which have besn
arrlving have been taken at steady prices with sufficiont freedom to
provent any accumulation. Cod, etc., rule firm and unchanged.,” A Mon-
treal paper says:—‘Tho small quaatity of herring on spot as well as to
arrive, and tho bare condition of primary markets have {nduced ons of our
city dealers to securo all the available supplies to arrive by last steamer,
namely, Groetlsnds, which is due here on Saturday next. The total quan-
tity of Labrador herring, it is estimated, will not exceed 1,600 bbls. in round
figures, and taking Into consideration the great scarcity of herring and the
abnndanco of potatoss, present prices are considered very reasonable, Siles
have been made at $5.25 to 85.75 per bbl. Chicago men who have been
liolding out againet present prices will, it is thought afier all see their way
tc take & portion of the herring available in this market, which at tho moat
will be very small. British Columbia and Winnipsg are also onquiring for
supplies A siogular foature in the position is that pricss in Qusbec are
actuslly higher than in this market, snd enquiries have been received from
the ancient capital within the past fow days.”

MINING.

Boing somewhat sceptical of the report that appeared in the North Syd-
ney Herald to tho effcct that diamonds had been discovered by Mr, L.
Boyd, M. E, in the Western Counties, wo interviewed him on his return
from Waverley.and find that ho has been given soveral specimens of diamonds
of the variety known as brown stons and carbonsds, which were obtained
from the Westorn Counties, whore they aro known to exist in large guanti-
ties, Diamonds of tho first water have not yet besn found here, but as the
brown stone and carbonads are indications that they oxist, Mr, Boyd's
identification of tho stone may lead to most important results. The variety
nu{ned above are used with diamond drills, and are otherwise of economical
value.

Storxont Disrnicr'—The Stormont District is just now reeeiving much
attention, and many arcas are being tsken up in the Mines Office. R. A.
McNaughion has already secured between three hundred and four hundred
areas, and A. B. Cox has lately applied for 74 areas. As will be seen by
the official returns from the W. J. Veith Mill, 97 tons qtz. yielded 115% -
oz8. This quartz was from the Copeland aroas,

WacsxaTrook.—Near Middle River in this district alarge number of
aroas have boen secured by Mr. Charles E. Starr, of Malden, Mass., who is
ropresented by Mr. J. A. Pushie, mining oxpert. Mr. Pushie has been
doing considerable prospecting, but the work is not sufficiently advanced
for definite comment. Mr. Scranton has also secnred areas. N

An immense amount of work has beon done by the Cumberland Rail-
way and Coal Company during the summer, with a view of facilitating tho
successful operation of their mines and the speedy handling of tho output.
A pnumber of now buildings of various kinds have been orected, new railway
tracks have been laid down and vast quantities of machinery have boen
added to the plaut of tho company. Tho now Bank-head at No 2 Slopo,
ono of tho largest and best evor constructed, is about comploted and is
capablo of raising oight boxes at once. In addition to the work sbove
ground a very heavy outlsy has boen incurred in ropairs and improvements
in the mines. The expenditure of such a large sum of monoey in addition
to tho regular monthly payments for wages, olc., has had a very benoficial
offect upon the business of the town.~Cumbderland Leader.

Motxca, Queexs Co.—The famed gold district of Molega in which the
writer spent about 16 months is situated in the county of Queens, about 23
miles from Livorpool, about 20 miles from Bridgowater and about oight
miles from Caledoniz Corner, and issaid to have a population of about 1000
souls, drawn thither within the Jast threo yoars, and supporied by gold
mining almost oxciusively, thero being in the districtin the summerof 1830
three fully cquipped twenty-stamp mills, one ton stamp mill and azothor
of ten stamps 1 courso of orection, besides hoisting and pumping stations, otc.

Tho Parker-Douglas Co's mining and milling plant is the best and most
oxlensive, thero being threo boilers which aggrogate 160 horss powor, aud
when in constant use consumo 2,400 cords of word annuslly, and in sddi-
tion {o their mill gearing, skips, hoists and pumps, they run s golden gate
concentrator and a horso power duplex air compressor. These {wo latter
machines wero imported from tho United States and erected by the Truro
Foundry and Machine Company. Tho Boston Gold Mining Company’s
ton slamp mill was also designed and erected by this onterprising
firm in tho fall of 1890. This mill which is built in a most substantisi
manner throughout, was conmenced in September and completod and run-

Le- o
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ning on the 20th December, all the machinery including engine and boiler
lileing manufactured in Truro, trausported to the site snd orected within
that timo.

The Molega Mining Co's mill under the superintendence of Alfred
Wade, is constautly at work, and tho new management has been giving
genoral satisfaction to the ahareholdors.

The Minneapolis mine has been idle shout twvo yesars, owing to litigation
smong the owners.

The Caledonis Co's ten stamp mill was tolally destroyod by fire in the
Jatler part of 1890, and has not yat been rebuilt.

