MILLER AND FARMER.

So much importance in milling istobe attached to the
quality and nature of the wheat used, that we
must welcome every cffort employed 1o grow a good
milling wheat. “The Dominion Millers’ Association has
shown its interest in the question by constantly drawing
the attention of fanners to the matter, and aiding them
by practical suggestion born of their own experience.
‘The Experimental farms, under both Dominion and
provincial management, keep experimenting on these
lines at their different stations, and here again the
Millers® Association has given its co-operation and help.

Not, probably, so much for the purpose of arriving at
the milling qualities of wheat sown, but rather to ascer-
tain the yield and strength per acre, the Ontario Agri-
cultural Experimental Station has been conducting for
some time a system of co-operative work in agricalture
throughout Ontario. Fertilizers and seed are distributed
annually among the graduates of the College through
their association known as the Agricultural Experimental
Union, and also among other interested and progressive
farmers throughout the province. In a letter to the
press under date of August 26, Mr. C. A. Zavitz, one of
the professors in the College, who has had the manage-
ment of this work, gives some’ particulais of the meth-
ods of operation and results.

1n the spring of the present year 322 packages of fer
tilizers, 894 of fodder feed, 1,230 of root seed, and 3,1100f
spring grain were sent out to Ontario farmers. There
are at present as a result of this work, which has been
growing steadily from the start in 1886, upwards of 800
experimenters with spring ciops and Mr. Zavitz is pre-
pared to supply 4oo others with winter wheat. Up to
the present date 135 experimenters have been heard
from. OF this number, 6o sent in satisfactory reports of
carcfully conducted experiments, sixteen forwarded par-
tial reports and 59 wrote of failurc or unreliable results.
‘The 6o satisfactory came from 23 counties, eleven of
which were cast and twelve west of the City of Guelph.
The yields per acre have been calculated from the
amounts grown upon the plots, which in each case
measured one square rod, and paths three feet wide
were allowed between the plots.  The following table
gives the average amount of straw and of grain per
acre of the cleven varictics grown on 6o Omario farms
and at the Experiment Station at Guelph:

"I'he Dawson Golden chaff is said to be a new variety
claimed to have been originated by Robert Dawson, of
Paris, Ont,, who along with his neyghbors are growing
it quite estensively,

It is to the interest of millers throughout the province
10 study closcly the results of these experiments. Grain
men have a diwect concern in the kinds of wheat
yrown in the country and the anticipated yield of
each variety. Millers have lkewise an interest in
this phase of the question. They are especially con-
cerned in the milling quality of the wheat that will be
most largely sold in their section, and unless wheat pos-
sesses strength in this respect the farmer will be handi-
capped in marketing his wheat.

“The intcrests of fanner and miller are not to be
separated. The old jibe that “a miller has fat hogs and
everybody knows it” has no significance, if in honesty
it ever had, to the farmer of this day in his dealings
with the miller, “They both pull the same way, and not
at opposite ends.

We are not sure that the
ouller will object to a portion of the wheat crop going
&hat way for a time at any rate,

A CHANGE of one letter is all that is required some-
times to knock the sensc out of a sentence, or to make
a writer say something very different to what was in-
tended. By the change of one letter in the annual
report of Sccretary Watts in last month’s MILLER, in
the membership clause, the types read thus: “A like
number were ‘turned’ out.” The “t” should have been
“1,? the reference being to the millers who had been
“hurned ” out during the year, not “turned” out.

