After singing, reading of Aats zx,, and ear-
nest davotional ezeroises, the reverond gen.
tloman preachied an able aud exceedingly
impressive sermon—only a brief synopms
of which is given below—from Aots xx. 82,

During the delivery of kis discourse, Mr.
MoTavish was listoned to by all with the
deepost attention and with svident emotion
by very many of hig own congregation.

ZTHE SERMON.

Acts xx, vorse 82.—~“ And now, brothren, I cowm -
mend you fo God, and to the word of His graco,
whioh 'is abla to ‘)ulld aou up,and to glvo younan
{nheritance among oll thom waich aro sancéi od.”

A fow years prior to the date of this nar.
rative, said the speaker, the Aposils Panl
came an entire strangsr o Ephiesus to hoist
the Gospel standard. Twelve men had
already been baptised with the baptism of
John ; 1.6, they were baptised as men that
looked for tha Saviour yel to appear ; they
did not know that He had already coma,
This illustratos the differonce between the
baptism of John and our baptism. Paul's
minislry at Ephesus was successful, as is
clear from the following olrcumatan eos :~—
(1) That some who oarod not for the Liord
sought to preach Him after a fushion and
work miracles in His namoe ; (2) that others
foeling thoir businesa intarests to bo endasg-
ered raised an outory against Him 5 and (8)
above all that many believed and were
saved. There novor was a sucoorstal Min.
istry that did not reccive opposition. The
world, the flesh and tho devil are sure o
fight it. This was the reason of the perse-
oution, Persons engaged in a trade or
traffic whioh will suffer by the Tenth boing
proclaimed by a featlots Muistry will as-
suredly oppose it. Hu prayed CGod shat
Ohalmers’ Chursh congregation may nover
have & Ministry that will not meet with
opposition from the world, or that the flesh
sud the devil can folerate easily, When
Paul was driven from BEphesus, no doubt
many were saying, * What & loss thisis fo
the eauge of Jesus ; how can His work go
¢n without him.” But God could get on
without Paul. Ho can get on without any
human instrament, Nevertheless ho con-
descends to honor us by nsing us as His in-
sfrumonts, And when one of thege instru.
ments is removed from one sphere to ane
other, you may be sure that there is no more
work there for him to do. It is God's will
that he is removed, Upon geing away
Paul sent for the elders of the chureh to
meeb him at Miletus and addressed them in
the words of ouriext. By the word ¥ God"”
in this passags is meant the Father, and
the * word of His grace” evidently means
the Lord Jesus Ohrist—theraby mesaning
the grand ipstrumentality by which men
are brought to the knowledge of God. In
this sense God ‘and Christ Jesus are here
spoken of as equale—an evidence of Sheist's
divinity, I don’t understand this, but then
I don't understand myself and am not sur.
prised that I osnnot understand God. The
 grace” should moxe corrootly bo rendered
“ favor”—to show that the Liord Jesus is
God's gift toman, not purchased, or deserv.
ed in any way, but purely a favor from God.
This great gift Paul commends, or places

. before his fiiends when leaving them, Not
that God was likely to forget them, but He
honors His peopls by making them remem-
beaneers to plead His own promises. Thus
was Paul honored in commending them to
God and the word of His grace.

Agsain, what did Paul wish for them ?
He wishied them to be bulit up as & house,
Every believer is a houwe for God. Nof a
finished or perfect houae, but a honse never-
theless—on a new foundation, Sin has
uade us a0 angular, so rough and oat of
shape that no wonder the world ocoasionally
points out our defects—they forget what a
tenible condition the Church bas been
bronght out of, and henoo the Apostle’s de-
site that we should be built up anew, made
perfect. God's love alone can do this, This
was what prompted the Apostle to plead
the canse of his poople before God,

built up and made so perfeot that they

BIOGRAPHICAL.

The Rav, John MoTavish, whic is now in
his fifty-ninth year, was educated at Glas-
gow University, Scotland, and was ordained
and inducted to the pastorship of the Pres-
byterian congregation at Ballachulish, on
the borders of Argyle and Inverneeshire
in the year 1844, Here ho remained until
1852 when uo removed for » year to Killean
in Eintyre. Having resolved to devote
himself to Colonial work for the future ke
gave up this charge, intending to go to
Australis. Iliness and other circnmstanees,
however, provented him {rom leaving Soot-
1and bafore the year 1854 when he set sail
for Canada and was shortly after his arxi.
val gettled among the Presbyterians in
Eldon and Thorau, counties of Vietoria and
Ontario. His then oharge is now knowa
aa the Beaverton congregatien, over which
and Woodville he labored until 1872, when
o Yeceived and accepted a call to Chal.
mer+ Church, Woodstoek, Having applied
for and reotived loave of abeenos to spend
a fow months in Sootland during the past
summor, chiefly forreereation and the bene-
flt of bis health, be vieited, amongst other
placee, and preached in Inverness—tho re.
sul} of whish was x call to him signed by
nearly 1000 membera, from the Jast Pres.
byterian Ghiureh of that vity. Phe call was
acoepled, and this morning Mr. MoTavish
and family will leave Woodstoek, ascom-
panied to the station by a large number of
his late cobgregation and others, to bid
him & regreiful andnorrowing good-bye, for

Seotland, to enter upon the dutles of hia
new fleld,

Fow ministers of tho Prasbytoerian Church
in Onuads, have cooupled a more prominent
position 1n the work of the Ohurch or bave
dono morop effloient sorvios than has Mr.
MoTavish. A man of dgoided ability and
strong convietions, ha was a positive ol--
wmont which made iteelf folt w any oom.
muavity. As a prencher ho was able, fresh
aud doeply in earnest, and tho same indeed
may be said of bim in all his relations to
the Churoh and Sosiety. The Prcsbyterian
Miesion to tho North-West, tho French
Evangehzation seheme, the Aged aud In
firns Mintstors’ Fund~-all now acknowledg-
ed sucoesses—and other important branchies
of the Church's present operations are in
no small measure the resuli of his sugges.
tions and asubsequent advecaoy. Under
thepo owroumsinnoss it is not surprising that
his removal from Cgnada is folt to bo a
govere loss to the Presbyterian Churoh, not
alone by his brothren of the Ministry but
by .the members >f that body genorally.

