IMPERIAL FEDERATION.

‘It is desirable that the Canadian public
should be kept advised of the progresa of
the movement, recently started, to change
the relations, which have ]ong subsisted
between Great Britain and what are gener-
ally known as the self-governing colonies.
Montreal seems to -have taken the lead
in the movement in Canada. In November
last 2 meeting of the University Literary
Bociety was held in the William Molson
Hall, McGill University, where an address
was delivered by the President of the
8ociety, Mr. Archibald McGoun, jr., B.A,
B.C.L., after which a vote of thanks was
proposed by Sir: Wm. Dawson, president
of the University, who observed that the

" subject of federation, which had been

agitated for at least forty years, had never
had such prospects of success- B8 now.

" Dr. Cornish, professor of Classios, was pre-
.sent on the occasion. After the Japse of
- some weeks, . during which Mr, MeGoun's

lecture hiad  béen published, a'meeting,
to the establish-
ment of a “branch of the British League,
was held, at which Mr, Henry Lyman pre-
sided, and which was attended by Pro-
fessors Johnson and Murray of McGilland

-some other gentlemen, none of them be-

ing in public-life. . No scheme of leder-
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“ation has yet been propounded by its

-Enaglish advocutes, but Mr. MeGoun who-
- may, wa presums, be fairly. considered an’
exprnznt of the opinions of the Pro- |-

fessors of - McGill University, and thoss
- who share them, has entered very fully
into details. The subject is not new to
him, having been debatel’ before the
- saciety of which hais a member several
years ago, Ho advocates an ILmperial
British Parliamant, distinet from the pre-

gent Parliamant - of Great Britain, with

suprem- authority regarlinz: 1st. Rela.
tions between different parts of the Em.

- pire ; 2nd. The ratification of treaties
with foreign powers; 3rd. Diplomatic

. and consular services ; and, 4th, the main-
tenance and control of the army and
navy. He estimates Canada’s share of
the cost, according to population, at $14,-

- 00,000, but if, as & friend of his suggested,
apportioned according to trale, at $6,000,-
000. s approves of Mr. Stephen Bourne's
propasal for a commercial union between
the Mother Country and all its dependen-
cies, with & hostile tariff against all coun-
tries refusing to join- the league. We
cannnt enter at greater length into Mr.
McGoun’s scheme.

The Hawn. Wm. McDouaall has con-
tributed a paper for the - Nincteenth Cen-
tury for Mwely, which, however, has not
appeared  in - that periodical, though
deserving of notice. A great portion of
it is occupied with a history .of Canadian
confederation, but, as bearing on Mr. Mc-
Goun’s suggestions, Mr. McDougall cites
Sir John Macdonald as venturing an un-
qualified opinion that England would
never consent that the Parliament at
Westminster should be ' a secondary
body " to some new Imperial Legislature,
an'l also that “the attempt woull be
‘““hopeless to add to the H»use of Com~
“mons  represeutation  from all the
# Colonies.” = As to the responsibility for

. wars Mr. McDougall holds that such wars
as that in the Soudan *must be at the
sole charge of the Mother,” who, from her
throne of dignity and elevation, can alone
appreliend and properly settle questions
of that special description. - We do not
think that the advocates ,of Imperial
Federation will gain- much by Mr, Me-
Dougall’s paper. Mr. Forster has added
a few more words on Imperial Federation
in the WNineteenth Century- for March.

He tells his readers that the Governments

of Canada and Australia have declared
that ¢ the United Kingdom with all its
_ Colonies do form one country for the pur-
poses of defence.”” This is the interpre-

tation put by au Englishstatesman ou the

utterances of Sir John Macdonald in Eng-

Woe find tw other articles in the ¥ Nine-
teenth Centuary” one by Lord Bury,
Governor's Secretary in Canada over
thirty years ago, and tha other by the
Marquis of Lorne. Lord Bury heads his
article with tw> qatations, one from Mr.
Forster that “at the prasent tims it (the
E-npire) is one commonwealth ;" the other
from Lord Malbourne, “ Why can't you
let it alone 7' [Liord Bury's article is a
most valuable contribution. H».is most
anxious to draw closer the ties which bind
Great Britain to her Colanies, but  fears
that the proposalsof Mr. Forster will have
an opposite effect. Such is precisely tha
opinion held by many devoted loyalists
in Canada. Lord Bury admits that years
ago he believed that separation would
come, but he proceeds, “instead of separ-
“ation came firmarunion,” Lord Bury's
concluding sentence is: #[ hunhly ven-
“ture to ‘urge all who wish well to our
% now United Empire not to sacrifice the
“ priceless freedom which has been the
“growth of ages to the impracticable
% Utopia of a written Faderation,

Lord Lorne does not seem’to believe in
the statement that it must be * either a
closer union or disintegration.” He hopes
that there will be less said *of drawing
the bonds between us and our children

closer,” and mre of confirming their posi- -

tion when satisfactory, and of securing
their commercial aims. He asks very

signilicantly, with reference to Sir John .

Macdonald's promise of aid : * It rem-ias
to be seen how far Canada would be
 willing to impose a permanent charge on

“fence.” Lord Lorne favors the scheme
propounded by Ewl Grey of a council
composed of enlonial agents general to

advise the Society of State on colonia -
matters, and this possibly is a step that

might be safely resorted to, On the whole
Lord Lorne would clearly be opposed to
the kind of Imperial Federation which
has been advocated by Mr. McGoun,
and his paper will not give much encour-
agement even to the -more moderate
federationiats in Great Britain.

