The average yield of wheat per
acre for the province is now placed 12.4 bushels, oats, 16.8, barley 13.6,
potatoes 119. Theaverage yield of wheat per acre from 1883 to 1887,
was 20.6. The present season is the most unfavorable as regards
weather in the history of the province.
. A wmass MeeTING was held in Collingwood, last week, to consider
the proposal of the Doty Engine Compauny, of Toronto, to establish
in that town a shipyard for the construction of iron and steel vessels.
A subsidy of $2,5600 for each of gixteon iron or steel vessels costing
not less than $40,000 each, is asked for. The Company have already
contracted to build four steel ferry boats for the Toronto Island ser-
vice, and are confilent that they cun secure plenty of orders to keep a
Iarge force of men constantly employed.

It is possible that an arrangement
may be arrived at, otherwise it is rumored that a wholesale house in
the trade will be scrior sly afl. cted,—Mr. Ovide Bouchurd, algo in dry
goads, has aesigned with liabilities of $14,000.—Jos. Donati, jeweller,
and Jos. E. Asselin, grocer, the same city, have assigned.

Toe dynemite explosion which occurred in this city last week, re-
sulting in loss of life and damage to property, estimated at nearly

OUR WINTER PORTS.

The direct connection between Montreal and the lower pro-
vince sea ports, established this sammer by the Canadian Pacific,
and the improvements made, or in contemplation by the Grand
Trunk, again cause {he question of Canadian winter ports for
Canadian traflic, to assume importance. It is not likely that
much freigbt will be diverted from the American route this
winter, or until the Atlantic steamship service of the C. T R. is
in operation, .

Tn the meantime we may expect to hear a good deal
about the respective merits of Halifax, St. John, St. Andrews,
Chatham and other places. The Andersons when ‘negotiating
for the Atlantic sorvice took steps to discover the facilities offered
at these shipping points, but which would make the best ter-
mimne is still in doubt, We are of opinion thatall would benefit
to some extent by the handling of our winter traflic in the sea-
board provinces. The Saint John Board of Trade has brought
under our notice an injustice done to that harbor by the Britigh
admiralty charts now in use. The Admiralty chart of the port
of St. John was made in 1844, and the course laid down in it for
ontering the harbor is not the best as has been conclusively
proved by the evidence of Dominion engineers wlo made a sur-
vey in'1874 and again in 1887. A number of shallow places are -
ghown in the ehannel which do not now exist. That for forty-
five years a chart which is utlerly incorrect, should have been
stamped with the high authority of the British Admiralty, ig °
‘certainly, a remarkable fact, and one which shows the necessity
of frequent surveys of a harbor channel. If the original survey
wag correct, the subsequent improvements in the channel must
have _resulted from the removal of o.bstncles by the riv_e}' current.
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A marked shoal with 12 feet of water at one place and 15 feet at
another, does not exist at all, but in, the very spot where it i8
laid down on the Admiralty chart; there is from 22 to 25 feet of
water at dead low water, spring tides, .according to the chart
made from the surveys of the engineers of the Dominion govern-
ment. The Admiralty chart algo shows a knoll 50 yards in
diameter with a depth of only 6 feet, but where this ought to be
the recent Dominion chart gives a depth of 26 or 26 feet at all
times. Other reported shoals aze declared officially to be non-
existent.

Strangers have been led to believe that the channel of the
harbor has only a least depth of twelve feet, if a straight
course be followed, and the British chart therefore conveys the
impression that St. John can only be entered by large vessels
at high water. The truth is there is a perfectly straight chan-
nel into St. John harbor with a least ‘depth of 21 feet at low
water, spring tides, or to use the language employed with refor-
ence to Boston barbor, with a léast depth at mean low water of
24} feet. "T'he actual least depth of the channel into St. John
barbor ig therefore 9 feet greater than is shownon the Admiralty
charts, 80 that St. John has been misrepresented to that extent
by an official publication which every sea captain has relied on
for the past forty-five years. The importance of this discovery
must be admitted, and the result is likely to be an entire change
in the aspect in which St. John harbor presents itself to the
maritime . world. The course lail down by the Dominion
authorities is deseribed as having # A least depth of 243 feet at
mean low water and of 45 feet at mean high water.”” This is a

much better showing than Boston harbor can make and. infinit~"

ely better than New York. With the channel as it is now there
are but four hours out of twelve in an ebb and flood tide, when
the largest steamship afoat could not enter the harbor of St
John.

