-TiHE Turontu Board of Trade has passed resontions approv-

-TE Livingston flax mill at Wellesley, Ont., and the At-
wood Flax Co's. mill at Atwood, Ont., will both lie run this sea
son.' It ls thought that the prices for dressed flax are likely te
be botter be&ré long, as many mills in Canada and the United
States will elither not run at ail, or suw a decreased acreage this
season. The reaùlt will improve the market lu proportion.

-AN example of Spain's prohibitive duties, which has tended
to shut out the trade of other nations with that country for yea's
past is furnished lu the Item of tinplate whlioh Great Britain at
one time exported largely. Tin plates used te be exported te
Spain in boxes Worth about 10 each. They put on .an export
duty of something like l0à a box-cent per cent-and th.ey have
done the sane thing with pretty nearly everything else.

-TuE imports of illuminating cil Into Calcutta'ten yearslago,
was 181,000,000 gallons ; last year it amounted te 384,000,000,
while in 1868, which was the record year, the amount was 489,.
000,000. The noteworthy feature of receunt years ts the Import of
oil in bulk. In 1893, 3,189,851 gallons were Imported; In 1897
the number had reached 12,888,798. Last year for the flrst time
Sumatra cil entered the market, and 587,825 cases were Imported.
There were also 140,572 cases of Rangoon oil shipped te
Calcutta.

port, the estimates are now reduced to 120,000 tons.

R. H. MATsON, the energetic and genial general man-
ager for Canada of the Prov.dent Savings Life Assurance Society,
has been granted a few weeks' vacation by the head illce n recog.
nition of his services. This'company entered Canada onlet Aprill
1889, under Mr. Matson's management, and its premium ino-me
for 1897 was $114,049, an excellent record for 84 years' work
during a long perlod of depression. We trust bis trip to Eng-
land will ho highly enjoyed, and brace him up for an even more
successful campaign.

-IN anticipation of possible war duty on tea on entering the
States, Toronto tea men are exporting freely ta the other side.
A. tea company bas sent over $5,00) worth. The com-
papy bas agencies ln Boston, Rochester, Buffalo, Pittsburg,
Cleveland aid Detroit, and if the dufy lu the States is not in-
creased, sald the Toronto dealer: "we stand ta lose nothing; If
it goes up we will be just so much ahead." Other local firme
are exporting substantial lots.

-A CoMMUNtcATION bas been raceived by the Elarbour Com-
mi'sioners from the U. S. Government giving the expenditure
by that Government for the improvement of the harbors and ap-
proaches of Bbston, New York, Philadelphia and Baltimore,
during the twenty years between July 1,1877, and.June 30, 1897.
Thnse were» Boston, $1,271,648;'New York, $1,701,347 ; Phila-
delphia, $5,200,694; Baltimore, $2,585,200.

-THE Manchester Silp Canal Co. le reported ta have made
special arrangements ta develope the cattle importation trade of
that port through a new company. It la estimated that of the
cattle and sheep imported at Birkenbead and there slaughtered,
an amount equal to 35,000 carcases of cattle and 70,000 of sheep
ie conveyed ta Manchester for local consumption.. Under the
arrangement alluded ta itlis probable that a large quantity of
these cattle and aheep, will be brought up ta. Manchester for
slaughter, and as the surrounding towns will naturally draw
their supplies.from Manchester, it may be assumed that these
figures will increase."
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WAR AND FOREIGN COMMERCE.
The first incident of the war illustrates the effect of

a state of hostilities on the foreign coummerce of the
belligerents, as well as its danger to that c? other na.
tions. Witlin a few hours of the rupture between
the States and Spain a lumber laden Spanish vessel
was euptured by the enemy and taken into port as a
prize. The present war, we believe, will be especially
cbaracterized by attacks made by each power upon the
foreign commerce of the other, that is the stake for
each vill struggle to séecure, or, failing to secure, to
damage. It is not probable that either Spain or the
States vill see a single comubatant soldier on its main-
land. Already the port of H1avana is bloukaded by Am-
erican varships, as effectively as is required to nalp a
notice of blockde valid against neutrals. It is not
enough to place a vessel at the entrance of a port-to
notify vessels wishing to enter that a state of blockade
exists. No neutral nation would allow its commerce
with a country engaged in war tobe hindered byamere
formal notice forbidding tralio witx its enemy's ports

