SazFrEeLD has been waxing hot over & con-
troversary in the daily press between a num-
ber ot Roman Catholics and Churchmen, in the
course of which the Charch of England was
described as ‘& mere department of Govern-
ment, living on the breath of an Aot of Parlia-
ment, and feeding on the spoils of the Catholic
Church.” Several able letters from leading
Churchmen malke short work of this string of
falgehoods, and a notable one fron Archdeacon
Bladeney has awakened something like en-
thusiasm for the historical position of the
Church.

Chichester Theologioal College has celebrat-
ed the jubilee of its establishment, in 1839, by
Bishop Otter. OnTuesday evening, June 18th,
there was late Evensong in the Cathedral,
geventy-eight clergy and students being in the
procession. The preacher on Wednesiay was
tbe Bishop of Wakefield. The Bishop of the
diocese, the dean, and other dignitaries joined
8 large company of old students at the gervice
and eubsiguont divner. At Cuddesdon College,
on Tuesday, a large number of students gather-
ed to greet a third Bishop of Oxford sioce its
foundation. The Rev. C, Gore was the preach.
er, and the offertory was for the Pusey Fund.

Speaking of the Algomsa Diocesan Counoil
held st Parry Sound on June 13, Bishop Salli-
van referred in those torms to the Jesuit ques-
tion:—
~ «I would be false to my own convictionsa d
dereliot to duty were I to pass over without
note or comment the iniguitous bill by which
a Provincial legislation voted, aud the Domin-
ion Government by its silence has endorsed,
the payment of $400,000 to the Jesuits as com-
pensation for the losses sustained by the confis-
cation of their property. To eay that this bil}
has outraged the sosial, civil and religious sen
sibilities of more than half the population o
the Dominion but feebly expresses its effect on
Qanadian pablic opinion. Into the technicali-
ties of the case I shall not enter. Suffice it to
say that other and bolder demands will follow

upon this assuredly as the night the day, to be

succeeded by others bolder still, unless earuest
and vigorous protoest convince the powers that
there is a limit to the public pationce, and that-
Canadian Protestantism will not submit to
Roman arroganoe and Papal dictation,

Poor IrELAND ! Her tenunts are not able to
pay their exhorbitant rents. Bat the same
teuants are able to support some eighty Mem-
bers of Parliament in London, and sabsoribe
handsomely to ‘ National” testimonials of all
kinds, not to speak of tho fands that go into
the League exchequer. Auother proof of the
poverty of the country is to be seon in the
Savings Bank returns for the last ten years
ending 1887. During that period the amount
deposited in Savings Banks in Eagland and
Walea inoreased by ‘74 per cont, in Scotland by
108 per eent, and in Iroland—whors these
Banks are chiefly used by artisans, agricultural
labourers, and rmall farmors—by 121 per ceat.
Last year aloune, in lreland, the incresse was
nearly 50 per cent,, the total umount deposited
excoeding £5.000,000 sterling.—Irish Eccle-
siastical Gazetle.

Tar Venerable Bishop Jackson, of Aatigan
has addressed a letter ot gresting to the confor-'
ence of the ministers of the Moravisaa Churoh,
lately held in his diocese, preparatory to a
larger one soon to be held in Gormany.

THE LORD BISHOP OF MEATH
ON JESUIT DOOTRINES

The following letter appeared in the Irish
KHeclesiastical Gazette in reference to a pamph-
let to whioh we have already roferred.
The Bishop's letter meets a common objeotion,
viz. ; that the present teaching of the Society
of Jesus is not such as it was; and that the
order thould not be held responsible for the]
ging of its former members.—Ep,

S1,—Permit me, throagh your columns, to
oall the attention of your readers to & remark-
able pamphlet just issued, the anthor of which

is the learned Dr. Henry Charles Groves. It
is entitled, ¢ The Doctrines and Practices of
the Jesuits, collected from their own writings
and other R. C. authorities.”

It contains the most complete exposure of
the morality now taught to all Roman Catholic
priests for their guidunce in the Confessional.
It has been gererally supposed that the laz
morality of the earlier Jesuit casnisis was
abandoned by their suocessors, much in’ conse.
quenoe of its vigorons exposure by Pascal in
his Provincial Letters. No mistake can be
grester. It has pot been abandouned ; it has
hardly been modified on some few points. I
have investigated the subject in tho writings of
Liguori, Gury, and others, now acknowledged
guides and text-books in the Romish Church ;
and Dr. Groves will be feund to have earned a
deep debt of gratitude by all who are anxions
to know what is really the teaching and prac-
tice of the Romish Church with regard to the
chief sins prohibited in the Docalogue. The
pamphlet throws a vivid light on the secret
ocause of Irish diffioulties, which are distinotly
traceable, in points of the utmost moment, to
the introduction of the principles of the canon
laws u8 formulatod in the Middle es and
never asbandoned by the Court of Rome (e g.
with regard to the exemption of ~piritual per-
gons from tho jurisdiction of lay tribunals, the
non- necessity of paying obedience to *“ unjast”
laws, eto.) and to the communistic dootrines
which hhve been from its oarliest foundation
taught by the Soociety of Jesus. On one sub.
jeot it is extremely difficult to convey to an
English reader any idea of what I ventured, in
my primary cbarge, to call *‘ the abominations
of the Oonfessional.” The Seventh Commard-
mect and the varions questions which the filthy
ingenuity of Romsn Catholic casuists have rais-
ed upon it cannot be discussed without impro-
priety in & work iatended for the general read-
er. Hoere, therefore, the abusesof casuistry
oscape exposure by their very enormity. Bat
on all other subjeots of ocasuistry Dr. Groves’
information is as fall as it is acurate.

DIOCESE OF MONTREAL.

Synop Nores.

From the report of the Sanday-school Cem-
mittee it appears that the total number of San-
day schools is 119 ; of teachers 633 ; of schol-
ars 6,632—2,986 boys, and 3,560 girls. This
was an increase over last year of eight schools;

47 teachers, and 212 scholars.

The Reports of the Rural Deans to the Bishop
presented and read on the first day of Synod,
wero 88 & whole more than usually interesting,
and showed that a large amount of earnest work
was being dono throughomt the country, and
that the inflaence of the Church was extending.

The Report of the Committee on Eduecation
presented by Principal Henderson, noted the
falling off in the number of true Charch schools
in the Diocese, and subsequently a Committee
was appointed to examine iato the cases speei-
sllg referred to. :

The Committee on French work recommended
that French should be made one of the sabjects
for clerical training. Reference being made to
Sabrevois work, a warm disoussion arose, objec-
tion being made that the school was not strietly
diocesan in character.

Memorials against the acts of the Quebec
Legislatare incorporating the Jesuits and deal-
ing with the Jesuits Estates, were presented on
the first day, signed by & large number of
clergy and laity ; and a motion based thereon
was carried by & large majority. It was also
decided to memorialize the Provincial Synod
on the subject.

