Tue Episcopal Church of Scotland, according
1o the annual statisties just published. has wow
288 congregations, including missions, and the
membership has rizen from 91,740 to 04,257,
The number of communicants has  increased
from 35,493 to 36,300,

Tue Rev. T, Tapley Short, & Wesleyan Metho-
dist minister, has taken orders in the Angliean
communion, and been appointed to a chureh in

the Ballarat diocese.  Mr, Short was formerly a
member of the “ Logal Hundred ™ of the British
Conference.—JIrish Ecclesiastical Guzette.

During the year ending Easter, 1802, the to-
tal net income of the elergy in England from
Endowments was over £3,000,000, During the
same period the wvoluntary contributions for
Chureh work exceeded £5,000,000.

DiscoveRY oF TitE REMaINs oF Bisnop 11ax-
NinaToN.— Very pathetic is the announcement
in Bishop Tucker’s latest létters.  lle wrote
from Wakoli, in Busago, on December 10th, and
expected to be at Mengo, the present capitul of
TUganda, on Christmas Day,  He had discover-
ed the burial place of Bishop Hannington, und
natives had dug up for him the box which
served ax coftln, und in it were the poor Bishop's
bones. A solemn service of thanksgiving was
forthwith held in grateful recognition of the
devoted life and martyr death of that good
Bishop,  1lis successor proposes that Hanning-
ton’s remains shall be buried at the metropolis
of the country for whose welfure he sacriticed
his life, and that they shall be placed under the
Cathedral there. The touching part of it all is,
that twice JTmmington essayed to reach that
conntry of Uganda ; both times cume, as it were,
like amother Moses, in sight of the promised
land, yet never was permitted to enter it. Only,
unlike Moses, and, in a sense, more ke Joseph,
his bones arc carried over for Christian sepul-
ture there. On his first journey, as a simple
missionary, Hannington reached as far as the
south end of the famous lake, when repeated
attacks of dysentery made it imperative thut he
should turn back. This he did with the ntinost
reluctance.  On his secomd journey thither it
was by another route, and this time he forfeited

his lite,—The Rock,

Tue Orricial Year Boox of the Church of
England containg upwanls of 600 pages. Not
the loast interesting feature of the work are the
summaries which it givesof Church work during
the past year and in recent periods,  We have,
for example, a table which shows the amount of
voluntarysubseriptions for the year ended at Fas-
ter, 1802, The table, it isexplained, includes only
such contributions as flow through the channels
of parochial organizations, tnking no aceount of
sums contributed privately to central societies,
Grants from  ecelesinstical  eorporations  anl
home mission societies are also excluded, so that
the record may be confinud o purely voluntury
contributions, made within the given year, and
to avoid the possibility of any oxaggeration by
recording contributions twiceover,  The result,
founded upon actual returns from 9 per cent,
of the parishes in Englad and Wales, is toshow
a grand total of £3,160,820 3s, 8d. Tho amounts
contributed in the Welsh dioceses were as tol-
Jows :—In Bangor, £26,950 ; Tlandnft, £81,849;
St. Asaph, £50,848; and 81, David’s, £59,591.
The way in which the influence of the Chureh
has grown in the lnrge ])l‘t)\'incitl.l towns of late
is shuwn by n list of voluntary contributiens in
nineteen towns during the last quarter of n een-
tury, tor building, enlarging, and  restoring
churches, the endowment of district parishes,
and the ereetion of pamonages and  schools,
Manchoster leads the way with £859,757; Dir-
mingham i credited with £304,557 ;5 and Bol-
ton, with a population not mueh more than 106,
000, has raised £290,000, Swansen, in Wales,
hias contribated eloso upon £50,000,

PRIMATE OF IRELAND ON
HOME RULE,

T LORD

A ldressing the specially convened meeting of
the General Synod of the Tith Mareh, his Grace
the Lord Drimate said :—Members  of the
General Synod of the Chureh of Ireland, 1 have
ealled  this special meeling at the request,
and with the coneurrance of, the whole body of
the Chureh, hecause wo have arrived at a erisis
in the aflairs of (his country of the most mo-
mentous econsequences. A Bill has been intro-
duced by Mr. Gladstone into Parlinment mis-
ealled in bitter irony n < Bill to umend the pro-
visions of the Government of Trolund,” It would
be far better to call it abill to suppress the 'ro-
tostant fuith—a Bill o subjugnte this eountry
to Papal dictation, and [ venture to sny that no
one in this vast assembly will be able to {uthom
the dangers which nre contained in that Bill.
In the first place this bill will check all pro-
gross in [retand, social, moral, und commereisl,
for very many years to come; secondly, it will
suppress the Tight of civil and religious liberty,
rendering it intolerable for our poor Protestant
seattered congregations in the south and west
to exist there; thirdly it will violate the rights
of property, whether private or public, or even
corporate, and I venture tothink the storm will
break first over the head of our hionoured Uni-
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verity. Tt will set upin three provinces of
Ireland, not, I am happy to say,in the province
of Ulster, Roman Catholic ascendancy, and, I
venture to think, enlightened  Romun Catholics
will ghjeet to that quite as much s we de. You
may sy thut this is n very strong indictment,
but'I veuture to suy-itis u true one, for there
is not onesingle thing which I have stuted ahout
the Bill which the billitself does not give facility
to carry into effect, aml you may he quite
surc that those who would be called upon to
administer this il would earry it out to the
bitter end.  Besides all thix, the Bill itselt’ is
bristling with dangers—dangers to the Empire
at large, dangers to this country in particular,
dungers to our own dear Church,  Surely, then,
itis the duty of this great assembly, represent-
ing, as it does, the voice of The Church of
Ireland, to enter their solemn protest against it,
Surely it is the duty of every loyal man in the
country to use every legitimate means in his
ower to prevent it passing into effect, 1 have
Lecn toll—and many of you have doubtless
been told the same thing—that there is not the
wlightest use protesting against it or Imsri'n;.::‘my
resolutions, heeause Mr. Gladstone und his trov-
ernment will not pay any regard to them.  But
we waty Lhere is nouse in reversing t]n‘» conditions
that put Mr, Gludstone and his - Government
into power by u smull majpnty onoa
wrong issue.  And [ have such an opinion of
the good sense of the Bnglish people, and their
hatred of fnjustice, and their dislike to tyranny,
that [ feel sure on the first opportunity  that
thit they liave of exerci-ing the franchise they
will take good care nol to hand over their fellow
subjects of Treland to e victims to this criminal
enaetment,  Ourduty s plain—to use every
legitinate efforts to resistit. Bub whilst we
do so, leb us all, as Christinn brethern, remem-
her that our strengtl is uot inourselyves, but in
the power and wisdom amd the merey of that
Almighty God who overrales all things for 1is
own glory, the prosperity of this country, amd
the care of His Chureh,

