‘Hatred of England is the one political
sentiment Which fills the lrish heart at once in Ire-
laad, in England where the Irish element is now
growirg formidably strong, in Australia, and in the
U. States, In America I have marvelled at the
strength and vitality of the feeling. "To say that
Ireland “ i6'in a state of veiled rebellion” is a reck-
less and mischievous exaggeration. * Sacrilege”
and “ confiscation” have put the leaders of the peo-
ple, both lay and clerical in the maia on the side of
order, and rebellion, veiled or unveiled, never comes
inte exisfence without leaders. But the evil spirit
of Irish history has not been laid, nor has the dan-
ger of Irish disaffection been finally removed.” Dur-
ing the struggles and controversies of the last cen-
tory, between orations, pamphlets, polemical his-
tories, and ballads, the disunionist sentiment has
even embodied itself in a patriotic literature, vigor-
ous and popular encugh to fora another unhapoy
obstacle in the way of a completo fusion of ‘the na-
tions. Surely we do not require any extraordinary
power of sympathy, or of looking at things not
merély from an " English poiut of view, to under-
starid why an ordinary 1rish  Catholic, notwithstand-
ing the concessions he has obtained, still cherishes
the vision of Ircland fox the Irish, After all, too,
Ireland is & soparate island, not a group of English
counties. I once heard & Frenchman, with the
gallantry of his race, impetuously deny the exist-
ence’ of the St. George's Channel, and assert that
England and Ireland were parts of the same island.
Some Englishnen stem to be morally under the
same impreseion, The extreme Home ‘Rulers aim,
1 suppose, at . legislative separation, with two Par-
liaments under one Crown, Whatever might be
the case if Government were personal, it being Par-
liamentary, such a plan is totally oub of the ques-
tion. ' Better a thousand times would be the com-
plete separation of the kingdoms. The two Parlia-
ments, setting out in mutual jealousy and bitter-
ness, would soon pull difierent ways. They would
pull different ways infinance, in tariffs, in questions
of peace and war, in the question, if it should ever-
arlse, of a Regency, or even of the succeesion to the
Crown. Itis needless to argue where experience
has decided. For nineteen years Ireland epjoyed
the boon of Iegislative independence. Duriug those

The resunlt of the Ballot, whether

good or evil, has shown how completely prevision

in politics may be at favlt without experiment;

while under the present system of national legisla-

tion no safe experhment can be made. Frequent

elections may be in some respects a nwisance, but

they are an essential condition of popular govern~
ment, because in no other way can the interest of
the people in pclitics and the political intelligence

of the masses be kept slive. After seven years of
pelitical inactivity and apathy, your elections will

be carried by the merest local influence, by beer,

corruption, low wire-pulling, or blind chance—

Kidderminster is not the only place which in the

late elections bas read the nation a serious lesson

on this subject. Moreover, the election of a local

legislature with competant powers.might supersede

the necessity of those minor elections the multipli-

cation of which, under recent legislation, caused

some one fo say that an Englishman's life wounld

soen be spent in voting. If ever England musters

courage to follow the exnmple of all ether nations

by reforming hier Upper Chamber and bringing it
into harmony with ber general instifutions, election

by local legislaturcs affords the obvious, and ‘pro-

bubly the only available means of accomplishing

the object.

33 and 100 per cent. of water. Dr.J. Bradie, Local
Government Board Tnspector, who bad noticed the
bad quulity of the milk, deposed that it would ser-
fously effect the henlth of the children, who were
fed on it, as it deprivedithem of balf the nutriment
which they were supposed to receive. Dr. 0'Deno-
hoe testfiedas to the general bad guality of the milk.
It was stated that one of the guardians, who doubted
that chamistry could detect adulteration sent up
withthe contractors ssmples a pure specimen of
milk, and one intentionally mixed with 20 per cent
of water, and that Dr. Cameron stated exactly what
they were.

