A FIERCE CONTEST.

The Torontos Play Rough and Foul

GREAT EXCITEMENT.

The contest for the championship betweer
the Shamrocks of Montreal, and the Toronto
Club, which was fought on last Saturday,
stands unparallelled in the history of the
metional game, and, not to be prematurely in-
dignant, let ns hope will never again be
gqunlled in several fentures, which not only
tirow dishonor upon the crack Western
taam, but wounld eventually tend to bring this
manly eport to be looked upou as not only
discreditable but dangerous. To &ee thirteen
men leave the lacrosse fivld, each of whom
{ was either smeared with biced, cut or
+* bulsed, was a sight which could not but
forcibly incline one to believe that
this pastime has, wunder certain cir-
cumstences, tooc much of a slaughter-
jog asspect about it. The Pailman
car which brought home the conqueéring
leroes palnfully resembled an ambulance
waggon, This spectacle was the cutcome of
one of the most fierco strugeles which oc-
curred on a lacrosse field. It 1s meedless to
remark that the interest centred in this mateh
wasg far beyond the region of theordinary. It
wag understood all around thbat the fight was
to be either a ¢ Life or death” one. The ex-
citoement engendered by it, touched the ex-
treme, and the anxiely with which the result
was awnited waa most feverish. In their
pative city few, or rather exceptional indivi~
daals, could be met with to bet agamnst the
«three leaf boys.” The confidence in-
stinctively placed in them was unbounded
snd did them a desexrving honor. Here, there-
fore, heavy odda were agked on them in every
case. In Toronto, the good citizens of the
Queen city, backed their club in a rther
bozstful tone and manner, which created
atuspicion that perhaps they were talking
«bluff” Their bets of 2 to 1 on the Toronto’s
were eagarly snatched up. This eagernesso n
the part of the admirers of the Shamrocks
caused such odds to soon become even, or
odds in favor of the visitors. OQur team were
sccompopied to Toronto by some two
hundred frlende, amongst whom were the
President of the club, Ar., Jumes McShane,
M.P,P., the Vice-President Dr. Guerin, the
ex-Secretary W. O. Farmer, R. McCready, B.
Tansey, J. Tifin, J. Lemay, Fred. Carter, M.
J, F. Quion, E. Thouret, and several mem-
bers of the Montreal Club.  ‘They received a
good send off on Friday, at the Bonaventure
Depot, nnd the ringing cheers which greeted
their departure, were quite significant of
what our citizens wanted the “boys” to do
waen they would be out West.

commented on. It augured badly tor the
treatment that the Shamrocks were about to
receive during the contest ; but this conduct
on their part apparently had no depressing
influence either in the nerve or spirit of our
“Loys” elther before or daring the match.

Ag both teams were drawn up in Iine there
was o marked physical contrast between the
men of the two clnbs. On the side of the
Torontos were weight and strengtb, oo that
of the Shamrocks apility and suppleness,
The former wearing tbeir new uniform of
blue, looked to be In the pink of condition,
a8 appeared from their movements before the
gamo was started. ‘Tbe latter evidently had
prepared for what was to be the match of the
season, cvery one ot the twelve being in the
best form. At length all preliminaries were
arranged, the umpires and referee took their
places and the two captalns tossed up for
cholce ot goal. The Torontas won and elected
to play down the field. 'The two teams then

When Orr and Farmer faced the ball at 2.30
the vast crowd of spectators beld their breath,
and all men knew that the struggle then
commenced was alcul to be something his.
torleal in lacrosse. The interest could not
have been more intense when the spectators
from the American shore watched the cele-
brated sea fight between the Shannon Aand
Chesapoake, After o brisf scuffie the ball
souglt the crawd, which necessitated another
face. The Toronto lacrosse ground is famous
for its faces, some fair and some foul, but
however that may be the ball was sent like a
rocket to the Shamrock goal, where it dinced
around for a space until some short-sighted
or enthusiastic western man threw up bis
Incrosse and called # game,” but game it was
not, despite the collossal volume of sound
that went up from the msjority of the crowd,
and ths rubber was sent back whexnce it came
to the Toronto fligs, once again returned
to the Shamrocks, caught by Hart
in his most graceful fashion, once more sent
Hlaying towards the Shamrock defence, mag-
nificently stopped by Lally, who made one of
his admirable throws, scrimmaged for in mid-
field for a time, lost in the crowd by McQuil-
lan, faced for the third time, and after
aunother false alarm of game, fought out a
fresh vietory, inclining to either side as skill
or fortune dictated. It was during this time
while & struggle was going on for the ball,
which had been flying against the fence, that

