There is disaster impending for Toronto riflemen, should the long

talked of scheme for closing the Garrison Common range be carried out.
At no t'ime"has the prospect of the Exhibition Association of securing
the property looked brighter than at present, when the scheme is being
vigorously urged with scarce a word of protest in the Toronto press,
save by an occasional anonymous contribution to the conespondence
columns. A Hamilton paper says its 'Toronto contemporaries are dumb
because * they imbibe the exhibition pap,” but this is surely a libel on

the press of the Queen City. Probably their silence is the result of the .

assurance made, that only let the Exhibition Association have authority
over the Commen, and they will put it in such condition that it will be
of more use than ever to the volunteers for drill and parade purposes,
and only closed against them during the period of the annual fair. As

for the riflemen, it is said that just as good a' range will be secured for

them elsewhere. True, it will be many miles distant, but what differ-
ence, it is asked, do a few miles more or less make in a rail journey ?

T he answer is, that to remove the range éway from the city, will
add to the heavy expense already necessarily incurred by the riflemen ;
and will occasion a setious loss of time, which means money, to such of
them as are not é_lt’ogether deterred from practice by the éhange., It
seems that the Exhibition Association covet Garrison Common mainly
because it is Government propetty, and therefore may be had at small
cost. There is plenty of land available on the other side of their
grounds, but it is probably expensive. An extension of some kind is
necessary. In considering the Association’s application for Garrison
Common -the Government. have to determine whether this extension
shall be made at the expense of a wealthy commercial institution, or at the
expenseof those youngmen of the militia forcelaudably anxious to instruct
themselves in the use of their weapons ; at the expense of the Government
in annually transporting the city regiments many miles to perform their
class firing ; and at the further sacrifice of depriving the military schools
of thpir rifle’ range, While Great Britain is at enormous expense
equipping her defenders with arms of precision, requiring with each
successive inprovement in the weapon greater skill in its use, is Canada
content to -deprive the militiamen at such an important centre as
"Toronto Q the means of convenient practice ? which until now they have
enjoyed, thanks to the generosity of the Imperial Government in pre-
senting it. '

Should anyone doubt that the interests of rifle shooting in Toronto
would suffer by the closing of the Garrison Common ranges, let him ask
the Montreal riflemen for their experience since driven from Point St.
Charles. It will be found to be anything but a happy one. The
Toronto militia are a numerous and influential body. Let them as citi-
zens join in a protest against the proposed spoliation of their preserves.
The government have a deep interest in maintaining the efficiency of the
Militia ; they are under no obligation to the Exhibition Association, and

: - if the militiamen handle their case properly they are bound to win,
John Mildmay a fitting testimonial in recognition of his long and valu- .

The Rifle.

About a year ago, Major Power, of the 14th Batt, Kingston, as
an incentive to rifle practice by the volunteers, offered for competition a
handsome silver cup.

The following is extracted from the official- report made by the
Commandant, Schaol of Gunnery, to the Deputy Adjutant Genetal,
Royal Attillery, Horse -Guards, on the National Artillery- Association
meeting at Shoeburyness, concluded on the 23rd August :—

“ As regards attendance, there has been a slight falling off from the
advance noted last year. The number of detachments was 160, as
against 174 in 1888, and 163 in 1887. I do not think this is anything
more than one of the ordinary fluctuations which must be expected: I
have the satisfaction of being able to report a distinct advance i the
quality of the shooting this year, and this notwithstanding the fact that
the strong wind, heavy.rain and indifferent light, which has prevailed on
nearly every day, has been very much against good practice... An

- .absolute comparison . of figures cannot-be made, as new systems of

marking have been instituted -this year by the National Artillery. Asso-
ciation throughout the competitions._ o
_ “The system adopted for the shell competition has -had:for its
object the use of the fuze as it should be on actual service, and the
lessening of the element ot chance, which was formerly excessive.
While these advantages were obtained the conditions rendered high
scoring rather more difficult. The result has been most satisfactory ;
blind shell have decreased from 36 per cent. to rather below g per cent.
of the rounds fired, and the aggregate scores are higher than last year.
In the plugged shell and solid shot competition the target has been
founded on the probable rectangle of the guns employed, and the
aggregate scores are higher. Inthe 1o-inch M.L. competition there
was a-slight falling off, less, however, than might have been expected.
