A new paper, with a new name, establish-
ed mainly in the interest of trade, is after
all; in itself, a fuir indication. We shall
not issue our little sheet daily,—not at all
—once a week,—we are of those who be-
liecve that a fuir statement of matiers,
weekly, is a desirable thing.  Our prineipal
aim will be to bring out the manufacturing
interests of Quebee, and if possible to show
that we are not so far behind in thisrespeet
as somec people imagine. This growing
industry also requires its speaking trumpet,
and provided it may now and again be
heard amid the din of politics, and party
warfare, it will be satisfied. The fact of
its speaking at all will rcmind men that
mere politics is not so much as its blatant
votaries would have us beliecve. We aim
at making our public men remember that
they are answerable tw tha manuficturers
and trades people of this city and country,
and if possible to convinee them, by facts,
that the growing commercial pavty, both in
and out of Qucbee; require from public
men that they should give a little more at-
tention in the future, than they have given
in the pazt, to the policy of tho govern-
ment, in its relations with the interesta of
the praducer. We shall deal fuirly through-
out and spesk plainly, but o1l that we can
do to turn the attention of our people, from
the business of mere politics to Trude, and
to politics only, us it concerns the develope-
ment of the various industricsof the country,
we shall do. We huve no party ties, and
shall always reserve to ourselves the privi-
ege of speaking independently upon ques-
tions of trade. We have a reasonable pros-
pect of success, and made arrangements
abroad, that our little sheet may beread out
of Quebec. In the long run it will be felt
that our plan of issuing a weekly sheet is
not a bad one, and our patrons will find
that we shall ever do our best to deserve
well of them. -

Tt is hard 1o conceive how 2 sum
woney advanced by a publie body, to |
fﬁ'ilway, which ig deemed to beabsolutely
necessary for the general good, can be re-
garded as entailing - dissdvantages, i the
taxes which it becomes neccssary to lovey,
to mect the interests on the sumn loaned.
If this doctrine prevailed the extension of
commerce would became impossible.  'The
cities of Quebee, or any municipality say,
votes a suin of moncy towards the construc:
tion of a railway, which all admit is necess-
ary, and for the public good—in consequence
of this volz a tax is levied upon property.
Is the proprictor poorer after the tux is
levied than he washefore 2 If the interests
of the proprictor are immediately or inti-
mately linked with the prosperity of the
localitics in which arcsituate bis propertics,
clearly be i3 in a better position by the ex-
intence of that which enables the teuant to
pay his rent regularly, and a larger rent,
than he was before. A corporation tn
benefits by tho existence of those industries
which it helps to create by theso means, by
being in a position to colleet its taxes prompt-
ly and without difficulty, and even out of
the works themaelves. Those who pay
taxes in the case above instanced gain moro
by their application than they loose in pay-
ing them ; the tax payer in these cases
scureely ever pays in proportion to his gain :
and that » man should be obliged to yield
a part of his profits to increase his trade
seems 4 very equitable proceeding. The
tax Jevied for 2 loan to a railway, that is
necessary, makes no man poorer, but makes
the community richer, because it crentes
commierce and facilitates the movements of
men, and the transport of things. The
cconomy in point of time, a8 well asin point
of price, i8 more than a compensation for
the tax. Any money advanced by a city or
a municipality, debarred the privileges of
communication during the greater part of
the year, for the construction of a railway,
which must lead to cheapness and abun-
dance by affording facilities to trade, ia a
mere advance made for services to bo ron-
dered ; and such services as will reimburse
tenfold the capital advanced. We want the
North Shore Railway, beeause it will nee-
essarily diminish the real prossure upon our
trade, and gradually effectively revive it.
The gradual decline of gur trade is step by
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step diminishing the real amount of the rent
of the land, and the principal as wellias the
interest of eapital cmployed in the business
of production is leading to general inactivi-
ty. In view of these tuets the! productive
classes have an interest in the construction
of this railway, becruse its cfect will be to
revive trade, and adjust matters ; not by
diminishing the ratio of depreciation, but
by placing us fuirly upon the path of pro-
gressive advance.  No opportunity: for
ereating a trade should be permitted to
pass ; and let it be rewembered that the
wost formiduble obstucle to its cxistence
ix the absence ot that culightenment, which
seas, an’) seizes the opportunity at the pro-
prr tiwe. '

fAPER ]ﬁon EY,

We are not, of course, going to indulge
ouc readers with a dissertation on wmoncy,
in the sirictly cconouiical sense; but sinece
our Government have deemed it advisable
to issne their legal tender notes, which are
virtually intended to represeut specie, or
the uses of speeie, we might sugyest, that
it the issucs are made solely with reference
to the requircments of the exehequer,
without avy regard whatever to the wants
of circulation, much evil will be inflicted
upon our people, The groatest manage-
ment must be employed in the suthorised
issues of paper money, for, in theratio of its
vxpansion, or colargement beyond the actual
wants of circulation, it will decrcase in
value. For whatever authorization Gov-
ernment maey give to paper moncy, which
has no other basis than its credit, it can
only keep it up to its value, in the measure
that it bo rather kept withiv than pushed
without the nccessities of circulation,
Paper moncy, or any money of that natuce,
wmust have some reference to the specie-
credit, which it is intended to supplant,
for however much we may wish to divest
our mind of the idea, we always look upon
the precious metals as the basis of wealth ;
aud as their value depends not upon artifi-
cial means, but upon their reul intrinsic
value, which equalizes their worth all over
the world, they enter into all our schemes
28 the basis for which we arc aiming at a
substitute.

