A Defence of the Consiitulion of the
Diocese of Vermont, in reply to the
strictures of the Episcopal Recorder,
by Joun Hopxins, D. D, L L. D.,
Bishop of Vermont.

THE EPISCOPAL VETO.

GenTLEMEN:—The last number of your
paper, under the date of January, aims a
vigorous blow at the Diocese of Vermont,
on the subject of what the writer calls
«The Episcopal Veto,” which calls on her
Bishop for some notice. And as it ap-
pears that the late editor, in the same
paper, has announced the termination of
his duties, and the publication hercinalter
is to be under your immediate direction,

imporiance which is justly autached to the
Episcopal element, we have our distinctive
title from it as the Protestant EpiscopaL
Chureh in these United States.

When the Diocese of Vermont, there-
fore, assembles in Convention, the Bishop
presides, not as chairman, nor as modera-
tor, but as the chief and indispensable
head of the assembly. by virtue of his
Apostolic fungtion.  Along with him are
the clergy and the laity, elected by the
several parishes. All the proper consti-
tuents of the Church are present, under
Christ, the Supreme Bishop of souls.
And when they proceed to act they must
act in unity, because the Bishop, the clergy
and the laity, are all distinct and Lmpor-
tant parts of the same body, and theref.re
must concur, or nothing can be done. But
the Bi-hp has no more power over the
clergy than they have over him. And
the laity have the very same power against
Bishop and clergy together.” By what
logic, then, can my worthy f[riend, the
Rev. Dr. Hawks, prove his assertion that
such a constitution makes the Bishop «ab.
solute?”  Forif the fact that the Bishop’s
concurrence is necessary makes him abso-
lute, it is evident that thé clergy and the
laity must each be equilly absolute for the
very same reason. So that here we should
have three absolute powers in the same
government! My rospect for Dr. Hawks
will not permit me to call this nonsense.
But I must take the liberty of saving that
no one ever laid down such a theory of
absolutisin before ; and therefore he is at
least entitled to the merit of perfect origin-
ality.

‘T'he truth, however,is, that no Diocesan
Constitution can be more just and equal to
its ihree co-ordinate elements than ours,

amendment of our General Convention
has not been fillowed by the older Dio-
ceses, and so they still remain in their first
unfortunate shape, as if it never had oc-
curred to them that on such a plan they
were depriving their Bishop of his proper
place, and making the Episcopate look as
much as possible like Presbyterianism.
But what authority have they for this ? Is
there anything like it in the Epistles of St.

DREADFUL RAILROAD ACCIDENT.

The Detroit Advertiser of Saturday in regard
to the late Great Western Railway accident
says:i—

«The collision was the most frghtfiul affair
ever known on a western road. The express
consisted of four first class and two second class
cars, all full of passengers. So forcible was the
shock that the car next to the baggage car was
jumped completely over the second class car,
killing or wounding nearly all the passengers in
both cars, and smashing them to atoms. The
front first class car was also dashed to pieges,
and the passengers in the front part nearly all
Kkilled or badly injured.

"The Melbourne Argus\draws a glowing picture
of the highly flourishing ¢ondition of thé colony.
The import: trade was thie only interest which
had any reason for complaint. In' the gold-
digging districts law and ovder were becoming
rapidly established and the population was fast
settling down to the pursuits of steady industry.
‘We are informed that in the neighborhood of
most of the gold fields large plots of land have
been purchased for agricultural purposes. Cul-
tivation and the breeding of thie smaller kinds
of stock are becoming quite a mania at the
goldfields, and fabulous prices are iven for
animals suitable for the purpose. here is
every indication of a more settled and orderly
state of things taking the: plice of ‘the wild,
campaigning sort of life which the diggers have
hitherto led. At Batlarat, Mount Alexander,
Bendigo, M’Ivor, and the Goulburn diggings,
regularly-built houses are rapidly superseding
the formeér encampments ; townships are being
laid out by the Government authorities, and
allotments are eagerly purchased; the diggers
are sending for their wives antimhildren; and
on eyery side thereare indications of the speedy

The extraordinary development of other branches
of industry in the colony 'of Vigtoria, and the
ample remuneration which labor everywhere
met with; had tempted many from the goldfields,
and this would also have some share in the
diminution of the gold returns. ¢On the whole,
however,” the Melbourne Argus says, ‘‘the
news from the goldfields was never more cheer-
ing or more certain.” i

The import trade of the colony appears to
have fallen off of late very. considerably; but
as the market had beén greatly overstocked
previously, and as there was but little trade
going on in the interior, owing to the great diffi-
culties of communication in the rainy season,
the effect of this decrease had not been much felt.

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Arrival of the Arabia.

Odessa accounts of the 8th, say that Gorts-
chakoff was at that place, and that Menschikoff,
who conld not maintain his position at Bak-
shiserai, had sent his army to Sebastopol and
gone to Perekop.

It is said Canrobert had notified the French
Government that the allied position is impreg-
nable, being defended by 80,000 men with 200
guns, and could be easily held against 200,000
Russians.

Constantinople letters of the 12th say that
3000 of the foreign legion and 4000 Turks have
left for the Crimea.
