CBAMBERLAIX A ST) TRASSVAAL.

The tiamtlon or Great Britain’» Suzerainty 
Ha» Kxelletl Interne Indignation.

New York, Aug. 23.—A London spe­
cial to The Sun to-day says: The state­
ment made by Mr. Joseph Chamberlain, 
the Colonial Secretary, in the House ot 
Commons on Aug. 4, that it was Im­
possible to arbitrate the question, of 
Great Britain’s suzerainty over tlie 
Transvaal, which had been established 
by convention, on the ground that sueli 

would be unprecedented be­
tween a suzerain power and its sub­
ordinate, has excited much indignation 
in the Transvaal.

The matter was debated in the Volks- 
raad, and several members declared that 
British suzerainty did not exist. The 
question will be again raised on Tues­
day next.

Meetings have been held in Praetoria 
and elsewhere in the Transvaal, at 
which resolutions were adopted denounc­
ing the stand taken by Mr. Chamber- 
lain. It was these resolutions which 
probably elicited the articles recently 
published by the Berlin newspapers, de­
claring that the Transvaal does not te- 
ci gnize Great Britain’s claim to suzer­
ainty.

At the institution of the High 
Court of Central Ontario our membership 
was 8515. On the 30th day of June, 1897, 
it lmd reached the handsome total of 9143- 

increase of 628. When we consider the 
financial pressure which prevailed through­
out the country during tne past year, and 
the disorganization which necessarily fol­
lowed division of the High Court in con­
nection with our mission work, this result 
may. I venture to say, be looked upon as 
extremely satisfactory, and bears ample 
testimony to the energy displayed by 
present High Chief Ranger and the b 
ren associated with him In the organizing 
and mission work of the order in our jur­
isdiction. On the 22nd day of September, 
1896, the High Court of Central Ontario 
was formed and began its existence as 
such. £)n that date we find that the sub­
ordinate courts were Indebted to the High 
Courts as follows: H. C. dues $053.83, 
supplies, $228.05. total $881.88. Of these 
amounts the following have been paid: H. 
C. dues $515.33, supplies $116.43, leaving a 
balance still due of H.O. dues $238.50, sup­
plies $111.62, total $350.12. Many cases of 
arrearages, handed down to us a legacy 
from the High Court of Ontario, extend 
back for many years, and In some cases 
as far back as the years 1888 and 1889. The 
collection of these arrears has caused a 
great deal of additional work. A great 
deal of correspondence was rendered nec­
essary before the accounts were brought 
to an amicable settlement. All legitimate 
means, short of recommending courts for 
suspension, have been employed and yet 
failure to effect a settlement has in a num­
ber of cases been the result- I could men­
tion six courts whose Court Deputies have 
been written to at least three times, and 
who have not seen fit to treat my commun­
ications with anything but silence. How­
ever, a fair proportion of the old debts lind 
been collected up to June 30. Since that 
time ascertain sum has been paid to me, 
and I think that daring the present For- 
estric year It will be possible to have the 
balance settled. Some facts and sugges­
tions regarding the supply department 
were also given.

Sla­
vin has had an eventful career as a pugil­
ist. It is less than ten years ago 
was able to earn purses of $5000 In 

“ V his fist. He was hailed as a coming 
champion. He rapidly deteriorated during 
the last two or three years, and was beat­
en by every third-rater against whom he 
was matched. The last heard of him from 
the West was that he had started for Klon­
dike to recoup his shattered fortunes. Shi 
vln made his pugilistic debut as far back 
as 1885, when he defeated all comers hi 
his native land, Australia. He sailed foA 
England in 1888, and after some easily-won 
victories over minor lights of the squared 
circle, he sprang into sadden notoriety by 
lighting a draw with Jem Smith, then Eng­
lish champion, at Bruges, Belgium. Slavin 
was soon recognized as the true English 
champion. The sporting nobility made 
much of him. He defeated Joe McAuliffe 
of San Francisco In 1888, in one and one- 
balf rounds before the Ormonde Club for 
n purse of $5000. Then he sailed for Amer­
ica to challenge John L. Sullivan.w He 
never fought tne champion, but June 17, 
1891, he knocked out Jake Kllraln before 
the Granite Athletic Club of Hoboken,. In 
England his fate led him against Peter 
Jackson, and the big black man beat him 
In ten rounds before the National Sport­
ing Club. Jim Hall beat him in 1803. His 
last victory in London was over Frank 
Craig of Harlem. > •

earthquakes is that they are the result oi! 
rocky strata being bemt—as in the process 
of mountain formation—beyond the limits 
of their elasticity. They are accelerations 
and announcements of orogenic and bratiy- 
seismical processes, which tells us that ad­
justments have taken place in the elastic 
or gravitational isostasy of the earth's 
crust. Wherever rocky masses are being 
folded there we get earthquakes. If these 
foldings are near an ocean by capillary ac­
tion water soaks inwards, a steam pres­
sure is’ created, and the magma of molten 
rock and water from time to time finds an 
exit, and we get displays of volcanic ac­
tivity. The reason that rock-folding exists 
is that the crust of our earth Is not suffi­
ciently strong to support Itself above a 
nucleus which is gradually growing small­
er by loss of heat

