She refused
to have anything to dé with the body,
which was brought to the city morgue to-
night.

ANOTHER ACCOUNT.

The G.N.W. Telegraph Co.’s report says
Fulford walked up the lane, went into the
field where Mrs. McCord was milking,shook
hands in a friendly way with her and asked
for Gertie.

then produced two revolvers, one in each
hand, and, presenting them at the woman,
demanded to know where his wife was.
Mrs. McCord stood up, saying there was
no uwse Iin that, whereupon he commenced
firing with the revolver in the left hand.
He emptied four cylinders, one ball pierc-
ing the skull about three inches above the
left ear, another in the region of the apex
of the heart and two in the left thigh,
about two inches apart. She fell at his
feet, and then, putting the revolver which
he had in his right hand into his mouth,
emptied three cylinders—at least there were
three empty when examined.

Mr. McCord came running, with a stone
to knock him down,when Fulford fell at the
feet of the dying woman, and died instant-

A Man of Middle Age.

Fulford, who is about 40 years old, and
whose Chicago address is 359 Monroe-ave-
nue, was a contractor and builder. The
body of Fulford was left in charge of Con-
stable Paisley, while Detective North-
graves is working on the case.

This awful catastrophe has shed a gloom
qver the whole community., Mrs. McCord
was a very estimable lady, and the whole
family are much esteemed. She leaves
a husband, four daughters and two sons to
mourn her untimely end.

Money Found omn Him.

On Fulford’s person was found cagh,
$457.59. A slip attached to the money
shows he had recently drawn $500. A re-
ceipt from Howard's Storage Company,
found in his purse, shows he had been at
the Pan-American BExhibition on the 7th
inst. He was in London at the Dominion
Hotel, Saturday, for some hours, drinking
pretty freely, while his valise at Ilderton,
contains a bottle of whiskey. He,no doubt,
came prepared to take the life of his wife
and himself, but being refused by the
mother to disclose her daughter’s place
of refuge, he gave her what otherwise
was intended for his wife.

Canadian and United States Capital-
ists Have Formed a Company
for New Enterprise.

AMOUNT OF CAPITAL IS $250,000.

Barges to Carry Coal From Lake
Ontario Ports to Montreal
Via the Canals.

Montreal, June 9.—(Special.)—One of the
direct results of the deepening of Can-
ada’s great system of inland waterways to
14 feet is the announcement that a new
corporation has been formed, composed of
leading Canadian and Amerlcan commercial
men, amongst the latter being Mr. W. F.
Havemeyer, the New York sugar king, for
the purpose of developing the coal-carrying
trade between the American ports on
Lake Ontario and the city of Montreal.
The Montreal Coal and Towing Company,
having secured a charter from the State
of West Virginia, not only be able
to bring coal to Montreal, but do a coast-
ing trade as well between the American
lake ports.

An interesting feature in the new enter-
prise is the peculiar kind of boat or
barge gelected for the work. They are de-
signed from the old pin-plat of the French-
Canadian voyageur, ‘will carry 800 tous,
and cost $8000, against $25,000 paid for
similar boats built dt the American ports.
They are good carriers, and as tugs do the
propelling, they carry no sails. The capi-
tal of the company, which starts with a
well equipped fleet, is $250,000, and the -di-
rectors are Messrs. John Torrance. Hy.
Miles, W. F. Torrance, S. 0. Shorey and
G. Ernest Muir, Mr. W. F. Torrance be-
ing president of the ecompany, and Mr.
Muir secretary-treasurer.

OSHAWA CALLED ON FOR HELP.

