Ottawa, July 25.—(Special.)—Au-
tumnal elections are foreshadowed in
supplementary estimates amounting to
$11,839,270, which were brought down
by the minister of finance to-night.
This brings the total estimates for the
year up to $74,774,608, of which $12,-
692,104 is chargeable to cajntal
$62,082,504 to consolidated fund, few
places in the list of applicants for gov-
ernment assistance seem to have been
neglected.

The Ottawa and Georgian Bay Canal
gets $250,000 for a survey for water-
way. No less than $2,850,700 is appro-
Jpriated for the Intercolonial and Prince
Edward 1Island Railway. Of this
amount about three-quarters of a mill-
fon is revote. Toronto has not been
forgotten by the generous author of
the estimates. These appropriations
speak for themselves:

Dr. Henderson and A. W. Cockburn
Heard in Their Defence.

North Bay, July 25.—The bribery
charges brought out by John Bidgood
of the National Hotelys Sudbury,
against Dr. James Henderson of War-
ren and A. W. Cockburn of Sturgeon
Falls, were given a hearing before
Commissioner Gordon in the court
house here to-day.

“The second time I ever saw Bid-
good,” said Dr. Henderson, ‘“he took
me thru his house and ended up by
handing me an envelope. I returned it
to him immediately, and he gave it
back, and I kept it.. I found out later
it contained $125. Bidgood did not
ever say anything about the money,
and neither did I. After Detective
Rogers interviewed Bidgood he caiue
east to see Cockburn and myself. Bid-
good wired us to keep silent.”

“Ten minutes after I was introduced
to Jack the Ripper,” said Cockburn,
“we were standing in a passage be-
tween the postoffice of Sturgeon Falls
and the next building.

SCENTS A SENSATION.

Marquise de Fontenoy in his letter
to The Chicago Tribune, says: King
Edward’s sister, Princess Christian,
with her two daughters, Princess Vie-
toria and Princess Louise of Schles-
wig-Holstein, are to sail next week
for South Africa. The primary oBject
of their trip is to visit the tomb of
the late Prince Christian Victor at
Pretoria, who succumbed to enteric
fever during the course of the Boer
war, in which he served on the staff
of Lord Roberts.

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RUSSSIAN EXPLOITS ON SEA.

2

Russia has apparently accepted the
inevitable and has officially recalled
the anomalous craft flying her flag in
the Red Sea, and whose doings have!
all but set Europe by the ears. As
usual, the Russian foreign orfice is
ready with a scapegoat, this time in
the form of the Grand Duke Alexander

was not enough for the thorogoing par-
tisan. As soon as ft was discovered
that Lord Dundonald and the govern-
ment had: disagreed beyond hope of
reconciliation, party allegiance dJe-
manded that Lord Dundonald should
be discredited. He was represented
as proposing the erection of fortresses
along the Canadian frontier, and as
being restrained only by the good
sense of his political chief. Then it
was contended that his services in the
South African war had been grossly
exaggerated, and were hardly worth
mentioning.

Finally, his ancestors are lugged in-
to the dispute. It appears that the
famous seaman. who bore the name
early in the century was not amen-
able to-discipline, and that the present
Lord Dundonald has inherited these
rebellious instincts. There is some-
thing very strange and even ludi-
crous, in the champion of a Liberal
government going back a century and
taking sides with the Tory reaction-
aries who persecuted and oppressed
the reformer ,of abuses, the Radical
member of parliament. But strangs
bedfellows are made by politics as w=lil
as by poverty. !

A party whose leaders are in offi:e
soon develops an attitude of rever-|
ence toward officeholders. In a fare-
well demonstration to Lord Dundone
ald, The Ottawa Free Press detects
treason and rebellion against the
powers that be, and talks of its pro-
moters as ringleaders, while the gen-
eral is a “disgraced official.” Flunkey-
ism in this country is not likely to
take the form of worship of a titled no-
bility, the object of worship being
seldom with us. But it is quite likely
to take the form of servility toward
a wealthy class or a political chief,
and of this there are already indica-
tions,

Ottawa, July 25, —(Special.)—A n?gm-
ber of the government has placed him-

that the express companies of Canada
are owned by the railways. In & re-
cent debate in the house, and frequent-
ly in the railway committee, when Mr.
Maclean’s bill to amend the Raflway
Act was being considered, it was as-
serted that the express companies and
the railway companies were separate
institutions. The minister of justice
was among those who held to this view,
To-day when the estimates of the de-
partment of trade and commerce were
under discussion the question of
cheaper express rates between the ma-
ritime provinces and the “other pro-
vinces of Canada was introduced, Sir

ly that the express companies were
owned by the railways. This stute-
ment by the minister of trade and com-
merce was only an incident in an in-
teresting debate concerning the opera-
tions of express companies in the mari-
time provinces, but it deprived the
government of its favorite excuse for
not bringing the express companies
under the jurisdiction of the railway
commission,

“Mr. Borden spoke of ‘the necessity of
making close*and constant connection
between the coast steamers’ trip ser-
vVice and the railway at Canso, point-
ing out that if this were done and a
reliable service given on the railway,
a large business could be done in sup-
plying the markets of Montreal and
the west with fish from ‘the maritime
brovinces.

Slr “Richard Cartwright agreed with
this. “My hon. friend is perhaps aware,
as I am,” said Sir Richard, ‘“of the
difficulty we have had in getting decent
fish supplied in Ottawa, and I should
be glad to contribute as far as 00OS-
sible, so that we may get fresh fish
quuy supplied to our breakfast tables
in the west,”

W. F. Maclean sald he hoped the
minister would 80 a step further and
urge upon the government to support:
the proposal which he had made to
put' the express companies under the
lurisdiction of the raflway commission,
80 that their express charges may be
rcgulate{l.

A Canadian once before won
the King’'s prize, but he was not born
in this country., Pte. Perry had also
served with distinction in South Africa
and he had the honor of sending a
cablegram as soon as the news reach-
ed Canada to Pte. Perry thru the
commandant of the Bisley team, con-
gratulating him upon his success.

“I am sure that this is a matter for
congratulation upon the part of :he

militia® of this country, on the part
of this parliament, and on the vart
.of the people of Canada generally."”

Colonel Sam Hughes heartily endors-
ed the statements made by the min-
ister of militia. He was prbud to
know  that the former winner of the
King’s prize was a Canadian citizen,
even if he were not a Canadian born.

“I am not aware,” he said, “that
it makes a difference whether a Cana-
dian is born within the bounds of
the Dominion or not so long as he is
a-good Canadian citizen.
