The tie-up started at eight o’clock, the
beginning of the rush hour. An hour
and a half later a slow express service
was started only to be halted by the
discavery of fire. Three alarms were
turned in. Eight ambulances were sent
to the scene.. More were called for im-
mediately.

From trains stalled between stations,
firemen emerged bearing unconscious
victims. Every available fireman that
could be spared was called on to help.
- Fire Commissioner Adamson, who as-
sumed personal control of the situation,
sent men scurrying throughout the city
with orders to bring every pulmotor
~available to the scene.

Congestion, the like of which the city
has seldom seen, prevailed at most sub-
stations. At the Brooklyn bridge, the

lanhattan entrance was choked by tens
For fifty minutes detach-
ments of .police reserves struggled with
the crowds there before order could be
restored.

Elevated trains and surface cars were
packed to overflowing all over the city,
with the throngs that were turned away
from the subway. Sixty persons were
taken unconscious from the scene of the
fire to the Flower hospital. Other hos-
pitals received many victims as well.

Ventilator gratings were taken up
from the sidewalks around the Fiftieth
and Fifty-Ninth street stations and
many of the injured were removed in
this manner.

Dynamite the Streets.

In an effort to get at the dead and
dying in the subway, Inspector Eagan
of the bureau of combustibles, sent for
a large amount of dynamite with which
to rip up the streets.

All man-hole covers were removed as
well as the ventilator gratings. On the
openings thus made firemen placed their
hose. In the other, squads of firemen
erawled down through the blinding
smoke that poured from the Fiftieth and
Fifty-ninth street stations into the tube
itself ahd worked in relays. Through
the smoke that rolled up from the man-
holes could be seen the rad flames be-
low.

The fire started in a train between the
Fiftieth and Fifty Ninth street stations.
Some of the hundreds of passengers
wedged tightly in the cars said after-
wards that it started with an explosion
and that the train came almost im-
mediately to a standstill. Aboard the
train there was a frantic rush for the
end cars.

One of .tae forty three, he said, was kill-
ed by the members of the company in
which he had enlisted, when the charge
was made that he was a German spy.
The troopers, he said, set upon this man
and killed him before officers could pre-
vent it.

The other forty-two were locked up
but what was done wita them after-
wards he did not know.

Belief That G. T. P. is Not De-
sirous of ‘Taking Over Trans-
continental at Present

Ottawa, Ont., Jan. 6—The rumor
from Montreal to the effect that the
Grand Trunk Pacific will not take over
by lease the Transcontinental Railway
from Winnipeg to Moncton, is a subject
upon which there is a rather profound
silence in official circles in Ottawa. It
is not to be construed, however, as an
indication that there is nothing in the
report.

President Chmaberlain’s statement
that the road is not yet finished and that
his company is not compelled to take it
over until it is finished is technically
correct, nevertheless to all intents and
purposes the road is ready both for leas-
ing and for operation. The Grand Trunk
may not have actually refused to carry
out its contract, but it is not unfair to
say that it has displayed no eagerness t‘o
do so, and some see in the company’s
attitude from time to time, distinct evi-
dence of side-stepping. ;

DOCTORS AT INQUEST TELL
OF A NEW LIVER DISEASE

London, Jan. 6—A new liver disease
caused by a quick drying varnish and to
which varnishers and polishers may be
subject, was discovered here by Dr. Bir-
nard Spitsburg and Doctor Wilcox, an
eminent pathologist, in an autopsy upon
a workman employed at the Hendon
Aircraft factory. This varnish is com-
posed of tetrochlor-ether, methylated
spirits benzine and other ingredients.
Rats subject to tae vapor, said Doctor
Wilcox, became drowsy and developed
an extensive liver disease. The work-
man’s death was due to syncope from
disease of the liver caused by the action
of tetrochlor-ether.

FIFTY-SIX FAILURES IN NEW
BRUNSWICK DURING 1914

Commercial failures in New Bruns-
wick in 1914 totalled fifty-six with lia-
bilities $466,045 and assets of $222.924.

Rome, Jan. 6—Baron Sonnino, Italian
minister of foreign affairs, yesterday ex-
plained before a council of tae minis-
ters the situation in Albania.

MAY BE ONE MORE
SPUR TO ITALY

Rome, Jan. 6—An Italian- A ustrian
incident in Belgrade is now causing some
excitement here. Before the Austrians
entered Belgrade it was evacuated by all
Europeans except four Italian miners.

When the Austriang retired from Bel-
grade, they took with them as hostages
several. prominent Servians besides tae
Italian miners, one of whom is famous
as the installer of 4 mine at Semlin
Bridge, which he laid in 1908 at the time
of the annexation of Bosnia and Herze-
govina. This mine was exploded on
July 28 last, destroying the whole arch-
bridge and preventing the Austrians
from approaching Belgrade.

The Zeppelins

Geneva, Switzerland, Jan. 6 — Count
Zeppelin has at present seven aerial
dreadnoughts at his disposal at Fried-
richshaffen, Dusseldorf, Berlin and
Hamburg. An eighth was badly dam-
aged in the British raid on Friederich- °
shaffen last month, and is being patched
te join the second line of Zeppelins,
which number a dozen, and which are
useless for long journeys. Since the
English aviators’ raid, work has begun
on -a new Zeppelin, which it now takes
twenty days to complete. The principal
parts are made 1n factories elsewhere in
Germany and brought to Friederich-
shaffen to be assembled.

