Friday, the 13th, Occurs 3
Times During Coming Year

Those superstitious persons—there
are still some—who tremble at the
thought of a “Friday the 13th,” will
have three such hazards in the year
1925, which is just around the corner,
but is a clean page as yet. There was
only one Friday the 18th in 1924, in
June, but in 1925 the 13th falls on a
Friday in the months of February,
March and October.

Easter comes a full week earlier than
in 1924. Good Friday is set for April
10, and Easter Sunday April 12.

There are some other interesting
angles tgo the 1925 calendar. May 24,
Queen "Victoria’s birthday, that very
popular holiday which generally her-

alds summer’s approach, falls on a
Sunday, and will probably be cele-
brated on the Monday after—a bumper
week-end holiday.

Dominion Day, July 1, and Armis-
tice Day, November 11, both come
on Wednesday in 1925, This will not
have much effect on Armistice Day,
as it is not an official holiday, but
Dominion Day  celebrations must be
confined to the one day in mid-week.

LIFFEY FOR HYDRO

Some Object to Proposal on
Ground it Would Spoil
Beauty Spots.

DUBLIN, Dec. 20—In addition to
the project for harnessing the River
Shannon for the generation of electri-
cal power for the Free State, which
has been entrusted to a German firm,
plans have been placed before the Free
Btate Parliament for the utilization of
the River Liffey, which runs through
Dublin.

Objection has been made on the
ground that the plans under contemp-
lation would result in spolling the
famous salmon leap at Leixlip and the
falls at Poulophuca, both beauty spots.
At Poulaphuca 5,400 acres would be
flooded and eight square miles of
County Wicklow would be submerged.
The destruction of scenery aspect,
however, has not greatly impressed the
parliamentary committee.

The
retirement of Mr. White recalls some
of the early history of railroading in
the Maritime Provinces, for at that
time the line extended only from Point
du Chene to St. John and Halifax, and
Point du Chene was one of the busiest
ports in the provinge,

Busy Times.

Mr. White says that at the time of
the big St. John strike of ’longshore-
men in 1878, the year following the
fire there, he has counted as many as
38 rhips in the harbor at Point du
Chene at one time and they ranged ail
the way from little coasting schooners
to those of more than a thousand tons.
In 1878, he said, most of the lumber,
instead of being shipped from St. John,
was sent from that port to Point du
Chene by rall.

Wages Were Low.

The railway wages paid at that time
are also of interest. In the 1870s
freight porters were paid $1.15 a day;

and conductors $1.90, while yardmast-
ers reccived $1.75.
shops were paid four and five cents an
hour.

THE NEED OF MORE SCHOOLS.

When we in this community are
about increasing pur school appropria-
tion by the erection of a Vocational
School building and the cost for its
.,pli;intenunce, it is interesting to note
what one other community, at least, is
sn}{ing about the cost of education.
‘he Vancouver Province recently said
that :

In nine years the school popula-
tion of Vancouver has increased
nearly 54 per cent. It has grown
from 13,183 in 1915 to 20,283. In
the” nine years not a single per-
nanent school building has been
srected, though to make adequate
provision for the average annual
increase of 788 pupils, about
twenty classrooms should have
been added every twelve months.
‘The trustees might have sent the
extra pupils home, saying they had
no room for them. But realizing
that this would not be fair to the
little folk they did what they could
to find room, and placed the new-
comers in temporary buildings and
in offices, and corners never de-
signed for classroom use. No
fewer than 167 classes are housed
in this way, in quarters that are,
for the most part, unsafe, insani-
tary and expensive.

But even these temporary holes
and corners are not sufficient, and
the School Board is asking for

_money to add twelve rooms and an

‘auditorium to each of three

schools, the Hastings, Charles

Dickens and General Gordon. The
"‘cost will be $105,000 for each

school, and the interest and sink-

‘ing fund charges to be met by the

citizens will amount to $19,064.78

a year, or 11 1-2 cents on each

-thousand dollars of real property.

The citizens of Vancouver should
realize that the city is nine years
behind with its echool-building
programme, and that it is impera-
tive, in view of the iIncrease in
population likely to come in the
near future, that an effort be made
to catch up. No city with any
pretentions to progressiveness can
afford to gain a reputation for

" neglecting the education of its
children, and it is nothing less than
neglect to overcrowd the schools
or to force children into quarters
where their health is endangered
or where they can not make the

‘best use of their time. Vancouver

-has not passed a school by-law in

ten years. It will have many to

pass in the next decade, and it

'should make a beginning next week.

It will thus be seen that St. John is
not alone with its school difficulties.
The demands for increased school
accommodation are very general. In
the large city of Winnipeg it was even
proposed to use the present school
bufldings for a longer period every
day, thus enabling two shifts of teach-

#rs to teach ten hours instead of five. |

parents that this would never do, that

Times
and conditions have so changed since
schools opened at eight o’clock and
closed at five that we are not quite
content to-day in having them opened
at nine and closing in part at two-
thirty and finally at three-thirty.

How Cooper Came to Found Famous
8chool.

