Opportunities to Greet Governor
General and Cardinal Begin—
Engines of Collier Working
Astern and Empress Moving
Ahead

Quebec, June 22—The Empress of Ire-
land wreck commission heard more evi-
dence this morning from members of the
crew of the Storstad. The point particu-
‘larly emphasized by C. S. Haight, act-
ing for the Storstad’s owners, in his
rquestions, was his contention that the
collier’s engines were working astern'at
Ithe time of the collision.

While the evidence given this morning
corroborated this, it also seemed to be
one explanation why the Storstad drew
taway from the liner so that the water,
immediately rushing into the opening
.made, caused the vessel to, sink in. a
ishort time. The other reason given by
the Storstad legal battery for the with-
jdrawal of the ship,—the alleged speed of
the Empress—found apparent confirma-
'tion in a statement of Einar Reitnertz,
wecond officer of the'collier, who sald
ihe saw the liner’s lights traveling fast
ifrom port to starboard.

‘The first witness this morning, was
FEinar Reitnertz, second officer of the
iStorstad. He told of what he saw after
ithe collision, which happened while he
was asleep. He saw the Empress lights
wross from port to starboard. She was go-
ing fast. He heard Captain Anderson
lorder the boats to be lowered, and he
phimself took charge of one of them. The
Storstad was moving astern when the
fboat struck the water, and in about two
aninutes he reached the people in the
water and saved fifty of them on the
‘first trip.

The Empress had not gone down at
fthat time. People cried out to §ake more
ibut the boat was only supposed to car-
ry thirty. On the second trip, he rescued

“ fifteen. The Empress had gone down
pwhen he got back to the scene. He pick-
ed up some survivors and bodies on his
third trip. :

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The Perils of The Diver

One Loses Life at Scene of Empress Disaster;
Another Has Thrilling Experience

Water

Quebec, June 22—The hungry waters
of the St. Lawrence claimed another vic-
tim yesterday, when Diver Cossboom, of
New York, who had been engaged by
the Quebec Salvage Company as one of
the experts to fasten a mooring chain
to the propellor of the submerged liner
Empress and to bring any of the im-
prisoned bodies to the surface, died in
the performance of his duty.

Picked up unconscious on the floor of
the river, he never recovered after being
hauled to the surface, and died three
minutes after being placed on board

the Marie Josephine, all efforts to re-
store him having failed.

Cherbourg, June 22—While a diver
'was engaged yesterday in recovering a
torpedo, buried in the mud of the har-
bor, here, the mechanism suddenly start-
ed and the propellor severed the air pipe
of the diving aparatus. The diver, with
great presence of mind, clung to the tor-
pedo. which bore him to the surface al-
most asphyxiated. He was dragged into
the boat by his astonished comrades. Af-
ter an hour or two he was revived.

IT NOW LOOKS AS IF
HINDUS MIGHT LAND

They Succeed in Getting Matter
Into Courts as a First Step

Vancouver, B. C., June 22— Mayor
Baxter has called a public meeting early
in the week to consider the Hindu ques-
tion.  Counsel for the Hindus on the
Komagatu Maru has succeeded in getting
the matter into "court by a mandamus,
and among officials and by the public
apprehension is felt that unless some-
thing very radical is done before the
courts decision is reached, the Hindus
will certainly be allowed to land.
There is a very decided feeling among
lawyers that flaws will be found in the
regulations which will allow the Hindus
to land. If this happens, the feeling is
that many other shiploads will come
across the Pacific and cannot be kept out.

A. R. Gould, at Fort Fairfield

[0 START TOMORROW: SOME OF
GOVERNMENT MAY TESTIFY

The inquiry into the Dugal charges
against Premier Flemming and some
members of his government will resume
tomorrew morning at ten o’clock. This
time it is the Valley Railway matter
which will be under fire and the pro-
ceedings are expected to be as interest-
ing as those which marked the inquiry
into the crown lands graft.

So far the .specific charges concern
only payments, by contractors, of com-
paratively small amounts to Premier
Flemming and Hon. H. F. Mcl.eod, but
it is expected that this will be only a
beginning. Counsel for Mr. Dugal in-

‘dicated at the opening sésiosn that they

would endeavor to trace the _ difference
between the amount of money provided
for the road and the amount spent in its
construction so far, a discrepancy believ-
ed to be from  $600,000 to $1,000,000.
Although the promise has been made
that the inquiry will not be a ' long]
drawn out affair the amount of mater-
ial which must be gone into is very large
and as much of it will deal with accounts

and statistics of various kinds a large
part of the evidence may lack the dra-
matic quality which marked much of
the testimony of the witnesses at the
previous sessions. It is declared, how-
ever, that there will be no lack of in-
interesting material, and, on account of
the amount of money in question and its
importance to the people of this prov-
ince, the public interest in the inquiry
may be even more intense than that dis-
played in the timber lands inquiry.

It is understood that several members
of the government have announced their
intention of going on the stand to deny
any knowledge of the graft fund in the
crown lands department or of irregular-
ities in connection with the Valley Rail-
way.

