DEMANDS BANK INQUIRY

French Canadian M. P. Brings up The Matter of

Bank of St.

Hyacinthe

Ottawa, April 20—When the ba.nking'
and commerce committee resumed ~this
morning, Mr. Rainville, French Canadian
member for Chamblay-Vercheres, inform-
the committee that he desired an investi-
gation into the circumstances surrounding
the failure of the Bank of St. Hyacinthe
and into the actions of the Canadian
Bankers’ Association in relation thereto. .

He said that the asso¢iation had virtu-
ally forced the bank to close its doors. He
declared that the association had been
guilty of an abuse of power and that there
had been conspiracy in comnection with
the failure,. The bank, he said, had been
‘solvent when its dodrs were closed. Mr.,
Rainville suggested thag a.committee of
four or five members of the banking and
commerce committée make an ‘investiga-
tion.

Hon. Mr. W. T. White informed Mr.
Rainville that he had sent the written
charge to President Wilkie of the Bankers’
Association. Mr. Wilkie' Had" replied that

he ‘had stbmitted the accusation to Secre-
tary Knight, who would report.

“We will not take any action on the
matter,” said Mr. White, “until we have
received the report.”

Some discussion took place: “What pow-
er,” asked Mr. White, “has the associa-
tion to close a bank?”

“I can prove that the secretary of the
association compelled the directors to close
their doors,” replied' Mr. Rainville.

“If a bank is solvent and pays its debts,
how can it be closed,” asked the minis-
ter. :

Maida, known as “Jerry the Lunchman,”
met his appointed death in Forty-First
street, near Broadway, early today.

five ‘bullets into his body.

The shooting occurred only a couple 'of

blocks away from the scene of the murder
of Hetman Rosenthal last July, but, the
gunmen had less luck than the Rosenthal
murder crew. Five policemen who were
in the immediate vicinity heard the shots
and pounced upon five men, who they
accused of the killing.

The police allege that the men they
caught are members of the Paul Kelly
band of gangsters, of which Jerry was an
adherent, They say that Jerry had .re-
cently: fallen under suspicion, however,
and that he was thought to be revealing

the gang’s' secrets to District Attorney _

Whitman. :

None of the men caught were armed,
but witnesses said they saw them throw
revolyers away and three of the guns were
found in a garbage can nearby.

GERMAN ARMY BIL

(Canadian Press)

Berlin, April 29—A blow was struck
at the foundation of the new German mili-
tary bills, providing for an immense in-
crease in the army, when representatives
of the Clerical, Radical and Socialist part-
ies yesterday during the debate ou the
first reading expressed doubts as to whe-
ther the necessary number of able-bodied
recruits could be obtained in Germany.

Mathias Erseberger, the leader of the
Clerical centre, said that no fewer than
43,000 men would be lacking to make up
the number required.

The representative of the Radical party
questioned whether such enormous armies
could be successfully handled, saying that
his doubts were shared by many mili‘ary
men.

The minister for war, General Josias
Von Heeringen, denied strenuously that
there was any difficulty in obtaining the
full number of reecruits.

G00D BYE T0 CANADIAN
NAVY WITH TORIES IN
POWER AT OTTAWA

Ottawa, April 28—It ig believed here
that the intention of the government in
pursuance of a policy of contribution is to
return the training ships Niobe and Rain-
bow to the admiralty, instead of keeping
them to aid in the establishment of a Can-
adian pavy. About thirty or forty of the
seventy Canadians of continuous service
rating, now. on board the Niobe will take
advantage of the government's offer of
¥ree discharge and quit the service.

Under the circumstances it is not to be
wondered at that the Canadians who en-
listed on the understanding that the Cana-
dian navy was to be continued and to
offer a permanent career are now desirous
of retiring. With no Canadian naval policy
in view the only other alternative of the
government, if it is going to do anything
at all in the way of naval defence, is the
policy of contribution, on which the pre-
mier has already embarked.

But in regard to this latter policy new
embarrassments have arisen steadily since

it was first launched. The opposition of
Liberalism and the wave of popular feel-!
ing against the

the bill through the commons. It is now!
understood that the situation is made still;
worse for the government by a direct in-
timation from the admiralty suggesting |
that for the present at least, it would not |
be well to force the bill through pa.rhar
ment.

Since the mnaval bill was brought down
events both in Canada and in Europe have
been moving steadily to justify the oppo-
sition to the contribution proposals and
to emphasize the muddling statesmanship
of the Nationalist-Conservative coalition
in regard to the whole problem of naval
defence.

It is significant that despite the “em-
ergency”’ and despite  the: passage of
closure the government still hesitates to
again, bring its naval bill before the com-
mons.

Hon. Mr. White today in parliament
agked that an increase be made in Cana-
da’s allowance for the operation of the
Ottawa branch of the royal mint from
$75,000 to $110,000 a year. It was desired
to refine all the gold produced in Canada
instead of sending it to the United States.

