Cabinet Fears a Demonstration

CONDTIONS APPALLING

Suftering Ameng Women and
- Children Reported *Very Great
—Practically All Belongings in

London, July 8—The King, acting on the
advice of the cabinet, has cancelled his pro-
posed visit to the East End on July 17 to
cut the first sod of the Albert Dock exten-
gion. While the official announcement
gives no reason for the decision, the dock
strike and the threats of the strikers to
hold a demonstration during Their Ma-
jesties progress through the East End are
believed to have influenced the cabinet.

For some weeks the authorities, with the
aid of the pclice, have been able to insyre
tree passage of food supplies between the
locks and the markets, and there has been
daily an increasing number of men load-
Ing' and unloading the ehips. Most of
these, however, are inexperienced hands,
wnd the work 1s proceeding slowly.

The regular dock workers are either. fol-
lowing stubbornly the advice of their lead-
ers to remain on strike, or are afraid to
return to work for fear of reprisals on the

part of the trade unionists.

In the meantime the want and suffering
among the women and children have be-
rome  dppalling. Practically all their be-
lengings are now in the pawn shops, and
the relief stations are besieged by women,
many of whom are turned away, as there
are no supplies left. A memorial issued
teday signed by the Anglican and Cathalic
biskops and non-conformist ministers, ap-
peals. for public funds to carry on the
work of relief.

BIG FIRE OUTBREAK

News of a serious outbreak of fire, which
was discovered last evening. about eleven
o'clock at North Head, Grand Manan, was
brought here today by the steamer Grand
Manan. The loss is about $30,000, it is
estimated, and up to this morning the fire
was still burning though practically under
control.

Five dwelling houses had been burned,
mostly to the ground, the branch office
of the Bank of New Brunswick was de-
stroyed, along with the customs house,
some fish stands, wharves, ete.

Rev. Joseph McLaughlin Officiates

FOR NEW BRUNSWICK

Sussex Site Declared Not Adequate
—Colonel Humphrey Speaks
of Plans

The plang for a new militia camp for
the New Brunswick forcessto supplement
Camp Sussex, which, it is declared, has be-
come inadequate, are beginning to take de-
finite shape, although the land has not
yet been secured.

Already Paper Hats and Shirts
Are Fashionable and There
Are Many Articles of House-
hold Use Made of It

. Toronto, July 8—A' London cable to the
Globe says:— : ;
“Though the problem .of the high cost
of living has not yet been become so acute
in this country as to judge from the:
American correspondencs in London pa-'
pers, it has become in the United States,
it is nevertheless sufficiently serious and
any method of reduced prices that is sug-
gested is eagerly examined. The latest
idea is ciothing made of paper.
“A representative of a large city firm
of paper manufacturers, states that they
are at the present moment experimenting
in the hope of producing a kind of paper
really suitable for making of clothes which
can be sewn and hold buttons. ¢
‘“Paper towels are an excellent idea.
These are made in Germany, he said.
“Paper hats have been a fashiom for
some time. Instead of wearing washable
common sunbonnets and caps, children
can have each day a new paper hat cost-
ing from two to twelve cents, which takes
one cent off the laundry bill.

“Paper shirts are being produced at
twelve cents each, while the cost of a pa-
per handkerchief is two cents—the prics
of the washing of a linen one. ;

“In the the houshold, too, the washing
bill can be reduced by using paper instead
of linen, for now there are paper blinds,
lace edged; paper gerviettes, paper toils
ette mats, paper d'oylies, paper table cov-
erg, while paper towelling could be adopted
to kitchen use for tea cloths, dusters and
similar articles.”

WAGES FOR WOMEN

Massachusetts Has New Law De:
signed-to Impreve Condition of
F mle Workeu

(Ottawa Free Press)

The State of Massachusetts began the
month of July by enforcing a law design-
ed to improve whe condition of female
workers in that etate. The act establish-
»d & municipal wage commission with pow-
er to organize wage boards in any indus-
try in which it ehall appear that the
wages received by women are insufficient
to supply the cost of living and te sup-
port them in ‘health.

The commission is empowered to re-
commend 'a wage scale, and to publish in

“at least four newspapers in each county,
in a type not smaller than used for the
printing of news matter, the names of
employers who fail to comply with their
recommendation.

But any employer who swears under
oath that compliance with the order wopld
endanger fhe . prosperity of hig business
may be given & cesdificate :of exemption.

It will be interesting to see how the
measure works out and how it will be
aﬁec;ed by the old law of supply and de-
mand.

her line, and the great-granddaughter of
the fifth baron. She married 8ir Nicholas
Bayley, and her son was the ninth baron,
subsequently advanced to the earldom of
Uxbridge; his son and successor, the com-
mander of the British cavalry at Water-
loo, being elevated to the marquisate of
Anglesey some time afterwards.

The granting of the marquisate by
George 1V. to the one-legged Lord Ux-
bridge excited widespread indignation, ow-
ing to the fact that the title of Anglesey
was regarded as belonging to the Annes
ley family. There were no less than six
Annesley Earls of Anglesey, and it was
the son of the fifth earl who furnished the
theme of so much romance as the
“Wandering Heir.”

