Find Another Market.

“Granted that the interest of the
settlers and other private owners of
pulpwood are involved to some exteat
in the problem of how best to deal
with our diminishing wood supply, 1
submit that it ought mot to be very
difficult for the sovernment, acting in
co-operation with our industry, to de-
vise ways and means whereby exporta~-
tions may be rediced to a minimum
or stopped entirely without sacrificing
these interests. We cannot, of course;
expect to take away their present mar-
ket without providing another equally
as good or better.

Pay Forest Protection.

«An adequate export tax on pulp-
wood shipped out of the country would
provide funds for the protection of our
forests and to that extent would re-
lieve our mills of some of their heavy
expenditures. A straight out embargo
would be even more effective.

West, he said, was also handi-

capped as compared with the
central provinces, and if this
nation was to endure, the broad-
er understanding and sympathy

resulting from such missions as
mine must prevail.

Suggests Mission Here.

F. W. Hobson, in seconding the
resolution, was not less sympathetic
in his utterances. He said it would
be well worth while for the west to
send a mission to the east in the
interest of a better understanding
and a national policy which would
endeavor to do justice to every sec-
tion of the country.

President J. S. Willmott, who, in
introducing me, declared I might
take all the time I desired to tell my
" gtory, sald, in presenting the resolu-
tion, that it would do the west no
harm to learn that other parts of
the Dominion were also facing seri-
ous problems and if there was any-
thing the board could do to promote
or share in a national conference of
business men, it would be found
ready to participate.

Warmly Welcomed.

The welcome given me by the
Canadian Club at dinner earlier in
the evening was one to warm the
heart and Dr. J. C. Clark, the presi-
dent, a native of Prince Edward
Island, sald the subject matter of
my address was of peculiar interest
to Canadian clubs. I was rather
abashed this morning, after talking
briefly to the students of Brandon
College, about the romantic history
of our older provinces by the sea. At
the close of the exercises I was in-
troduced to the staff.

Must Meet, He Says.

THE ART OF PUBLIC SPEAKING.

(Ottawa Citizen)

The Y. M. C. A. in Ottawa has ar-
ranged a practical course in public
speaking to be conducted weekly in
the educational department. As the
class is limited to thirty students, there
is no need to urge members to join.
It should soon be filled up.

It is of public interest, however, to
note that the course has the sugges-
tive modern title, “Talking to Win.”
Students will be taught many accom-
plishments, such as self-confidence in
speaking, how to prepare a speech, how
to pronounce correctly words com-
monly mispronounced, how to interest
an entertain and how to open and close
an address.

Probably advice of “how to make an
audience laugh” is practical too; but
the audience might refuse to laugh if
the suspicion got-abroad that the ac-
complished speaker had been carefully
coached in how to do it. Similarly
the speaker would have to be very
careful in carrying out practical in-
structions on how “to gesture and ac-
quire presence in speaking.” Another
accomplishment, “how to use sugges-
tion,” would need to be kept hidden
from the audience.

Talking to Win sounds rather like
playing to win—rather more for the

sake of winning, than for the joy of|

the game or of achieving something
substantial. It is a moot question
whether much can be won by talking.

Of course, people can be talked into
doing things, or converted by persuar-
ive oratory. Talkers do much to win
elections. But when it is all over, the
question sometimes arises whether any-
body is any further ahead.

A graduate of the “Talking to Win”
class could prabably convince an aud-
jence that the square on the hypotenuse
of a right-angled triangle is equal to
the sum of the squares on the other
two sides. But whether it would be
much help to the people who had been
converted to this belief by eloguence,

Hon. Dr. Roberts Speaks of
Rejection cf Rocke-
feller Plan.

R. T. HAYES AGAIN IN
PRESIDENT’S CHAIR

—

" 'New Treasurer is to be Ap-

pointed by Executive—
$5,000 Needed.

The future of public health in New
Brunswick rests with the Junior Red
i{Cross members of today, said Hon. Dr.
W. F. Roberts, Minister of Public
Health, in addressing the annual meet-
ing of the New Brunswick Red Cross
Society yesterday afternoon. Dr. Rob-
erts was speaking of the public health
nursing services in the province in the
year just closed and telling of the re-
jection of the Rockefeller grant for
nursing services By every municipality
in the province with the exception of
St. John. He declared that when Junior
Red Cross members had grown to man-
hood and womanhood there would be
no such rejection of profiered benefits
in nursing care as Junior Red Cross
members would have knowledge that
any future expenditures for public
health nursing would mean great re-
ductions in the maintenance of institu-
tions for the care of the insane, the
criminel and the unfit.

