ONE SHOT, THAT WAS ALL.

EXPERIMENT IN FIRING SHELLS
CHARGED WITH DYNAMITE.

A Big Nime-Inch Blakely Rifie Blown
IntoaT ¥
Killed, but many Have Narrow Ese
capes—Experts Opinion of the Cause
—The Inyentor’s Story.

Svracusg, N. Y,, May 27.—Dr. J. Gil-
bert Justine’s experiment today at
Perryville in firing shells charged with
dynamite from a Blakely rifle ended
with a tremendous éxplosion on the first
shot: The big gun went all to pieces,
hurling massive chunks of iron in all
directions among hundreds of sight-seers,
and the many escapes from a horrible
death were most miraculous. Only one
or two persons were slightly injured by
pieces of metal. Among the more prom-
inent persons present were Commander
Jewell from the torpedo station at New-
port, who represented the United States
government, as did also ex-Lient Mayn-
ard of the United States navy. Yung
Wing, ex-commissioner of education, re-
presented the Chinese government.
Large delegations of business men came
from Syracuse, Utica and Elmira to see
both the gun and the fun.

The experiment was conducted in a
large ravine near the little town of
Perryville. The gun used - was a
Blakely rifle of nine-inch bore, which
has done good service in the confederate
cause in the war of the rebellion. The
target was an almost perpendicular cliff
of solid rock. Six nine-inch shells, 44
inches long, had been prepared for the
occasion. Each was made as- follows:
An outer shell of seven-sixteenths steel
encloses an inner shell which contains
the dynamite, which in turn is enclosed
in cylindrical wooden boxes. Cartridges
of “giant powder” are put into these
boxes and packed in a certain kind of
earth. Compressed common powder,
which burns slowly and is progressive,
was used for firing the rifle.

It was something after 2 o'clock when
everything was in readiness for the test.
The woods and hills roundabout were
then covered with people. Some half-
dozen amateur photographers took up

The tremendous energy of the dynamite
shivered the big gun into a thousand
fragments, which flew in as many differ-
ent directions. Inventor Justine and a
Syracuse shoe merchant named Cassius
Brand were behind a tree 20
yards away, when the breech
of the gun went whizzing by
them. A bevy of doctors from Cazenovia
and Woodstock took refuge behind a big
stump about 15 yards to the west of the
gun. The right arm of the rifle shot over
this stump, bounding into the water.
Among those who took refuge behind the
stump was Lawyer Dennison, who secur-
ed Dr. Justine’s patent. A thousand-
pound piece of the right arm grazed his
head, covering him with powder and
dirt. One young man bed planted his|
camera tripod within 20 yards of the
gun and exposed the negative when the
signal to fire was given, and a piece of
the breech nearly took off bis head, so
that it was a considerable time before he
manifested any curiosity regarding the
condition of the negative. Dr. Justine’s
wife was standing behind a clump of
trees near her husband. The end
of the breech of the big gun was driven
back through the gun carriage, cutting a
swath tbrough the young trees and
ploughing_the earth within a few yards
of her. From the hillside where the
Herald representative had taken his
stand for observations the explosion was
most grand and awe-inspiring. Great
masses of iron shot into the air over a
thousand feet high, somewhat on the
order of a Roman candle. When these
masses descended, thousands of eyes
follewed their flight with breathless sus-
pense, for the huge chunks were coming
down into the very middle of the crowd.
Fortunately they were shot up so high that
their line of descent allowed every one a
minute or two to get out of the way. As
it was, one chunk, weighing half a
ton, ploughed three feet into the
earth alongside a Syracuse merchant.
After the sudden nic had sub-
sided, every one rushed down in the
ravine tosee the destruction that the
explosion had wrought. There was not
a vestige of the big gun in the position it
had originally occupied. In other] words,
over twelve tons of steel had been dis-
tributed promiscuously over hill and
dale, in fragments of from one pound to
one ton,

