Being engaged in the eompilation of
an imgpertant family history,| I have
recently ceme across a number of
eriginal and - unpublished |letters,
writtem by Sir Robert Peel,| when
Secretary of the Irish Offiee to Lord
Whitworth, when he was Lerd Lieu-
tenaat of Ireland.

Seme threq waeks after Lthe battle of
Waterleo, Sir Robert Pegl, with twe
other members of Parliament, went
ever to Paris to see the Allies march
in, and the following extract iB‘i‘ from
a letter entirely in his writing, dated
Paris, July 15, 1815: |

Dear Lord Whitwerth—As I{ owe
my trip to Paris in greal measure to
the kindness and readiness with whieh
yeu dispensed with my services in Ire-
land, it is but just that I‘should |give
you some accourt of my. proceedimgs.
Croker, FitzGerald, and myself“left
town oen Saturbay morning last, the
8th inst.”, . . Paris is sourreunded by
the troops of the Allies, and nothing
sould be more interesting than| the
present situation of it. Ths streets
are crowded with officers and soléjiers
of all matioms, . . . The English are
great favorites, the Prussians held
in the greatest detestation—if they/had
entered Paris ulone, or if the Crowned
Heads had deiayed their entry—they
(the Prussians) would probably have
pillaged Paris—they have taken some
pietures frem the Louvre, . . . They
have demanded  the payment| ef
100,000,000 of francs from the ceity,
and at this moment there are Prus-
sian Guards in the house of Pengarx
and scme of the other principal bank-
ers, who are held as a sort of hoofage
for the payment of the contribution.

Dear Sir,—For seme years there has
been a growing anxiety over the rapid
increase of imsanity, An Ameriean
Gevernment Commission reported
that it is increasing almost three times
as rapidly as the population. Asylums
for the insane are becoming a great
financial burden. They aie all filled
to overflewing and there is constant
gomplaint ef lack of roem. People
whoe . think serieusly of the subject
begie to wonder how long it will be
¢ill the imsane equalin number those
of sound mind. The number of the
insane is only a part of the evil for
there is a very large number whese
nervous systems are ruined who do
not requite asylum treatment. Thus
we are fast becoming a mnation of
neuvasthenics.

Finully, Seiemee turned her search-
light on the subject and demonstrated
that not only isinsanity really increas.
ing more rapidly than the populatien,
but that the main cause is the drink-
ing habits of the people. This
knowledge was slow in eoming beeause
people generally are untwilling to ad-
mit that drink was the cause of in-
sanity in a member of their family.
Many times when making out papers
for admission to an asylum, I kave
been asked net to answer that ques-
tion.

However, a mere hopeful outlook
has arisen in several eountries. Now
tha: the cause is known im many
countries they are trying to remove
it. Great mews eomes from Kansas.
Durimg the last seven or cight years,
prohibition. has been well enforced,

of 105 counties, 87 have insane, where-
as Ontario has not a single ceunty
without a number of insane, The
asylums of Kansas premise soon to be
almost empty, as many of their Jails
and pcorheuses are already entirely
empty.

This is very eneouraging and ferever
puts an end to tke controversy regard-
ing the principal cause of insanity.
Renewed hope has arisem and a de-
termination to lessen the e\il as rapid-
ly as pessible. May this hope deter-
mine us to fight the drink evil till our
asylume are empty or nearly se

So it should be in the humanm
bedy.
