Kaiser’'s Fourth Son Will' Wed Princess
Alexandra of Schleswig-Holstein.
New York, Dec. 28.—A cable dispatch

from Berlin to the American says:

“It is reported that the Kaliser's fourth
son, Prince Augustus Wilhelm, whese en-
gagement to Princess Alexandra of
Schleswig-Holstein was announced yes-
terday, will visit the United States after
his honeymoon next year, and that the
Kaiser has already planned an itinerary
for him. The Kaiser's desire is to have
the Prince make a systematic tour for
the purpose of studying American com-
mercial and industrial methods. The
Prince is to travel incognito, accepting
no official hospitalities or entertain-
ments.

“The Prince -is in delicate health and
unable to occupy in the future any im=-
portant naval or military position.

Fifty Others Injured in Disaster Near Washingtbn

D. C.---Several of

Into Custody.

Train Crew Taken

Washington, D. C., Dec. 30.—An ap-
palling disaster occurred at ~seven
o’clock to-night on the Baltimore &
Ohio railroad at Terra Cotta, about
three miles from this city, in which
about thirty-five persons were killed
and over sixty injured, some of them
so seriously that they will die.

The accident was caused by the col-
lision of -train No. 6, due here at 6.25
p.m. from Frederick, Md., known as
the Frederick Express, with a dead-
head passenger equipment special of
eight cars. Over two hundred passen-
gers were aboard the ill-fated train.

The railway officials late to-night
were unable to. explain the collision.
As soon as the news of the wreck
reached the city all ambulances avail-
able, with ag’ many physicians as could
be assembled, were sent to the scene.

For more than three hours after the
fatal crash occurred the police and
citizens were taking bodies from under
the great pile of the wreck which was
strewn for fully a quarter of a mile
along the track. The rescuers took
out several bodies which had been
ground te a pulp.

As the injured were taken from un-
der the debris and while the physicians
were giving them all the relief possible,
Catholic priests were administering
the last rites to many of the dying.
Women and children joined in the work
and everything possible was done to
relieve the sufferings of the injured.

Buffalo, N. Y., Dec. 3l.—Secretary W,
Edward Wilson, of the American sec-
tion of the national waterways com-
misison, has received the second pro-
gress report of the commission.

Referring the present status of the
Lake Erie boundary, the report says:
“It has been found that the boundary
line as laid down in the United States
hydrographic chart differs widely from
the British admiralty chart.

Reaching Demands Based on
New Conditions. -

St. Petersburg, Dee. 30.—The Russo-
Japanese negotifttions for a treaty of
corumerce have been interrupted by the
departure of Dr. Motoni, the Japanese
minister, for a fortnight’s stay in Paris.
The conference was continued up to
the last moment, but no final agree-
ment was reached.

The two principal points ef conten-
tion are the fisheries question and the
navigation of the Sungari river. The
officlal communication confirms state-
mentis previously made that the negé-
tiations are proceeding smoothly. The
cetails of the treaty have been prac-
tically drafted.

Russia’s objection to the opening of
the Sungari river is due largely to the
phraseoclogy of the Chinese draft of the
treaty. of Aigun, which - applies the
| name “Sungari” to the main river as
far as the sea and refers to the Amur
as merely g branch. The Russians
fear that under this phraseology the
Japanese will claim navigation through
Russian territory to the sea.,

The government's communication,
after alluding to the recent sensational
reports of an impending rupture and
the arbitration of the Japanese de-
mands, declares the facts as follows:

Asg provided in the treaty at Ports-
mouth, the new commercial convention
| must be based on the convention of |
1895. Russia has advanced no demands. |
| Japan, on the contrary, has not only |
| demanded the inclusion of all privii-
| eges granted to foreigners in recent
| Russian treaties, but she has made new |
| demands based on the changed situa-
tion in the Far East.

The sittings of the conference for the
last three months have been devoted
to the first mentioned demands and an
understanding has been reached cover-
ing the matter of the most favored na- |
tion treatment regarding commerce, |
navigation, real estate and the carrying
on of trades and manufactures.

