Commissioners—and

Whereat it is thought by this Council that more 
efficient men, to a certain extent, could be pio- 
cured, provided that this Couneil granted a fair 
remuneration for their services—

Therefore resolved that the Secretary-Tree surer be 
directed to prepare a bill to be laid before the 
Local Legislature at its next session asking leave 
for the Municipality of Northumberland to appoint 
the Alms House Commissioners for said Municip­
ality and to allow them the same travelling fees as 
are allowed to Councilors, end.

Further resolved that a copy of this resolution 
be forwarded by the Secretary Treasurer to sack 
of our representatives in the Local Assembly.

Conn. Campbell said it was unnecessary 
for him to say a great deal in reference to 
this resolution as every Councillor felt 
that it was wrong in principle for the 
County to raise and vote money for the 
support of a purely local institution and 
have the Government appointing those 
who were to expend it. He also believed 
that if members of the Commission were 
called upon to travel, in some cases, sixty 
miles to attend its meetings, they ought to 
be paid at least what it cost them. Until 
the present injustice in this respect was 
done away with the Upper Parishes would 
remain unrepresented at the Board. If 
the appointment of Alms House Commis­
sioners were vested in the Council it would 
be far more satisfactory to the people.

after the sanitary condition of the town 
and a report which should have weight 
with this Council in dealing with the 
matter. He could substantiate all the 
statements made in this report from per­
sonal observation.

He considered the jail build­
ing was thqmost disgraceful pl«ce for any 
man and fàmMv to dwell in, as they were 
compelled to breathe the foulest; atmos­
phere. The building was a disgrace to the 
County. As men, as Christian men, we 
were called upon in the name of humanity, 
to make a change. He asked that a sum 
of money he voted, which would not be 

‘spent without order of the Council,
Coun. Freeze thanked Coun. Morrissey 

for information given, which was news to 
him as it would be to many other Concil­
ions but Council should proceed #fiitiously 
He had heard of intentions to expend 
County Land Fund,and to float debtoturea. 
$300 for plans and a much too explaaive 
building might be built. The Council ought 
to have definite information as to cost be­
fore it proceeded in the matter.

There has, for a good while, been the 
best of feeling between the people of 
Chatham and Douglastown and, on this 
side of the river, we were glad when 
there seemed a prospect of Douglastown 
getting railway accommodations, but 
when the people over there read the 
attack in the Municipal Council by the 
advocate of their line upon Chatham 
and its railway interests and put them­
selves in the place of the people of 
Chatham, they will not blame them for 
believing that it is not Douglastown 
interests or those of Mr. Hutchison that 
induced their new found Newcastle 
friends to interest themselvesin the 
scheme, but the unworthy motive of in­
juring Chatham—and that not by an 
open enemy but 1>y an esteemed and 
trusted friend.

So far as Chatham is concerned, the 
condition of things, as pictured to 
the Municipal Coucnil in the all egedin- 
terest of Mr. Hutchison will not exist. 
The Chatham Railway will be extended, 
as promised,to deep water, while a deep 
water terminus below Middle Island 
“in the middle district of Newcastle ” as 
Mr. Hutchison’s notice reads is a 
practical and physical impossibility.

The mover said when he visited the 

jail yesterday, he at once come to the 
conclusion that it was no place to lock 
up human beings in. It was not at all 
creditable to the County. He had 
much pleasure in stating that Coun. 
Jardine had offered to furnish the neces­
sary stonj^, provided the building was 
constructed of that material. The In- 
diantown Branch would be running 
next year, and the stone could be laid 
down without much expense. (Ap- 
lause.)

Coun. Freeze said when he visited 
the jail yesterday he certainly thought 
that while it was not an imposing strue 
ture, nor calculated to impress strangers 
as an ornament, it was as good in ex­
terior appearance as the majority of the 
buildings in the town. Improvements 
were undoubtedly necessary, both as to 
the exterior appearance and interior 
arrangements, and especially from a 
sanitary point of view. It was all very 
well to say that we have money on hand 
to erect a new jail, but he was of opinion 
that the majority of the ratepayers of 
County would prefer to see the County 
Lands fund remain as it was, especially 
when the jail could be made i.i all 
respects, suitable by a moderate outlay. 
It was not expected that we should 
erect an ornamental, palatial residence 
in which to incarcerate prisoners. It 
did seem unreasonable to spend a large 
amount of money to put up a tine 
building for the purpose of securing 
some four or five prisoners, and to fur­
nish a residence for the jailer and his 
family. He would cheerfully support 
the outlay of a reasonable amount for 
much needed improvements, but would 
not support the proposition to erect a 
new jail.

Coun. Jardine said the offer he had 
marie to furnish the stone necessary for 
a new building, was an indication of 
how he looked at the matter. The 
present building was anything but 
creditable to the County.

Coun. Amos said lie thought the 
building looked well enough outside, 
but when he had had a good look at 
the interior it did not meet his idea 
as to what such a building should be. 
This was a matter for the County to 
deal with, but there were, in his opin­
ion, other objects needing to be dealt 
with fully as important as the one un­
der discussion. He believed tuat re­
pairs to the present jail would meet 
the reasonable expectations uf the par­
ish he represented.

Coun. Loggie said it would be much 
better ti take the §300 which it was 
proposed to spend in procuring plans 
for a new jail and devote it to renovat­
ing the present budding. Tno closets 
could be placed on the outside and any 
repairs or alterations necessary could 
be made so as to render the building 
quite good enough tor the County for 
years to come. O. course, if he were 
in Coun. Morrissey’s place he would try 
to get as tine and handsome a building 
as possible in Newcastle at the County’s

the North side of the Miramichi has 
assumed within the past fortnight is 
quite a surprise to the people of Chat­
ham. When it was first announced it 
appeared as the enterprise of a private 
individual. Latterly it has assumed 
the character of a semi-Govemmciit 
undertaking, specially designed to take 
traffic from the Chatham Railway and 
divert business from Chatham.

demands of increasing private business. 
It was thought somewhat singular that 
engineering skill in the regular pay of 
the Dominion Railway Department 
should be assisting in the survey of the 
proposed branch, but Mr. Hutchison 
assured his Chatham friends that he 
was, himself, paying all the expenses, 
and they believed him, though they 
could not comprehend the situation. 
They had faith in his loyalty to his 
friends and supporters here and 
refused to believe that he had formed an 
alliance with their enemies—the New­
castle enemies of the Chatham and 
Northern and Western railroads. 
Above all,they could not believe that he 
would impose upon their faith in and 
friendship for them by inducing them, 
through that feeling, to sign a petition 
in favor of a railway which its real 
promoters have now no hesitation in 
proclaiming is projected for the * pur­
pose of diverting business from Chat­
ham and its railway.
