TWO BIG FIRES. -

Hoboken, N. J., the Scene of
Both Conflagrations.

One Hundred and Forty Families Ren-
deredﬂm Last Night.

Docks Badly Damaged and Six Canal Boats
; Destroyed by the Flames,

New York, May 20.—Twice tonight
fire visited' Hoboken, 'N. J., -and the
loss was very heavy. Oné whole block
was reduced to ashes and one hun-
dred and forty families were rendered
homeless.. A big factory was destroy-
ed. The Hoboken fire department was
totally unable to cope with the flames,
and help was summoned from every
portion of . Hudson county and later
in the night, 'when the big docks at
Seventeenth street caught fire, the

only hope of saving them was from the

tugs called to the scene by the flames.

The, first fire broke out at 8.30 p. m.
in' the big. factory building .in the
block bounded by 13th ‘and 12th streets
and Washington and Hudson streets.
From the factory the flames leaped to
the apartment houses on the block
and they were swept away.

The factory in whieh the fire was
first discovered was four hundred feet
long by fifty deep On three gides of
the block were apartment houses. The
factory was a six story brick build-
ing. ‘The apartment houses were of
five stories, double, with brown stone
fronts and brick side wans

be justified. I was amused at the
ironical lgughter and clleara from the
-other .side of the house whenever
champagne or whiskey or hot water
was mentioned, these cheers and this
laughter coming from gentlemen who
every day mingle in . the best soclal
life of Ottawa, where hot water and
champagne and whiskey at times are
used without the slightest intimation
or hint or an impropriety on the part
of  those who use them.

THE ALASKAN BOUNDARY.

Washingtoa, May '19.—The  Alaskan
boundary treaty was considered by
the senate committee on foreign rela-
tions today.

The commit-
tee on foreign relations reported it to
the senate without amendment, but it-
was mever considered. When the last
congress expired the treaty went back
to the committee, and it now comes
up for consideration for the first time
in the 56th congress. The treaty pro-
vides for fixing the definite location
of the 141st meridian, but a question
has arisen as to whether the summit
of Mt. St. Eilias, as provided in the
treaty, should be determined upon es
the starting point. Senators Foraker
Clark and Twurpie were appointed a
sub-committee to fully investigate the
subject.

Toronto, May 20.—The John Eaton
Co.’s big departmental store, corner
of Yonge and Temperance sireets,

was destroyed by fire early this morn-
ing. When the first reel reached the
scene, -al 3.30, the building was a
mwass of flames. The fire threatened
ta ftake in the whole block and the
firemen directed their efforts to sav-
ing the other buildings.. The mof of
the building fell in in a very short
time, and before long the front wall
on Yonge street wcollapsed. About 30
firemen marrowly  escaped being
bunied under ¢he debris. The loss of
the Eaton company is estimated at
$250,000. Al ‘the plate glass on the
opposite side of the street was broken
by the heat.

We say that is just the way we have
tbeen teaching, but how long it has
taken some of us to learn to do It
ourselves, and how much better we
might have taught from the begin- |
ning had weé known just how. The
consecrated unlearned teacher can do
much in the way of bringing souls to
Christ, but it takes the trained teach-
ed to build them up in Christ. ~We
have too many "weak Christians who
cannot give ‘“‘a reason for. the ihope
that is in them,” and if we would
strongthen them they must be train-
ed in God’s word. Outside the home
there is no influence so strong for good
as that of the Sunday school teacher,
and how important therefore that they
should have the best training.

Every school should aim to have a
Normal Class from which to graduate
teachers for its classes and eventually
have only trained teachers on its
staff.

The scholars of the Normal Class
need not necessarily be young. Some
middle aged people are taking the
occurse this year, with great benefit to
themselves, and are surprised to find
the habit of study, so long laid down,
becoming easy again ar.d really a de-
light.

There is no reason for any to give
up study on account of age. It is one
way of keeping young.

How the Majestic and Canopus Classes
Differ in Efficiency. \

In discussing the four new battle
ships to be laid down by the British
admiralty this year, the Pall Mall
Gazette observes that the Majestic
class and the Canopus class are sim-
iflar in armament, each carrying four
46-ton wire guns and twelve 6-inch,
but the Canopus has fewer 12-pound-
ers, and other guns still smaller. She
is also about 2,000 tons lighter than
the Majestic, or 13,000 against 15,000,
and, drawing two feet less, is able to
pass through the Suez canal, which
is-an important advantage. But the
Majestic is much more heavily am-
mored. She is not as fast, her speed,
under natural draught, being put at
not quite 17 knots, and under forced
draught at not quite 18, whereas un-
der matural draught: the' Canopus
steams 181-4 knots. i

