Pleurisy, Following Serious illness, Resulted 
Fatally—His Long Career as a Professional 
Man and a Politician

Home of 1 E. Peters Was 
Gulfed This Morning at a 
Loss of $8,000—Charles 
Oovang Had Jaw Broken

SAYS THAW WAS SANE WHEN 
HE KILLED SANDFORD WHITE

in the newly founded Parrtown (St. 
John), his wife being Hannah Lester. 
The ceremony took place on April 4, 
1784, and was performed by Hon. Geo. 
Leonard.

After attending the parish school 
near his home Dr. Stockton went to 
Mt. Allison University, from which he 
graduated In 1868 with the degree of. 
B. A. Three years later he was award­
ed the degree of M. A. and subsequent- ’ 
ly D.C.L. After leaving Mt. Allison 
he attended Coburg University and 
graduated as B.C.L. In 1869. Mean­
while he had been entered as a student 
at law with his uncle, C. W. Stockton, 
and had been admitted to the bar. Few 
men In these parts have had their 
abilities more generously recognized 
than the late representative of St. John, 
who was not only a D.C.L. of his alma 
mater but had received a similar honor 
from King’s College, Windsor, N. S., 
had been awarded the degree of Ph. D. 
by the Illinqis Weslyan University and 
LL. D. by Victoria University. 
In addition to making for 
himself the reputation of a leader at 
the "oar, Dr. Stockton found time to do 
considerable literary work, much of it 
above the average. He also did excel- 
lent service for the legal profession in 
editing Berton’s reports of. the Su­
preme Court of New Brunswick. In 
1898 he published an excellent work on 
the Monroe Doctrine, which attracted 
much attention, and for some time paèt 
he has been editing a work on the 
early Judges of New Brunswick, which 
is appearing in serial form In Acadén- 
sls. He was also keenly interested in 
all educational Interests, and for many 
years was one of the regents of Mount 
Allison and for a time lecturer In thé 
St. John Law School, and a director 
of the Mechanics’ Institute when the 
Winter course in connection was one 
of the institutions of the city. He was 
deeply Interested In the work of the 
Historical Society, and occupied the 
position of Its president. For a time 
he was prominently Identified with the 
temperance movement and a freefuent 
speaker on that subject. The only pub­
lic positions held by D». Stockton 
other than those of a representative 
character were registrar In vice admir­
alty and one of the commissioners to 
report on. the law and practice and 
constitution of the courts in New 
Brunswick. In his younger days Dr. 
Stockton was attached to local mili­
tia retiring with the rank of captain. 
He was also a past master in the 
Masonic fraternity.

He was married September 5, 1871, 
to Amelia E., daughter of Rev. Hum­
phrey Pickard, D. D., of Sackvllle, one 
of the most prominent educationists of 
the Maritime Provinces. Seven child­
ren survive. Elsie, the oldest, has been 
with her father since his Illness became 
serious. Evelyn Is attached to the 
Hannemin Hospital, in New York, 
Veda, Sylvia and Carolyn are at home. 
Goldwin P., the eldest son, is with the 
firm of C. S. Hyman & Co., of London, 
Ont., and Ronald P., is a third yea» 
arts student at Toronto University. 
Mrs. Stockton left last night for Tor­
onto when it was learned that her 
husband’s illness was furthe 
plicated " by an attack of pleurisy, but 
death had taken place before she 
could get to her destination.

OTTAWA, Ont, March 15—The death 
of Dr. A. A. Stockton, M. P. for St. 
John, occurred early this morning. He 
died in Water Street Hospital, where 
he has been for some time.

Dr. Stockton succumbed to that 
weakness which has troubled him for 
years and which once before threatened 
his life. At that time he underwent a 
dangenus operation. It was thought 
In February that an operation would 
have to be resorted to and a surgeon 
was summoned from Boston. When he 
arrived Dr. Stockton had so much Im­
proved that the operation was not per­
formed. From that time on until a few 
days ago he contlnutd to improve, then 
pleurisy set in and there was a fatal 
termination this morning.

