LONDON, Feb. 9.—The Times, in an 

editorial dealing with General Buller’s 
task, says: “The problem before him 
is unquestionably moat difficult.

We await the issue of the operation 
with great anxiety ’’ Elsewhere the 
Times comments on tiie fact that Gen­
eral Duller is “pUying his part to the 
general scheme, which is being co-or­
dinated by Lord Roberts.” It says on 
this poll.!: “The British public is still 
kept in Igorance of the whereabouts of 
some 25.000 troops, and great develop­
ments may be expected. It is difficult 
to believe that the Boers are effectual­
ly ignorant cf the disposition of the 
British fcices. The great game of war 
willl have shortly begun and we may 
confidently hope that the period of 
reverses is drawing to tn end.”

In regsid to Gen. MacDonald’s op­
erations, Lord Roberts dees not men­
tion the former’s retirement to the 
Modder river. He says:

“MacDonald was despatched to pre­
vent the Boers blocking the main drift 
eut Koodpesberg, and successfully 
established himself there In spite of 
the determined efforts of tiie Boers to 
dislodge him. At MacDonald’s re­
quest, Babii gton was sent with re­
inforcements Wednesday, Feb. 7.

Other­
wise, the writer mlgihit have known 
that in several cases, particularly at 

- four comps, their destitution this win­
ter has been extreme. So the fiact of 
hie not signing tolls name to his letter 
Is superficial and suggestive to say 
the least.

In a casual Way I mentioned tn a 
letter to a friend in St. John that 
some of the Indians were very poor; 
but I did not ask oir expect her to 
give the matter a second thought.

A few weeks later I was very sur­
prised to receive from ithe W. C. T. 
U. of St. John a letter containing $10 
for the benefit of the destitute In­
dians. A box of clothing for .their be­
nefit has also been kindly sent -by ithe 
same organization.

I hope thiis explanation will soothe 
the injured feelings of “De Facto,” 
and satisfy him that “by a false re­
port” I was not "trying to Injure Oro- 
moato in the estimation of any one.” 
Neither did I beg or solicit any assist­
ance for the Indians in any way.

When acknowledging receipt of the 
money I' wrote some details re exist­
ing facts, which I will be very glad 
to prove to any member of the W. C. 
T. U. who will visit this village, and 
who is hereby invited to dk> so at my 
expense.

“Things seen are mightier than 
ihinge heard.” Today I visited the 
camps, and the misery, squalor and 
poverty of them is matchless, as is 
also ithe cowardice of the Boer who 
hid behind the rock, “De Facto,” and 
Shot a letter that is ais untruthful as 

an It is malicious.
The Indian oommiiasioner has done 

a very great dead towards alleviating 
the distress of the Indians here this 
winter, otherwise some of them might 
have died of “ starvation and sorrow.” 
He has always been "to their virtues 
very kind, to their fallings very blind,” 
I am glad ito state, for the mÆofimation 
of De Facto, who does not seem to 
know thait the agent has done any­
thing.

R. Williams, another employe, 
agreed with others that Mr. Bostwlck 
seemed to worry over things.

The jury, after listening to a short

Modern Poultry Breeding Criticised by 
Homer Davenport of New York, Pet 

Fowl Fancier.

(New York Journal, 2nd.)
Why it should make any difference whe­

ther the hen 'hat lays the eggs (has four 
toes or five, or whether the old "rooster that 
we buy for a broiler has three notches in­
stead of seven in his comb, is a mystery.

Still, if you don’t believe it go to Madi­
son Square Garden and be convinced. It із 
an even hatch whether the people who at­
tend poultry shows are not more interesting 
than the poultry.

You can tell the farmer who. breeds Coch­
ins. He looks like one. His whiskers grow 
in clusters snd he clucks whenever he sees 
eggs.

The neat appearing swell dresser always 
breeds fancy pigeons; the sensible looking 
man with chin beard and earnest face is 
a breeder of Lan shans or Plymouth Rocks; 
the dyspeptic invariably breeds geese or 
ducks.

The new woman at the poultry show із 
easily distingaished from others of tier se.c. 
She boldly pokes her 'hand in every cage, 
conveying to the observers the familiarity 
which exists between herself and a prob­
able prize winner. Therefore, 1 say, honor 
to the lady and free advertising to the 
chicken. • Though there is no dhange no­
ticeable in the hen’s pulse beats after being 
held by the leg, the new woman has added 
an extra beat to her own.

After spending t.wo days and nights in 
the Garden and dreaming during the spare 
time you do sleep of the good, old-fash­
ioned hen it hits you on a tender spot in 
your crop to think that poultry should be 
twisted and joined into so many different 
shapes just for fancy’s sake.

To get on a step ladder and look at the 
game cook at the present standard, cne is 
impressed with its cruelty. There, perched 
cn stilts, he thrives in an attitude so high 
that his eyes have a dizzy expression. 
Imagine, if you , can, a game hen, after 
taxing her energies to lay an egg, having 
to exhaust her strength in a struggle to 
gain her feet. Another Dig Cochin, poor 
thing, has finally been bred till her bustle 
is so much higher than her head that her 
eyes are always more or lets bloodshot. 
But this is called science in breeding. They 
breed Cochin bantams so small that you 
cannot tell whether the hen is on her nest 
or going for a drink.

What material for Darwin, could he now 
see the twentieth century poultry ? Who 
could imagine that the Callus Bankiva and 
the Gal lus Sonnereti were the source of all 
this stilt and wool, all this comb and gills. 
They are, nevertheless.

I have in my avaries at home, the Callus 
Bankiva, the originals of «he domestic 
poultry, but I am afraid the sight of his 
modern relatives would affect his breeding 
in tho spring to come.

Geese are now bred so that they have to 
walk astride of a trench, otherwise they 
would scrape. They breed the Polish with 
such a topknot that hen has to’ be led to 
her nest as you would lead a blind man to 
the corner on which ho begs.

These aVe the traits that produce the 
blue ribbons. The less the Polish can see 
the better the bird; the more feathers you 
■■an grow cn the Cochin’s leg the higher 
the price of her eggs. Thus we distort the 
fowls and laugh and put each other on the 
back at our efforts to frighten beautiful na­
ture to the woods

As I said before, I have been standing 
around the Garden till the roosters show 
some sign of jealousy.

AFFDICTED WITH FAVIS.

s. IS. Dake Superior, that arrived 
here on January 28, had among her 
passengers some Russian- Jew emi­
grants.

Alt’ present, the 
speaker further pointed out, there 
were 109,000 regulars to the country, 
and the Increase was anticipated to be 
30,000. There were now 328,000 mem In 
the auxiliary forces, and dit was esti­
mated the increase would be 50,000 
men. So, altogether, the country would 
scon have at least 517,000 men, and 
Mir. Wyndham anticipated the number 
would be nearer 600,000 than half a 
million.

The secretary of state for war, Lord 
Lansdov r.e, furnished the house of 
lords with a statement similar to that 
of Mr. Wyndham.

The Prince of Wales and the Duke 
of Cambridge were interested listeners 
in the house of lords.

Mr. Wyndham’s announcement that 
commissions in the regular army 
would be offered to the colonies was 
received with great cheering.

During the course of ‘his remarks, 
Mr. Wyndiham referred to the govern­
ment’s confidence in the power and 
splendid efficiency of the fleet; saying 
it was never greater or more legiti­
mate than now.

But, in case of the fear of invasion, 
the garrisoning of the coast towns 
would devolve on the auxiliary forces, 
as it would be the first duty of the 
fleet to be off the enemy’s coast, or 
face to face With the enemy.
