THE DROENNIAL CONYENTION ~ OF THE
Youxe Prorre's Soocigry or Curisrian
Expeavor was held in Portland, Maine,
February 2, 3 and 4. Much interest
attaches to this convention, not only be
cause of its being the annugl gathering
of u society which has enlisted in s0
large & measure the sympathy and en-
deavor. of the Christian young people
of this continent—a society, the rapid
and wide-reaching development of which
is 80 remarkable—but also, ald especi
ally, bécause it marked the completion
of the first ten years of the history of
the Christian Endeavor movement.
Volumnious reports of the mestings have
reached us through our esteemed con-
temporary Zion's Advocate, of Portland,
and other sources. We have not, how-
ever, space at command for other than
& brief notice. 1,800 delegates
registered, and fully thousand
persons were in attendance at several
of the meetings. The services were full
of interest and inspiration for Christian
workers, and the addresses of the repre-
sentative ministers present from the
several denominations appear to have
been excellent in spirit and in substance.
There are now, we are told, over 13,000
societies of Christian Endeavor with over
780,000 members, found chiefly in the
United States and Canada; but also in
Great Britain, Australia, in all
missionary lands. The following figures
indicate the rapid extension of the
movement: In 1882 there were 481
members ; in 1883, 2,870; in 1884, 8,9(
in 1885, 10,964; in 1886, 50,000; in 887,
144,000; in 1888, 300,000; in 1889, 500,000;
and in June, 1890, 660,000. During the
eleven months last named about 16,000
have been added each month; every
week 4,000 enlisted, and every day ten
new societies formed. We do not see
how the conclusion can be avoided
that the history of this movement indi
cates providential leadings, that it is
meeting & real want and fulfilling an im-
portant ministry for the advancement of
the Redeemer’s Kingdom. 1ts wonderful
growth has nof been in accordance with
any hunsan forecast or shrewdlyconceived
scheme. Those who watched over its
infanoy had no thought of so wide an
extension of its sphere and influence.
The Christian Endeavor Society, in its
origin, was intended to y merely .to
the local interests of Williston
church, Portland,:of which Dr. F. E.
Clark was then pastor. It seems, however,

On the evening before, the engineers had

preash to the factory. Hesrtrending
scenes were witnessed as women and
children went about searching for their
husbands, fathers or brothers. The dead
were for the most part frightfully scald
ed and mutilated, and few could be re-
cognized, except by the clothing attached
to the remains. It is suggested that the
accident may be due tosome of the pipes
having been frosen during the time the
factory was shut down, but nothing for
certain seems to be known as to the
cause of the disaster. It is said that the
best engineering talent in the city was
being employed in connection with the
machinery when the explosion ocourred.

He manifests & deop interest in this
ehurob..s shurch, the members of which
be had pot sgen. (e thanks God that
by grace they had been onlled, and that
for their faith they were noted the Chris
tiag workd over. Having this deep per
sonal interest in this oburch, Paul pray-
od that he might be permitted to make
them a visit. This desire on his part
was not selfish. His purpose in going to
Rome was not to receive from the breth-
ren there a blessing, but to impart to
them some spiritual good, He' yn.mofi
to see at Rome the briumphs of grace in
saving sinners aud perfecting Christian
character in the samnts. Psul then ex-
plains the ground of this desire—this
soul yearning. Wa hear him say, “There
can be no thanks to me. This desire in
me to bless you springs from a deep
sense of justice. I long to impart good
to you because | justly owe you. Itis a
deep sense of right that moves me toward
you—for | am debtor. This anxiety is
the normal fruit of my rensomed life, It
is no effervescent feeling of beuevolence
but an inwrought sense of right. I, by
the very law of the divine life in me, am
adpbtor, A« Jesus for me paid it all,
then it follows that to Him 1 owe all.”

Now:in what sense; we ask, was the
great apostie debtor? He was & man
‘who in one sense paid as he went, He
admonishes this same church to owe no
man anything.- He was emphatically the
apostle of grace.  He taught that salva

Now, as Paul views the desth gloom of
the race, and feels the working of the
life of God in his own soul, I think he
exclaims, “Yea, my Lord, I will; I cheér
fully, though with a_deep sense of un
worthiness, accept thé order. Itshall be
my delight; so far as in mve is, to. pay
that: debt to the lost nations of earth.
That work shall be the absorbing
thought of my life on earth and an
element of my joy in the coming eter
nity.” Now from this standpoint it ap-
pears that the apostle in the text de-
clares he is debtor.