The village of Molega is plensantly located between Lakes Molega and
Ponhook, and has the appearance of a thriving bust'ing place, having s
daily mail and supporting four general stores, which soom to he doing a
good business. The roads which two yesrs sines were exocrable, are now
mueh improved, especially the one leading to Caledonis Corner, some parts
of which aro not excelled by any inthe province ; thanks to the liberal road
policy of the present government.

About ono and a half miles from tho village the celebrated ild Cat
River flows from Lake Molega to Ponhook Lake. In tho spring of 1890
the Parker-Douglaa and other companies conceived the idea of utilizing the
water of this stream to drive their extensive mining machinery, proposing
to tranamit the power to their works by wire ropes, and under the superin-
{endence of D. McDonald, of the Truro Foundry & Machine Co., the route
wes surveyed, stations located, etc., the volume of water at the time being
capable of furnishing 1800 horse power, but the schems has not yot been
carried into oxecution.—@. J. M. in Truro Daily News,

Uvtacke Districr—The ¢ West Lake " and “Queen® properties aro
both ahowing more gold, and the several owners are met with smiling coun-
tenances.

A now manager for the Now Alpha Co. has arrived in camp, and it is
expected soon to see this fine property turning out rich quirtz again.

EcoXouy OF av Errctrio Mixive Pravt.—After briefly describing the
Hercules mining machine, Mr. C. F. Scott, in a paper read beforo the
Engineers' Society of Western Pennsylvania, drawsa comparison betwoeen
hand labor and machine labor for coal mining. In machine wining
the atalls can be made much wider, because of the great rapidity of wining,
g0 that the ruof will stand a shorter time with fower pillars. I'ho immediate
effect of tho introduction of coal-cutting machinery is to reduce tho cost
of undercutting from 20d. to 5d. per ton of 1} inch coal in the Pennaylvania
district. Taking into account the other exponses, there is a saving of 25 per
cent. Another advantage of machine mining is that perfect pillars are loft
and can bo recovered, as there is no temptation tozotthem. The reduction
of the number of stslls for the same output, due to machinery, also causes a
great saving in the timber, the number of roads and the tramways that bave
to bo kept up. The saving of coal due to the-<introduction of machinery, is
also very groat ; this arises from the small amount of sleck and the larger
coal produced by the smaller height and greater depth of undercutting,
and also from the pillars not being crushed. An estimato is given of tho
saving in expense by using a plant of soven machines, run ten hours a duy,
and cutting 233 tons. Tho coat is £29 11s. 3d., made up as follows: Fuel,
9s. 7d.; wagez, £2 10s.; deterioration of builer, ongine, electrical apparatus
and wire, £1 6s; cost of repairs, £1 8d ; cost of working £4 17s; loading
and blasting, £19 8s. The indirect saving i estimated at £2 19s. The
cost of hand mining is £38 6s. 8d. Tho saving by the use of machines is
therefore considorable in all directions,

The prospector of the arid zone ia gencrally s man of middle age, with
the constitution of the coyole. No roof except the ¢ starry vault” covers
his besd of nights, and hunger bas no terror for him. Oan s pinch he will
oat apything thst flies or crawls. He fears nothing but thirat, and against
thio he is alwsys on his guard. When by some mischance thirat overtakes
him ho mekes a bottor fight agsinst it than would most men. He finds
moisture in the fleshy lesves of the cactus, snd unhesitatingly drinks the
blood of any living thing he can capture. By moans of a hollow reod he i3
able to suck water from wet ¢éand, and using his coffeo pot and gun barrel
distils alkali water which, it would bo death to drin% as found.

It is seldum that very old men ventura out into the deserts and mountain

wilds as prospoctors ; nor do msny young wmon care to Jeave the society to .

be found in the towns and lead a solitary, roving life in tho wilderness.
The inveterate prospector belongs to a peculiar type of humanity closely re-
Jated to the trapper and the bee-hunter. His thoughts by day snd his
dreams by night are of great and rich veins of the preoious metals. Heis a
close student of nature and generally a good deal of a philosopher. Nothing
escapes his eye in his march through the wilds. He not ouly sees every
rock and pebble at bis feet, but aleo notes every shade of color on the slopes
of the far-away mountsins. Every patch of color hes 2 meaning for him,
He knows the kind of aoil—decomposed rock—that makes the particular
shade he sees. He is also able through color and configuration to distinguish
slar ranges in which water will be found.

The prospector is able to sstisfactorily test all kinds of material for gold
with pan and horp, but in order to test ores for silver he generally carries

7ith him a smal) bottle of nitric acid, a Flozence flask and a few test tubes,
or if he understands the use of the blow pipe he depends vpon that when
he is in a region of emelting ores.