Vartous and queer are some of the notions enter-
tained in regard to money. Why cannot the govern-
ment make money enough to meet all wants of its peo-
ple? is the stupid question asked not unfrequently by
people who would be insulted were you to intimate that
they were stupid.  The United States has been filling
its treasury for months back with silver dollars at the
rate of four million a month, and while its vaults have
been fail to bursting the country has been passing
through a tryingly severe financial depression. The
condition is not at all novel to students of economic
subjects. Thehistary of the English land bank scheme,
the Rhode Island paper bank experiment, the John Law

are les illustrating the inevitable result of schemes

to inflate the circulation with cheap and valueless

money. To borrow an illustration from Adam Smith,
even sensible men forget sometimes that the highway
to a patticular place is not the place itself—the houses
and lands. It is simply a means of reaching the placc.
Moncy is only a vehicle ot exchange, and must have
behind it something which is something. Dollar bills

* may be run off the printing press to advertise the won-

derful values that some shoddy dealer is offering in
pants, but when you come to buy the pants you must
put a more tangible value behind the handsomely
printed bill the same dealer has given you. ‘The money
issued by tailor or government is worthless if it has
nothing substantial as its real representative.

I1is almost universally the case that the individuai
who | a little K ledge forgets, seemingly,
that there is some one who has not even that little pos-
session. Many there are who know more, but some onc
knows less. ‘The fact begets in us the custom of talking
over the heads of those to whom we may be honestly
desirous of imparting information. Moreover, it must
be remembered that while age and experience give
knowledge, at least this ought to be the case, yet all have
not reached that period when the wrinkles are becoming
marked and the grey hairs are leaving traces in our
beards. The young, however, are always with us just as
surely asare the poor. ‘Thereistheold niiller who knows
allabout milling that can betold. Anda dessertation on
rolls, or middlings, or corrugations, or variations of
steam power, from the pen of a Bates, Abernethy, Grim-
shaw, Tompkins, or other technical expert, and student
of science, will contain nothing new to him. He
is a perfect miller, wholly rounded-out, knowing every-
thing that can be known. But what of the boys who
are only on the threshold of practical milling? Bates,
istothemar Tompkins is a cycloprdia of

hanics to their budding intell The older miller
must not pass by the article that meets him in tis tech-
nical journal with the curt criticism, “nothing new.” It
is not new to him, possibly, even in this age when there
are new shadings of truth constantly coming to the
front. It is new, and is the groundwork to that youny
man in your mill, whom some day will be known as the
master expert miller of the entire country side.

A MILLING cotemporary, across the border, is of the
opinion that underbilling cannot be prevented by legis.
lation. “All laws that interfere with private affairs,
says that journal, “are open to distrust, and in no
countsy has it ever yet been possible to make men
honest by law. Canada can not convert her dishonest
merchants and manufacturers into honest men by
threatening to hang, draw and quarter them for dis-
honest practiced.” This may be so. Lawsagainst stealiny
do not stop stealing, altogether. A police force is still
a necessity of civic government. The peculator and
the embezzler are abroad, though forced frequently
to become acquainted with the inside of prison
walls. The heroes of the Panama Canal scandal will
probably find their duplicates in another era, notwith-

ding the punish and disg that has been
visited on the aged and the younger Dc Lesseps and
their associates in crime. Tammany exposures have
not entirely wiped out civic mal-administration though a
Tweed made his home in the Tombs. Punishment
came heavily upon the directors of the Glasgow Bank,
and yet directors continue to wreck banks. Around
about Ottawa and Quebec those in high places have
abused the trust placed in them, and have been com-
pelled by a righteous public indignation to step down
and out from public life. These are all records of his-
tory. But what might have been the record if the line
had not been drawn somewhere and the individuals
concerned in these frauds brought to justice? Detter
that men should be honest from higher motives, never-
theless the terror of the law is a powerful deterrant,
and, in some instances, is the only influence that keeps
men honest.

On
1he other hand nullers say that the patent 15 not vahd,
one nuller writing to say that the principle of the
Cyclone had heen used by L. as far back as 1870,
which 1s a decade and more before the Cyclone was
patented.  Mr. Knickerbocker 15 Toronto in connec-
non with the matter, and it s stated that evidence has
been collected against nullers by a party who was at
one time traseller for a Canadian il furnishing house.
About 100 of these Cyclones, it 15 understood, are in use
m Ontario, that have been crecred by uullers them-
selves.  United States Millers’ associations have made
W a part of their work to contest cases of the khind on
behalf of their meinbers. The matter 15 under consid-
eration by the Donunion Millers' executive, just what
measures will be taken not yet beiny decided on.