‘ REY. DR. BONAR,

The Rev. Dr. Boratius Bonar is deeoribed
by Dr. Prime, in the Observer, as a vener-
able-looking man, sixty-five years of age,
short of stature, with a round,smooth, fresh
face, beaming with intelligence and love.
In the pulpit bie reads very slowly, and his
prayera are short, tender, and comprehen.
sive. Of his work for the okildren of his
charge, Dr. Prim.: writes :

Dr. Bonar presches on the first Sabbath
evoning of each month to the children of
the congregation. The serviee beging at
half-past six and closen a$ eight, whioh in
tbis latitude is before sunsel, and at nine
it is perfect daylight, 80 that the hour is
quite convenient to assemble the children,
The houee was crowded, the parents being
out in fall foree, ohildren from missiep
schools, and strangers xot a few. ‘Che pas.
tor was like & father among the children of
his own house. e stepped down from his
pulpit again and agam, while they were
assombling, to seat one and another, called
to them tn coms forward, spoke tenderly to
them, and evidently was an objeol of love
to them all. All the ebildren had a Bible
in haud, and when the minister named the
ohapter he was about fo read, he pansed
till they had found the placo. He road a
few words and hasitated, when the whole
mass of them oalled out the next word, as
he stopped only to have them show that
they were keeping the place. He wonld
ask them a question on what he was read-
ing, and they won!d answer promptly, The
game way it was when he read the hymne,
Then he ssked them a few questious in the
Shorier Catechism, and they repested tho
snewers fluently. Thoy sang some of the
sweetest of the modern revival hymns, and
with great apiril. For the sermon he fonnd

Aad
so ke wont ou ; in the raiddle of his sormon
he gaid, *' I think you aro tired ; let ug slog
& hymn,” and awsy they went with the
*Swootest carol evor sung,”
and whex they wore quite waked up with
it, ba spoke to them again. The wholo ser-
vico was a proof of what I have so clion
said, that there is o need of oiapstrap, funny
stories, and buby talk, or religious twaddle,
to interest ohildren. Here they were
taught the most important truthe, saving
truth, in eimple languape, and they were
deeply intorested. They listoned with both
ears, answored promptly, and probably re-
metnbered wuoch that was sald to them.
Ministors who preach to children, and
tenchers, may take & hint fr.m this great
aud oxcellent preacher, who kvows how to
inetraod tho old and tho yousz. I have
heard many Sabbath school soruons and
addressce, but baver one that more appily
l’met etho wants of the youthiul mind and
oart.

CLERGYMEN'S INFLUENGE,

It is quite possible to estimate the min-
ister of religion too highly; to regard bim
a8 tho source of blessing, instead of ome of
the chanrols through whioh blessing somes;
to allow him to eolipso the Master whom
he ought to reveal. This the Roman
Catholics do; aud we are ot guits suro
that it has net been done fo a greater cx
lesg extent by some DProtestants; butb with
them the movement has long been in an
oppotite direotion. Now, it is quito pos-
sible to go teo far ia this direction also ; to
8q belittle the minicterial cfice w5 to de-
priveit of all woight and influonce ; to repeas
the truism that **tue minister is only a
man” so frequently that it comes to menn
that he is something less than a man,
Prao Lio Is only & man ; but 8 man may be
a Prince. The following exiraet from an
American exchange geoms to indicate a re-
tarn to proper feeling on this subjeot ;—

There is o tendetoy 1 cortain schools of
thought, oven in tho Christian chureh, to
regsrd the munsterial office as & thing to be
treated with eufferance rather thau respect,
and as & refuge for awiable souls rather
than n vantage-ground for hearty work.
Another idea is, that minstors, althongh
really a relio of the days of priestoraft, may
be tolerated it they are seon to work with
twioo the diligence of other Obristisas in
overy department of religious and secular
veform, Thus Dhe Ohristian Register, the
Boaton Uniturian organ, has just mtimated
tiat the world will “keep a place” for
specially able and devoted olergymen, but
will let the office die out if its occapants are
meraly seekers after their own eabe and
convenience. Now, we do not look back
with plossars upon thoge days when min-
istera wore absurdly coddled, were given all
the best corners iu lifs, and were considered
oracles on all possible subjects. The mod.
orn deoline of pri-st-worship has bad a good
effect on the olerioal profession, whioch is
more relf-reliaut 84d manly than it used to
be. But there is some danger lest thought-
less persons go too far, We do not see how
the ministerial offico oan be dispensed with
until Ohristiane get to heaven and need no
human minister.,  Every eococlesiastioal
body, from ithe hierarchieal Churoh of

Frionds, mus} have certain members who
devote themeelves in some especinl degres
to the care of religions affairs, the visitation

Buppose you hear the remainder of that
speeoh addressed to you, that a voice said
to you, “Depsrt, thon cursed one, into
everlssiing fire, prepared for the devil and
his angels:” oannot you understand with
what gibes snd jeers and oruel mockings
you may be received into the abodes of
woe? horrible voices full of irony orying,
“Here comes the man whose life-motto
was, ‘ Every man for himself,'"” your own
heart's memory jeorlng and moeking too,
and saying, *Aud thus miserably ends a
litelong taking eare of No. 11"

The fact is that all sin is against our real
interest in the end. And so it comes to
paes that & great deal of gelting and keep-
ing here mey be simply dead loss, and
rainous ap regards hereafter. If he that
loses his life shall find it, how much more
he that for Christ's sake gives up somse
amaller thing ? If not even a oup of ocold
wator ean be given to a disoiple in the name
of Obrist without its bringing hereafter a
corresponding reward, how much more all
$hose still larger services which it is in the
power of every one to render?