WEST INDIA TRADE.
It seems highly desirable, in view of
the prevailing opinion that‘.*lt is feasible
to extend our trade with the, Butxsh ‘West

India Colouies, that -the actual state of

;Ashou d be explained. - It appesrs from an
‘answer gwen by t,he Dommlon Premier to’

| ¢ plished,

a question put to him in the Hoiuse of
Commons, that a correspondence with the

‘Secretary of State for. the Colonies with

respect to the trale ralations between

.Canada and the British West [ndies is in

progress, and we learn from an article‘in
a recent number of the Montreal Gazetle
that the Solicitor General of the Leeward
Islands, Mr. Berkeley, had delivered a
lecture in Dominica on the advisability of
bringing that island within the Canadian
federation. It is further stated that an
appropriation had been made to cover
the cost of a mission to Cana-la, which
may be soon expected, and the Gazeite
has expressed an opinion ‘that “more
“ might be done than has been yetaccom-
to secure closer and more
“fruitful trade relations between the
“ Dominion, and not only Dominiea, but
“ the other West India Colonies.”

It is now nearly twenty years since Sir
Alexander Galt,then Minister of Finance,
framed instructions for the West India
Commissioners, dated 17¢th Nov., 1865,
authorizing them to promise ¢ the reduc-
“ tion or even the abolition of any cus-
“ toms’ duties now levied' on the produc-
“tions ot these countries if corresponding
“favor were shewn to the staples of
¢ British North Americain their markets.”
The proposal embodies the views of many
of the advoeates of reciprocity. The in-
structions were to govern commissioners,
who were to visit not only British Colonies,
but Spanish,” French and - other foreign

“islands and Brazil, and possibly ‘Mexico,

There is nothing-in.the instructions to
indicate what course would be taken, if
some British Colonies had evinced a de-
sire to agree to the proposal suggested by
Sir Alexander Galt, ‘and -that others had
refused, or had foreign governments

“consented to ‘the terms, while British

Colonies had refused them. The Commis-
sioners obtained - a good deal of valuable
information during their visit to the West
Indies which is embodied in their report
but from that day to the present there
has not been theslightest attempt to give
practical effect to the suggestion of Sir
A. T. Galt.

Although it may fairly be inferred fmm
Mr. Macdougall’s recent article on Im-
perial Federation that in the instructions '
of the Commissioners, which seem tomeet

“his’own approval, intimated that “it was
"« most desirable that an éffort should: be

“ made to remove the artificial obstruc-
“tions which exist to free -commercial
““intercourse” yet ‘it does not appear
from the published report of the Com-
missioners that any  * artificial obstruc.
tion,” was complained - of. On the con-
trm ¥y the Commlssmners were assured in
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all the Weat India Colonies of their most
cordial desire to encourage trade with
British North America. The first Colony
visited was British Guiana, and the fol.
lowing is the result, as stated in their own
report. Having ascertained that the im-
port duties there #and indeed in the
# Pritish West Indies generally, were ona
“ moderate scale, it appeared unnecessary
“to urge any_immediate change therein,”
and they therefore pressed tor *aid to
an improved postal service.” A memo-
randum wag agreed upon and signed by
the Governor snd by Mr. McDougall,
which embodies the following proposi-
tions, 1st. ¢That ecustoms duties and
 port, charges on the produce and ship-
# ping of the respective Colonies shall be
“levied solely for revenue purposes and
“ for the maintenance of indispensable
# gstablishments, and jthat the several

Governments will be prepared to con-
#gider in a liberal spirit any complaint
“having reference to imposts that may
“pe preferred by another Government,
“on the ground that such imposts are
4 caleulated to obstruet trade, . 2ud, That
it ig desirable to extend and improve
“the postal communications between the
“ West Indies and British North America,
« 3rd. That if it should be found practic-
“ able to effect a satisfactory arrangement
# for the establishment of ,such a com-
“ munication, on the basis of the West
#Indian Colonies coniributing a fair pro-
“ portion to any subsidy, which it may be
« found necessary to grant, the Governor
“ of British Guiana, will be prepared to re-
#commend the combined court of the
¢ Colony to contribute an equitable share
“of such subsidy.” Such was the agree-
ment which met the unanimous approval
ofall the West India Coloniee consulted,
and there is nothing in the report to in-
dicate that any other propositions were
made. Canada refused or declined o
establish the postal service for which the

West India Colonies would have borne

half the expense.

The absurdity of the propositions whieh
are L0 some extent countenanced by the
press and by members of the House of

Commons ought to be aufliciently obvious, -

The West Indin Colonies are all control-
led as to their commercial pclicy by the
Ministers of the Crown, responsible toa
Parliament which is opposed. to discrimin.
ation and protection. The Colonies have
& number of legislatures with different
views on commercial policy, They may

be described as Jamaica, British Guiana,-

Trinidad, the Windward lslands, includin
Barbadoes, St. Vincent, Grenada, St.
Lucia, and
Islande—ineluding

Antigua, Domiuiea,

Tobago, and the Leeward,

'

St. XKitts, Nevis, Montserrat, and. the
Virgin Islands. The population is divided
very much as follows: 78 per cent negroes,
19 per cent colored, and 3 per cent white,
In Dominica the population is under
30,000, All these Colonies have different
tariifs suited to their own requirements,
There is no obstruction whatever to trade,
and the efforts that are being malde by
intriguers $o persuade the Dominion
Government that Canadian interests ean
be promoted by the adoption of their
schemes ought to be scouted by al'in-
telligent persona, :

THE €. P. RAILROAD CO.