The Dominion government are to be requested to bring these
facts under the notice of the British Admiralty so that a new
naval survey may be ordered and the official charts corrected.
Whatever advantages are possessed by the -Maritime Province
poris should be brought to the surface, as with the keen com-

petition at American shipping centres, it is important that the

very best point be selected ag_the winter port of the Dominion.

FIRE WASTE.

The enormous loss entailed upon the country by fire waste
ia but too often disregarded even in commarcial circles. People
are too apt to forget that while, evenin the worst of insolven-
cies there are always some asgets, in the cate of fire a few ashes
may represent goods whose value a few hours before might have
reached up into the thousands. We are now entering a month
where the firg hazard is usually exceptionally great, and, since
the condition of trade amongst muny of the smaller housed of
the Dominion is far from prosperous, the moral hazard becomes

& factor whose iinportance it is impossible to ignore. The em-

barragsed trader, doubtful of the reception he may get at the
hands. of his- creditors, is sorely- tempted to rehabilitate bis
credit and secure a fresh start in commereial life, by selling out
to. the underwriters. And-a little carelessness will doit. A
stove placed too near to a partition, A little stock banked care-
legsly too near—and thereitis. No one is to blame, of course,
and the underwriters must grin and bear it ; for once let the fire
take place and.there is little fear of the insurance companies
contesting the claim, The careless insurer is aware that most
instirance companies will pay even extremely doubtful claims

rather than obtain a character for litigation that might seriously -

Jeopardize their chances of new husiness, and, therefore, he can
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gafely pose a8 the injured innocent even if he i well aware that
he deliberately neglected: the commonest precautions against
danger by fira. The moral hazard is a factor to-duy of the ut-
most importance, and yet in face of this fact we find the insur-
ance companies deliberately placing temptation within their
policyholder’s reach, and in their struggle for business affording

the wealk or wicked opportunities for fraud, which in adverse -

circumstances might prove irresistible. ,

In only tco many cases the supposed inspection of his stack
and premises is the merest fatce. The bare statement of the ap-
plicant for insurance that he possesses a certain amount of ma-
chinery or stock is quite suflicient ground for obtaininga policy
for ag much a8 he requires. The company accepts his statement
that his'plant ie of certain value, without question; until, to an
outsidaer, it looks as if the amount of insurance he can secure is
limited solely by the size of the premium he is willing to pay.
Even should & perfunctory examination of his stock take place
at the time of the first issuing of the policy, no steps appear to be
taken to verify its existence and amount after that time, Be-
cause the insurer once had a certain amount of stock, it appears
to be taken for granted that he will ‘always carry preusely a8
much, and the safeguard of frequent visits to ascertain the actual
condition of the rigk appears to be entirely neglected by most
companies.

Is iv any wonder that,under these circumstances, the fire
waste should remain at a figure out of all proportion to the per-
centage it should nominally assume ? We admit that the ratio
of fires of distinctly incendiary origin has been reduced nearly
.one-half during the past twelve months, but these fizures do not
apply to those caused simply through the moral hazard. Had
we any means of ascortaining the percentage of fires. arising
from intentional carelessness, the result might be one that would
startle the commercial community ; but we have not, and there-
fore we can only state the bare fact that the amount of the fire
waste now taking place annually in this country is far too large,
and that the keenuess of competition and consequent laxity of
investigation among our ingurance compnmes is largely respon-
sible for it.

‘This seoms at first sight & sweeping assertion; but it is one
that most of our cleverest insurance managers will admit the
correctness of, even if they do so reluctantly., In the counstant
struggle for business they are forced to accept risks which they
are well aware are of 2 more than doubtful character, and to
avoid arousing prejudice in the minds of the public, they are
often compelled, to pay claims which could be righteously re-
sisted, No one knows the wmany disadvantages under which
they labor better than we do; especially at such at time as the
present. We therefore simply sound a note of warning, in the
hope that by a little wholesome suparvision the moral hazard
may be reduced, and the volume of fire waste that now forms so
gerious a detriment to our national wealth may be permanenily
abated.

THE HARDWARE TRADE.

The hardware trade may be said to be at present in a state of
expoctancy. The steady advance of iron and its products in
value warrants us in stating that in a short time we shall see a
sharp advance in hardware values also; but, ag yet, prices are
unchanged, although it is doubtfnl whether orders sent_to-day

will reach producers in England before the threatened advanée -

in prices ig an accomplishead fact.