Were this so the Spaniards could blockade every United

States port and vice versa. Whether a blockade how-
ever is " effective" or not is a very difficult question,
which seeis only capable of being solved by experi-
ence, on the solvitur ambulando principle. If vessels
get iii and out of a blockaded port safely, that port is
not effectively blockaded, but if tliey arestopped the
blockade is clearly effective. lu testing this condition
there will probably be no small friction createdi be-
tween the States and some foreign powers whose vessels
may insist upon pressing forward to Spanish ports,
trusting to their blockade being insuflicient1t justify
the stoppage of trading ships having cargoes of an
ordinary commercial nature. The United States in
this respect presents a very mucli larger, and more con-
spicuons target for the shots of Spain, than.Spain does
for Anerican guns. 'Plie exports of the States from
Jany. 1st to April 1st, this year, exceeded the annual
average of the foreign trade of Spain. Both countries
howeverie- edëfiëient in marine as to be dependant
upon British vessels to a large extent for the carriage
of their exports.

Each has plenty of ships for the other to seize-if it
can. The States own over 15,000 trading vessels doitg
business mainly on the Atlantic and over 1,500 on the
Pacifie. Spain has only 1,460 trading vèssels spread
over the world. The annual sea exports from the
United States are valued at about 1,000 millions of dol-
lars, of which more than one-half are selt to Great
Britain in the shape of breadstuffs, meats and dairy
pioduce. The American exports for 8 months up to
March last amounted to $813,370,071, of which 46 per
cent was sent to Great Britain. On the other hand the
British exports to the States amount to about 21-per
cent of their imports, the total of which for last 8
months was, $393,708,966.

As neither the States nor Spain joined in the 1856
Treaty of Paris, the signers of which agreed not to use
privateers, or molest neutral vessels carrying no goods
contraband of war, both the present combatants are at
liberty to adopt either or both of these courses. Were
Spain then to determine to seize American property in
transit on the high seas in neutral vessels, there would
be rich prizes in store for her sailors. The seizure by
Spain of suci goods on an English steamer would be
certain to involve her in serious trouble, and. were the
States to sanction suci an interference with a neutral
vessel in order to seize a Spanisi cargo, not contra-
band of war, the act ,would be warrnly resented.
Intimations.have already been given by Germany that
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its nierchant marine nust not be interfered with by
either belligerent. The cruisers of both nations will
be expected ,o accept the assurance of the captains of
neutral vessels that nothing contraband of war is on
board. A breach of this understanding by seaiching
vessels flying a neutral flag would lead to trouble, un-
less stucli search proved to have been justified by con-
traband goods being found aboard. The vessels most
in danger of such interference on the. Atlantic will be
those of foreigu nations sailing from American ports.
Should Spain authorize privateers,as we think she will,
there will le lively times for a number of vessels
hound to Europe carryiig American cargoes.

Both the belligerents ivill find] it advisable to leave
the commerce of other nations severely alone, as any
restrictions put upon the free course of the foreigrn
trade of neutrals by either nominal blocades, or seizures
ôf' oods on the ocean, will arouse the a'nger of the
great powers of Europe whose neutralit;ýy bath- conî
batants have every reason to respect. Spaiin's best
custoners are England, France and ier own colonies,
who each take from 40 to 50 millions of lier exports.
The States send only $15,000,000 yearly to Spain.
Cuba«before the rebelliion exported $7,436,000 to Spain,
and imported $27,250,000 from that country.

Ali this vast volume of foreign commerce is liable
more or less to disturbance by the war. Although the
interest centres upon Cuba attention will probably be
diverted from tlat point ere long by the operaGions of
both fleets, offensive and defensive, on-the Atlantic sea
board of the States, uunless a decisive engagement
oceurs off Havana at an early date. This we do not
expect as the movemnents of tie Spanish fleet seemn to
indicate an intention to avoid such a conflict, at least,
until it lias otherwise demonstrated its power to
seriously damage iLs adversary. If .Cuba is wrested
from Spain, the United States will pay heavily for its
victory.

-SUIT was brougiht lu England some months ago.on behalf of
Englislh parties who were tegotiating for the purchase of the
business of the COrter Aledicine Co., New York proprietors of
the widely advertised "Carters Little Liver Pills" -claiming £20,.

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LIFE ASSURANCÉ ANi) LOWEI INTEREST
RATES.