The disoussion on the proposal to amend the
Temporalities Aot 8o a8 to require that mem-
bers of vestries should be communicants and not
only pew or seatholders, members of the
Churoh of England in Canada, was loog and
carnest, and showed a decided advance in opin-
ion in favor of thetest. The vote was cailed
first in the usual manner, and it was u: doubt-
edly apparent that the majority of the members
were, clergy and lay combined, in favour of this
test. The vote by orders was, however, de-
manded ; and this being taken the result show-
ed a counsiderable majority of the clergy in
favor of the communicant test, and a bare ma-
jority of the laity present agsinst it; and the
proposal was lost through nou-concurrence of
botb orders. A namber of delegates were ab-
sent; some as sorutineers of the boxes for
Executive Committee and Provincial Synod.
Subsequently the test was again proposed in
conneoction with the vesiries of Free ohurches,
and it was adopted to this extent that power
should be given to the vestry to determine at
its first meeting after the amendments came
into furce, whether this test should be applied

oured,

or not, It also was determined that in froe
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churches the vest:y shoald .he conrxpoaud—ofI

mcmbers of ths Church who s:v declared them-
selvos in writing, and who bad- aliunded the
particnlar church for at least six months during
the year preceding the meeting of vestry.

The propossl of the Committee on Foreign
Missions to apply the contributions not speoci-
ally appropriated by contributors to work in
India direotly and indeiendently of the 8.P.G.,
brought out oconsiderable opposition. Many
urging that it was wiser to send such monies
to the 8.P.G. to be applied by it as it, in"its
wider knowledge of the Mission Field, might
think best, It was also pointed ont that if the
proposed course were followed by all dioceses
it would have the effect of largely redncing the
revenue cof the noble Society to which the
Church in Cunuds owes almost its existence.
The proposal was held over for farther consid-
eration.

One regrettable feature of the meeting was
the party character of the voting, and the party
ballota oirculated by the extreme section of the
‘Evangelical school, (so called) for the Executive
Committee and the Provinocial Synod delega
tion. And it has been declared that several of
those moet active in circnlating * ballots ”’ were
actually named as scrutineers of the ballots cast.
It can hardly be that the Bishop was aware of
this. or we think the parties would not have
been appointed. Many members exprossed &
desire that some means might be adopted
whereby the best and most capable men might
be chosen independent of party considerations;
and that the ¢ party ticket"” might vanish for
ever.

The Reotor of Montreal, the Rev. Dr. Norton.

has gone to England on, we understand, private
business, It is said that a oasll was lately given
to him from one of the important parishes of
the old land: bat the Dr. declined it, and many
will rejoice at his decision. He is building
surely in his present field of labour for the
Churoh, and we trust will continne the good
work.

The Lord Bishop of the Diocese is we under-
stand, enjoying a well earned rest at Murray
Bay. We regretted to notice that daring the
Synod he seemed much fatigned, as if his heavy
diocesan work was telling on him. We hope
he may return completely recuperated.

The resolution on the Jesuit question adopted
by the Synod reads as follows:

That this Synod having taken into its con-
sideration the several memorials preeeunted in
regard to the Jesuits’ Estates Act, and the in.
corporstion of the Society of Jesus (aocts of the
Legislature of this Province of Quebsec), yields
its assent to the principles and daclarations
therein contained; that further this Synod
strongly protests against the recognition by in
corporation of the Society of Jesus, and its re-
establishment within this Provinca and Domin-
ion, the principles, teaching and conduot of
said Sooiety as evidenced in its past history
being inimical to, and imperilling civil and re.
ligious liberty, and the existence of said society
endsngering the peace and well-being of the
Charch and State, and being, it is believed, in
contravention of the prinoiples of the British
Conatitation, . :

That, farther, this Synod most earnestly pro-
tests against the Act known as the Jesuite'
Estates Act a8 being a violation of the principle
on which alune the secularization of the Clergy
Reserves can be justified, and of the whole
course of legislative action since, as well in the
old province of Canada &8 in the Dominion, and
also involving &an illegal and unjust appropria-
tion of public funds of this province received

for and assigned to the purposes of education, |-

and being, it is believed, unconstitutional and
illegal.

That, further, this Syn-:d records ita distinot
disapprobation of any change which may have

been aliowed in the oath of =upromacy, us ad-
ministered to thoie fn official posiinny ia this
D_minion aud tho p.-ov.aoes thereur

And this Synod most urgeutly jrins in re.
spectfully asking the disallowance of said Jesu-
ite’' Katates Aot, if the same may stil! be consti-
tutionally done ; and failing this, that the con-
stitationality and legality of saic' Act shoald be
tested in the highest court of the Zmpire ; aod
farther, that this Synod would urge resistunce
to said Aot in every legal and constitutional
mauner,

Rev. the Lord Bishop of Nova Scotia paid his
promised visit to this parish. .The services of
the day were as followa: 8 o'clock a.m , in St
James Churoh, Kentville, celebration of Holy
Communion ; 11 a.m., St James Chareh, Ma
tins ; the prayers were read by the Rector, the
lessons by the Rev. R Avery, M.A. The Con
firmation service followed ; twenty eight par-
sons received the Apoatolic rite of * the laying
on of hands,”"—males 13; females 15, Of the
class, eight had besn baptized as adults ; ten
weore married persons; the average age of tho
whole class was nearly 256 years. At the olosc
of tho service the Bishop gave a most impres-
sive address on the Blessing of the Lord con
veyed in Confirmation.

At 3 p.m. Evensong was said at St John's
Church, Wolfville, The sermon was preached
by the Rev. Henry How, B.A , Vicar of Shel-
burne, and acting chaplain to the Bishop, A
7 p.m. Evensong wassaid in St. James' Churoh,
Keniville; the Revs. R, Avery and H., How,
assiating the Rector. The Bishop preached u
masterly sermon on the work of our Lord, {rom
the words: “I have finished the work which
Thou gavest me to do.” Daring the whole of
the forty minutes of the Bishop's sermon tho
attention of the large congregation was sus-
tained. Several said afterwards they would
gladly have listened forforty minutes more,

St. James’ Church was crowded to its ntmost
capacity both morning and evening. The offoer-
tories amounted to nearly §37. Several strang-
ers remarked on the excellence of the singing,
and the heartiness of the responses; acd the
Bishop noticed with favorable words of com-
mendation the taste showa in the floral decora-
tions of the Church, which were carried out by
some of the ladies of St. James’ Guild.

Baix VEnTa.— This village and the large and
rapidly increasing village of Port Elgin, two
miles away, have been formed into 8 new mis-
gion 1o be worked together wilh Tidnish, the
terminus of the ship railway four miles distant,
in the Diocese of Nova Scotia. The Joint
Mission extends 8 miles around the shores of
the Baie, is one of the most pleasant and also
one of the most prosperous parts of the Mari-
time Provinces,

As a summer resort, the shores of the Baie
are well known, but the incresse of business,
and the rapid inorease of the population, are
due to the opening of the N. B. & P, E. I rail-
way & few years ago, and to the bright pros-

aots of the future on account of the construst-
jon of the Marine Railway and extensive docks
at Tidnish,

The Bishop Co-adjator of Fredericton visited
the Baie Verte part of the new mission, on the
27th ult., and after confirming eight persons
in the little church in the village, consecrated
a portion of ground tbat has lately been pur-
chased and enclosed by the churchmen of the
place, for a cemetery. For upwards of thirty
years the rector of Westmoreland, has shewn
much interest in a part of this field of laboar,
and with considerable self denial has virited the
place regularly and kept the charch open.

She was an assooiate of the
Sisterhood of St. John Baptist in New York,
and I remomber how, in a letter written on her
return home ili and weary last year from South
Carolina, she is highly salluded to, baving
broken the long journey by a rest at the Sister-
hood.