Phe conseeration of three Bishops for the
Church of England in the Colonies, in West-
minster Ahbey, on the 25th of March (the Fes-
tival of the Annunetation) i+ an incident wor-
thy of note, more especially as two of them, the
Bishaop of Columbin and the Bi-hop of QWAp-
pelle, were for dioveses within this Dominion,
The thind conscerntion was that of the Rev. Dr,
Swahy, ax Bishop of British Guiana,

Tuw 1}, Rev, Dr, Pervin, the new Bishop of
Columbin, on the Pacitic Coast, is an Oxford
man, who graduated in 1870 from Trinity, and
alter ten years, tuithful work at St Mary’s
Southampton, beeame Viear oft St. Luke™, and
leld that position until his appointment by
the Archbishop of Canterbury—upon refer-
enee made to him by the Synod of the Diocese
of Columbia,~to that Seo. Qur English ex-
changes spenk highly of the new Bishop,  He
had the roputation of being one of the hardest
working and most popular Incumbents in the
town, amd i+ tlso snid to possess remarkable oy-

annizing power.

Tue Rt Rev. W, J. Burn conseerated, asz
ahove mentioned, as Bishop of Qu' Appelle, was
born in 1861 and graduated B.AL from St
John's Uollege, Cambridge, in 18745 was or-
dained deacon and prieat in 18741875 vespect-
ively, by the Bishop of Fly,  His fiest curaey
was  al  Chesterton, Cambridgeshire,  from

whence he went to St, Paul's, Jarrow, where he
remained until 1881, when he accepted the
living of St. Peter’s in the same place, holding
it until 1887, when he resigned it, to the sorrow

- of his parishioners, with whom he was very

popular, In St, Panl’s parish there wus a pop-
ulation of 12,000, and his parochial dutics were
necessarily very arduous, e is said to be a
gifted preacher, and has conducted Missions, Re-
treats and Quict Days for Clergy and Laity;
his pastoral work being characterized by in-
tense carnestness and strong sympathy, endear-
ing him to all with whom he has come in con-
tact, At the time of his appointment he wus
Vicar of Coniscliffe, Darlington, Eng,

Ir would seem that both the Dioceses of Col-
umbis and Qu’Appelle are to be congratulated
upon the choice made by IHis Grace the Arch-
bizhop of Canterbury in their behalf.  So faras
we huve observed, the appointments have been
well received in both Dioceses, though there
have been expressions of dissatisfuctin in other
quarltors with the policy of applying at all'to
the Archbishop of Canterbury, and of introduc-
ing pricats from England to fill Bishoprics in
Canada,  Nol, a5 we understand, that such ap-
pointments have not been in the past satisfac-
tory und beneficial to The Church, but that the
time has come when the priests of the Church
of England in Canada have a vight to expect
advancement, and are qualified for such posi-
tious,  Whilst we share to some extent in this
feeling, we ure, nevertheless, not averse to ap-
pointments from the Mother Church, and Le-
lieve that in most cases such a course i3 of
greater benetit to The Church in this country
than would be the advancement of onr own
clergy,  We give in our Contemporary Church
Opinion the views of Church Bells on these ob-
jections,

Tur Archbishop of Canterbury hay showh
that his memorable words at the Congress in
Wales in regard to the connection between The
Chureh there and in England, whd his assertion
that the latter would stund hy the former in
case of attack upon it, were sincere, Acting
with the Arehbishop of York, he has called o
meeling of the Convoeations of the Provinees of

‘Canterbury and York, in regard to the attuck

upon The Church in Wales, through the so-
ealled Welsh Suspensory Bill, lately introduced
into the British Purliament. Strong opposi-
tion has been manifested to it, and our English
exchanges ave full of articles against, and of
reports of meetings held in cpposition to, it,
The last number of Church Bells, one of the most
moderate of papers, apeaks of it as = this worst
amongst muny bad Gladstonian schemes,” and
afiirms that “ Non-Conformists and Churchmen
unite to say that the measure is an unjust one,
and that they will not have it........cocueeennnen.,
Churchmen ave thoroughly awake und blazon-
ing forth in all directions, as is meet and wise,
the iniquity and robbery of the Wales Suspen-
sory Biil."