terms of the motion are extremely vague; but we
have no doubb the clauses of the. Bill will remove
all doubt respecting the design of its inventor, It
can have but one object and one meaning if it have
any purpose or meaning at all, Read by the light
shed upon it by the anterior conduct of Mr. Newde-
gate, it must be obvious to all that the intention is
1o subjeet the monastic and conventual institutions
in Great Britain to inspection by official inquisitors,
like lunatic asylums and prisons, In the concep-
tion of his diseased mind, Nuns are lunatics or worse
or a mixture of both. The public can bLardly have
forgotton already his charges against certrin con-
vents and Nuus in Staffordshire—the terrible stories
he told in the House of Commons aboutdark vaults,
and cruel fiagellations, and terrible screams of the
victims; and how he shrank from the investigations
challenged by the Bishop of Birmingham, and lLow
the false charges were blown to atoms by the report
of a Protestant nobleman, But this explosion, has
had no effect upon Mr Newdegate, except, perhaps,
to rivet in his morlid fancy his hallucination about
the Religious Life and the inmates of convents,
Granting leave to bring in a Billupon any subject at
&ll nffecting national institutions or interests being
almost a matter of courss, the permission aslked by
Mr. Nowdgate on Tucsday evening was granted:
but, though a Tory Admistration is installed in
ofiice, and the Tory Minister has at his call o clear
majority of fifty-two members in the House of Com-
mons, we do not apprehend that Mr Newdgate's Bill
will become part of this written law of the Uuited
Kingdem. Itis too great an outrage upun the
Catholics of tho Empire—bome and colenial—too
gretuitous an insult to the Catholic nobility and
gentry of the United Kingdom, whose sisters, and
daughters, and relatives constitute the occupants of
the convents against which the mensure is aimed to
perinit its ever passing throngh the different stages
in the two Houses of Parliament., We are well
aware that in the present Administration through
a1l its departments there iz not ene Catholic. We
are also conscious of the fact that by the immense
majority of the members of the Houses of Lords
and Commons the tenets of the  Caiholic Church
are largely rejected, and its religious inatitutions are
wholly disliked. But modern Liberalism bas more
sympathy thar Toryism with Exeter Hall,
The Tories are at all events, ambitious of being con-
sidered gentlemen ; and no gentlman, unless under
-the influence of a craze, will vote for such a Bill as
that proposed by Mr. Newdegate, For what doesit
imply 7 Does it not imply plainly and absolutely
that the Catholic nobility and gentry. of Great Bri-
tain (we are glad chat Ireland is left out of the Bill)
are o dead to all the feelings of humanity, 8o insen-
.sible toall the instincts of nature, ag to allow. the
female membors of their families to be immured in
dungeons against their inclination, and subjected to
.even physical torture at the caprice of heartless ty-
rants? Is that credible? Will Mr. Disraell affirm
that proposition? Will the Earl of Derby, or Lord
John Manners, or the Duke of Richmond affirm it?.
That will be seen by the fate of Mr. Newdegato's Bill ;
and for ourselves we have no hesitation of commit.
ting ourselvestothe opinion that the Government will
not help forward a Bill so wautonlyoffensive to a very
large portion of the Queen’s thoroughly Iloyal
snbjects, so utterly without justification by cireum-
stances,and so wholly unnecessary and uncalled
for. A Iarge proportion of the conventual . institu-
tions in this country are educational establishments
-where young ladies intended for the secular life are
educated, and where, consequently, the inuer lifo of
the gonvent is known to the laity, Many of the
other religious esiablishmenis are Lomes for the
houseless poor, schools for the education of the
children of the poor, asylums for servants out of
place, and reformatories for fallen women. About
thess thers is no secrecy—nothing which the Reli.
gious Sisterhood are afrnid should come to light—
nothing to be.concealed. Go to Blardford-square ;
go to Nazareth House, near Brook Green; go to the
Houge of the Little Sisters of the Poor—and Mr.
Newdegate, without the aid 6f an Act of Parliament
or & police inspector, will find the doors open, and
may satisfy his curiosity by inspertion and ques.
tioning to the top of hie bent, Even the cloistered
Nuns have. free_intercourse with their families, to:
whom they may make known their feelings, and by
whom in case of wrong or oppressien they would of
course be protected by appeal to the Bishop of the
Diocese as Visitor-General of all monastic institu.
tions within the scope of his episcopsl jurisdiction,
or to the Gourt of Queen's Bench should the deci-
sion of the Bishop be umsatisfactory, There is
therefore, no necessity whatever for Parliamentary
interference in this matter, . In the United King-
dom women become Nuns simply because they wish.
it, and they remain in their convents solely for the
‘same reason. 'They cannot be forced into convents
to lead a relicious life, nor can they De forced. to re-

froe act of their own free will, Is mot Mr., Newde-
gate's interference in the 'matter an impertinent
intrusion, to characterise it by the inildest phrase
possible?