Gerry, of the Torontos, actually jump-
el on one of the Shamrocks in
such a way a3 to elicit groans even

fcom his own side. But nothing checked
the skill of the Shamrocks or cansed them to
loge their calm demeanour, who saw what
was [nterded and governed themselves ac~
cordingly., After some splendid play, in
which Daly and Mackenzie distinguished
themsulves, (to do tbe bully justice be plays
wull) the ball got over the feuce and had to
be taced afresh, and Muorphy’s admirable
dodging was generally applauded. But-
ler glso acting on the offensive sent the
ball to the Toronto defence with splen-
did precision uand here may be the
proper place to remark that Butler's play-
ing tbrouoghout svas something uosurpassed
in lacrosse annals. He did not, however, suc-
ceed in putting the rubber through, Bur s
gent it from davgzer, and Ross ReKenzie get-
tiog bold of it semnt it among the crowd.
Kacing had now become monotonous. A live
tusslo now took rlace, Butler got in anocther
fiue throw, it was stopped by Garvin, caught
up by nnotker Teronto man und ultimately
captured by Ssm Hughes, who sent it
whizzing butween the flags, thus
gcoring tho first game for the Torontos,
after a twenty minutes struggle, Cheer after
cheor went up for the westere men and their
stock also wunt up, but the Shawrock sympa.
thizsrs nothing dauuted, showed their money
in their hands #nd coufidence in their fuces
and absolntely rvefured to be blufifed. Mr. J.
Tiflin was erpucinllv prominent, going along
the stund witlhh $3,000 in his haunds nwiunlly
anxsions to take bets for $100 or upwards.
Sometimes ho succeeded and sometimes he
failed, for to pive the Toronto gevtlemen no-
thing but their due it must be confessed thuy
were prudeut iu the extreme, nnd cheered moro
Ioudly and bluftzd more savagely than they
wers willing to bet. Mr. Tiffin, however,
did succeed here and thers, and managed alti-
mately to march off with over u thousand
dollars Western money. Mr. Robert Macready
was aléo confpicuzous as a Shamrock man,
with any amount of money to bet.

The games was all through maioly & defence
one for the Shamrocks; its features were
strong, quick checking and sharp, bhard
Play. Butler, Farmer and Motton, in ad-
dition fo those mantioned, distinguiahed
themeelves, and Lally was like a rock in
goals, For the victors Qrr, Bonnell and
Hughes werse particulatly remarkable for theie
good work. It was nlveady evident that the
Toronto men were bent on a very rough game,
and somo of their playing was of a vary un-
scrupulous nature. Of course the crowd
chesred triumphantly,and Toronto stock went
up in the betting at once, As an evidence of
the raughness of the play, Butler was seversly
cut on thu hesd by u swipe, nnd Heelan,
struck in a similar manner by Martin, was so
badly injured that he had to leave the field
and could play no more, Lally, too, gota bad
cut on the knee. :
BECOND GANME,

It is illustratlve of the despemt-o intént.!éns

of the T'oronto men that after Heelan had
been disabled they should hesitata to nllow a
substitute, but this was ultimately and per-
smptorily settled by the Referee, and Tucker
took his place in line. Mr. Tucker, betore
commencing, looked tbe boss squarely
in the face and intimated in plain language
that he would stand rone of his non-
sense, and the boss accepted him &t his
word, and for the remainder of the day
acted like & lamb, at least to Tucker. The
game commenced at 4.20. Toronto got the
advantage, and the bull went down to their
opponents’ end of the field, but quickly came
back. Two Toronto men got in a nice piece
of play, and then  over the fonce” caused
another face. A few seconds after thero
was yet another face behind the To-
ronto goals. Martin now got the ball and
mado some clever play egainst a Shamrock
man close by the fence. Garvin got bold of
it and then Bonnell, who threw well up field.
Some clever catching by Hart followed,
and the ball went down again. Ross Mc~
Kenzie and Tucker seeking it, there was
n sharp piece of bocy-checking, in which
the burly Torontoninn’s weight told against
his lighter opponent, He threw badly, how-
ever, and after some pretty tipping from
Hoobin and Farmer, Butler got hold of it
and pgave a eplendid exhibition of his skill,
and the finest play of the whole match ; suc-
cessfnlly dodging at one time four Toronto
men, he got away with the ball and had his
throw. A moment's varying fortune and
there was another lace. Io o brief space of
time Hart caught and threw to goals, where,
after a fow seconds' struggle it was tipped
through hy Daly, the second gnme thus fall-
ing to tho Shamrocks in eight minutes.
Magzuire aud Meehan wece noticeablo for ex-
cellont play, and on the part of tho Torontos
the new men, Swmith and AMcQuillan, did some
capital work.
THIRD GAME,

This game did not last long cuough to judge
how it was lost and won, The ball was at
once sent in front of the Sham'ock goal where
after duncing awhile Morton 'sent ic through
for his opponents, in mistake of course, or
rather, in spite of himself, and another trem-
endous cheer from the crowd agitatated the
air.

THE FOURTH GAME

began at halt-past four o'clock, and both
teams braced themselves for what they folt
was about to ba what it tarned oat to bo, the
game par ercellence.

MOCTURAL WARDBLERS.