Now, previous to the legal tender notes,
paper money only had a value because it
could be instzntly and readily converted
iuto specie. At present the Governwent
note has supplunted the necessity of the
precious motal, as thosc notes may be
offered in ail cases where gold previously
was required by law. It is true that our
jovermment paper money may be convert-
ed into gold, but the important difference
that cxists between its conversion under
the present system and the conversion of
paper money before, is that the place where
that convorsion was cffected waz always
within reach of the holders of notos. Now,

this convenience does not exist, and it en-
tsils many inconveniences which it would
surpass our limits to explain.
It is the greatest mistake to believe that
Governcat can give more than a pominal
value to any money it may choose to adopt.
The real value of meney, paper money at
any rate, will be measured in « great part
by the wants of circulution ; just so much
ag is required will have value, and two
dollars will only have the value of one, if
it has so far excceded the mensure of the
national demand for a circulating medium.
The possession of gold or speeic invests
paper woney with value as a general rule,
and Government itself cun only give a
value to paper moncy, as it conncots it
with that upon which all men fix any value
—sold or specic. And the benefit of this
money in a eowmunity is, that it is reully
the only. mediuin which hss value clse-
whare. For that reason, when gold emi-

‘srates but to return in some other cqui-

valent shape, internal national ecirculation
is in uo way cramped for want of money,
for its functions for the time are just as
well performed by the paper which is sub-
stituted in its stead. The accession of
value which is procured to a country in
this way by paper mouney is really much
less than we arc inclined to belicve, but
yet it is of infinite value, and only of value
because of the resdiness and facility with
which paper oan be converted into gold.
But destroy this value, or make it difficult
to obtain gold for your paper, and you
shift commerce from its basis of money, to
its rival credit. But if specie emigrate
from our midst to where it has a higher
value, aud leave us only o paper_circul:;—
tion which has value within che limigs of
the nation, we cannot see that the substi-
tute is a sound one, nor can we see that it
will long retain its value at all. Govern-
ment, it is true, may receive a temporary
benefit from the issuc of -notes, when the
issue refers solely to their necessities, and
is based upon a previous credit reposing on
a metallic value; but soorer or luter com-
merce,—or rather the nation, is culled upon
to replace a metallic ourrcncy when the
paper circulation has broadened iuto excess.
Authority can never replace a metalic cur-
rency which it has destroyed—the nation
at lsrge only can do that—and for that
reason the Government should be chary
about tampering with the currcuey of a
country.

It is always to be regretted when a gov-
csnment, from circumstauces which are
peculiar to its-If, is forced to disturb the
currency of a country, for it is a direet in-
terference with commeree, snd it is in vain
for government to designate what shall be
the specific material which shall pass for
woncy. Customn will always attach to
realitics their intrinsic walues, and nover
gives to artificial ereations any value but
what is connected with thut which mankind
regards as money in the narrowest scnse.
We do not offer these remarks in a spirit
hostile to the government, but merely de-
sire to eall attention to the fuct, that there
is dunger in the paper system which is
dolcd out in a measurc to serve double in-
terests solely, regardless of the necessities
of trade. It will be obserred that we
have the Government interests first, and
those of the Bank of Montreal after; and
as both arc of a personal nature and the
issues depending upon them, we would
exnct caution before an evil comesupon us.

.

What we hold is this: that money isindebted
for its currency not to the authority of
government, but to its being a commodity
bearing a peculiar and intrinsic value, that
men have clected to reccive coin in prefer-
ence to every other article, because they
know from experience that it is preferred
by those whose products they have occa-
sion to purchase; wherefore that a govern-
ment paper may not become destitute of
credit or confidence, it must follow the
wauts of circulation, and the place of its
conversion into coin must be within the
reach of holders of notes.  We think we
have every reason to fear the wltimate cmi-
gration of coin from our midst, and a
national currency which is not based upon
the real existence of specie in a country
cannot long live on the credit which mere
paper can borrow from national promises.
As a medium of cxchange paper assumes
value from the urgent necessity that exists
for it, but destroy gradually or precipitately
the basis upon which it must repose that
it may have value, and you will quickly
learn that, notwithstanding the urgency
which exists for 2 medium of cxchange,
paper must be grounded on a stronger and
wore intrinsic principle than eredit to bave
any value at all,

there may be great merit and no success at ttll
The distinction between success and merit is a
thing that is too often lost sight of in the badtle
of life, and cspecinlly so in reference to the
young and inexperienced.  The grounds of suc-
cess may be nothing but the basest of means,
accompanied with & good amount of tact, or,
perhaps, the merest accident, while the grounds
of merit must be in themselves valuable, as, for
example, when one man by roguery rucceeds in
business, and an honest dealer fails.