Turning to the useful aspect of seismo­

logy, Mr. Milne stated that, as the result 
of observation and experiment, many rules 
and formulae had been arrived at respect­
ing construction in earthquake countries, 
and it had been found that where these 
had been put into practice, the effects of 
seismic disturbances had been greatly mit­
igated. In Japan it was now clearly rec­
ognized that ordinary engineering practice 
as applied to embankments, piçrs for 
bridges, tall chimneys, the framing of or­
dinary dwellings, and other structures was 
to be avoided, and whenever, as, for ex­
ample, after a gisastrous earthquake, or a 
tire, reconstruction was required, new meth­
ods were adopted, the result of which is 
that the loss of life and property is be­
ing steadily reduced. The application of 
selsmomotry to measure the irregular move­
ments of locomotives has resulted 
forms of balancing the same.

I fiveU on Snbmrtgfil Area*.
The increased steadiness thus obtained 

is, among other things, accompanied by a 
marked saving in fuel. By the use of 
seismographs along the coast of Japan 
submerged areas of seismic activity have 
been mapped through which it would be 
dangerous to lay a cable. Instruments 
which record the unfclt movements of the 
earth’s crust sometimes tell us that cable 
interruption Is due, to earthquake action 
so far from lnnd that it cannot be felt by 
those on shore. For want of Information 
of this description in 1898, when three 
cables connecting Australia with Java were 
fractured simultaneously, in the former 
country naval and military reserves 
called out, the supposition being that their 
sudden isolation Indicated an operation of 
war. When it is remembered that this Is 
bv no means the only time a British col- 
ohv has been suddenly cut off from com­
munication with the rest of the world by 
the breaking of cables, such interruptions 
have shown tbe importance of being able 
to say whether this was brought about by 
natural or bv artificial means cannot be 
overestimated.

Although the attendance was small some 

interesting papers were read before the 
Mechanical Science Section. “The Present 
Tendencies of Electric Tramway Traction,’* 
by J. G. Waldrjdgc, was of special interest. 
Some of the points, made by the author arc 
as follows:

Tramway work is, at the present time, and 
has been for some years past, characterized 
by an increasing use of mechanical traction 
systems. The reasons for this are obvious 
and self-evident. It is, however, wortu 
while to look into the considerations that, 
so far as electric traction is concerned, 
have caused one system or another to grow 
into favorr noting also the inherent quali­
ties or attributes of each, which must have 
an effect on future developments.

The United Kingdom has practically 130 
miles of electric tramway at work or under 
construction; of this length 103l/j miles are 
operated on the trolley or overhead wire 
system, 15% miles by means of a third rail 
conductor, ti miles by means of storage bat­
teries, and only four miles on* the under­
ground conduit system. ;

These proportions may be taken as fairly 
representative of other countries also, as 
far as can be ascertained.

They seem likely to be maintained or 
even increased iu favor of tbe overhead 
wire system, unless radical improvements 

be made in the direction ut a cheaply 
built and maintained conduit method, or 
mort* durable and light accumulators for 
placing direct upon the car. Objections to. 
the overhead trolley wire system are al­
most entirely aesthetic, but at the same 
time have such great weight and force that 
every incentive is offered to the genius of 
invention to make improvements in other 
directions. ^

The ordinary underground conduit with 
open slot is most expensive to instal and 
troublesome to maintain efficiently, it can­
not be built for less than £10,000 or £12.000 
per mile. Even its latest form (consisting 
practically of an underground trolley wire) 
must require an outlay of nca ly double 
the cost of an overhead wire system.

Closed conduits with surface contacts usu­
ally operated by means of electro magnetic 
switching devices In boxes under the street 
level are complicated, and it is to be feared 
are unreliable. The great weight of lead 
required on each car for accumulator trac­
tion means practically that the live paying 
load can never reach 25 per cent, of the 
gross weight of loaded car: whilst the com­
binations of trolley wire and battery, at­
tempted on systems like those of Hanover 
and Dresden, are obviously ill-designed, th* 
dead weight of battery being carried 
throughout the entire journey, though it is 
only required for part thereof.