Prompt Response—Hard Work of
Firemen and Citizens Prevented a

Great Disaster,
9.—Fire destx_jo_;'cglr
Gross & handsome hardWare |
store this morning. The fire was discov-
ered about 5 o'clock by W. Dent, who, with
G. E. Gross, slept over the store. The
place was then filled with smoke from fire
in the cellar and nedr-premises. The alarm
bell was sounded by Dent, and the Whitby
fire brigade quickly responded with the
steamer. Finding it impossible to save the
hardware store, the brigade worked hard,
and with final success, to prevent the flames
tfrom spreading to the mass of Wwooden
buildings to the south. A stiff north wind
had sprung up, but, aided by a volunteer
bucket brigade upon the roofs of W. B.
Pringle & Co.'s store, W. Granger’'s dwell-
ing and the Queen’s Hotel, the firemen
made a brave and successful struggle with
one of the worst fires Whitby has had in
many years. Gunpowder and other explo-
sives made it somewhat dangerous to work,
as these materials from time to time blew
up. For half an hour there was a con-
tinuous explesion of cartridges, and many
persons were hit by the bullets, Rev. John
Abraham, pastor of St. Andrew’s Church,
amongst the rest, 'but fortunately no one
was seriously burt. Windows of J.Sounders’
shoe shop, opposite the fire, were smashed
by the bullets, A piane and most of the
furnishings of Gross" rooms, and also of Dr.
‘Woodrow's dentistry, were saved, as well
as considerable stuff from the front part
of the hardware store. Everything was re-
moved from A. Gilpin’s jewellery shop, and
J. Worfolk’s barber shop, in wooden build-
ings adjoining to the south and a large
quantity ef flour in bags from Todd’s
bakery, which is in the rear of these.
Alex, Fraser, tailor, next door on the north
side im Phillips’ building, had most of his
6tock removed, but the fire was kept con-
fined to the hardware shop.

Mayor Ross, when it was doubtful whe-
ther the Whitby brigade could control the
fire, appealed to Mayor Fowke of Oshawa
for assistance, which was promptly and
cheerfully given. The full force of the QOsha-
wa Fire Co. were in at the finish, their
steamer took a position at the well on
King-street, and when the reach of the
‘Whitby engine's suction pipe necessitated
a stop the Oshawa engine kept on for an
hour, playlng a strong single stream. The
front and side walls are standing, but the
rear omne fell in.

The bulldlag was erccted over 40 years
ago by the late Col. James Wallace, and
was originglly occupied by the Bank of
Montreal and by Donaldson & Son., hard-
ware, who were succeeded by the i)respnt
firm.

He pointed out that Rutledge, up till the
time of his appearapce in the Police
Court on Friday morning, had counted
upon not being held answerable for
the death of County Constable Boyd, in
yview of what County Constable Stewart
had testified, makiyg it clear that Rice
had fired the fatal ghot. '
Verdict Easily Reached.

Subgequent events showed that the
Crown would attempt to prove that he
was egually guilty, and with the sen-
tence of 21 years’ imprisonment, Rut-
Jdedge "evidently came to the canclusion
before returning to the jail that his pros-
pects for the future were anything but
bright. The jury only spent & few min-
utes discugsing the evidence.

MESSAGES IN THE BIBLE,

On the Baek Page Frank Rutledge
Left a Request for His
. Pal Rice.

The Bible which the dead man Rutledge
carried in his breast poeket, and fer the
possession of which the surviving desperado
Rice made a request, is a eopy of the
New Testament, On the fly leaf are the
words : ‘““To Jack, with love. From ‘Wee
Wifie,’ Chieago, Oct. 7, 1900.” - The book
shows the marks of being considerably
handled, and all thru there are verses and
clapses underlined, some with penéil and
sowme with pen.

On the back page appear the words:
“Fred Lee Rice, Be sure and send this
baok to A—— in Chieago."

This last sentence was most probably
written by Rutledge in the “cells, on #the
morning of the suieldé, and goes to prove
that the suicide was premeditated.

The Bible is now In the possession of
Governor Vanzant, whe will not hand it
over*to Rice as requested by Rutledgeé until
it has been thoroly examined, and perhaps
not then, as the Crown authorities are
supreme in such a.case.

On the top half of the Inside cover of
the hook are some shorthand chargcters,
which are hasdly readable, snd shorthand
characters are also written on the. backs
of two envelopes which wete addressed
to Rutledge. One sentence, which Is part-
Iy in longhand and parftly in shorthana,

reads: “Why was this evidepge not put
in at Chicago¥y”’ : .

SCHOOL TEACHER’S SHOCK.

Miss Jolly, who is a tescher at the
Bolton-avenue school, WAS a passenger on
the street car that the trio held up. When
the shooting commenced Miss Jolly escaped
with the rest, but her experiénce was too
migch, and she now les sick at her home.

WANTS TO SEE A LAWYER,

Vina Seavey, the- ““velled lady,” who is
on remand at the jail, In connection with
the three desperadoes, Rice, Rntledge and
Jones, on Saturday said to the matron

that she would like to see Lawyer Robin-
ette, If he came to the jail, but said it
was not important enough to warrant call-
ing him,

RICE APPEALS TO HIS FATHER.