NORE FAMILES ARE
ORAWING FROM FUND

H. B. Ames Here in Connection
With Patriotic Money Business
—Book to be Published

An interesting visitor to the city today
is H. B. Ames, M. P. of Montreal, who
is here to confer with the executive of
the Patriotic Fund, and incidentally will
address several organizations while in
the city. He was met at the depot by
Senator Thorne, and went to the Royal

Hotel. Mr. Ames spoke from an abun-
dant supply of data which he has at his
finger tips, to a Times reporter this
morning concerning the Canadian Pat-
riotic Fund and its workings.

About 8,000 or more families were
now recelving assistance from this fund,
he said, and this meant a monthly out-

" lay of about $160,000. This included the
dependents of those who applied from
the first contingent, as well as the great-
er part of the second contingent, and
when the third was organized the num-
ber would be very greatly increased.

It was a great work which the fund
was doing for it lightened the burden
in many homes, irrespective of what
was the nationality of the fathers, hus-
bands, or brothers who had volunteered
so long as they were fighting the cause
of the allies, and had gone from Canada.

The appeal made broadcast for funds
had met with a generous response, Mr.
Ames sald, and there were certain sec-
tions of the dominion which had done
particularly well. He spoke of what
was being done in Montreal where a
million and a half dollars had been sub-
scribed in five days. A committee of
citizens there had published a most in-
teresting book which contained the
names of all volunteers from the city,
the titles of the units, and a short his-
tory of each. It also contained illustra-
tions of patriotic interest, and articles
concerning the Red Cross and other
similar societies. This book is to be
sold at $1 a copy the net proceeds to
be given to the fund. It was also the
intention of the main executive to have
a similar all-Canadian book published
for the same purpose.

FORTY-FIVE YEARSON L C. R,

(Moncton Transcript.)

After forty-five years and nine months
in the employment of the system now
known as the Intercolonial Railway of
Canada, there retired from active serv-
ice on January 1st, 1915, John T, Mec-
Ginn, 141 Bonaccord street, in point of
service probably the oldest conductor
on the I. C. R., and undoubtedly one of
the oldest and best known railroad men
in eastern Canada. At the time of his re-
tirement Mr. McGinn was running on a
group of the road’s crack passenger
trains. £

John T. McGinn was born in Ineskil-
len, County Fermanagh, Ireland, in 1849,
but early in life removed with his family
to Kings County, New Brunswick. In

L0RD BERESFURL
ON BRITSH NAV

Pays High Tribute to Admiral
Sir Frederick Sturdee

(London Morning Post)

Lord C. Beresford, M. P., addressing
a patriotic meeting in the King’s Hall,
Hackney, last evening, spoke of the old
touch of the navy whica they had seen
lately in the brilliant action fought by
Sir Frederick Sturdee. (Cheers.) A vic-
tory was very essential to this country,
! he would not say why, but it had clear-
ed the air, and perhaps they would hear
a little less of such inquisitive questions
as “What is the navy doing ” and “Why
doesn’t tae navy do something?” The
navy had done everything it could.
(Cheers) It was out of sight, but not
out of mind.

Among other things, it had enabled
the Turks, if they had any sense of hu-
mor left, to see what a ludicrous fiasco
holy war or jehad was—it was impos-
gible to have a jehad waen Mahommed-
.ans were fighting side by side with
Christians. The action off the Falkland
Islands was the result of very sound
strategy and brilliant tactics. (Cheers.)
He had often spoken about having a
plan of campaign ready. A good plan of
campaign was to have the right number
of efficient ships in the right place at the
rigat moment, with the right man to
command them. That happened off the
Falkland Islands, and one of our most
brilliant and heroic seamen, who com-
manded officers and men second to none
was now avenged. (Cheers.)

One Point of Criticism

There was only one point on which
he desired to offer criticism; he said on
behalf of the fleet that they were aston-
ished that taere had been no expression
of official regret and respect paid to the
memory of one of the finest officers they
ever had in the service, Sir Christopher
Craddock. He and his officers could say
with Nelsen, “Thank God, I did my
duty.” (Cheers).

Admiral ‘Sturdee’s action had been a
very severe blow to the German navy,
and it had produced a feeling of satis-
faction throughout the civilized world,
for it had once more given the freedom
of the seas to trade and commerce.

A young officer, Lieuten-
ant-Commander Holbrook, took his sub-
marine tarough all the mines and ob-
stacles in the Dardanelles, past the forts
and blew up the old battleship that was
there to defend the mines——(laugh_ter)—
' and having achieved his purpose in the
most gallant manner returned to his
comrades. The spirit of the old days re-
. mained with the British fleet. No matter
mow anxious might be their vigil in the
North Sea, there was No nervousness.
They would be ready when attacked,
and if they were not attacked they
would themselves attack. (Cheers.)

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THE WAR NEWS

General Joffre in congratulating Grand
Duke Nicholas upon the great victory
won by the Russiang over the Turks in

, the Caucasus made this significant state-
ment:—

“By their constant and uninterrupted
effort in all the theatres of operations
the armies of the Allies are preparing
the definite victories of the future”

The French commander-in-chief has
admirably stated the situation in a sin-
gle sentence. Everywhere Germany and
her allies are vainly striving to gain the
advantage, and all the time they are
growing weaker, while the powers op-
posed to them are steadily developing a
stronger offensive and ‘preparing tae
definite victorles of the future.”

Today's papers tell of two splendid
victories, one by the Russians and one
by the French. The Turkish army
which attempted to invade Russia has
been utterly defeated, and the official
Russian report says that what remained
of the Ninth Turkish Corps was cap-
tured. The French victory gained for
them tae town of Steinbach in Alsace,
which is a position of strategic import-
ante and was very stubbornly defended
by the Germans. The Russians also re-
port a victory over the Austrians, which
will give them control of valuable oil
fields. Their advance toward Cracow
continues, and in North Poland and East
Prussia they are still successfully with-
standing German attacks.