It was because he felt keenly his want
of an education, and more especially his
want- of scientific knowledge as applic-

nad been engaged, that Peter Cooper,
business man, inventor and philanthrop-
ist, of New York, who was born in 1791
and died in 1883, was led to provide an
institution—now known as Cooper Inst{
tute—where a course of instruttion
would be open and free to all who felt
a want of scientific knowledge, as ap-
plicable to any of the useful purposes of
life. Through long years of trial and
effort Cooper had obtained the means
Lo erect this building, which he entirely
devoted, with all its rents and revenue
of every name and nature, to the ad-
varcement of art. He gave practically
all the property he could control to
erecting the building, and $30,000 more
which ke had over, with which to furn-

aich he had left over, with which to
turnish the apparatus required and start
the work of instruction. .

The founder called the buflding the
union for the Advancement of . Bcience
and Art. Against Cooper’'s wishes and
against hig will, the legislature attached
to it the name of Cooper. The greal
ubject that the founder desired to ac-
complish by the erection of the institu-
.ion was to open the avenues of scien-
tific knowledge to the youth of the
country.

Colorado Beetle.

Colorado Beetles, agricultural au-
thorities say, are not likely to be
transferred from one country to an-
other in potato sacks. They thrive on
green stuffs. They destroy the potato
plant if possible, but after a potato has
matured they manifest a cold indiffer-
ence toward it. Minute bacteria are the
only formidable enemies of potatoes
sacked up and ready to ship.

OF CANADA IS LESS

Exports of Domestic Goods,
However, Expected to be
$45,000,000 More.

Canadian Press Despatch.

Ottawa, Dec. 80—A reduction of ap-
proximatély $45,000,000 in the grand
total of Canada’s trade during the year
ending tomorrow as compared with
the calendar year 1928, is indicated by
figures available here. Trade figures
for the 11 months ending Nov. 80 have
been compiled by the Dominion Bureau
of Statistics.

The hgures for December must
necessarily be in the nature of an esti-
mate as complete returns will not be
available until about the middle of
January, However, by assuming that
| the trade, during the present month
approached that of December, 1928, it
is possible to arrive at an estimate of
the total trade.

Items in Total,

Total imports intp Canada during
the present year will, it is estimated,
to be the value of approximately $812,~
800,000. This is a decrease of more

1923 , when total
$908,080,515.
Exports of domestic goods, however,
will show an increase over the 1928
figures. They will probably amount
to approximately §1,060,000,000, as
compared with $1,014,944,274 in 1928.
The increase in the value of domestic
exports will, therefore, probably
amount to approximately $45,000,0000.

Japanese Author ,
On Tour of World

NEW YORK, Dec. 31—(United Press)
—Toyohiko Kagawa, noted Japanese
social worker and the author of ‘“Before
the Dawn,” is coming to America. ITe
left Yokohama for San Francisco on
Nov. 26. After spending a fortnight in
Hawali, he will spend three months in
America and afterwards go to England,
France, Germany, Italy, Egypt, Asia
Minor and India.

Kagawa will represent the Osaka
Mainichi, one of Japan's greatest news-
papers, as traveling correspondent in the
United States and Europe. He also in-
tends to visit holy places as a Christian
worker. He was invited by the World
Students’ Christian Federation to deiiv-
er lectures on ‘‘Christ as Seen hy the
Oriental Mind.” In this conneciiun he
will naturally touch on exclusionism snd
racial discrimination, againet which he
has recently expressed himsclf with
some freedom. Before leaving Japan, he
told to a representative of (he Urited
Press that he would talk cuite as
frankly in the United States as he had
at home, though he did not expect what
he sald to be pleasing to some hearers.

Life 8tory In Book.

Kagawa's life story is told to some
extent in his novel, “‘Before the Dawn.”
He was born in Kobe, 36 years ago. His
father had held high posts in the cen-
tral government and had been one of
the founders of the Osaka Mercantile
Steamship Company. The father lost
his wealth in speculation. He died when
young Kagawa was about 11 years old,
and the boy was then adopted into the
family of a wealthy uncle at Tokushima.
When he was 14 years old, he heard of
the message of Christianity and went to
Dr. Myers, then a missionary at Toku-
shima, to inquire of the doctrine. He
4 | was baptized the following year. I

When, after finishing his high school
course, the boy announced that he in-
tended to study for the ministry of the
foreign religion, the uncle would have
no more to do with him. Dr. Myers
took him into his home and afterwards
he was sent to a Christian college in
Tokio. From Tokio he went to Kobe to
continue his theological studies. Then
came a physical breakdown, a year of
rest, the return to the academy at Kobe
|and the entry into the slum life. He was
!married to his helper, Miss Shiba, who
'had been a printing worker and after-
'wards became an inspector of factories
|in which girls were employed. Both be-
came afflicted with the eye disease of
the slums, trachoma, and Mrs. Kagawa
lost the sight of one eye.

Plan For Largest
Map In The World

WELLESLEY, Mass.,, Dec. 31.—A
special building is being erected here
to house what will be probably the
largest map in the world. This is a
reiief map of the United States which
is being constructed in conjunction
with the National Map Committee by
the Babson Institute, with the assist-
ance of army engineers.

The map will cover an area of 3,500
square feet. It will show centres of
industry and population, cities, states,
rivers. forests, agricultural lands, min-
eral resources, developed and unde-
powers, transmission
lines and power stations, railroads, in-
terurban traction lines and automobile
trunk highways.

In the same building will be an ex-
tensive collection of detailed subsi-
diary maps, charts and graphs, show-
ing details of rivers and harbors,
hydro-electric power  developments,
canals and inland waterways, {rans-
roission routes by land, water and air,
leaciing pipe lines and other ‘ndustrial
developments in connection with pro-
duction and distribution.