Among those who arrived in the city
today to be present at the inquiry to-
morrow were Premier Flemming and T.
J. Carter, of Andover, one of his coun-
sel. Hon. George J. Clarke, acting
premier, also arrived from St. Stephen
at noon today. -

The Ocean Limited ,was ‘restored to
the Intercolonial -Railway service today,
leaving the city from now until cancel-
led at 11.20 a. m. This is the most im-
portant fixture in the new time-table
which became. effective yesterday on the
I. C. R. for the summer months, as
travel has of late shown a decided in-
crease and another train was deemed
necessary. It has been a fixture in the
train service on the I. C. R. for some
years and has been a great convenience
while on the route, and was greatly
missed when taken off last fall at the
order of Manager Gutelius.

There is much comment however, that
in the schedule arranged there is no al-
lowance made for changing from the
Boston train to the Ocean Limited, as
the former arrives at 11.20, the same
moment that the Limited is slated to
leave. Unless this is regulated there will
be disappointment. Forty minutes inter-
vene between the arrival of the C. P. A.
at 11.40 and its departure at 12.20, and
it is held that there is no reason why a
change should not be made to allow
passengers from the Boston catching the
Ocean Limited. The only other change
of interest is the departure of the 12.15
suburban at 12.80 in future.

The other changes in the C. P. R. time
table for the summer have already been
announced. So far as the Boston is con-
cerned, however, it will be between twen-
ty and thirty minutes late unti] Saturday
next, when the Boston and Maine and
the Maine Central will change to their
summer schedule.

Ross, without being sworn, was asked
to be frank and tell all he knew. He said
that on Saturday evening after the bars
kad closed he was with three other fel-
lows at the corner of Paddock and Wa-
terloo streets, Asked who the others
were, he gave their names as John Kelly,
David Crawford and Fred Pierce. Asked
where he got the bottle of liquor he said
he got it at Sullivan’s opposite the Am-
erican boat on his way home from work.
He paid seventy-five cents for it and
the four of them drank out of it. He
said he was afterwards with them in

' | Dorchester street where he left them

about half an hour before the alarm was
rung in.

From there he went down Pond street
and then turned up over Chipman Hill
and down Prince William street. He said
he passed several alarm boxes but it did
not occur to him to ring in an alarm.
From Prince William street he said he
went down the North Wharf to Nelson
street but did not think of ringing in an
alarm until he saw the box. Mr. Baxter
said he had been informed that a light
which is usually near the box was not
burning on Saturday night and asked if
that fact suggested to him that he might
ring the alarm. The prisoner said it did
not.

Other Alarms

Asked by Mr. Baxter if he had
rung in an alarm before, the pi
said that he had. He said he
know how many times he had done it
but that he rang an alarm nearly every
time he saw a box and some nightsrang
alarms until he was tired. Both the com-
missioner of public safety and Chief
Blake were anxious to know whether or
not he had rung in the alarms on the
night of June 4 and questioned by Mr.
Baxter said he had.

Q.—Did you ring four boxes on one
night?

A.—I might have.

Q.—Do you remember ringing alarms
on a very wet night?

A.—No. .

Q.—Did you ever ring an alarm in
Pitt street?

A.—I might have.

Q.—And did you ring in an alarm
in Lower Cove the same night. by

A.—Yes.

Q.—Did you have a team?

A.—No I walked or ran from one box
to the other.

Mr. Baxter said to the court that it
was just possible that Ross might be
telling this so that he might be dealt
with more leniently but he said that
Chief Blake told him the evidence tallied
pretty well with what actually took
place.

Asked about himself personally, the
prisoner said he was a driver for George

MAKE COLOGNE THE
THIRD GREATEST OF
THE GERMAN CITIES

A 'Long Way to go, However,
Before They Are Equal—The
1913 Figures .

Cologne, Germany, June 20—Cologne
is about to add 50,000 to its population
and therby become the third eity in size
in Germany, only Berlin and Hamburg
ranking above it. Through the incor-
poration of Muehlheim and Mehrheim,
both lying on the right bank of the
Rhine, the city’s population will rise
to 685,000. Its total area will be more
than forty-five square miles, or three
times as much as Berlin. Cologne’s city
limits will reach far out into the coun-
try and embrace some two dozen towns
and villages.

In conection with the incorporation,
the Cologne newspapers are recalling the
history of the relations between that
city and Muelheim, from which it ap-
peared that the sharpest trade and poli-
tical rivalry between the two cities ex-
isted some hundreds of years ago. Plund-
erings, murders, and burnings were the
regu%ar thing in ithe fight bet_ween Col-
ogne and Muelheim in the middle ages.

WOMEN CRIMINALS N
GERMANY BEHEADED

Berlin, June 20—In marked contrast
with the tolerant spirit of the English
authorities toward the militant suffrag-
ettes and the agitation in the United
States against capital punishment of wo-
men criminals, Germany evidenced her
sentimentality toward the weaker sex
when two women were beheaded by
headsmen with blocks and axes, making
a total of four women to suffer a sim-
ilar fate within a few weeks. The death
gentences were executed according to the
mediaeval method, which Germany, of
all civilized nations, retains.