Hon. Mr. Doherty has given notice of a
bill to amend the criminal code the chief
amendment being in regard to legislation
against white slavery, making the penalty
more severe, and adding a clause to a per-
misesion of lashing.

Premier Borden has given notice for the
appointment of an officer with the rank
and salary of a deputy minister, as assist-
ant to the chairman and secretary of the
conservation commission. This is really
a start towards making the commission
political in its workings, whereas it has al-
ways been strictly non-partisan.

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PROMPT ACTION NEEDED

1i within two weeks action is taken by
the federal government it may yet be pos-
sible to have one new steamship berth
at West St. John ready in time to relieve
fhe congestion before mext winter. This
is ' the view expressed by Commissioner
Schofield. Others express grave doubt
whether it would be possible in any case
‘to complete these wharves, fill in the space
behind them &nd build the warehouses
and tracks in time for next winter’s busi-
pess. 1f there were the slightest doubt
as to the possibility of meking this berth
available, then prompt altermative - action
along some of the lines suggested at last
night’s public meeting by Commissioner
Schofield should be decided upon without
celay.

Superintendent Downie predicts that the
traffic at West St. John will be doubled
within the mext five years. In the last
five years the imports inereased from 84,-

'l 495 tons to 179,256 tons, and the exports
from 240,305 tons to 407,820 tons. This
. ‘means that the traffic next seazon will be
* wmuch heavier than in the season now
losing, and yet during this season, as Mr.
. Downie showed, it was necessary for one
' of the C. P. R. steamships to shift her
" berth six times in order to accommodate.
herself and other steamships before she
had completed discharging and taking in
cargo. Mr. Downie points out that from
the middle of March to May 1 the con-
gestion is continuous, with delay, incon-
venience and additional cost. It would be
worse next season. Hence immediate ac-
. ‘{ion is necessary to provide more steam-
“ ship berths, ands somebody must also as-
cume the task of extending grain convey-
-~ ofs to berths No. 5 and 6. The sug
' gestion that the city should build these
¢onveyors and put a tax upon their use is
" _not practicable, since the berths directly
opposite would « be subject to mo such
tax.

Mayor Frink was quite right in saying
that St. John has seen wharf comstruc-
tion proceeding with much more rapidity
{han has been the case with the wharf
now under construction. and it ought to
be pessible to induce the contractors to

' put on more speed, since there is miuch
greater need of an early completion of
‘the work than seemed apparent at the

- {ie the contract was awarded. Henator
Dani¢l expressed confidence that the gov-

% ernment would take action in the matter
when the amctual conditions were made
perfectly clear, and it s the duty of the
committee which' was appointed last, night
te make a clear representation of the case,
and of the city council and board of trade
to follow up that representation with vig-
orous and persistent appeals for govern-
ment action.

There was a suggestion by one or two
gpeakers last night that too much emphas-
is bad been placed upon the new harbor
at East St. John. Thisis not the correct
view. The facilities at East 8t. John will
not be provided any too soon.

John,
The country has not yet grasped the fact
{hat St. John as a great national port
must have a very rapid growth of busi-
ness, and large expenditures must be made
and made promptly to provide the neces-
sary equipment. It 1s a national work,
and if any western representative makes
the assertion that St. John is getting too
wuch, he is merely betraying his own ig-
norance of the real situation. Ninety per
cent of the trade passing over the wharves
is through business, and the expenditure
made in providing facilities is not made
for St. Jobn_alone but for the Dominion.

When Sir Rodmond Roblin was in Edin-
burgh he is reported by the Scoteman to
have made this statement: :

‘Canada was loyal, but the people of
Canada wanted sympathy and co-opera-
tion in order to assist the motherland to
accomplish the wark laid upon her—that
was to save Canads and the Empire.
What they wanted was some preference.”

Sir Rodmond was speaking to a group
of protectionists. The Winnipeg Tribune
very preperly remarks that it was a fine
spectacle to see the premier of Manitoba
urging that the Empire be saved by ask-
ing Britain to make more sacrifices; and it
also very properly denies that there is any
desire in Canada except among the high
protectionists for such a sacrifice on the
part of the British people. The Canadian
protectionist is eager to save the Empire
by making the British consumer pay more
for his food stuffe, while at the same time
a heavy tax is put on British goods enter-
ing Canada. The Tribune further says:—

“The greatest barrier between Britain
and Canada today is the high tariff main-
tained by our dominion against the math-
er country. It is the height of inconsist-
eney for a man to preach unity and at
the same time advocate a policy of trade
hostility on the part of Canada. Not a
single Canadian protectionist has come
forward with a concrete proposition as to
what tariff reductions Canada would make
in the event of Britain being fooush
enough tb place a tax on the imports of
food ffom foreign countries mecessary for
the feeding of her people. Our protection-
ists in their loyalty talk and their tariff
pevformances, with respect to Britain, are

adarinsly inconmetent,”

“McGraw, you're & pretty lucky guy
getting all the breaks and taking the
games by one run,” said a letter writer
to me.