The fifth earl was a dissolute spendthrift
who separated from his wife soon after
the birth of his only son, and then. fell
under the influence of an evil woman, who
conceived a hatred, more intense than
that of any stepmother, for the earl’s
child, who bore the title of Lord Altham.
He was packed off at the age of eight or
nine to a sort of Dotheboy’s Hall school,
where, like an ennobled “Smike,” he was
employed in the most menial and ardu-
ous laber, till driven by maltreatment to
run away. In fact he disappeared, and as
his life was an obstruction to his father’s
granting certain leases very necesspry to
the impoverished state of his finances,
Lord Anglesey gave out that his son was
dead.

The fifth earl died when the boy was
about fourteen, and in the latter’s absence,
Richard  Annesley, a distant cousin, suc-
ceeded to the peerage and estates. A mere
accident not long after brought the new
earl and the lawful heir together. The
former did not stick at trifles, and found
little difficulty in pereuading 'a ship cap-
tain to shanghai the lad, and to carry
him off to America, declaring that he was
the natural son of a nobleman and had
disgraced himself, and that it was neces-
sary for him to be got out of the coun-
try. I
The captain took the hint, and on reach-
ing this country eold the lad’s services to
a Pennsylvania planter for a term of
years. The homely daughter of his mas-

father’s legitimacy of birth. Dying with-
out issue, his pretensions lapded. One of
the minor titles of the Earldom of An-
glesey, namely, the Irish viscounty of
Valentia, was taken up by a very digtant
kinsman descended from the firet Vis-
count Valentia, whose son was the first
Earl of Anglesey. The present Lord
Valentia represents Oxford in the House
of Commons.

One word in conclusion about the one-
legged Lord Uxbridge, first of the Paget
Lords Anglesey. He was even more re-
markable in his domestic arrangements
than he was as a commander in the field,
for, after having eight children by his first
wife, Lady Caroline Villiers, daughter of
the Earl of Jersey, he ‘was divorced, and
proceeded at' once to marry the divorced
wife of the firet Lord Cowley, to whom
he: was obliged to pay $100,000 damages as
co-respondent in an action for salienation
of  affections. By Lord Cowley she al-
ready had four children, which he, for a
financial compensation, allowed her 1o
retain. Then by her union with Lord
Anglesey she had six children more; so
that the family, omnium gatherum, consist-
ed of eighteen offspring, fourteen Pagets,
and four Wellesleys.

PERLS OF LONDON STREETS

More Than 400 People Killed There
in a Year in Traffic Rush

One of the most crying evils of London
is likely to receive the attention which it
deserves.. 1t has long been:evident to a
stranger within the gates that the streets
of the metropolis, owing to the reckless
rufianism of the drivers of taxicabs and
omnibuses, are the most perilous in Eur-
ope. While the police are very ready to
pull up, drivers of private ‘automobiles
they pay no heed to the criminal reckless-
ness of public drivers.

Under the caption, “The Reign of Ter-
ror,”” John Lloyd, J.P., advertised"recent-
ly rasking for the formation of a strong
society to protect life and secure safety
in ‘the streets. There is nd doubt that
the hourly risks of traffic dodging are
reaching a point at which action by the
authorities is imperative.

There are now 2,000 motor ’buses in Lon-
don, and 1913 will find the total swollen
to 4,500, while the cheapening of automb-
biles and the taxicab habit will be respon-
sible for 5,000 more.

The gravity of the problem may be seen
from the fact that in the year 1911 more
than 400 people were killed in the streets
of London, including quite a number of
Americans. The Rev. Dr. Weld of Brook-
lyn was the latest victim. Of these 400
deaths, automobiles and taxicabs were' re-
sponsible for 155 and motor ’busses for
107. The electric tramways killed 26. Ten
thousand people were knocked down by
motor vehicles during the same period.

A reporter of the Evening News station-
ed himself on the north side of Northum-
berland avenue. In two minutes he count-
ed twenty-four motor omnibuses and fifty-
eight taxicabs going through Trafalgar

| Square, while the rest of the traffic was

three times as great in volumé. An at
tempt to eross was a veritable game ol
“*dodging death.” The reporter noticed a
man who essayed a journey from the re-
fuge at the Charles I. statue to Charing
Cross postoffice. He made progress some- /
what in the style of a Tyrolean dancer.’