Praises Red Cross.

He gave all credit to the Red Cross
for inaugurating the public _healtih
nursing service in New Brunswick and
giving it its present status. He said
Campbellton had been maintaining a
nurse and he had hopes that the coun-
cil there would accept the Rockefeller
grant for nursing service. St. Stephen
and Milltown also had maintained 8
purse and might-accept the Rockefeller
grant. Riley Brook was now support-
ing its own nurse and Shediac had also
undertaken to maintain its nurse. A
of public health nursing
was given by the society in Rexton but
unfortunately the Kent Municipal
Council had declined the Rockefeller
grant.

Of the traveling clinies, Dr. Roberts
gaid altogether they had reached 1,000
children and in the year just closed 100
children had been treated in the three
clincs held, those at St. Martins, Richi-
bucto and Elgin. The Elgin clinic was
self-supporting.

Having reefrred to the loss sustained
in the death of Dr. J. A. McCarthy and
Mrs. Joyce McLean, he referred to the
pursing triumph that the Mahancy
quadruplets were alive and in _health

.He believed that achievement was with-

out parallel in history.
Lady Byng Camp.

He told of the benefits of the Lady
Byng camp and then gave Miss Meikle-
john’s summing up of what had been
accomplished in the last year when
there had been on an averagc five pub-
lic health nurses at work. Th#8e nurses
had made 2,466 child welfare visits and
271 prenatal visits and 924 bedside

visits.
No Professional Care.

He sald it was a disgrace to New
Brunswick that of the 11,000 births in
the province in one year, 3,000 were
without any professional care of any
kind and there were 54 maternal deaths
where there should not be one. Publie
health nurses could give a splendid ser-
vice in the reduction of the high mater-
nal death rate and infant mortality.

He quoted from Miss Meiklejohn’s
report which had been completed by
Miss Dykeman and showed that the five
nurses had also made 2,313 school in-
spection calls and 788 follow-up calls.
They had also given 680 health talks
or classes. The record for five nurses,
Dr. Roberts said, could not be too
highly commended.

In the centres where a public health
purse was maintained the Provincial
Government gave a grant of $100 in
order to secure supervision. Dr. Rob-
erts hoped that St. Andrews and She-
diac might accept this grant next year.

Rockefeller Grant.

The Rockefeller grant which he had
been urging the municipalities to accept
would have provided two nurses for
each county for two years and the in-
tention ‘was to have clinics at varicas
centres in each county. If the Red
Cross Society felt that it could not sup-
port the public health nursing at lhe
present time, Dr. Roberts believed Lhe
society could do a very valuable ser-
vice in educating the people to conserve
their forces along the right lines, to
spend for health measures and save on
other expenditures. He sail there was
a hope that he might be able to secure
the Rockefeller grant for Campbellton,
Moncton, St. Stephen and St. John and
he would endeavor to have the grant
made o apply to cities if possible.

It was announced at the annual
meeting of the New Brunswick Divi-
sion of the Red Cross Society yester-
day that the sum of $5,000 must be
raised by the members in the province
to carry forward the work of care for
soldiers in hospital and the mainten-
ance of the depot which was essential
to the work. The Central Council
could not be looked to to assist with
these expenditures but should the
province be unable to shoulder the re-
sponsibility of Junior Red Cross and
the home nursing classes, activities
which have been supported by head
office grants up to the present time,
the head offic would still assume this
responsibility rather than see either
of these two activities suffer.

This
had cost about $2,500. Office expenses
had cost about $2,500 and in the com-
ing year the division must carry the
responsbiility of raising these two
amounts. Mr. Hayes thought there
should be a sufficiently generous Ssup-
port of the Red Cross in New Bruns-
wick to meet the obligation.

Junior Red Cross.

The report of the Junior Red Cross
supervisors, Mrs. Margaret Lawrence
and Miss Jessie Lawson, was read by
Miss Lawson and it told of the enroll-
ment of 4,384 members in 162 branches
during 1924 and 4 per cent of theschool
population was NOW enrolled. The
Juniors made 882 articles, which were
given to soldier settlers’ families or to
hospitals.