One of the first men to inspect the
pieces of the shattered gun was Com-
mander Jewell of the Newport torpedo
station. “The trouble seems to have been
with the cartridge primarily,” said he:

and hence certain parts had to
support a very heavy strain. Now
the action of dynamite is in the
diréction of the least resistance. The
shock of the discharge evidently broke
the thin steel casing of the projectile, thus
letting the flames from the powder reach
the dynamite, which would have pro-
duced the explosion. In the next place
the gun was an exceedingly old one, and
should not have been used in an experi-
ment like this kind, which requires the
strongest kind of rifled gun. This gun
was in the war of the rebellion and serv-
ed out its days ot usefulness. Even with
powder alone, it was not a safe piece to
fire. As it was the broken pieces show
the metal to have been full of flaws and
utterly unfit for the present purpose.”
The inventor, Dr. gustine, was consid-
erably cast down over the unfortunate
termination of today’s experiment. Said
he: “In March last we fired some half
dozen shells with great success. The

New York Steamship Company.

STILL l‘lll'l'l?-“ INROADS.
Canadian Pacifie Cutting the East-
Bound Freight Rates. &
BY TRELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.
Caicago, I, May 28.—The Canadian
Pacific is making still further inroads
into the east-bound business of the cen-
tral traffic lines. To almost every
New Eogland point, even as far
south as Providence, R. I, and
Worcester, Mass., the Canadian Pacific
is making rates of 45 cents a hundred on
dressed beef, the regular tariff being 48
cents. The businessisall taken out of
Chicago on the Wabash, thence over the
Canadian Pacific, and is delivered to the
New England points by the Boston and
Maine. Since last Friday the new route
has done all of Swift’s and’ Hammond’s
dressed beef business, beside liberal
shares of the output of the other houses.
Other central traffic lines are certain
there is a deal between the Canadian
Pacific and the Grand Trunk of Can-
ada by which the eastern territory is
divided, as another new route, formed of
the Wabash, Grand Trunk of Canada,
and the Delaware, Lackawanna & West-
erp, isdoing exactly the same in Penn-
sylvania as the other route is doing in
New England. It is not at all likely
that tariff rates on provisions and dressed
beef will be maintained a week by the
central traffic lines in view of the im-
mense business the new route is doing
at its 3 cent ‘reduction.

THE CIRCASSIAN’S ROUGH TRIP.

The Name is Extinet.

The English speaking dwellers in the
old town of Annapolis, between 1710 and
1783, were - more or less connected with
the military service, as officers in the
40th regiment, so long quartered in the
town, or in the employ of the Board of
Ordnace. Among these were the Dysons,
whose patronymic has now entirely dis-
appeared from the surnames of its people,
Of the'daughters of the first migrant of the
name,one hecame the wife of JosephWin-
niett, who was one of the first male chil-
dren of British origin born in the place,
and another married Erasmus James
Phillips, captain, major, and lieutenant-
colonel in the regiment just named. Their
brother, George Dyson, was a resident in
the town and a man of some note in 1761,
as will appear from his commission ap-
pointing him truckmaster, or controller
of traffic with the Indians. The com-
mission is still extant and reads as fol-
lows:

“To George Dyson, Esqr.: Ido here-
by constitute and appoint you, the said
George Dyson, to be Truckmaster, at An-
napolis Royal, for carrying on commerce
on behalf of the Government of this pro-
vince with the Indians inhabiting that
department, and you are to conduct your-
self at all times with care and fidelity,
according to the instructions delivered
you, or you shall hereafter receive from
myself, or the Commander-in-chief for
the time being. Dated Nov. 4th 1761.”