There still remain Japan's demands

From all parts cf Great Britain comes
stories of trains buried in snow drifts,
the worst case being that of a passen-
ger train bound from Dundee to Edin-
burgh, which ran into a snow drift at
6 .o'clock last night, three miles from
St. Andrews, and is still imprisoned.
A train sent to its assistance stuck in
the drift, and all the efforts during the
night to reach them were futile. By
morning a small quantity of provisions
were conveyed to-the hungry passen-
gers_and crews.

The' equipment of the British rail-
ways is quite inadequate to deal with
the conditions heretofore almost un-
known in this_ccuntry.

Forty or fifty women had narrow es-
capes from death to-day owing to the
collapse of the snow laden roof of a
convent, but most of them were res-
cued from the wreckage with only
slight injuries. There was no loss of
life.

The last of the zeriés of colonial fruit
shows this year svas held on Tuesday
and Wednesday. The greatcr part of
the hall of the Royal Horticultural So-
ciety in Vincent square was occupied
by the various West Indian products,
the most conspicuous collection being
that sent from™ British- Célimbia, says
the ‘Lendon Weekly Times of Decem-
ber 7th.. A few samples of Australian
fruit and wheat, together with home-
grown and- home-bottled - fruit, and
some exhibits of that interesting nettle-
fibre, “Ramie,” completed the exhibi-
_tion. ;

‘*phé ‘applds from :British Columbia
were a wonderful collection. The cer-
tainty of a season of prolonged sun-
shine makes the yearly harvest in-
variable, now that the wise measures
of the British Columbia government
i have successfully ‘banished most of
E the apple pests. They have never had
| to contend with the eodling 'moth, a
well-known enemy here, and the dis-
eases which were increasing through
the stock imported from the United
States have nearly been stamped out
by a strict system of.inspection. Thou-
sands of trees had to be destroyed to
effect this and stringent regulations
made against the introduction of- in-
fected trees enforced. Apples from
California were ‘“dumped’”  into British
Columbia in years of great plenty, and
sold far more cheaply there than simi-
lar fruit in their own country. Not
only’ were the British Columbia - pro-
ducers being severely handicapped, but
Californian diseases were rapidly in-
creasing. Since a duty was put on
these imports, the orchards have so
improved that the British Columbia
fruit can be sold at as low a price as
before the imported fruit, and disease
is ‘almost entirely checked. Certainly
the fruit sent over for this exhibition
was of the highest quality and most
healthy. There is such an immense
market for these'apples in Canada that
only specially beautiful fruit which
would command da high price is likely
to'come to this country.

Mr., Paterson recognizes and admits
the urgent necessity for an improve-
ment in the water supply of the city.
He would recoinmend a thorough in-
vestigation into the capacity of EIk
Lake to fulfil the ‘conditions required
of it in view of the rapid expansion of
the city. If by extensions of the water
shed Elk Lake can be made to meet
requirements for any considerable
numbser of years, he believes we should
not hastily abandon a property of such
undoubted value. That, we think it
will be admitted, is a reasonable posi-
tion to take. We do not believe that
after the fullest .investigation, an in-
vestigation that will cover not only the
capacity of the lake, ‘but the vastly
more important matter of the prospec-
tive quality of the water that can be
obtained there, an expenditure of any |
considerable amount of the ratepayers’
money will be adjudged to be justifi-
able in enlarging that source of supply.
On this matter, as on all other matters
of civic policy, Mr. Paterson does not
assume a dogmatic position. He is not
going to set himself up as a dictator,
There will be twelve aldermen upon
the board to assist him with their
counsel, and it will be his aim to listen
courteously to their advice and work
with them harmoniously in the impor-
tant business of advancing all the in-
terests of the city. The laws upon the
statute book he will exercise all the
powers vested in his hands and all the
authority he possesses to have carried
out.