Besides, when the Majestic made
nearly 18 knots, she was without her
full load of coal. :‘She is able to carry
from 1,850 to 2,000 tons, against the
2,250 of the Camnopus, and with 1,850
she displaces her 16,000 tons, and is of
course slower. Last autumn, with all
coal, ammunition, and stores aboard,
she steamed not quite 17 knots with
fcrced " draught and’ 16 -with natural
draught. Thus the French Carnot or
Martel is faster; but the latter cannot
steam as far on their coal capacity.
The Canopus, with all ‘her coal on
board, displaces 14,400 tons, and is fas-
ter than the French ships just named.
The great weakness of the Canopus
is held to be in her defence, so that
she has sometimes beén called a big
armored cruiser rather than a battle
ship; and on the whole the Pall Mall
Gazette prefers the Majeéstic to the
Canopus as the standard type of bat-
tle ship, and recommends it for the
four new ships,

AUTOMATIC CAR DOORS.

.- Compressed, Air Succesafully Used to
Open and Close Them.

‘ A ‘device for automatically olosing
I and opening the doors of railway car-
| riages, which has been in successful
: operation for two years in Melbourne,
| ‘Australia, is about to be introduced
into 'Emngland, according to London
Engineering. The apparatus is wvery

simple, consisting of a train pipe,
l'wuhIch runs all along the carriages or
! ears, to which compressed air can be
i admitted by a guard. Upon each car-
riage door is an air cylinder, with its
piston coupled to a strong spring.
! 'When air is admitted to the pipe all
the pistons move in one direction, and
when it is evacuated they all move in
opposite directions. ' Connected to
<cach piston rod is a bar sliding ben-
eath the footboard of the carriage. At
each: door two springs connected to
. the bar are coupled to a lever on a
shaft, which is an extension of the
axis on which the door swings.
Movements of the longitudinal bar in
one direction tighten one spring and
tends to open the door, movement in
the opposite direction tends to close
: the door.” There is nothing in the de-
vice, however, ‘which prevents a pas-
senger from opening a door if desired.
In Australia the doors are locked at
one station and not opened umtil the
next is reached except by the conduc-
tor. ¢

The Ambassadors Will Present to the Porte
Today a Note Giving the Terms
of Peace.

Atheas, May 19.—M. Ralli, on behalf
of the government, has notified the
crown prince of the conditions of the
armistice concluded at Arta, upon the
basis of a mutual ocoupation of ‘the
arti-bellum positions, adding:

“Impart these conditions to com-
manders of the Tu fLorces, de-
clare that from  thid moment you
suspend hostilities and will only re-
sume them in the event of an attack,
disclaim all responsibility for any vio-
lation of the armistice and invite the
Turkish * commanders to suspend all
/hostitity.”

‘A telegram received here at mid-
night announces the arrival of Gen.
Smolenski at Lamia.

Turkish headquarters before Do-
mokos, May 17. (delayed in transmis-
sion.)—A great battle was fought well
into the night and the most important
of the war, is now ended. The com-
bat can only be described as indeci-
sive. The fighting ranged from early
worning until long after dark and
when the last, dropping shots were
passing over the field the advantage
did nct appear to rest with either
side. The Greeks maintained . their
positions and acquitted themselves so
well as to earn the hearty praises of
the Turks. They resisted with stub-
born endurance the determined at-
tacks of the Ottoman troops through
the day, £nd still held their entrench-
ments zt nightfall, The Turks made
a8 supreme effort late this afternoon,
but it was met with the utmost bra-
wvery upon the part of the Greeks and
failed The losses of the Turks were
heavy. The left division of the Turks
was engaged frcm nine o'clock in the
morning and appears to have suc-
ceeded in forcing back the Greek right
Wing.

The Turkish troops were in move-
meni at a very early hour and most
of the divisions Ileft Pharsalos: at
éawn, led by the Circassion cavalry,
whick acted as skirmishers during the
earlier part of tne engagement.

The real figkting began at about
eleven o'clock, when the Turks en-
countreed a squdron of Greek cavalry
cccupying as an advance post a vil-
lage before Domokos. After t;. sharp
exchange of shots between e Tur-
kish and Greek cavalrymen, the Greek
squadron retired from the village and
the fire and retreat towards Domokos.
This - preliminary skirmish was the
signal for the Greeks to prepare all
allong their line to receive the Tur-
kish attack.