The death of Dr. Stockton following 
close on that of Hon. A. G. Blair' re­
moves another important figure from 
the political arena of this province. It 
falls to the lot of few men in political 
life to make so many warm friends 
and at the same enjoy the distinction 
of having so many actlce and eneqgetic 
opponents as did the late Dr. Stock- 
ton. At the outset of his political 
career there was a period of tranquil­
ity which was undisturbed for six 
years.

— The 
interior of A. E. Peters home, one of 
the finest residences In this city, was 
badly gutted by fire early this morning, 
tho damage amounting to seven or 
eight thousand dollads, which is cov­
ered py insurance.

It was with this knife Mrs. Flamen- 
hlft ended her life. Her husband arose 
early yesterday morning and went to 
his slaughter house to prepare for the 
day’s work. When he returned he 
found his two grown sons In the kit­
chen awaiting their breakfast, but no 
signs of his wife. The boys stated 
that they had come down from their 
room, and, not finding their mother 
about, supposed she had gone out to a 
store to get something for breakfast.

Flamenhtft entered the sitting room 
and found his wife's shawl laying on a 
sofa. Knowing she had not gone out 
without it, he became alarmed and be­
gan a search for her. Not finding her 
In any of the rooms of the house, he 
repaired to the cellar with his sons, 
and there they were almost overcome 
to find the wife and mother lying on 
the cellar floor with her head almost 
severed from her body.

The bill 
was given its second reading. Pro­
gress was reported in committee and 
the house adjourned at 1 a. m.

OTTAWA, March 14.—In the house 
today Mr. Bourassa drew attention to 
a newspaper dispatch stating that the 
prime minister had been in correspond­
ence with the Premier of New Zea­
land and that as a result the question 
of treaty making rights would be con­
sidered at the colonial conference.

The prime minister said that he had 
had no correspondence with Sir Joseph 
Ward on the subject.

In moving the second reading of a 
bill to cûnsolidate and amend the Do­
minion lands act the minister of interi­
or said that various changes were pro­
posed in order that new conditions 
might be met. The bill did away with 
the lien on homestead, would permit 
homesteaders to reside with other re­
latives than parents, and made provis­
ion for dealing with water powers.

Perhaps the most important section 
of the bill was that which dealt with 
pre-emptions. The government be­
lieved that settlers coming from the 
United States and eastern Canada had 
been attracted by the right to acquire 
a second quarter section next to their 
free homestead at a reasonable price.

The effect of these rights of pre­
emption had been to attract a large 
number of the most desirable class of 
immigrants to land in the railway belt. 
The bill proposed to assist in main­
taining those conditions and attract­
ing a similar class of immigrants to 
take lands outside the railway belt and 
other lands which had hitherto been 
under reservation.

For this purpose the bill proposed to 
withdraw the reservation on about 40,- 
000,000 acres of land in upper Sas­
katchewan and Alberta.

Referring to the Hudson’s Bay rail­
way project, Mr. Oliver said the gov­
ernment was fully convinced of the 
propriety of giving the Northwest an 
additional railway outlet by way of 
Hudson’s Bay at the earliest possible 
date. At the same time it was realized 
that public opinion throughout Canada 
could scarcely be expected, at the mo­
ment, in view of the great obligations 
already incurred in connection with 
railway enterprises, to sanction the ad­
ditional obligation that would be in­
curred by providing immediately for 
the construction of a railway to Hud­
son’s Bay unless special provision were 
made to meet that obligation.

OTTAWA, March 14— Hon. Mr. Tem- 
pleman has given notice of a bill to 
create a separate federal department of 
mines. The mines branch is now under 
Dr. Haanel in connection with the 
geological survey and the creation of 
a separate department under a minis­
ter and deputy minister, will facilitate 
and enlarge the general educational 
and supervisory work of the federal 
government in regard to mines in the 
same manner as fisheries and agricul­
ture are now administered, without 
conflicting with the provincial jurisdic­
tion. The creation of department does 
not mean the addition of a new minis­
ter to the cabinet, but its administra­
tion will be assigned to one of the pre­
sent ministers by order of the governor 
general in council.

It is understood that Mr. Templeman 
will be placed in charge of the new de­
partment, which will comprise two 
branches, a geological and a mines 
branch, over each of which there will 
be a director and a deputy minister 
over both.