But Paul's call differed from the call
of ‘the members of this Christian eon
gregation only in office; in principle
they are the same. The relation of the
apostle to & lost world was then the
sameé as is ours today, my brother.
Paul's obligation to God was the same
in that day as is ours in this the evening
of the 10th century ; and, dear friends,
Jjust as long as the great commission re-
maine & part of the inspired’ Scriptures,
and there are tribes on earth destitute
of the message of life, the obligation will
remaih the same. Every soul called and
made by grace a partaker of the Divine
life is calleii to impart that same life to
We differ in our

kinds of Christian work, but we are all
sent into the vineyard as laborers. We
then, brethren, must conclude that the
word debtor, which designates the rela-
tion of Paul to the lost nations, defines
likewise our relation to those who know
not our Sayiour.

We in this life as Christiahs own no-
thing except “ my Beloved.” Christ is
my only ute possession. Absolute
proprietorship can only be applied to
(iartbe absolute Creator. The only pro-
prietor in this world is God, the Maker of
this world.

All that we call ours here, and all that
the law allows us to hold for a time and
transfer, was made, and is owned, by Him
who made and who owns us. The robin
that in spring-time builds her nest in
your maple tree, does not because of
that own the tree. So when God in His
love permits you and me to enjoy for a
time & poriion of this material world, we
do not, because of this, become the pro-
prietors of that which we enjoy. It be-
longs to God the Maker. Acknowledge
that God is, and we are forced to admit
that He is the proprietor of all. The fact
that we can take nothing material out of
this world is strong proof that we do not
possess anything material ip this world.
We brought nothing into nf- world and
we can take mnothing out. My brother,
if you were to move from your home and
native place, any law would sllow you to
gather up all your effects and fake them
or their equivalent with you. The law
that would not allow you thus to do, but
would confiscate all you had, would be to
say the least unrighteous.

God has so ordained it, my brother,
that you and [ have to move out of this
time state. We go hence. And accord
ing to His fixed law, we can take nothing
with us. We must confiscate all. We
must go out as we came in—naked. Now
if you, my brother, are the proprietor of
that one hundred acre homestead, God
must be very unjust to compel you by
His unalterable law to confiscate all that
home when you move out. God's laws
are just, The Judge of quick and dead
will do right. That we can take none of
these things with us wher we cross to the
other shore is, we think, strong evidence
that they did not belong to us when on
this shore, The Lord has entrusted these
things with us for a time, to be used for
Huws glory by extending the reign of
Christ on earth. When we refuse to do
this we rob God and in the spiritual

‘realm commit a criminal act, for we re-

fuse 10 use that which belongs toanother
a8 the other directs. The pormal expres
sion of the ransomed life is, “T owe all to
Him.” Do we feel this indebtedness—
this yesroing to save the world from
death? If so, there is a sphere in which
our sotivity can set forth the praise of
Him who calied us.'If in us there be the
desire 1o do good and 1o bless the world,
then in the world there is deep spiritual
need to be supplied by us.

But God bas written the same law in
'His book. There He commsnds us to

reach the gospel to every creature, and
'glsuod are they who do His commands.
The Word of God and Christian experi-
ence teach that the path of obedience is
strown with blessings and leads to joys
on high. Hencegthere is perfect agree.
ment between the law as written in God’s
Book and as written upon our ransomed
natures. Harmony here exists as in all
the works of God.