When rich fluat has been found and the prospector has csmped on the
trail of a vein, his partoer, the donkey, bas a good time. e grazes about
the temporary heme at his ease while his master is at work. When the lode
for which search is being made is one of the kind designated as “ blind *’
the prospector frequently finds it necessary to do s good deal of downright
bard wotk, In following the trail of the veir up the slope of the hill or
mountsin ke presently arrives at a point where the * float quartz” disappeara,
It is covered by soil and debris from a higher part of the mountain, Itis
then necessary 1o start a narzow trench and carry it up the slope. When
the digging is firsd commenced the float which bad disappeared from the
surface will be found at a depth of a fow inches beneath the soil. As the
trench progressesthe depth at which the fragments of float are found steadily
incresses,  When they are found lying on the bedrock—face of the rock of
which the mouatain is composed—tho prospector knows tbat his work is
almost over, that he is close upon his vein.

Tho foregoing is a plaib, unromantic view of the prospector and hia
work in the mountaina. Much might trathfaily be said of him as the quant
coureur of civilizition, but in that light he his béen so frequently painted
by master hands that littlo yoom is left for now touches. He bas also been
depicted ag a sort of cross between Stabad the S nloer and Barou Mflachausen,
but io the sviitary Iifs he often leads for Jung periuds of tim-~, it would be
nearer the matk to paict him as a Crusoe, bis burro standivg for his man
Friday.

Tko prospector is entitled to figure as an Indisn fighter more dsngerous
thap most of those who pose in that role, though nearly all his fighting is
sfter the Parthisn msnner—while in rotreat. The stories of bie Indisn
fights are almost 1nvariably histoties of masterly retreats—ratreats doadiy to
his pursuere.

All this week we have beon in the swim, and have been able, on our
own sccount, to do some considerablo business apart from foreign support.
I think we might elmost say it has beon one of tho best weeks we bave had
since the slcmp. Pricos have been steadily advancipg all the week, and
that ip epito of the cabled intelligence from London cof a slump in Ameri-
cacs, and dulloess in ¢ Koffirs.” The fact is wo aro beginning to fesl our
own feet, and local confidence is so strong that we have been able to throw
off, to some extent, our dependence on the London market. The dominat-
ing factor has undoubtedly been ihe expectation of & good output for
August, which was officially declsred yesterday at 65,601 cz. This is an
incresse of 6,534 cz. over the Aupgust output, which itself was 3,000 oz.
mors than that for July. Such solid progicss as this is held to warract the
beliof that the future prospects of tho industry were never brighter or mare
fully cespred than at the present time. The vumber of ssles on Thurs:
day aud Friday was 34, a higher figure than we have roached at any timo
sivco the slump. You will observe the remarkablo total of the Robinson
Company, viz,, 8,245 cz. the largest mepthly retuin wedo by any mioe in
South Aftica. Over 1,000 ¢cz. of this amount were the result of only 10
days tun of the chlerinaden plant.

It appeais thet the chief difficulty to be overcomo at first was the cost of
cosl and chemicals, but theso havo been so far obviated that the total cost
por ton is not much more than tho cost of tho samo operations in California.

The oxcavations were made in May and tho furnsce began to work on Ist

Groat care hasto bo taken notto dissipate thoe gold in
fumeos. As Mr. McAuthur says, porfect roasting is the most difficult opers-
tion in tho chlorination process. I'he ore when discharged from the fu:-

nace ia tipped out on to the cooling floor. It ia thon loosely packed into
leaching vate, 80 as to permit the chlorine gas to purmeate throughout the
whole mase. When full of this gss the tanks sre plugged up and left to

stand for half e day to three daye. ‘The offinity of chloiine fur gold forws
the compound chloride of gala. Leuching consiats in the washiog out of
the dissolved gold, which ruus out into precipitation tarks, \When these
are filled with gold-water sulphate of iron ix added, and ths gold 12 precipi-
tated in the form of a brown powder. The precipitate rcquires frurm uno to
threa days to settle. The water is drawn off from the 1op, sud the gold
precipitation vats aro cleaued out onco or twico a month, and tho gold pre-
cipitated is melted down into ordinary bar gold. Tho pracess in use at the
Robinson Mine is thst known ss the Plattnor process, and is in use m
Cslifornia. Mr. Butters says he has sdded nothiog during his 10 yesrs'
experience to the chemistry of the process. Chlorination is a very cumplex
operation, and needs the utmost care aud intelligence, fuilurs being the usual
result of attempting to carry it on by w~chanical rvle of thumb, There are
altogether three chlorination procesees, the Newbory-Vautin, the Pollok, and
tho Plattner, the latter beingthe batis «f the other two. At Mount Morgan,
in Quoensland thereisthe largest chlorination processin tho world,they use 40
1b. of sulphuric acid to produce chlorine gas fur each ton of ore vperated upon,
whilst at the Robinson only 123 Ib. is required for the treatment of ono ton.
The cost of the sulphuric acid, which has to be imported, will put tke Potlok
and the Newbory-Vautin processes out of competition with the Plattuer
process. Br. Battars, who has been in every gold-pruducing country in the
world, except Australia, says be never saw a muiket before whore peoplo had
to advertise their lailings snd concentrates. Sharp competivion among
buyers has made this unneceseary. Here thu merket is stucked with thess
materials, and aa there are o buyers, his cpiviun is that 1t is a place wiiha
great future before it, and accordingly bo has cume to stay.