BRITISE vs. AMERICAN FLOURS.
A PAPER read by Mr. Henry C. Kurtz before a late
meeting of the liritish Millers' Association has
been widely commented upon in the mulling press both
of Great Britain and America.  The subject dealt with
was “The Compulsory Grading of American Flour.”
Mi. Kurtz was firm in his conviction and clear in his
statement as to the deterioration of American flour
imported 1nto Great Britain the past few years and the
steady improvement in Bntish flour. The comment
regarding American flours is in these words: “In the
days when we first received American flours the percent-
age of extraction was 30, 40, 30, or at the higbest (o,
1 Leheve that 10-day in the States there are high-class
patents of jo per cent. still made and sold, but as re-
kards the lintish and more especially the London mar-
ket the percentage 1s 63 at the best; we get patents at
73, 30, and even 90 per cent.  Perhups the inean hes
between 7o and 80,  The fact is there are many Ameri-
can flours now suid as patents which a few years ago
would have been classed as *straight grade.’” The prac-
tice Mr. Kurtz does not b to d e as dish
est. Bakers of wide e\perience from the north, south, east
and west, says the Bnush Miller, all expressed them-
sclves to this effect.  Mr. Arundel, of Birmingham, the
respecied treasurer of the Association, who has the
reputation of beiny one of the keenest men of business
in the Midlands, ubserved that since he had taken to
blending his own flours he had used a much smaller
proponion of foreign-made goods, and had given at
least equal satisfacion to his customers. His second
quality hread -for which be had a large sale’ was made
entirely from Britsh products: if his top-price loaves
contained one-fourth to one-fifth of American patents,
he had doubts about the necessity of their presence.
Mr. Fletcher, h i B g haker, and
Mr. Caates, of Hanley, were just as emphatic in their
tesumony to the improvement in home-milled flours.
The detenoration, to use the word employed n this
debate, is in the nature of thiags: for apart from any
question af the retrocession of the hard wheat belt, it 1s
clear that the flours which conquered for Amenica her
position on the lintsh market were the advaaced guard,
and. as such, had been carefully selected for their qual-
ity.  The main body could nat be expected to maintain
that high standard throughout.  Such unequinocal
testimony 1o the improiement 1n native mullers’ pro-
durts is deemed most gratifying.

BRITISE FLOUR MARKERTS.

The bright side of the shield, so far as Britsh
flour markets are concerned, is  still kept invisible.
Flour is 1n the words of the London Miller still a
shnnking value. “This is especially true,” aur English
cotempnrary says, “of Amencan grades and brands. A
fow days agn a well-known spring patent was landed ia
Lomdnn dacks and sold at the moderate price of 223. a2
sark. There is indeed a scarrty of ame high-class
hrand, but even i this case it is probable that orders
would be booked at 235 At prevent is the london
market 30 well storked that any figure above that prrce
the holders of the chowest Amencan patents find the
greatent dificuhy in selling. Aa cxcellent patent can
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now be bought in London for 23s. to 23s. 6d., while the
supply of lower qualities is heavy enough to promise
low prices for many days yet. Al things considered, it
cannat be said that the London milling trade fails to
hold ns own; although the metropolis is fairly inundated
with flour, foreign and British, its mills are by no means
as they were in the spring of 1887, It is a remarkable
fact that the level of svalue for town whites and house-
holds is distinctly above that of the corresponding
Ainerican brands. Apparently a limit has been reached
in London for the us of American flour; when that
result 1s once passed the inevitable result is a dragging
sale and droopiny prices. 1t would, however, be a great
mistake to reckon Mi polis or Milwaukee as the
only serious competitors on the London miller. Per-
haps at no tune has a greater volume of flou: been week
by week poure-: into the inetropolis : from quiet villages
and yreat centres of industry there is a ¢

of sacks of all qualities. \What is termed “sound coun-
try flour” may be readily purchased at 20s. to 20s. 6d.,
while some choice flours combining color and strength
in the highest degree find a steady but not over brisk
sale at 23s. 10 23s. 6d.”