‘Well, is it taking care of No, 1¥ is it
being in any true sense of the word ¢ for
yourself * to lose the future great reward?
Even suppose you have repented and
sought Christ, and found life and safety in
Hirm, are you purening your irue interest
when you are’ doing all you can to make
your roward as small as possible for eter.

"nity? God hss made a true sense in which

a ian's own ‘interesis are fo be dear to
him, in which his own gelf is to be precious ;
and you are missing God's way when you
are following out your own. His teachings
about yourself would lead you one way,
your ideas on the subject lead you another;
His would have landed youn in gain imper-
ijshable, your own can land you in nothing
ok loss.

The
noiser, the drunkard, the voluptusry, and
all who commit sin, find a pleasure of some
kind in it for depraved solf. But it abides
not, snd finally it stings.

The preatost pleasures are those which
we find ontaide ourselves ; they becoms our
own, thongh we do nothing for self, still all
ouy oulgoings for others come back upon

* oursdlves ; good raeasnre pressed down and

rupning over is poured into our bosom.

Ask yourself, good reader, whother you
bave been msking a mistake hitherto in
this matter.

Wa forgave him, but it was an effort, %ot
we smarted under the misshief which he
wrought,

Auother friend makes you the butt of his
wit. He loves you o he nicknames you in
tho presence of straugers, He gives yon a
good patured thump, He throws the rays
of his wit on your foibles, and raises s lsngh
in the company at your expense. Hot
puraaes that line of conduct until yon are
driven to calling him to account. Then he
is hurt and grisved that you should doubt
for a moment the aineerity and depth of his
friendship.

Another friend, almost breathless, has.
tens to meet you. *Mr. A.” be beging,

maust tell you.," And so he quotes a malio-
fous romark, which ought not to have been
repeated, and whigh makes you excaessively
uncowforiable.

sip, and you forgive him.

But the friend that is the hardest to for
give is he who feels it to be his duly to be
your faithful eritio, and to tell you of all
your faulis.

The aim of the apostlo being; to reach
Jorsalom at Pentecost (v. 18), he decides
not to delay at Ephesus, ye! he desired to
sco the elders and ropresgnintives of the
ohuroh there, and to give tbom needed
pariing counsel. He had, no doubt, to ar.
range according to the time of the ship in
which he sailed, and ho may have appre-
hended poseible delay if he had entered
Ephesns, Milotus was to the sonth, on the
coast, and & day's journey from Ephesus.
o sont for the el§ers, and urged upon
them their responsibllity, The main coun-
sol iy in v, 28, * Take hesd unto your-
selves and to all the flock,” and all that
precedes and follows, is intended to en.
foroo that appeal. 7hat ig the ocentral
thonght which the varions oonsiderations
mentioned are meant'to fix in their minds.
The first of these ix:

1, PAUL'S RIGHT TO RXHORT (vs. 18-21.

Ho reoalls the form of his labor among
them for their good. Imputations and
oharges no doubt had been brought against
him ; “encmies to the oross of Christ"
would not fail o malign him. Hence the
appeal ho makes fo the men who knew
him ever sines he entered (proconsalar)
“Asia.” Xphesus had been the centre in
which e had resided and Iaboured at all
seasons, or all the fime., His aim had
been to serve thie Lord (v, 19). His temper
had been * with all humility of miod,”
willing to be nothing, that Christ might be
all in all. His foiZ had been with tears for
the sing and dangers of men (Phil, iii. 18),
and in eager concern fortheir deliverance
(2 Oor. ii. 4). Aud it had beenin the midst
of dangers from Jewish anger, and tho at-
tempt on his life (v, 8), a specimen of their
gluts. It was o faithful mivistry. He

id no$ seek to please but to profit them,
and deolaved (v. 20) the whole counsel of
God, Nuor was this only in an officinl, for.
mal, publioc way, but from louse to house
a¢ he had opportunity. It is true the
mesans of regular publio teaching wore not
then as now, yet in this we may see
how an earnest. faithful ministry will be a
‘“house to honse” no less than a publio
minisiry.

The substance of his message to both
Jews and Greoke was ‘ repontance toward
God” (v. 21), and faith in the Lovd Jesus.
Lo urged that men are sinners; that as
such, they shonld be penitent ; thaé sin ‘of.
fends and dishonors Godj that Jesus is
the Saviour; that men aro {o believe or
have faith in Him in order to salvation,
Of course this does not exelude other doe-
trines like that “of the Holy Ghost, The
miuzixster has still to urge these oconfral
truthe.

It, TRE REABON FOR PRESENT URGENCY
(vs, 22-25).

Ho was le: 'ng for Jerusalom (v. 22),
bound in the spirit, i.c., his Lenrt set, as
he hoped and believed, under the inflaence
of the Holy Ghost, on being at Jorusalem,
and this for no personal satisfaction, for
he conld not tell what new dangers might
“hefall him.” He had no particular inti-
mations on the point. e only kuew
generally by the Holy Ghost that ho must
suffer ohains and prisons, Like the Master,
he had tho coming davger always bofore
him, (See bis words wrilten abou: this
time in Rom. xv. 80.)

In this connection he is led to speak of
his own spirit. His life is not his own, it
is & trust. It is of nse for the ministry of
Christ, He wishes to do all his work (v.
24), to ran the whole presoribed course,
a8 the runner in the games must needs
do. (SesPhil. ii, 16.) He has received a
minisiry, the place and duty of & servant,
from Christ. His servico 18 to bear witl.
ness to the “Gospel of the grace of God.”
He never forgote by whomhe is sent (Rom,
i, 8). Heisonly ‘“ready to be offered”
when his work has been done (2 Tim, iv.
6), It should be so with ministers and
tenchers atill. In the eiroumstances in
whioh he was placed, with a strong per-
suasion, “ I know,’’ that he wonld not havs
another opportunity of laboring smong
them, that they should ¢ see his face no

A more,” he must appeal to their memory,

their affection, thotir- eonscience. So he
takes them to record, solexonly and tender.
ly, that if any perish, the fanlt is not his.
Their blood lies not on him. e has not
withheld the whole counsel of God, Itis
& most solemn sddress, and should not be
lightly imitated,

Il THE BURDEN OF HIS ADDRESS (V. 28).