The announcement made by Sir John
A. Macdonald, in his place in Parliament,
that an applieation had been made to the
Government for further assistance to the
Pacitic Railway Co. has certainly not
cansed any surprise tothe publie, ns it
has been long well.known that the direc-
tors had not succeeded in obtaining the
additional capital which is required to
complete the work which they have un-
dertaken. It appears that aspecific pro-
position was made on,Thursday, the 19th
inst., which the Government was unable
to accede 10, but Sir John Macdonald
baving intimated that * perhaps we will
receive another application " there seems
reagon to think it probable that a satis-
factory compromise may be arrived at,
The Montreal Guzeile of the 23rd inst,
contains an article on the subject, which

"bas at least the appearance of being

inspired by those, who doubtless have the
means of giving effect to what they think
reasonable.. As we have no means of
knowing precisely what the rejected de-

After the change of
Ministry in 1878,it appeared to the present
Administration to be desirable, if possible,
to procure the construction of the work
by a joint stock company, and, in’, order
to encourage capitalists to embark in it,
to grant liberal subsidies in land and
money. Whether thoge subsidies were
excessive or not is now quite immaterial.
They were sanctioned by Parliament.

One important ﬁ;isrepresentation ‘is
systematically made by the Opposition,
which is, that the company can be pro-
perly termed “ contraetors.” They under-
took to form a company to construct the
road, but we hardly think that a single
one of the writers for the Opposition press
imagines for a moment that the original
syndicate ever professed to undertake to
do more than take stock in a limited
liability - company to a definite  amount.

impede the prosecution of the work.

When the national character of :this
great work is propeily considered, and
the large number of non.vesident sub-
scribers to its capital, it is strange that
there should be any reluctance on the
parteof the public to render it that aid
which was so freely extended to the
Grand Trunk Co. Whatever may be the
result of the enterprise it is elear that
the Government will have a claim on the
entire property in preference to the
capital invested in it, not by the directors
alone, who are stigmatised by one of our
city contemporaries as “the defaulting
contractors,”, but by the entire body of
non-resident shareholders. The gentle-.
men who have actually paid ten millions
of dollars towards the work are sneered at
‘as being no better than *¢pauper con-

Those present were pleasantly surprised
by the immense amount of work done by
the various committees to whom was re-
ferred more important matters than have
hitherto been brought before any single
session of the association. There was of
necessity great divergence of opinion as
to the advisability of present action on
some of the propositions,and as to the
best mode of operating some of the re-
forms adopted, but every discussion was
made in so caim and businesslike a
nanner as to produce unanimity of con-
clusion ini every instance,

During the session various deputations
were received, one from the Toronto
Board of Trade in connection with the

proposed discussion of the principles of

co-insurance, and others from Port Hope,
Hamilton and London on vavious matters
of local interest. The deputation from
the Toronto Board of Trade was of special
significance, as the Underwriters were
pleased to note from its utterances a
growing interest in the principies and
practices of fire insurance, which argues
well for the mutual interests of insurers
and .merchants, consequently a deputa~
tion from the association waited in turn
upon the Board of T'rade for a further dis-
cugsion upon this subject, which, being
more than an ordinarily important onewill
receive special attention in this journal
at an early date,

" The Association hasnospecial organ and
its proceedings are supposed to be strictly
private and confidential amongst its mem-
bers, consequently representatives of the
press were not admitted, yet from day to
day -partial reports of the transactions

were in the Mail, and it is certain that the”

association might, with great advantage,

-have courted the uimost publicity, as’it

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AN IMPORTANT CASE.

A case of same interest to wholesale
merchants was dec'led a few days ago
by the Court of Queen’s Bench., [n the
spring of 1872 the salesman of Messrs.
Mills & 1lutehison took an order from
the firm of Chaput & Masse, for [l
goods, to be delivered ju September
following, on a credit of 4 months. On
the 3lst July an invoice was made out;
and on that day, or the day following, the
goods were sent to Chaput & Masse's
store. On the 14ih Angust following,
Chaput & Masse, being insolvent to the
knowledge of Mills & Tlutchison, the
Iatter sent for the goods and found them
piled up in the cellar of the firm, in the
same condition as when sold. They took
back the goods with the consent of the
purchasers, Subsequently Messrs, Thi.
baudean Bros. & Co., creditors of Chaput
& Masse, instituted an action against
Mills & Hutehison, alleging that they had
obtained a [randulent preference over the
other creditors ; and asking that they be
ordered to return the goods or pay the
value of them for the behelit of the credi-
tors generally. Mills & Hutchison resisted
this action, claiming that the sale had
never been perfected until the goods had
been invoiced and sent to the store ; that
the firm of Chaput & Masse being in-
solvent traders, they (Mills & Hutchison)
were authorized, under article 1998 of the
Civil Code, to take back the goods within
15 days from the sale. Judgment went
in their favor in the Superior Court, and
this was confirmed in appeul upon the two
grounds above mentioned, that the sale
was not completed till the goods had
been ‘set apart and invoiced,—and that
under the article above mentioned, the
unpaid vendor had a right, even when
goods were sold on credit, to take back
the goods within 15 days from the sale
‘thereof. The Appeal Court, however,
refused to adopt the rulingof the Superior
Court, to the effect that since the lu-
solvent Act had been abolished there was
nosuch thing as ¢ faillite,” (bankruptey) ;
but, on the contrary, held that by * fail-
lite ? (bankruptey) was meant the con-
dition of a trader who had discontinued
his payments.

There is now peading before the
Appeal Court a case in which the ques-
tion is raised, wihether, when sale and
delivery has taken place more than 15
.days before the insolvency, the unpaid
vendor can have the sale dissolved and
get back his goods. The question has
been decided in favor of the vendor by
the Superior Court, and the opinion of
the Court of Appea)s is looked . for with
much interest,

RENEWALS AND AN EXAMPLE.