Ons of the disturbing factors in the t,rade this year is the’
numberof new English houses now entering the' Canadian market,
Many of these houses neversold in Canada before, and naturally,
in go limited a market as this, the arrival of thege new comers

'
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renders competition keener than is pleasant. Ancther point is
the growing tendency of American houses to send travellers
through the country selling to small retailers, who naturally
jump to the conclusion that, if they are buying direct, they are
necessarily buying more cheaply than when purchasing from a

Canadian wholesple house. We could quote one of many.in- |’

stances of this kind- A retailer purchases from the American
traveller at one-third off the trade list, or at 66.06 per cent. -To
this must be added a nelt cash outlay of at least 22,22 per cent.
before the goods are opened in his store. e usua.lly gets 60
days time, o if he pays cash, gets a discount of 2 per cent,
Should he buy from a Montreal wholesaler he will get these very
goods delivered in his store for 85 per cent. and will get six
months time’or § per cont, ofl' for cash ; and yet retailers can be
found foolish suough to listen tothe blandishments of the Ameri-
can drumner !

No doubt, in some cases they may be uble to pass their goods
throngh the local custom houses at & cheuper rate of duty than
ig posaible in Montreal, laro we have special expert hardware
appraisers; while in the smaller towns the one appraiser deals
with every class of goods. Added to this, at most of these
places, goods aro rarely sent to the examining warehouse at all;
and, even if go sent, very little trouble is taken to verify their
contents. As n consequence the revenue is dependent entirely

on the honesty of the tmporters, and it is to be feared that in
some cases these latter take advantage of the appraiser's Jack of
lel“

Aunother point that militates againat Lhe wholesaler is the
fact that some of our Cunpdian manufucturera are also merchants
in their way. They sell their own goods to the retailers at a
margin very little less than that they allow to the wholesaler.
A firm that sells at 12} per cont. off to the wholesale and 7} per
cent. off 1o the retail trade, manifestly does mot act fairly to
the former. When, iu addition to this, the Canadian manufac-
turor imports English or American goods and sells them with
his own make to the retailers it is listle wonder that the whole-
gulers, whose ground he invades, refuse to purchase from him
and preler (o pay a fraction moroe to foroigners than to build up
a Canadisn maker who deliberately infringes upon their business
methodsd.

In cutlery (outside of the expected advance in values) the
principal feature is the steady growth of the demand for better
makes, aud the falling ofl in the call for the commoner grades.
his ig a significant indication of the growth of wealth in the
country, and it is & poiut that works atrangly in favor of England
where the botter grades are principally made. In fact, 8o far as
cutlery is concerned, Bagluud stands at the head; aud in spite
of the compelition of Germany, she was never better able to
toad in cutlery and steel goods than she is at the present
moment.

1n brass goots we have to chronicle a slump back to the old

yalues which ruled before M, Secretan rushed values for copper
and tin up o extravagant figures. With the' “collapse of the
Trench syndicate and a return to ralional values for copper,
came a correspouding reduction in the cost of all those articles
in which it found n component part. Prices to-day are just what
they were before the copper boom, and are more likely to recede
than to advance just now. On the other hand, an advance in
Dbolis, heavy hinges, and other articles composed of iron is jmmi-
nent. . With pig, bur and sheet iron growing dearer every day it
is only natural that this cluss of geods should advance in propor-

* tion, and therefore, before many days are past, we expect to
_chrouicle an upward mavement in prices.

So far ns trade in this branch is concerned, we can only
chronicle it as dull. The volume of business certainly falls
boelow that of last year, and trade is characterized by travellers
as absolutely * dend.”” Stocks in the West are searcely- broken.
But little is doing auywhere, and money is tight in the extreme:
In fact, remitiances are about a8 bad as they can be. No one
geems ta have any money. TFarmers are .holding on to their
crops and nob paying their storekeepers, and the retailers, on

heir part, seemt to 8size ou avery excuse to ask for & renewal,
v puTy,

Probably n good denl of this reluctance to liquidate in tul} their
jua(. liabilitios is due to people having got out of the habit of
paying up. 'he succession of poor years we have had have led
to concessions being made, perforce, to debtors; and these con-
cossions have come to be looked upon ag rights, untll now-a days
o man seems Lo fool that he is conferring o favor on his creditor
if he pays up ab alll 1t will take n spell of prosperity to accus-
tom people o pay up again as they used to in former days, snd

unfortunately there seews to be litle chance of improvement in
the commereial situation during the present year.

TRADE WITH CHINA AND JAPAN.