The whole business of life assurance is based upon
the anticipation that the funds received fnr preminims
over and:above current expenses will, wlen invested,
be enlarged by receipts of interest. It is therefore a
matter of vital importance for the calcilations of the
company to assume the receipt of such an average rate
of interest on its investments as is justified by its ex-

perience, or an accurate estimate of the future value of
noney. During the last twenty-five years there lias

been a decline in the rite of iiterest on suel secnrities
as a life office accepts, of fully one-half of one per cent.
That indeed is a moderate estiiate. Had the life c"om-
panies assuned that n o fall would take place, and
based all their contracts on such a mistake, they would
have had to increase their incone by higlier premiiu ms,
or annulled all promises to give a bonus. But " by
writing up the liquid securities on their lance sheets
to their muore permanent value, or by accumtulating at
successive valuations sullicient extra reserve to pass to
the more strinugeit reserve of a valuation upoi a lower
interest basis, or by combininîg both courses, uiany of
the oflices hiad provided against the fall in interest-
rates aid others vere preparing to follow their ex-
amiple."

Tiree per cent interest is now considered by English
actuaries an imperative rate for valuations of the
British' offices. Somte of these had even gone further
by adoptiig a 2l per cent reserve valuation. This ek-
treme step is regarded rather as taien in the interest
of bonus resuits being kept up, than as needed for
security, thoughi a reserve on such a bacsis caniot fail
to ensure unquestionable security for a long teri of
years, assuing, of course, that no more serious de-
cline in interest-rates occurs than what las happened
in the last 25 years. A paper on " The effect on a life
assurance compaiy of a fall in the rate of interest
realized on its funds" by Mr. A udras, F. LA., Actuary
of the University life Assurance Society, London,
Eng., is given in a coidensed forin by The Ieview.
Mr. Andras says : " The fall in the rate of interest
earned ihad not yet been so great that 3 per cent miglt
be considered an insecure rate as an assiumued valuation
rate." -e regards it as quite possible tlat by political
coinplicatiois, filnaicial pallies, or other causes of a like
tendency, there inay be ou arrest before long in the
fall of the average rate of interest earnîed by invest-
ments. Such moveients are however necessarily ten-
porary in their effects, and are apt to bring reactions.
The contracts however of life assurance conpan ies are
frequently aind are generally expected to be for lengthy
terms, ainiost invariably so for wiole-life policies. As
these cóntracts uay extend froin 30 to 50 years, Mr. An-
dras considers at least a 3 per cent reserve is required
in order to make prudent provision for the possible de-
cline of interest in comiing years. H1e advises those
oflices vhicih have nîot reacled that position to do so,
evemi at the cost of a temporary sacrifice of bonus,
althiough in m11any cases that will not le necessary, if
the stop lias been anticipiated for soume time. Sonie

general idea of the cost of lowerinîg the interest basis
by one-hîalf of one per cent, nay lae gathuered irom Mr.
George King's iodel office results. For an ordinary

life office doing a fair average basiness, and having
been in existence say about tlirty-five years, 5 per cent.
on the net liability by fle old basis would cover the
cost, but the cost to a young office or to an office doing
a large amount of new business in proportion to the
old, the cost would he roughly 6 to 7 per cent of the
net liability, or for an office which is old and not doing
a very large new business in proportion to its old
business, possibly 4j to 4 per cent on the net liability
would cover the éost. The effect of lowering the rate
of interest in a valuation lias the effect of raising the
pure premium, and as the contract premiums cannot
be increased, a depletion takes place in the loading re-
serve for profits whicli lias an adverse effect on future
bonoses. To obviate this, one office h!ad valued as the
pure premium the old pure premium of the higlier rate
of interest and thiereby mode a further special reserve,
and another lad valued the gross premiums, reserving
such a percentage loading as would have very much
the sane effect. The obvious course to imeet the dif-
ficulty would lie to econonise in expenditure, but that
is difficult in the face of competition.

The question of raising the premiums for new en-
trants is an important one, as it is manifest that if
tley are accepted at the saie rate, and on saume terms
as to bonuses as those who enterod when interest-rates
were higher, the older policyholders are not equitably
treatej, as the newer ones would receive the benefits
derived fron the reserves piled up by those who lad
been paying premiums for years. We however are un-
able to see how this element of inequality is to be
wholly eliminated froin the business of life assurance.
Mr. A udras considers that the bonus question will not
boom so largely in the 20th century as it bas done in this.
He thinks it is quite possible that " withioot profit
poîicies," giving a fixed assurance for a fixed low pre-
mium, will in time become more generally popular than
those with bonus features.