CareLToR MiNEs.—There wgs s pleasant
meeting last Saturday of the members of this
newly organized Mission, to bid good bye to
Mr. J. M. King, who has hithorto been in
charge. The gathering took place at the resid-
ence of Foremuu Vears, and was indicative of
the warm interest that has been aroused in the
Church during the fow months this village has
been occupied as an outpost. - Mr. Martin, the
Paymaster speaking of this gratifying resalt
stated it was in in no small measure attributa-
ble to the energy and eloquence of Mr. King,
whom, on behalf of the congregation, he
thanked for his services in our midst, prosent-
ing him at the same time with & purse and ad-
dress, to which Mr. King feelingly responded.

PzrsoNAL.—Amongst those who gradunated
from the Episcopal Theological Seminary, New
York, and who received the degree of S.T.B.,
at the last commencement we find the name
Merrick Ogden Smith, B.A., son of the Rev. F.

DIOCESE OF TORONTO.

Noawoip.—On June 21st, the corner stone

of a new chuarch was laid at Havelock by the
Rev. Raral Dean Allen, Rector of Cavan, Hav-
elock is a village of about 600 inhabitants. It
is in the Township of Balmont, Couuty of Pet-
erborough. Six years ago the site on which it
stands wae covered with forest. When the
Ontario and Qaebec division of the Canada Pa-
cific railway, the compuny made it a divisional
point and erected an engine house, coal shed
and other buildings upon it. In January of
lagt year the services of the church were bagun
in a Hall by the Rev. John Gibson, incambent
of the Mission of Norwood, Westwood and Bel-
mont, with the assistance of Mr. McClare, who
is an active lay reader, he has been able to hold
regular weekly services and to establish & San-
day school The building of a charch soon
became a necessity. By volanteer labour the
stone was quarried and drawn on the ground.
The lime, shingles and a large proportion of
the lamber were contributed and drawn Ly

members of the congregation. Work on the
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building was begun in May. The corner stone
was laid with appropriate ceremonies, in the
presence of a large congregation. The united
ohoirs of Norwood and Havelock furniched the
music. The Revs. J. E. Cooper, of Hastings,
and John C. Davidson, of Peterboro, were pres-
ent and assisted in the office,

DIOCESE OF HURON.

WinpsoR. —On Thursday aud Friday even-
ings, the 14th, and 15th June, at All Saint’s
Sunday-schdol, W. J. Imlach, Esq., of London,
the Secretary of the * Canadian Church Union"

delivered two of the popular Illustrated Church
lectures prepared by theS.P.C.K. of England,
and introduced into this comntry by the
C.C. 0.

The first covered the period from the intro-
duction of Christianity into Britain up to the
Norman conquest and illustrated with some
seventy views of early Churches, Cathedrals,
and incidents in our History thattended greatly
to enliven the lectarer and divest it of tho dry-
ness of & sim,le Historical narration. The
lime light lantern used was of & high power
giving the views, some 12 féet in character and
most beautifully clear and distinct, especially
the interior of some of our finest old cathedrals.

The second lecture was ‘* The Inflaence of
the Normans on the English Church, and the
growth of Papal authority in England up to
the time of the Reformation.”

This was of especial interest as amongst the
many views exhibited was a ‘ Facsimile of &

page of Doomeday Brook” and extracts from’

“Magna Charta.” In this the position of the
church was olerrly defined at that day.

These lectures were listened to: with marked
attention and highly appreciated by the au
dience, as from the handling of the subjact by
the lecturer, the continuity of the Church was
fully sustained. and the fallacy of the Church
of England being only a Church of the Refor-
mation clearly refuted.

At the close a vote of thanks to Mr. Imlach
was moved by Mr, Carney, for the able lectures
and for the treat they had been to all present.

BRITISH HONDURAS.

Bxrize.—St. Mary's—The first fortnightly
general meeting of the St. Mary's Gaild, after
its division into bands with sadditional leaders,
met on the evening of Monday, June 17th, when
there was a large attendauce, fifty-four mem-

bers being present.

The general officers took their respective po-
pitions for the first time under the Presidency
of Mrs, Murray.

After a short address from the Warden the
closing office was said, and the blessing given
by the Rector and warden. ;

Appropriation of Seats—Although many of
us desired most earnestly that the seats in oar
new church should be free and unappropriated
for ever, yet those in anthority could not see
their way clear to secure this most desirable
atate in our Church worship, and this arose not
from one but many causes, which need not be
enumerated. The Rector and churchwardens
found themselves in the only position of accept-
ing the inevitable and other alternative, bat
how was this to be done? " The old Mission

Charch had held 150 people; the new church
was to seat nearly four hundred, and with many
more applications than there woere sittings.
What was to be done? Thae Reotor decided to
appropriate the sittings: 1. To meet the just
olaims of the old shareholders; 2. To try and
satisfy the wants of new applicants, and third
pot t0 refuse an spplication. This delicate,
thankless and yet nocessary task has ocoupied
almost the whole of the Reotor's time during
the past week, and is now completed. We are
thankful to sy to the satisfaction of the people
a8 a whole, and with only two or three who
have been restive and impatient under the pro-
oess of appropriation.

DiaN, that his was no easy task, and that he,
whilst respecting the unity end well being of
the whole parish, a'so tried to respect the
olaims and privileges of individuals, Bat with
a parieh and congregation where the constitu-
ent parts are of such variety, not only the sons
of 8t, George, St. Andrew and St. Patrick, bat
others toa, from the dark color of tbo sons of
Ham, through ell the various shades and ad-
mixtares of colour and races, uatil you arrive
at the white skin of the European, together
with the elements of the Spaniard, Coolie and
Chinaman—we say with such a variety, the
task of appropriation was anything but an easy
tusk. However, all having boen done to God’s
glory, the good of Christ’s Church and the ben-
efit of His ohildren it car only be left in His
hands, leaving all the issues to Him. Laus Deo

CONTEMPORARY CHURCH OPINION.

The Irish Ecclesiastical Grazette vays:—

The Bishop of London has decided to appeal
from the decision of the Queen's Benoh Divi-
sion in the matter of St. Paul’s reredos to the
Court of Appeal. Itis a most uneqaalstraggle.
On one sido is an Associat’on supported by pub-
lic money to the amount of £10,000, and set in
motion by two justices of the peace, a general
officer, and & barrister ; and, on the other hand,
a solitary Bishop, whose expenses, however
the suit turns, must be enormous. ~Dr. Tem-
ple is not, however, & man to turn back, and
once in for it we have no donbt he will fight
the battle to the bitter end. The Bishop of
London, ae everyone knows, is not one of yoar
“ Ritualists ;" he most probably has personally
no interest whatever in ritualism, but he knows °
what Ritualists have done and are doing in the
English Church, and he knows what a temple
of worship they have made of 8t. Paul's Cathe-
dral. The day was when sleepy, monotonous,
perfunctory services were the rale in the cathe-
dral; when worship was the last thing thought
of ; when people crowded higgledy-piggledy
to hesar the brilliant preacher of that day,
Canon Melvill ; when & rationalistic Dean pre-
gided over the destinies of the cathedral; bat
nothing was said. The evangelical party made
no sign, no note of disapprobation was ex-
pre ssed nt the cold, heartless servioes. Since
then, under the direction of Dean Church and
Canons Liddon, Gregory, and Scott-Holland,
the cathedral has leaped into spiritual life, ser-
vices are frequent, & daily Eucharist is celebrat-
ed within sound of Bow Bells, busy men are in-
vited within its solemn walls for meditation
and prayer. All this was looked upon askance
by those who desire to keep the worship of the
Church at & low level, and it ooly wanted the

- attend Bible Class Sanday aftor Sanday, and
yet at the end of tho year know nothing more
of it thau he did at the bezinning. When &
man reads his Bible, not bovause he ought to,
but because he waatls to and loves to, ho will
be anxiouns that others should do the samo, and
get the samo lovo for it that he has. Bible
study is a rare thing among yonng men ; Bible
reading iy by no meaans a3 prevalont as it should
be. The beust teacher of a class will be, not he
who gets a cortain number of Bible facts into
the minds of his listeners, but he who can im-
part to othors & desire to siundy the Bible for
themselves. Would not the knowledge that he
bad boon enabled to do this, oven to one man,
woll repay him for the hours of preparation ?