Canon Knox—Little expressing his regrot at
not being able to be present at the Central
Council of the Diocesan Conference held in the
thivd week of March last at Wistminster, in re-

gard to this Bill referred to it as having “ not
ceven the advantage of straightforward robbery
but was sneakish and underhand and so, utterly
unworthy of Englishmen™; and he pointed out
that (1) Church property is not national pro-
perty (2) that if it is vight to pillage one reli-
gious Corporation such as the Church of Eng.
land, it must be right to pillage all; and
that, therefore, if there is to be disendowment,
then Wesleyans, Roman Catholics, Baptists awl
Congregationalists and all other religious socic-
ties ought to have their property seized if the
State is to act fairly.” Undoubtedly the tide
is rising rapidly against this iniquitous measure
and we trust that it will receive no uneertain
condemnation,

The proposed Home Rule Bill for Ireland has
more of u political aspect although the relation.
ship between Church and State and of attacks
upon one and otherare so intimately conneeted,
and so close that it is difficult to separate them
at all times,  We are lad to believe oftentimes
through telegrames which appear in the seeu.
Jar papers, that the supporters of Ilome Rule
for Ireland are almost entirely predominant awl
that opposition to it comes from a mere hand-
tul of persons, It in only necessary, however,
to refer to the English papers themselves, both
secular and religions to find how widespread
und intense is the feeling o opposition to this,
another of the “worst amongst many bal
Gladstonian schemes.”  We give in another co-
lumn some remarks of the Archbishop of Dub-
lin touching this lome Rule Bill, and Church-
men and members of other religions bodies (all
classified under the name “ Protestant”) ex-
press the strongest and mest determined opposi-
tion lo the Bill, and the gravest fears as 1o the
result to Protestants, should it he earried, The
“News” of London, Eng., referring to it says.

From all parts of Ireland come announce-
menss of gatherings to express and to record
the unanimous and unalterable resolution of the
Trish Unionists to resist the Disruption Bill by
all means at their command. The agitation into
which the country has heen plunged has ut least
one good cffect—it must bring home to the
most careless and the least observant of British
Separatists the pregnant fict that all classes
and all orders of Ivishmen, save the priest-rid-
den peasantry and their Fenian antagonists:
stand  absolutely united - aguinst the policy
which the Prime Minister of the United King.
dom has borrowed from the Land League,

THE GREAT FORTY DAYS.

There was a great unfolding of old truths
to apostles during the interval between our
Lord’s Resurrection and Ascension. Old
things beeame new in the new understanding
of them. Much of the teaching about the
Kingdom was prospective, but much also
retrospective. The prayer “Thy Kingdom
come” by no means witnesses that it has
not yet come, fur the same divine speaker tells
us that it is and has been long *'at hand.”
But the early teachings of the Resurrection
are chiefly concerned with the events just
past. The most conspicuous clements of it
are to be found in the five wounds of Christ.
They formed the first subject of contempla-
tion after the Hesurrection, and are 1o be
thought of, 1. As proofs of the Resurrection,
teaching the actual bodily identity of the
Risen One with Him who was slain. 2. As
a testimony that the marks of the cross must
remain even though the crucified finally
conquers. The cross is the,great unforgotten
thing in the risen life 3. As telling us of
victory no matter to what terrible extent the
world may rage against us. Tt has a;lready
done its worst. 4. As reopencd by Thomas
through doubt. Doubt wounds hoth the
doubter and Christ. . o

Tt follows of necessity that the risen life is
intended to be a victorious, peaceful, pre-
gressive yet unforgetful life, and that like
Christ the Christian man must he marked.

Every Lent must leave its marks, and they
must be ““the marks of the Lord Jesus.”! We
cannot pass through the Passion of Christ
and remain what we were before its contem-
plation. If there is no progress there is
decay.

The words with which our Lord couples
the exposition of His most glorious wounds
are to be deeply meditated. '%‘hey are * Peace
be unto you,” and Faith (*‘ Be not faithless,”
etc). The latter as cause, the former as
effect, with Victory implied as a middle term.
They offer 2 most urgent invitation to all
despondent souls to enquire for truth even at
the risk of secmning to destrey it, even to
probing with finger and hand the wounds of
Christ.

—

It the Church is really Christ’s Body it is

probable that ehe will show wounds wrought
upon her by false friends, yet that these will
prove not to belong to her true character, not
to be incurable, but rather to be a testimony
that she is Christ's. The more the blemishes
of Holy Church are considered together with
her marvelous lite, the more they indicale
the presence in her of the Undying One.

We want to urge in the light of these re-
marks that our people should not be in a
hurry to forget Lent or let its stern realities
slip, but rather to seek that illumination and
comfort which will bring all things to our
remembrince.

We have quoted “the marks of the Lord
Jesus ™ from St. Paul’s Epistle to the Galatians,

who were unable, through Judaizing tenden-
cies and bondage to the idea of circumeision,
to understand all that the Resurrection
implied of deliverance and newness of life.
The true meaning of these ‘“‘marke” is
“hrands” used to show ownership. St. Paul
meant that he was the slave of Christ, and
needed no circumcision in the flesh to show it.
He was of course circumsized himself, but was
urgent for the freedom of the Gentiles from
such an outward observance. When we gerve
gin we bear its brands, grievous, shameful
ones, but when we serve Christ, His marks
are glorious even though they seem to be
inflicted on us by Iia enemies. ‘Lhose who
bear the likeness of Christ in head and hands
and feet and side, may well be spared from
the imposition of any other tests of Christian-
ity,—Selected.

Cax any man who has a conscience, call u
Chinaman a strapger, when he knows that
one of the most familiar Chinese proverbs is,
“I{ vou have not wounded your conscience,
a knock at the dead of night will not startle
you??" .

Can any man call a Chinaman & stranger
when he recalls that siories like these
emanate from the Chinese: ** Lee was a very
dutiful son.

When his mother died,
her son buried her in the wood ; and ever
afterwards, when the summer thunder rolled.

notion that at death, the soul divides itself
into three parts; one going into the other

Manifestty, my dear friends, we have to
bring ourselves to look humanity in the face
just as it really is. Human, all of them, are
Japanese and Chinamen, and we ought not
to count anything that 18 human foreign to
us. A spark of divinity is in them all, and
our common Divine Father-Head, whom we
all glory in and honor, is recognized by all.

DIOCESE OF COLUMNBIA,

Currel oF ExcraND CmiNesE Mis:roN, Vic-
ToriA, B.C.