-{'THB INDIAR FAMINE.~Some of the recent despatch-
es from India give an account of the condition of
things in the famine stricken districts quite at vari-
ance with the painfui statements of the correspon-
dect of the Daily News. A telegram in the Standerd
of Saturday alleges that Mr. Forbes' pictures of the
distress are exaggerated, and that the actual scarci-
ty is far below the apprehensions. The Famine is
described a5 being everywhere under contro), and
the relief works cxceed what is necessary. Govern-
‘ment food accumulatians are superabundant, and
likely to go to waste. According to the Standard's
correspondent there have been a dozen deaths.from
starvation altogether; the alarming telegrams that
have been sent home are laughed at, and the En.
glish subscriptions aie looked upon as superfluous.
A letter in the Spectator, vouched by the editor as
having been written by one of the few Anglo.In-
dinns who know what famine means, describes the
general condition of the country asless gloomy than
in former years of scarcity, and asgerts that up to
the 11th of March therehad been no real famine.

Tz Cost oF TAR AsHANTEE Expzprmoy.—It is
stated that the expenditure of the War Office in the
‘current financial year will amount to, say, £260,000,
excluding stores of obsolete pattern not requiring
to be replaced of the value of £55,000, apart from
charges incurred on account of Captain Glover, and
leaving nothing chargeable to next ycar; that the
expenditure of the Admiralty in the same period
will amount to £280,000,including Captain Glover's
charges, but leaving a sum of £70,000 to be paid in
1874-75 ; that Captain Glover's expedition will cost,
the Colonial Offibe (£118,000 to close of January),
say, adding an estimate for the ensuing two months,
about £150,000—muking a total of £690,000.

any marked. advantages resulting from the com-
pulsory system, we also fail to share the confidence
felt by many in the moral results of purely secular
education, Many of the statistics so freely paraded
s to the proportion of ignorance among the crimi-
nal classes, need to be read with quailfying reaserva-
tions. - Prison inmates represent only the ruder and
grosser forms of sinning.. These criminals, more-
over, are mainly drawn from that class who have
no adroitness, who bave no influence or friends to
shield them from the consequences of their offenses,
who drift into prison because théy are ignorant of
methods how to keep out of them. Secular educa-
tion is more successful in teaching men how to es-
cape tho consequences of their crimes than it is in
teaching 'men not to commit crimes.  There is &
very large proportion of illiteracy in our prigons
because the illiterate ure stupid as well asg illiterate,
and are victims to their own reétleggness. It isonly
occasionally that a  back defaulter expiates his
crime by incarceration; it is comparatively - rare
that the wretched thief of the pavement escapes his
prison-doom, If we could get statistics of all the
crimes committed, and not simply of those punished,
geculnr education would not come off so triumph-
antly as it now does in the criminal records” ~

NEWS OF THE WEEK.

Still the telegraph from Spain is very bar-
ren of reliable news. Fighting commenced
acar Bilboa on Wednesday, the 23th wlt,, the
.object of the revolutionists being to dislodge
.the Royalists from the strong position. which
they ocoupy. Some slight sucoesses arc claimed
for the fermer, but as cxperience shows that
‘the reports which reach us from Madrid are
very unreliable, we attach but little importance
40 those which announce Serrano's triumph.

« Tt is rather dispiriting” says the London
Times, * after the trinmphs and congratulations
«of the last few weeks, to be told that the worat
of our difficulties on the Gold Coast.are just
now begioning.” Such nevertheless: seems to
be the case; and the only cause for-rejoicing
over the rcsult of the Ashantee expadition
turns out to be that we have managed to effect
2 safe retreat. It is proposed, and it is to be

‘hoped that the proposil may be oarried out,
‘%0 abandon the Coast settlements entirely, and
40 wash our hands of the whole concern.

Late telegrams report that the Carlists have
“been forced to abandon their position, and that
in comsequence the siege of Bilboa has. been
raised, and the City entered by the revolution-
arytroops. This however is contradicted by a
dispatch from Bayonne, The truth is hard to
get at; but as the reports of Carlist defeats
reach us through Spanish official sources they
are most probably false, At the same time we
Jearn that the revolutionists are enforcing the
military conseription with great severity.