Tne Duoke of Argyll, writing to the Scots-
man, 8ays:—Although the nightingale hns
never hitherto been found in Scotland, yet
several apecies of birds have been known tG
acquire a wider distribation rapidly, snd from
causes a8 obscure as those which determined
a former limitation. 1 have, therefore, read
with interest the letters in your paper which
have lately described the song of the nightin-
gale near Edinburgh and elsewhere. No part
of the descriptions, however, enabled anyone
to be sure of the identificaiion, and 1 have
heard so many songs wrongly ascribed to the
nightingale that I am very sceptical on the
subject, DBut your correspondent, © W.K,
writing from Kincandine Schoolhouse, Blair
Drummond, has solved my doubts by con-
firwing them. He dercribes the song as
t perfectly continuous.” Now, this is not the
character of the nightingale’s song, On the
¢ atrary, it is remarkable for its discontinu-
ousness—guehes of song followed by long
pauses, during which, sometimes, a few siray
notes are sounded. On the other hand, the
continuous character described belongs re.
markably to the one or twe other species
which nlone are also nocturnul, Theso are
the sedge and reed warblers.

Dnringthe

day information was conveyed to the police

which induced Iaspectars Jervis and Swain-

son to visit a honsein Stepney whers a person

resembling Lefroy had been lodging durine

the past woeek.  The Inspectors visited the

housa between Eeven and eight o'clock

anc immediately reccgnized the suspected

murderer. Ag soon as the officers eatered

the room Lelroy sald: «I expected

you.” Swainson informed him that he was

charged with the murder of Mr, Gold. Le-

froy replied: ¢ 1 am not compelled to give an

answer, am 17" He then added: #1 am not
guilty” Hs was taken to Scotland Yard,
thence to the King street police station, Weat-
minster, where he was formally charged with
the murder of Mr., Gold. No money was
found upon bim. He I8 suppoised to have
been living at Stepney ever since he was
missed after having left his sister's room in
the Ialington Wever Hospital. He had no
bandage on his bead und the wounds wkich
wera dregsed on the day of the murder at
Brighton bad almost disappeared. His ap-
pearauce gives the impression that he Las
been suffering from want of food. The only
attempt at dieguise noticeabla ia that he had
shaved off his moustache and whiskera. He
is to be taken to Balcombe for examination
to motrow. The likenesses published are sajd
to be very good,

CARDINAL MANNING,
THE LAND BILL.

Loruoy, July 5.—Thera wera a numher of
evictions In the County of Fermanagh, Ulster,
to-day. Trouble is feared, and n strong force
of military and police have been sent there.
‘The district has bsen procinimed.

DupLiv, July 5.-~At & meeting of the Land
League to-dsy Mr. Sexton said funds wero
still flowing in from Awerica, but aid from
there must depend upon enthusiasm and be
fluctuating. A time might come when they
would have to consider the advisability of
asking from each farmer n percentnge of the
abatement obtaived through the operations of
tho Lesgue. There must be o voluntary nnd
extensive nutional lavy.

Lord Sulisbury’s attack upon the Land Bill
on Friday night is condemned as a blaoder.
The Lords will pass the measure almost as it
stands, expecting that its operation will lead
to an outcry against the Ministry.

LorooN, July 11,—It 13 anticipated that
Friday will see tle Lond Bill out of Commit-
tee of the Houce of Commons. If the Bill
becomes law this year a Convention of
brauct-es of the Land Lengue in Ireland will
be held in September, with a view ot con-
certing measurss to watch its operations,and
advise tenant farmers in availing themselves
of ita provisions,

LoNpo¥, July 5.—The House of Commons
in Committes ndopted clause 7 of the Land
Bill, as u«mended, by 289 to 157, Clause 8
was adopted without discussioa,

The House of Commons hns passed clauses
9, 10 and 11 of the Lund Bill.

The Government huving resolved to toke
no action this session on the Onths Bill, and
also to prevent DBradlaugh fakinpg hLis seat,
the lutter will probmbly try forcibly to enter
thue Housas on Monday. Precautions will ba
taken, and if Brudlaugh is accompunied by a
large bady of supporters tucy will not be ad-
mitted within the gatea of Palace yarl.
Loxvoy, July 6,—Clause 12 of the Lond
Bill was postponed. The Alttorpey-General
fur ireland offered an amcodment to cluuse
13, empowering the Court to restrain an eject-
ment {or breach of statutory conditions. The
amcudment was adopted by 251 to 147.
Clause 13 was then adopted without division.
Mr. Forster stated that the promised pro-
vieion in the Land Bill regurding arrears
of rent would be made by a new clause,
which, with cleuses 45 and 47,, wili enable
tenants whoss rent does not exceed .L£30,
under mnotice of ejoctment, to apply to
the Land Court to fix a judicial rent, and
if the Court fiuds that the tunant is over rent-
ed, thy latter will bave the privilege of gell-
ing his interest in the bolding under clouse
one. The Government proposed to ad-
vance landlords 50 per cent. of the arrears
dus from tepants for the years 1878 and
1879, the landlords giving a receipt in full
for two yenrs' rent, The advance ig to be
repnyable in fifteen years by semi-mapunl in-
gtalments, the maxinum interest to be 33 per
cent., the tepaut agrecing to have the judicial
rent increased gradually vver 15 years for the
extinction of the Ioan und tho landlords giv-
ing {ime for the tenants to settle the arrears
of 1830,  Advunces are to bz takea from the
Liish Churchi fund., The arrangoment is to
ve voluntary and not compulsory.