Rice, the murderer, now alone in the
Jail, has had much food for thought during
the last 24 hours. At his request, his
counsel, Mr. T. C. Robinette. on Saturday
wrote a lengthy letter to his father; who
lives In Champaign, Illinois. In this letter
the legal man points out the ecritical posi-
tion in which the prisoner stands, with
not only a sentence of 21 years hanging
over his head, but with the extreme like-
lihood of his being- sentenced to death in,
at ‘the longest, a few months, The elder
Mr. Rice, who is understood to be in good
elreumstances in Champaign, i8 expected
here some time during next week to make
what arrangements he can fo assist the
prisoner in defending himselt on the
murder charge. The .prisoner, it scems, Is
a graduate of Champaign University. He
has a good address, and it I8 a mystery
how he started upon his career of crime
which has so far led to a very short
distance of the gnllr_’ws.

SHERIFF AND GOVERNOR ARE
ALL RIGHT !

The article im ‘The Hamliton Herald of
Saturday night 1§, we take It, Amrne'y-Ge_n-.
eral Gibson's answer to The World's de-
mand for the removal of Sheriff ‘widadi-
field and Governor Vansant. No one is
blameable, the sheriff is not responsibl®
for the death of Boyd, officlals should not
be bounced when mistakes occur. In a
word, the whole contentien of The World
is very childish.

In other words, we must keep on put-

ting political claimants Into the respon-
sible positions of sheriffs #nd governors 0"
jails, and hold them to mo responsibility.
A sheriff is an ornament, a politigal pen-
sioner, the duty nominally assigned to him
{s dome by = poorly-paid constables and
guards. Political clalms, not fitness, must
govern, and political 'considerations must
keep him In the post, even when his neg:
lect~ or incompetence brings disaster.
That’s all there is to it!
There is nothing wréng!’ L]
And yet there is something wrong, eyen
according to the mouthpiece of the At-
torney-General. After disputing everything
The World said, and calling it ‘“very
childish,” it winds up:

There is more sense in The World's

strictures on the existing system of ap-
pointing sheriffs and jail governors.
and in fact. all public officlals. Whea
men who are selected for public service,
not with an eye to their fitness for such
service, but with-a view to rewarding
them for services rendered to the party
in power, it Is idle to expect the best
quality of service from them. There is
no denying that many, If not most, of ¥
the sheriffs in this province hold their
offices ag sinecures. They do practically
noth'ng: their work is done for them
by deputies and eclerks. There are, of
course, exceptions; but the rule fs that
a_shrievalty Is regarded as an_honor-
able retirement for an active politician
—A life position In which the duties are
nominal and the emoluments comfort-
able. It is a question whether our SYS-
tem is to be preferred to the Ameriean
system of election.
In other words, the Attorney-General's
apologist confesses that the system is bad.
That a gheriff’s office is a placé of retire-
ment —“it is idle.to expeet the best qual-
ity of service from them!” There's a con-
fession for you! The public have no right
to expect ‘‘the best quality of service,”
Negligence, incapacity, is what you must
expect!

Does this not prove all we claimed,name-
ly, that the system was bad, and must he
changed, and that the Incompetent '‘men
under so bad a system onght to be remov-
ed? When Judge Robertson’s infirmity
was made public, The World called for his
resignation, in- the public interest; in the
public interest we maintain that both the
sheriff and the governor of the jail should
be removed. And in the public interest the
system of selection™® ghcH officials shonld
be abolished forever.

But The Globe and The Hamilton Herald
are quite satisfied With \tYings as they are.
The people are not, any more than they
are, satisfied with the whole administration
of justice in Toronto, as far as the prov-
ince and the province-appointed officiale
are (ionccrned.' And yet a change is com-
ing.

UNITED STATES AND RECIPROCITY

Canada should be in no hurry to réopen
negotiations with the United States looking
towards the establishment of commercial
reciproeity between the two countries. The
countries of Europe are‘pavlng the way for
reciprocity with the United States for us
as well Let Canada
Lwait and see what effect the aggresive ac-
ﬁon of united Europe will have in causing
tlie United States to deal more equitabiy
with the nations with whom it trades. The |
threat of the leading countries of conti-
nental Europe to prohibit TUnited  States
goods from European markets has already
had an appreciable influence on public opin-
jon across the border.

“LET IT BE WAR TO THE KNIFE.”

“And the Knife to the Hilt,” is the
Language of a Strong Resolu-
tion Passed on Saturday.