—
CHIEF AND RECORDER

That which the city council has long
desired, and for whica its representa-
tives have pleaded over and over again
before the legislature at Fredericton, has
come to pass. The city claimed the
right to appoint its chief of police and
its recorder. The most that it could
get was the right to appoint the next
chief of police and the next recorder,
whenever tae offices should become va-
cant. Chief Clark has now resigned,
and it is understood that the recorder,
having accepted the attorney-general-
ship, will give up his civic office. So far
as the recordership is concerned, it is
merely a question of getting a sound
lawyer to do the city’s business. In the
matter of the police, however, much
more is involved. There has been for a
long time great dissatisfaction in regard
to tae affairs of this department, into
the causes of which it 1s not necessary
to enter. The retirement of Chief Clark
places it in the power of the city council
to appoint a chief to its liking, and so
strengthen the force that the causes of

' complaint and criticism may be remov-

ed. The citizens have a right to expect
that nothing but a desire to provide the
city wita the very best possible police
system, properly controlled, will actuate
the city council in making the necessary
changes.

CHURCHES AND SOLDIERS
*The extent to which the churches are
being used in England for the benefit of
soldiers in trajning shows, as the Meth-
odist Recorder observes, that strange
and profoundly significant things are
happening in these days. The Recorder
gives an account of an evening service
and communion in the stately Confer-
ence Chapel in York, following which
a large company immediately adjourned
to the school room of the church, which
was already nearly filled with several
hundred men In khaki enjoying a rest
and smoke. Hymns were sung, a short
address ;was given by the chaplain,
also in khaki, and then refreshments
were served. The Recorder report adds:
“These cultured ladies recognize noth-
ing incongruous in leaving the Lord’s
Table and entering immediately an at-
mosphere apparently so different. They
have discovered a vital connection be-
tween the two. The Communion has
become filled with a richer meaning as
they have recognized its direct inspira-
tion for this social service. The deep-
ened spiritual consciousness has issued
in a social service almost unparalleled.”
The Recorder points out that there
are now five splendidly organized sol-
diers’ clubs occupying Methodist premis-
es in York, and as many as eight hun-
dred men use them in a single evening.
_ Other churches have also opened their
rooms, and the Y. M. C. A. is very ac-
tive. In the Metaodist Church premises
are billiard tables, bagatelle boards and
other games; lounges and reading rooms,
writing rooms fully equipped; tempor-
ary post offices, and refreshment depart-
ments where a soldier may get a cup of
tea with sausage roll for 1 1-2d.
1t will thus be seen that the churches
in England go even further than those
in Canada in recognizing the social claims
upon them of the soldiers who are in
training to fight tae battles of the Em-
pire.”The churches will never be quite
the same again after this war is over.
Social service must fill a larger place in
their activities. Though there may be
no soldiers to be entertained, there will
be others in need of exactly this kind of
service, but to whom the church in the
past 'aas never been able to make a
strong appeal for the simple reason that
its social service department was not in
right working condition.

AN ENERGETIC BODY

There is evidently a very energetic
and progressive Chamber of Commerce
in the city of Missoula, Montana. Among
its plans for the present year is an in-
dustrial survey of resources and a plan
of development for territory that is
naturally tributary to Missoula, It is
also proposed to investigate the causes
of high city and county taxes, and work
out if .possible a plan of reduction, and
in this connection to consider the ques-
tion of a city manager. It.is proposed
to hold open meetings, where municipal
questions may be discussed on their
merits with the public officials. Month-
ly luncheons are to be held, with a de-
finite programme. and speakers. Special
attention s to be devoted to farm prob-
lems and the establishment of a public
market to enable the farmers to dispose
of thelr products direct to the consumer.
The organization of a Credit Associa-
tion is to be considered. An extensive

An effort will be made to work out a
plan to co-ordinate all forces, to solve as
far as possible the problem of unem-
ployment. A rest room with magazines
and newspapers will be provided for the
special benefit of farmers and out of
town visitors. During the year Missou-
la will celebrate its fiftieth anniversary,
and this will be made the occasion of a
special celebration. :

It will be seen that the Missoula
Chamber of Commerce recognizes the
necessity of close co-operation between
the city and the farming country in its
neighborhood, and that greater pros-
perity for the farmers means greater
growth for the city. In order that this
co-operation may be made more effect-
ive the Chamber and the farmers have
united in securing the services of a coun-
ty agent, whnose special business it is to
deal with matters of mutual concern.

The decision of the American govern-
ment to certify cargoes of vessels bound

for Europe has created a most favorabie|

impression in England. It is pointed
out, however, taat the right of search
cannot be waived, since it would be pos-
sible to shift cargoes at sea 'and carry
contraband instead of the goods origin-
ally certificated. The British govern-
ment i3 endeavoring by negotiation with
neutral countries in Europe, as well as
with the United States, to secure such
an arrangement as will permit the re-
sumption of trade without risk of seiz-
ure.

London, Jan. 5, 11.05 p, m.—Two of the three Turkish columns which fast
week invaded the Russian Caucasus have met with disaster, and those not killed
or captured are in disorderly retreat, pursued by the Russians, The column
which took Ardahan two days ago has been driven out of that town, according
to the Petrograd officlal despatches, and is almost surrounded by the Russians,
who hold the main roads.