Magdalena Mendel, forty-one years
old; was beheaded in FEssburg ‘prison,
with her accomplice; Joseph Wirt, a la-
borer. The two had poisoned the wo-
man’s husband so as to get him out of
the way.

Frau Mendel, terror-stricken, collapsed
utterly a8 she started towards the block.
She acted as one totally paralyzed, and
it .finally became necessary to place her
on a stretcher, carry her to the block,
and lay her on it. Wirt went to his
death quietly. ;

At about the same time, Frau M. Hass
was beheaded in the prison at Graudenz.
She also had poisoned her husband. No
details of this execution were given out.

In each instance the Kaiser refused to
¢ommute the sentence of the condemned
persons or to take into consideration the
fact that two of the criminals were wo-
men.

(London Tit-Bits.)

“No ye, that we, in consideration of
the sum of £965 0s. 9d.” (value about
£9,650 7s. 6d today) “have granted to
William Ramsden, his heirs and assigns,
all that our manor of Huddersfield, etc.,
and all our capital messuage or tene-
ment, all Bay Hall, in Huddersfield,
aforesaid.”

In these terms Queen Elizabeth in

1599 conveyed to William Ramsden, an
ancestor of Sir John William Ramsden,
the greatest' territorial magnate in the
baronetage, who lately died, the land
on which the busy manufacturing town
of Huddersfield now stands.

It was a splendid investment for the
Ramsden family, but a bad bargain for
the crown, for the charter has for three
centuries past made Huddersfield the
property of the Ramsden family. T'wo
years ago it was stated that the year-
ly ground rent of the estate amounted
to £180,000. The property, however,
was apparently subject to heavy charges.

This charter, however, was not the
only royal favor bestowed upon the
Ramsden family, in spite of the fact
that John Ramsden, who succeeded the
William Ramsden to whom the charter
was granted, was committed to the
Tower for high treason for taking up
arms for Charles I. for the grandson
of the latter was created a baronet by
Charles II., and succeeded also by royal
favor in adding enormously to the
‘wealth of the family. The Merry Mon-
arch in 1672 gave Sir John a charter to
hold a market every Thursday in the
town of Huddersfield, and the late bar-
onet ultimately sold these market rights,
with the site, to the corporation for
£48,308. :

Of course, the Ramsden family was
only one of many families which at that
time acquired riches and acres by royal
favor. Those were the days when
kings and queens granted land and prop-
erty to their favorites in the most easy-
going and liberal manner, without any
thought of the future rights of the
state.

Altogether 'che Ramsden estates in
Huddersfield and district comprise 4,800
acres, but, including other lands belong-
ing to the family, the whole amounts to
150,000 acres.

It was not, however, until 1880 that| -

the late Sir John Ramsden became abso-
lutely sole lord of Huddersfield, for
there was a small plot of land in the
centre of the town which did not belong
to the Ramsden family. The last own-
ers of the little plot was the late Thomas

Frith, a Quaker of Brighouse. Frith /

could not be induced to part with this
little plot of land, although he was off-
ered a price by Sir John Ramsden which
would have sufficed to pave the land
with guineas. The old Quaker, how-
ever, refused to accept, saying: “Nay,
not if thou sets them edgeways. Nay,
Sir John, Huddersfield will belong to
thee and me still.”

When Mr. Frith died, in 1880, the
testators conveyed the land to Sir John
Ramsden, and he thus became sole own-
er of Huddersfield.

SAVE CARLYLE’S BIRTHPLACE.

$550 to Purchase Adjoining Dwelling
Has Been Raised,

There will be gratification among
Carlyleans all the world over that the
historian’s birthplace is henceforth se-
cure from molestation. The committee
of .management concerned announces
that the purchase of the adJommg house
is complete and that there is no further
anxiety concerning the building. .

Every visitor to the little Dumfricsﬁ

shire village of Ecclefechan knows “the{;

Arched House,” as it is called; indeed
this humble building is the only reason
that can draw the visitor to a border
hamlet which has few attractions.

Carlyle himself says harsh things con-
cerning it in letters to his brother John,
and was probably writing more under
the influence of the memories of his
struggling boyhood tha% from any real
contempt for the place itself.

Ecclefechan, like its neighbor, Locker-
bie, probably grew out of an ancient
house of call on the high road that goes
north from Carlisle and over the Lan-
arkshire Hills to Glasgow. |

The historian’s ancestors may have
proceeded from either side the border,
and they certainly included, as he tells
us himself, a reiver or thief, who was
hanged for sheep stealing. But no man
could have been more law abiding than
James Carlyle, the mason, who built this
cottage in which his famous son was
born.

The house or pair of houses, joined by
an arch big enough to drive a wagon
through, is just a two-story structure
of lowland freestone, covered with lime-
wash; squared as to windows and doors
and firmly slated as to the roof.

It stands on the west side of the broad
village street not far from the trickle—
half-stream, half-ditch—that distinguish-
es Ecclefechan from its rivals, and mot
far from the smart church which guards
the little yard where Carlyle lies among
his kindred. His wife is gathered to her
fathers at Huddington.