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THROUGH OTHER EYES

At the beginning of the Back to New
Brunswick Week it/may perhaps be worth
while to leok at ourselves as we are seen
by an observer who has recently been
among us taking notes. Mr. Edgar Du-
puys, who has written books on such sub-
jects as Republicanism in France, The
French and Germans, Californians and
Mormons, and The Stage, has written a
book, just issued, on Eastern Canada and
the People Therein. Some seven or eight
pages are devoted to New Brunswick and
the city of 8t. John. Mr. Dupuys finds
that New Brunswick is “a beautiful prov-
ince, a precious jewel in the crown of the
Canadian confederation,” but it needs “a
million immigrants to transform the vast
area of untiilled fruit land into mile after
mile of golden harvests and snowy blos-
soms.” He is much pleased with the city
of 8t. John, of which he says the most
of the people in the United States have
an entirely wrong conception. Among other
things he says that “tourists will find it
one of the most delightful places in the
Pominion during the summer months.” He
praises its buildings, and declares that
the retail and wholesale stores found in
some gtreets would do credit to s much
larger city. But Mr. Dupuys appears to
have looked over the city before the pres-
ent great forward movement began. For
example, he says¢—

“Intellectual progress of the broad and
modern type finds little favor with most
New Brunswickers. They persist in look-
ing at the world through the wrong end of
the telescops, and shrink in a fright be-
fore a new idea. While eatisfied with what
they are, they wrap themselves up in their
littleness, fall asleep and snore. In the
meantime the beautiful province by the
vea finds herself on the very brink of a
slide leading down who knows where?
There are in Bt. Jobhn scores of progres-
Jive, up-to-date men who strive with all
their might to pull their province out of
the hole, but with little avail. Newspa-
pers, surprisingly good newspapers, for a
Yown of 42,000 inhabitants, are doing all
that lies in their power te awaken the
public from their chronic lethargy, and
rgain it avails but little. New Brunswick
jogs along apparently satisfied with her
nearly stationary population of 850,000.
when there should be a million at least.”

Mr. Dupuys believes that he discovered
more pride in pedigree in St. John than
is good for progress in an industrial and

commercial community, where all the

~s=———paople ought to be democratic in their

views. He typifies this class by a woman
“who would not associate with trades-
people owing to the fact that Queen Vie-

; toria had onte spoken to the grandmother

of her first cousin.” But this entertain-
ing writer is far from being without hope
concerning the future. He says that New
Brunswick needs plenty of mew blood and
a grand shaking up all along the line, and
that this can be brought about by immigra-
tion, especially from Germany and the
Scandinavian countries, which built up the
western states and cities of the republic.
In concluding his brief review he says:—

“I cannot help feeling that this mag-
nificent province will come to her own
at no distant future.  St. John, historic
and picturesque old St. John, with ‘I will’
as motto and a firm grip at the helm, can
and shall lead the way into the broad
avenue of progress and prosperity.”

If Mr. Dupuys were in St. John this
week he would realize that the predicted
change has come. He would appreciate the
great publicity campaign that has been
carried on for months past, and would al-
so take note of the fact that St. John has
been the first city in Canada to adopt the
commission form of government. He would
find progress throughout the province, and
@ new spirit of enterprise and of hopeful
confidence regarding the future.

Mr. Dupuys, in his reference to the race
problem in Canada, gives a very striking
picture of Qeubec and Ontario, and the
prejudice which marks the relations be-
tween ‘“the ridiculously pompous John
Bull of Ontario and “the 17th century
Johnny Crapeau of Quebec.” He describes
Toronto as ‘“‘the radiating centre of tory-
ism, religious intolerance and racial pre-
judice;”” and, commenting on this phase of
tha\dian life, says: “Canadians will jog
slong many decades before the realization
of their dream of national greatness, if
persistent in fostering race hatred and re-
ligious bigotry.”

The larger portion of the book is devot-
ed to the province of Quebec and to the
future of Canada and the French race. Mr.
Dupuys must have been reading some
British tory literature, for he has come
to the conclusian that the “fate of the
British empire hangs on a thread.” Indeed
he almost assumes that the thread is very
rear to its breaking. If it should break,
an independent Canada would meet with
an early death, and there would be nothing
for Canada to do but tie herself up to
the United States.

Whatever we may think of this gentle-
man as a descriptive writer and critic,
he falls considerably short of our ideal as
a prophet. The British empire is in no
danger of dissolution and therefore the
contingency to which he refers will not
arise. Possibly in assuming a prophetic
role he was not unmindful of the fact that
the majority of his readers would be found
in the United States.

Living-
stone and of Rev. Martin Livingstone, of
Ontario. His nephew, Hugh M. Living-
stone, is editor of the Glasgow, Scotland,
Herald.
" During the early years of Mr. Living-
stone’s residence in St. John, he was an
active business men and was numbered
among the leading merchants of the city.
He was in the drug business with his
brother for many years, and had interests
in lumbering and other firms. He retired
from active life about thirty years ago.
He was for forty years an elder of St.
David’s church and a prominent member
of St. Andrew's Society.

Michael Glynn died on Saturday at the
home of his son, 3 Dorchester street at
the great age of 103 years.

tric bell a miracle.

Mr. Glynn is survived by his wife, two
sons, John and William of this city and
two daughters, Mrs. Thomas Beamish and
Mrs. George Allan, also of this city.

Delightful Time on Kennebecasis
and at E. S, Carter's Home at
F air Vale

A party of about thirty, including mem-
bers of the writing and business staffs of
the local papers and their friends had a
most delightful and enjoyable outing on
Saturday afternoon' and evening through
the kindness of John Ruseell, Jr., and E.