CHOSEN PRESIDENT

Addresses Given by Hon. Dr.
Baxter, Dr. MaclLaren
and Mrs. Tilley.

The Women’s Conservative Associa-
tion of St. John was formed last night
at a largely attended meeting in the
Church of England Institute, when Mrs.
George F. Smith was elected chairman
for the evening and spirited addresses
were given by Colonel Murray Mac-
Laren, C. M. G., M. P, and Hon. Dr.
J. B. M. Baxter, M. P, ILeonard P. D.
Tilley and Lieut.-Colonel W. H. Har-
rison. The preliminaries of organiza-
tion were undertaken.

Elect Officers,

Colonel Harrison gave the opening
address, explaining the purpose of the
meeting, the organization of the asso-
ciation and the meeting elected Mrs.
Smith to the chair. The resolution to
form the association having been heart-
ily endorsed, officers were elected s
follows: Honorary president, ~Mrs.
George F. Smith; president, Mrs. Leon-
ard P. D. Tilley; vice-presidents, first,
Mrs. J. Roy_Campbell; second, Mrs. L.
R. Harrison; secretary-treasurer, Mrs.
H. H. Pickett. A nominating commit-
tee with Mrs. J. Roy Campbell and Miss
‘Florence Rainnie as members was ap-
pointed to name representatives of
wards to be called together and aid in
building up the organization through-
out the citv. Before the meeting closed
this committee submitted its report and
arrangements were made for calling
another meeting at an early date.

Dr. Baxter gave the first address and
he spoke of women as the most im-
portant factor in politics today. He
defined Conservatism.

Dr. MacLaren spoke of the import-
ance of the individual vote and told
how the Conservative party differed
from any other party.

Praises Members.

Mr. Tilley referred to the prominent
place Dr. MacLaren and Dr. Baxter
had taken in the House and the general
respect in which their opinions were
held. They were, he said, representa-
tives of whom any constituency might
well be proud. Mr, Tilley pointed to
the results of recent elections as signs
of the times highly satisfactory to the
Conservatives. He expressed the be-
lief that it was the duty of every Gov-
ernment to create necessary work for
the unemployed and that the women
who had been most Insistent in de-
manding the vote should take the most
active part in public affairs. Mr. Tilley
thought there was much unneccssary
pessimism in St. John and he thought
there was a bright future for the port
for which Dr. Baxter and Dr. Mac-
Laren were making a valient fight. Mr.
Tilley also believed there should be a
larger revenue from tourists and that
the city should be able to attract tour-
ist business to a much greater degree.

Hearty thanks were extended to the
speakers on the motion of Mrs. W. J.
Edwards.

Dr. MacLaren emphasized the im-
portance of having the organization
province-wide.

T0 GIVE U. S. SEAT
IN LEAGUE COUNCIL

Representatives of America and
Germany Will be at
] Conference.

GENEVA, Jan. 30—The door to the
Council of the League of Nations has
been swung open to admit the United
States. This has been done with the
complete approval of a plenipotentiary
representative of the United States,
whose signature doubtless would be af-
' fixed to the agreement when the time
comes. Between the council chamber
and an American representative, how-
ever, stands the formidable bulk of the
United States Senate.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 30—Among
the difficulties encountered by en-
gineers and scientists in a variety
of enterprises is that metal discs or
masses used in weighing the more
delicate quantities refuse to stay
uniform in their own weaight. The
differences that arise from the age-
ing, oxidation, or transformation of
the metal in the weights have proven
8o serious that the Bureau of Stand-
ards will endeavor to rid labora-
tories and workshops of the obstacle,
or work out a series of standard
variations that will simplify the
reaching of exact answers to speci-
fic problems in micro-weighing.

A whole series of metals and al-
loys are being prepared and tested
out. Also the manipulation of the
metal masses which go into delicate
weights Is being studied, that even
density may be obtained in the final
castings. The work will not be stop-
ped until the whole subject ‘has been
explored.

ANOTHER ADVANCE

Science Claims Remedy For In-
juries Following Work
With Radium.