The Alumni Society of the University
of New Brunswick, by a unanimous vote,
has recommended that the senate confer
the degree of L. L. D. upon Sir Leonard
Tilley, the honored Lieutenant Governor
of this Province. This suggestion willno
doubt be promptly carried out, so that
Sir Leonard will presently appear before
the world in the character of a doctor of
laws. Every one will approve an ar-
rangement which has for its design and
object to do honor to a 1man who has
deserved well of the people uf the Proy-
ince which gave him birth. The repu-
tation of Sir Leonard Tilley will not be
enhanced by the bestowal of a honorary
degree by a third rate college; but it is
nevertheless pleasing to record the fact
that this has been done, and that the
distinguished merits of the Lieutenant
Governor bave been thus recognized.
There has been a great deal of looseness
ih the conferring of honorary degrees by
small colleges, although we feel bound to
say that our own University is not open
to this reflection. The object of confer-
ring an honorary degree is to mark the
University’s appreciation of the merits of
some man already distinguished in pub-
lic life or literature, who has not had the
good fortune in his youth to receive a
college education. This being so it can
only be a matter of surprize that Sir
Leonard has not long ago received the
title which is now to be bestowed upon
him. Nevertheless, now that the degree
is to be conferred, we can only express
our approval and say that the action
of the University will be most gratifying
to the vast majority of the people of this
Province.

Sir Leonard Tilley is the greatest pub-
lic'man this province has ever had or is
likely to have for a long time to come;
indeed it is hardly probable that any
public man in this province will ever
have the same opportunities of disting-
ushing himself that have fallen in the
‘way of the_Lieutenant Governor. 1t is
the fashion among certain persenain this
city, who aspire to be regarded as lead-
ers of the Conservative party,to utter
whispered sneers at what they term Sir
Leonard’s remarkable success in obtain-
ing and holding office since he began his
political career. These sneers appear the
more uncalled for and absurd when it is
remembered that it is only when holding
office that a public man in New
Brunswick cen affect the policy of
the government and give the country
the benefit of his services. Considering
the industry, prudence and ability of Sir
Leonard Tilley, it is safe to say that he
would today have beena much more
wealthy man than he is if he had remain-
ed in business and kept out of politics,
but if he had done so this Province
would have lost the inestimable services
of one who has ever been a leader of the
people, and who has been connected
with every progressive movement for the
past thirty five years. The only regret
of the people of this constituency is that
Sir Leonard’s health will no longer per-
mit him to reenter public life, and take &
leading part in political affairs.

OUR PROVIRCIAL CREDIT,

The Telegraph has an editorial this
morning which is intended to impress
upon its readers the fact that the credit
of this Province i good, and that the
just liabilities of New Brunswick are al-
ways paid. The Telegraph thinks that
the Province ought to be able to borrow
money at 33 per cent, and we are of the
same opinion. So far as our morning
contemporary sustains the financial abil-
ity of the Province we are heartily in ac-
cord with it. But while saying this
much we must point out that the attacks
which itis constantly making on tie cred-
it of the Dominion government do not
harmonise with its utterances in regard
to New Brunswick’s credit. It
ought to be known to the Tele-
graph, as well as to most of its
readers, that the financial standing
of New Brunswick entirely depends upon
the financial standing of the Dominion
government. More than three fourths
of the revenue of New Brunswick comes
from the Dominion in the way of
subsidies and if this source of revenue
was to fa1l fthe credit of this Province
would go down to zero. In view
of this fact how foolish is the course of
the Telegraph and other Grit newspapers
in constantly predicting the impending
bankruptcy of the Dominion and
abusing for party ends the government

. of Sir John A. Macdonald! Canada can
now borrow money at a fraction over 8
per cent and New Brunswick ought now
to be able to float 3% per cent bonds at
par.

THE UNIVERSITY.