Mr. Paterson has been long enough
before the people of Victoria in various
roles for them to thoroughly Tunder-
stand that when he says he will do cer-
tain things he means what he says and
that he will carry out his pledges to
the uimost of his ability. The coming
vear will be an important one in the
history of Victoria, and it is of mani-
fest importance that at the head of our
affairs there shall be a man of seund
business views, of clear judgment and
of solid common sense in the chair of
the chief magistrate.

The Times’ arguments and conclusions,
nevertheless, are interesting as demon-
strating that the future political condi-
tion of Canada is exciting speculation
in Great Britain. It says: “It is in the
intermediate tariff that the importance
of Mr. Fielding's departure lies. Its
announcement is practically equivalent
to an Invitation from the Canadian
government to the world at large, and
the United States in particular, to en-
ter into commercial negotiations on a
basis of reciprocal concessions. What
would the acceptance of that invita-
tion involve? For us it would un-
doubtedly, even as the Canadian offer
stands at present, mean a very con-
siderable reduction in the preference
enjoved by this country, but it re-
quires very little acqbaintance with
the process of bargaining which ac-
companies the framing of commercial
treaties not to realize that in practice
the Canadian intermediate tariff would
be substantially.reduced in the course
of arriving at an agreement., The Bri-
tish preference would consequently be
still further narrowed, if it did@ not
disappear entirely.

“It is impossible to contemplate the
effect of this upon our trade with any
satisfaction, but the misfortune is one
which canont be averted as long as we
cling to our present economic poliey.
Those who have nothing to bargain
with cannot complain if their interests
are not consulted. Have we no duty,
no Imperial obligation, to use every ef-
fort to avert the possibility of the ab-
sorption of Canada into the ' United
States? Can we afford to let economic
theories, whether truc or false, stand
in the way of measures which safe-
guard the Empire against that danger?
It is not an abstract question of free
trade or protection that the govern-
ment of this -~ country has to decide,
but an urgent concrete issue of Im-
perial unity or disruption.

“What  its attitude is to that issue
will be shown at the forthcoming Im-
perial conference. If it is an attitude
of sympathy and goodwill; of readi-
ness to further any measure conducive
to unity, then the danger may be
averted, even if it may not be possible
to secure immediately that economic
bond of union against which the gov-
ernment is now hopelessly committed.
But if the government’s attitude s
merely one of  polite reserve and pro-
fuse hospitality, veiling its real indif-
ference, then: Canada and her sister
states will inevitably come! to the con-
clusion that England is incapable of
Empire, political or economic, and will
turn their attention elsewhere.”

INDICATE PROSPERITY

Trade of Victoria is on

the Increase-Imports of

the Past Year-- Report of Building In-
spector Received.

The. probability of a happy New
Year for Vietorians is immensely in-
creased by the fact that the past year
has been so prosperous a one.

At no time during the march of
events of the past decade which has
caused the present century to be de-
signated Canada’s, has that progress
been more neticeable than during the
past twelve months. The stgady grow-
ing time shared alike by the provinces
both of the East and West has made
itself felt in Victoria particularly, dur-
ing that time. The statistics obtain-
able from civie, provincial and Domin-
ion departmental sources are more elo-
quent than any comment upon them
can be,

To the eye of the old resident of Vic-
toria the change is  ,apparent at a
casual glance. The pedestrian who a
few years ago could . pass rows of
empty houses, now finds few unoccu-
pied dwellings. Should he go further
and question the local letter carriers,
he will find not only that every house
is occupied, but that entire streets
have been added to the city during the
recent activity in building affairs.

Mr. Kairns, the deputy postmaster,
commenting on the growing time, men-
tioned that eWery box at the disposal of
the postoffice guthorities is rented. The
demand f ore is so great that it is
hardly possible that the two hundred
additional ones which are to be added
will meet it. Most of the applicants
are new comers to the city, So notice-
able is the increage, the postmaster
states, that the recent holiday mails
were double those of previous years.