Mhe Scene at that hour was really
magnificent. The weather was every-
thing that could be desired for a bat-
tle, and’ it’ would be difficult .to

: “imaginé anything more . attractive

than the -sight presented by the two
divisions of the Tutkish army as they

deployed in fine order upon the plain,

thelr ‘red fezes and glittering arms

| forming a bright contrast to the dark
blue ‘uniforms. The troops moved
forward as if on parade. The Greeks |

had established siege guns on _ the
summits of the hills around Domokos,
and these pieces opened the engage-
ment with a well directed fire upon
the massed battalions of Turks ad-

vancing ‘ from the foot of the hills.-

Although the Greek a.rti}lery was ad-
mirably well handled it had no ma-
terial effect in checking the Turkish
advance.

Suddenly at a given word of com-
mand the Turkish troops, instead of
keeping straight ahead in the direc-
tion of Domokos, deployed in fine or-
der to the right and took up a posi-
tion behind a hill, where they waited
while the wings of the Turkish army
completed their forward movements.

Then followed a period of suspense,
during. which the Turks steadily took
ap the pogitions assigned to them,
and at last, at three o’clock in the
afternoon, the Turkish artillery, to
the great relief of the Ottoman troops,
opened fire upon the enemy. The
Greek guns rveplied with great pre-
cision;, and a eevere artillery duel
was the result, both sides exchanging
shell fire for about an hour. Towards
four o'clock in the afternoon, Uechat
Pasha, who commanded the advance
on the Greek positions, ordered the
infantry brigade, armed with Maueser
rifles, to advance.

‘The bugles sounded, and with com-
mendable gkill, taking advantage of

every inequality of ground, the skir- |

mishers, little by 1little, crept up to
the first position held by the Greeks.

The papers reveal the startling fact
that their tender, upon bank note engraving
alone—notwi all the calculations
and additions made—was $18,416.88 less than
that of the American company; and in an-
other branch of engraving and printing, the
price of tho American company is nearly
four umemr”u;as;”tha of the Canggshéli
company: ,332.99, as against $1,936,

i incredible fact, for the
amount of work. Add to this the five or
six thousand dollars which the Queen's prin-
ler will have to pay for machinery to do the
stamped envelopes, which the Americans had
removed from their contract, and the saving
which might have been  effected by the
Queen’s printer doing the postal cards as
well as the stamped envelopes.

Courtney says: “The undersigned begs to
point out that at the time the present con-
tract was entered into. full and explicit en-
quiries were made as to the rates of the
American Bank Company, and also as to the
charges made by the British American Bank
Note Company to the chief monetary insti-

tions in Canada. The result of the en-
quiries proved that the rates charged to the
government for this class of work were in
1o sense higher that the rates quoted by the
American Bank Note Company. It can
hardly be possible that since the present con-
tract was entered into prices for the work
have fallen to such an extent as the rates
offered by the American Bank Note Com-
pany would lead one to believe. Accordingly
it wouid appear that other reasons exist than
those pointed out inducing = the American
Bank Note Company to tender at rates so
much lower than now paid.’”

Boston; May 22.—General business in
the ‘New England states is about sta-
tionary, some lines reporting a slight
improveément, while three or four
branches of trade report a falling off.

New Hampshire financial
circles are again in a bad way. The '
closing of the New Hampshire Bank
of Nashua was followed on Wednes-
éay by the suspension of the Belknap
Savings. Bank of Laconia, the latter
owing depositors $1,000,000. The Lake
Village Savings Bank and the Nashua
Savings Bank were temporarily em-
barrassed a few days ago, and the lat-
ter has' been’ enjoined from receiving
deposits. The hard times and the de-
preciated western farm property, etc.,
in- ‘whieh the New Hampshire banks
invested, are the chief causes of the
present flurry in that state. In all,
twenty-three New Hampshire bBanks
have been closed during the last four
rears.

Twenty-six Thousand Dollars
for Jubilee Expedition.

The Question of the Bank Note Con-
tract Brought Up by Mr. Foster.

To Connect Partridge Island With Mainland
After a -Thorough Survey.

(Special to the Sun.)
Ottawa, May 20.—The first business
of today was the voting of - twenty-

six thousand dollars for the expenses
of the jubilee expedition. A resolution
to that effect got two readings in the
committee, and a bill founded thereon
was read a first time and then a sec-
ond time.

Sir Richard Cartwright, replying ‘w0
Hon. Mr. Foster, thought the amount
would be sufficient. About one half
would be needed for the sea and iand
transpontation and the rest for pay
and maintenance.

Mr. Sutherland sugge3ted that par-
liament should contribute something
toward the expenses of the officers
who accompanied Premier Laurier.

Sir Richard Cartwright pointed.out
that most of these officers were of
good rank and would receive the pay
of their ranks. The matter, however,
would be considered.