Should we not, then, strive to come into
line with the divine plan, and in our life’s
work here fulfil the divine purpose?
Now, this law of giving being God's law,
it therefore is the very best law for all
God's "creatures. His laws are always
the best. But we believe that back of
all divine law there is the divine pur-
pose, and that purpose so far as we can
Judge in divine government, is to convey
the greatest good to the creatures gov-
erned. Lf then we would partake of the
highest good, we can only do so by com
ing in line with the divine law. Are we
willing to come in line with the divine
law of Christian giving? Sometimes we
feel that this law of giving is oppressive.
There  comes up within us s wish that
God would not make so many demands
upon us. Itis often said by professed
Christians that more is required of us
than we are able to perform. Stop, ignor-
ant, shortsighted worm. Do you mnot
know that every com'nand to you to give
is a direct token of the divine love to
you? That every demand made upon
you comes to you as a divine blessing?
Do you not, my brother, see that the di-
vine purpose in these calls is to bless
and to refresh your soul? Youand I
are required to give that to us great
blessing may come. Other mesns could
have been used to bring sinners to God.
Blessing to othery, i. ¢., the receivers, ap-
péars to be secondary in the purpose,
back of this law of giving. Through our
exertion and beneficence, sinners are
saved. They receive great blessing. But
as { open the good old Book I read the
words of the dear Lord, how he said, Itis
more blessed to give than to receive.
Then when by divine appointment L take
the glwo of the giver, 1 come in line
with ‘the divine law, and mine by the
same law of love is the more blessed
oondition. If you then, my brother,
be the more blessed one, you must take
the place of the giver. In this realm
also, only those who do His will shall

ow the preciousness of the doctrine.

The Lord's people on earth are by the
Saviour likened tosalt. Now salt exists
only to influence and save that outside
of and beyond itself. If we then be that
salt of which the Saviour speaks, the
purpose of our Christian lives must be
to save that which is beyond ourselves.

It is very poor religion that can do no
more than preserve the soul in which it
professes to dwell. It lacks the grand
essential, the aggressive power that God
has purposed shall leaven a sinful race.

But to what extent am 1 s debtor to
thoge who have not the Gospel? What
per cent, of my material ingome is re-

quired to pay that debt? This is a
question | caonot aniwer.  Here the
opinions held and expressed are many.
Some say ten per cent., some more, some
less. Paul does not tell us what per
cent. of his life and material income paid
the debt hie owed to Greeks and Barba-
risns. We do not think that ten
per cent. did it, however. His life and
teachings do not indicate that any such
proportion satisfied his conscience. That
h d man of God d all bhe
was and- all he bad to the payment of
that debt. Ife made no provision for the
flesh. If God our Father had adopted
the tithing system in His gifts to us,
Christ the Son would have never left the
infinite glory, God gave all; the best,
His only begotton Son. We do not read
anywhere in the good old Book that
Christ gave ten per cent. of His life or of

Himuelf to purchage our redemption. If
He bad, deathgloom today woula
shroud the race.

{imself for our sins. Brethren, when
we realize that we were bought with a
‘great price, and that God the maker of
all things is the proprietor of all things,
the question of per cent. becomes
secondary, for we then recognize that
all we are and: all we have belong to
Him. Ten per cent. for one individual
may be a very much greater gift and
represent a much grander sacrilice in
the giving than 90 per cent. for another
individual.

It is not the amount given that deter-
mines the extent of the gift, but the
amount left after the gift has gone out.
The woman whose act was to be told
wherever the gospel was preached gave
10U per cent. and hence had nothing left.
When we talk of per cent. in this realm
we talk of law and are in danger of being
entangled with a yoke of bondage. The
New Testament rule to give as God has
prospered us is, we believe, the best rule.

This 19th century is known as the mis-
sionary age. Man the world over is be-
ing aroused to recognize, though but
dimly, his indebtedness to the world.
Man s relation to his brother man is ac-
knowledged to-day as never before. The
morning light is breaking ; the glorious
dawn has come; Christianity is becoming
more practical. Men to day aré known
o8 Christians not 80 much by what they
profess, as“ly what they are doing to
bless others. Men are giving as never
before, and God is wonderfully blessing
these gifts.

To the Christian heart these are cheer-
ing sigps.

The cohief
pastors for this service should have a
broad edugation. The fields should be
large. Assistants for the pastor should
be appointed for each important locality.
An order of deaconesses should be insti-
tuted {0'visit among the families, minis-
ter to the needs of the sick and the
afflicted and watch over the spiritual in-
terests of the young. It is claimed that
this is the plan by which the large
churches of the city are now organized
and conducted, and that its success in
this sphere gives assurancesthat it would
sucoeed if judiciously applied in country
districta. .