FLOUR MILLING IN JAPAN.

The reasons for this, and suggestions how to
secure a share of this trade for Canada, are clearly
stated by Mr. Watts in his report. By unanimor:ly
confirming the report, which had been made a report of
the Executive, millers of Canada have given their assent
to the practicability of the plans proposed. Are they
prepared to go further and put these plaans inta exe -
tion?

We refer to the matter here because, to quote from
the address of Mr. N. H. Stevens, of Chatham, when
discussing the subject of “Competition 1n Flour Selling,”
a dy for the p over-p: tion and dep: d
condition of the Canadian flour market is in exteading
this market abroad. Mr. Stevens had himself found a
profitable autlet for part of his product in the West
Indies. \Why not others? We are pleased to add here
that Mr. R. Noble, of Norval, who has lately, through
a visit of his son, made an iavestigation of these
markets, is now preparing a shipinent of 300 barrels of
flour for the West Indies. Recognuing the sugyestion
frequently made 1n these columns that a good grade of
barrel must be used in shipments 10 the Indies he is
having the barrel made of solid cak, lined with pape-
and of sufficient size to contain the full weight, and per-
fectly tight.  On the ends of the barrels are attractive
labels showing the style of the mills and where located,

In a recent 1ssue of the London and China Telegraph,
the following account of the flour nulling industry is
given: A new industry has appeared in the Nagasaki
in the form of the steam roller flour mill, which has
been running now for two years, being about the only
mill of the kind east of Penang. The inception of this
industry 1s due to a few of the energetic old residents of
Nagasak:, who fancied they saw a good chance of mak-
ing 1t pay. I'lans were prepared, the necessary capital
was raised, the co-of of emi Jap busi-
ness inen was secured, the buildings erected and fitted
up with machinery which embraced the very latest Eng-
lish, American and A lian p and impe
ments, being constructed on the Hungarian roller prin-
ciple. A visitor to the mill is at once struck by the
clean! and comparative quiet of the establishment.
‘There is scarcely a trace of flour dust to be seen, and
there seeme 10 be a strange absence of operatives, as
the machinery is automatic, and very little manial labor
required.  On the tirst floor may be seen a native feed-
ing the machine with the grain from sacks just as it
arrives from the country, and on the ground floor may
be seen another native workman disposiag of sacks of
flour which have been automatically filled to an exact
weight by the machine, after the shoot has been fitted
with an empey sack by a native womaa. So that with

cent.  The French ficet use the Nagasaki flour, which in
wself is no slight recommendation, and it is very largely
in use in Yokohama and Hong Kong, where its qualny
is highly appreciated.  The sharps and braa also find a
ready sale at Yokohama and Hong Kong.

SHIPHENTS TO THE WEST INBIRS.

We shall hope that millers, anxious to sec an exten-
sion of Canadian flour markets abroad, have read with
care the repmt of Secretary Wans, in the August
CANAVIIAN M LER, giving very fully particulars of the
conditens of the flour trade in the West indies. The
report shows, beyond any douls, that the people of
these islands are considerabl of flowr. They
import from America, bwt the United States, and not
Canada, has received the lion's share of their trade.

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THE GRNERAL SURVEY.

If 2 machine
breake down on account of old age, or for any
ather cause, the time of the mill is lont and its
carning power stopped, The owner i< there-
fre mt only paying for the epairs of the
machine, but 1calso kning what the mill would
e carning if at work.

Frequent <oprs of thie kind, on account of
ol and warn-out machines, add hses together
very rapidly--cnough in a littke while 10 buy
several new inachines - amd still the old ones
are on handt 10 e again and again ropaired at
toas of time to the mill.  The man that does
it that way is penny wise and pound foclish,
As soon a< a machine is woen out and hecomes
decrepit with age, it shoukl be replaced by a
~ew onc.