These ofiicers in the Church need: (1)
to take heed to themselves.

1V, FURTHER REASONS FOR FIDELITY (V. 99).

Danger was also io be dreaded from
their own members taking up false visws,
making themsoives loaders, forming par.

(8eo the * Nioolaitans,” Rov. ii, 6.) 'This
is & common torm of sintal ambition, In
view of thess dangers, he renews tho warn.
ing (v.-B1), watch, and tho appeal founded,
as in ve, 18~21 on his faithfuiness. .

So he commends (v. 32) them to God,
their guide, protecter, Baviour (Pa. xivi, 1),

The Islands Waiting for His Law.

More than three hundred Islands in
Polynesin are said to have been won from
idolatry to Christianity within less than
fifly years. Much of this work has been
done by native teachers, Hore is one of
the oases, Rev. Dr, Tarner writes respeot-
iog his recent visit to Nanumaugu, as
quoted in the Iifustrated Missionary News;
It was only nine months sinoe the teach.
or Joane was landed here, and for the
third time an effort was made to introdnce
the Gospel. We approached the island,
therefors, with no small anxiely to know
whether the young man and his wife were
safe, and whether it had pleased @God to
orown lis misgion with succoss. The first
canoes answered to his name. One native
gaid, in broken English, ¢ Ho good man ¢
and by 11.80 the * good man’ stepped over
the ship’s side himeelf, shook hands, thank-
od God and proceeded to give us the cheer.
ing news that hoathenisra on the istand
had recived its death-blow, that the altars
in the temples were broken down, that the
former cersmonies on the arrival of sirang-
ers wero at an end, that a chapel seventy
feet by thirty had been ereoted,and that
one hundred and fifly, ineluding the king
and a number of the principal chiefs, had
become Chrislians, This wae all confirmad
when we went on shore, and ths results of
this young mau’s humble, prudent, prayer-
fol, snd earnest work, by God’s blessing,
are truly wonder/ul. On his firgl Sabbat
on shore, in September last, Ioane had
twunly-four to hoar him, On the second
Sabbath he begged them to give up work.
ing on the Lord’s day, and this they did.
On the following Friday, at a conversa-
tional meeling with them aboul their gods,
he gaid tiiat their sacred pillar was merely
» piece of wood made by God and perish-
able, but the trne God never dies. The
figh whieh they revered were made by God,
and it was the same with;their saored birds,
such as the areva or ouckoo. « . + . . . The
people wers much impressed by what he
said, At midnighthe was waked up by
two of the ohiefs, who asked him to rice
and go with them. They took him tothe
bush away from the hearing of everybody,
and there they talksd. Thoy said they
had made up their minds to turn over, but
their great diffionlty was how to got rid of
the relies, or gods. He said he had no
fear of themw, and was ready to burn or
bury, or remove in ang way they liked.
This was all they wanted, and they decided
to let him he the executioner on the fol-
lowing day.

“The day eame ; five of the ohiefs took
their seats, surrounded by all the people,
and Ioane was sent for. The fiest thing to
be done was to remove from the neoks of
these men the sacred necklaces which were
supposed to link themn on to the special
ﬁroteecion of gods, It was considered

eath for any one to remove them,
but JYoane stepped forward aud broke
the fragile network-——the people staring in
astonishment, aud expecting every moment
to see him fall down dend. Tho nocklaces
wero removed, the spell was broken, tho
wenkness of the gods manifest. ‘And
now,' eaid he ‘lst ug pray;' and then and
there he led iheir thoughts in prayer to
the true God. He was then direeted to go
aud break down the aiiars in the temples,
remove the tkulls and atone idols, and also

the olubs and epears of the gods. Every
mlollowed him, many atill looking upon
as & dead man. went his axe to

the two pillard srored to the ‘ahiooting-star’
od., He handled oarefully the skulls ag
1o took them from their " places, and re
speotfully covered them with s pleve of
8awosn pative sloth. . ., . On the Mon-
day thoy Sroceedud with the barfal of the
skulls and other saored relion from the
tomgleu and family skail-bouses, Somis
of the new converts helped Ioane, and in
that grave of hesthonism, dngin the villags
walace, or placo of publie meeting, thoy laid
184 ekulls, ono wooden idol, two stone
idols, tourteon sheil trmmpets, nged In
oaliing assomblice, and a ot of olubs and
spears used only by order of the gods.”

The Power of Oaste,

Thore ts unother element In the Hindoo
religion which esnnot be jgnored, and
whish gives it s tromendous power for
good or evil. It is Casts. Every Hindoo
child Is bors in aortain caste, ont of whish
he sannot esoape. When 1 landed at Bom-
bay I cbserved that overy nafive had
upon his forehoad & mark freshly made, as
it with o slroke of the finger, which indj.
dioated the god he worshipped or the
ocaste to whioh he belonged. Of these thero
aro four prineipal ones—tho Priesi, or
Brahmin osste, which issued out of
the mouth of Brahm ; the Warrior oaste,
whioh sprung from his arms and breass;
the Moexohant oaste, from hia thighs; and
tho Shoodras, or servile cacte, which crawl-
ed out from betwoen his feet; beside the
Parials, who are bolow all ensta. 'These
divisiona aro absolute and unochangosble.
To eay that they are maiuisined by the
foroo of anclent oustom is not enongh; they
are fixed as by a law ofjnature. Thestrata
of soofely are as immovable as tho strata
of the rookribbed hills, No man esn stir
out of bis place. Ifheis up, he stays up
by no virtue of hisjown; and if he is
down, he stays down, beyond any power
of man to deliver him. Upon these sub-.
sirata this power of oaste rests with orush.-
ing weight. It holds them down as with
the foice of gravitation, as if the Hima.
layss wero rolled npon them to prese thom
to the earth.