The leniency extended on occasion by
wealthy manufacturers and wholesale
dealers to their regular customers during
periods of depressed trade has become
so much a matter of course that re-
tailers here and there are too often
disposed to seize upon easy pretexts as
an excuse for asking an extension of
their promises to pay. It is doubtless of
very rare occurrence thz:t, any well-mean-
ing customer is refused such indulgence,
especially if the circumstances have been
made known to the holder and his
request is not couched in terms wholly
inconsistent with’his position or with the
comm»nn courtesies of trade, All whole-
sale men naturally have the welfare of
their hionest customers near at heart ;
and it is only afterrepeated trials of their
patience and in despair of effecting any
permanent improvement, that they resort
to anything like extreme measures with
any customer. Indeed most houses, how-
ever wealthy, are rather inclined to'be
too sensitive in this respect, and it is
doubtless in the knowledge of this senti-
ment that an occasional trader, like him
described in the correspondence sub-
joined, assumes such a “stand.and-
deliver position. The bill in the case
referred to was within two hundred
dollars, and five months time had already
been given. On the 4th ult. the whole-
sale firm received the following letter,
dated the 3d:

# The impossibility for us to make collections
between now and sugaring time obliges us to
trouble you to rencw our note due te-morrow
for 60 days.” .

A reply to the above was sent the same
day in the following terms:

“Your favor 3vd to hand. We are a litlle
surprised - that you should not have prepared

to pay at least a part of your note due to-day, '

We are always willing to assist our friends to
any reasonable extent, but. it is somewhat
inconvenient, when, at the last moment, we get
a request for & repswal in full, instead of the
cash, and the result to us, that we have to pay
our cuslomers’ notes in uddition to our own pay-
ments. We think you should have at least
looked ahead and arranged for part pujme’nt,
if not the whole. 'We enclose renewal at one
month.

On the second day after came the
following rejoinder, which contains the
pith of the correspondence. Few dealers
wholesale or retail can forbear smiling at
the words—* to accommodate you we lent
you . the use of our name!’ moreover
when addressed to one of the most pros-
perous houses in Canada:

“We are'in receipt of your favor the 4th
inst., containing o resewal note at 1 month,
and what we consider the biggest lectute we
ever saw or heard of, for so slight an offence.

The following caustic reply closed the
correspondence :

Y Yours of Gth inst. to hiand, with renewnl
note. We enclose old note herein. It would
appear from your letter that the writer was
suffering from some m-ntal trouble—what ean
it bey Surely not anythiag in our letter. We
Lave {urned up the copy, and find nothing
there to cause us any regrets, and nothing that
we would unt repeat under similar circum-
stances. Your letter is & curiosity which we
intend to preserve. You tell us you bought the
bill of goods at 5 months, and to accommodate
us you lent us the use of your name, for nearly
all of that time. How good of you! How
much use the name was, that could not retire
nu insignilicant note of $134, we leave you to
caleulate. You seem to lave forgotlen or
ignored the fact that we lent you our goosds.
Which is of most value, the goods or the note—
that we have Iiad to retire oursclves? We
have only to-add that we shall cxpect this
renewal note paid promptly at maturity, and
would advise you to be prepared forit, - 1 any-
thing we bave said should stir you up to &
better -management of your business and 1o
more promptuess in your payments, we shall
not have written in vain?

1t is to be hoped that the well-merited
rebuke administered in the concluding
letter will have the effect of bringing the
retailer to a proper sense of his relation
and responsibility as the maker of pro-

_missory notes in the purchase of future

bills of goods, should he continue in busi- -
ness.

THE BANK STATEMENTS.

Our usunal abstract of the Bank returns
for February will be found at foot. “The
aggregate liabilities and assets are not
materially different from what they were
in January, but there are some impor-
tant changes in the items, especially in the
assets. In the aggregate of what are
termed available assels, consisting of legal
tenders and . gold, and amounts due by
other bauks, there is o falling off in the
month of §5,659,831, of which $520,045
was in specie, $1,126,316 in Dominion
notes, $2,550,457 in balances in hands of

foreign agents, and $1,202,456 in balances

in the United Kingdom. In the local:
loans the Dominion Government has in-
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creased its floating debt by $1,709,329,
the loans to corporations have increased
£2,097,646, and the discounts $1,551,060.
It is worthy of notice that there has been
also a considerable falling off in the Gov-
ernment deposits with the banks. The

return of the Dominion note circulation
shows a falling off of nearly a million,
chiefly in the large notes held by the
banks., The specie is only about §120,000
in excess of .the insuflicient reserve re-
quired by the Dominion Note Act :—

In the fall of 1877 a firm of solicitors practis-
ing in Paterborough, Ontario, who had" for
some years prior to that time been largely en-
gaged in making investments for clients in

moftgages of real estate, finding that the de-
mand for money was greater than they could
snpply, and that indjvidual lenders were very
frequently unable to furnish the exact amounts
applied for upon the terms asked, determined
to foym a company baving for the nucleus of

its eapital the mortgage investments already in
their bunds. Huaving by circular made the
suggestion to their clients, the scheme was
cordially entered into by them, and the result
was thalin May, 1878; the above company was
incorporated by Letters Patent under the Great
Seal of Canada under the provisions of “The
Canada Joint Stock Cowpanies’ Aet, 1877,"
with an authorized capital of two million dol-
lars, of which more than one half' was immedi-
ately subscribed and 25 per cent., amounting to
$265,000, at'once paid up, by the assignment to
the company of mortgages slready held by the
sharcholders and guarunteed by thew to the
company. The organization took eflect from
the 1st Juue, 1878, and in the fall of that year
steps were taken to place shares and deben-
tures in Glasgow, Scotand. Through the
assistance of the late Gilbert Herron, Esq., of
the firm of Herron, Dickson & Co., Canadian
merchants, Glasgow, the managers were en-
abled to procure as agenis Messrs, Finlayson & -
Auld, a highly respected and influential firm of
writers in Glusgow, whose connection with the
company bas proved most valuable. Before the
1st June, 1879, they bad obtaired subscriptions
for 2,285 shares (§5%,225 paid-upy and by the
end of that year for the remainder of the 4,000
shures which the directors had determined to
allotin Great Britain, and during the same
period they succeeded in  placing £17,000
($85,000) of the companies 5 per cent debentures,
both the shares and debentures being taken at
par. Since that time the company’s progress
has been steady, as the following comparalive
statement will show :

and since the last annual statement (June 1st,
1884) the investments have incrensed to $1,150,-

Northumberland and Durham.