In former jssues, we have endeavored to prove that the ex- .
tension of Canadian trade relations with the West Indies, Aus-
tralia and South America was well within the range of possi-
bilities, and a proof of awakened interest in- foreign ccmmerce
hag already been shown by the Quebec leatber and boot and
shoe industry which will endeavor {o push the sale of gocds in
Australia. We have already instanced other articles which
would be benefitted by wider markets such as Jumber, flour,
cheese, butter, preserved meats, cottons, woollens, nails, machin-
ery, furniture, musical instruments, dried and salt fish, canned
fruita'and vegetables, biscuits, hay, potaloes, candles, wooden -
ware, agricultural implements, ice, cement, earthenware, etc,

If our people are determined to take the full benefit and ad-
vantage of their opportunities there is no time like the present
to start in and make the necessary enquires and research. The
Canadian Pacific has just concluded arrangements in England
for three steamships of 6,000 tons each, with 18-knot speed, for
the Pacific. These will be delivered within a‘year, when a first
clags pasgenger and mail service will be established between
Vancouver and Yokohama. The purport of the present article
is to direct attention to the field offered by China and Japan for
Canadian enterprise. Last year our imports from both countries

‘exhibited a decrease, while there was an increase in the exports. .

We imported from Japan, goods to the value of §$1,225,451, a de-
crease of $328,774 compared with 1887, while from China. we
bought $870,386 worth of goods against $1,126,954 the preceding
year, As to our exports, we seut Japan goods valued at 356,437,
an increase of $26,446, whilst China took from us $76,011 worth
an increase of $36,806. These figures should show a consider-
able augmentation during the current year. :
The obstacles to a profitable commerce with enlightened
Japan are not gerious, but important as trade relations with this
country will undoubtedly prove, China oflers a still wider field.
TUntil quite recently China has been closed to outside civiliza-
tion and the building of railroads was strictly forbidden. For-
tunately, however, an 'era ‘of enlightenment and progress has
been inaugurated under the rule of the present Emperor, and
after many digappointments, the construction of a trunk railway

-from Pekin to Hankow, a distance of 700 to 800 miles, has been

ordered. Thereis no doubt that this enterprise will be followed
by similar ones, bringing the interior of China with its teeming
population: into contact with Western manufactures. The open-
ing up of China will certainly cause a substantial increase in her
foreign trade. The pnssibilitiea of commerce with an empire
five million Bquare miles in extent and contmnmg a populatlon ’
of 400,000,000 are almost beyond calculation.

Canadian productions are much the same as those of ‘the
United States, but go far the chief American exports have been
cottons and petroleum. British competiiion in the former and
Russian in the latter article has caused a serions diminution in
American trade with China. The decline has also been acceler-
ated by the resentment aroused in China by anti-Chinese legis-
lation at Washiogton. Some Chinese statesmen would willingly
retaliate by dismissing: -Americans from the public service and
by atopping importations of American goods and this may yet
be done if there are fresh causes of grigvance, It is somewbhat’
galling to speculative Americans engaged in manufactures and
interested in railway ‘contracts, to know, that 1i Hung Chang,
the representative of all that is best in modern ‘China, and
Chang Chih-Tung, Viceroy of Canton, two officials ofhigh stand-'
ing and influence, and who control the-new railway enterprise,
are very bitter against Americans and favor reprissls. United
States manufacturers are realizing that foreign markets for sur-
plus stock are absolutely mnecessary, tbe fortilcoming' Inter-
national congress being a proof of their convictions. - They
would like to have a good chance of success in tendering for
plant and engineering work in connection with Chinese railways,
but with an active influence against them in the _shage. of
national resentment, and in the persons ‘of the, leaders of the .
enterprise, it seema unlikely that much work will drift.in their
direction. So far as Canada is concerned, we have followed tha- -

example of the United States and Australia to. some extent in

placing restrictions on Chinese immigration, but our laws aye
not 50 oppressive and have not been carried out with such harsh-
ness and brdtality ssin the country to the south of us, * No eri- -
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ous obstacle bars the way towards the cultivation of closeand
profitable business relations with the much abused Mongolxan,
and Canada can supply the same commodities which the Chinese
have in times past purchasged from the United States.
A return recently issued by.the Maritime Customs Office of
China gives the imports of foreign merchandise (apart from the
-junk trade with Hong Kong and Macao) for the year 1888 as
$130,000,000—an increase on 18-7 of 11 per cent. This improve-
ment i8 part of a continuous growth, 28 the imports for the fol-
lowing years show:—