THIIEE PER CENT BONDS FOR THE
PEOPLE.

Sir Richard Cartwrighit during the debate on the
rate of interest on deposits gave an intimation of the
intention of the Government being to issue three per
cent bonds of a smalil denoinnation suitable for siall
investors. This is intended to pacify those who re-
gard the reduction of interest on Governmuent Savings
Bank deposits to 2½ pier cent as a hardship on the
poorer classes of depositors. The question lias assumed
a political aspect by virtue of the rule whiich makes the
nembers of the party out of power to lie always "agin
the Government." A return presented to the House
which nay be accepted as substantially correct for its
accuracy was not challenged, shows the number of de-
positors in 1894 for the several suns stated below was as
follows:

It will be noted that in each section we have taken
the maximunm, those depositors for instance who have
fromi $1 tu $10 being credited with $10. We have in-
formation however which convinces us that a large
proportion of this class have only $5 on deposit. But,
allowing an average of $10 for 30,370 depositors, the
decrease in their interest-receipts by a reduction in the
rate from 3 to 2j per cent would infliet on them a
yearly loss of 5 cents. Those having only $5 on de-
posit would suifer to extent of 5 cents every two years.
Tienext seëé,iontives 10,620 persons with froma $1L to
$20 on deposit, those haring the larger amount will be
sufferers to extent of 10 cents yearly, the average loss
however of these in this section will be about (S to 8
cents per annum. Those on the $21 to $50 section are
in for a luss rangiug froin 10 to 25 cents yearly, those
having front $51 tu $100 on deposit will receive less
interest yearly of from 25 cents to 50 cents. lie
above classes in the aggregate constitute over 1, ,er
cent of the depositors in Governnent Savings Banks.
Those having only $1 to $10 form more than one-third
of the whole number.

These depositors are represented as thrifty, yet the
House of Coiunons rang with denunciations of the
Guveranment for lowering the interest-receipts of one-
third of thein by 5'cents a year ! This is less than
one-tenth tof a cent per week, yet, judging from the
eloquenceof so ne members of Parliament, there are
many thousalids of thrifty Cauadians whio will suffer
severely, who wili be induced indeed to abandon thrifty
habits, who wilt be driven into extravagant spendings
by the annual interest on their deposits being reduced
5 eents ! Que memnber iudeed prophesied thîat these
persous wvho had acquired habits of thrift under the
prospect of getting 80 cents a year interest for eaci
$10 they accumulated, would become so reckless with
their money as te put the finances of the country in
danger, when their yearly interest was reduced to only
25 cents.

Those who have become so excited, or pretended to
be excited, over the reduction in the rate of interest on
Governmnent Savings Banks deposits would show more
capacity for legislative duties were they to formulate
a rational, business-like auswer to this question ; Why
should the Goverament pay more for money lent to it
by one class in the comnmunity than for money il can
borrow fron other classes ? They might also consider
how far it is just for-those Who are too poor to save
mouey to have their contributions to the public
revenue by taxation -devoted toe th charitable assist-
ance of those of their neighbours who are: able to save
money ?

As'to the simall 3 per cent bonds we should not ob-
ject to see themn issued if they were put or the market
in the regular way. If put out otherwise they will be
drawn iiito the hands of large investors Who will give
simali holders a sligh L premnimai on them, and Wl us the
intentioQ of tlbe issuç. will be thwarted.