Considerable time, far too much, was spent
in the consideration of a resolation .upon Ritual
praoctices, which ultimately appears to have
been withdrawn ; perhaps, becanse it was quite
evident it could pot be carried. Discussions
such &s reported as having takea place in this

8ynod (and which are similar to thise in other
dioceses, where in the past this question has
been brought up) does credit to The Church,~—
and are, we believe, contrary to the spirit of
Christ. and to the principles of The Church. 1t
is broad emongh to embrace more than one
school of thought, and one school of ritual,
Whenever tho question is brought up it degen-
erates into personalities, and this no doubt to a
large extent because the speakeras addrese not
80 much the Synod as tho public. Lf when such
qaestions were brought forward the rale of
*glosed doors " were enforced we fanoy that
there would be much less of ‘' windy” elo-
quenos, and & much spe-dier decision. We are
not at all deciding who was right and who was
wrong &8 to this matter, We are quite cor-
vinced that the whole thing as reported in the
daily press reflected littls oredit upon either
gide. We would that Christians of all views
would sink personal and individual fancies and
predilections, and remembar more the interests
of The Church at large,

The Jesuit Question.—The following motion
was adopted :—¢ That this Synod strongly pro-
tests against the incorporation of the Society of
Jesus ia this Dominion, aad the passage of the
Josuit Hstates Act as dangerous precedents and
encrr-achments, and the Synod trusts the efforts
to establish the unconstitutionality of these Acts
may be sucoessfal.

DIOCESE OF ALGOMA.

At the meeting of the Diocesan Counsil, late-

To his Excellenoy the Right Hon. Sir Fred-
erick Arthur Sianley, eto. May it please your
Excellency, we the Bishops and Clergy of the
Missionary Diocese of Algoma, assembled in
our Triennial Diocesan Conncil, desire to ap-
proach your Excellency with the assurance of
our high regard for your personal worth, and
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in profound respect for your office ag the re-

presentative in thisa Dominion of Her Most| 4

Gracious Majesty. Recognrizing in you in this
latter capaoity the high funotionary to whose
ﬁuardianship Her Majesty has committed the
est interests of the people of this Dominioa,
we beg to lay before your Excellency a brief
statement of our sentiments with regard to the
Jesuit Estates Act recenily passed by the Que-
bec Legislature, and, contrary to all our hopes,
not dirallowed by the Dominion Government.
Apart altogether from the question of its har-
mony with the constitntion by which we are
‘governed here, on which we pronounce no
judgment, we cannot but regard this bill with
most serious apprehension, as a menace to the
very foundation of our natinoal life. 1 It
violates that fundamental principle of our con-
stitution which demands a total separation be-
tween Church and State, the perfect equality
in the eyes of the State of all religicus com-
munions whatsoever. This principle cannot be
ignored with impunity, If the Jesnit Scciety
may fully claim substantisl compensation for
the loss of its estates escheated to the Crown as
a legal consequence of its suppression, might
not the Church of England equally justly de-
mand reimbursement for injury sustained by
the secularizatien of her clergy reserves ? Bat
this principle, absolate religious oquality in re-
lation to State, cannot be violated with safety.
No one Church can be sclected as the recipent
of special favors. Here the State is solemnly
bound to ma‘ntain the maxim, * Equal rights
for all, exclusive privileges for none.”” 2. Thir
bill further imperils the safety and good order
of the Dominion, inasmuch as it tends to foster
sectionsal animosities botwoen the two compo-
nent elements of our population. Absolate im-
partiality of administration caunot alone ex-
clude them, and favouritism must of necessity
awaken religious strifes and jealousies which
may possibly eventuate in serious disturbances
of the pablic peace. 3. This bill clothes a for-
e'gn potontate whose jurisdiction is solemnly
repudiated in the coronation oath with the
power of intermeddling with legislation of this
Dominion, and thus offers a direct insult to Her
Gracious Majesty, infringes on her right and
prerogative as supreme in this realm, and
opens the door to yet further usurpations, sub-
versive of that civil and religious liberty which
is the just pride as it is the inalienable birth-
right of every British subject, alike in Eugland
arnd her colonies. On these and other grounds
we beg to enter our respectful but emphatic
protest against ;the recent legislation of the
Province of Quebec in favour of the Society of
Jesus, and humbly but earnestly implore your
Excellency to interpose your high authority
and veto a bill fraught with issues co disastrous
to the peace and prosperity of this Dominion,

To the Editor of the Church Guardian :

At & time wher the public mind is being eun”
lightened as to the immoral tenets and per-
nicious tendencies of the Society of Jesus, it
may be well to draw the attention of your
readers tc another species of Jesuitism which
prevails in certain quarters, Though not so
rampsant a8 that of the Black Robe, it is none
the less dangerous becaunso disguised in the
garments of the broadest tolerance. A mo
table manifestation of this oceured recently in
Nova Bcotia, when one without our fold—
thoogh I believe formerly of it—saw fit in the
interests of dissent to publish a private and
ostensibly cornfidential correspondence with the
Diocesan. Such conduct need not be charac-

terized. Justification of it conld only be at.
tempted by the skilled casumist; ordinary ac-

quaintance with the ethics of conscience is
nite incompolent for the task, How em-
phatically do occurences of this kind impress
upon us those words of the Master which
enunciate the only infallible test for systems of
error :—** Ye sha!ll know them by their fruits.”
My special purpose in trespassing upon your
space at this time has reference however to an
incident which took place recently in one of
the public schools of this locality and which
deserves the serious consideration of all church-
men, A teacher in the school referred to, dar-
ing the course of instructions in English His-
tory, stated in the hearing of all the acholars
resent, to a class studying the reign of Henry
IIL that ¢ it was about this time the Church
of England was founded”—or somothing to that
effect.
The assertion was entirely gratuitous. The
text book does rot afford the slightest warrant

for it. As a matter of fact it was historically
falss, This every well informed churchman
knows. Further it was a gross violation of the