This mission which was opened more than
a year ago, has continued its work in spite of
almost unsurmountable obstacles, the most
formidable, perhaps, being that of the small-
pox, during the visitation of which the mis-
sion was temporarily closed,

Since July, when the scare was over, the
work was resumed and carried on indefati-
gably, (with only a few days holiday at
Christmas and during the heavy snow, up to
the Chinese New Year, commencing February

the 15th, when a week's holidey was given) by
the Women’s Auxiliary, 12 lady teachers
giving their services, besides the Superinten-
dent and the Interpreter.

The room used as a school-roorn has been
often fllled from end to end by Chinese echo-

lars time after time, the mission Leing a
favourite one, and could greater accommaoada-
tien be secured, the number would soon be
doubled and trebled.

Several missionuries and visitors, amongst
others Bighopand Mrs. Ridley have inspected
the scholars and their work since the ro ull)en-
ing of the school, anil have expressed their
surprise and pleasure at the high state of efli-
ciency existing in the school,and at the order
and discipline of the scholars. Those actively
engaged in the pood work, however, find the
greatest difliculty in maintaining it for want
of funds, as so little money can be raised in
Victoria for this mission, and the (riends
Iabouring to evangelize the heathen arein-
ereasingly anxious as time goes on, and help
does not come from Canada, as it was hoped
would be the case, after the very urgent ap-
peals made toit, setting forth thegreat poverty
of the Church of England to the Chinese here.
The Methodist mission is well supported and
does not lack funds, hut: though a liberal
grant is kindly sent yearly from Canada for
the Church mission, this year it is feared the
waork will have to struggle and languish for
months longer. an aecount of the delay in the
coming of the new Bishop.

Burely work which is so steadily progress-
ing and is getting so strong a hold on o large
numbor of the Chingse will not be allowed to
drop or standstitl for want of a few dollars.
Besides the secular teaching five nights a week,
there is distinet religious instruction given by
tlie Superintendent twice n week to the whole
school, and many Chinese who have evidently
been deeply impressed by Divine-truth, at-
tend a RBible-class on Sunday ufterneens for
more particular and individual instruction in
the Christian religion with a view to Buptism.
All this is most encouraging, and the workers
should be assisted, instend of hindered by
anxicties through lack of wmouey, in their
Jabour of love amongst these beathen who
cun be numbered by thousands in Vietoria,
Well supported, this mission would be the
first in Britiah Columbia Lelonging 1o the
Cliurch of England, containing ar 1t does a
noble and enthusiastic band of workera who
have, throughoutthe past yenr of severe trinl,
undergone much {ntigue, and, notwithetand-
ing the severity of the wenther have foregone
their own ense and comiort in order to nssist
in enlighitening those of their fellow erealures
from whom until now the Goepel has been
hid.

The number of scholars in the Church of
England sehool inVictorin, exceeds the number
in  the Charch of KEngland schools
in Vancouver und New Westminister together.
Euch week fresh scholars are coming in, and
there are a considerabile number who have at-
tended the school from its commencement.

The Intter are now, many of them able to
read and write well, and always sing in Kng-
lish. Owing 1o the very greal depression in
trade in Victoria, the scholars are mostly un-
able to pay any fees. Sometimes one will
bring his school fee, but a large number of
servanis are out of work. Tt will bLe casily
seen from the above statements that to allow
such an important work to die out would ho
a gcandal to the Church, and money should at
once be fortheoming from Cliristian people
who profess tobelieve that it ismao. ¢ blessed
to give than to receive.”

The Bishop designate will not be conseernted
for another monih, and cannot at the enrlicat
be here until May, and it would seewn that
cruel oversight has heen commitied, ag in the
Letter Leaflet of February it speaksof all con-
tributions for our Chinese inission being
sent to the new Bishop! months hefore he
arrives in Victoria. The workers in the mis-
sion are much sur[.ised at such a great mis-
take. '

The Interpreter, who is a zealous and atten-
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tive helper has had no adequate salary for
months, and the Superintendent no stipend.

Contributions would be gladly received by
T. Galletly, Esqr., Manager Bank of Montreal,
Victoria. Mrs. Galletly is vice-President of
the Women's Auxiliary in Victoria, and any
funds deposited in the bunk would be dealt
with by a Committee of the W. A. The man-
ager and his family are highly respected
members of the Church and well known in
Canada.

The appointment of three English clergymen
to as many Cunadian bishopries in a short
perind of time has been shavply eritteized by
some Canadinn lnity ael clergy. It should be
wb once emphatically stated that there is not
the slighteat ohjection to any of the three clergy
who have left owr shores for Cannda, For them
personatly, there is the heartiest fecling of res-
peet, It s simply the general principle of tak-
ing clergy from Bngland who are unacquainterl
with the modes of thought wnd ways ol life of
Canadian people, nnd whe have not shared any
of their hardships, which constitutes the grie-
vance, [ has been asked, with some show of
reuson, whether there are, among all the Kng-
lish elergy who have, from their youth upwards,
passed their lives in that country, awd have
spend and been speat for it, none who are wor-
thy to Kll o Canadian bishopric.  The delega-
tion of the chuice of the men to our Archbishop
has heen another little rock of offence.  The Ca-
nadian bishops ought themselves, i6 has been
lausibly argued, to have made the sclection,
Yo are fur from hastily condemning the spirit
of which these things ure the outeome, They
indieate 0 growing sclf-relinnee, which is abso-
lutely necessary tor the building up of a great
Canadinn Churel, They are, perhaps, a little
promafure, and a sign of the self-eonfilence
which is the invarinble charieteristic of youth,
"The Archbishop need ot be blamed for aceept-
ing tho trust which was oftered him, and the
manner in which hia Grace discharged it is ad-
mittedly not to be impugned,  We would urge
Canalinn Chureh people to have a little patience,
and to asle themselves whether the time has
really arrived when their ehurch does not re-
quive to lean o little upan its mother in Kng-
fand,

Tu the Editor of the Ciivrent GUARDIAN:

Sir,—~I am glad tosee an agitation in favour
of nmore aggressive work on the part of the
hurch, Tt is painful to see our leaders not
leading us, but leaving it to rank and file to
press for action and advance, and then have
water thrown on their efforts. As one inter-
ested in Church Consolidation from the hegin-
ning of the movement, I am thankful to find
that it is virtnally an accomplished fuct, and
I have no fear of anything but the best results
from thut act of statesinanship. Tt isnow time
for u forward and active missionary and ag-
gressive movement, unless we wish to submit
to the humiliation of seeing our church lag
behind in the religious history of the Domin-
ion. I will indicate two or three lines of
thought suggestive of what vught to he done
in my opinion.