The Back of the winter seems at last to be
fairly broken, and since Sunday the severe
©0ld, and almost incessant snow etorme which
have characterised the months of March and
April have yielded to bright sunshine, and a
mild atmosphere.

God, who desires our salvation, has made|

known His divine will to Man from the begin-
ing. Qur first parents, while they obeyed the
commands of God, cnjoyed the great privilege
of conversing with Him; the earth spontane-
ously produced its fruits, and peace and joy
were Man’s portion, But the moment he dis-
obeyed the Divine Precopt, that moment he lost
the friendship of his Creator, and forfeited
that rich inheritance which he could aever re.
cover, if left to himself, Man disobeyed but
Fod’s infinite mercy farsurpassed Man’s disobe-
dience. When expelled from Eden, he was pro”
mised that a Redeemer would come, Who
would atone to the injured justice of God for
the evil committed, and recover the forfeited
inheritanc, This was the fond and cherished
hope of many generations ; for four thousand
years of sin and misery, itshone over this world
of darkness like the morning star, denoting the
coming Sun of the Eternal Justics, Who was
to enlighten and bless the world by His pre-
sence.

God requires from us unswerving belief in
all revealed truth, and a faithful compliance
with His commands ; this comprises our entirs
duty, and on this depends our eternal salvation.
We are not left in doubt concerning what we
are to believe, for God provides a Teacher,
Ia the Old Law, the patriarcks and prophets
wera inspired to make known God's will to
Man ; and Moses, when sommissioned to free
the Israelites from Egyptian bomdage, was
strengthened by miracles to establish and en
force his Divine Commission. And when God
gave the Liaw on Mount Sinai amid thunder
and lightning, He Called to Himself His ser-
vant Moses, to whom He imparted the written
testimony of His Will; and by the authority
of Moses, Aaron was raised to the Priesthoed,
whioh was to remain in his family till the com-
ing of the Messiah ; and through the order of
the Aaronic Priesthood, the Law and Will ef
God were made known to the children of Tsrael.
From this Chair of Authority, the people of
God were taught; the Priests were the com-
missioned teachers, and the authorized expound.
ers of God’s Law. The legitimacy of that
authority was never questioned, and shrough
it God's Will was made known; and in the
days of our Lord and Saviour, we hear Him
commanding the people to obey the Priests,
who sat in the Chair of Moses, as being the
only divinely appointed expounders of the law
and the Prophets.

But the Priesthood of Aaron passed away,

‘and in its stead the Priesthood of Christ was

established ; for our Blested Lord was not a
Priest of the Order of Aaron, but of the Order
of Melohisedech. ¢ The Lord has sworn, and
He will not repent ; Thou art a Priest forever,
acoording to the Order of Melchisedech.”
The Priesthood of Qhrist was to remaip till the
end of time, Its holy and solemn office was
to continue. that tremendous saorifice once of-
fered on (alvary, which fulfilled all the types
and figures ofthe Old Law, gave infinite satis-
faction to the injured justice of God, and threw
open Heaven to a redeemed world, ¢ For in
every place, from the rising of the Suu, till the
going down of the same, there is offered to My
Name, a clean oblation, a holy sacrifice; for
great is My Name among. the Gentiles.”"—
Malachy.

Our Divine Lord established His Church,
in which He instituted the Sacraments, the
meang of Grace, and the channels through
which His merits are applied to our souls. By
this Church, the world was to. be taught all
saving truth; and all generations, to the end
of time, werehere to learn the Law and’ the
Prophets; were here to loarn the will of God ;
for through the Priesthood the infallible voice
of God was to be heard. :

With us, the Church is an organio body, hav-
ing its own divine life, which it imparts to its
members. ~ It is the Myatical Body of Christ,

All this is sustained by
Divine Revelation and the teaching of the
Universal-'(]hurch, from the begianing.