Mr, Stevenson (Liberai) presvnled a peti-
tion, eluven hundred yards long, containing
81,000 signatures in lavor of closivg public
Lheousws on Sundays,

Loxvox, July 7..—Mr. Gladsione stated that
the Government made no eongagement and
copferred no authority on the D-itish dele-
gates to the Munetary Conference tu make
ony alieration going Leyond the present law
currency, which they had no iotention of
chapgine.

It was better
for them that the subject should be reserved
for a future Royal Commigsion, which cught
to be appointed to take evidunce solely on
the condition of the laborers. The appolat-
ment of such a Commission should be sought
at next session of Parliament, but a Sanitary
Comminssion ought to be provided for by the
Land Bill, which could compel those posaess-
ing an interest in laund to provide proper
dwellings for their laborers.

In-
deed it is doubtful if English and Scotchmen
of the emigrating class would not be better
disposed towards us if we were perfectly in-
dependent. They have had enough and to
gpare in the old country of titles and distinc-
tion of classes, aud it must be remembered it
isthe democracy which is emigrating. An
Ebglish emigrant knows it is possible that a
son born to him in the United States may
become ruler of the mightiest people upon
earth, ond he also knows that, nuder the pre-
sent system, if he settles in Canada hisson
canuot be Governor-General. Lords and
dukes only are eligible to that distinguished
oftice, as if Iorde and dukes were endowed with
administrative capacity by a discriminating
nature. Let the Canadian Parlisment fake
the advice so often given gratuitously by
the London 7imes, and cut the connection
and they will find it will not e necessary to
go to such expense in settling tho North-
West, Hundreds of thousands of Europeans
will only be too happr—without the blarney
of an emigration agent —to cast their lot in an
independent Canada, and Americans in large
pumbers, no longer afraid of besoming
colonists and subjacts of Great Dritain, will
do what Lord Deaconsfield iacorrscily said
they were doing, cross the border and settle
in the great North-West, bringing their wealth
and enterprise with them to aid in forming
snother great and f{ree State on this North
American continent.

THHE NOBLE GAME OF LACROSSE.
The saying which some people wers slow
to accept as truth, that in order to wrest vic-
tory from the Toronto team it must be won
twice, especially when their opponents are
the Shamrocks, was fully illustrated at the
Queen City on Saturday. All the suhtertuges’
all the quibbles, all the pitiful tricks, legiti-
mate and illigitimate, that it is possible to
put into practice, from the ferocity of Ross
Mackenzie to the weak exhibition of throw—
ing the ball over the fence when the Toronto
men were out of breath, were resorted to in
order to vanquish the Sbhamrocks, but in vain,
all in vain. If the Shamrock and Montreal
teams have elevated lacrosse playing to the
dignity of an athletic science, it Las been re-
gerved for the Toronto men to degrade it to
the level of a dog fight, although truly the
ingenuity they dieplaved in fouling almost
deserves the name of science also. The
manner in which they carried’off the flags in
the former exhibition of skill at Toronto car-
ried with 1t so little of credit that impartial
lovers of the noble game imagined the To-
ronto men would have felt ashamed of them-
gelves and esgnyed by genuine skill and
science to let the world see that thoy did not
owe their poor triumph to the truculencw of
Boss Meckenzie. But no, the Torounto team
—all perfect gentlemen too~~have not mended
their ways, but quite the contrary, for it is ad-
mitted on all sides tirat, if it were possible, they
behaved still more improperly on Saturday
than on the previous occasion. The action
of the Western men is extremely painful, not
only to lovers of lacrosse, but to sll admirers
of athletic games, and all who prefer fair play
before an immorsal victory. Fiercely strik-
iog an oppouent over the head with alacrosse
can hardly be called skill, nor can throwing
the ball over the fence at a critical moment in
the game be strictly termed science. The fact
that the Shamrocks succeeded in gaining the
victory with the desperate odds and the reck-
less antagonists contending sgainstjthem on
Saturday, is littlo short of the miraculous and
eminently shows with what majesty the
famous Shamrock team”can play, under ali
circomstances. Onp is almost, were it not
for the shame it throws on our national game,
one is almost tempted, we say, to rejoice
that the OShamrocks were handicapped,
as they undoubtedly were on Saturday,
a8 it has brought out in such prominent

colors their immense superiority over
thair ancierd rivals ¢f the Weaat, rivals now

no more, and as thoir play leaves us to im~
ugine what deeds of lacrosse they are capable
of whsn there i8 a fair field and no favor.
But_let us ot be too severs on the Toronto
men. The many, aiter all, should nq# safler
for the few, and we are willing to belleve
that the majority of the ﬁeam do not endorze

the rufianly conduct of - Boss  Mac-
kenzie and two .or three .other' bullies
who ~disgrace lacrosss in Western Caunada.
1t is now  pretty evident that bully
does not always bear 'away the victory,

Alderman Ryan, of Toronto, who was not to
be brow beaten by Mackenzie, the thanks ot
Iactosse players throughout Oanade are due;

OFFICE SEEKING.