A strong resolution touching the recent
action of the Natlonal Metal Trades As-
sociation was passed by the International
Machinists Saturday morning. The resp-
lution accepts the defi of the manufacturers
and declates that, if there is to be war,
it will be war to the kamife. The resolu-
tion reads:

Whereas, according to press despatches,
bearing date of the 2nd inst., and emanat-
ing from New York, and this body having
no evidence or notice to the contrary, it
would seem that the officials of the Na-
tional Metal Trades Association have' de-
cldTed war upon the International Associa-
tion of Machinists, and defiance to and re-
pudiation of every principle for which that
association stands; and in doing so they,
it is alleged, have stated their reasons for
80 doing are that our international body,
thru its officlals, has violated the agree-
ment entered Into with the National Metal
Trades Association, on May 18, 1800, by re-
fusing to arbitrate the question of wages,
when the nine-hour day went into eftect,
on the 20th ultimo, and,

Whereas, seeing that the question is not
mentioned in the sald agreement, and that
certain  officials of the National Metal
Trades Association and other members of
that body have put the nine-hour-a-day
schedule into effect, in accordance there-
with, and made no reduction in pay, it
is but but fair to assume that, by impli-
cation and in spirit, no reduction was in-

SECTION MAN KILLED.

Robert Herrington, a Grand Trumk
Employe, Met a Horrible Death,
Ont., June &s.—Kobert Herring-
ton, a G.T.R. section man, was run over
and killed a mile east of Hyde Yark station
by G.T.R. westbound express No. 3,
which left London at 11.056 a.m. When
first seen by the train crew, the man was
Iying on the track a short distance ahead,
and ‘there was no time to stop the train
before running over him.

His neck
was broken, .the skull and face were crush-
ed in, both legs were taken off below the
hips and both feet crushed, while the arms
were partially severed.

The hat was the only portion of
his apparel undamaged. 'I'ne remains were
gathered up and brought to the eity.

Both the coroner and the
undertaker sald they had never seen a body

THE LOCOMOTIVE DISPUTE.

New York Sun’s London Correspon-
dent Says English Crews Are
Hostile to U. 8. Machines.

London, June 8.—N. Y. Sun Cable)—An
Important explanation s necessary.concern-
ing the dlq;nte as to the rival merits .f
American and English locomotives which

have been tested in this country. The un-
favorable report made this week in regard
to the coal-burning, lubricating and repair-
ing expense of American lo¢omotives was
perfectly impartial so far as the Midland
Railway officials were concerned.

The fact, is well known, however, that
since American locomotives have been in-
troduced the engineers and firemen have
bitterly opposed what they regarded as an
unwarranted invasion of the field of British
industry, and they determined to find bo
good in the Transatlantic machines if they
could help it. The expense of running loco-
motives in the three respects named is ab-
solutely dependent on the crews which op-
erate them.

It may be taken for granted that Ameri-
can. locomotives in FEngland will never
achieve the best results until they are
handled by American engineers and firemen
who are loyally desirous of producing the
best results. This is undoubtedly under-
stood by the American builders, but they
are naturally precluded from publicly as-
serting the truth.

NEW FLYING MACHINE TRIED.

Prlnel-ple All Right, it is Said, But
Motive Power Was Inadequate.
London, June 8.—(N.Y. Sun Cable.)—Great

A SCARCITY OF CURATES.

Low Rate of
Caused a Decreased Supply.
New ‘York, June 9.—A'London correspond-
ent cables : P

The future of the Church of England
does not look very resy, threatened, as It
is, with something like a curate famine,
According to what the Rev. Paul Petit,
secretary of the Urdination and Candidates’
Fund, says, there has been a very serious
diminution in the pwmber admitted to holy
orders, this in face of the rapid growth or
population.

This condition of affairs is largely owing
to the decrease in values of benefices, whica
has resulted from the fall in the price of
corn, and consequently in the rent ot land.
Thus, parents hesitate in recommending
their sons to study for the church. Young
men may readily obtain curacies, but they
may grow old without obtaining prefer-
ment, and the older they get the less thew
value as curates. 'Thus, men who begin
life full of hope may fina themseives_in
painfully precarious positions in their de-
clining days.

Furthermore, many clergymen who would
gladly send their sons to the universities to
be trained for the church are umable to do
80 owing to the reduction of their incomes.

Those who are well acqualnted with the
subject say the only way to check .the
thveatened dearth of curates 1s by the
legalization of old age pensions.

An instance of this state of affairs was
noted at a 7Trinity ordination the other
day, when the number of candidates Wwas
the smallest known, only one deacon and
three priests being admitted te hoiy orders.
Truly the whole matter Is very serious.

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(EARLY DAYS OF TELEPHONE

A History of Jts Development Given by
its Inventor, Prof. A. Graham
" Bell, Ph. D., LL.D.