Another column, which crossed the frontier near Sari Kamysh, on the road
to Kars, has suffered an even worse defeat, one of the two armies which com-
posed it being captured in its entirety,

The Russians also report another victory over the Austrians, in the Uzsok
Pass of the Carpathians., Emperor Francis Joseph’s army in this region is de-
clared to be in full retreat in a mountain pass deep in snow, while a violent
snowstorm rages, and the Russian cavalry is attacking on the flank and rear.

By forcing this pass, the Russians gain control of some of the most valu-
able oil fields in the Austrian Empire, and thus shut off another of the sources
of fuel supplies which the Austro-German armies are said to be so much in
need of. This, however, has only been part of the Russian task, While forcing
back the Turks and Austrians, the Russian troops are ‘holding the line of the
Mazurian Lakes in East Prussia, are fighting strenuously to withstand the
| German offensive fu North Poland, are advancing towards Cracow, and have
| crossed Bukowina, which is now virtually in their possession, In Europe alone,
[ their wavy line of troops is hardly less than 1,000 miles in almost unbroken

length,

In North Poland, where Russia is confronted with the most serieus task,"
the weather is proving a useful ally. The Germans, according to their own ‘ac-
counts, ar¢ making only slow progress with their offensive operations, while the
Russians, an unofficial despatch received from Berlin by way of Copenhagen
says, are advancing toward Cracow and Southern Silesia.

RECCGNITION OF RACE 10
BE DEMANDED BY JEWS

Great Movement Now Has Takea Hold
in United States—Action When War
Ends

New York, Jan. 6—A concerted world-
wide movement for the emancipation of
the Jews which at present is gathering
great momentum in several of the Eu-
ropean nations, was given a basis in this
country at a meeting of the Jewish Em-
ancipation Committee in the Broadway
Central Hotel. A committee on organi-
zation was appointed and the first tang-
ible step in this history-making epoch
taken.

It is quite probable that, for the first

time in the history of the world the

Jews will present to a tribunal of world
powers their claims for political equal-
ity as representative of a racial unit.
Just how this will be brought about has
not been decided upon, but, it is believ-
ed that overtures for recognition will be
made through representatives of the
United States government at the peace
conference after the close of the war-
Meanwhile public sentiment is to be
swayed in favor of the movement by an
organized publicity campaign and the
assistance of the religious leaders of the
country will be asked.

Thus far many prominent men in this
city have responded to tae invitation to
participate and have declared themselves
wholly in sympathy with the movement
and the plan to bring it before the at-
tention of the country at large.

Germans Arrest Cardinals.

Amsterdam, via London, Jan. 5, 8.45
p.m.—A despatch received by the Tijd
from Rosendaal says that Cardinal Mer-
cier, primate of Belgium and archbishop
of Malines, has been arrested by the
German authorities and held a prisoner
in his own palace at Malines, under a
military guard.

The report, which has not been con-
firmed, says the cardinal’s arrest was the
result of a pastoral letter issued by him
and read in the churches throughout
Belgium Sunday. In this letter the car-
dinal is said to have referred to the oc-
cupation of Belgiunf; as follows:

“This power has no legal authority,
and consequently you owe it in your
heart neither allegiance nor obedience.
The only legal authority in Belgium is

that appertaining to our king, his gov-

ernment and the representatives of the
nation ”

'Side Show Sidelights

Diverting Chronicles of Circus Life -

By FRANCIS METCALFE

10-THE TRAGEDY OF THE TIGERS AND THE POWER OF
HYPNOTISM.

Chauncey Depew was at the bet-
tom of all the trouble; not the once
:favorite son of New York, but his
namesake, one of the handsomest dou-
ble-striped royal Bengal tigers ever
captured. Depew.was the central fig-
are in the group which Miller, the
trainer of tigers, had worked so hard
to educate, and it was his rebellion
which made the teacher’s labors of
years come to naught. Late in the
season, after months spent in giving
the finishing touches to their eduoa-
tion while they werfe with a small part
of the show which was exhibited near
Cleveland, the tigers were brought to
Coney Island; a group of eight mag-
nificent beasts, all jungle bred'! and
each worthy of a place in any me-
nagerie. Perhaps it was the discom-
fort of the journey in the small trav-
eling cages, possibly the change in the
surroundings and the nearness of the
other animals excited them; but what-
ever the cause, there was trouble in
the narrow runway at the back of the
dens when they entered it to go to
the exhibition cage for their first
Coney Island appearance.

The sound of their smnarling and
growling, the reports of pistol shots
and the cracking of training whips
caused a sensation of uneasiness in
the audience until the first tiger
bounded through the door at the back
of the cage, closely followed by a half-
dozen others. Dangerous beasts they
loocked as they threw themselves
against the stout bars, which rattled
from the impact of their great bodies,
and the front seats of the auditorium
were quickly vacated by the audience.
The noise in the runway continued,
but the deep throaty growls which
came from behind the dens were of a
different quality from the snarling and
yapping of the seven beasts in the ex-
hibition cage, and when the last of
the tigers appeared in the doorway
the first arrivals made renewed efforts
to escape through the bars.

It was Depew; not the good-natured-
looking great cat whose “I-have-eaten-
the-canary” expression and smug whis-
kers had suggested his me, but a
jungle tiger who had “gome bad,” as
the' animal trainers call it, and who

stood for a moment in the doorway,.

wrathfully surveying his frantic com-
panions and selecting a victim. Froth
was dripping from his snarling lips,
his small eyes were blazing like two
points of flame, the hair on his neck
and back stood up like bristles, and his
sgreat tail struck the door-casing re-
sounding whacks, as he lashed it from
side to side. Only a moment he stood
there, and then the great striped body
hurtled through the air as if shot from
a catapult, and covering a good 20
feet in the spring it landed fair on
Bombay, one of the largest tigers in
the group. The aim was a true one

and the sound of breaking bone ming-

dd with a scream of pain from his
L

victim, as Bombay sank under the
weight of the blow, his cervical ver-
tebrae crushed between Depew’s pow-
erful jaws.