It is only within the last year that the
“gouth end of the Arched House”—that,
is to say, the adjacent dwelling—came
into the market, and the sum necessary
for its purchase, $5650, was provided.—
New York Sun.

As one of the reasons why the honor

Nor does the Standard tell us that while
Mr. Foster is deemed worthy of knight-
hood by the King he was not deemed
worthy of the office of minister of. fin-
ance in the Borden government. It is
Mr. Foster’s turn to smile.

DEFENDER OF GRAFT.

The Standard this morning saysi—

«There has been nothing in the pres-
ent inquiry to show that the province
of New Brunswick lost one dollar
through the operations of Mr. Berry.”

The -St. John Glove on the other
hand has pointed out that nearly all the
big lumber operators actually paid $115
per square mile for their holdings, and
that therefore the leases must have been

\worth that to them, whereas only $100
per square mile went into the provincial
treasury. It has been shown that more
than $65,000 went into the hands of Mr.
Berry and Mr. Teed, but where it went
after that has not yet been disclosed.
The Standard does not want a disclos-
ure. It wants the people of this prov-
ince to forget that this enormous amount
of money, which should have gone into
the provincial treasury, was diverted to
other purposes, Mr. Berry said it was
for an election fund.

The St-ndard has revealed itself as a
shameless defender of graft. As a pub-
lic journal its duty should be to demand
a complete exposure, S0 that the people
would know where the money has gone.
By the way, is Mr. W. H. Berry still an
official of the provincial government?

HOUSING AND TAX REFORM

That there is a very close relation be-
tween better housing and tax reform is
the conviction of Mr. G. Frank Beer,
president of the Toronto Housing Com-
pany. At a meeting of the Imperial
Health Conference in England recently,
Mr. Beer read a paper from which we
quote the following paragraph, which
applies very particularly to conditions in
St. John at the present time, and which
sets out the views of a housing expert
who has studied the conditions both in
Europe and America:—

“Already the study of housing has led
us to the question of tax reform, and,
of course, to the question of cheap and
fapid transportation. The two questions
react on one another, as one of the im-
mediate results of extended means of
transportation is the raising of the value
as a result of public expenditure. The
remedy for housing conditions in Canada
will be found, I believe, in proper city

1 planning, accompanied by tax reform;
the one to properly control future build-
ing development, and the other to secure
for the community a fair return for their
expenditure on improvements. Proper
control under city or  town planning
schemes is a necessary preliminary to
tax reform, as the community should
not be permitted to acquire an interest
in or enjoy the fruits of taxation based
upon high values which result from over-
crowded and unhealthy conditions. Sub-
ject to this reservation, and to the prop-
er protection of private interests, land
values which can be shown to be created
by communal activity should belong to
and be used for the benefit of the
community which ecreates them, in-
stead of by the individual in whom,
for the time being, the title to
the property is vested. If each citizen
had some share in the newly created
wealth there would be less inequality,
but under our existing system of taxa-
tion and ownership the landless mem-
bers of the community, who have not
participated in the profits, must all pay
in some form or other their share of this
jincrement. Communal values are creat-
ed to meet and are intended to be used
for communal responsibilities. Through
values such as these the State can and
should make adequate provision for the
otherwise unobtainable welfare of its
citizens. The fruit of such provision
would ultimately be general vigor of
body, broader education—in brief, great-
er efficiency for that class of citizens at
present in greatest need.”

JAPANESE IDEALS

It is trite to say that the Japanese
are a wonderful people. It is clear alsq
that they would not have accomplished
so much during the comparatively very
short period since they came into close
contact with thé rest of the world had
there not been great virtues as well as
great ambitions implanted in the race.
To think of them as sunk in a depraved
heathenism is to go very wide of the
mark. Heathen they were in the sense
in which that term is ordinarily epplied,
but they had a religion and a philosophy
that produced the nation which simce
without teking on Christianity has filled

A

the whole world with amazement. The
American Review of Reviews has dis-
covered in a Mttle school book ten pre-
cepts to which generations of Japanese
have conformed. These precepts are put
in the form of a song which the school
children repeat daily as a lesson. The
Review of Reviews suggests that they
might be described as the Japancse
decalogue, and it will be seen that he,
who lives up to them must inevitably
become a good citizen, a patriot and an
individual inspired by lofty ideals.!
The precepts are as follows:—-

(1) The basis of all virtue is 'myal-|
ty; we must honor the person of 'the|
august Emperor with a deep veneration
and serve our country with unceasing
devotion. i

(2) We must show our parents re-
spect and never forget their love and ar‘-—‘
fection for us.

(8) Brothers and sisters, being mem-
bers of the same family, must love and
live at peace with one another.

(4) Everyone should labor for the
good of others; encourage good works,
and frown upon evil and treat strangers
like friends.

(5) To abstain from falsehood is the
beginning, of wisdom—therefore be care-
ful and reprove one another.

(6) In studying the Past one learns
to know the Present, therefore foster the
passion for intc{lectual and moral beau-
ty.

(7) Show them who are afflicted all
the sympathy and compassion you are
capable of.

(8) Disease, it is said, enters through
the mouth. Be watchful as to what you
eat and drink.