PARIS, Jan. 31.—It is asserted by
Dr. Menard, himself one of the many
victims of disablement from injuries
received during research work, ‘that
a definite remedy has been discovered
for radiodermitis. Dr. Menard | gt the
forefinger of his right hand in 1914,
and two years later that of his left
hand. During the war he also lost his
left eve and part of one of his lips. A
few months ago he suffered amputation
of another finger, and realized that the
wound on his lip had become a cancer.
Knowing the gravity of his case, he
gave himself up for lost.

“Then came the miracle,” Dr.
Menard states. “My colleagues, Dr.
Regaud, who is director of the biologi-
cal laboratory at the Radium Institute,
and Dr. Monod, who assisted him, put
me under treatment. To the lip they
applied a wax apparatus containing
radium in a tube, while to the eye they
attached another apparatus from which
radlum emanated. The latter, of course,
had a much less brutal effect on the
more delicate tissues of the eye. At
the end of a few davs only of this
treatment, the cancer had been killed,
and the wound, now rendered healthy,
is healing normally.

“Radiodermitis,” the long-suffering
scientist insisted, “has been conquered.
The wounds on my face are healing,
and the hands are now being treated. I
am out of danger. Why does radium
cure the evils caused by the X-rays?
Because, owing to the gamma rays it
contains, the action of radium is
superior to that of the X-rays.”

INARGENTINE

Bill Is Submitted Which
Would Compel Owners
to Sell Large Areas.

PLAN TO INCREASE
LOCAL POPULATION

S

Project Gives President the
Right to Expropriate and
Arrange Colonization.

BUENOS AIRES, Argentina, Jan.
81.—A law to compel the great land-
owners of the Argentine to break up
their estates and sell them in small
tracts to home-builders has been sub-
mitted to Congress by President Mar-
¢elo T. de Alvear and Dr. Thomas

The project gives the president of the
republic power to expropriate and col-
.onize whatever lands he deems suitable
for such purpose.

Proponents of the project declare this

crease the population of Argentina
from the present figures of less than
10,000,000 to 50,000,000 or more, and to
build up a nation of home-owners in-

lords, interested only in private and
without any desire to improve the land
It is pointed out that already the
provinces of Corrientes, Salta and Tu-
cuman are engaged in portioning out
their lands chiefly to encourage cotton
culture. In the meantime the actual
acreage under cultivation shows virtu-
ally no increase during the last de-
cade, while there is, a great nomadic
agricultural population in the country,
working on the big estates for only
three or four months out of the year.

‘i To Improve Agriculture,

ing up the land into small farms—the
smaller the better—agricultural pro-
duction will show immediate improve-
ment and the country will be able to
support a vast population of satisfied
home-owners.

No effort is made to conceal the fact
that with the land here owned in tracts
ranging up to millions of hectares—
which the owners steadfastly have re-
fused to break up and which cannot be
broken up by taxation, because the
land-owners are too strong in the con-
gress—Argentina is no place for the
small agriculturist. Only laborers, not
home-builders, can be used.

“The great landowner who has con-
ducted the businéss of his estate with
prudence and circumspetcion in cattle
raising amply covers all his necessities
and can await without impatience the
repetition of the phenomena by which
his land is enriched by collective
effort, while he suffers the inheritance
law from time to time to make a very
relative division of lands,” says Le
Breton. “This slow and rythmic pro-
cess which individually may be re-
garded with tranquility unjustly im-
pedes the accelerated march of pro-
gress which collective work demands.”

COW CROWNED AS
WORLD CHAMPION

Breaks Record For Three and
Four Year Butter Pro-
duction.

CHICAGO, Jan. 30—After break-
ing the world’s record for the pro-
duction of gbutter-fat in ten months
as a junior three-year-old, Lyons Sar-
castic Korndyke, a pure-bred Hol-
stein-Fresian cow, has just complet-
ed a ten months’ test with a butter-
fat record which makes her the
world’s leading junior four-year-old
over all breeds. Her 305-day record
was 24,062.3 pounds of milk and 854,
88 pounds of butterfat (1,068.6
pounds butter).

She gave birth to a bull calf weigh-
ing 130 pounds, carried for 200 days
of the test period.

The new champion is on the farm
of Abner S. Deysher, near Reading,
Pa. A ration consisting of home-
mixed grains, including oil meal, co-
coanut meal, molasses and beet pulp,
with considerable quantities of good
corn silage and alfalfa hay, was fed.