The Encenia of the University of New
Brunswick is being held to-day, and the
exercises which are heing carried on are
of a highly interesting character. De-
grees are being conferred, orations de-
livered,prizes presented and scholarships
announced, and whatever of life or en-
thusiasm there is in the University
brought to the front. We trust that the
present occasion will be taken advantage
of by the University anthorities for the
purposes of self-examination and reform,
There is an impression abroad that our
University is not doing as good work as
it ought to accomplish and that the num-
ber of students is not so large as it might
be. This is unfortunate, for this college
has cost the Province a good deal of
money and it continues every year to
draw a large sum from the public treas-
ury. No one will be disposed to find any
fault with this expenditure on our Uni-
versity provided we receive an adequate
return for it, butits only justification will

be found in the good work that is being
dona by its professors in the cause of edu-
cation. We are of the opinion that the
University might be greatly improved
and rendered much more useful to the
Province than it now is. No doubt this
will cost- money, but money judiciously
expended in the cause of higher educa-
cation is not wasted. It is ‘a matter of
regret that the University has received
80 little money in the “way of endow-
ment from private Jiands
this respect it seems wsif ; the

prejudices aroused by 118 orginal denom-

inational character had conlinuéd_;o im-

pair its ‘popularity and had been

the means of it losing much sup-

port.  Nothing would be  more}
gratifying than to see the—University

start on a new career of prosperity and

usefulness, hut we must confess that out}
hopes of such a desirable coisummation

being attained under its presehit manage-

ment are not strong.

THEY COULD NOT WRITE.

Neither Watts whé! killed Torry, nor
the other prisoner, Gray, could sign his
name tothe statements they made to
the magistrate. Watts saldshe had nev-
er attended school and this,sno doubt,
was also the case of Gray. Yet for eigh-
teen years there has been a free achool
system in this Province and both Gray
and Watts might have received a suffici;
cent education in the common branches
of learning if they had made an effort
to obtain it. It would be interesting to
know just how many illiterate persons of
New Brunswick birth, under thirty years
of age, this city contains after all the
efforts that have been made to bring the
blessings of education within the reach
ofall. We fear that the number
of illiterates is far greater than most
people suppose and that our schools are
not reaching large numbers of children
whose parents are careless or worthlese
or whodo not wish to learn. Having free
schools and all the facilities for giving
every child an education, we ought to
see to it that the advantages which these
schools offer are not rejected by the
class which needs them most. The time
has come when school attendance should
be made compulsory, and when every
child not mentally or physically incapa-
citated,shonld be required to go toschool
a certain number of days in every year.
The case of Watts; who has lived all his
life within reach of the North end schools
is a case in point, the moral of which
should not be lost.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

It is announced from Ottawa that the
schedule of the new census will contain
a number of new questions, intended to
make the statistics more complete than
formerly. We do not think that the last
census lacked in completeness, but the
people were very impatient of the delay
in bringing it ont. Promptness in the
publication of the census volumes is very
desirable.

Neither of these requests have
been granted. The first has been
denied for reasons best known to
the Government, While the subsidy to
the Temiscouata road has been withheld
at the instance of the Canadian Pacific
Company, which still, it would appear,
exercises a powerful influence over the
Federal authorities, Halifax is thus en-
tirely ignored in this Short Line matter.

It must be confessed that matters look
rather bad for Halifax, but while that
city has a St. Jobn paper edited and
managed by Halifax men and wholly
devoted to Halifax interests its people
should ot despair.

A Washington special to that solid old
Republican paper,the Boston Advertiser,
states that on Tuesday the Senate com-
mittee on finance met and voted on the
proposition to allow hearings on the tariff
bill to all interested parties. The proposi-
tion was carried by a majority of three,
Sherman and Morrill voting with the
democrats to grant all the bhearings
asked for. Unless the committee again
reconsiders its action this means that
the tariff bill will not get to the
senate before July 1 atthe earliest. Sen-
ator Aldrich made a very indignant and
scathing protest, but neither Sherman
nor Morrill would change his vote.

Both Sherman and Morrill, how-
ever, in spite of the protests of other re-
publicans, refused to reconsider their
vote to ullow the consideration of the
tariff bill by the full committee.
As the full committee will con-
sist of six republicans and five democrats,
an adverse vote of one repnblican in the
committee to any schedule of the bill, to-
gether with the vote of the democrats,
will kill that section.

BURSTING CLOUDS OF FIRE.