Similarly the number of new faces
in the city churches show the growth
in population. The ministers of the
various local churches find their flocks
a_greater charge upon them owing to
the weekly, indeed almost daily, arrival
of newcomers.

In regard to the custom’'s returns,
the important announcement is made
that the business of the past exceeds
that of a year ago by $144,691.05. An
analysis of the items shows that there
is no special factor contributing to this,
but that the increase has been general.
It is significant that but a few Chinese
have paid the $500 head tax entitling
them to entry to the Dominion. A large
source of revenue has been the steam-
ers of the China Mutugl line, which is
responsible for a large increase in the
imports via this port.

The imports are greatly in excess of
those of a year ago, to be exact, $840,-
521.

Library Returns.

The library returns for the first year
of the new institution’s existence show
a most gratifying state of affairs, in-
creasing interest in the reading rooms
and lending departments being record-
ed. J. G. Hands, librarian, states that
he is able to report favorable progress
along all lines, and also a considerable
increase in the number of patrons dur-
ing the latter half of the year, as com-
pared with the preceding six months.
During the year 1,572 applications for
membership had been received, which
works out at the very creditable aver-
age of five a day. The daily average
of books borrowed was 40 during Janu-
ary, the first month after the library
was opened, and the average during
November and December was 100, an
increase of 150 per cent. Of the books
taken out nearly 90 out of every 100
were in the fiction class, the average
number of books in other classes taken
out monthly never reaching as high as
20 per cent. Most books were kept

between exchanges being seven.
the whole year-the average number of
books borrowed - daily was ;120. The
largest number borrowed on any one
day was 203. 'On two other days dur-
ing the year 201 books were issued.

When the old library at the city hall
was abandoned 400 books were taken
into the new building, and during the
year a large number of others have
been added at a cost of less than $2,000.
The returns for the year indicate that
both reading rooms were well patron-
ized, and since these rooms have been
opened on Sunday this patronage has
grown to creditable proportions. The
institution receives 6 daily papers, 12
English weeklies, 20 Canadian weeklies
and 30 miscellaneous papers, besides
24 monthly magazines.

Following are the figurées showing
the daily average of books borrowed
during the last twelve months: Janu-
ary, 40; February, 64; March, 82; April,
78; May, 77; June 77; July, 75; August,
85; September, 98; October, 102; No-
vember, 101; December, 97.

Shipping Returns.

In line with other increases the num-
ber of vessels which have cleared and
entered at this port during the past
twelve months has been greater than
ever known previously. As the fiscal
and calendar years do not correspond
comparisons wcouald be digicu]t to give,
but those who follow the business of
the pert are one in stating that the
tonnage which enters is constantly in-
creasing.

YAQUI INDIANS
TORTURED VICTIMS

CARRIED THREE WOMEN
T0 STRONGHOLD IN HILL

Details of the Burning of Town in
Mexico--Ten Persons Were
Killed.

Bisbee, Ariz.,Dec. 29—Details received
yvesterday say that last Saturday even-
ing a Yaqui Indian band attacked and
burned the new town of Lancho on the
Cananea Yaqui river and Pacific rail-
way southeast of Guayamas, Sonora,
Mexico. ' They murdered ten men, wo-
men and children, fatally shot two
others and took three women away
captives to the hills.

The Indians retired after nearly two
hours of plunder, riot and arson, being
frightened away by a work train from
Guayamas, which they doubtless mis-
took for a relief train. Soldiers from
the fort two miles east entered the
town fifteen minutes later.

Lanchc wes a railway station with
a box car for the depot and telegraph
office, surrounded by tents occupied by
fifty Mexican laborers and their fami-
liee. The only Americans i the place
were the station master, Thompson,
his family and two American drillers.

‘With the first alarm the well-drillers
fled to the fort and gave an alarm.
Thompson, his wife and their five-
vear-old boy crawled under a plank
walk that lay about 15 inches above
ground between two tents not fifteen
feet away which were looted and
burned.