Sir Charles was willing to leavethe
matter in the hands of ithe: govern-
ment. He was sure that what the
ministers found necessary to carry
out the programmie suitably would be
voted without cbjection by any mem-
bers, ;

Sir Richard expressed his appreci-
ation of the courtesy, and said he did
not propose to be extravagant, and
would call wpon the house for more
funds if meeded, which he hoped
would not be the case. i

‘When Hon. Mr. Fielding moved the
thouse into supply Hon. Mr. Foster
brought up the question of the bank
note contract. His address occupied
the whole afternoon.

The
Canadian company pointed out after
the tenders were opemed that the
New York tender was in entirely dif-
férent terms from thase in the speci-
ficaitions, and offered to do the work
in Canada at the figures offered by
the New . Yorker. This would be a
considerable saving to the country,
as the Canadian firm nad a number of
pletes ready made. Summing up the
case, Mr. Foster showed that Mr.
Fielding, contrary to the advice of
his own deputy, had shown special
favors to the New York contractor.
It has dome a serious injustice to a
Canadian industry, increased the cost
of the work and cast a suspicion uron
the methods and integrity of his own

There Will be Many Changes in the
Tariff,

Discrimination in the Matter of Illicit Distil-
- lers—Mr. McMullen's Sad Plight.

Ottawa, May 18.—If the government
adopts the report of the commission-
ers appointed to dnvestigate the af-
fairs of Kingston penitentiary a clean
sweep will be made of the officers of
that finstitution. The warden, the
deputy warden, the storekeeper and
bis assistant, the engineer, the stew-
ard, the surgeon and the chief keeper
are all reported as proper persons to
be dismissed. Two are said to be dis-
honest. Others who are honest are
described as incompetent.. Those that
are competent and honest are repont-
ed to be too old. Those who are com-
petent, honest and young, are recom-
menied for dismissal because they
a-e conneted by ties of reiationship
with each other or with somebody
«lse, and the commissioners find that
it makes for bad discipline to have
«ny more than one man of the same
family in the institution, except as a
prisoner.

The Kingston penitentiary is a-large
institution, and offers some very good
salaries. The commissioners recom-
mend that a salary of $3,000 with a
free residence should be paid the
warden, who now gets $2,900. The
other officers ought to receive corres-
ponding remuneration. It will be seen
that a promising vista of patronage
opens up. The ‘positions' which the
commissioners propose to vacate offer
the following salariéhs, supposing their
recommendation to be accepted: War-
den, $3,000 and a house; deputy war-
den, $1,500 and residence; surgeon, $1,-
800; engineer, $1,300; chief keeper,
$900; store keeper, $1,000; steward,
$900; assistant steward, $600.. It is
said that Mr. Noxon 1s wifing to be
warden and that his report as chief
commissioner has mot Ilost sight of
that possibility. It is remotely pos-
:ible that the commissioners were not
oblivious of this element of the case.
Mr. Noxon, the chief of the commis-
oion, is one of Sir Oliver Mowat’s par-
tizan officials in Ontario. He is the
head of the central prison in that
province, and the opposition party in
Ontario have t¢heir own opinion ‘of
him. Moreover, it appears to be Mr.
Noxon's idea that the penitentiary at
Kingston should be as much like the
Central prison at Toronto as possible.
The = second commissioner is Mr.
Fraser of Brockville, whose brother
was the colleague of Sir Oliver Mowat
and who is himself a somewhat em-
phatic partizan. The third is B. A.°
Meredith, a gentleman of four score
or more, who was himself retired by
the Mackenzie = government nineteen
vears ago for advanced years and in-
ability, to perform his duties. §

‘a 'favofable season, by ' providing
plough’ cattle, seed, and other neces-
saries of that sort.

There was a talk at one time of our
having to import grain from America,
but as yet the -necessity has not ar-
isen. 'There was a good- rice crop in
Burma, and it has been very use-
ful; but though we have watched very
clogely, we have not as yet detected
any sign of a general failure of food
supplies. I have today a letter from
Sandhurst, in which he gives a re-
assuring account in  this ‘respect of
the worst districts in the Bombay
presidency. If there was to be another
failure of the monsoon over anything
like the same area, we should have a
very different ‘state of things, and we
should certainly have to take from
you and “everybody else "all that
could be spared; but In the meantime
there is no reason to think that any-
thing 86 d@readful is impending.

I am inflieting rather a long letter
upon you;' but I thought you might
like to know a little of the view I take
of the situdtion. I don’t know how
“you get any news of Indidn affairs—
1 suppose through London—and many
of the accounts whith appear ' are,
to say the least, not distinguished for
accuracy or impartiality. I think,
however, that all are now beginning
to recognize, what I have known for
months, "that the officers on the spot
have been working throughout with a
devotion and self-sacrifice that could
not be exceeded.