This plan resembles in some respects
the method adopted” by our Home Mis-
sion Board, but differs from it in having
but one large church on a field instead
of weversl small and independent
churches. Possibly our method would
be considered to be more in harmony
with the views of church-polity accepted
by our people. But there is another
great difference between the two me-
thods, With us the pastor of one of
these extensive fields is éxpected to
perform the functions of chief pastor,
two or three sssistants, several deacons
and two or three deaconesses. No man
can compass all this work, and something
must remain undone. Might it not be
better, if need be, to make the fields
even larger and employ on them alarger
variety of talents? Paulenumerates divers
gifts.as useful for the edification of the
church.

Acadla College and Wolfyille Water
Supply.

Permit me to call attention to an ex-
traordinaty state of things existing at
Wolfville. In the latter part of the ses
sion of 1889 an act was introduced recit-
ing the desirability of affording the
inhabitants of Wolfville a water supply
and sewerage, and power to assess them-
selves therefor. It was passed April 17th
and on May lst the people voted it into
operation. This was quick work. The
business was hurriedly done. The act
named three commissioners, with power
to raise $25,000 on the real and personal
property of the district. All power was
given the commissioners, and the rate-
payers were given no voice. In this re.
spect the act differs very greatly from
the Antigovish water act of 1890, where-
by the town council of that town are de
barred {rom entering into any contract
or issuing any debentures,until the rate
payers have signified their approval at a
regularly convened meeting,

But the special feature of the Wolfville
act, to which attention is requested, isits
departare from the principle incorpgrat

ed Into the general assessment act and |

Manifestly a scheme will bo & success in
#0 far as it embraces ohjects that awaken
enthusiasm, and special appeals for ob
jects outside of a scheme must tend to
weaken it. Whenever we advocate the
claims of the Convention Fund, we feel
the burden of the unspoken thought,
“ Brethren, respond; but, remember, you
thus make no provision for the earrying
out of the appeal, no provision for the
great North-west, and no provision for
Grande Ligne. On the other hand, when
we urge the needs of North-west and
Grande Ligne (objects in which much
enthusiasm centres), we regret that we
cannot throw that enthusissm into our
regular scheme, and so lift all our
finances while aiding these objeots, in-
stead of, by the presentation of their
claims apart from the acheme, emphasiz-
ing its insufficiency.

There is now an evident disregard of
the proportionate allotments of the.Con-
vention Fund. The following is from the
last report of the Board of Governors of
Acadia College (see Year Book, page 65).

“We call your attention to the fact
that the Convention Fund does not yield
for our educational institutions the share
to which they are by the Convention
Plan entitled, and we tgust that steps
may be taken to give these enterprises
their just proportion of the benevolence
of the denomination, We think the
churches and all other contributors to
the Convention Fund would most wisely.
bestow their bounty and liberality by
giving on the Convention Plan pure and
simple, and thus each department of our
work will move on harmoniously and
well.”

$2,868, or little more than one-eighth.
The proposed resolution gives them but

It must be a novel sight to see the
tiny footed Chinese women go toppling
around the streets of our national capi-
tal in the manner described as follows
by a writer in the New York Ledger:

When the ladies of the Chinese Le-
.gation at Washington go out on the
street for a walk, they are objects of
universal attention. Their poor little
fest are mere soraps, and they cannot
walk, but hobble along like cripples,
clmgmg to a frindly fence or post if
they are jostled, and sometimes tumb-
ling all ‘together like a row of bricks.
They never go singly, and rarely ex-
tend. their walk beyond sight of their
own home. A servant stands in the
front of the Legation house—he is an
Irishman, by the way—and keeps a
watchful eye on all their movements so
long as they are in the street. They do
not walk abreast lest one should fall
and upset the others. They are ruddy
of cheek, aud bright and pleasant to
look upon, and they appear to.be crack-
ing stupendous Chinese jokes about the
passers by who stare at them too rudely.
Theee aristocratic ladies are so clumsy,
with their fat hands and little feet, that
they are quite unable to dress them-
selves, bxt require the constant service
of a maid. They appear to greatly enjoy
the freedom of lheu’ Amer\can life.