So terrible is this power of oaste, that
ifany one violales it in any way, he is
put under the ban of a social oswracisnc,
which is almost worse than death. He
becomes literally an outeast.. His nearest
kindred disown him, aud drive him from
their door. If one becomes a Ohristian
his family regard him sas dead, and per.
form funeral rights for him, as if they
were committing his body to the tomb.
These faocts shonld be remembered when
wonder is expressed that more Hindoos
are not converted, They have to go
through tho fires of marlyrdom, and it is
not strange if few should be found whoee
courage is equal to snch a sacrifice.

Against this omirension fhere is no power
of resistance, no lifting up from boneath
to throw it off, One wonld suppose that
the people themselves would revolt at this
sorvitude, that every manly instinet would
rise up in rebollion against such a degra-
dation. But soingrained isit in the very
life of the people, that they cannot cnst 1t
out any more fhan they ocan oast out &
poison in their blood. Indeed, they scem
to glory in it, Tho lower castos oroueh
and bow down that others maay pass over
them. A Brabmin in Oaloutts, who had
bovome & Obristian, told me that the peo-
ple had often acked him to wash his feet
in the water of the sireet that they might
drink it !

Casto is & oold and ernel thing which
hardens the heart against nataral com-
passion, I know it is said that high cnste
i8 only av aristooraoy of birth, and that,
a5 sguoh, it fosters a cerisin robilily of
feeling, and aleo a mutnal friendliness be.
tween those who belong to the same order.
A casto is ouly a larger family, and in it
there is the same feeling—a mixinre of
pride and of affeotion, which binds the
fsmily together. Perhaps it may nurture
to some extent & kind of olanwishness,
but it does this at the saorifiee of the
broador and nobler sentiment of humanity.
It hardens the heart info ocoldness and
cruslty against all without one sacred pale.
The Brahmin feels nothing for the suffer-
ings of tha Pariah, who is of another order
of being as truly as if he were one of the
lower ammals, Thus the feeling of oaste
extingnishes the eentiment of hnwman
brotherhood.—Evangelist,

The Struggling Slave.

Twonty-five yenrs ago a young man
camo to thus country to be cured of a habit
which proved incurable. He was an in.
teliigent ard agreesble young man, not
yet twenty-five, of good family connections,
and in comfortable eironmstances. At
his father's table he had scquired a
tasto for wine, which soon led to the de-
sire for strong drink, and then for drink at
frequent intervals,

Before he was_aware of il, the habit of
intemperance had become so strong that it
was diffieult to resist the oravings of ap-
petite ; and in a country where wine was
on every table, and strong drink on every
sideboard; where hoapitalilty was inoom-
plete without the social glass, and the most
religions evening assembly did not break
ap without hot punoh after prayers, there
ssewed littlo ohancs that the vietim of in-
temperance counld be rgsouned.

Bu¢ this yonng man was sincorsly de-
sirons of being delivered from the ohains
which bound him, and was ready to
make any gacrifices needfal to effect his de.
liverance.

Ho had bLeard ef the * Maine lignor
law " in Amerioa, and thought that if he
could come and live for a time in a soun-
try where il was impossible to obtain in-
toxionting drink, ho might bs weaned
from hia appetite.

CANADIAN RECIPROOITY.

It is of interast to obsarve that thore js
hardly + paper of sny standing in the
United States but what is agitating the re.
vival of the Reoiprooity Treaty with the
Domiaion of Onnada. Thera ia no beller
sign of the yecovery of buciness thaun this.
During doll times the cause of Reclpreoity
is allowed te go into oblivion. No seonor
is thore feli the fixst Lreath of commueroinl
proepority than tho whols host of editorlal
writers ave fonud with earnest cloquenae
dlacunsing the vestoration of reciprooal re-
Tativps with Cauzde.

Thero are raors kinds of Reoiprooity than
that to which we vefer, and with one of
thess we propose to deal in the prosout ar-
tiolo, W refor fo reciprooity in the mat-
ter of ealling miunistors from one sountry to
the other. Quite a lively business in this
direction is ocontinually going om, But
hitherto the Reoiprooity, as the Diish wit
would say, has been &ll on the one side.
No sooner has 8 congregation in New York,
or Chieago, or eome other of the Ameriean
oities become vacani, than spics are sent
across the boxder line to look after some
ocoupant of a CGanadian pulpit who s
rison above loeal renown, and who is the
centre of growing influence amongst his
people. The irrepressible Yankes is bound
to find him out, and before we kuow any.
thing about it to have him slipped off to
the glorious land of liberty. It is a kindot
goods in regard to which Reoiprooity has
reached porfeotion. There is no farlff 1aid
on such. There is no Government vflioial
to overhanl anything of the nature of illisit
sxaflio. All that bas seemingly to be done
is to malie out & most promising call, hav
fng attaohed to it the not insignifieant sd.
dendum of so many thonsands a year with
aparsonage and perquisites. So that before
wo open our oyes in the morning, the rising
star is eeen to disappenr from our horizon,
and soon we hear of him drawing bis ad-
miring erowds in o foreign city. In this
way we have lost a goodly number of our
most eloquent and popular preachers. The
Amorisans have taken from us not only
pulpiteors of the first magnituds, bul they
have also a large number of our men who
are doing noble work in their parishes
though as yet thioy are not known beyond
their own immediate spheres. We sond
promising students who have passed through
their pricoipal stndies in our own colleges
to receive an extra polish at thoe hands of
Now Jorgey, or the Union Theological
Seminary, but we do not gee them again
in our midst, and the next thing we hear of
them is that they have beon geized—not as
contraband goods but as an earnestly gov-
oted prize, by some congrogations in the
States that have their eyes open or their
wits about them. :