Immediately after its organization the direc-
tors of the company appointed Messrs. Poussette
& -Roger, its' projectors, both managers and

,so]:cnma, which position;they have satisfactorily

held ever since. It will be observed that the
holders of debentures notounly have the security
of their money being carefully "invested in
mortgages of real estate, but also the further
security of the paid-up capital and the lia-
bility of the shareholders to the extent of three
times the paid-up capital,as the proportion paid
up is only twenty-five per cent of that sub-
seribed, - Recognising the value of this security,
investors in Great Britain’ have readily taken
the debentures, but the directors are desirous, i
possible, of saving the expense of their British
agency, and, in view of the fact that the banks
are only allowing three per‘cent upon deposits,
deem the present time favorable for placing
their debentures on thé Canadian market.
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THTE FIRE INSURANCE DEPUTATION.

A deputation, representing  Canadian fire in-
surance companies, visited Ottawa the 25th inst,
to interview the Finance Minister with respect
to certain disndvantages under which they
labor, ag already very fully explained by a com-
munication in the Jourxan or CoMumERCE of the
23rd January last. The Royal Canadian was
represented by its president, Mr. Andrew Robert-
son, the Western by Mr. J. J. Kenny, the Giti-
zens by Mr. Gerald E. Hart, while letters were
received from Mr, John Morison, Governor of
the British Americn and from Mr.J. G. Clapham,
President of the Quebee, strongly urging
the Government to consider the claim of
native compnnies to equal trentment with
the other comprnies doing business in
Canada. They wanted merely a fair field
and no fuvor, but were willing to maintain re-
serves equal to 33 1-3 per cent.  As it was

~ now, the more business they did the worse off

were they made to appear in the eyes of the
public. It is deemed unfair that Canadian
companies ‘should be obliged by law to put
by 50 per cent, or more, of their annual prem-
iums as a reserve, when no such reserve is ex-
acted fromother companies. In Great Britain
there is no compulsion in this respect,
although two or three companies acknow-
ledge the importance of a reserve to the
extent of nbout 33} per- cent. Mr. Kenny
forcibly illustrated the injustice and unfairness
of the law by explaining that if the Western
had its head-quarters in London, G. B., it would
ghow a position $190,000 better off than it does
froms the Torouto standpoint. This was put-
ting it mildly enough ; the difference, according
to the report, would be nearer $300,000. An-
other point urged was the discrimination made
as {0 complete statements of the entire busi-
ness of ench company, although none of the
compnnies.can have any desire to evade such
statements, and, saving the extra labor, British

. or foreign companics can have no objection to

furnish them to the Department. Sir Leonard
Tilley and Prof. Cherriman acknowledged the
justice of the plen, but, asit would be necessary
to amend the law, it was searcely possible to
attempt further new insurance legislation the

present session. A high legal authority says,

such legislation is unnecessary. The Minister

IxsoLveNcY LEGisuatioN.—An influential de-
putation of merchants left Montreal for Ottawa
Thursday morning, under the auspices of
the Board. of Trade, for the purpose of asking
the Government to assume the Insolvency Bill
about to be reported by the special committee
of the House, of which the [fon. J. J. C. Abbott,
Q.C., is chairman. . Tt is feared that, unless the
measure is takeu in charge by the Government,
the chances are thatit will not pass this Ses-
sion, and such a result, it is snid, would be se-
riously detrimental to all branches of trade,
wholesale and retail. The absence of legis-
lation on this subject is declared to = be
limiting to a grave extent the credit of
Canadian buyers in the European marlets

The fact that the various leeal Log"nslntnres are

being, or are about to be, usked to legislute
specinlly within their respective limits, is
pointed to as a proof of the populurity of
such a measure, but at the same time the
confusion which would arise from separate
Iaws in ench Province iy noted, and the
Government will be vigorously pressed to
adopt the Bill under discussion, applying to
all the Provinces of the Donimnion. 'I'he fol-
lowing gentlemen consented to form the depu-
tation: Messrs. John Kerry, Geo. A. Drum-
mond, Rubt. Archer, G. Boivin, J. P, Cleg-
horn, F. W. Henshaw, H. R. Ives, G. M.

" A case of considerable interest totraders
was decided this week in Toronto. - In the fall
of 1882 H. E. Clarke & Co,, trunk manufac-
turers, Toronto, ordered from Thomas Eeroyd
lenther merchant, this city, three lots of goods,
and on receiving the invoice, checked by his
guperintendent, Clarke accepted a drait for
$779, the value of the goods. About a year

after this Clarke & Co. discovered that one
puckage of goods, valued at $368, had never
been received, and on investigation it was as-
certained that this package had been addressed
toJ. H. Clarke & Co., and, after lying un-

_claimed for over a year, wus sold by the Grand

Trunk at Montreal as unclaimed freight.
Clarke & Go. thereupon sued Mr. Eeroyd for
the return of $368 paid for the goods they had
never received. Chief Justice Wilson gave
judgment in favor of defendant.