The increase in the six years is thus no less than'43 per cent.
Of the total imports last year, cotton goods represent $55,000,000,
or 42 per cent. American exports to Chma (exclusive of ~Hong
Kong) were &g follows :—

The exports from the States are made up almosat edﬁirely of
cotton goods and petroleum.” The exports of .the former were
greatest in 1887, when they reached $5,180,00, and of the latter
in 1886, when they reached $2,400,000. For the year 1889 it is
_ expected that the volume of imports into’China will show the
" rate of expansion well maintained. For the year endibg 30th
June last American exports of cotton' goods Lave fallen to $1,-
500,000, and of petroleum to $900,000—a decrease of 71 and 61
per cent respectively from the. best figures shown during the
preceding six years. Thus, not only have they had no share in
the increased imports into China, but have lost ground abso-
lutely as well as relatively. The causes of this diminution of
trade between China and the United States have been alluded
to above and the present seems an opportlfne time for the ex-
tension of Canadian commerce with China.

THE GRAND TRUNK RAILWAY.

The report read at the half-yearly meeting of the Grand
Trunk Railway Company, in London, shows a gratifying im-
provement over its ‘predecessors. An increage in gross receipts
of £119,000, and in net receipts of £48,000, over the correspond-

~ing- penod of Jast year, argues a steady advance in the business
of the line, and, with the prospect of better‘harveste to move,
the report for the present half year should be still more en-
couraging in spite of the low rates ruling for fréight. ‘.

_ The chairman remarked somewhat innocently that, in order
to retain their passenger traflic, thay had to be more llberul in
their expendlture than would haye been necessary had there
beei no competition fo contend with. No doubt they had but
this is a-cage in which the public is a gainer.both as- to comfort
and convénience, even if the dividend to the shareholders is
glightly diminished, and therefore it is hardly a point to be re-

gretted. Considering tha$ the-net. proﬁts show an increase of

£32,000, the loss on this item must have been mconmderg.ble,
while.the gain to the travelling public in increased accommoda-
tion and imyproved facilities for Iocnl travel can hardly be over-
estimated.

Ithas been of distinct advantage to the country (and
therefore must eventually benefit the Grand, Trunk also), and
with so favorable & report before us we can see that it has, as

yet at all events, worked very little’ damage to the ﬁnances of .

our pmneer trunk road.

THE COTTON TRADE.
An esteemed contemporary, but one whose judgment on com-
mercial matters is unfortunately warped by its political blas
has just published an article on the cotton trade which does not

*appear to us to be cousistent. It first asserts thatthe shipnients

of grey cottons to China have been satisfactory in their resnits,
and then forithwith proceeds to exult over the factthat the home
demand fortunately precludes the necessity of continuing them.
We would like to ask our contemporary two questions. If the
results are- so satisfactory why do mot the mills turn greater
attention to China as a promising market for their makes? And
why should it be necessary for the combination.to fix the
amount of cotton goods each mill must make for the Chinese
market, and to give them the alternative of either ma.klng this
quota or of shutting down for & stipulated period ?

The fact is that the making of cotton for the Chinese market is
simply the method adopted by the combination for reducing the
output of the mills, and thereby maintaining prices in this coun-
try. It is considered better than closing down ; but if any mill
prefers the latter alternative it can do so. By making this cot~
ton, even af a loss, the mill is enabled to keep its machinery run-
ning and its hands employed without producing a glut in this
market, and therefore wmost of the members of the combination
prefer it as the léss of two evils. This is all there is to it; and
any falk of these cottons being made us'a profitable venture
argues ignorance upon the part of the writer,

To suppose otherwise would be absurd; for it would show
that so far as our cotton industry is concerned there is no occa-
eion for a protective tariff at all. If the Canadian mill, after
paying a_heavy duty on its machinery, on its dye-stuff, on its -
fuel, and on much of its appliances, as well as higher wages to
its operatives, can still compete profitably in Chinese markets
with British goode, why can it-not do so here? Ifit can under-
-cut Britain, while laboring under-all the disadvantages, the pro-
tective duty allotted to it in this country must be all profit, and
thie mill owners must be rolling in prosperily. Are they? Look
at the stock lists for the value of the shares of the different com-
panies and see how many of them are paying dividends. A fow
cold facts like these are worth columns of editorial gush and
mis- statement The prospects of the colton mills are improving

-because trade all over the world is improving; but" their

brighter futuye is due uneither to the Chinese market nor ‘to the
protective tariff, but almply to the steady march of commerce,