THE"WAR SITUATION.
The var between the United States and Spain has

now lasted one week, having opened at 6 a.m. on Thurs-
day the 21st inst. Beyond the capture of a few Spanish
vessels, whose captaips seem to bave been unàwarethat
a state of war existed, no event of hostile nature ba's
happened worth. recording. There bas been hbwevea
more published relating to the movements and the
plans of the belligerents tlian there was during the
Peninsular war, the Crimean, or the confliet bcetween
France and Geruany. The fleets of the two powers
are being kept a thousand miles apart, a fori of
strategy which recails by contrast the chases of Nelson'
and other British Admirals, made after the enemies'
vessels which they pursued in order to attack. Why
the war vessels of Spain are kept away from the Colony
which is menaced by those of the State., is a mystery.
If the intention is to cross fromi the Cape Verde Islands
in order to make a stealthy approach to Boston, or to
some other Aimerican port, they could hardly fail to be
sighted in time for a meeting with the warships of the
States, when an engagement would ensue. Meanwhile
there are indications of an 'attempt being projected by
the States to seize Cuba, as a hostiledemonstration bas
been made at Matanzas, and communications have been
opened with General Garcia, the leader of the rebel
forces, Who, it is reported, will. make arrangements
for the landing of American troops. This however
is not positively known, although official intelli-
gence published at Washington confirms the re-
port. It should be remenibered that during war
" oflicial intelligence" is often published more to
mislead the enemy than to enlighten the public.
The President lias issued a proclamation by whie.h
vessels otherwise liable te capture are given until the
21st May te make their way to a safe port. It is cer-
tainly a barbarous business for a nian tof war to pounce
dovn uponi and coufiscate au innocent trading vessel.
There is money in such actions for the crews, but no
glory for the nation. Attention is being divided be-
tween Cuba and the Philipines, where an attack by
Amnerican cruisers is feared. Although the Philippine
Islands are owned by Spain their principal trade is with
Great Britain and other European nations, who would
not sec their commerce interfered withv without.protest.
Indeed we cannot but sec in the present situation such
risks to the shipping interests of neutrals as to render
their interference probable.

PROCLAMATOION 0I? NEUT[ALUTY.
The Imuperial Government bas issued a. proclamation

calling upon ail British subjects to maintain strict
neutrality while a state df war exists between . the
United States and Spain. The acts specifically warned
against are

Breaking or endeavoring to break any bloekade
lawfully and actually establisied by or on behalif of
either of thesaid lJowers, or by carryinig uiers, soldiers,
despatches, arms, ainmmunition, niilitary stores, or
niaterials, or any article or articles considered and
deened to be contrabind of var, according to the iaw
or moderni uages of nations, for the use or service of
either of the said sovereignîs, that all persons so.uffemid-
iug, together with their bhips and uods, wiill right-
fuiiy ileur and be justiy hable. to.lihstil.ecUp.ture,.aud
to thé penalties prunounced *by 'thé taws of üiat4' in
that behalf."
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Those who inisconduet themselves in the above
respects viil be liable to capture, and be afforded. no
protection by the Imperial Governmnot. British sûb-
jects who enifist in the service of any foreign State at
war with a friendly State without permiission, commit a
penal offence, as do masters of vessels who aid or abet
in such au act. A master or owner of a ship who
knowingly takes on board a person illegally leaving
the country to take part in the war, is liable to punish-
muent. A ship used for titis purpose may be detained
until the trial of the tmaster or owner. The building
and equipping of ships for war for the service of a
foreign State at war with a friendly State, mtay be im-
prisonied and forfeit the vessel, The saie prohibition
aIpplies to allowilig a ship to he despatched to a belli-
gerent.8taste. No prize can be taken into a British
port. Thie vessels of either belligerent will not
be allowed to remain in a British port over 24 hours
after making necessary repairs, but no sucli vessel can
leuve within 2-t hours of the departure of any vessel
belonging to the other blligerent. Aithough it will
be incuubent upon Candians ta avoid giving any aid
to either of the powers niow at war, iL is particularly
desirable that no not shall be coinmitted by a Canadian
which will be irritating to the United States.

A BRITISIH COLONY TO RENOUNUE SELF
GOVERNIMENT.

The Colonial Office . announced that the Imuperial
Governmeint will only grant financial aid te Antigua
on the condition that the Constitution be changed ta that of
a Crown Colony, the local Counll passed a resolution' ap-
proving the change by a vote of 20 to 3. The Voice of St.
Lucia condemans this as an act of " political suicide," and
renarkis, with soine incoisistency "St. Lucia has never had
the semîblance of a constitution. We have uothing to sell
or ta losO. Vacuus cantabit coramt latrone citor, which, be-
ing done into English, imaiLns :-'Ye can't take the breaks of
a Hieland-man.' After ail it may lie that there is sone
gain in exciianging for the absoluite political negation of un-
adulterated Crovn Govern tuent the very dubious advantages
of the half Crovn systen." After Cuba lias had somte ex-
perience in absolute self government, there will probably ha
a longiing for the control of somte strong power, as thera is
every likelihood of the island being kept in a chronic state of
political disturbance long after it sectires independenco from1
the Crown of Spain. We regret that any. Britisb Colony
shotld contemuplte taking such a retrograde step as seemîs
favoured by the Antiguans. Bat by becoming a Crown
Colony Antigua will retain its Imiperial position, and its
liberties will befar wider than those of the Republies cf South
Aierica.