spirit of the law, which ragidly excludes all
subjects, liable to controversy, from the pablic
school curricula, and demands from all teach-
ers, absolute silonce on such points, as the
most expedient safe guards of harmony. I do
not propose to discuss at this iime the moral-
ity of this policy, but content myself with
merely stating it. When however teachers
leave the plain path of duty to make such mis
representations of history to our children, it is
time that churchmen should seo to it that the
fountains of common knowledge are presorved
from defilement at their source. In the effort
to secure this end they should receive the
assistance of every impartial lover of truth,
irrespective of religions convictions, inasmuch
as the history of the National Church is so
interwoven with that of the Empire, that
faisification of the one, involves falsification of
the other. That tho teacher in the present
cagse was a Presbyterian is sufficient to explain
her motive but uttcrly fails to justify it. The
conspiracy against historical accuracy has
ivdeed been 80 systematized by the sects that
muny of their adherents are doubtless unsble to
distinguish botween true and false charch his-
tory, What may be expected of the masses,
when a sectarian print edited by a man of some
reputed education refers a B:shop of our church
to *‘ any respectable history” for proof of the
assertion that the Church of Hngland was
evolved at the reformation! Such promulga-
tion of error on the part of irresponsible per-
song, does not however palliate in the least tho
teacher’s indulgence in the same methods. To
her was entrusted the instruction, witkin cer
tain well defined limits, of twc or three score
of children, among whom were these of Church-
men. We have an indisputable right to equal
justice at the hands of the authorities. 1 a
teacher of our faith wero to offend against any
of the doctrines of dissent, the air would be

| instantly filled with voociferous protests, Shall

we be lees zoalous for truth, than those around
us are for errors. If we are false to our trust
ours is the greater condemnation. Ifwe fail to
guard our heritage, we are tenfold more cap-
able than those who attack it. The present
instance affords us a most disquieting glimpae
of their methods, fifty or sixty children at
the most impressionable period of life have
received & germ of error which may attain a
banefal maturity in the majority of them with-
out check. There is moreover no assurancs
that the rowing may not under similar circum-
stances be again and again repeated.

Occurences of this kind, which are, I am
convinced, more frequent than is suspeeted,
fill one with a great distrust of our provincial
system of public school education. Yet there
can be no donbt ot 4 batter until, as a Cnurch,
we take 8 more direct and active interest in
edneational matters. The rich man who can
send his children to distinctively Church schools
is able to protect them from the inflaences of
fanatioism. For tho poor man, there is no

escape. The Counoil of Pablic Insiruction
is I believe composed of the Hxecutive Com-
mittee of the local legislature, with the ad-
dition of & Seoretary, who is also superinten-
dent of education, appointed by the Governor
of Council. Its composition therefore seems to
be fortuitous, depending solely on political
chance. It goes without saying that such a
body offers no seourity against untrustworthy
text books, or teachers, and until the Council
becomes a fixed and thoronghly representative
institati'n we caunot hope for improvement
in these respeols This end can be secured if
wo urnite in demanding it and we should be
content with nothing short of a representation
on the council, proportivnate to our numbers
and influeuce in the community. This obtained
we would be one step nearer & sstisfactory
position,

Trusting that the importance of the subject
will excuse my trespassing on your valuable
space, and that a decisive expression of opinion
may be evoked.

ALLEGED FAULTS IN PRIESTLY
LIFE AND WJRK TO DAY,

S .

By Rzv. DR PrrEaM WILLIAM:.

When the layman renews his wonted charge,
that the priests of God now lack spiritual wis-
dom and power, it is the obvious reply—*‘¥es,
uo doubt, but you will kindly remember that
we have nothing in the world but laymen, out
of whom to make our privs’s: and, inview of
the material, tho reeults are surprisingly good.”
So much, by way of repelling an easy, vague,
and flippant attack.

Still, behind and within the charge, some
truth abides. We may not care to answer the
oaviller, but wo should not refuse a listening
ear to the honest and kindly critic, Fagest ad
hoste,—and more suroly, ab amico doceri. We
may gather friendly hints and wholesome gnid-
anoce from the censure, which is, rather genor-
ously, lavished upon us, while we must sorati-
nizo each stricture, and say, * guilty™ or “mot
guilty,” in accordance with the facts.

We summon, then, the witnesses, and we note
their testimony, as the priesthood places itielf,
for & ehort hour, before the tribunsl of public
opinion.

I, * Not abreast of the limes,” says ome,
whose reading is limited to the seoular news-
paper, of a poor grade, and to such magszines
as the evil one employs, to plead for incipient
jnfldelity. This oritic goes on to denounce
“gntiquated themes,” and ‘“‘worn out theolo-
giea,"” and to talk sbout being ‘‘in touch with
the ourrent thought and the living issmes ;”
prates & little about science and her later xe-
velations ; and if he belong to a certain school,
delights in his own cant about * breadth” and
 toleration,” and “ the freedom of the imtel-

leot,” and * the aspirations of our glorious

humenity,” * the trénd of all the mote recadt

discussions.” It isquité edsy to seé what hé

moans, and to understand the ¢ trend” of his
argument. He may possibly forget that God,
Heaven, Satan, temptation, sin, Hell, the In-
carnstion, the COross, the Boriptares, the Catho-
lioc Church, the Creeds, the Sacraments, are
somewhat old, while ihoy are all which most

1 concern thé soul and the hope of msn.

They are, of necessity. the themes of the
preacher. Moreover, they can hardly be &f-
feoted, a8 great verities, by the breezes of pop:
ular opinion, or by any such attacks ordenials,
as the Faith has often known, and always sur-
vived. It has beaen said of Archbishon Leigh-
ton, that ke was “the lively pattern,” from
whom Burnet draws his picture and lessons of
Pastoral Care: that when Leighton was re-
proved for not “ preaching up the timés,” he
asked, “ who does it?” The answer was, “ all
tho brethren.”- Then he rejoined, certainly in
no sanotimoniousness, but in honest sincerity.—
“Then, if all of you preach up the times, you
may surely allow one poor brother, to presch
up Christ Jesas and eternity.”

So stands the Church to-day surrounded by
the seots, proclaiming the old truths and old
duties,—and knowing that her vocation and
her strength lie, in dispensing the old treasare
of h¢r heritage, with freshness, indeed, of love
and zeal, and with quiet adaptation to men of
various conditions, but nct losing her breadth
and vigor, in some eager chase after each
novelty in philosophy or science, or philan-
thropy, or in the desire to spring into every
arens, where some new pugilist hae seen fir to
throw down his glove, and send ount his chal-
lenge,

The uanger is not very great, in this Ameri-
oun life, the priests will become fossils We
are not likoly to sympathize with that arch-
wmologist, who was urged, for family reasons, to
marry, and who replied that he would be very
glad, to gratify his family, but that he Bad al-
ways noticed that & woman was a ‘* dreadfally
wmodern thing,” and that he shonld not know
what to do with her,

Whileonr parish-system is almost congre
gationalism, though under the wing of the
Hpiscopate, it is not to be feared that priests
will much forget the reading, and thinking,
and talking of thosé who bave virtually sum-
moned them, and who.will démand, quite
earnestly enough, such ministrations as accord
with all present interests, and all recent phases
of thought.

I1. How often it has been said, and how easily
it is repeated, that priests are *‘tgnorant of Auman
nature.”” Whatever the charge may mean, the
proof is not forthcoming. Sometimes this is
urged by men, whose only acqusintance with
human nature seems to have taught them sus.
picion, and distrust, to impute low motives, to
study expediency rather than principles; and
to believe that ** polioy” is better than sanoti-

fied “‘honesty,” in the things of the Church of "

God. It is alleged that the mendicant, often un-
worthy or vicious, deludés the prieste by & plaasi-
ble story, and defrauds the poor fund of the
parish. It is slmost hinted that there are no
godly and deserving poor, as though the child
of wealth was guite right in thinking that “Peo-
ple with nanght are naughty.”