L. The multiplication of missionary bishops.
I am in thorough accord with Dr. Langtry
and others in the'r proposals. There is no
doubt that the formation of new diaceses, sti-
mulates effort, and increases the life, work,
and giving power of the Church. Is God's
work to wait and languish until 840,000 be
raised. Endowments are useful to give stabil-
ity to the diocese, but let the man be com-
missioned, let him depend for a moderate
support on a ;];eneml missionary society of the
United Church, and as he is able gather his
endowment and relieve the society of the

charge for that particular field, or let him de-
pend partly on the society and partly on his
diccese. When priests in a diocese are toiling
on salaries from $600 to $800 a year, should
not a bishop be willing to live on $1,500 or
$2,000.

2. 1 believe the selection of bishops should
be made from those who are serving at the
altars of the Canadian Church. I have held
this view for many years and time only deep-
ens my conviction of its wisdom. The na-
tional spirit which is growing so rapidly in
polities, literature and in other ways is singu-
larly lacking in the Church. Split up as we
have been into provinces and independent
dioceses, with the spirit of congregationalism
rampant in our parishes and a narrow dio-
cesanism in many of our dioceses we lack con-
fidence in our Church as a whole, we have
little esprit d corps and lit le or no enthusiasm
in building up a Canadian Church in a Cana-
dian Dominion. We have 1.200 clergy on the
roll. There are many of them fitted by per-
sonal character, practical ability and organiz-
ing powerto fill our bishopries, and yet in }05
vears of our history anly three of Canadian
hirth have ever heen appointed to the Episeo-
pate. A few in later yearshave been appoint-
ed from the ranks of our clergy. The above
fucls mie not ereditable to our colleges and
theological schools. Our young men do not
eome forward in sufficient numbers to supply

our missions, and in  many places
the Church i8 not in  touch with
the «c¢lags of  Canadians who form

the backbone of the country. Bishop Gilbert,
of Minnesota, said the other day that out of
seventy-five bishops oniy four were born out
of the United States, and all were thoroughly
Ameriean ju sentiment. Our Church will not
grow as she oughtto do, until shisthorough-
ty Canadian in sentiment and spirit.

" 3. We need envichment of the prayer book.
Among other things there should be a third
service for Sundays, services for great festivals,
for the burial of achild, for rogation days and
for missions and revision of the rubricsto suit
the altered condition of our timeand country.

4. The Church should take the lead more in
the great moral and socinl questions of the day.
We are far behind the Mother Church on the
great temperance question and other pro-
Dlems which confront us in these days, and
we are losing a class of our people hecause of
it,

These are some of th2thingsT think a conse-
lidated ehurch might grapplie with. T believe
the Church of Englund to be fitted asno other
body is to do a great work in this land. But
I believe we arc losing our opportunities and
allowing others todistance us for want of wige
and enthusiasticleaders, and cordial and unit-
ed co-operation throughout the whole Church.
T hope these matters will be kept before the
Church, and that we shall see through the
General Synod a vigorous effort to place the
Canadian Church alreast of the times, mllf’
our young mentio her ministry and evokesuch
a splrit as will make her more and more the
Chureh of the people of the Dominion.

Rev. and Dear Sir,—Yours of 30th Sept.
last only came into my hands this afternoon.

You tell me that Professor Rentoul, of Mel-
hourne, is reported to have stated, in Toronto,
that in this colony the Anglicans numbered
300,000 of whom only 50,000 attended church,
while out of 132,000 Presbyterians 69,000 were
regular attendants; and you ask whether
these statements are correct.

They are, in my belief untrustworthy, and
I will give my reasons for that belief.

A Victorian “ Year book " is issued an-
nually by the government. The number of
adherents of each denomination may bhe
thoroughly depended upon, for they are taken
from official census records.

The latest issue gives these numbers, for
15891, as follows:—

C. E. population ......lcccooceiiiinnnns 401,664
Presbhyteriang...ccco..ooenns cenerreanienes 166,741

(Vide “ Hayter's Victorian year book,” Vol.
IT. published 1892, p. 447.)

So that Prof. Rentoul has mis-stated the C.
E. and Presbyterian population by 135,405.

The numbers of actual attendants at Church
are most diflicult to arrive at accurately in
the year book,

These are taken from representations of the
different denominations, and for purposes of
comparison are notoricusly worthless, as they
are not registered by all with equal accuracy,
or on the same principles.  Often the figures
returned are impossible on the face of Lhem.

E. (r.in Vol. 1. p. 388, the following re-
turns are made for 1891

No. of individuals attending

No sensible person places the least con-
fidence in the value for purposes of comypari-
gon, of this part, of the statists returns. Yet
I have little daubt that Prof. Rentoul is quot-
ing from it, for the numbers he gives of at-
tendants in C. E. and Presbyterian, respec-
tively, roughly carrespond tothe returnsin the
book, viz., 50,000 and 70,000 (precisely 58.981
and 70,480, one may fairly state them as 54,000
and 70,500 in closely approximate round
numbers.)

Now the Church of England retwrns are
made to the statist with the most careful mo-
desty, and as accurately as possible from the
average of distinet individuals attending the
prineipal Sunday service. I accept 60,000 as
probably representing that figure at the pre-
sent time. It is not a satisfactory one; but it
by no means represents the number of C. E.
people who attend church with more or less
regularity, this would be a very much larger
number ; but it is impossible to give it accu-
tately, and I prefer not to volunteer a guess.
" I am perfectly certain that some of the re-
turns of the other denominations are not a
correet statement of the average of distinct in-
dividuals at the principal service, and there-
fore, absolutely decline to accept a comnpari-
sen based on those returns.