Here are solemn words of our Divine Lord :
—& T will ask the Father, and He shall give
you another Paraclete, the Spirit of Truth,.
Whom the world cannot receive, because it
seeth Him not, nor knoweth Him; but you
shall know Him, because he shall abide with
you, and in you. The Paraclete, the Holy
Ghost, Whom the Father will send in My
Name, He will teach you all things, and bring
all things, to your mind, whatsoever, I shall
have said to you. Itis expedient for you that
I go, for if I go not, the Paraclete will not
come; butif I go, I will send Him to you.
When He, the Spirit of Truth, is come, He
will teach you all trath, for He shall not speak
of Himself, but what things soever He shall
hear, He shall speak, and the things that are to
come, He will show you. All things whatso-
ever the Father hath are mine; therefore I said,
He shall receive of mine and show it to you.”
—=St. John, XIV. XV,

The foregoing are the solemn promises of
God, the Eternal Son; they were solemnly ful-
filled on the Day of Pentecost, ten days after the
Lord’s Ascension, when the Holy Ghost des-
cended personally on the Church, the body of
of Christ to remain therein forever. The Holy
Ghost was not given to the Church, depending
on the will of Man, but absolutely depending
on the Divine Will of God. The Church is
the body of Christ, and the Holy Ghost is the
Soul of that Body, and they are inseparably
united. Now, this is the point ever to be re-
membered, that the Holy Ghest descended on
the Church by the will of God the Father and
Sen, to teach Her all truth, and to remain
Her voice, thexcfore, is the
Voice of God, from which thereis no appeal.
¢ Tt isnot you who speak, but I speak in you”

The same doctrine is taught by St. Paul.
He calls the Church ¢ one body and one spirit,
as you are called in one hope of your calling.
Ore Lord, one faith, one baptism. One God
and Father of all Who is above, and through
all, and in us all,” And againhe says, *‘ He
gave some to be apestles, phrophets, doctors
and pastors, &. For asin one body, we have
many members but all have not the same office,
8o we being many, are one body, Christ. You
are members of the Body of Christ, andin one
Spirit you were all baptised; whether Jews or
Gentiles, bondmen or free, the same Spirit wor-
keth in all.” From the above you can see
how clearly he teaches this doctrine; that as
in the body we have many members, and only
one soul that governs all, se we are many memu-
bers, forming wi thChrist His Mystical Body,
and the one Spirit animates a]l.

And fhis has been the dectrine of the
Universal Church from the beginning. The
Fathers of the Ghureh oughtito be of great
authority with us; for they ave the faithful
witnesses of her teaching in their day, Some
of them were taught by the Apostles themselves.
St. Irenaeus, a disciple of Polycarp, who was
a diseiple of St, John the Evangelist, speaking
of the Ohureh, says :—¢ Where the Church is,
there is the Spirit of God; “and whero the
Spirit of God is, there is the, Church and al
grace, Those who are not: nurtured at the
breast of the mother, which is the Church,
have not the Holy spirit. ”

St. Augustine, on the same subject says:—
% What thesoul is to the body of a man, the
Holy Ghost is to the Body of Christ, which is
the Chureh.” Eisewhere he remarks, that
when a member of the human body is amputa-
ted, the soul does not follow the severed part!
80, in like manner, the Holy Ghost does not
follow the Christian who has been separated
from the Church, the Mystieal - Body of
Christ. .

Such, beloved brethren, is the teaching of
our Holy Mother the Church; when we hear
her voiee announcing the truths of Salvation,
we hedr the Voice of Géd, for She is His
Spouse and reprefentative in this world.

But it is not enough for Salvation to- be
members of the Church, althongh without being.
such, we cau have no hope of Salvation, for St.

may again be restored to the world,

Dearly beloved brethren, if God spare us, it
will be our pleasing duty to visit the Missions
of the Diocesé this year, and to labor with our
beloved priests for your spiritual welfare.

As the first act of our administration, we ap-
point with pleasure the Vy Rev. Father Heanan
our Vicar-General, This good priest deserves
well this mark of our confidence for the servi-
ces he rendered our predecessor, the late and
much lamented Bishop Farrell,

Place your trust in God, and in the infinite
merits of His Beloved Son; stand perfect in
every good work, walk as children of light ; let
your ¢ good example so shine before men, that
they may glorify your Father Who is an Hea-
ven.” ’

Peace unto you, brethren, and charity with
faith from God the Father and the Lord
Jesus Christ and the Holy Ghost.—Amen.