A telegraph despatch from Washington
says that a few days before the assassin’s bul-
let laid him low, President Gartield was seri-
ously thinking of cending a special messago
to Congress, recommerding that nesrly
seventy-five per cent. of the federal offices
be taken from the control of the
Executive and given to the people.
A few days before the event, also, Mr.
Blaine stated that there were more than a
million applications for Civil Service situa-
tions on fyle at Washington, and, taking the
two scraps of information together, one might
infer that, ten days or so ago, a conversation
had taken place between the President and
his Secretary on the important subject of Civil
Service reform. Just think of it ; one million
applications for office! that is to say, one
grown mau out of c¢very ten in the
United States huangering for office. It
is no wonder the matter should cause
grave anXiety to American patriots, for the
system whkich now obtains is eating up the
heart of the country. The late horrible at-
tempt at assassination sprang from office
hunger, for, had Senator Conkling been given
what he considered his legitimate right, the
disposal of the Port of New York Collector~
ship forone of his friends, the division among
the Republicans would not have taken place,
the deadlockat Albany, the consequent e¢x-~
citement on the attempted assassination.
Without enquiring into the causes of this
intense desire for office among the most pros-
perous people in ths world, it must be ad-
mitted that it exists, that it 18 increasing, and
that nothing can check it but a radical
change. The President thinks the peopls
should elect most of the officials as they at
present elect judges, sheriffs, constables, and
other public offices, leaving to the Executive
the power of appointing foreign ministers,
conguls, offices connected with the Sapreme
Court, the army and navy, and other public
servants more immediately connected with
high state affairs. This plan would relieve
the Government immensely, and direct the
hatred of the defeated at the elections into
more local and legitimate channels away from
the Executive.

We in Canada have also something to re—
form in that direction. We are alsohavinga
tendency to look to Ottawa for nice situntions
instead of working out oar terrestrial salva—
tion with our heads or our hands. A per~
centage of the men who give votes look for
reward from the successful party, forgetting
that the sacred privilege of exercising the
franchice is reward enough. And it ¢z hard

that Judges and Sheriffs and registrars
who are appointed in the great
majority of cases because of politi-

cal services remdered should, no matter
what Lkind of characters they  de-
velop in their new positions, have power to
retain them for lifs, or if they do it seems
only right the people who pay them, and
are affected by their manner of discharging
thelr official duiies, should bhave a voice in
the election. Mr. Casey should look to this
in his next effort at Civil Service reform.

TIIE GENERAL, TIIE ARNY AND THE
PRESS, ‘

Major Goneral Luard, commander of the

‘forces in Canada, has within a short time

mansged to make of himeelf a most unpopu-

lar wan with the forces under his command.,

The General is like Mark Aunthony, a plain
blunt man who colls a epade a spade when he
happens to come in contact with one. This
would be all well enough in tha regular
army, where the commander is at liberty
to exercise the powers ot a despot-—but in
Canada, among a citizen soldiery, it does not
answer. There are a great many Canadian
volunteers who think themselves as good as
General Luard, and would mnot have the
slightest hesitation in telling bim so if neces-
sary. They leave their homes, their farms,
their places of business every year for a cer-
tain time for the public good, anfl not for the
ghilling * which draws the regular into the
army, and instend of enrning money they
spond it—officers and men. They should
therefore get some credit for patriotism, and
it should not be expected that citizens con-
verted into soldiers merely for a few weeks
should dress a8 neftly and drill as mechani-
cally as linesmen. It is triue that some of
them, especisly the Montreal and "Toronto
battalions do make the atlempt and succeed

| admirably, but as s ruis the country battalions

are not up ko the wark. Nor should it bo ex-
pected. The conditions are not the same. In
& city the men can drill all the year round
and establish that esprit du corps which
more than anything else contributes to dis-
cipline and soldierly beéaring, whereas in the
country the probabllities are that most of the
men do not see elther ong another or their