INVENTION NOW 26 YEARS OLD.

At the Present Time There Are
Over 2,000,000 Miles of Wire on
the American Continent.

New York, June 9.—The World prints the
following from the pen of Prof. A. Gra-
ham Bell, Inventor of the telephone:

It is exactly 26 years since I put up my
first telephone.

At that time I was visiting at my
father's house in Braotford, a small city
in Ontario, Canada: .We obtained the per-
mission of the Canadian government to
use a telegraph line four miles long that
extended from Brantford to a neighboring
village. :

We put up our apparatus in a friend’s
house, kindly loaned for the purpose, and
as it was over half a mile from the tele-
graph line, we were obliged to lengthen
the wire.

No additionaY telegraph wire wag avall-
able, so what do you think we u::d? Yoix
would never guess. Ye could find nothing
in the hardware stores but stovepipe wire,
:;;le ‘;: l;ud t:o :uy up all the stovepipe

A short time afterwards Mr. Charles
Williams of Boston strung a . telephone
wire from his office in Boston to his house
In Cambridgeport, a distance of two miles.
This wag the first telephone wire to be
permanently erected.

Since these small beginnings, what amaz-
ing progress has been made!

Do you know that there are nearly 2,000,-
000 miles of telephone wires in the United
States alone? '

If these wires were fastened togetbe'ri
they would encizele the-earth 81 times,
The total number of telephone calls In
this country last year +vas 1,820,000,000.
At the rate of one cent a call, this would
amount fo enough ‘pennies to form:g
double row around the globe, and there
would be enough left over to make three
rows dcross the Atlantie. ]

single generation.

THE ALLEGED CLAIM JUMPING.

Former Chief Justice Scott Says the
Thing is Not Possible,
Whatcom, Wash., June 9.—Former Chief
Justice of the Washington Supreme Court,

and other relagiyes’ gifts of silver or other
Enick-knacks, t always come in useful,
have been stored away, a goodly collection
of things has accumulated; and there is
something to begin on. Then the doilies,
large and small, and various bits of table,
burean or other famcy linen, worked by
the girls themselwés in moments of leisure,
together with little etchings or photographs
of good pictures, bits of glass or pottery,
things bought singly when there is a little
extra money going, or the books that every
girl collects and the birthday and Christ-
mas gifts of friends—all these go to make
up a valuable store that will be of Im-
mense value to the young housekeeper.
Especially is it a relief to hayve the neces-
sary household linen prepared, not only on

but for the expense that will. be prevent-
ed at the important moment. One wise
woman tells me that she puts away a hand-
some tablecloth, eor other plece of linen,
each year for her girls, and that the god-
mother's gift of .a silver initialled spoon
yearly has resulted in a goodly collection
of these. Her determination to have a
goodly provision for her girls arose out of
her own unfortunate experience, She says
that she had not a thing ready and that
while the purchase of her linen and trous-
seau was a serfous tax upon her father’s
income, long afterwards felt, her mother
and berself were nearly killed with the long
months of sewing and preparation.

1 heard
of a couple of girls yesterday who have
large, handsomely carved chests, their ewn
handiwork, and in these there is the maost
surprising stock of lovely and necessary
things, lingerie, made by themselves, table
linen, centrepieces and doilies, their own
work:; cushions and cushion tops, bits of
pottery, pletures and a thousand and one
things that will add to the appearance »f
the homes to which they are going in the
near future, as well as stock their linen
eupboards. . ;

a Canadian.

Carnegie’s Trust.

As for Mr. Carnegie’s trust, to-day’s par-
ticulars quite smooth away the criticisms
which assailed the early forecasts. Mr.
Carpegie has completely met the early In-
dictment of his scheme .on the ground of
its pauperizing effect, by setting apart half
the money for improyement and expansion
of Scottish university teaching, leaving the
other half for ald to qualified and deserving
students. - This exactly meets Scotland’s
greatest néed. In the words of Dr. Wil-
llam Wallace, teaching In the Scottish
universities had come ‘to mean skeleton
faculties, supported by skeleton revenues.
Mr. Carnegle’s gift in the hands of trus-
tees of such high national repute as Lords
Elzgin, Rosebery, Kelvin and Kinnaird, and
Messrs. Balfour, Bryce and Morley, musi
change all this. Even The Times this
morning turns its former moaning to paeans
of praise. It sees Scotland lifted to the
very highest level of academic importance.
It is, in truth, a splendid vision which
these overflowing American milliong are
unfolding before Scottish and English eyes.