The door had been closed behind De-
pew when he made his spring, and the
other tigers were chasing madly about
the great cage, looking for a chance
to escape. There was no desire to
fight left in them, but when' they col
lided with each other they snapped
and struck with the instinct of self-
preservation, their sharp claws and
teeth cutting gashes in the sleek
striped coats. It was evident that all
training had been forgotten, that fear
of anything so puny as man had de-
parted from the minds of the tigers,
and a groan went up from the audi-
ence when the door was opened and
quickly closed behind Miller, the train-
er,. who stood, whip and training rod
in hand, in the oage with the mad-
dened animals. He went about his
work as quietly as if it were only an
ordinary performance, his object being
to return his pupils to their dems be-
fore further damage was done and to
try to make them recognize that they
were obeying him.

Depew was still croueched om the
body of his victim, biting at the neck
and growling ferociously, his tail lash-
ing from side to side. Miller never
took his eyes from him and kept be-
tween hiin and the door as he ocalled
the others by name and tried to regain
control pf them. Ome tiger after an-
other was released, glad of the oppor-
tanity to escape, as the door to the
runway was opened at Miller's signal,
until only Depew, the body of Bombay
and the trainer occupied the cage.

The other tigers had entered into
a general free fight in the runway, but
the noise of their bickering was un-
heeded in the excitement of the com-
test in the exhibition cage. Depew
rose as Miller oracked his whip and
approached him, and made a rush
which the trainer met with his
pronged training rod, driving it hard
between the widely opened Jaws while
his whip rained blows upon the tiger's
face. But he was only checked for a
moment, and under his fiercer attack
the trainer was forced to give ground.
They were so close that the tiger could
not spring, but he struck savagely
with his great forepaws and tried
again and again to pass the guard
which Miller maintained with the
training rod, using it as a fencer uses
a foil. It was an unequal oontest and
the trainer realized that he was beat-
en; Depew would not be driven from
the cage. The useless training whip
was discarded and a savage rush from
the tiger was met by a pistol shot in
the face, blank cartridge, of course,
but effective for a moment, Five
more shots followed in quick succes-
sion and the trainer backed quickly
toward the door, when his foot slipped,

him.

Every keeper conneoted with the
show stood about the cage with the
Roman candles, fire extinguishers, pis-
tols and irons which are always kept
in readiness, and any or all of them
would have willingly entered to rescue
the man, but experience has taught
them that two cannot work together
in & cage with animals. They were
quick to act and a stream of water
under heavy pressure from the fire
hose struck the tiger in the side, ex-
ploding fireworks scorched his skin,
the din of revolver shots was in his
ears, while the wads from the cart
ridges stung him, but he seemed con-
scious only of the prostrate form be-
neath him. At last his chance had
come; the trainer who for long months
bhad made him do foolish things which
were beneath the dignity of a royal

which had so often checked him was
emptied; the cruel training rod was
powerless, for the hand which held it
was pinned to the floor by a huge
paw. Cat-like he paused to glory in
his trumph, loath to give the coup de
grace which would put his victim be-
yond the reach of suffering, and he
stood there growling, the bloody slaver
from his jawe dripping on the upturn-
ed face of the prostrate man.

Animal trainers need to think guick-
ly and to seize the slightest moment
of hesitation or indecision on the part
of their pupils if they wish to be long-
Hved, and Miller, a8 he fell, had
thrown his useless pistol out of the
cage and uttered the one word “Load!”
There was no time for that, but Tu-
dor, seeing that the trainer had one
arm free, threw his own pistol
through the bars and it slid across the
floor of the cage straight as a die to

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Absorbing Series of Letters From Rev. Owen S.
Watkins, On The Firing Line With The
Allies, is Continued

n at The Front

In the Methodist Recorder, Rev.
Owen S. Watkins continues his absorb-
ing letters from the front in northern

France. He writes:—

In my last letter, written on the
banks of the River Aisne, I indicated
that the conditions were beginning to
resemble siege fighting, and that in the
part of the line which the 5th Division
was holding it had become impossible
for either side to take the offensive. In
the following days this was increasingly
so, and gradually it became evident that
the Germans had abandoned their at-
tempt to break through the Allies’ cen-
ire, and were about to make ~ determ-
ined effort to turn our left flank.

In consequence, it became necessary
to strengthen the extreme left of our
line, which appears to have been com-
posed chiefly of French cavalry, and if
possible, by a vigorous turning move-
ment, to forestall the Germans in their
plan of attack. In pursuit of the plah,
quietly and unostentatiously, British
troops were withdrawn, their places first
of all being taken by the reserve and
eventually by the French.

On Thursday, October 1st, the force

with which I am serving fell back on |

Nampteuil-sous-Muret, marching during
the night, with instructions that at
dawn they must hide transport and guns
amongst trees, etc, etc, so that the
enemy’s aeroplane scouts should not see
them, whilst for the same reason the
troops were ordered to remain in the
shelter of their *billets throughout the
day. Having now cleared the fighting
line, our real advance began, and all
through the following night we march-
ed almost due west, passing through
Mutet, Droizy, Hartennes and Tigny, to
the quaint old town and chateau of
Longpont, where the 14th Field Ambul-
ance made its bivonac in an avenue of
trees in the grounds of the chateau.