(9) Always have some noble ambi-
tion and an elevated spirit—even though
circumstances have placed you in a low-
ly position; even though your life be
hard and obscure. )

(10) See that you faithfully keep all
the precepts of our ancestors for the
honor of the fireside and our fatherland.

The province has
2,250 miles of railway in operation, and
2,804 miles under construction, involving
an expenditure of $200,000,000. The
mines of the province have produced
$492,000,000, and its fisheries $148,000,-
000. It has 275 saw mills, which cut
over a billion feet of lumber in 1912. In
addition to expenditure on railways $6,-
000,000 has been expended on wagon
roads, bridges and trails. These figures
give some idea of the rapid develop-
ment of the Pacific province.

Of one of the prince’s South African
fights an interesting story is told. An
Australian war correspondent who rode
towards one of the khaki-clad regiments
was appreached by a young, unassuming
man, who was anxious to hear news of
the outside world.

“Have you been under fire?” he asked
the correspondent.

I don’t much appreciate it- Anybody who
likes can have my share.”

“We have to go under fire whether we
like® it or not,” said the quiet-young
Englishman.

“At a salary,” chirped the Cornstalk.

The young man shrugged his should-
ers and walked away. Then the Aus-
tralian heard that the unassuming young
soldier was Prince Alexander of Teck,
and he went back in the direction from
which he had come.

That, however, was just the prince’s
way. Says one who met him during the
war. “I once traveled half a day with
him, not knowing who he was. Then
I learned how earnest a soldier the prince
is, and how thoroughly wedded to his
profession. He is a good trekker, and a
good camp-man, too.”

As a boy before he went to Eton, the
prince spent his days at Kensington
Palace and the White Lodge, Richmond
Park, where, with his two brothers and
sister, Queen Mary, he romped and ran
like a merry sandboy. He was Her Ma-
jesty’s favorite, and it was a black day
when he first went off to school—a “pre-
paratory” for Eton, for,in spite of the
seven years' difference in their ages, the
sister and brother were constant com-
panions.

At Eton the prince was known as a
good-tempered, jolly fellow, very fond of
games, a reputation which he has al-
ways maintained.

The business enterprise and capabilities
of Prince Alexander were displayed
when he carried on the task of raising
funds for the Middlesex Hospital, begun
by his brother, the late Prince Francis
of Teck, four years ago. In this work he
was largely assisted by his wife, Prin-
cess Alexander, who devotes a great deal
of time to practical philanthropy. Indeed
few big charitable schemes are launched
in which she does not take a persomal
interest.

A daughter of the late Duke of Al-
bany, and a sister of the reigning Duke
of Saxe-Coburg, the Princess Alexander
of Teck, married in 190% when she was
twenty-one years of age. Exactly how
mueh truth there may be in the romantic
stories that are told of foreign aspirants
to the hand of “Princess Alice of Won-
derland,” as she was called in her young-
er days, because of her passionate de-
votior to the works of Lewis Carroll, is
not known; but it is stated that she early
determined, like her cousin the Princess
Royal, that she would not marry a for-
eign prince. Certainly her marriage to
Prince Alexander gave the greatest sat-

CITY PLANS T FLOAT
LOAN ﬂ]ﬁ,ﬂﬂﬂ,ﬂﬂﬂ

Vienna, June 20—The city council of
Vienna is: proposing to float a loan of
$75,000,000 at once, to be expended
mainly upon the development of exist-
ing municipal ownership' undertakings.
It is proposed to spend $80,000,000 on
subways around the congested districts
of the inner city, where up to the pres-
ent there has been only an ipdifferent
service - of horse omnibuses. The ’bus
business, which the city purchased at
about fifty cents on the dollar from a
bankrupt private company, has been run
at a great loss each year.

Vienna’s experiments in other fields of
municipal ownership, however, have been
more successful. The electric light and
power plant has paid a clear profit of
two millions during the last year, a re-
turn of about 11 per cent on the city’s
investment, but it has been done in the
face of general complaints that electric-
ity is dearer in Vienna than in almost
any large city in Europe.

{ only one to whom King George accords
%his entire confidence and friendship.
i That prince is Henry of Prussia, broth-
.er of the German Emperor. Many peo-
;ple hayve wondered at the undiluted af-
i fection which our saflor king bears his
icousin from Berlin, but few know the
{real reason. We shall reveal it here.
King George and Prince Henry bear to
| each other certain close affinities. They
!are, for one thing, first cousins. Prince
"Henry’s mother was King Edward’s eld-
i est gister, our Princess Royal, afterwards
wife of the German Emperor Frederick.
Also the facial resemblance of King
George and Prince Henry is most mark-
ed. Moreover, they are both real sailor
men, who love the sea for the’'sea’s sake,
and not merely because they are second
sons, and, therefore, doomed to *“a life
on the ocean wave,” in accordance with
the rule of the English and German

royal houses, which decides the fate of
second sons in the hour of their birth.