ONE OF SUBIJECTS

Battle With Disease, Peace
Matters and Social Ques-
tions on List.

Geneva, Jan. 830.—The year 1925 will
be the greatest yeap in the world’s
history from the viewpoint of inter-
nationalism.

During this year more international
conferences will be held in an effort
to settle the world’s troubles by co-
operation and international solidarity
than in any preceding year.

East will meet west, north will meet
south, and French and German dele-
gates will shake hands. While all of
the great international conferences to
be held this year will not _be due
wdlncwrame_ of Nations,
nevertheless lea, eclare they are

all a part of the great movement of
international dependncy and solidarity
that twas one of the principal out-
comes of the war and the formation of
the league.

First at Singapore,

The ball will be started rolling by
the International Sanitary Conference
at Singapore on February 4, under the
auspices of the league, for launching a
central epidemiological bureau that will
keep the rest of .the world in daily
touch with status of epidemics in far
eastern counttries.

Italy will hold an internatiohal
malaria confrence at Rome in the
spring for the purpose of giving the
world the benefit of all the progress in
the international fight against malaria,
which has spread rapidly cince the war.

France will summon at the end of
the year an international conference 1o
co-ordinate all the work being carried
on in the field of public hygiene.

Reform of_ Calendas.

At Geneva on February 15 the
league’s commission for the reform of
the calendar and the fixing of a per-
manent date for Easter will be held.

On February 16 the league’s new dis-
armament commission will meet at
Geneva to draw up plans for an inter-
national private manufacture of war
material.

Two days later the league’s new
advisory commission for traffic in
women and children will also meet.

On March 9 the League Council wiil
meet at Geneva to render effective the
Geneva Protocol for Obligatory Arbi-
tration, Security and Disarmament.

Codification of Law.

Early in the spring the League’s new
Commission of International Jurists lor
the Codification of International Law
will begin their sittings.

In May the International Labor Con-
ference will meet at Geneva with an
agenda of proposed legislation in favor
of the working man all over the world.
The most important question will be
workmen’s compensation.

In May there will also be held at
Geneva under the auspices of the
I.eague an international conference for
the control of the traffic in arms aad
munitiohs.

In June the International Chamber of
Commerce will hold its meeting prob-
ably at Brussels.

During the summer the Interparlia-
mentary Union composed of parliamen-
tary representatives of all the leading
countries of the world, will hold its an-
nual session in the United States.

Meetings In Rome.

Throughout the entire year at Rome,
which on account of its being Holy
Year, will witness the presence there
of over a million Catholics from all the
world, various congresses and confer-
ences will be held on questions of spe-
cial interest ‘o the Catholic church.

The International Peace Bureau will
meet in some European capital this
year.

The International Union of League
of Nations Societies will meet this
year in some German city.

In September the Sixth Assembly of
the League of Nations will be held at
Geneva.

RIGHTS, BEATTY SAYS

Prestdent of € P, R Holde All Canads Owes Doty
to Atlantic Provinces in Helping Them
to Achieve Aspirations

couched in language more forcible than

partisan in presentation, it is not to be
expected that the real sound signifi-
cance of the facts so adduced can he
thoroughly appreciated throughout the
rest of Canada,” he declared.
“Whether or not the claims of the
Maritimes or of the Middle West or
the Pacific Slope are rccognized and
granted,” continued Mr. Beatty, I
fear that under our system, political
considerations more than sound econo-

tion unless public opinion based on
education is reflected in the policies
adopted.

How to Find Real Situation.

“The surest means of understanding
the Western problem is to go there and
find out for oneself how great an asset
to Canada the Westerners are are how
different from the pictures of them
painted in many quarters. .

“In the East we find a similar situ-
ation. The Maritimes made a very
consplcuous contribution to Confeder-
ation. They went into it with some
reluctance, not being sure of the fiture
but impelled by a strong sense of loy-
alty and in the expectation that mar-
kets would be open to them. In som=
respects their hopes have not been ful-
filled and they find themselves without
adequate markets, suffering a serious
dimimition in population and without
proper settlement or exploitation of
their undoubted national wealth. The
remedy heretofore attempted -has been
through political representation.