The Indians first made an, attack on
the store and canteen, run by an
Italian named Plaquenia. He made a
fight but to no purpose, being soon
overpowered and while the
drank and plundered the place they
slowly tortured him to death. His
wife, a Mexican woman, was mutil-
ated and also tortured with- fire, The
sister of this woman was taken cap-
tive. The house was then burned, the
bodies along with it. The station agent
and his family under the plank wall
listened to the shrieks of the tortured.

Those inhabitants of the town who
8ot away escaped into the cactus
thickets nearby, and the Indians did
not follow them, but contented them-
selves with the murder and torture of
the prisoners captured in the first
charge,

A woman and her children lay flat

{ upon a box car which had been side-

tracked there for temporary use as a
house, and escaped observation.

About 8 o’clock the whistle of a work
train gave warning of its approach,
and the Indians hastily left.

Soldiers from the fort arrived about
two hours after the firing of the first
shot.

General Torres arrived at the scene
of the massacre the next day from
Guayamas and took charge of the or-
ganization of a4 punitive expedition.

This band of Indians have a strong-
hold in the mountaing a few miles west
of the station. They had often been
seen to come near the railway and
watch the trains pass, but never offer-
ed any violénce’ to American property
béfore.

ROUTE EXCELS
- AL THE OTHERS

EXCELLENT ROAD FOR
GRAND TRUNK PACIFIC

' C. C. Van Arsdol Speaks of the Plans
of the Company for
Building.

C. C. Van Arsdol, divisional engineer
of the Grand Trunk Pacific, with head-
quarters at Edmonton, arrived in the
city last evening. He will leave by the
next steamer for the north, visiting
Prince Rupert and the survey parties
within reach on the coast.

Mr. Van Arsdol, in an interview to-
day, said that the Grand Trunk Pacific
had an opportunity to have the best
line across the continent, and would
see to it that it was so built. He said
that this applied to all lines in the
United States as well as to Capada.

The survey work through British
Columbia, Mr. Van Arsdol says, is pro-
gressing satisfactorily., The parties
which have been in the field during the
summer will in practically every case
be continued during the winter months,
as, he says, the work must_go on win-
ter and summer. The actual locating
of the line has not been made for any
very great p#rt of the way, but lines
have been run over the whole of the
route intended. These surveys show
the possibilities for a better route
across the continent than any now in
existence.

The work on the prairie sections of
the road from Winnipeg to Edmonton
is yprogressing very well, Mr. Van
Arsdol says. A good deal of the grad-
ing has been done, and it is announced
to be the intention df the company to
have the line completed into Edmon-
ton next summer. The only thing
that can interfere with these plans is
the scarcity of labor, but Mr. Van
Arsdol expects that surely' enough
men will be found to do the work.

STRUCK OFF THE
ROLL OF VOTERS

OVER ONE HUNDRED
NAMES ARE REMOVED

Court of Revision Completes Its
Work and Delinquent Electors
Are Dealt With.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

The labors of the court of revision,
consisting of the Mayor and Ald, Ful-
lerton and Yat'es, came to an end to-
day after several hours had been spent
in striking names from the voters’
list,. The immediate result of the
court’s work will be to' reduce the
voting strength of the city by over one
hundred names. The court, during its
struggles with the complications en-
countered in the revision of the elect-
ors’ list, applied to the city barrister
for his opinion' on several knotty
points and received the following reply:

In reply to question 1. From a perusal
of the act and the form of declaration at-
tached it seems to me that the essentials
of the declaration are that the declarant
shall be:

(a) A British subject of 21 years of age.
* (b) Residing within the municipality on
the 1st January and continuously since.

(c) That the premises used or occupied
by the declarant are within the muni-
cipality. B

(@)That the declarant shall have paid to
the municipality all rates, taxes, rentals,
assessments and license fees payable by
him (which are not chargeable on land).

(e) That such fees amount to $2 or more.