Thero is eomething donbfless of a very
gratifying pature in being able to supply
good men for prominent pulpits in the
United States, It also epeaks volumes for
our Colleges, for the learned and eloquent
profeseors who are filling the chairs of
Theology, for tha mental talonts and the
gifts of grace which charactertse tha Minis.
{ry in the Dominion. Bat it would be
vexing in the extreme if we were sompelled
to be supplying ministors all the time to
the other side, without having a quid pro
quo, in the ghape of Canadian pulpits being
filled by Amerioan pastors. Itisgratifying
to find that it ic not so muoh a one.sided
transnotion as it ueed to be, Within a
few years quite a large number of our
prominent and usefal ministers have been
oalled from the States, We do not refer
to the many, who iu recent times have
come over of their own accord,—attracted
doubtless to Canada as a field of labor by
the superior education and training of the
poeople, the subsiantial comfort and indo-
pendence of the elerical position, aud the
ologe resemblance of the pastoral offics in
this conniry to that of the mother land.
Our reference is rather to olergymen who
haveyeceived tona fide calle to minister to
congregations on this side, and who have
besn led to accept them and are now
actively engaged in their work. In this
connection it is pleassnt to learn that a
unanimons call has been extended by the
Ceniral Presbylerian Ohurch of Hamilton,
to the Rev. Dr. Daryea of Brooklyn. Even
though we hear whispers in the air ihat
tell of secret negotiations going on in
Princeton Qollege to give the Dr. one of
her Theologioal Chairs, and of other efforts
being made to keep him in the States, we
are glad to find that vne of our ocongrega.
tions whicl was deprived of the services of
an eminent pastor by & similar oail to
New York has Lad the plack fo single
out one of the moat prominent of the
Awmerioan clergy, and to extend an invita-
tion to him io 811 their vacant pulpit. It
is our earnest desive that Dr. Daryea will
sae bis way o the acceptance of this im.
poriant charge. The Jeniral Chureh pro-
mise him a support thst is equivalent to
that of the best chargesof New York and
Brookiyn. Bu$ while the salary is a lib.
eral one, it meaus much more than it ex-
presses in words. It maeans the deep and
loving atiachmnnt of an intelligent peaple.
In {act, as other ministere in this charge
have experienced, it muans all they ecan
glve him. Thero ia nothlng they oan do

that will bo wanting to show that they
£y rosdy fo extend fo him s warm wel-
come, and o add from time to thme what-
aver will minister tohie comfort and uae-
feluess. It s in this way we will establish
rea prooal rolations with thoe Ststes in the
matter of miniaters. Lot Dr, Duryen come
and others will follow. Xt our congrega-
tions do their best in the way of romuner-
ating pastors, and it will soon bs wo un-
oommion thing to hoar the vory best of the
American Clorgy aud the flower of their
divinily students coxoing over and halpiog
us, Nor do we say this beeruse of any
goarcily of miniaters froma whioch wo are
suffering, bu. beoance we believe ingenuiue
Christiunreciproolty inxogard to rainistors of
roligion,aswobelicveina wollconstruated re-
ciprocity troety in matters relating to trade
and commere.

The romarks wo have made auggest also
the snpply of pastors to and from tho
mother land. While in the past we have
beon greatly indebisd to the churches in
Sootland, England and Ireland for the
many ominent ministers who ave Iaboring
in our midst, it is evidont that the number
going from us to them bas not heen so
msarked. Yt could not well have been
otherwise, considering that Britain goner.
ally is the workshop whoero ministers are
trained, sud that the sapply ie muoh in
excoss of what she astually requires for
hor own use. The colleges of Scotland and
Ireland espooinlly have rendered ue & vast
service by sending many of their most
pronmisiug sons to oconpy our Canadian
pulpits. Though theso are not educaling
tho youth of this country to the same ex-
fent as they did in former timesin conse.
quence of the superior education which
our own Oolleges now admittedly farnish,
weo must not forget that many of onrnative
olergy were eduoated in the mother coun-
try. But times ave changing with respeot
to Oapadian ministers being oalled by
churches across the Atlantie., Resiprocity
with Uanada In regard to this bas already
begun. 'Thers is the call by an Invernesa
congregation to the Rev. Mr, MoTavish, of
Woodstock, the acceptance of which is re.
moving from us one of our best and most
cloquent divines, Without egotism we oan
speak of Donald Fraser as acrown. It ie
surprising to find fhat quite 8 number of
Canadian ministers have recently been in.
ducted into parishes in o_nneotion with the
Church of Scotland. We are afraid we
have been too liberal In sending onr promi-
nent men as dolegaten to the General
Couneil at Edinburgh, It is with pleasure
wo notice that many of these have been
ex eroising their gifts in the Sooftish pul-
pits. Nor wounld we be the least surprised
to find as the result the Home congrega-
tions sexding wholesale for Canadian min-
intora, 'Wo should rather be delighted with
the prospeot than otRerwise, for it will give
us a moral right to call our mwinisters di-
raotly from the pnlpits at homs, and no
longer await the uncertain process of
clergymen coming over of their own sac-
cord to settle amongst nus. Aund let us
only raise the standard of our charges in
every possible way, and we need not fear
bat that we will be able to command the
very best pulpit talent which the old coun.
try oan give. Let thero be thorough reci-
procity in the msiter of onr pulpits, and
religion will flcarish all the more, and pulpit
sloquence will not wane in consequence.

THE FAMINE IN IKDIA.