A uxique case of swindling occurred a few
days ago, by means of which the Post Office
Savings Bank here was induced to pay out a
certain sum of money to a person who had no
deposit in the institution. Twoiyoung men

lived togetber in the same house, one of whom

desired to open an account in the savings bank.
Instead of going himself, however, he gave
the money to a friend who depusited it and
received a passbook, On several subsequent
occasions the latter deposited sums. of money
for bis friend, never mentiouing &ny name, until
the post office authorities became familiar with
him, . and fancied he was the real depositor.
Pinally the real depositor wished to draw some

money, and made out a withdrawal order and, .

as usual, persuaded bis friend to take it to the

Post Office. . One of the rules of the institution
is that all checks must be drawn in Ottawa,
as no accounts are kept elsewhere. The
notice accordingly went to Ottawa, und the
next day the cheque was sent to the bona fide
depositor's  address. His accommodating
friend, however, happening to be at home when
the letter arrived, opened it and secured the
cheque.  When, shortly after, he appeared at
the Post Office with the cheque and passbook
the officinls there, recognizing in him the only
one they had seen in connection with the
account, unhesitatingly peaid him the sum of
$120, amount of the cheque. Once in possession
of the money the unfaithful friend evidently’
thought that it was ‘the time for disappear-
ing,’” as he has not been seen since,

FURTHER TARIFF CHANGES. ™ .

Sir Leonard Tilley proposes the following
amendments and additions to the tariff reso-
Intions :—By adding to item No. 20 in paragraph
four, the following words: “Carpet mats and
rugs of all kinds, and all other carpets and
squures not otherwise provided for ” ; also, for
addmg thereto the following items, namely :
1. Towels of every description, 25 per cent; 2.
Damasks cotton, linen, or cotton and linen
bleached, unbleached or colored, 25 per cent

3. Umbrells -and parasol steel, iron and brass
ribs, rimmers, ¥ings, caps, notches, tin caps and

“ferules when imported by and for the use of

manufacturers of umbrellas, 20 per cent ad
valorem ; also by striking out items No. 1 and
2 in paragraph  four aud substituting  the
following in lieu thereof:—1. Checked, striped
or fancy cotton wineeys over 25 inches wide, a
specilic duty of two cents per square yard and
fifteen per cent ad valorem; 2. All fabries
composed wholly or in part of wool, worsted,
the hair of the alpaca goat or other like animals
not otherwise provide d for, 224 per cent ad
valorem, and to repeal item number 34 in the
schedule -of dutinble goeds in the Act chapter
13, 46 Victorin, and afl items relating
to winceys in the Act chapter lu, 44 Victoria,
and by adding the following to the articles to
be charged with duty on and after the Ist of
July next, nnmely : Uysters shelled in bulk, a
specific duty of 10 cents per gallon; oysters
cunned, in cans not over one piut,  n specitic
duty of 3 cents per can, including the cans;
in cans of over one pint and not over one
quart, a specific duty of 5 cents per can, includ-
ing cans; in cans exceeding one quart, an
additional specitic duty of 5 cents for each
uart or fraclion of o quart of greater capaciy
than a quart including the cans; oysters in
the shell, 25 per cent ad valorem; packages
containing oysters or other fish not otherwise
provided for, 25 per cent nd valorem ; to strike
out - of the item hended * Foreign codfish
smoked’’ and add the following item: ¥ Fish-
'smoked and boneless fish, a specific duty of 1
cent per pound.”

_ Tue life companies that have adopted the

Tontine system bave, of late, been much
inconventenced by finding their books of
estimates missing when wanted, and in .some
cases actually stolen. In Toronto one of the
New York Life’s Tontine books was stolen and
photographed. The books are the product of
much labor by skilled actuaries. J. F. Bryce,
the ' photographer, when brought before the
court, acknowledged he had done the work on
an order given by an employe of a rival com-
pany, and restored the book of estimates and

all plates, with the assurance no copies of the
book had been printed. The Eniuy party
would have been severely punished had not his
friends given pledges that the offence would
not be repeated.

AT A MEETING of the Ontario Millers Associa-
tion, held in Toronto on the 2lst., a resolu-
tion was passed setting forth the fact that all the
millers claim is that they should have the duty
on flour adjusted so ns to be in accord with the
principles on which the present House was
clected. It was also arged that the duty of
75 cents demanded did not aclually give them
protection, but simply made the dutyéquive-
lent to the present duty on wheat, - The re-

moval of the duty from corn wag also con-
sidered, but it was not deemed advisable to
recommend any general reduction, save only a
special one to'apply to- manufacturers ot corn-
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Tug Bay City Lumberman snys:—The trade
in snws during 1884 has been very much de-
pressed and prices have declined about 10 per
cent,  There has been no change in the situa.
tion so far this year, but an improvement in
general business would lead toan increased de-
mand for lumber, which would be followed by
a better demand for saws. The dullness in the
saw trade is caused by the lumber manufac-

turers or millmen using their saws much longer
than they would in more prosperous times. In
the larger mills the saws ave replaced every
spring.  Ordinary saws run about three years.
In saws not used distinctively in manufacturing
establishments there has been asteady demand.

Tig estate of the late G. B. Hall, senior, of
Montmorency, more recently the property of
Hall Bros. & Co., and comprising valuable tim_
ber limits, was sold at Ottawa the past wcek
The estate was offered in one s=olid block of
1634 square miles, and the first bid was one of
$159,000, which was quickly capped by a rice
of $50,000. After this the bidding came to ten
thousand and tinally 1o one thousand rises—
the whole of the limits, firms and plant be-
coming the property of Mr, James McLaren, of
Buckingham, for $247,000. The deposit was
paid by a cheque on the Bank of Ottawa.