* The stone age, the bronze age, the golden age (teccording to
some).and what the late 1. D. McGee, on o memornble oceasion,
called the “mucil-age,” have allcome and gone. The iron age is
at ita height, but so rapidly does the world move that a new age
is expected ere long to dawn upon us, We learn from the
Spectutor (London) of recent date that chemisis are at work all
over the civilized world, striving night and day to fmd Bome
means of producing cheap alumininm,

If they succeed in their task, and the metal which in 1828
Wohler discovered in common clay becomes no dearer than i ironm,
it cannot he doubted that the newer substance will be every- :
where adopted for the thousand purposes in which strength,
ductility, tenacity, and rigidity are required. Just as the men
of the stone age flung aside their flints to use bronzé, and those
of the bronze abandoned the instruments compounded of tin

_and copper for the stronger and more tenacioud iron, 8o we, to

whom iron is now the staple metal, should moat unquestionably
give up its use could aluminium be produced in like quantities
and at the same or & lesser price. Other things being equal and
a free choice offered betweer the two metals, aluminium must'in .

almost every ‘conceivable case be preferred, for there is hardly s - -
purpose -now served by iron for which the former substance - -

would not prove ten times more efficient. The dxfhcu]ty of. pro.

ducing it cheaply alone prevents aluminium from becomlng the
universal metal, - )

That this is no fable may be easily reallaed if we stop to
consider the intrinsic advaniages of aluminium. To begin withs
itis present everywhere, and were the process of extraction easy’
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not only no country, but no district, and even no parish would
have to rely upon its neighbors for its supply of the prime
necessary of industry and commerce. Iron can only be pro-
duced where Nature has deposited lodes of a particular ore, and

the nation not poscessed of this natural pift is forced to purchase |

it from without. Aluminum lies everywhere cloge at hand. In
glate, in felspar, in many kinds of rock, and in ordinary clay .it
rests concealed ; and hence, could only a simpler process of ex-
traction than that now in use he devised, it might conceivably
be ag easy to manufacture the metal as to make bricks and
pottery. Asin many parts of the country the earth that is dug
out of the foundations supplies a great portion of the bricks
required to build the house, 80 aluminium might be produced on
the very spot where it was required. A-railway company uses
the clay from the cuttings to turn into bricks fer the walls and
arches of viaducts and tunnels. Under the circumstances we
are imagining, it would manufacture from the same deposits of
earth the lines and the girders for the bridges. Great, however,
as would be the advanlages derived from the possibility of manu-
facturing aluminium at the very place where it was needed, and
out, of matorials always procurable, there are others still more
important that would be obtained by its use. It would not
merely act a8 a substitute for iron. It would epable g thousand
things to be done which cannot now be accomplished. What
these are may be realised by considering the essential qualities
of the metal. In the first place, aluminium is very malleable
and, very ductile, and can be wrought into wire as fine as a
spider's web, or healen out into sheets as thin as gold-leaf. It
has also groat rigidity and tenacity, and, if properly prepared, is
a8 hard as iron. Exposed to dry or to moist air it is alike unal-

“tarable, and is ag little liable to become oxidised or tarnished as

the purest gold. Neither hot nor cold water, nor sulphuretted
hydrogen—ihe gas which so quickly blackens silver not in con-
stant nso—have the slighteist effect on aluminium, Most remark-
able of all, in spite of its hardness, stiffness and tenacity, it is
lighter thah glass, and only & quarter as heavy aa silver

Beuring in mind these qualities, and imagining aluminivin
to be used where iron is now employed, it is obvious that many
of the great problems of mechanics when applied to industry

“would be solved. T'ake the case of speed in o¢ean navigation. At

progent, ono of the great diflicullies is the weight of the vessels.
It i practically impossible to get engine-power sufficient to
obtain more than twenty miles an hour. Suppose, however,
the weight of the material out of which ships are constructed
reduced by one-half, and their sides coated with a highly
polished, non-corrosive substance. Under such circumstances
there can bo little doubt that the advantage in favor of land
transport ns regards speed would be done away with, and we

ghould think nothing of vessels ¢rossing the Atlantic in seventy-

two lours. A swift passenger ship, built of material offering
us littlo rosistance o the waves as glass, and lighter and more
bodyant, might easily anccomplish fifty miles an hour. Then,
100, ships drawing only the same amount of water as at present
might nccominodate a great deal more cargo, while large -and
commodious vessels would require far less depth of water to float
them than af present. In inland navigation this would be.of the
utmost importance. It 18 ealeulated that a ship which if entirely
construeted of iron wonld draw twenty-six feet of water, would,
when made of aluminium, not draw more than four or five.
Practically, then, the light metal would treble or quadruple the
number of miles of navigable river in the world.” Where now
it is only possible to float a barge, n moderate-sized steamer
would be sble to ply with ease. The railways would gain
no loss than the ships. The engines, tenders, and the