A' BLTISII TRIUMPH IN CHINA.
A syndicate of British capitalists after a prolonged

strnggle has secured a concessioi for 60 years of an encrinous
coul and iron district covering an area of 250 miles by 40
miles in the norl b of China. The coal is said to be sufficient
for hie world% supply for several hundred vears. Wlîile the
negotiations weore in progress the diplomatio powers of Russia
and France wero exerted ta prevent their being successfil.
A .railway is now under construction through this mineral
region vhiicl is a British onterpriso. By this triumph Great
B13ritainsecures a perpetual supply of coal for its fleet in the
East, and lias established a channel for trade with China of
incalculable value. Lord Rothschild is at the head of the

syndicate, wliose parse no deulbt was heavy enougb
to dunp thé séale against Russia and France. Lord-
Salisbury must have dearly enjoved watching this game with.
such trenendous stakes turning in faveur of Great Britain,
while he was being assailed as too weak in diploiacy to cope
wiith bis great rivals.

HOT SHOT F011. AMERICAN JINGOES.
Tite leadirig financiers, inerchants and nianufacturers of

the United States uttered no uncertain sound in their pro-
tests against their country engaging in a war with Spain.
Thair patriotism none eau dispute; the offers made by some
who objected te the war, of financial belp to the Governiment
since hostilities beran have bea munificent boyond ail pre-
cédent. But their sentiments in regard to the war may be
judged by the scathing rebuke given te- the Jingo press by
te New York .Journal of Connnerce, which is pre-eminently

the organ of hlie business men of America. In its issue of
the 23rd inst., that paper said :

" The young braves of the Evening Sun Reservation, who
donned their' war shirts some nionths ago and have been
making afternoons hideous with iteir gbost dances, are en-
tirely welcome to whatever satisfaction they derive front the
rellection thlat they began early and wyorked pîersistently ta
involve (ie Uit ted States in var witLh Spain. It wiill be a
pe.rmantenrn satisfaction to this paper that it did not co-operate
with the Eventiny Su to precipitate war where a successful
peace mighit have been possible."

It proceeds to déseribe the Jingoe's conception of peace as
that of the Apache, the Sioux and the Koordisb chief; it is 1i

bis opinion a contenptible business of shopkeeping.
Lofty and aspiring seuls are only -content -wheu sinking

ships, burning hontes and putting hundreds and thousands of
inen ta death. We recognize the necessity of war; and, now
that it bas comte, we are anxious to have it pushed in the
mnost energetie fashion ; but we bitterky deplore it. Only
savages, real or imitation, gloat over it, urge it and manifest
wild joy wben it comes. ''bere are savages and yet other
savages. The real ones desire var for thetuselves. They are
savage, but brave. The imitation ones desire war for others
te fight; they are savages, but covards. When we hear of
anyone connected with the Jingo press froin the highest to
the lowest, who enlists in the artny or the navy ie shall ha
interested. The managers of those papors will not fight;
they vill only get up a war for others to die in. In the
neanwhile they will stay at home and make money selling
"extras.,'

After, "hundredsoe Americans have died of wounds, or
thousands have died of yellow fever," as our contemporary
anticipates as resuits of the war, it is highly probable that
these terrible disasters will cool the hot blood of those who
" began early and worked persistently to involve the United
States in war with Spain."

TE1E U. S. WAR TAXES.

The war tariff bill of the United States provides for the
issue of debentures of a small denomination amounting te
$500,000,000 at 8 par cent. Stamp duties are te le imposed
on alnost every fori of legal and ommercial documents,
includiug chaque, bills of exchange, letters of credit, telé-
graph messages, custom house entries, shipping papers, &c.
&c. All foreign vessels enterig U. S. ports are te be
charged a tonnage of 8 cents per ton per year. Tobacco
dealers will have to pay a license of $24 te $48. Mineral
waters, perfumery, cebwing gumt, patent medicines, malt
liquors, will bear a special war tax. The taxes are se ar-
ranged that ihey wili be more or less in evidence in every
business transaction, se that the whole conmunity will ex-
perience the pleasuîre, or otherwise, of contributing te the
cost of the-war.
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THIE, BIOYCLE BY-LAW.
The City Council has passed a by-law under which a tax of
1 is payable by the owner of each bicycle, tricycle, or othei'