Such critics are quite free with their impu.
tations about the parson's blindness, who is
keen-sighted enongh to see through them, and
to measure all the justice of their accusa-
tion, It is probable from the nature and
variety of his work, that the priest knows
more, in any high and trae sense, of the real
life of men, then is learned by anybody else,

The lawyer and the physician have, no doubt,
their spacial opportunities, and their powers of
insight are quickened and developéd. Even
larger and more con-tant opportinitief are
granted to the parish priest, who moves in and
out among many kinds of men and women, and
who ministers to thém, in all the varying con-
ditions of their inner life and outer actions,

Of courge there is much room for oloser
stidy of the haman heart, for more accurate .
deslingé with the tempted, and doubting, a%d
erring of our race, but this will never bé lgarn- .
ed by sitting at the feet of those, who are won,
to boast that they know men by reason of some’
rough intercourse, in the meré paths of business,
and toil, and pleasure. ,

III. “Not good %uanciers.” That phrase
bas & familiar soand, and its measare of trath,
a3 applied to the clergy. Bat if they were mén .
of marked financial ability they would hardly
6hoose the sphere of impecuniosity, in which to -
roveal their talent. And when, now and then,
they have displayed unusnal skill, in money af-
fairs, it has been intimated that they were
“ leaving the word of God to serve tables,” or
that mammon bad votaries enoagh, and that
they had an eye to both worlds, or even that
they would have shone, more effectnally, at the
hean of a bank, or an insurance company.

Sometimes it is a little hard to please these
critics. The faot is that few men, in similar
stations, are expected to do so much with so
little, or in the effort reach any like-succ.ss.

How many parish debts, incurred by im-
provident laymeén, have been paid by the in-
genuity, and presistence, and humiliation of the
clergy ? How often is it really true that thrift,
in the parson’s household, is not surpassed in
any home t..ronghout the village. How ocon-
stantly is it koown of a good priest, that he
balt supports the parish by extra toil r private
income? That he caun only find twenty five
cents in each quarter of a dellar, which comes
to him, is not so very strange, and.that his
ordination gives him nospecial grags, by which
his money shall go farther than that of an-
other man, is not amazing. Ifhis little invest-
ments come to grief, this has happensd to
others, not in Holy Orders. )

Indeed, whatever the laity may say aboat our
want of skill in monstary affairs, they some-
times act asif we only were able to rescme
them from gerious distréss. In one of our large
ocities, I have learned, that almost every parish
'is burdened with debt: and tha* the scheme
which is expected to give relief, is to secure a
geries of reotors, each of whom shall lift, in his
time, a part of the barden.

Here and there, it may be true, that a priest
should resist the social pressure, which seems to
demand what he oannot afford : that he ought
to break away from the habits in which he was
redred, and which now maust go : that he ought
to watoh the little income and the larger needs,
and try, more thoroughly, to make them square:
and that he ought to repress the happy-go-
lecky spirit, in which his ambitions parish,

lunges into extravagance, which enasaros
ater misery. Yet there is no reason to be-
lieve that, on the whole, the clergy fail espeoi-
ally to which those two proverbial “ends,” or
usually fail to make them ‘‘meet’ under very
difficult and tryiog conditions.

IV. ¢ Not much of a pastor,” so it is said,
by some worthy dame who ocounts pastoral
visits as very prominent among * the means of
grace,"—and whose parish priest may not at-
tach to such visits the same value. Is he un- -
reasonable, or is he negligent ? Who shall say,
where thers is no plain standard? Perhaps, in
the hurry and drive of parish lifs, nowadays,
with all its multiplied activities, the pastoral
gide of our office is somewhat obhserved.—
Church Hclectic.

GAMBLING.

Abundant evidence is, we regret to say
forthcoming that the practice of gambling is
everywhere on the increase, The evil is a sore
one, and is eating into the vitals of society.
Wo find the ipjurious habit prevailing even
where it might least be suspeoted. It is buta
few days ago that we received a letter from a
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-respected clergyman informing us how shook-
ed he was to find that an innooent young girl,
a member of his Sanday-school, who had
recently obisined a gitaation in one of the
large business concerns in Dablin, had scarcely
been a week in. her place before her femsle
acquaintances were initiating her into all the
mysteries of horseracing, giving her “tips,”
and inducing her to risk her sbanty earnings on
the turf.* Itis a thing to be much lamented
that so many facilities are given at the presént
day, through the public press, for pursuing this
fasoipating but demoralising practice of gamb-
lig. Hardly any public amusement can be
entered npon now without the accompaniment
of betting ; a zest would be wanting if there were
not the possibility of making or losing money
on favourites. From s Tennis Tournament up
to the Derby it is the same, an insitiable desire
to try one's luck, and go in for stakes more or
less heavy. Some of our readers may possibly
say they see liftle barm in young people
amusing themselves in patting dowe a few
shillings here and there; but let theém see 0
what & pitch the evil grows when once it is
encouraged in any way. There is, we believe,
no amusement so insidious as that of betting,
no practice that grows on one more ; nothing

- that, beginning with such small issnes, rises
quickly to so dangerous & height. The ssme
papers that publish all the racing fixtares and
rovel in * ¢ips,” reveal likewise the miseries
that follow on gambling. Wrecked charaoters,
wreoked fortnnes, wrecked lives are the uan-
happy consequences that almost uniformly
foliow on a betting career. Book-makers and
money-lenders are the vampires who suck the
blood from their unfortunate viotims. The
plague spreads into the quasi-respectable region
of the Stock Exchange, and young men intoxi-
cated with the prospect of becoming rich in a
moment, rush wildly into the toils of the pro-
moters of bubble companies, or otherwisespecu.
Jate in the money market. Recent events, that
we do not care to allnde to farther, show what
the result too frequently is—moral and social
ruin.

The evil is of sufficient magnitude to have
engaged the attention of the Convocation of
Canterbary, and lead to an important debate on
the subject and the passing of resolations con-
demning the practice in the strongest terfhs,
and directing towards it the attention of the
olergy of the Church of England It woald be
well if our General Synod took the matter up
and bad a debate on the subject, drawing public
attention to the growing evil, and exbhorting the
Ohurch of Ireland to set her face against it.
There is all the more need for strong astion,
sinoe almost every newspaper in the country is
now becoming a sporting journsl, the gambling
tendency of the day creating an imperative
demand for such literatare. On the other
hand, we are glad to observe the strong denun-
ciation that has been heaped upon the evil in
the Nineteenth Century, the Quarterly, the
Times, the Guardian, and other publications.
It seems to us an enormous pity that there can
be no horseracing without betting; and,
viewed from this point, we regret exceedingly
the opening of & new racecourse in the im-
mediate vicinity of Dublin.

Pighting with this evil is an old story. We
find Bishop Berkeley so far back as the year
1752 thus condemning the gambling spirit of
his day :— .