I have no means of knowing how the Pres-
byterian figure is reached, and cannot say,
therefore, whether it is correct or not. Prof.
Rentoul’s statement of the number of Angli-
cans and Presbyterians in the colony I have
shown to be considerably—and this return of

Anglican attendants appreciably—below the
truth.

Had he confined himself to the general
statement, that Church attendance in propor-
tion to membership is Jamentably low in Vie-
toria, I should entirely have concurred with
him,

Guardion, In the first place, T will give the
address of the Sveretary of the Coancil :(—Mins
L. L. Ryerson, 520 East 87th strect, New York
city, N.Y,, who will, I am sure, be only tec
pleased to enlighten any one as to the inner
working of the order, und put any clergymun in
the way of organizing a Chaptor in his parish,

The order has a very humble origin. I take
this from the report of Mrs, Franklin, Head of
the Order: “ One of the senior Bible Classes for
young ladies in the Church of the Holy Sepul-
chre, N.Y, had for its classname * Daughters of
the King.” Desirous of stimulating its mein-
bers to greater activity and more carnest zeal
for Christ and the Church, their teacher called a
meeting for the purpose of arousing their sym-
pathy and interest, and to urge their co-opera-
tion, as a class, in pome defined work and objeet
for the parish. The result of the meeting was
80 encouraging, and the spirit of enthusizssm so
carnest for greater activity, that, having ob-

tained the Rector's consent to their forming an
association, 1 committee was apyointed to select
a badge and motto, to be worn by the mem-
hors, as asign of their membership and Chris-
tiun obligations,  Very quiotly the Daughters’
influence wns exerted, and then, from other
classes and other fields, came the repuest to
wear their badge and join their efforts, The
Rev., W, Kenyon having been called o the
parish as rector, it was decided, after consulta-
tion with him, to establish the Order on a per-
manent basis, and it is to the Chaplain of Alpha
Chapter that we are to-day indebted for the
constitulion which has made our organization
churchly in character, seviptureal in its heliet'and
creed, definite in ohjeet, but simple and elastie
in method—seeking by its two-fold Rule of
Prayer and Serviee, to inspire within the heart
of every churchwoman, who becomes a member,
the spirit of personal responsibility nnd perronal
exertion,”

After a trial of over four months T ean tostity
to the value of the Order. 1 hecomes a great
help to a clergyman v his arduous duties,
Members, who pledge themselves to the two
Rules, are only too willing to do what they ¢an
ta fullit their obligations,  The resalt is, the sick
and the aged are regularly visited, the chureh
and communion vessels better eared for, people
are invited to the church’s services and wel-
comed to wit in the pews of the members of' the
Order, members themselves become hetter ae-
quainted, mvl @ greater interest is taken in one
another's welthare (that which is so much lneking
in the dear old Churel of” lEngland), ndded 1o
which s the * earnest effort,” o ringle effort, an
act, or a word, to bring some one neaver to the
Chureh,” and to Jesus Christ—the Head,

It is impossible to ntate what good the Order
is capable of working. There are so many
hranches of Churel work, in which godly women
can exercise their talents, and the value of sueh
un Order as this is, that the Reetor knows at
onee who is willing to do this or that particular
work, and knows st the same time that he will
not be refused,

1 am not aware at the present time that there
is any connection  whatever  between  the
*Danghters of the King” and the ™ King's
Daughters” The lutier Society warks on ditler-
ent lines and iy not connected with any chureh,
Al ure weleomed within ity cirele, and, T he-
lieve, it does & good work,  Bul theolder Order,
the * Dauglters of (he King," sticks (o the
Church, and works for i1, and prays for it. |
have often wondered when 1 have rend in the
columng of the Churek Guardian, of * King's
Danghters” working in parishes, why  the

When the day dawns, and shadows flee away."

Their very dustis guarded ; their bodies are
redeemed as well as their souls, and they shall
be given back to us again in all perfeotion, more

dear, more beautiful, more hlessed than before:
“ for this corruptible mnst put on ineorruption,
and this mortuf must pat on immortality, and
then shall be brought to puss the saying thatis
written, Death is swallowed up in victory.”
The stone is rolled away—Bishop Pakenham
Walsh.

SUNDAY OBSERVANCE IN EUROPE.

Nover has the subject of Sunday observance
attracted such universal attention as at present.
Many of the nations have pussed iaws regulat-
ing Sunday work, Some of these show very
advanced sentiments in regard to the lceeping of
the Lord’s day. In Austria,women and minors
are forbidden to work in factories on Sunday,
and a Government permit is necessary in order
to carry on any manufacturing business on that
day. Sunday evening and Monday morning
pupers are not allowed, as the work on them
must be done on Sunday. Switzerland gives ull
workmen employed in mills, tuctories or shops,
the entire day, and all employces on transporiu-
tion lines or m the pubiie servics at least seven-
teen Sundays in the courso of the year. In ex-
trome cuscs, or in the interest of the state, men
muy work in factories on Sunday by govern-
ment permission, but must not work two Suu-
duys in succession, A new and important rail-
wuy has made absoluie frecdom from Sunday
trafile for twenty-live years & cluuse in ity char-
ter, 1n France employees are required 1o rest
one duy in seven, but that iz not necessarily the
Sabbath.  Shopping and public business are de-
creasing in consequence of the Sunduay-Rest
Jengue,  la Germany factories, mills and work-
shops of all kinds are elosed on Sunday by im-
perial command,  Bazaars and shops may not
remain open more than five hours, Sunday race
meetings are frowned upon by the emperor, and
s the fuvor of the powers that be is necessary
to sticeess, they are very unsatistuctory alairs,
In Holland there is a general movement for
Sunday rest. Some of the most intluential pa-
pers have ceased 1o issuo their Sunday numbers,
froight teatife is swuspended, und luws ave passed
protecting womon and minors trom demands for
Sunday Inbor. Hungary has laws making the
hours of rest from 6 p.m. on Saturduy to mid-
night on Sunday, The rost movement is gain-
ing groundd rapidly in other particulurs. Swe-
den, Norway and Denmark all have restricive
Sunday laws, the latter torbidding work in fue-
tories between 9 a.m. and midnight. While the
most urgent petitions have been sent to the head
of the church, therse has been no advance in Sun-
dny movement in Russiz. The utmost disregard
tor the-Sabbath is manitested in many respecty,
the people sceming to forget that there is any
Sunday to observe, Upon the whole, the situa-
tion is most encouraging, and shows marked
improvement within a fow yeurs, as well as evi-
douaces of a still turther advance in the near
future.—Secular Paper,