ing congupiscence — the concuplgcence of the
eyes—the strange inexplicable des.zre of h_tw-
ing. Yes, Christian soul, 28 Eve in the chllc'i-
heod of her new-born life was overcome by this
desire of having—as Eve's first sin was a theft,
so every infant that enters into the world is by
pature & thief. Do you not, then, now see
why there are 50 many thieves in the world?
Do you not, then, now see why dishonest men
"are as. thick as ants upon the earth? Nor
do T mesn those thieves only who, coming in
the night, break into your house and steal.—
Their pumber. indeed is great; but they alas !
are not the only robbers. There are unknown
and undetected robbers—men surrounded with
honor and respeotibility—men of position and
influence, Whose robberies are greater and more
pumerons still. Remember this—evegy unjust
man is & thief—every man who does an ipjury-
to his neighbor is a thief; and he is a thief as
oftenas he acts unjustly and as often as he does
an injury. Well then might the prophet Isaih
liken these numberless thefts to an inundation,
Theft and adultery have “inundated” the land,
Well might the prophet Jeremiah declare that
i from the least to the greatest, all have studied
avarice.”—(Jer. 5.)
Thefts may be divided into two classes—
b vulgar thefts and genteel thefts. Vulgarthefts
are those wherein one man’s goods are taken
by another from his premises and pessession
unknown to the owner, These thefts ere gen-
erally punished in the common jail whenever
detected.  ‘Genteel thefts are of quite. another
* class, and comprise all cases of overreaching fn
buying and selling—all sharp practice in ob-
taining land or monies; and are oftentimes
done by due process of law. These are genteel
thefts, and the perpetrators thereof are notonly
- not sent to prison, but are looked upon as
smart men of business, and walk about the
world olothed in purple and fine linen. We
are accustomed to look upon thieves as belong-
ing only to the poorer classes of society—as
fiving in wretched dwellings, and clothed jn
rags; and yet it is a remarkable fact that the
Holy Ghost no where repraves the poor for
stealing from the rich, but in innumerable
passages denounces the .thefts vf the rich from
the poor. Warning you to have no fellowship
.with the rich, the book of Eecclesiastes says:
¢« Have no fellowship with one that is rieher
than thyself, 'What agreement shall the
carthen pot have with the kettle ? forif they
knock one against the othier it shail be broken,
The rich man hath done wrong, and yet he will
* fame; but the poor man is wronged and yet
he must hold his peace. If he have need of
thee, he will deceive thee, and smiling upon
* thee, will put thee in hope; he will speak thee
{air, and will say : ‘What wantest thou? ., .
What fellowship hath a holy man with a
dog, and what part hath the rich man with the
poor? - As‘the wild ass is hunted by the lion,
50 the poor are devoured by the rich.”

If it is the custom, it is a
damnable castom, and you are damnable in
following it. The custor of the thief is to
steal—that is Xis trade—and because it is Ais
trade, i he right in following it? No! no!
Christian soul. Any custom of the trade that
is dishonest, is a dishonest custom, and you are
dishonest in following it, It is the custom ef
the world to sin—are you, therefore, allowed to
gin? Certainlynot. Itwould not be a rational
proceeding to go to hell for company’ssake—to
damn your soul because you see thousands of
others doing so; neither is it a very rational
proceeding to cheat and steal because others
cheat and steal.

tens of thousands, He then isonly ten thieves
—ryou are ten thousand robbers, And tell me
not, that *the ijury to each ore each time is
only small—only a few cents.”” Well! what

-then ?—even 1f'1¢ were so~—what then ? Have

we not already seen that if you steal only a
pin, with the intention of continuing your theft,
still you sin mortally the very first time you
steal, even though it be only a pin? Batis
the injury only small ecach time? Far! very
far from it. To what has this custom of manu-
facturing inferier goods for superior ones led
to? It has led to this—that from the least to
the highest manufactory there is not an honest
artiole to be found. And do you call thisa
gmall injury to each one? Qh! pe, Christian
goul; oh! no. Every man in the land is rob-
bed every day in everything that he uses, and
everything that he consumes, And yet you
call this o small injury! And let us look at
this stealing of yours, irrespective of the injury
done to your neighbor; let us look at it in a8
much as it is an offence against honesty. Ifa
piok-pocket had stolen a thousand handker-
chiefs a day for twemty years, what opinion
would you form of his honesty ? But yeu, O
dishonest mamifacturer! you make a million
dollars a year by cheating edch one that uses
your goods a few cents, How many robberics
bave you committed every year?