nual drill, which is not annually. We do not
know whether General Luardis aware of this
or not, but if he is his conduct nt London
towards ‘Odlonel Campbell, of the Lambton
Battalion, was a little out of the way to say
theleast of it. It is very trua that the gallant
Colonel turned out in' a manner ‘which was
enough to make the blood of a martinet boil
‘with indignation. Just imagine the com-
mander of a battalion on parade with a billy-
cock bat on him, and a pair of tweed trousers.
Perhaps he was smoking a ¢lay pipe. If not,
we have not besn made aware of it. At all
events. the General waxzed wrathful and
abuged him-—who will blame him 7—and tho
Colonel retired from the field. The Ottawa
Free Press, which pretends to a knowledge
of military matters, quotes the Queen’s regu-
lations, to shew that officers are to avoid re-
proving non-commissioned officers in public,
much less officers, but we would like to ask
the martial editor of that journal what would
be expected from a General if the Colonel of
the onety-onth of the line turned out ina

plug hat at ten o'clock parnde. Wb
agree with the Gazette  that the
Hon, Mr. Mackenzie had no business

bringing General Luard from England
in the first place, or agreeing to his coming
here, which amouuts to about the same thing,
but now that he is here he has ajduty to per-
form, he ig paid for performing that duty, and
if he does not perform it he is taking a hand-
gome sum of money for nothing. The truth is
that military matters are in Csnada going
from bad to worse, the brigading in camp is
little befter than a prolonged carouse, and ox-
cept in the few instances cited there is mo
discipline, and even the city battalions are be"
ginning to be demoralized, as witness the 10th
Royals of Toronto, When Sir George Cartier
visited the camp at Niagara in 1871, as Min-
ister of Militia, one of the officers of the
10th suggested that the battalion refuse to
turn out for the rebel of 1837, and Colonel
Boxall instead of reprimauding him said it
would be necessary to turn out, although he
thought no more of Sir George % than an old
cat, yes I repeat an old cat.” A
general change is necessary, if we would have
the worth of our money out of the militia.
We want, in the first place, a Canadian staft,
composed, in 80 far as possible, of
educated, smart, active young men,
who take n pride in their profession.
And that staff should be permanent.
The idea of bringing Generals from
Eagland is about as abaurd as bringing aides
to the Governor-General, but when the
Goneral i3 brought here bhe should be treated
with respect, and newspaper editors who
know not the pivot from the moving flank of
a compaay Bhould not indulge in &0 much
abuse of a man who does possibly keow his
trade.

OPINIONS OF THE PRESS.

The constitution provides that in case of
the removal, death or resignation of the Pre-
sident or bis inability to perform his duties,
the powers and duties of the office shall de-
volve on the Vice-President. It also de-
clares that Congress may provide by law for
the case of vacancy in the offices of both
President and Vice-President. Congress did
5o provide in 1792, by enacting that when
there is neither a Presideut or Vice-President
the President of the Senate pro tempore, and
in case there 18 no President of the Senate,
then the Speaker of the Homse shsll act as
President till a Preeident can be elected.—St.
Alban’s Messenger.

Maloney could ne longer
stand his loud talk and finslly collared bim
by the throat and ckoked him agaimnst the
door, teliing bim to keep his mouth shut and
then let him go. As he had turned on his
beel Marks drew a small pen-knife nd plung-
ed into the back of Maloney’s neck. The
blood began to low freely and in large quanti-
tiee, &0 much so that in & few minutes his
tlothes were soaked with it. The victim was
burriedly sent to theHospital,where the wound
vas dressed. Marks wae arrested and lodged
Iz jail. but a8 no one appeared against kim
this morning, he was discharged. Mr. Maloney
kss folly recovered from the wound, which
came near proving fatal.

ANOTHBER MURDER.

OSE LUNATIC KILLS ANOTHER IN TEHE LONGGE
POINTE ASYLUX,

Duriny the past few days, sudden and
violent deaths have followed each other in
mpid succession.

The fearful
tragedy ocqurred yesterday morning in the
Lunatic Asylum at Longue Pointe. The victim
trd the murderess were both lunatics ; the
names of the former is Gertrude Roberts, and
Wi s woman of some forty yuears of sge, and
bed been ndmitted to the institution but 11
days ago; the name of the latter is Delia
Poitfer.

It uappenrs
that these two women inbabited the
tame cell ; they seemed to be on friendly
tenws, any passed Sunday night singing re-
ligious airs, No special notice was taken ot
this, ot early next motning a femals at-
tendant of the nsylum called at their cell,
ind, locking in, s horrible spectscle pre—
fented itself to her view. The body ot Ger-
trude Buberts was stretched on the fioor fear-
fully bruised, The woman was cold and dead.
The murderess was sitting in the far corner
iod looked around with m cool snd horrid
tomplacency ; she showed no signs of aston-
lshment at the numerous inmetes who came
10 inspect the cell and its ghastly sight.
bhe.explnined that she had killed her -com-
Penion because in the night ghe had seen n
fr_lgptfu} dragon which she ‘resolved upon
klllmg In order to save hersel{ and all the
Uber inmutes, She evidently had taken the
Yictim for the dragon, and had belubored her
%ith n piece of board about three feet long,
fod over 10 jnches wide, in & most dreadfnl
Manner. The dead body was badly tornand
licerated, The most singular feature about
the trugedy is thatno noise, whatsoever, was
herd by any of the guards. 'The murdered
fomun apparently must have been stunned
fom the first blow. The murderess used cun-
Hiderable force, as the piece of board was
Yroken in fragments. The coroner was moti-
fed, and the inquest was held this afternoon.