Mud-Throwing at War Office.

“Mr. Brodrick’s dust heap” is the now
accredited new title of the War Office.

clals waste a large part of their time iIn
finding - out how .things should be done
and who should do them, the Process gener-
ally ending in nobody doing vital things
waiting to be done, and nobody is to blame;
while large questions of military policy
are left unconsidered. Great changes must
come, and come soon, for the report in the
hands of an alert opposition is enough of
a bombshell to throw half a dozen Minis-
tries who dared to neglect it.

Ottawa. June 8.—The Carpenters’ Union
has decided to fight the Contractors” Asso-
ciation until the demands of the union are
met. The contractors last night declded
not to grant the demands of the men, and
when the latter received the official noti-
ficatlon of the employers’ decision they
resolved to stay out until their demands
are granted.

GYGLONE  SEASON NOW O

Storm Swept Over Oklahoma and
Did an Immense Lot of
Damage

IN A STRIP FIFTY MILES WIDE.

Then it~ Concentrated Into. a

Cyclone, Killed People and De-
molished Houses. ’

Perry, 1.7., June 8.—The storm which
passed over Kastern Oklahoma last night
was one of the most severe since the open-
ing of the strip. VVA feature of the storm
was the extent of the territory covered.
Sweeping down from the Kansas State line
and covering about 50 miles in width, the
wind, rain and hail swept over the coun-
try as far south as CT0 Oklahkoma. The
fury of the storm centred In a cyeclone
at about 6.30 p.m., which formed at a

point near the Kansas State line and just
on the county lines of Kay and Grant,
Oklahoma. 'The twister took a south-
easterly course and was most disastrous in
an area of ten miles square in Eastern
Kay County. ‘Ihe little town of Kddy was
struck, and of the 12 or 15 bufldings In
the place all were levetied to the ground,
except the railroad station and an elevator.
The people of the town sought places ot
safety. One unknown man was killed and
several persons were slightly injured by
flying debris. The track of the cyclone
between this peint’ and ‘Tonkawa, & dist-
ance of about eight miles, was laid waste.
Five farm houses and barns were blown
away, but all the occupants escaped with-
out injury. Fine fields of wheat in the
midst of harvest were laid waste. The
tail end of the cyclone fell witn terrible
force upon Tonkawa. Thlrty dwellings
and business houses were scattered like
loose lumber. "The citizens of the town
had been watching the advance of the
storm and had sought shelter in caves ana
cellars. There were no fatalitles at this
point, and only a few persons are scratch-
ed, which is almost miraculous, consider-
ing the devastation. i

At Blackwell, a few miles north of
Tonkawa, ¥. G. Crawford, a carpenter
working on a house, was struck by light-
ning and instantly killed.

ANOTHER ACCOUNT,

Wichita, Kan,, June 8.—The most dis-
astrous storm that has ever visited Okla-
homa prevailed in Kay County last night.
A - tornado struck Bilfings, Bddy: and
Tonkawa, and its Influence covered a
stretch of country 10 miles wide and 36
miles long, destroying towns, farm houses
and crops. "The financial loss will exceed
$100,000. o

At Eddy three pegsons were killed, as
follows : Mrs. Mande McGathey, Louls
McGathey and Robert McGiffin.

It is reported that several persons were
killed, at Blllings, but this cannot be verl-

The Wonderful.

Spokane, Wash., May 27.—Some fine ore
from the recent strike on the Wonderful,
near Sandon, B.C., has '‘been brought to
the city by W. W. Warner, muanager, of
the property. The specimens are a galena
ore, thickly impregnated with carbonates.
They are almost solid metal. *‘‘The strike
was most peculiar,” sald Mr. Warner, In
discussing the situation at the property.
“Under some former management a tun-
nel was started half a dozen feet above
the ledge. which I have just uncovered.
The tunnel never amounted to anything,
for the workmen passed directly over the
lode in driving the crosscut.

“I noticed some brown stain on the
earth near the portal of the tunnel, and
I did a.little surface work, which resuited
in uncovering the lead. 8ix open cuts
have been made since then and they have
exposed the outcrop for a distance of 1500
feet. The lode is about four feet wide,
and assays show 170 ounces in silver and
60 per cent. lead. The ore exists In kid-
neys ranging in size from a few hundred
pounds up to many carloads. A big out-
eropping of another ledge was recently dis-
covered on the surface, and we mean to
go ahead with the development of it
thru one of the present tunnels.”