The day at Longpont passed very
pleasantly; resting after our night's
march, viewing the ruins of the grand
old Abbey, exploring the oldworld town
with its picturesque gateway and quaint
cott , and visiting the magnificent
chateau, with its fine staircase, its lofty
galleries, and beauntiful entrance hall.
One almost forgot for a few brief hours
that we were on active service, and tak-
ing our share in the biggest war the
world has ever seen.

Riding by Moonlight.

- At sunset we again resumed our

march, still due west, at first by narraw
roads and tracks through the Foret
Domaniale de Retz. It was a glorious
night, the moonlight brilliant, and the
forest scenery viewed i that light
seemed like fairyland. It would be eas;
for me to linger over these marches, for
I have rarely enjoyed anything so much,
and I should like to convey to you some-
thing of the glamour and beauty of the
superb country through which we pass-
_ ed—the steep wooded hills, the lovely

valleys, here a river shining silver in
the moonlight, there a stately chateau
encompassed by its double moat, and
constantly the picturesque villages with
houses of grey stone and in the midst
the church dating from Norman times.
It was even thus that as a boy I had
pictured the land where King Arthur
and his knights lived, and loved and
fought,

As our horses clattered down the sil-
ent streets I almost felt as if one of
those boy’s dreams had come true, and
1 also was riding forth on my knightly
quest. This illusion was perhaps in-
tensified by the fact that during these
marches I did not ride with the column.

In company with the Rev. D. P. Win-
nifrith (Church of England) and Lieu-
tenant Grengell, I was sent ahead to se-
cure suiltable billets for our men, and
for the reception of such sick or wound-
ed as were gathered by the Ambulance
during the march. The consequence was
we were always a small party, some-
times only our three selves, at other
times we would be joined by other
mounted officers who were riding for-
ward in the same duty, but always the
party was small; we could suit our pace
to our own convenience—trot, walk, or
gallop, to the great advantage of both
man and beast—whilst the night silence
was not desecrated by the roar of traf-
fic which rises when an army corps is
on the march, or the night air poisoned
by the dust from motors, horses, guns
and men. By. contrast with other
marches that lived in our memories,
these rides through the silent. moonlit
' night seemed the most enjoyable we had
ever taken in our lives.

A Hospitable Homestead.

Qut of the forest, on through the vil-
lages of Coroy and Fleury we rode until
just outside the town of Villers-Cotte-
vets we were stopped by a barricade
across the road and the sharp, sudden
challenge of a French sentry. We were
‘received with courtesy, but told we
could go no further without first inter-
viewing the French General, who was
quartered with his staff in a chateau
near by. He was interviewed and then,
armed with the countersign for the

night, we continued on our way, through .

the town crowded with French soldiery,
past the barricade on the further side,
and again were on the moonlit country
roads, passing through sleenine villages,
until at the end of a twenty miles ride
we reached Fresnoy-le-Rivier, where we
found a staff officer waiting to allot
billots to the various units.

QOurs was in a hamlet a mile or so
further on, called Rocquigny, a grand
old farmhouse hundreds of years old, the
farmer told us, and as we looked at its
massive stone walls and beautiful oak
panelling we did not doubt his word.
In our best French we explained our er-

rand and apologised for rousing him in |
But with a'

the middle of the night.
beautiful courtesy he expressed his
pleasure at our coming, placed his all at
our disposal, and was not abashed even
when we broke as gently as we might
the alarming fact that we intended to
crowd into his farmyard and buildings
250 men, 70 horses, twenty wagons and
perhaps fifty or sixty sick men.
Madame seemed positively to rejoice
at the prospect of having a dozen of-

ficers as her guests, and wanted to pre- |
pare beds for them all. When we ex-'

plained that beds were not required, all
we needed was a couple of empty rooms

and some straw, and on this, with our |

own blankets, we should do well, she sat
down and wept with disappointment,
and was only comforted by the sug-
gestion that as we had ridden far, we

should be glad of refreshment. Then she

was all smiles, and soon had in front of
us a basin of fragrant coffee, and fresh
bread and butter, such as we had not
seen since we said good-bye to our own
homes.

It was nearly dawn when the ambu-
Jance arrived—twenty miles over ailly

: country they had marched after a meal
of tea and “bully beef,” all betook them-
selves to the land of dreams. It was noon
before many awakened, so though it was
Sunday taere was no opportunity for
parade service. But in the evening we
had a service in the great courtyard of
the farm, which was attended by the
men of a Field Company of Royal En-
gineers who were billeted near, and by
our own officers and men. It was a ser-
vice in which breataed the spirit of true
worship, and to many of us God seemed
very near.

Methodists Meet

From Roequigny we still trekked
westward, through Saintines, St. Vast,
Rhuis, Pontpoint, and finally reached
St. Maxence, where, halting near the
railway station, we were informed we
weré about to entrain, but our destina-
tion was as yet a staff secret. The re-
mainder of the night was spent jn try-
ing to keep ourselves warm; part of the
time I spent in a house by, the wayside,
but finally settled down by a fire with
some of tae men had lighted. Here
seated on an upturned bucket, I slept
peacefully until I was wakened for
breakfast, and learned that already most
of our horses, and wagons were on the
train.

Of the train journey I know little, for
1 slept most of the time, but at the end
of twelve hours we were told to detrain
at Abbeyville and were informed that
our destination had originally been a
town much further north, but the mili-
tary situation had so much changed
taat we could be taken no further by
train. Amongst others who traveled on
the same train was a young officer bear-
ing an honored Methodist name—Lieut-
enant Gilligan, late of the 19th Hussars,
now serving in the North Irish Horse,
and son of Mr. George Gilligan, of Read-

ing.