Prince Henry His English Mother’s Son

The secret of the deep friendship of
King George and Prince Henry is not to
be found, however, even in these mater-
jal “affinities.” It lies in circumstances
much nearer the hearts of both. There
are no two brothers in the world, per-
haps, who are more unlike in character
and disposition than the Kaiser and his
only brother. The Kaiser is a Prussian
to the life, and all the affectations and
impulses of a thousand years of Hohen-
zollerns may be said to be personified in
him. His brother, on the other hand,
has from infancy, been his gentle “mo-
ther’s son.” The Empress Frederick was
a princess without guile. She loved her
emperor as few women have loved a hus-
band; and through years of bitter cal-
umy on the part of Bismarck she never
grumbled nor shirked her duty to her
adopted country. |

In the days when the Kaiser and his
brother were boys it was always Prince
Henry who stood up for his mother, and
whatever was English in the Prusisan
Court. With the Kaiser it was always
the Hohenzollerns who were to be
championed. That was, perhaps, a good
thing for the Dymasty of the Hohen-
zollerns, but it did not make for harm-
ony in the royal palace in Berlin. As lads
the future Kaiser and his brother often
came over to England with their mo-
ther, and became familiar with royal life
at Windsor, Bdlmoral, and Osborne, in
the Isle of Wight. Queen Victoria quick-
ly developed a strong affection for Prince
Henry, who, though a lively lad, was
very kind-hearted and studious, and al-
ways got along well with his English re-
lations. Queen Victoria as easily con-
ceived something almost amounting to
dislike of the heir to the Prussian crown.
And -‘the time came when little Prince
Henry used to come to England alone!

Prince Henry’s Idea of Deer-Stalking.

As second sons of future Emperors, our
King George and Prince Henry de-
veloped their remarkable friendship
while boys of ten years old. Both were
destined to the sea, and first rate sailors
they have become. One difference alone
separated them. King George was al-
ways a first-rate sportsman and & splen-
did shot. Prince Henry, au contraire,
never could shoot decently. There is on
record, by the way, a very quaint anec-
dote ilustrating Prince Henry of Prus-
sia’s idea of sport. When his royal
highness had got to twenty years of age
he was one day allowed out with the guns
on a deer forest. When he got back to
Balmoral, Queeri Victoria said to him,
“Well, Henry, and did you have any luck
while deer stalking? To which the in-
genuous young prince replied: “No,
Grandma, I am afraid I didn’t. I did not
succeed in killing even one stag, but I
hit quite a number!” One can well im-

The Kaiser’s Quarrel with His Mother.

However, the sporting disparity be-
tween the second sons of King Edward
and his Prussian brotlier-in-law only
seemed to cement the friendship. And
if any circumstance were wanting to
complete the bond of real affection
which existed from youth between
Prince George of Wales and Prince Hen-
ry of Prussia it came with the strange
quarrel that arose between the new

| German Kaiser Wilhelm II. and his fond

mother, the Empress Frederick. The lat-
ter lady, unable to bear in her widow-
hood, as she had done as a wife, the
scorn and malice of old Prince Bismarek,
spoke out in her own defence, and found
her eldest son arrayed against her as the
champion of the venomous Prussian di-
plomat. Most people know how angry
was Queen Victoria at the insults offer-
ed to her eldest daughter after twenty-
five years of loyal residence in Prussia,
and, needless to say, the then Prince of

Jales (King Edward) and his two sons
were equally amazed and mortified at
the Kaiser’s treatment of his mother in
the painful circumstances under which
it occurred.

Bismarck Makes Trouble,

Hopwever, the time had come when
Prince Henry himself had good cause
to hate the objectionable Bismarck.
Looking round for a bride who should
become chatelaine of his  magnifcent
palace in Berlin, Prince Henry one day
encountered in the apartments of the
Empress Frederick, in Berlin, a charm-
ing princess who was as English as any
daughter of Windsor or Buckingham
Palace could well be. She was the Prin-
cess Irene of Hesse, and her mother had
been King Edward’s ill-fated sister, the
popular Princess Alice of England. Prin-
cess Alice had herself married “for love”
the Grand Duke of Hesse, and when one
of her children fell il with diphtheria,
and seemed likely to die, Princess Alice
was so dazed with grief that she dis-
obeyed the doctor’s orders and kissed her
dying child. She was soon dead herself,
and little Princess Irene was thus left
an orphan at the age of twelve. Ever
since she had been taken under the wing
of her fond aunt, the Empress Freder-
ick, and when she grew to woman’s es-
tate, and ‘her favorite cousin, Prince
Henry, fell violently in love with her, it
is needless to say that no one was made
happier by the match than was Queen
Victoria and all her children and grand-
children in England. :

Fatal Result of Parental Consanguinity.

The happy pair, however, found them-
selves embittered once again by the un-
feeling Bismarck. This hateful old man
had become the bugbear of the German
Royalties, and they, seemed incapable of
doing anything without his sanction. He
was not ‘quite powerful enough to frus-
trate the love-match of Prince Henry
and Princess Irene of Hesse, but he gave
them some vety unpleasant doubts and
fears. Their marriage eventually took
place and no royal union of our day has
been blessed with greater felicity. The
prince und his wife are, of course, rather
more closely related than is. usual, even
amongst royal personages, and it may
be hoped that no unions will be allowed
between his two sons and any of our
own royal princesses. Otherwise, Prince
Henry and his wife are an ideal couple,
their only trouble being the death of one
son, and the delicacy of the others—a
delicacy, it"is supposed, which is due to
the consanguinity between their father
and mother. ~

Taught English Discipline to the Navy.