Up to Ourselves,

“While the Maritime problem is mot
capable of complete solution without
proper appreciation and assistancc
from the other parts of Canada, never-
theless the first step in this and in all
similar cases is intensive effert by the
people of those communities.,

The Maritime Provinces had not
developed their resources and had not
repeopled their lands, he said. These
things were possible but the great
magnet of attraction supplied by the
Middle West had caused an overlook-
ing of eastern opportunities and these
opportunities could only be realized
by providing a freer market for their
products and a population to incréase
production, he declared. Mr. Beatty
continued:

“It is true that Canada’s railway
mileage is vastly in excess of the traf-
fic available to support it and our
railway services are expansive and be-
yond the needs of the country and it
may be added that our population is
inadequate to bear easily the national
burdens of the country.

“Much can be done by rigid economy
and the balancing of national, provin-
cial and municipal budgets, but the
fact remains that. unless we steadily
sccure a larger number of immigrants
the reduction in our individual obliga-
Aeferred beyondus

reasonablé time,
Immigration Views.

“I think our present immigration
laws are fundamentally sound and wi
open the door sufficiently widely to ob-
tain for us a great many peop]p in the
next few years, but the machinery un-
der which those laws are administered
is not all that it should be.

“Every facility should be granted
to allow the immigrant, who is per-
mitted to enter under the laws and
regulations of the country, to come
here, That means a smooth, easy-
running administrative branch of the
Government, presided over by a man
of vision and with a wide grasp of the
country’s needs.

“I have always been in favor of th’e
appointment of a Minister of Immi-
gration, whose time could be given
exclusively to that work. or, in the
alternative, that a Commissioner of
Immigration, with extensive powers
and well paid, should be appointed to
ensure that a proper law is reasonably
and effectively administered.

Would Mean $122,505,000 Yearly.

“There are approximately 25,000,000
acres of vacant land in the three prairie
provinces within fifteen miles of exist-
ing railways. If these were divided
into 320-acre farms it would mean 78,-
125 new farms suitable for immediate
cultivation. If on each half section
there were four colonists the total
would be 812,500. Government sta-
tistics estimate the value of each col-
onist in the purchase of goods at $1,-
362.25 net per annum, so the value of
this settlement to the country would
be $122,105,000 per annum.

“There is nothing that will hold our
people and invite others so much as
national prosperity and here, I wo'uld
touch upon the burden of taxation,
which is a disturbing circumstance to
all tinose in business and which is not
becoming appreciably lighter.

“In 1922 with a population of 8,700,
000, Canadians paid in taxes approxi-
mately $561,000,000, of which Domin-
jon taxes took $385,000,000, This to-
tal was 19 per cent, of the year’s total
net production of all Canudia-r! indus-
tries, including fishing and agriculture.
It was almost half the net agricult'uru
production and exceeded the combined |
gross. production of Canadian forests
and mines. It was 50 per cent. of the
net manufacturing production of tl}ﬂt
year. These figures give impressive
evidence of the necessity for economy
and the restriction of capital expense$
which only pyramid our fixed charges.

Transportation Charges.

Mr. Beatty then referred to railway
rate agitations in various parts of the
country.

“We know and they know,” he said,
“that Canada enjoys the lowest trans-
portation charges in the world. It is
quite true that readjustments in freigh-
rate schedules may have to be mud.':
from unne to time to take care of vari-
ation in local conditions and in the
trend of the country commerce, and no
railway man is going to oppose seri-
ously such readjustment, provided the
companies are assured a fair return for
the very high degree of service they
render

“They are entitled.to live, pay iheir
debts and to an .adequate dividend lo
their owners. They are also entitled
to a reasonable surplus unless they arc
to be compelled to live by borrowing,
which no corporation ever did by bor-
rowing alone. The transportation com-

:/club and to its president.

of the country and are continuing to
do it, but they cannot do it unless a
decent wage, something they accord to
their own employes, is accorded to
them.

Is Optimistic.

“During the last five years the Cana-
dian Pacific has never been able to earn
more than 4 per cent in the actual cash
invested in its railway properties.”

Mr. Beatty said that he approached
these questions without any lack of
optimism in the future of the country.
Some of our troubles had been due to
too great optimism and the natural re-
sultant over-expending.

“The future of the country depends,”
he said, “upon the elements which have
contributed to its past success. We re-
quire much capital for the development
of our natural resources, and the credit
of Canada is related in a very vital way
to the success of its individuals and cor-
porations.