The specification of a particular heading
under which the tax is imposed does not
seem to me to be of the essence of the
declaration. No doubt, for convenience,
it is intended that the heading should be
specified, but the essence is the payment
of rates amounting to $2 or more. Even
if no heading at all had been specified it
would not be mnecessarily fatal to the
validity of the declaration. It follows
then that if a wrong heading were speci-
fled and the court ascertained such fact
upon inquiry, but that the declaration
were true in its esSence, the right of the
declarant to have hi® name placed upon
the list (assuming no cth:r reason con-
trary existed) should be complete,

Question. 2. I should say that the de-
clarant’s name should be removed from
the list for the simple reason that the
declaration, based upon which his name
was placed upon the list, was false in its
essence when made.

A list of all the electors who will not
be able to vote at the forthcoming
municipal election on account of their
failure to pay all taxes due from them
by October 31st has been prepared.
A further list of householders disquali-
fied for other reasons will be drawn
up by ‘the court this afternoon. All the
persons who lose their votes were noti-
filed to appear before the court during

their names should not be struck off
the list and the. disqualifications are
the final decisions of the court after
hearing the objections raised by the
various electors who appeared bhefore
it.

~ THE PROVINCES
NATURAL WEALTH

GIVES GOVERNMENT
_ SUBSTANTIAL SURPLUS:

Without Effort on the Part of Ad-
ministration the Revenues -
Increase.

The year now closing  has seen a
marked activity in connection with the
development of the natural resources of
this province. The attention which has
heen attracted to the West has affected
British Celumbia advantageously in
common with the other provinces in-
cluded in that term. The tremendous
rush of immigration onto the farming
lands of ths prairies has created a
market for British Columbia’s raw ma-
terial, particularly in the way of lum-
ter, which h:as forced prosperity upon
the province.

The government receipts have in con-
sequence been far greater than in any
previous year ,with the consequent re-
sult that a very substantial surplus is
shown in the province’s accounts for
the year ending Jume 30th, 1906. This
surplus, it 1s estimated, was just about
a third of a miliion of dollars. The re-
ceipts from the sale of lands and tim-
ber limits has since June increased very
materially, until the government is now
able to show a still larger sum to the
eredit of the province without any ef-
fort on .their part, but purely as a re-
sult of the growing demand for timber
and lands in the province.

Close to a million dollars were real-
ized in the sale of lands belonging to |
the province in the neighborhood of |
Vancouver, which were placed on the!
market a faw weeks ago. Thus it 151
safe to estimate that the government |
must have on hand at the present time
at least ocne million and three-quarters
of public money. This all tends to show |
what the province is capable of pro- |
ducing. The increase in revenue has‘
not been due to any policy pursued by‘
the government, but is the result of the
natural growth of the country and the
wonderful advantages it possesses,
which are now attracting the attention
of .investors.

The opening up of the northern por-
tion of British Columbia by the fact
that the Geand Trunk Pacific Is to
invade ‘it and as a result of the wise
policy at Ottawa, is to afford connection
by the line with all parts of the Domin-
ion to the eastward has played no un-
immportant part in the,attracting of in-
vestors to the province. The sale of
lands for settlement and, for timber in
the north has been very great this year
and has added materially to the
revenue returns.

In mineral production the provincial
mineralogist does not care to venture
an estimate of the year’s production.
He has not yet received the returns;
from the various sources, and in \v'iew{
of the fact that there.was some inter- |
ference with work as a result of the |
strike_in the Fernie coal mines he does |
not .care to venture a prophesy as to |
what the production will be. Further-
more, he points out that while it is pos-
sible that more ore was mined this last
yedr -than in the season previous, it
may have been that on account of the
higher prices which prevailed there was
lower grade ore mined in many cases,
so that while the tonnage might have
increased the vaiue would not be
greater.

* A conservative estimate of the out-
put, he thinks, would be to put it at
the same as last year. But if this|
proves to be the case the value will be
much greater owing to the higher
prices of metals during the past year.
Taking into account these higher prices |
the value of the mineral production of |
British Columbia during the past year
should be about two million and a
quarter over that of the year previous.