The lntest raports from Indla are upfas
vonrable in the extrsme, Tn Bouthern
Indis the prospeols as to antumn oraps aro
sald to bo bopeless. In Westorn, Central
and Northorn India tue iseus Ia vary doubt-
fn), Eastorn India will have food onough
for ity own population, but little to spure-
Hithorto it i3 the Provinos of Madras that
has suffored most geverely. Ths condition
of the people in that presidensy is dsseribed
a8 being wost misorable. In the distriets
most affooted, the greater number of the
mhabitauts are destitute, not only of food,
tut of alothes and shelter. At one stage of
their dire noad they found themselves un.
der the necessity of feeding the thateh that
covered their houses to thefr starving
oattle ; at auothor slage thay sold the
rafters to proouro food for themsolves.
The immediate cause of this oalamity is
that the erops failed for want of rain. It
is frightful to conteraplate the condition of
euok a vast population in such a omss 2s
this. No wonder that it has aroussd, or is
arousing, the philanthropists of Britaln and
the friends of humanity throughout the
world to immediate activity; aund their se-
tivity eannot be too immediate. Compared
with past ages, the present sge is remark-
able for speedy conveyanse; but in the
pressnt instanocs it is feared that the means
of conveyance will be all too slow. Here
are the words of & Aadras paper:

*The whole couniry, with the exception
of a dislriet here and there, and of one
county, Tavjore, in which a native system
of irrigation still aurvives, is too poor fo
bear tisforiune. The distress must be al.
loviated from Indla and XEugland, and it
will tax them both, If the people are
saved, it will be by an expenditure of mil.
lions, and even if millions are spent, those
who oan best realise the work to bo af-
tempted will be the nearest to despsir of
sucoess, There are o many people, such
endlees distances, suoch wrstohed constita-
tions. 'We trust most decply thai tbe
mayors and philanthropists and the publie
will be quiok, for we warn them they have
henrd nothing yet. Tha last hope of rain
is over, and by January the world will be
ringing with the misery of Madras.”

The Lord Mayor of Liondon bas siarted
a subsoription which, by thelatest accounts,
had reached $150,000. Of this awount the
Queen subscribed $2,500, the Prince of
Whales $2,625, and the Prinoess of Wales
$525. In Edinburgh, Dublin, Manchester,
Glasgow, and othier large towns, meetinga
have been held and subzcriptions opened
for the relief of tho sufferers; and a reso-
lution wans passed at s meeling held in
Manchestor deolaring it to be the daty of
the Government to organize ndequate
moans of rolief at the cost of the national
exchequer.

To form & conception of the dreadfulness
of famine, wo have only to wilness the dis.
comfort, peevighness and anguish of & sin.
glo person, who way for a day, by teason
of absence from home or other sircum-
stance, have been deprived of his regular
moals, Multiply this pain by the vast
figure which tells the population of Mad.
ras, and imsgine it {o be torturing week
after week multitudes of men, wowen and
children, who have no allevialing comforts,
axd slight hopes of relief feom abroad or of
& better time coming. It is authoritatively
stated that 500,000 have aiready died, and
that under the most favorable circumstances
s quarter of the whols population must
perish. With & pioture of all this wretch-
odnesg kept vividly in mind, we caunot
oarelessly, or without a sigh for the sor-
rows of onr far awsy fellowmen, ufter the
morning supplication, ** Give as this day
our daily bread.”

In view of the bountiful harvest wkich
wo have juat gathered in, have we nol
mueh reacon for thaukfainess to God; and
although we are far removed from the
scene of distross, could not something be
done, even here, to relieve the perishing
population ¢f India.

Joby Taylor having reached the fifileth
anniversary of hiv ordination, was waited
on’at his residenco in Edinburgh, Inst
weok, by some friends, who, in their own
name and that of others eoneunrring in
their views and feelings, presentod him
with an addross and some valusble pleces
of silver plats ag & foken of thoir high
eateom. The procecdings of the Japuta.
tion wero hegun by the Rev. John Ran.
kins, Cnpar-Fife, who engaged in prayer.
The Rev, Dr. Johnston, Govan, then read
tho addrsss, which was written on vellam, -
beantifully illuminated, and dono up in
wmorogee, The dacument roferrod to the
principal inoidents in De. Taylor's publis
oareer, and lo the aervice whioh he had
done to the world and the Charch {n the
various spheres which ho had cssupled. An
addross was then delivered by Rev. David
Macrae, sen., Glasgow, who foelingly re-
ferred to the fact thal he was ths only one
now alive of all who took part in Dr.
Taylor's ordination services at Auehier-
muchiy on the 15tk Augast, 1827, precisely
fitly years ago; also, as having presided at
his induction at Busby, on ths ocoasion
of hia settlement there aftor his return from
Canads, where he had done muoh valu.
ablo servioe both as & minister of the Gos.
pel and a professor of theology. Dr.
Taylor, who waa much affected, thanked
the deputies and those whom they repre-
gented for the valuable tokens of their
esteom and confidencs, and spoke in very
foeling torms of what he had baen enabled
to do for the canse of xeligion and liberty.

peoted, and that events seemed now to
indionte that nations)l establishments of
roligion, instead of being taken by assaulls
wore likely to cramble to pieces by their
own inherent weakeaess, The testimonial
consisted of two boautifall:s “®.sod salvers
and a ooffes or water jug, all of solid silver,
togother with a massive gold bracelet for
Mrs, Taylor. The list of subscribers ine
oluded the names of riany well-kaown
public men.

SorreNTo AND InLAID WoRk, By Arthur
Hope. Montreal: Dawson Brothers.

Those who wish to learn the beautiful
art of seroll sawing and oarving in wood,
which has of late-attracted so muoh atten-
tion on this continent, are here furnished
with a manual which will azsist them very
much.

THE TRUE PLACE AND WORK OQF
TEMPERANUE REFORMERS.