The second annual session of the Canadian
Fire Underwriters’ Association was held in
Toronto last week, with Mr. G. F. C. Smith,
manager of the Liverpool and London and
Globe, as chairman. There were thirty-one
companies represented, among those attending
were Messrs. A, Mackenzie Forbes, of the
Queen, James Taylor of the Northern and
Caledonian ; W. Tatley andJ.

The ball opened by a discussion on. the
classification of places. There are so many
degrees of efficiency in the different kinds of
apparvatus for the extinguishment of- fires” that
a more accnrate classification is desirable, In
the many places where hand-engines-are used
they vary all the way from good and middling
A committee
wasg appointed to investigate, and the outcome
will be a complete revision under this head.

Instances having bezcowe known ‘where, in
anticipation of an increase in rates, policy-
holders ran about and obtained renewals at the
old terms, it was decided that when a rute is
promulgated or the classification of a place
lowered by either committee (Turonto or Mout-
real) subject to” the approval of the other, no
company shall write any risk thus affected at
less than the increased rating proposed, and
that all such .increase of rating shall take
effect immediately. '

The proposals to extend city rates to riska
beyond city limits or t¢ adjoining municipuli-
ties where such property is provided for by the
fire appliances of the cily, were carried. “While
the Association was discussing the subject of
chemical engines a striking. argument in their

favor took place'in the form of a 're 'in & pic-
ture-frame establishment which was put out by
& chemical engine which thus, in one fire, paid
for its own cost. [ What is the matter with the
chemical engine bought by the city of Mont-
real 2 Will Chief Pafion answer ?]  The ques-
tion as to allowance in rating a rigk provided
with special appliances for the prevention and
extinguishment of fires, such ag automalic
sprinklers, was referred to the  committee on .
specinl rating, as also wes the guestion as to
reduction of rate where steam-bojler is insured
against explosion, with & recommendation.

A motion that no agent of a tariff company
be allowed to place risks in A non-tariff com-
pany, was agreed to. The question as to
whether the advantages of the mortgage clause
should be extended to individuals, legnl and
other private firms, was after some discussion,
decided to be lett to the individual companies
10 deal with, In expluoation of the reference
to three years' policies on commercial risks, it
was decided that companies may accept three
annual premiums in advance.” Considerable
discussion arose on the subject of the Violation
of the Tarifl by agents, either by culting rates
or dividing commission ‘with ihe assnred or
other person not an agent of a tariff com-
pany. Lt was shown that the enforcement of a
fine was impracticabie, and a resolution to the
following effect wns substitnted and earried :—
“1fany ugent be found guilty of any infraction
“of the tariff or of any dishonorable action in
tt connection therewith, upon proof being made
“of the same to the satisfaction of a two-thirds
“majcrity of the associated compnnies, he shall
“pe dismissed from the service of any of the
“ companies forming this association.”

- Notice of motion was given that the names of
companies that have taken risks from other
companies under tariff rates shall be publistied
in the next bulletin, and those not answering
queries in any bulletin before the issue of the
next one shall also be published. A resolution
was carried, to the effect that not even the
Joint Commitiees, save atan annual meeting,
have the power to.suspend enforcement of any

* rule.ndopted at the lnst previous annual meet-

ing. - Thishad reference particularly to the rule
lowering Otiawa to class Bon and afier Ist
January, 1885, -the enforéement of which the
Montreal committee had resolved to delay. A
motion was introduced and seconded that the
raling’of the Montreal Committee * that the
“ Glasgow and London, having taken over the
“ business of the Sovereign, was entitled 1o ask
“1he cancellation of any risk expiring in the
*lutter compuny when taken by another com-
* pany under tariff rate,” be not concurred in,
ag the Association cannot recognize re-insur-
ance contrncts between companies. It was
finally decided that the rules of the Associntion
sufliciently provide for s}l such cases. Two
companies having ignored the decisions of the
secretary,’it swns decided that his powers must
be duly respected.

- In reférence to cancellations made deiirable
by the development of an incendiary hazard
it was decided’ that the companies primarily
intevested nay 'obtain cancellations "by the
secretary of the Association, and that it is
desirable that cancellntion for good cause be’
reported to the seeretary and published in the
record.

Ua the subject of co-insurance the
sense of the meeting was shown to be ‘that
of thirty-one companies twenty-eight were in
favor; but. the further discussion was deferred
till the . npext meeting in September. A
motion” was here introduced to rvegzulate the
numwber and location of general meetings. . It
was agreed on, amendment that they be held
alternately in Toronto  and Montreal, and
that no “special mceting shall be. held in
the GCity "in which 1he previous meeting,
general or special, had convened. In the énse
of # separaie nmounts or full average’’ where
two or more buildings or their contents are in.
sured in one sum it was decided that the -
local " committee may substitute 75 per cent
for the - full average, which now exists, in the

" locality where the risk arises. . It was deemed
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inadvisable to ingist on members of the
associntion being members of Jocal boards in
the territory covered. The motion to supply
1ariff books to ngenis by the sccretary dliect was
voted down, fis wag tit 10 compel companies
to supply the secretaries with their respective
clagsification, of ench year's buginess, with a
view of making # final result of the whole, and
that gueh experienee be the gavernge rate for
the respective clusses, reduciug or incrensing
such rate nceording to the fire protection.