~wheels and {he fittings of the carringes made up a dead-

woight for every train which it is oxceadingly costly to trans-
port, and which, of course, brings no profit. If half, or more,

_ of this useless burden could be saved, and goods and passengers

subatituted for if, the companies wonld gain enormously, Again,

- groat speed could be far more cheaply and easily obtained than

at present. In the same way, aluminium applied to the con-
struction of bicycles and tricycles, would largely increase their
utility. Madn of metal incapable of rusting, and half as light
again, oven the present high rate of apeed conld be increased.
1f wo consider any other of the uses of iron, we shall see how in
oach case sluminium would do the work better than its rival.
"Pake au iron bridge. To begin with, the labor of fixing the
girders would bo immensely decreased, for the same amount of
enorgy -now employed to lift and place one portion of the frame
would then do the work nocessary for three or four, Nor would

the advantages of the light metal be at an end when the bridge
was built. An iron structure has to be coated with paint every
few years to preserve it fromn rust. An aluminium one would
require no such laborious and expensive -attention.

The metal of the future would be ag useful in the arts as in
commerce. For medals and token-coins the advantages it can
claim are obvious, while for the manufacture of the thousand
articles of luxury now made of iron, brass, and silver, it would
be of special service. An iron dome or tower, since it must be
covered with dull sticky paint, is necessarily ugly. Imagine
howaver, a cupola, like that of 8t. Paul's, of polished silver-blue
metzal, reflecting the rays of the sun, and even in the dingiest
weather gleaming brightly through the fogsand mists! A dome
overlaid with gold-leaf would, of course, be still more striking,
but next to that in point of beauty would be one covered with
thin plates of aluminium, Again, there could be no more per-
fect metal in which to cast statues and 'all sorts of ornamental
work, such a8 railings and balustrades. Bronze, as the present
public monuments of London bear witness clearly enough, either
succnmbs to the atmosphere, or else has to be coated with a
thick sticky lacquer, which obliterates the outline and spoils the
gculptor's work. A medium, not liable to rust, capable of & high
nolish and easily worked, would, however. suit the sculptor's art
to perfection; and under such conditions the effigies of our
illustrious dead might be made to brighten, mstead of rendering
hideous, our squares and public gardens.

‘Whether those who are now endeavouring to make aluminium
the metallic staple will in the end succeed, or whether the search
for the metal of the future will prove as fruitless as that for the
philosopher’s stone, remains to be seen. . Possibly some accident
may bring about the usurpation of aluminium in a very few
years; but equally possibly, further research may show that it
must remain physically impossible to produce it except at great
cost and labour. | We.are in the habit of saying that in the end
science conquers all difficulties, but this is by no means really
the case. We hear most of thoge it overcomes ; but, as a matter
of fact, there are a8 many defeats as victories. Still, there is
somg chance that the secret may he discovered and the ideal
metal be yet forthcoming, We sincerely trust it may, for it is
impossible not to feel that the two qualities of lightness and in-
ability to rust are alone enough to make us long for atime when
the age of iron shall have perished, and that of alummmm be
established in its stead.

DRAWBACES TO0 THE GROCERY BUSINILSS.

Perfect conditions for the conduct of business are unattainable g
the humau family are at present constituted. Drawbacks, dwcoumge-
ments and evils exist, and will continue to, but this need not dis-
courage efforts to counteract, to 'redu'ce, and in some instﬂndos to gbt i
rid of them. Among the many. drawbacks which will ever ADNOY ‘are
those which must be credited to ignorance, The man of ability who
labors intelligently and efliciently, and who steadily increases his
trado and adds to his capital, nevertheless finds his ignorant competi-
for a constant source of annoyance, possibly of loss, becnuse the latter
g no idea of detail, and therofore does not so adjust his profita as to
secure & good aveiage. He knows nothing of the relation the'salo of
one article Lears to another, and thereforo sells on a random basis of
profit and conducts his business in a hap-hazard, happy-go-Iucky sort .
of n way. He does not know that hame shrink in weight, nor does
he realize that dried fruits evaporate, and that tes, salt, butter and
other articles are injured by oxposure. He is generally ignorant of
the quality of the goods he sells—so much so that he relies solely
upon the parties from whom 'he purchases as to-there being what he
wants. The ignorance of the man in some respects makes it easier
for his well-posted neighbor, for there is such a_marked contrast in
the quality of tho goods sold and the servico at the two places that
people soon learn which is the botter, But whon ko sells hams at
actusl woight and a nominal profit, or cuts out fine creamery bittter.
at 3 cents a pound advance and does other like foolish things, he not
only robs himeelf, but ho causes loss and annoyunce to his fellow-
traders, -