vehice of that nature. Ohildren's wheels and those of par-
so'ns who have paid a tax of like nature in any adjacent
municipality are exempt. The legal maximum pace is 8
miles an hour, when:at the intersection of streeti, or when
turning from one street to another the bicycle riders are to
slow down to the pace of a horse-walk. Racing on the
streets is forbiddeh, as is the throwing on the roads any
stone, nails, tach.s, glass, &c. Offenders against this by-law
are made liable ta a fine not exceeding $40, or imprisonment
at the discretion of the Recorder. It is expected that $10,'-
000 ta $12,000 will lie derived from the bicycle tax. That
however i a matter of little·moment compaied -ta the pro-
tection of pedestrians fromu the very serious annoyances and
dangers arising fron the reckless speed of bicyclists on the
public streets, nbre especially, "at the intersection of streets,
and in turning froin one street ta another." The by-law
would have beau improved by a clause forbidding the mono-
poly of any roadway, or any portion of a public thiorougli-
fare being noopolised by vheels. Drchester streti west,

parts of St. Denis, the road around St. Louis Square, and
other places on suinier evenings are as practically give.i up
ta bicyulists, as tbough, they vere rinks devotei ta their
special use. No one desires ta place any restraints. upon
theseovehicles-other than what are needed for the safety of
oilier passengers. But the necessity for such restraints has
becomne urgent owing to the large number of accidents to
pedestrians, and the constant alari cansed ta ladies when
passing through the streets. It is known ta us that several
families are this year moving ta summer resorts one month
earlier than usual solely ta escape the annoyance and risks
caused.by. bicyutists, now the season bas opened. The store-
keepers of the city will lose a considerable amount of busi-
ness by many residents being driven away so early. If the
new by-law is eniforced a distinct service will have been ren-
dered-to-the city by its streets being made more agreeable
and safe for pedestrians.

GROCERY NOTES.
The first direct steamer with llediterranean green fruit, the

steamer " latthews," arrived In port on Tuesday. Her cargo
consisting of 26,500 packages of Massina lamons, 1,700 Palermo
do., and 600 Surremio du.; and 4,000 packages Messina oranges.
280 Palerme du., and 8,L.0 Sorrento do., will be put up at public
auction next week. The steamer " Fremona" lias alse arrived
wLth fruit from the Mediterranean.

One article which lS particularly bound to advance as a result
of the war le piuepple. The vessels which have in peaceful times
brought supplies from the Baitamas are not in the humer te risk
thè dangers of a.trip now. This means that the supply will be
limited and that the price will be extremely high. The packing
of pineapples this season will probably lie the sinallest in years
and prices are sure to advance.

The-recent upward turn In prices for beet sugar In Europe, 'It
Is stated, la due te anticipation of a demand from American re-
finers, now that supplies froin the West Indies have been shut
of.

Some New York State packers af vegetables have withdrawn
offerings of futures ln*expectation of igher prices as a resuit of
thewar. Some of the packers are reported te be closely sold up
'on 1898 packing.

Latest advices from London note au improved demand In that
country fur currants withoutany change In spot values, and notes
a graduilly hardening tendency for future business. As Eng-
land i by far the largest consumer of currants, should she put
forward any orders to.Greece, as the stocke thrae are Bo unusual.
ly light, the market would no doulit immediately do betier.

Sui),rna-advices confirmi the report of damage te fig .trees by
fràst. By the time however impurters here are ready ta buy-
sa uliddle cf-J une or thereaboutse-the prospects may be consd-

vance. .loth, on very long engagements, le mach higher, the
selling limite preventing a large busness being completed.
Sellers mostly refuse te make the usuai over-night irm offers.
Advices from Rouen show a firui demand for yarns and rising
prices.

The suspension of the firm of Sherwood, Thompson & Co.,
cotton brokers, is cabled from Liverpool. Sierwood, ritompaon
& Co. operated throughout the Soutliera States under the firm
name of John Sherwood & Co.

The drygoods trade in New York, lu the main, belleve lhat the
war will.have a good effect upon business, although it Is too
early yet ta couclude so deflnitely. Already some houses have
feit au iuipetus l Government contracte for ducks and cottons,
whilst woollen mille are advanclng quotations, which for some
time have been held ta be too low, War le a rapid consumer,
and its demands are imperative, says one large manufacturer.
It dues not wait to see whether the market la golng ta be higher
or lower, anI orslinary buyers will now have a competitor of re-
lentless characterin lthe Governim mt.