Money is 80 far useful to the public as it pro-
moteth industry, and credit, having the same
effect, is of the same value with money; but
money or credit circulating through a nation
from hand to hand withoat producing labour

and industry in the inhabitants, is direct gim-|y

ing, It is not impossible for cnhning men to
make sach plausible schemes a8 may draw
‘tiere whos ar¢ less skilfal into their own and)
ihe public ruin,  Bup surely there is no man of

s¢nro® unod  bonesty but must see and own,

whetber he understands the game or not, that
it is évident folly for any people, instead of
prosecuting the dld honest methods of industry
and frogality, to sit down to & public gaming
table and play off their money one. to anbther
The more methods there are in & state for
acquiring riches without iddustry or merit,
the less there will bas of either in that state;
this is as evident as the ruin that attends it.
Basides, whén money is shifted from hand w
hand in such a b'ind, fortaitons manner that
some men shall from nothing in au instant
aoquire vast estates without the Ileast desert,
while others are as suddealy stripped of plenti-
fal fortunes, and left on the paris% by their own
avarioe and oredulity, what can be hoped for
on tbe one hand bat abandoned luxary and
wantonness, or on the other bat extreme mad-
ness or despeir? In short, &ll projeats for
growing rich by sadden and extrordinary
methods, as thiey operate violently on the pas-
sions of men and encoarage them to despise the
slow moderate gains that are to be made by an
honest industry, must be rainous to the public,
and even the winners themselves will a/ length
be involved in the public ruin. Let any man
compare what Venice was at the league of
Cambray with what it is at present, aud he will
be convinced how traly those fashionable pas-
times are oalculated to depress and ruin &
nation.

“ The South Sea Affair, how sensible soever,
is not the original evil, or the great source of
our misfortunes ; it is but the nataral effeot of
those principles which for many years have
been propagated with great indastry. It is not
impossible but this puablic calamity that lies
so-heavy on the nation may prevent its ruin, if
it should turn our thoughts from cozenage and
stook-jobbing to industry and frugal methods of
life; in fine, if it should revive and inflame that
native spark of British worth and honour which
h;.th too long lain smothered and oppress-
o .ll

We throw it oat as a suggestion, whether it
might not be found practicable to combine our
temperance societies with an aati-gambling
organ.zation ; and this all the more, because
this growing and deadly viceof gambling is not
only productive of ruined fortnnes and blighted
lives, but likewise indnces those very drinking
habits which it is the object of our temperance
societies to check, Men and women, not to
speak of boys and girls, maddened by their
losses on the turf or gambling saloons, are only
too ready to rush to the cup of intemperance to
drown their miseries, thorefore, tocheck one
evil will be found a hopeful way of tending to
check the other. We commend these remarks
to our readers, and we would remind the clergy
that much lies in their power in the way of
abating the evil.

An earnest sermon now and then preached
on the subjeot, pointing out the miseries entail-
ed by the gambling spirit of the day, would
certainly be prodactive of much good.—Irish
Ecclesiastical Gazette.

THE CHURCH AND THE FIELD.

The report of last month’s proceedings of the
Society for . Promoting Christian Knowledge
helps to show how the church has arisen fo
the grand conception of her work as it was
involved in the Master's dictum’ * the field is
the world.” “The following letter from & Bish
op of the Amcient Syrian Charch, explains
itself :—

To the Committee of the Society for Promo-
ing Christian Knowledge.

Reverend Gentlemen,—It is well known fo
ou that, under the auspices of his Grace the
late Archbishop of Canterbury, a Committee
was forimed in London to aid Ignatius Peter
ILL, Putriaroh of the see of Antioch, of the
sndient Syrian Church, in setting up printing-
presses and promoting the education of his

&

people. By them & fund wae established, to
whioh her gracious Majesty the Queen contri-
buted, by means of which schools have beén

eatablished in Mesopotamia. The Committee
last year invited me to come to Hugland, with
a view to continuing the work thus begun. A
very fine: I&rint;ing press has been given by
friends in Manchester and Edinbargh, and sent
to Mesopotamia for the Patriarch’s nse. A
small printing press has also been given to _me
for my diocese of Roms (Emessa). The Uni-
versity of Oxford has lately made a grant to
the Syrian Club of £100 worth of Syriac type.
Euglish type is atill entirely waunting to us, and
it is most necessary that we should have somae.
The Roman Catholic foreigners have schools
where they teach French, and it is most desir-
able that our youth should rather learn Haglish,
which language is now inoreasingly used in
Syria, and is of utmost value for instraction.
We therefore earnsstly petition your honour-
able Society to grant to our Church a suppy of
BEoglish type for tho Patriarch's priating-
presses at Mardin, and alao a supply for oaur
own printing-press for the diocese of Homs
(Emesse). And in granting us this great boon
you will confor upon oar Church an abiding
benefit. And we pray that the blessing of the
Lord may rest upon you. Amen.
Written in London, May 24, 1889.
' GREGORIUS,
Bishop of the Ancient Syrian Chureh.,

This letter was accompanied by a letter
beautifully written in tho Syriac character,
the Bishop being a perfect oaligraphist. The
Standing Committee recommended that a vote
of £25 be made to provide the Bishop with a
supply of English type. The proposed grant
was made, k

To the South African Diocese of Grahamstown
£1000 was voted for the pormunent olergy
Endowment Fand. The Bishop of Caloutta
received £200 to help in establishing a board.
ing and day school, for the very lowest class
of Eurasian children in the city of Allababad,
This Bishop has also been pushing for & new
Bishopric for the distriot of Chota Nagpore
which oontains 44000 square miles, with &
population of 4,600,000. The old Germsan Luth-
eran Mission has a following of 30,000; the
Church of Rsrha, which has recently entered
the field, claims & large number of converts, -
but there are no authoritative statistios. The
Soociety's Mission has 20 clergymen, of whom
16 are natives. It works in 500 villages, has
five conseorated churches, and about 100 small
chapels, 150 lay agents, 12,304 baptized persons,
5766 communicants, 664 catechumens, 45
schools, and 1226 pupils. The Society for Prop
of the Gospel has guaranteed the full stipend
of 6,000 rs, per annum, and to relieve the Vener-
abie Society the Counocil of the Colonial Bish-
opric's Fand and the 8.P.C.K have each voted
£6,000 to found the proposed endowment, In
response to his late appeals, the Bishop of Ma.
dras is assured that next month a block sum of
£900 will be set apart for the maintenance of
pupils in mission seminaries and native female
boarding schools.

Arrangements were made tu pay the passage
of a Missionary to North Queensland, nng ranfs
amounting to £300 were made to the Bishop of
Oaledonia, for drags, medicine chests, and a
lady norse. The Diocese of Qu’'Appelle was
allowed a second grant of £1,000 towards its
Episcopal Endowment fund. The Rev. G. R.

flters, of Malbaie, in Qaebec Diocese, is al-
lowed £60 towards the much needed church ha
has: projected, and the Diocese of Qua’Appelle,
Guians, Antigua, Madras, Bloemfontein, xnok-
land (Now Zealand), and Madagascar, all re-
ceive grants ranging from £15 to £20 for
churches or school houses. At the same meet-
ing grants of books to the amount of £370 were
made to missions or parishes in twenty-one
dioceses. It must be satisfactory to the patrons

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MISSION FIELD.
JAPAN.