BISHOP CLARK ON THE CHURCH
IN WORK.

I have said that the great want of the
Church to-day is a more simple trust in
Christ. We have our fuvorite schools of
thought, most elaborate organizations, abun-
dance of machinery ; but if the spirit of God
is not in the wheels, the chariot will drive
heavily. Are we not in all guarters giving
too much attention to matters of subordinate

importance, subtle questions of dogma of
which we hear very little from the mouth of
Christ, matters of polity about which all that
is said in the New Testament could be put
into a single chapter, architecture and
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decorations and forms and svmholisms,
which have a relative importance, although
nothing is said about them in the four
Gospels? Are we not in danger of relying too
much upon our machinery, our societies and
guilds and orders, and multitudinous con-
trivances for doing the work of the Church,
and which leave some of our clergy wver
little time for thought and study? Than
God for all the new life that has come to us
in these latter days, of which these organiz-
ations are the symbol, and, to some extent,
the source; but they will prove to be a
delusion and a snare in the moment that we
let go the Saviour’s hand, and forget that all
the life must come from Him.

. * * * * * * *

We may not have made all the progress
which at one time might have been anti-
cipated, but there are still some very en-
couraging things in the condition of our
church to-day. In almost every quarter we
have a broader and more comprehensgive
view of the province of The Church, a
clearer seuse of its corporate power; we have
more intelligent view of the influence it was
intended to exert upon the administration of
civil government, the adjustment of business
relations, the purifying and elevating of
public amusements, the solution of the
terrible problems of pauperism, and crime,
and drankeness and social vice, the regula-
tion of family life, aud everything else that
kxert-ains to the spiritual welfare of man.
Ve ate heginning to see that this is what
Christ intended when He established His
kingdom, and not merely the plucking here
and there of an occaxional sinner out of the
jaws of hell. We are beginning to see as we
never did before, what are the stones which
must be rolled away, in order fo admit the
light of life into the souls of these poor out-
custs who can never knuw what holiness and
purity mean until the outward eonditions of
their existence are changed. They must be
brought out into the sunshine, where they
cun breathe the uir which God made tor them
to breathe ; they must be fed and clothed,
aml taught to feed and clothe theusselves;
they must be made sumehow to have respect
for themselves, and to desive something
better for themselves, and have something
offered them thut will wake life wu.t) 1iving,
Lefore we can hope that they wiil becume the
disciples of Christ.

OxcE, only, in the history of tho world, has
the astonishing usserdon been made: “[ am
t ¢ Resurrection and the Life.” Some may
have cluimed immunity from death, but soon
the grave closed over them and they were gone,
Imposters have cluimed almost every power
but thut of restoring the dead to life. Death
guve them pause, 1t was too awtul, too inexo-
rable, to be trifled with, Yot there is One who
has made good Ilis cldm to be not only the
Light but wlso the Lite of the world—to have
power even over doath, by bringing baek the
dead to life, and by rizing from the death to
which He voluntarily submitted when He boro
our sins in His own body on the tree. - All this
and more, is implied in the Easter salutation’
“The Loxrd is Risen ! "—Living Church,

. Tue death of The Right Rev, Wi, Ingra-
ham Kip, D.D,, L.L. D. first Bishop of Califor-
nia, is announced. He was eonsecrated on the
28th October, 1853, the Festival of St. Simon
and St, Jude, and set sail viz Panama for his
diocese on the 20th December following—~forty

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WHAT IS THE CHURCIE?

This is a question which many people are ask-
ing, and, indeed, none of us can_ feel quite com-

1—“The Church is the collection of all true
believers in Chirist throughout the world ) und,
as we cannot tell who are really gowl, it is an
invisible Church, and unknown to us.”

2~ Any sociely of Christian men united for
religions purposes is u Churceh, e.g—the Chureh
of England, Buptinty, Wesleyans, Unilurians,
Mormons, ele., and the Churely is the sum of all
the Churches.”

d—"The Churelr is the religion of the coun-
try ag established or wottled for it by itta Gov-
aroment,”

But none of these answers will do at all,

Notone: For nearly all that the Bible says
about the Chureh will he empticd of meaning ;
rg.—onr Lord says (Matt, xviii. 17), *Tell it
mito the Chureh, but it he negleet 1o hear the
Chareh, ete)” But how can we tell it to, or
hewr, an invisible, unknown hody ? - The invisi-
Dle Clerelr can have no laws, government, or
Sacraments, M1 helieve in the Holy Catholic
Cluareh” would mean “1 helieve in all good
Christinng ™ @ what can be the meaning of that?
and why was it put into the Creed?

Nor 2: For thongh we read of the Churches in
the Bible, she words there mennt something
very difterent from what they do now.  For the
Chorrehes were simgly loeat divisions of the (uni-
versal) Churef: in one city shere could only ho
vne Church, and not five or six as now: and
there was full commnnion hetween all these loeal
Churehes, and agreement in doetrine and disci-
Pine; whereas now 1t 15 our disagresments
which make “the Churches” I there is “one
Lowd, one Fuith, ane Baptism,” there ean only
he “one Chureh.”