% gang” has become matter of history. Severl perts
ot St. Jozeph street are equally bad and other points
might be mentioned, which are noted for the resort
of idle and impudent loafers and, what is worse, the
absence of policemen. Facts have lately come un-
der our notice which prove. morcover, that the
habit of carrying revolvers and other deadly weapons
is becoming alar.ingly common. There exists no
reagon of complaint of the efficiency of eur police ns
far as they go, and our magistrates are always
ready to uphold them in the proper discharge of
their haeardons and disagreeable duties, but it is
well known that both the Corporation and Govern-
ment Police are far from being numerically suffi-
cient for all the criminal emergencies of the city.
They ought to be increased by one-halftheir present
number—indeed doubled, to make them competent
todeal with the rough characters which beset our
streets. It is to be hoped that means will be taken
before long to raise both forces to a figure which
will inspire confidenco in their perfect cfficiency to
deal with all classes of Jaw-breakers ard to be a
terror to suspiciona charaoters.—ont. Gazetle,

Legitimate and reasonable a5 may be the pride
with which we regard the growth of Montreal, our
satisfaction i qualified by several unpalatable facts.
The population of the ¢ity is increasing it is true,
but is increaging in spite of a very hesvy death rate,
aud in spite, too, of the duvastation caused by clearly
preventable dizeases, While Montreal is admirably
situated for health as well as beauty, parts of it are
notoriously unhealthy, and the mortality in theee
quarters raises the death rate of the whole. The
population of London is about twenty-five times
that of Montxeal, while the mortality is only some
ten or twelve times that of this city. For the week
ending April 6 there were registered in London
1,349 deaths to & population largely exceeding three
millions, while onr weokly rate exceeds 100, and
sometimes reachee nearly 200. Butthere is another
fact still more significant. In the whole 1,349
deaths in London therc was not & single case of
small-pox! So completely and thoroughly has this
loathsome disease heen stamped out by the gkill and
attention brought to bear upon it in the Metropolis.
In Montreal, on the contrary, this fatal malady has
found a cherished domicile, Fostered and encour-
aged bythose Thugs of our community who have
continued to decry the safeguards of sclence and
common sense, it preys upon our population, carries
off hundreds every year, and only relaxes its held
for a time when likn fire it lacks food to feed it.
This is & dark picture, but our experience of the
past ten years bears out its truth.—Mont, Gazette.

CHRISTIAN BROTHERS: — On - April 10, the
-selection of .the pew Superior-Gencral of the
Christian . Brothers took. place in the mother,
‘house of the order .in. Paris, resulting - jn - the
nomioation of -Brother  Olympe. All the dig-
nitaries and delegates of the congregation, to
‘thé number of seventy-five, were assembled 2t
‘the, cercmony. Obly one important member
was absent, the brother visitor to the Republic
of Bcuador. - A two-day’s retreat, preached by
Father de Ponlevoy, S.J., preceded the cere-
monies, which commenced on April {—which
-wag just three months since the death of Bro-
. -ther Philippe. The ceremonies were of avery
complicated pature, and three whole 'days
. elapsed before the name of the newly-elected
was officially pronounced. Brother Jean
‘Olympe was the member selected, and is now
Superior-General of this great order. Imame-
diately after his election a-solemn Te Deum
was chanted in the chapel, at which the new

‘(eneral took the seat of the late Brother Phi-.

lippe for the first time.

M. Just Paget—in_religion, Brother Jean
‘Qlympe—popularly knowe, however, as Bro-
ther Olympe, was born in 1810 in 2 village of
‘the Franche Comte. He entered the order of
‘the venerable De La Salle at an early age, and
pessed his first years at Lyons, in which city
he afterwards founded a flourishing noviciate,
ono indeed which takes immediate rank after
that of Paris. -He was suoeessively Superior
of the Noviciate of St. Claude, and visitor of
the district of Besanconm, and was named As-
sistant Superior General in 1861.

.During the late .Franco-Prussian War, Bro-
ther Jean Olympe was not inactive, and, toge-
ther with the late Brother Philippe, distin-
guished bimself by his generous assistance in
the hospitals and ambulances. His charity,
gentlencss and patriotism are well knowa in
Paris, and fully merit the praise so often-be-
stowed upon them. All who know Brother
Jean QOlympe agree that the choice of tho or-
der could not possibly bave fallen on a better
man or onc more suited in every respect to
fulfil the arduous daties of the responsible
charge entrusted to him, or to stand before the
world as the successor of so great a soldior- of

the Cross as the Brother Philippe.