At last
he was rescned from his living grave, badly
but not mortally injared. Towers' body was
conveyed to to the St. Gabriel fire station,
where an ioquest will be held this afternoon.

Mackintosh as Mayor of the city of Ottaws,
bas beon set aside by judgments of the Court
of Queen's Bench, after having been before
the judges in one sbape and another ever
sinco the month of January. Mr. Mackintosh
without waiting for the delays and formalities
ot the law has resigued, and a mew election
will be thbe congequence. Present appear—
ances seem to indicate that Mr. Mackintosh
will have no oppouent but myself. 1 have
very little inclination for the contest. There
bas been a good deal of trouble and hard
words in connection with tbe proccedings
before the Courts, and I have had my share
of it. Formy part I would feel inclined to
retire onl my laurels, and if any otthe wealthy
wen of the city would come forward as can-
didates I would certainly do so; but to per-
mit Mr. Muckintosh to be re-elected without
opposition would be to render nugatory, to a
groat extent, the trouble that has been under-
taken, and the expense that has been incurred
The of

in unseating him. people

Ottawa are very easily governed and
very easily pleased in rulers, and
it Mr. Mackintosh had shown any

digposition to econcmise the people’s means,
and to reliovethem of the intoclerable burdens
und¢r which they have long been groaning,
no one would have taken any exception to
his qualificetions ; for, after all, the oljeat of
& property qualification in members of muni-
cipal corporations is to cauee them to have an
interest in husbandiog the people's meaus, by
making their own well-being identica: with
thut of their constituents. When Mr. Mack-
intosh was elected in 1879, economy and re-
trenchment in muuicipal expenditure were
the order of the day. Economy was the
popular cry. Mr. Mackintosh fell in with it
and he was elected Ly a largs majority, His
first act was to make a slight reduction in the
pay ot the police force, but his economy eud-
ed there. Hisnext importans act in the way
of financing was a trip to Toronto and & jolli-
ficativn to the tune of some seven hundred
dollars. I was then o memb:r of tha Coun-
cil, and I moved for a statement of the par-
ticulars of the bill, which was refuged by a
vote of the Council, only myeelf and my
seconder, Alderman Stewart, votlng for the
motion. I kept harping on the refrenchment
atring during the whole of the year 1879;
« but I was thwarted in my every effort by Muyor
Mackintosh snd his Council, so that at the
close of the year the city was some nineteen
thousand dollars worse off than at the begin-
ning. Meanwhile my persistent efforts to
reduce civic expenditure and my exposure of
the objectionable doings of the Council, drew
upen me the hostility of the whole body., I
felt tho position getting too hot for me, so I
resolved to strike boldly for the Mayoralty,
well knowiog that {f T conld secure iYiat posi-
tion I could control the expenditure and keep
it within the revenus. I was, however, de-
feated at' the polls, and my opponent, Mr.
Mackintosh, #as elected by a large mejority.
Both parties were surprised at the result, the
one ‘that 8o many votes were polled for me,
and, the other that I was not elected. The
contest, howsver, bore good fruit, for the
Counail were more careful in the management
of the finds. At the close of the year 1880
they shewed that there was a balance ot four
thongand dollars of the casunl revenue of the
city unexpended, and though the eaving

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COMMENCEMENT HELD A1l THE ACA-
DEMY OF THE CONGREGATION
DE NOTRE DAME OF OTLAWA,
JUNE 23np, 1581.

The ennual commencement exercises were
held at this Iostitution on Thursday, Jane
23rd, in presence of a large number of the
clotey and of the parents and friends of the
pupils. Though comparatively a youog In-
stitution, this important brauch of the vener-
able order of the Congregation de Notre Damv
i3 already favorably known to the public of
Ontario,—a fact which was eloquently proved
by the numerous and imposing attenaance in
the spacious hall of the Convent, where tho
pupils were assemblod in gala day costume,
in order to receive the rewards to which, ac-
cording to time-honored Academical custom,
their successful application had entitled
them.

The exorcises on the occasion were of such
a character as to entertain the saudience,
whilst at the same time they were fuirly cul-
culated to show the proficiency of the pupils.

The pupils of this accom-
plisbed young lady rendered the Miserere from
1% Trovratore in a thoroughly artistic manner,
showing how completely these youthful
musicians could appreciate its beauties.
Tho Reveil da Jour, a grand chorus, was finoly
oxecuted by forty voices with accompaniment
of piane, organ, violin and violincello.