From Abbeyville we marched to the
little village of Monflieres, where we bil-
ited for the night. The villagers were de-
lighted to see us, for hitaerto this part
of France had been untouched'by war,
and the fear of the Germans was upon
them. Only an hour before we rode in,
a small party of Uhlan scouts had pass-
ed through, but they did no damage;
they were traveling fast, and had no
time for their usual recreation of wreck-
ing the houses and terrorizing women,
caildren and old men.

Long Rides, Lovely

Country, Friendly Folk :

The story of the following days is a
record of long marches, through lovely
country, -where the people received us
as their deliverers, for there was a strong
German- force in the neighborhood. In
many places the villagers stayed up
the night through; in front of their cot-
tages taey spread tables, and from these
they dispensed refreshment to the troops,
who hour after hour tramped by—cof-
fee, tea, bread and butter, slabs of choc-
olate, fruit, cigarettes, cake; it seemed
as though everything eatable, drinkable,’
and smokeable must have been consum-
ed long before the tail of the column
had passed by. But of the rear of the
column I knew nothing, for again, to-
gether wita Mr. Winnifrith and Lieuten-
ant Grenfell, I was on billeting duty. In
our capacity of billeting officers we had
many experiences worth recording but
space will not permit me to do it here.

One experience, however, I must try
tto describe. After a twenty-mile march
we met the billeting officer in -the little
town of Le Ponchel, and were told that
the hamlet of La Neuville had been al-
. lotted to us. Having had it pointed out
{on the map, we rode off, and arrived to
'find it silent and deserted—it might
have been a village of the dead. All our
shouting and knocking failed to bring,
anybody to either doors or windows.

At last we found a very frightened
old man hiding in a bush by the road-
side, but he at once began to play the
part of the village idiot (we later found
he was really a very intelligent old gen-
tleman), and for a long time we could
| get no sense out of him. It appeared that
‘lae thought we were Germans, and he
declared that the people of the village
were all away and the houses empty.
His own house, however, was at our dis-
_posal, and we might slep there.

That was something gained, so by his
kitchen fire we drank a delicious cup of

ers were conveyed by fleets of motor—‘

trucks, the mounted troops, guns and
transport trekking almost without a
halt until Dieval was reached. There we
found Major Fawcett and our bearers
waiting for us, and were told that at
dawn we should in all probability be en-
gaged in battle.

This withdrawing of troops from our
centre, conveying them across France, in-
tersecting constantly our Allies’ lines
of communication, will, doubtless, when
the story comes to be fully told, be re-
garded as one of the most Dbrilliant
achievements of the campaign. Probably
hever in the history of war has so large
a body of troops been moved so swiftly
and secretly, and there is much evidence
to show that, in spite of the Germans’
very efficient intelligence department, it
took them completely by surprise, and
entirely upset their plans,

Sunday Preparation for Battle.

The day following our arrival at Die-

val was Sunday, but we held no serv-

ices, From dawn until dusk we march-
ed through country the direct opposite

of that we had just left—flat, squalid, |

uninteresting—part dirty collierv villages
and unkempt manufacturing towns, such
places as Colonne-Ricouart, Marles-le-
Mines, and finally halted at Chocques.
Here we had an unusually comfortable

billet in a beautiful chateau, and would |,

have been content to stay there many
days. But it was not to be; the enemy,
we were informed, had been travelling
fast all day, had refused to give battle,
was probably falling back on the line of
the canal, Bethune—Locon—Estaires—
La -Basse, and to-morrow a great battle
would begin, in which we must play
our part. %

On Monday, October 12, our trek was
short, but eventful—through Tinges to
Locon, and thence S, E., through the
villages of Lawe and Les Facons, to
the Bethune-Richebourg Road. At Lo-

con our march was stayed for an hour|

to permit the French cavalry and artil-
lery to pass; they were on their way to
take up position on our extreme left,
having brilliantly performed their task
of holding the enemy in chech until our
men could come to their aid.

It was a most impressive sight as re-
giment after regiment of ‘the very flow-
er of the French cavalry swept by, their
steel cuirasses shining in the sunlight,
and the gleaming red and blue and gold
of their uniforms—our khaki, if more
serviceable, looked very drab and dull
by the side of it, and we: realized how
stained and frayed our uniforms were,
indeed, how disreputable. As we pro-
ceeded, the sound of battle became
louder—the heavy pounding of artillery,
the deep under-growl of incessant rifle-
fire, and the ominous sound of the ma-
chine guns. In our division, we learned,
the 18th and 15th brigade were heavily
engaged, and the 14th was just coming
into action.

Leaving the ambulance at Les Facons,
I accompanied Colonel Crawford, who
was riding on ahead, to select a suitable
place in which to establish a dressing
station. Artillery passed us at the gal-
lop, an ammunition column hurried by
on its way to feed the guns, and ahead
the noise of battle had become simply
terrific. Then we had to pull our horses
into the side of the road to avoid a field
company of Royal Engineers, who were
returning to billet, their day’s work be-
ing done. As they galloped down the
road the enemy’s guns paid them close
attention—shells were bursting all
around them—they lashed their horses
to a gallop which almost amounted to
a stampede, and mixed up with horses
and wagons were screaming women,
children, and old men—the vilagers shell-
ed from their homes.

It made one’s heart stand still—I felt
positively sick—for every moment I ex-
pected to see them trampled under the
horses’ feet. Colonel Crawford now de-
cided that for the present this was no
place for a dressing station, so we turn-
ed our horses towards Bethune, and
about a mile further down the road, at
a village called Le Hamel, we found ja
very suitable billet, and at once opened
a dressing-station. Slowly the wound-
ed trickled in—our losses we learned
were chiefly in the 18th and 15th brig-
ades, and their own ambulances were
caring for them—and by dawn we had
not received more than thirty. cases.