But all these circumstanceés have only
served to keep strong &iid fresh the
friendship which sprang up so early in
life between King George and the Kais-
er’s brother. Our own Sovereign takes
more ready counse] of Prince Henry than
of any of his own nearer relations. Al-
ready during the present reign Prince
Henry has been summoned to Liondon to
confer with King George no fewer than
seven times! Prince Henry’s simple
kind-heartedness, geniality, and courtesy
are only equalled by his hardihood and
valour, and Yo his credit is a true story
of how he taught the German sailors an
English-like discipline. The sailors of
Germany are new to the business of the
sea, and when Admira] von Koester was
evolving the present huge navy his men
little realised what a severity of discip-
line would be expected of them. Prince
Henry, however, determined that what
he had seen upon British men-of-war
should be exactly imposed upon the sail-
ors of Germania. So one day, when he
was lieutenant of the Olga, he gave the
order. “All hands to bathe!” The day
was chilly, and a.swim in the sharp
cold waters of the North Sea was not a
pleasing prospect. And when one of
Prince Henry’s officers ventured upon a
mild protest the royal lieutenant, with-
out another word, sprang aver the ship’s
side, swam out for some distance, and
then returned dripping to the bridge.
The men of the Olga took their bath!

KEEP BARS CLOSED
TAL 10 IN MORNING

Scottish Workman Deprived of
His Nippie Before Breakfast

London, June 20—The Scottish work-
ingman has been deprived of his early
morning drink, which is generally a pint
of beer and a gill of whiskey.

It has been found that the habit of
drinking before breakfast has a bad ef-
fect on the health of the workingman
and a law has just come into force
which prevents the saloons or clubs from
opening before ten o’clock in the morn-
ing. By this time the men have return-
ed to work and the time for temptation
passed.

While the regulation applies to the
whole of Scotland, the mischief it is in-
tended to strike at is localized in the in-
dustrial districts of Glasgow. There it
is the custom of the workingmen to
start their day at six in the morning and
continue until 5.80 in the evening with
a breakfast interval from nine to nine-
thirty, and a dinner hour from one to
two. With the saloons open from eight
o’clock there was a temptation for the
men to take a refresher before break-
fast, and this was not only unwholesome
in itself but conduced to excesssive
drinking at other hours.

The men have not complained of the
new law, but they have asked that if the
saloons are not opened before breakfast
hour they be opengd before they return
to work so that they may at least have
a drink after eating.

The saloon keepers have been com-
plaining that the best part of their trade
will be ruined.

CRTICSH OF
LOCAL COVERNNENT
BY REV. DR, SMITH

Fredericton, June 21-+~Rev. Dr. W. H.
Smith, pastor of St. Paul’s Presbyterian
church, in the course of his sermon this
evening, strongly eriticized the provin-
cial government for its dilitoriness in ap-
pointing a successor to Col. John L.
Marsh, police magistrate of Fredericton.
Reference was made in connection with
the liquor situation here and elsewhere,
the subject of his discourse being The
Church, the Government and the Liquor
Traffic.

His reference to conditions in Freder-
icton was as follows:

“The situation in this city is a pointed
illustration of the necessity of having
representatives and governments in sym-
pathy with worthy ideals in public life.
For years there has been a fight for
decent law enforcement. Last winter
victory ‘rested upon the banners of the
reform movement. Some civic house
cleaning was necessary before law could
be properly enforced. '

“The city council secured legislation
retiring the police magistrate. The city
council unanimously petitioned the gov-
ernment for a suitable magistrate. The
request was endorsed by a representa-
tive petition of citizens and two mem-
bers of the county. But there has been
no response, no relief.

“] doubt if in Canada a wurse condi-
tion exists, so far as adequate law en-
forcement is concerned. Temperance
people have done all they can, the city
council has done its part; the police com-
mission is doing its part, but we are al-
most helpless so far as cleaning up the
city is concerned. Why? Let those re-
sponsible answer, but to an outsider it
seems as if the representatives of the
liquor traffic held the balance of power.
The facts are that the attitude of the
government backs up lawlessness and
inefficiency and establishes a condition
of affairs that is a disgrace to the city
and province.”

What, in your opinion, is the biggest
improvement in baseball in the last de-
cade?

If you will think a moment you will
reply that it is the umpiring. Wou will
be correct. It has taken the Federal
League to reveal to us by contrast what
an improvement there has been in the
major leagues, especially since the com-
ing of the American League. The Fed-
erals are having much trouble with their
umpires, and will continue to have ik
unless President Gilmore . adopfs the
tactics of B. B. Johnson and suppresses
kicking and rowdyism.