“No one who knows Canada can have
anything but faith in its future and
no one, having kncwledge of its present
economic conditions, should hesitatg to
point out its difficulties and the respect
in which conditions can be improved.

“The company with which I am as-
sociated was founded on confidence in
the country’s future. It is typical of
Canadian development and illustrates
the fact that the maximum of commer-
cial prosperity follows the maximum of
private effort.

Pioneer Spirit.

“Canadian industry and manufactures
are conceived in the spirit that Canada
can and will support Canadian- enter-
prises if wisely conceived, prudently
financed and efficiently administered,
and in the future it will be found that
our prosperity depends upon the ex-
tent to which we can translate the
pioneer spirit, which has been respon-
sible for our progress so far, into the
more intricate modern commercial en-
terprises.

“It is unthinkable that Canada should
ever reach its full stature except as an
integral part of the British Empire, and
any other sentiment would reflect upon
the virility, self-reliance and resource
of our own people.”

GETS ROTARY HONOR

President Murchie, St. Stephen,
Put on International
Committee.

Only one out
of every 12.5 farmers in the Dominion
is a renter, while in the United States
one out of every 2.7 is a. tenant, ac-
cording to Thomas Low, minister of
trade and commerce.

It is belleved that after
these shipments reach their destination
other orders are llkely to follow, so
that in a measure Aroostook’s prob-
lem of dispesing of her over-supply of
potatoes may be solved.

While ‘lt is generally admitted that

1924 was a year of slow business, the
figures in the fifty-fourth annual state-
ment of the Dominion Bank presented
by the directors at the meeting of the
shareholders on Jan. 28, show improved
profits, increased deposits and a strong
liquid position well maintained.

After _deductlng charges of manage-
ment and making full provision for bad
and doubtful debts, the profits for the
year were $1,144,082.22 or about $15,000
greater than last year, to which has
been added the amount brought for-
ward from last year, $825,374.98 making
available $1,969,487.20, disposed of as
follows: Quarterly dividends at the rate
of 12 per cent per annum, $720,000; a

A notable feature in the statement
is the increase of $3,000,000 in interest
bearing deposits and an.increase in to-
tal deposits of $2,500,000 which now
stand at $91,378,285.58.

The statement makes it abundantly
clear that the bank has maintained its
acknowledged strong liquid position.
Cash assets are $26,953,285.85, 24.87 per
cent of the bank’s liabilities to the pub-

SHIP TWO DAYS IN
BATTLE WITH GALE

Crew Battening Down the
Hatches When Water
Wall Engulfs Them.

Swept to their death by a mountain-
ous wave which completely smothered
the vessel in a mass of foam, two mem-
bers of the crew of the steamer
Welland County, which arrived in port

last night after a stormy voyage from |
Rotterdam, were lost in mid—Atlantic'
on Jan. 20 during a terrific storm !
which lasted two days. The men were
G. Van Teefelen, aged 52 years, of

Rotterdam, and Edwin Spostrand, a |

native of Finland. The former was the
ship’s carpenter. No members of the
crew actually saw the men swept over-
board.

Funnel Whistle Taken.

The Welland County left Rotterdam
on Jan. 14 in charge of Captain J. C.
McCarty with\soo'tons of general cargo
for St. John. Soon after leaving the
other side she ran into bad weather.
The storm reached its height on Jan.
20, when the wind and waves made the
steamer practically unamanageable.
The height of the waves and the fury
of the stor:n can be judged by the
fact that the steamer’s whistle® was car-
ried away from the funnel and two
ventilators also were torn away.

At the height of the storm almost
the entire crew were busy on deck bat-
tening down hatches when suddenly a
huge wave loomed above their heads,
seemed to pause for a fraction of a
second, and then swept down across
the decks. The crew hung desperately
onto anything within reach and after
the vessel had righted and the wave
had passed it was found that two of
the men were missing. Nothing could
be done, as it was impossible to launch
a hoat and no sign of the men could
be seen in the waste of boiling waters.

Captain Reports.

On arrival here the captain reported
the loss of the two men. The personal
effects of the men will be turned over
to the British consul at Rotterdam on
the vessel’s return to that port.

The Welland County, in spite of the
stormy weather, made good time for
this year, taking only 16 days for the
trip, which is about the average for
these vessels. She is now discharging