Temperance Sooieties originally arose
out of & religions revival. The temporance
, reform i8 thus the offspring of Christianity ;
aud ought always to be eubordinate’and
accossory to it. It has often been laid to
the charge of prominent moen in the total
abstinence ranks that they wore ranning a
sort of opposition to Christianity and en-
deavoring to reform human nature without
the Gospel—without the power of the Holy
Spirit. This of course could not be done;
but the charge agaiust total abstainers was,
that thoy led ignorant men to be content
with & mere outward and partial reforma-
aticn, aud to sappose that when thecy had
_relinguished their drunken habits they had
astained to the height of bLoliness. Oocn-
sionally the speeches of some of the most
uoguarded of the temperance oralors gave
a color of jnatice to the charge, Wo belisve,
however, that very little harm was done in
this way ; and that as a rule the reformed
drankard beoame a church-goer, and was
placed in & much more favorable position
in relation to the gospel than he had for-
merly occapied. From the published ad-
drensos of the most prominent {emperance
leoturers of the prosent day we observe
with pleasure that thero does not remain
avy foundation on which a repetition of
this 0ld charge oonld be based; aud that
they place the temperance reform in its
proper position in relation to the goepel,
and recognize the necessity of regeneration
to effest any permanent or saving deliver.
anoe from sin. As & sample, our readers
may tuke the following ex!iract from the
spesch of Mr. John B. Gough at the Chat-
auqus mesting, paying particnlsr attention
to his closing remarkes :

Homer's power of rapresenting men and
women, those old Gresks will still stand out
from amidst the darkness of the amoient
world with a sharpness of oniline which
belongs {o no period of history except the
most resent,

For the mere hard purposes of history,
the # Tliad” and * Odyssey” are the most
effeclive books whish aver wers written,
We see the hall of Menelaus, we sso the
garden of Alsinous, we eee Nansionn among
hermaidens on the shors, we e2e the mellow
monsreh sttting with ivory seepire in the
market-place dealing out geninl jastios.
Or, again, when the wild mood j& on, we
oan hear the crash of the spesrs, the rattle
of the srmor ag the herces fall, and the
plunging of the horsas among the slain,
Conld we entor the palaee of an old Ionian
lord, we know what we should sea thers;
we know the worde in whish ha wonld ad-
dress us. We could meet Heestor as a
friend. If we oconl@ choose & companion to
spond an evening with over a fireside, it

pext to him. “The timoes aro changed,
and we must change with thom,” he re.

CURLING A SWITCH OF NATURAL HAIR,

Comb it out nicely and oil it ; roll tightly
on maslin rags, four of them, faztoned by
¢ wing; boil for half an hour in soap-suds;
spungo them, and «ef to dry in any warm
plaoe, still leavivg them done up; allows
fuil,weck for drying ; longor would be bet.
tor ; seiamte and brush carefully on & eurl-
ing stick withont welting.

PLAIN MINCGE-MEAT,

Procuro s good piece of meat withont
bone, and oover with boiling waior; let
simuuer until tender and the waser nemly
exhausted, do not lot it brown ; wiren cold
mince fine, rejeoting all fat; savo the
weter, and whon oold, take the fat from it
and put the water on tho meat. ‘To one
bowlfal of meat add two bowlfals minced,
Juicy apples, one bowlful raisins, ono-half
bowlfnl ounrrants, and one tesspoonfnl
minced suet; sugar and spice to taste; &
pinoh of salt, and cider sufficient to moisten.

NOODLE SOUP.

Three bours beforo dimuny, take throe
ogge and n teaspoonfur of sait; mix will
enough flour to make a suiff duugh; beat
well with a rolling-pin, 1ue more the betler;
out into four pieces and roll each as thin as
possible ; keep on rolling till tho dough is
thin as paper; spread on a paper to dry,
bat do not leave until so dry as to break
when rolled into long rolls to cut. Witha
sharp knife, slice into rings no thioker than
s broom splint ; spread out to dry, shaking
thom out well. Fifteen minutes before
dinner, shake them lightly into five quarts
of iquor in which a chicken or & piece of
nice fresh boef has been cooked; the broth
having been well skimmod, salt to taste,
and add a oup of sweet milk or cream, and
a pinch of parsley or saffron if )iked ; hoil
up two or three times and serve.

REMEDY FOR BURNS.

Dr. R, H, Almatt writes to the London
Times: * The late lamentable accident on
board the Thnnderer, at Portsmonth, recalls
to my recollection a remedy for burns or
scalds, which was suggestod to me some
years ago by Lord Ebury. Asan old medi-
eal man, and from personal observation, I
oan vouch for its effiency, and, in the ab.
sence of profossional agaistance,,tho apph-
oation may prove of inestimable value. The
romedy is simply this: The common whit.
ing of coromerce, reduced by oold water to
the consistence of oream, is to be spread on
a light linen rag, and the whole burned
surface inatantly covered, and thus exclnd-
ed from the action of the air. The ease it
affords is instantaneous, and it only re
quires to be kept moist by subsequert
occasional sprinkling of cold water."”

RINT TO BUTTKR MAKERS,

1t has buen found that the quicker milk
is cooled aftor milking, and while yel guite
warm, the faster the oream will risc, and
{for the reasoh that, water being a befter
conduotor of heat than oil and cxpanding
fzglor and more in proportionto tae amount
of oalorio received, and shrinking in the
game disproportion, it tlius follows that the
lower we cool to a oertain point and the
more denss we have the water, the butter-
globnles remsining nearly of the ssme
density as at first, the sooner they will rise
to tho surface. For instance, weo will {ake
any amouns of milk as soon as milked, an
after cooling it immediately down to thirly-
five dogreos tarn it into glaes vesa-els‘oigh-
teon or twenty inohes deep, and we will see
by tho results that the oream will all rise
in from three to four hours: and, farther,
tho quantity of cream thrown up, wiil be
more than can be obtained by any other
method which I bave tried. And, agad,
buttor made from milk that is tlxgmughfy
cooled immediately after mitking is of far
saperior flavor to buiter made in tgm ovdl-
DALY Way. .