Ou the subject of Underground Insurance
it waa stated that the Government is now deal-
ing with the cases reported. Several fmpor-
tant changes and amendents in ratings were
discussed.  On ountmenl or burley wills, 26
centg is added to advanced flonr mill rates ;
but when kiln is wholly separated trom will,
except by metal carrier or spout, ndvanced Hour
mill fetes are 1o be charged. The discussion
comprised ratings on huiler-honses of mills,
flour mill store-houses, furniture faciories, and
iron foundries driven by water power, silk
mills, sewing machine factories, concert halls,
puper bag fuctories and cigar and tobacco fac-
tories. . :

In regponse to deputation from Iamilton it
was decided to incluae that city in A rates and
under the genernl rules of the Associution.
The question of rates at distant points in the
North-West was referred to aspecial committee.
The question of exempting railway risks from the
operation of the tarifl was fully discussed, and
it was ruled that such risks are exempt,
save in the case of grain elevators and
the like,  Workmen's risks without charge
are 1o be limited to § days, It was pro-
posed to limit the quantity of oil, varnish and
wrpentine to be held in hardware stores, etc.,
and to do away with the “silent” rate for
stenm saw-mills, as agents are taking out
annual policies when the mill is idle, cuncell-
ing pro ratn when it begins 1o run, wking new
policy at running rate, and cancedling that pro
ruta, and king policy at silent rate when mill
agnin stops running.  The motion o charge a
dollar for duplieate policies when assured has
lost policy was lost by the casting vote of the
chairman, this being the only tc:vote of ‘the
sussion, . * ‘

A number of supplementary Agenda were
discussed, among them a rule requiring
separite amounts on stock and . machinery, as
provided for in rule 7 Ontario tariff’ E. and F.,
which was adopted. A motion 10 recousider
the rule requiring notice of further insurance
was referred 10 the commitiee on Schedule
ratings. The rule regurding - infractions of
tarif by agents was awended to apply to Head
Oflices also. A motion to recousider rule
requiring fire-wall through roof was lost.
A motion to increase the territory sub-
jeet  to the  Momireal Commwmittee led
to an animnted discussion, but was tinally with-
drawn. Motions 10 revise ratings on patent
medicine buildings was not curvied.  The
committee on schedule ratings was instructed
to prepare ratings for gpecials, and cousider

. the advizability of a reduction when in cities

with first-class preventive applinuees.. These
are to go into cffect on concurrence of the
iwo committees. It was agreed to charge
workmen's risks for periods of less than &
month after & fire. The proposal to charge
extra for goods in shop windows was not
carried.  A-motion “to introduce a. rule by
which a risk could be rated on its merits when
the strict application of the tarift would, be
urbitary and incquitable,” and another to con-
sider the use of gusoline pots by plumbers were

both referred to the Committee on Schedule

Rating. A -number of other subjects were
introduced, which may be noticed again.

The business of the session was pleasantly
varjed by an invitation 1o the visiting membery
ou the. purt of the Toronto Board to & sump-
tuous banquet -at the Queen’s Hotel, on Wed-
nesday eveuning. About forty sat dowu to the
tubles.

" (CONCLUDED.)
TARIFF CHANGES.

Respecting cigars he said :—1It i3 stated, and it
is quite clear from the retarns down to the pre-
sent time, aud trom the indications of the e ffect
of the Scott Act in the future, that we shall
luse n considerable excise revenue next year,
and as cigars manufactured in the Dominion
of Canadu to-day pay into the treasury about
ten per cent of their value of excise duty; it
whs thought, ns the general revenue tariff is 20
per cent that the Governmeut might fairly
get ont of the cigars a portion of the money
which they have lost on whiskey and beer. It
is proposed on cigars of all descriptions, made
in whole or part from foreign or imported leat
tobuceo or any substitute therefor, an excise
duty of $6 per thousand, which is double the
duty at present, shail be paid, maRing it ubout
20 per cent that the consumer will have to pay
instend of ten. On cignrs of all descriptions
made solely from tobacco grown in Canada
and in mannfactories where no foreign leaf is
used or kept, the duty shail be $3 per thousand
instead of a dollar and a half. On wet snuff a
specific duty of 12 cents when put up in
packages of less than five pounds. The present
duty is 8 cents. The trade is anxious and
willing to put up snuff in small packages, and
to pay additional duty, and we are willing to
tuke the money and let them have the advan-
tage. . On cigars and cigarettes the customs
duty is Lo be just double what it is now. Itis
now sixty cents per pound and the new duty
will be $1.20 specific, and 20 per cent. ad valor-
em. Those are the propositions by which we
expect to get back a considerable portion of
the money we are liable tolose on whiskey and

" malt liquors during the next year. On the

prohibition of nriicles of prison labor, he gaid ;
—The Government have thought it advisable
to agk Parliament to deal with this question,
because. there are three large prisons in the
United States where labor is employed in
manufacturing articles that are sent 1o Canada,
Lhis prison lubor does not interfere with their
home magnufactures, and were we to double the
duty, the articles would be sent here to the
destruction of the industries of this country,
where the honest laborer has been receiving
lis two dollars a_day, while over there only
35 cents.. In justice to the honest artisan of
Canadn it is ouly right that he should be pro-
tected from that kind of lnbor, .

I think, sir, that the country is in a far more
hopeful condition. than the hon. gentlemen
oppusite would have us believe. Take, for
instance, the increase in penple's deposits in
the chartered banks of the Dominion. From
January 1, 1874, to January 1, 1879, the deposits
were $84,999.42, while from- January 1, 1879,
to-January 1, 1884, the deposits were $:5,903,-
364, . The increase in the savings bank deposits
over the withdrawals from " 1st July, 1874, to
1st July 1879, was$1,997,422. The increase in the
same from July 1st, 1879, to July lst, 1884, was
$20,009,853. Lor building aud loan companies
the incrense in deposits and the purchase of
debentures in Canada between lst January:
1874, and Ist Jannary, 1879, was $5,787,516.
The "incrense of the sume from January lst,
1879, to January Ist, 1884, was $9,519,731.
Or, to recapitulute, the deposits in chartered
i ing and loan