. All drawbacks which arise from lnck of commercial t.mming or ’
varinbility in business abilities cannot be overcome but there is a
long list of drawbacks which may be reduced to a minimum, if not -
obliterated ontirely. These are the credit system; inefiicient, care-
less or wilfully disobedient, intemperate or dishonest clerks; the sale
of adulterated, dvbased, contaminated, stale or inferior goods; a bad .
or inefficiont service, wlnch includes slovenly attention to cuatomers,'

- careless woighing or measuring, non-delivery of goods at'a designated

timeo or false stateme .ts as to quality. Outtmg prlces is a dmwback
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when it is indulged in recklessly. It may be made s source of profit-
able advertising, and is an efficient factor for the introduction of new
goods or the getting rid of an over stock, but when itis & habit with-
out rhyme or reason it becomes a glaring evil.

Drawbacks dre as frequently attributed to the merchant as to his
asgistants, If given to outside ventures, the patronizing of sports,
clubs, or over-interested in political affairs, or engaged in special
issues, he menaces his own success, «No man can serve two
masters,” ' -

There are drawbacks of temperament that are particularly an-
noying. A person may be constitutionally timid, slow of comprehen-

sion, dull of manner, given to gossip, naturally lazy, of a morose dis--

position, over vain, a constitutional lar. He may fight to conguer
himself, but all the time feels he iz the wrong man in the wrong
place—a squaie peg in a round hole. He feols he is a detriment to
the business, and honestly tries to overcome his natural fault. Such
are to be pxtu.d more than censured.

1t is only by patient and persistent labor that dmwbwks are
overcome and success wou, the latter coming not asa gift or suddenly,
but to most of men as the prize of a long and weary race in which
drawbacks are dissipated by & determination to overcome all obstacles.
The tace is not always to the swift nor the battle to the strong, the
plodder standing the best chance of distancing more brillant competi-
tors.—.dmerican Grocer.

have fallen into this error, 'To use due diligence to procure needful
supplies at n fair price is a duty; but to forget that beyond a certain
limit cheapness is to be discarded, is not wise. The inconsistent spec-
tacle is witnessed of men, who demand fair price for their own wares,
secking 1o procure what thoy nced from others’ at ruaiously low
figures., The man who is loud in his demand for fair wages for an
honest day's work, is often seon passing by the honest tailor who
gells-clothing at a fair price and purchesing of the cheap tradesman
who has comeinto the community to undersell regular business men.
There are three ways in which one may undersell thoge who carry on
an bonest business. He may sell so low that he cannot live, wind

" up his establishment,-and lenve his creditors to carry bis losses,

his customers and persuade thom that they are genuine.- This is the

. most common method. Such enterprises ought not to be patrohized

A Muscuivous RumMor—The evil results arising from the circula-
tion: of false-reports concerning establishmonts which afford employ-
ment to large numbers of work-people, have often ‘been exemplified.

With such tupid transportution facilities as
nlmost every part of the couatry now onjoys, a
dealer can replenish his stock in a fow days'
time, and is thus ensbled to have fresh and
clean looking goods, We are satisfied that
small and frequent orders i3 the rule with
most rotailurs; and while they may not make
much on the rise in price of some article,
neither do they lose on a decline. *

But it may be m\ld' that by buying in larger
quantitiod better pricos may be obtained. 'I'his
is oftun truv; but is not this advantage fre-
quently overcome by the deterioration  in

qunlity, intevest on the investment, and & pro-
buble decline in prico. Ove might suppose
that the decline might be offset by a probable
advance ; but observation has shown us that
when an advance in wholesale price tukes
pluco the rotailor does not at once put up his

prico in-a corresponding ratio. But when a’

decline comes he i forced, by some competitor,

By buying only for currcnt needs there
should be no accumulation of odds and ends
as invarinbly accumulate when large lots are
bought and sales are dragging, . Aud then the
retailer who pursues this policy has great