Uunder the title of ** The Birthday
of a Constitution ” the Tokyo cor-
respordent of The Times gave in
that jourral, on March 22nd and
April 3rd, a graphic description of
the eeremonies and rejoicings with
which the promulgation of consti-
tutional government for Japan was
accompanied. '
. “ Twenty-one years ago the young
Emperor of Japan, restored to tem-
poral power from the seclusion,
well nigh smounting to entomb-
ment, which had been endured for
some eight centuries by his ancient
dyvnasty swore solemnly before the
nobles and territerial princess of
this Empire that, as one of the
leading principles of his future
sway, the ¢ government should be
conducted in accordance with pub-
lic opinion and- popular representa-
tion.’ Of the earnestvess of this
assurance ample proof was afforded
by the measures of the succeeding
decad. * * At
length in 1851 the Emperor affirm-
ed his original assurance by & re
soript proolaiming that a8 complete
parliamentary system should be
carried into effect in tho year 1890
During the interval thathas passed
since that declaration, as in the
period preceding it, the whole
ocourse of Japan’s polity and method
of yovernment has been directed to
the new order of things that is
destined to arise next year under
the terms of the Sovereign's prom-
ise. In every step, every change,
and every novelty that has been
adopted from time to time as ocea-
gion required, the pilots of the Ja-
panese ark of State have kept
steadily before them as their goal
tho sound establishment of a a con-
stitutional monarchy a8 understood
in Europe. That the task was no
easy one none osn donbt, It was,
indeed, surrounded with gravediffi.
culties and perils, amid which rash-
nees might be irreparable and error
fatal. Oaly by vigilance and fore-
sight of the highest order could the
knotty prhblem of enfranchising a
people that had emerged but yes-
terday, as it were, from the shadow
of feudalism be approached with
any hope of success, * *
Yesterday (February 11th) was the
anniverssry of the birth of the Em-
peror Jimmu Tenno, the Sovereign
from whom sprang this oldest of
the world’s dynasties, and who, ac
cording to the commonly received
chronclogy, began to reign in the
year 660 B.o. Yeaterday, then, was
chosen 88 &n auspicious day on
which the first Monarch’s descend-
ant, the Emperor Mutsuhito, might
fitly ratify bis Imperial vow and
proclaim and give the new Consti-
tution to his subjects, * * %
Prior to yesterday's ceremony of
promulgation the Emperor execnt-
ed a solsmn oath in the Palace
Sancvtuary, by which he swore, in
the names of the great founder of
his House and of his other Imperial
ancestors, that he would maintain
and gecure from decline the ancient
form of governmont, and would
never fail to be an example to his
subjects in the observanoe of.the

new laws. Then, after a shoft

" |speech, couched in stately and

kingly language and uttered with
great dighity, His Majesty publicly
delivered the said lawa to Count
Kuroda, his Minister President of
State, These are five in number,
and are entitled respectively the
Constitution of the Empire of Ja-
pan, the Imperial Ordinance con-
cerning the House of Peers, the
Law of the Houses, the Law of
Election for the members of the
House of Representatives, and the
Law of Finance. In the first, one
salient and interesting featare is the
care taken to affirm with emphatio
brevity the time-honored doctrines
of the samctity of the Emperor’s

title and the immautability of his|

dynasty. Thus, while the first ar-
ticle declares that his line shall ran
* for ages eternal,’ the second says
simply ‘ The Emperor is sacred and
inviolable.’ Then follows a defini-
tion of the sovereign prerogatives,
from which it appesrs that, while
the Emperor is to remain the source
of all laws, in that without Impe-
rial approval mno parliamentary
measares can become law, the mak-
ing of laws is to be the function of
the Diet, and no law can be put
into force without its assent, the
one exception on the latter point
being that the Emperor reserves
the power uf issuing ordinances in
urgent cases, on behalf of the pub.
lic safety or welfare, when the Diet
is not sitting, but that such ordin-
ances to remain law must be ap-
proved &t next Parliamentary Ses.
gion. In succeeding articles it is
Iaid down that the Emperor deter—
mines the organization of every
branch of the administration, ap:
points and dismisses all civil and
military officers, and fixes their
salaries ; that he bas the supreme
command of the army dnd navy,
and determines their organizations
and peace standing ; and that it is
he who makes war or peace, con-
oludes treatios, confers titles of no-
bility, rank, orders, and other
marks of honor, and grunts amnes-
ties, pardons, and commutation of
punishment. The rights and daties

‘of subjects aré rext set forlh. By

these it i8 determined, among other
things, that a Japaness subject,
while ameénable to taxatior and ta
gervioe in tho army or pavy, shsll
be free from allillegal arrest, deten-
tion, trisl, or punishment; that,
subject in every case to the provi—
sions and limits of the laws, he shall
have liberty of abode and of change
of abode; that his house shall not
be entered or gedrched against his
will ; that ihe secrecy of his letters
and all his rights :ﬁ property shall
be inviolate; and that he shall en.
joy freedoi of réligiots belief, con-
sisteatly with the duties of the sib-
joct and the preérvation of peace
and order, as well &y liberty of
speech, writing, publicittion, publio
ma. ting, and associktion,”

The Bearing of this greit consti-
tutional change upon missionary
work is obvious bath in what is ex-

reistéd and in what is involved.
he explicit provision that all Ja~-
panase siibjeots shall enjoy freedom
of reliigiout belief, a8 weil as libar-
ty of speéch, writing, publicétion,
public meeting, and assooiation,

odnnot bat remove many diffionl-
ties, eapecially in remote distriots,
from the work of evangelization.
The fact that the Emperor has
made such a solemn declaration of
his subjoots’ religious liberty will
be almost as valnable as the liberty
itself, as showing that the govern-
ment no longer maintains the ex-
isting religions of Japsn in their
exclusive position.

What, however, is more impres-
sive than any of the provisions in
detail is the fact of the new Consti-
tutiens’ existence.

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TEMPERANCE COLUMN.

THE WOBK OF LAW IN TEM.
PERANCE REFORM.

Public opinior in New Hngland
is reaching a different conclusion
from that once held by the tem-

erance rcformers. Massachusetts,
hode Island ard Corrnecticut have
been compelled tn repeal prohibi-
tive laws in the form of statutes
becaueo the people were not eatis-
fied with their operation, and the
recent sttempt in Massachusetts to
put probibition in the constitution
of the etate bas been rejected by
the best and moust conservative
part of the community who were
comypolled to juin with the worst
classes to secure this end. The
question which sober peopls bave
10 fuco s whether the legal re-
gources for suppressing intemper-
ance are exhausted. Prof. John P,
Gulliver, who has watched the
course of temperance legislation in
Maseachusetts and Connecticut for
the last twenty-five years, and has
had a band in all the reform move-
ments, may be taken as a fair re-
resentative of the cbange which
Eaa taken place in public opinion,
In the Yune Andover roview, he
takes broad ground as to what can
be done and what cannot be done
in this matter. He does not see
"thut restrictive law can accom-
lish any more than is done now,
f farther legislation is attempted
it most notviolate three conditions.
It must not attempt to furnish a
substitute for industry, order, and
good homes. It must not aim to
pave the vicious by violating the
rights of the virtuous. It must not
prohibit what is not plainly pro-
bibited by the law of God. It is
becaunse temperance logislation has
attempted to go beyond the:e condi-
tions that it has failed to command
public cornfidence. Dr. Gulliver's
conclusion is *that a law against
adulterations of all kinds, such as
every government owes to its citi-
zens, such as bhas long existed in
Denmerk and other Scandinavian
countries, might offer an experi
 ment which is worth irying as a
tempcrance measure.” In other
words, legislation in {avour of tem.
perance oan only be successful
when it is not special but in accord
with the wholesome movement of
sooiety, and the way 1o over-
come intemperance is partly to
use present restriolive law to the
full extent of its limits, and partly
to supplement it by the social in-
fluences which counteract the
attractions of the dram-shop and
inflcence people on the positive
gide of character. Itis this kind of
effort which the Church Temper-
snde Society has endorsed {rom the
beginning and it isa gjgod sign that
intelligent men like Dr. Guliiver,
who have had large experience of
other methods of reform, have fin-
ally come to work for temperance
on a broader and wmore thorough-
going basis.