Tle
ealled Himselta king 3 and He was put o death
for cliiming to be King of the Jews, When
Pilate asked Him  Avt thow a king then 2" e
answered, - Thou savest that | am n king, To
this cad was [ horn,* (loha xviii, 37). Being
a king, Jesus has © His Kingdom,” (ver, 36), aud
a greal part of [his teaching is about this Aingy-
dom of God, ov of Meaeen, 'This kingdom e
twice ealls the Chareh (Mt xvi, 18, xviii, 17).
And after is was tounded, on the day of Pente-
vost (Aets i), we can follow its growth in the
Acts where i is alwavs spoken of as the Chureh,

Here are some of onr }ml'd's ordinanees con-
verning the Uhureh—(1). He gives it a gov-
erament—the twelve Apostles,  He ealls them
the stewardy of, aud teaches them the mysteries

of the Kingdom of eaven ; and at the end gives
them 2 definite commission, “As my Father
hath sent Me, so send T you,” (John xx. 21}, —
(2). Ile appoints a rite of admission—LHoly
Baptism (John jii. 5, Matt. xxviii. 19); and a
condition of continued membership—1Iloly Com-
munion.—(3). Megives tothe Chureh the power
of discipline, © if he neglect to hear the Church,
let him be unto thee as an heathen man and a
publican,” or excommunicate~—(4). ¢ pro-
wises aneternul existence, ¢ Upon this rock will
I build my Church, and the gates of hell shall

‘not prevail against it.”

To recognize this kingdom at the present day,
we must find out its marks, or “notes.”  These
we shall learn by considering its object. The
Kingdom of England, for instance, is an nssocia-
tion of Englishmen for their mntua] protection
and the furtherance of their interests at home
and abrond, The object of the Church is the
same, only being spiritual, it aims at the spiri-
tual welfire of its members,—in theologieal lan-
guage, the sulvation of souls, Now (to speak
very briefly) sulvation consists in (@) know-
ledge of' the true God and Jesus Christ whom
He has sent (John xvii. 3), and (b) eternal life.
So Jesus came (@) lo make God known unto
men; (6) to give 1o men elernal tife: as St John
deseribes it, “Grace and Truth came by Jesus
Christ ™ (i. I7). And the Church exists to carry
on ITis work among men,  Therefore—

(). The Church must possess the Truth (or)
Faithy about God and 1is Sen to make it known
to mren : she is the pillar and ground of the
Treath " (1T, §ii. 153, This Trath taught by
the Apostles was in early days written down in
the Creed ; and the witness (o, and proof of, the
('reed is in the Bible,

(h.) The Churel must convey tomen the true
Life. 'T'his cternal life s the free gift or graee
of God, and consists in union with Jesus Christ,
By IHis own appointment this wnion is ordina-
rily conveyed to us through certain channels
which we call Suerainents: in Holy Baptism our
union with Christ is begun, in 1oly Communion
it is continually renewed,

(). It the Saeraments effect this for us, it is
most important to have real or true Sacraments,
Obviousty no chancee person ean make o Suera-
ment, hut he only o whom God has given witho-
redy s A mun enn receive nothing, except it be
given him from above.” This anthority was
first wiven to the Apostles, and by them it was
passed on Lo athers, and the mediwm by which
the authority was conveyed was laying on of
hands,  Those persons who have received antho-
rity, whieh has duly come down from the Apos-
tles 10 administer the Sacraments, and who are
also eharged with guavding the Trath, ave called
the m a"m'stry.

(d)g: If the Chureh is one, it must be histori-
cally continvous with its beginning,  No stream
or hody if eut across the middle can preserve its
unity or eontinuity. Nor can the Church if she
has severed the links which connect her with
the Chureh in itsintaney.  One of the chief out-
ward links which thus makes the Church one is
this Apostolic ministry, coming down in un-
hroken descent from the Apostles through the
laying on of hands, which is administered by
Bishops.

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THE DRINK BILL FOR 1892.
In a letter to The Times on the
above subject, Dr. Dawgon Burns
gives the following figures, as
compared with a similar estimate
for 1891, and makes certain de-

ductions  therefrom, which we’
quote at some length :— :
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There was an increased expendi-
ture on Brilish gpirits of £611,058,
875; a decrease of £328,037 on

foreign and colonial spirits, which
reduced the incrense on spirits to
£283.021.  On beer the decrease
was £428,266, and on wine £209,-
168, a collective decrease of £637,-
4245 and deducting the net in-
crease oh spirits there remains a
net decrense on last years expend-
iture, ag compared with that of
1891, of £354,413.

The population of the United
Kingdom was officially estimated
for the middlcofl 1892 at 38,109,329,
which gives an average expen-
diture per head on intoxicatin
liquors of £313s. 11d., as compare
with £3 15s., in 1891, and £3 l4s,
4d. in 1830. For each family of
five persons this outlay was re-
spectively £18 11s.- 8d. in 1890,
£18 159, 1n 1891, and £18 9s. 7d. in
1892,

To what extent the three great
divisions of society—~upper, middie.
and lower—are responsible for this
vagt annunl expenditure on alecoho-
lic drinks can only be conjectured.
It is to be feared that those who
aro included in the comprehensive
phrase, *the working classes, ”
spend a larger proportion of their
eurnings in this way than those
whose incomes are considerably

reater. Some years ago the late
rofessor Leone Levi computed
that to the working people of the
country was due upwards of 60
per cent, of the then annual ex-
penditure on drink. Even were
this estimate reduced to 50 per
cent., it would follow that in 1892
more thun 70 millions sterling

came out of the wages of this class ;
and, as their eniire earnings are
caleulated at about £600,000,000. it
would appear that nearly one-
eighth of what is thus earned is
spent in a manner productive of
far more loss than benefit.