His Lordship requests that thess gentlemen
bs called together, not as a rcolonial Carpen-
ters’ Hall congress or other disloyal convoca-
tian, but as a loysl botly of gentlemen, willing
to meet the Crown hulf way and devise mea.

selven in their own way—the citizen
in Coonaught with his {ideas about
Iand, marriage and religion, the citizea of
Massachusetts with idens quite tho reverse—
differing in all mntters affocted by tradition
and custom, they are more and more united
in their allegiance to the Crown. Instead

sale of the tonant's interest in |his
farm, Woe have had our muetings; we have
had plenty of meetings; and if you are not
taught your duty now there I8 no use to have
further meetings to do so. Should the Gov-
ernment, however, continue to enforce evle.
tions—which it secms they are determined to
do, at the peint of the Layonet—there is
nothing for ua left except to protest aguinst
this - ill-treatment, and to appeal against
it to the enlightened conscitence of Eu.

Remember 1 am speaking only
of higher education, and 1 find that in this
Provioce, in this Dominion, the English~
speaking Catholics have no college of their
own, Now, I suppose ag there isno use in

that there i3 no harm in admittlng, and
that you yourselves will admit, that
we do not in this Province command
an influence proportionale either to our
wealth or to our numbers, and why is this ?
Let me fraukly tell you why, It isto a cer-
tain degree because we have toe few men
among us whose education fits them to ob-
tain and secure for us the position that shounld
be ours, and I fear that we shall never attaln
that position till we shall have been in the
teceipt of as high an education a8 our means
admit of acd as other sectlons of the com-
munity enjoy. If it is thought that I exag-
gerate the importance of this branch of edu-
cation, look and 8e¢ with what earnestness
others counsider the matter, Protestants have
two Universities In Lower Cauada, two
in Upper Canada and one iz the Mari.
time Provinces, and they malntain them
in a manner that, whlle it does credit to
them and to Canada, betrays the great im-
portance that they wisely conslder attaches
to the subject of higher eduoation. But they
are not alone in their wisdom. The French
Canadicns, besides having numerouns colle-
giate institutiona throughout the country,
have two splendid colleges in this city ; they
bave here also a branch of the celebrated
Uplversity of Laval, and so alive are they to
their interests in this respect that not satis-
fled with this they are determined to have
here a University in this city of their own
and separate from Laval.

We alone unfortunately consider that we
do not want such things, or rather I believe
we don't bother our heads abgut them., We
are content with nothing in this respect,
and yet while all the advantages of educa-
tion are to be found among those whom
we are competing with, we are surprised when
we are worsted in the competition. We geem
satished if those of our sons who are ambitious
ate allowed entry fnto colleges where their
mother tongue is a foreign language and
whence, nfter several years of study, tbey
come out to take their part in the contest of
life, having o mere acquaintance with French,
and such kuowledge only of English as thelr
own industry at home has helped them {o
And then, forsooth, the wonder is that the
gons of Irishmen in Canada are often in-
elegant in thelr speech, that they limp along
in their phrases like cripples on thue road,
that they do not share in the inheritance ot
eloguencs that has distinguished Irishmen at
home and elsewhere abroad. Of course

I am convinced,
on the contrary, that if there could be found
not one or two men only, buta choice of men
among wus, a hundred men, who by their
learning and previous education, were fitted
to lead, were qualified to administer justice,
and frame laws, and fill the higher and more
honorable offices of the state, that then, but
not till then, would English-speaking Oatho.
lics be fairly represeunted on the bench, in the
Houses of Parliament and wherever else they
might choose. Believe me that real merit is
in the long run, simply irresistible; there
muy be prejudices, but such must give way
before what is irrepressible ; and rest assured
that, prejudices even considered, men, like
water, are, in the great average of cases,
pretty sure to find their level, to slnk if they
are inferior, but to rise high if they are quali.
fied.

But, 1adies and gentlemen, I am afraid that
a8 Jopg ag we are content with the present
system of college education we must remsin
precizely where we are. And not only will
our young men, destined for the higher walks
of life, come out of French colleges speaking
imperfect or inelegant English, (for such a
defect is of minor importance and might be
counterbalanced by the gubstantial advan-
tages of a sotid vducation, since it is not me-
cessary for success in life to be gifted with
either the mellifloousaccent of Ttinity or the
cl:ssic pronunciation of Cumbringe), but the
worst result will be that re loug as we have
only YFrench institutions of this kind there
will be a great and a natural roluctance on
the part of English-speaking Catholics to send
their sons to college at all.

Now, I submit that theadvancement of our
people morally, socially and materially de-
pends, to a very great extent, on the educs-
tion of youth. And I further contend that in
order to fit a man for the higher positions of
lifea University, or at least & college educa-
tion is an essential, and has al ways and every-
where been so considered. Now, we are alittle
inconsistent ; we have ambition for these high
places for our rising youth, and there is
no reason why they should not be reached if
only the means were supplied. But in onr
inconeristency we do oot take the means to
arrive at the end. I say we shonld; we
should attend to this, and the sooner the
better.