But, though its loss was comparatively
slight, this 14th brigade had done good
work, and was spending the night in the
enemy’s trenches, which had been won
at the point of the bayonet. The ap-
pearance of the British on the scene was
apparently quite unexpected by\the Ger-
mans, so much so, that two regiments
of the 14th brigade (Manchesters and
East Surreys) actually met a German
regiment marching along the road in

The profits of the National Exhibi-
tion Company, the corporation which
controls the New York National League
club and the Polo Grounds, are stated
in the report of the appraiser of the es-
tate of John T. Brush, chief stockhold-
er. During the three seasons just pre-
ceding Mr. Brush’s death—1910, 1911
and 1912—the total net profits of the
company are given as $416,791.

The appraiser put Mr. Brush’s total
estate at $470,102, and the net value at
$415,625. The share of Mrs. Elsie Brush,
the widow, is appraised at $134,315 and
the same value is set on the shares of
two daughters, Eleanor Brush Hemp-
stead and Natalie Lombard Brush. -

Mr. Brush owned 1,306 shares, valued
by the executors at $180,600, but by
Transfer Tax Appraiser Martin at $348,-
702. The report shows that the Polo
Grounds are held under a lease which
runs for twenty-one years from that
date, at an annual rental of $50,000. The
cost of the new grandstand is placed at
$285,187. The corporation also owns
New York city bonds valued at $149,-
625 as an investment.

The annual profits of the company for
three years are given as follows: 1910,
season $69,080,post-season games $15,-
961, net profits $85,080, dividends de-
clared $47,820; 1911, season §76,818,
world’s series, $75,507, net profits $152,-
025, no dividends paid; 1912, season
$84,805, world’s series $94,982, net pro-
fits _$179,786, no dividends declared.

CANADIANS AT SALISBURY PLAINNOT
LACKING IN MEDICINE OR ATTENDANCE

Cable to Earl of Ashburnham From
Brother - in - law, Lord Knutsford,
Sets at Rest Rumors Afloat

’I«‘\ﬁ\é Telegraph and The Times have
received from the Earl of Ashburnham,
Fredericton, the following letter , setting
at rest severil reports that the Canadian
troops at Salisbury Plain have been
lacking necessary drugs, medicines and
attendance:

Sir:—In contradiction of rumors which
I hear are rife in this province that the
Canadian troops on Salisbury Plain are
suffering from an epidemic of menin-
gitis and that they are witaout the nec-
essary drugs, medicines and atttendance,
may I ask you to publish the enclosed
cable letter from my brother-in-law, to
whom I cabled for information? He is
president of the London Hospital, also a
Knight of the Order of Saint John of
Jerusalem and therefore able to speak
with authority on this matter.

Lord Knutsford has also visited and
inspected the hospitals and camps for

the wounded, in France, and found every
taing quite satisfactory,—his word can
be taken as absolutely true,
Yours faithfully,
ASHBURNHAM.

Fredericton, Jan. 5, 1916.

The cable letter from Lord Knuis-
ford, to which the Earl of Ashburnham
refers, is as follows:

: London, Jan. 8, 1915

“Ashburnham, Fredericton, N. B.
No truth whatever in statement that
there any shortness of drugs or medi-
cines at Salisbury for use of Cana-
dians. Have satisfied myself about
this, and have been there. Cerebral
meningitis started among the Cana-
dians at Valcartier. Taere were el-
even cases before embarkation, two
more during voyage, and twenty
since with ten deaths. Canadians
have their own hospital and doctors,
and the best Canadian and English
scientific bacteriologists are engaged
in fighting the disease, about which

Dr. J. H. Allingham Speaks Of
The Victim of Drink Habit

THE MATTER OF TOBACCD

Expresses Views Before Triangle
Club in Fairville—W. E. Earle
Shows Brotherhood Interesting
Collection of Canes and Gives
Address About Them

The Triangle Club met at the home
of J. W. Stevens, Prospect street, Fair-
ville, last evening. H. P. Allingham,
president, in the chair. Dr. J. H. Alling-
ham took up the subject of alcoholism
and its relation to community life, and
dealt with it in a very forceful and
practical manner. He first impressed
the fact that prohibition did not alto-
gether prohibit. One who had acquired
the taste to a depraved extent would
get liquor under any circumstances and
the greatest energy of temperance work-
ers should be devoted to educating the
young people to take an active enjoy-
ment in: the healthier recreations. He
believed the temperance cause suffered
a good deal when the tobacco habit was
linked with alcoholics. Many men who
used tobaeco shied clear of the temper-
ance people because of this. The doctor
said that effects on a grown man from
the use of tobacco while somewhat de-
trimental, were not for a moment to be
classed with those of liquor.

In speaking of propaganda with the
down and' out drunkard the doctor
spoke strongly in favor of more sym-
pathy and less condemnation. The yn-
fortunate should be regarded more in
the light of a patient suffering with dis-
ease, than a moral degenerate.

At the conclusion of the address sev-
eral members spoke and vocal and in-
strumental selections were given by Mr.
Thorne. A vote of thanks to Dr. Al-
lingham and Mr. Thorne was proposed
by Rev. P. R. Hayward, seconded by
George Fowler, and carried unanimous-
ly. Refreshments were served and the
club dispersed after enjoying a thorough-
ly good time.

A committee, appointed.at a previous
meeting to inquire into the scope of the
St. John Town Planning Commission,
as to whether they have jurisdiction in
Lancaster, are continuing their labors,
and a report will likely.be presented at
the next meeting.