_ The umpiring in the major leagues has
improved wonderfully since Johnson de-
clared it his fixed principle to suppress
al]l kicking and rowdyism. It is not that
thg umpires are better men. Their work
is better because they no longer are
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hampered and annoyed by the players.
The worst umpiring of the old days us-

ually resulted from umpires being “rat-
tled” and harassed until they blundered
more and more. I have seen even such
men as Gaffney, Emslie and O’Day, all
magnificent umpires, so upset that they
scarcely knew whether the play was at
home or at first. Relieved of this strain
and insured of support by the league,
they improved immediately.

In the old Nationa] League when one
faction or the other always was pro-
testing some umpire, the work of the
arbiters was poor. Ban Johnson was the
pioneer in the discovery that the public
does not like kicking, delays and squab-
bles. - He drove John McGraw out of
the American League by constant pun-
ishment for offenses on the field, and the
National League received him and per-
mitted him to continue his tactics.

Johnson’s club owners did not agree
with him entirely. He punished the
Chicago club severely and, Fielder Jones
thought, unjustly for their attacks on
umpires. President Comiskey and John-
son quarreled bitterly over the same sub-
ject. But one by one they came around
and now every club owner realizes John-
son was right.

There are towns, of course, that are
prejudiced against certain umpires. Billy
Tvans was hated in St. Louis until a fan
nearly killed him with a pop bottle. Now
he is an idol. :

Hank O’Day always hated to umpire
in St. Louis and perhaps because of that

he had more trouble there than he did
anywhere else. Bill Klem formerly was
a bad umpire in every game in which
Chicago played, because the Cubs nagged
at him at all tfmes. Now, he is one of
the best. :

Veterans of many years declare that
the umpiring is better only because of
the changed attitude of players and pub-

The Events and Some of The

Competitors For The Canadian
Championships

~

(Special to Times.)

Charlottetown, P. E. 1, June 22-~The
interest in the coming Canadian cham-
pionships, which will be one of the
greatest features of the confederation
celebration in Charlottetown next Aug-
ust, is increasing. . The athletic gather-
ing will be held on the middle day'of
the celebration, August 19. It is ex-
pected that every province in Canada
will send athletes. From Toronto and
Montrea] in particular, large delegations
will be present. In the maritime prov-
inces great interest is being shown, and
from Halifax one of the begt teams ever
sent out by the Wanderers will compete.
The Athletic Club of St. John also plans
on being represented by a very strong
team. From many of the smaller towns
and cities of the provinces sterling ath-
letes will be present.

One of the keenest competitions will
doubtless be in the pole vault, in which
it is expected Halfpenny of Montreal
will compete. He will meet worthy
competitors, among others Len McDon-
ald of Pictou, who gives promise of de-
veloping into a national champion, and
Archibald of Toronto, who is noted as
being one of Canada’s foremost vaulters.
This province will have several entries,
among them Hooper, Fulton Campbell
and James Duffy. From the United
States it is expected that a formidable
entry list will be forthcoming. Pat Me-
Donald, the world’s champion heavy-
weight thrower, has announced his in-
tention of competing here. The American
entries will include some of the greatest
track and field performers of the day.

To accommodate the great crowd ex-
pected it has been decided to hold the
championships on the grounds of the
Charlottetown Exhibition Association.
The track will be leveled and made suit-
able for the field events.

The championships will be held un-
der the auspices and direction of the
Abegeweit Athletic Association.  The
medals, to be awarded, seventeen sets in
all, are the most elaborate and valuable
ever competed for in the maritime prov-
inces. They will be of gold, silver and
bronze.

The 100 yards dash at the last meet
of this kind was won by Americans, who
captured first, second and third prizes.
This year the Canadians ‘'will probably
have as starters Schgefer of Halifax,
Army Howard of Winnipeg, and other
fast sprinters.

Three years ago, when the champion-
ships were held in Montreal, Americans
won the first three places in the 440
yard run. On that occasion the first
Canadian to cross the line was Hooper
of Charlottetown, who I8 in excellent
form this year for the event.

Among the competitors for the one
mile walk will be Goulding of Hamil-
ton, the world’s champion.

The events will be 100, 220, 440, 830
yards, one mile and five mile runs, 120
yards hurdles, one mile walk, running
high and broad jumps, hop, step and
jump, pole vault, throwing the discus,
16 b, hammer, 85 1b. weight and 16 1b.
shot, and relay races one mile four men.

PRESIDENT OF FRANCE DOES
~NOT INTEND TO RESIGN JUST NOW

Paris, June 22—While President Poin-
care is said to have talked over with in-
timate friends the pogsibility of his re-
signing the presidency in order to re-en-
ter national politics, it is certain that
he has decided not to do so for the
present,

‘The considerations which have been in
his mind are; it is understood, the suc-
cesses of the extreme socialists and ex-
treme radicals, in the recent parliament-
ary elections. One of the president’s
convictions has been the absolute neces-
sity for France to have three years’ mili-
tary service. That law passed through
the last parliament by a considerable
majority under the Barthou ministry,
but the succeeding ministriées supported
the three year law . irresolutely. The
country in the general elections leaned
rather against the three year law than
for it. This is indicated by the extreme
Socialists having gained forty seats. The
principal issue they put forward was
opposition to three years army service.
